Feast of the Nativity.

TeE Nativity, or Christinas,
greatest of Christian feasts, was
appropriately ushered i 4t mid
night by solemn religious services
in St. Dunstan’s Cathedral. A
Solemn Pontifical Midnight Mass
was celebrated by his Lordship
Bishop MeDonald. The clergy
assisting were: Rev. Dr. Mor-
rison, arch-priest; Rev. Father
Johnston, deacon, and Rev. Father
Connolly sub-deacon.  The ser-
mon was preached by Rev. Dr.
Morrison. He took his text from
the ‘Gospel of the first Mass for
Christmas (Luke I, 1-14). This
Gospel refers to the decree that
went out from Ceesar Augustus

~for—the saroliment of the whole

world. . In compliance with this
decree Jodeph and Mary went to
Bethlehem to be enrolled. While
there our dear Lord was bornina
manger, because there was no
room for them at the inn.” Then
the Angels appeared to the shep-
herds singing “Glory to God in
the highest, and on earth peace to
men of good] will.” * We should
give glory to God on each recur-
rence of the great feast of the na-
tivity by worthily approaching
the sacraments, and thus prepare
our souls for the enjoyment of that
peace to men of good will, of which
the Angelssang. Tbe church was
most appropriately decorated with
wreaths and pendants of evergreen
and streamers of various colors.
The high altar was most charm-
ingly adorned with a wealth of
flowers and numerous tapers and
a myriad of electric jets in colored
globes. A handsomely adorned
crib was erected near the altar of
the Sacred Heart. The choir,
with ~orchestral reinforcement,
rendered elaborate music. Other
masses were celebrated during the
morning, and at half-past ten high
Mass was suog by Rev. Dr. Mor-
rison, and a sermon preached by
Father Connolly. The religious
observance of the day in the Cath-
edral was brought to a closein the
evening by Solemn Pontifical Ves-
pers, followed by SoJemn Benedic-
tion of the Blessed Sacrament, his
Lordship the Bishop officiating,
assisted by the same priests as at
the;Midnight Mass. Masses were
celebrated during the morning in
the chapel of the Sacred Heart at
the Charlottetown Hospital,'and
in thé chapels of both Convents,
which were suitably adorned for
the occasion. sy

CHARLOTTETOWN,
Dec. 22nd, 1899.

REv. DEAR FATHER,—

As we are abont to enter upon
the closing year of the present
century, a time designated by His
Holiness, Pope ‘Leo XIII, as the
Holy Year, it has scemed fitting
that this sacred time shonld be
ushered in with some solemn rite
and offering of thanksgiving-to the
Most High for the manifold bless-
ings bestowed 'upon mankind dur-
ing this century. With this gb-
jeet in view the Holy Father has
graciously granted the privilege
of having the Most Holy Saecru-
ment of the Altar exposed for the
adoration of the faithful at mid-
night of the coming New Year’s
Eve (Dec. 81st), together with the
faculty of saying (or singing) at
the same time one Mass of the feast
of the Cireumecision of our Lord
and Octave of the Nativity. By
special privilege the faithful also
are permitted to receive the Holy
Sacrament at that time, sive infra
sive extra Missam. In keeping
withtheabove sacred privileges we
would recommend to the various
pastors in the diocese of Charlotte-
town that in all cases where their
religious zeal and pondence may
deem it advisable, these sacred
functions be had 1n thejr respec-
tive parishes, for the honor of God
and the salvation of souls. The
above privileges do not confer the
faculty of duplicating.

TAKTE'S CHANGE OF MIND.

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Orrawa, Dec. 22.—Once more the
ministers have yielded to the patriotic
demand of the Canadian people, and is
preparing for the despatch of & second
contingent to Africa. Yet the govern-
ment does not allow itself to be carried
away by over enthusiasm. In response
to the demand that 5,000 Canadians
shall be allowed to go the government
decides to organize a force of 1050. T'he
same old conditions are made as to pay.
From the date of the arrival of the
corps in Africa the soldiers are to be
paid by the bome government. Until
they arrive the Canadian government
will pay them at the rate allowed to
the permanent force. In other words,
the C. O. D. arrangement under which
the first corps was sbipped is repeated.
It is understood that Mr. Tarte ' bhas re-
newed his fight against Canadian in-
terference in the foreign wars of
Eongland. He seems to have failed in
8o far as he attempted to prevent the
organization of a speond corpe, but he
has beer successful’in the effort to stop
the payment of the men of Canads at
the moment of their landing in Afriea.
Mr. Tarte and those who agree with
him, were also able to cause the finance
minister to withdraw from the arrange-
ment about to be made for the insar-
ance of the lives of the men at govern-
ment expense. By this achievement
the relatives of two volunteers, who
have died since the corps went'away,
have been deprived of the sum of $1,000
which would have been payable in
each case.

IT MIGHT BE WORSE.

While Mr. Tarte allows the second
corps to be raised, he may find some
satisfaction in the fact that Australia,
with less population than Canada, and
a third less military establishment, is
sending more than double the force
that Canada sends. This is not the
fault of the Canadian people. The rush
of applicants for places on the first
contingent was mild and feeble com-
pared with that which Dr Borden has
now to resist. Already more than
5,000 men have been heard from, and
the ‘minister'’s mail gets heavier every
day.

They come from
Cangdians who think that they have
everything to do with every part of
the empire which needs assistance.

The Connor scheme is adopt-
ed, and the project of government ele-
vators hag been withdrawn.

NOTES

The seven bye-elections for the house
of commons are still postponed. Ap-
parently it is. not yet finally decided
whether to summon par'iament or dis-
solve it. But the officers are said to
be barrying up the work required before
a Resaion.

Tue market was largely attended Fri-
day and Saturday, and the sales were
lively. Geese brought from 50 to 80c.,
fowls from 35 to 40c., turkeys 70c to
$2.00 and ducks from 50 to 70c. Eggs
were selling at 20 to 2lc. There wasa
very small market yesterday with little
change in the prices.

A pEsPATCH from Rome of the 23rd
says that an appalling disaster took place
ab Amalfi on Friday afiérnoon Amalfi is
a popular tourist resort on the Gulf of
Salerno. About two o’clock, an enor.
mous rock upon which stood the Cappu-
cini hotel, slid bodily into the sea with a
deafening roar, and without a moment’s
warning, carrying with it the hotel. The
old Cappuchin monastery below the hotel
sank, besides Calerina and several villas.
Many people were buried in the debris
which crushed four vessels to the' hottom
of the sea destroying their crews, The
mass of earth which slipped was about
50,000 cubic yards.

Tae Halifax Herald reports that the
brig C. R. C, Santos for Sydney, 56 days,
put into Halifax for provisions, She had
a hard passage. On the outward voyage
a serious mutiny occurred on board, in
which Captein Romeril almost lost his
life. One of the mutineers struck the
captain on the head, and knocked him in-
sensible and would have thrown him over;
hoard, The rebellious seamen then at-
tempted to take charge of the ship. She
was worked into Pernambuco and four of
the crew were turned over to a British
warship and were taken to Hogland for
trial. Captain Romeril had a close call
and bears an ugly wound on the head, He
