JOB WORK !

A beautiful booklet descriptive of 
the labors of the Oblate Missionaries 
id British Columbia from 1860 1910 
nas just been issued. The pages of 
the little book are adorned by the 
pic ures of the pioneer missionaries 
who spent themselves in spreading 
tbe Gospel along this coast. Tber j 
are beautiful engravings showing 
chief churches and typical scenes in 
he mission life throughout British 

Columbia. The most meritorious 
feature, however, ot this very inter­
esting work is tbe valuable infer- 
«station furnished concerning the al­
most forgotten lives of the Apostolic 
men who planted the Faith on these 
shores. Much credit belongs to 
Father Connolly, O. M. I., for his 
painstaking preparation of the book 
let. We borrow the following 
sketch from its pages.

Tbe Oblates of Mary Immaculate 
came to tbe Pacific seaboard in 1847 

compliance with the request of 
Bishop A. M. Blanohet, of Walla 
Walla Diocese, who had written to 
Monseigneur de Mtzenod asking 
for priests. The first to oomo were 
Bev. Father Pascal Richard, Casi­
mir Cbirouse, Charles Pandoay and 
George Blanohet aud Brother Ver- 
net crossed the American continent, 
reaching Walla Walla on the 5tb 
September, 1847. Tbe trip bad 
been made by caravan from St, 
Louis. O -ber Fathers anfi Brothers 
followed them at short intervals. 
Several missions, in wbat is now 
the State ot Washington, date from 
this period. Tbe mission of Yakima 
was founded in October, 1847 ; that 
of Olympia in May, 1848. In 
March, 1852, a mission was also 
established a moi g the Çayonses, 
and later, in September, 1858, one 
among tbe Snohomish tribe, at a 
place where Tulalip now stands.

The work of the Oblate Fathers 
on Puget Soond was a difficult but 
very successful one It yraç, ib the 
strictest sense of the word, a pioneer 
undertaking among roaming native 
tribes, whose survivors cherish to 
his day the memory of the old 

missionaries who have long since 
gone to their reward. It may be 
said here In passing, that it was 
Father Casimir Omrouee, O. M 
I,, who assisted old Chief Seattle in 
his dying moments, and afterward 
conducted the fqneral service qf the 
ohnrch over hie jywalns. The 
Metropolis of Washington will for 
ever perpetuate the name Of the old 
chief.

When, in 1857, the Oblates were I 
lied to British pulnmb’a, tbe 

headquarters for their missions were | 
transferred from Olympia to 
Bequimalt, near Victoria, on Van- \ 
couver Island, and as opportunity 
allowed, the fathers gradually I
withdrew from tbeiy missions on1 

the Sound and big n to 1 bor with 
nndiminrshed z 'hi in the diocese of 
Bishop Modeste B, mers, titular ot 
V anconver Island. His diocese 
then pomprieed tbe whole of • wbat 
is known as British Columbia.

From Esquimalt as a centre, Rav. 
Father d’Herbomrz, afterwards
Bishop d’Herhomes, directed the 
vpriops missions and supplied both 
the mail land and the island with 
Fathers and Brothers. Tbe mis 
sion on Okanagan Lake was found1 

ed in 1857, and at the time the only 
inhabitants were half inked savages, 
who led a miserable life. In 1860 
tbe Rev. Father Fonqnet, O. M. I. 
established tbe first mission on the 
Frsscc River, in a entail viijige 
which had been built by tbe tallies', 
white seders, who had been attract­
ed there at the time of tbe gold ex-

We shall havu occasion, later on, to 
[efej to some of Father Fonqnei's 
experiences in tbe British Columbia 
missionary field,

Tbe first Indian School was start­
ed bv the Fathers at St. Mary's 
Mission in 1862, and entrusted 
the care of Rev. Fa.her Gendre. 
It is still in a flourishing condition, 
and baa proved one of the principal 
means of civilising the Indians, for 
whose sole benefit it was established. 

In August, 1963, Father Pandosy 
was sent with a companion to start 
g mission at P rt Rupert, on the 
northeastern extremity of Van-
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a numerous tribe of Indians called 
the Kwakiols. They were a most 
degraded, immoral and brutal race, 
who, to their great misfortune, had 
come in contact with unscrupulous 
white traders before being visited 
by the ministers of lbe( Gospel.
The result was that tbe teachings 
of tbe missionaries fell upon dead 
ears, and to this day those poor 
children of the forest are lost alike 
to civilization and religion.

In the meantime Bishop Demers 
had taken steps to divide his im­
mense diocese. It was his wish to 
erect the maintain into a separate 
vicariate, to be entrusted to tbe 

. of Mery Immscnlatv.
serving to himself tbe Island of 
Vancouver. This plan was approv­
ed by Pope Pin* IX., who appoint, 
ed Rev. Father d’Herbomez Vicar 
Apostolic, by bull dated tbe 14th of 
December, 1863. Oo the 9-h of 
October, 1864 at Victoria, the Rev. 
Father d’Herbomez was consecrated 
Bishop of Melitopolis, an extinct 
Eastern Tee, and on the 16th of the 
same month he took possession of 
bis vicariate by fixing bis residence 
in New Westminster

Tbe acceptance of this extensive 
field of labor resulted in the Oblates 
concentrating all tfiejr efforts on tbe 
mainland. They .had gradually to 
relinquish their missions on Van­
couver Island to attend, as much as 
their limited means and numbers 
would permit, to tbe nawiy erected 
vioariate. Then St. Loni-’ College, 
founded in Victoria in 1863, trans­
ferred in 1866 its teaching staff to 
New Westminster, where it became, 
especially in the early days an im­
portant factor in the education of 
tbe children of the while popnl 
tion.

The intqrjor of British Columbia 
is a eonutry traversed from north 
to south by one mountain range 
after another. On many of tbe 
peakoe there is perpetual snow ; In 
tbe north the winter^ arc severe and 
tbe snow lies long In the valleys.
In the 60’s there were few roads, 
and the only means of access to 
many of the tribes was by the rivers 
and by Indian trails through tbe 
forests. At tbe present dad travel» 
lers are with vnanuu Impressed by 
the stupendous scenery, by the view 
of river and mountain, of glacier 
and waterfall, which meets the eye 
at every tarn ; bat far different 
thoughts were awakened by these 
scenes in the minds oj the mission­
aries. What now delights the eye 
then presented- one obstacle after 
another to be overcome before tbe 
Indians could be evangelized.

! In spite of difficulties, and after 
] great sacrifices and privations,
\ missions were established at 
William’s Like in 1867 ; at S nart’s 
Lake, in the far north, in 1873 j 
in Kootenay, at tbe fqot of tbe 
Hookies, in the southeastern extre­
mity of the Province, in 1876, and 
at Kamloops, in 1878.

Around William’s Lake tbe differ­
ent tribes are the Sbnswap, thé 
Chilootin, the Carriers ; at Stqart’e 
Lake are the Babines, the Seckanais, 
the Nahanais and the Skeenas 
The Kootenay Indians are found on 
Kootenay Lake, Windermere Lake 
and Fort plteele, and the Okanagtne 
on tbe shores of Okanagan Lake. 
Coming north again, we find tbe 
Nicolas, tbe Sngawapi qnd tbe 
Thompsons in the neighborhood of 
Kamloops. Along the southern or 
lower part of the Fraser River are 
numerous settlements of Indians, 
known under tbe generic name of 
cjtalloe, or River Indians. Like 
those already mentioned, they are 
subdivided into smaller tribes, each 
baviog its distinctive name, "ta^en 
generally from acme fake or river, 
nob as the Harrison, the Donglas, 

the Coquitlam and tbe Lillooet. Tho 
Coast Jqdians *re also subdivided 
into many tribes, the principal of 

htoh are the Squamish, at North 
Vancouver, False Creek, Seymour 
Creek and Squamish River ; the 
Sechelts, at Seobelt ; the Tjoçrç gnd 
the Tliftipoia, at Bute Inlet, XI1 
these tribes received their know­
ledge of Christianity from the Ob­
late Fall rers amon^Vhom we oapnut 
refrain from mentioning Bishops 
d’Herbomez and Darien, Fathers, 
Cbirouse, 5r., Pandosy, Joyal, 
Bandre, L-jacq, B anohet, jfonqaet, 
Biobard, Mirchki, McGuokin, 
Coooola, Lejeune, Morice, Oarion, 
Horris, Peytavio, Chironee, Jr , 
and Guertin ; Brothers Surel, Yernet 
and ^arofc.

The labors and zeal of these pio­
neers of the Gospel were crowned 

i with Buooaes, for they bave con 
verted over 15,000 natives, who for 
piety and regolarity of life are be­
hind no other neophytes ; while for 
industry and obedience te the laws 

to of the country, they are second to 
none. They are self-supporting, 
and compare favorably in skill and

tbe authorities and bave advanced 
in civilization in proportion to their 
progress in the knowledge and prac­
tice of the Christian religion. Tnis 
remit is most striking when it is 
contras'ed with the degrated con­
dition of pagan Indians who still 
resist the call to Christianity. The 
The labors of the Oblate Fathers 
among the various Indian tribes, 
though done in a quiet, nnoetena- 
tions way, cannot be overestimated, 
when it is considered bow through 
their untiling and self-sacrificing 
efforts, they practically solved the 
Indian problem, which has perplex­
ed the Canadian Government and

authorities.

The work of conversion, however, 
was far from being an easy one. 
The success of the Oblates is dne, 
after the Grace of God, to the i- 
iodomitable zeal and self-sacrifice. 
When there was question ot the 
salvation of souls they shrank from 
no humiliation and from no hard­
ship. They suffered hunger and 
cold ; they travelled thonsaude of 
miles oo foot, and in canoes, over 
land, and sea, and rivers. Often 
they lived under the tent and in tbe 
hat of tbe miserable Indian, and 
partook of bis coarse and uninviting 
fare without manifesting repngance 
or disgust, thus making him feel 
that they loved him, and had come 
to bis country, not in search of fqrs 
or gold, but solely tej further by 
eternal, and even temporal interests. 
In this charity and devotedness lies 
the secret of tbe Bnooees of the Ob­
late Fathers.—Western Catholic.

I Archbishop Orders a 
Of Prayer

Day

A special day of prayer for His 
Holiness the Pope was decreed by 
Hie Grace Archbishop Brnoheei this 
enactment to be effective through­
out the whole extent of tbe diocese, 
and the day to be observed in every 
parish church as well as in the 
chapel. Tbe selection made was the 
first Friday in June.

As has been announced, this 
coarse has already been followed by 
many yrelaie- in tbe Uii'rd S.-ro^v 
and it is understood that the prac­
tice will be brought into effect in 
every diocese of tbe Catholic world, 
The special motive underlying the 
setting aside of such s day is the 
fact that in the present year is to be 
celebrated the jubilee of the so-called 
unification of Italy»—which is jtqt 
another term for tfis despoiling of 
the Bapany of Its temporal dominion 
in 1870u As is known, the celeb­
rations which are to be held in 
Rome, the capital of tho United 
S ales of Italy, will undoubtedly be 
marked by violence, and fears are 
even entertaired for the safety of 
the Holy Father,

Already several threats bave 
been made against Gatholio person 
ages and institutions in tbe E ernal 
City, and the experiences met with 
in eicqilay celebrations hitherto held, 
give color to the rumor that unpre­
cedented acts of violence and pillage 
will be entered into iq tbe course of 
tbe present celebrations. Hence, 
tbe prayers of tbe faithful of tbe 
world are requested for the Father 
of Christendom.

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The general public has no 
knowledge as what steps 
Premier Palmer is taking to 
have his acceptance of office 
ratified by the electorate.

The general Provincial elec­
tions in Nova Scotia take 
place this day week 14th inst. 
Mr. Borden Leader of the 
Federal Opposition is in 
Nova Scotia now and will 
address several meetings in 
Opposition to the Murray 
Government before starting 
on his western tour. News 
paper reports from the cam 
paign are optimistic for Con 
servative success, and Mr. 
Fieldings action in rushing 
off at a moment’s notice to 
England leaving Premier 
Murray to shift for himself 
seems ominous. It is time for 
the Liberal Government of 
Nova Scotia to be sent about 
its business.

Lord Rasebery, is the most 
famous orator in the Imperial 
Parliament ; but of late years 
this former Conservative Pre­
mier has been a somewhat un­
certain . quantity in party 
politics. In this respect he 
has described himself as 
ploughing a “lonely furrow.” 
Hi^ ploughing still $£em,s_ to 
be of the lonely variety as is 
evident from his attitude on 
the bill to reform the 
House of Lords, by Lord 
Lansdowne the Conservative 
Leader. The bill passed 
without much debate ; but 
Lord Rpsebery made a speech 
on the occassion which shows 
that his Lordship has lost 
none of his keeneness of satire. 
Here is a brief extract : “I 
think my noble friend Lord 
Lansdowne felt that a certain 
rather flaccid attitude was 
shown by those behind him 
when he offered {us bill to 
the House. May I say with 
what interest I listened to 
the clear, solemn, and I think 
pathetic statement in which 
my noble friend recommend 
ed this bill to the House. I 
was reminded of a scene 
which has often been portray­
ed both by historian and pain­
ter, the scene during the 
French Revolution of the 
jailer coming in every night 
to the prisoners and reading 
out the list of those who were 
to go to the scaffold on the 
morrow. I think it was with 
the same absence of enthu­
siasm, to say the very least 
of it, with which the hapless 
prisoners listened to that list 
that their lordships behihd 
my noble friend listened to 
the details of this bill.”

Looking to Washington

Our Liberal friends at Ot­
tawa are again looking for “a 
sign from Washington” to re­
lieve them from the noose into 
which they have placed their 
heads in the reciprocity pact. 
When Fielding and Paterson 
returned from Washington, 
after permitting themselves 
to be mesmerized by Presi­
dent Taft, and nonchallantiy 
threw on the table of the 
House of Commons the 
agreement to which they had 
become parties, without a 
scintilla of authority From the 
Canadian people, they had 
mo conception of the mine 
which they were springing. 
Either they did not under 
stand just what they were do­

ing ; on they were making a 
bold attempt to deceive the 
people of Canada. But day 
by day, thanks to Mr. Borden 
and his followers, the elector­
ate have awakened to the 
gravity of the situation which 
these ministers and the whole 
Laurier Government were 
preparing for them. So well 
has the Leader of the Opposi­
tion and his fellow Conser­
vatives in the House of Com­
mons done their work, that 
they now have the Govern­
ment completly on the defen­
sive. The Government, see 
ing the number and manner 
of sleeping dogs their conduct 
has aroused, have become 
panic stricken and are looking 
for a way out of the trap they 
have built lor themselves.

As has been their wont 
their eyes are turned to Wash 
ington “ for a sign ” of relief ; 
they hope the pact may be 
strangled in the United States 
Senate They may have 
their wish. Much opposition 
to the agreement has develop­
ed in the Senate committee, 
to which the bill was referred 
from the House of Represen­
tatives. The bill may not be 
reported from the committee, 
or it may be reported with 
fatal amendments. Being re­
ported it may pot pass the 
Senate ; or may pass with 
amendments ensuring its de­
feat. That is about how the 
matter stands at Washington 
just now.

President Taft is exerting 
all his engunity in a supreme 
effort to secure the passage 
of the agreement ; but he is 
meeting difficulties from his 
own party. The Republicans, 
Taft’s political frienjjs, are 
high tariff men and do not 
warm to the reciprocity pact. 
Senators Root, Lodge and 
Nelson, Republicans, have in 
traduced amendments, which, 
if passed, must kill the bill 
so far as the Canadian Gov 
ernment is concerned ; but 
the President is exerting him­
self to have the bill emerge 
without those amendments, 
and the Laurier Government 
are most anxiously desirous 
the amendments may pre­
vail, so as to afford a loop-hole 
for themselves. The Demo­
crats, being professedly low 
tariff" men, ordinarily would 
favor the agreement ; but are 
not anxioys “ to play Taft’s 
game ; ” and thus the matter 
stands.

F rom this it will be seen 
that the parties rnost anxious 
just now. concerning the re 
ciprocity agreement are ; on 
the one hand President Taft, 
who is determined to keep 
Congress in special session all 
summer in thehopeofjamnflng 
his pet project through ; and 
on the other bans} the Laur­
ier Government, who are de 
voutly praying that this pro­
duct of their own handiwork 
may be strangled where it 
now is, so that they may be 
freed from the noose which it 
is daily tightening about their 
necks.

Boston and the Way There

Charming weather condi­
tions prevailed Wednesday 
morning May 17th, when the 
splendid steamer Calvin 
Austin of the Eastern Steam­
ship Company's Line swung 
from her moorings at St. 
John and started for Boston. 
The scene was decidedly in­
teresting and strikingly pic­
turesque. The city and sub­
urbs, perched on the heights 
surrounding the harbor, stood 
out in bold relief in the clear 
morning air The immense 
docks and great elevators on 
the west side, now denuded of 
the activity centering round 
them during the winter 
months when the huge Atlan­
tic Liners engage in Canada’s 
Ocean freight business, loom­
ed large in their loneliness. 
Flecks of foam, floating down 
from the reversible falls, are 
tossed about like airy phan­
toms in the surging and swirl 
ing of the tremendous tide. 
A large number of passen­
gers boarded the good ship 
and the scene was animated 
when farewells were taken 
and friends bade friends 
good bye. Among the pas­
sengers from St. John was my 
good friend Mr. L. R. Thomp­
son, the courteous and oblig­
ing traveling Freight and 
Passenger Agent of the 
Eastern Steamship Com' 
pany, who accompained by 
Mrs. Thompson, was setting 
out on a fisit of some 
weeks to the principal cities 
of Canada and the Unit­
ed States, as far south as 
Washington.

Island visitors to Boston 
who desire to combine railway 
and steamboat travel 
should patronize the Eastern 
Steamship Line. This Com. 
pany has a splendid fleet of 
steel steamers, that traverse 
an interesting and pictur­
esque route, and their officials 
are most attentive and eoqr- 
teous. The Calvin Austin, 
Captain Mitchell, is a large 
and admirably equipped 
steamer whb a passeqger 
capacity of 1,200. When she 
does not make the trip'%e- 
tvyeep St. John and Boston 
direqt, she traverses an inter 
esting scenic route, calling at 
East Port, Lubec and Port­
land. Turning in from the 
ï}ay qf F unday she passes 
through a veritable archipe 
lago at the entrance of Pas 
samaquodJy Bay. She pass' 
qs Campobello, Qrand Manan, 
Deer Island and numerous 
other islands .and islets, wind­
ing in and out among them in 
most interesting fashion, In­
tending travellers by this 
route should apply to Mr. 
Thompson, who will take 
pleasure in furnishing-them 
with all necessary informa­
tion.

The coyrse of the steamers 
from East Port to Portland is 
right along the coast, 
not fag from the land 
From Portland to Boston a 
portion of the coast of" three 
States is passed. Maine, 
New Hampshire and Mas­
sachusetts. Thatcher’s Is­
land Light in the form of twin 
towers, near the entrance to 
Gloucester harbor, is the most 
prominent mariner’s guidp 
that comes into view on the 
Massachusetts coast. This 
coast all along Is naturally 
rocky and inhospitable ; but 
it is well studded with beacons, 
buoys and all manner of aids 
to navigatipn. Along here 
are passed the “ Reef qf Nor­
man s Woe '' immortalized 
by Longfellow in his " Wreck 
of the Hesperus, ” Manchester 
by tfle Sjea, Marbelhead, 
Salem, Lynn, Nahant, and thq 
islands and islets without 
nqmber that stqd Massachu­
setts Bay and Boston harbor. 
Treading her way between 
forts, beacons and buoys, fol­
lowing the winding qf the 
channels, amid hundreds of 
erafts of all descriptions, the 
Calvin Austin glides into dock 
at Boston. ,

Whether or not the somewhat 
paradoxical expression, 11 never so 
much at home as when abroad,” 
may with truth be applies! to
Prince Edward Islanders, certain 
it is that men and women froinour 
Island Province are found in con­
siderable numbers wherever one 
may visit in Canada or the United 
States. It is doubtless true that 
a stronger disposition to extend 
the sphere of their activities pre­
vail among Islanders, than among 
the natives of continents or main­
land Provinces. In the case of 
the inhabitants of small Islands 
this is most natural A desire to 
see more of the world, and oppor­
tunities for the exercise of talents 
or faculties which they may deem 
special to themselves are not un­
worthy ambitions in those who 
go abroad, In the natural order 
of things a certain surplus of our 
population would be sure to seek 
their fortunes beyond the confines 
of our circumscribed insular 
home. In these days the exodus 
from Prince Edward Island is 
largely to western Canada ; con­
sequently, while we may regret 
the departure from our shores of 
many of our young people, it is a 
satisfaction to know that they do 
not leave the country but go to 
exert their energies towards bnild-

In former years, especially prior 
to Confederation and . for years 
thereafter, before Canada’s great­
ness became generally known and 
before the extraordinary develop­
ment of more recent years reveal­
ed to the world her marvellous 
resources, the great majority of 
those who left the Island made 
their homss in Boston and other 
parts of New England Many of 
onr people still make these plages 
their goal, bat not nearly so many 
as formerly.

What is here said of thg 
men from the Island is, to say the 
least, equally true of our young 
women who have taken up their 
abode in those parts. Numbers 
of then) hsvg entered tfle nursing 
profession, in which they seem to 
excel ; others have become ex­
perts in commercial establish- 
meats and public ancj prjvate 
offices, as aeeountants, type writ­
ers, stenographers, etc. As domes­
tic servants they have no superiors 
In all cases theirhonesty, intelli­
gence and integrity have beep 
the open sesame of‘their snecess. 
It will thus be seen that, while 
we may suffer a pang of regret 
that many natives of our Province 
fiave ayoiyed thejr allegiance to 
an alien flag, It Is a source of the 
highest satisfaction to know the 
great majority of them have dis­
charged the duties of their respec­
tive callings in such a manner as 
to reflect credit on themselves and 
honor on the land of their birth.

The number of Islanders in the 
medical profession fin Boston and 
vicinity is legion. Dr. •‘Archy”

Bishop McFaoi's unqualified con­
demnation of yellow journalism 
aroused particular inteiest. Bishop 
McFaul said that journalism must 
return to Christ and the Ten Com­
mandments . "This is the real 
remedy for the defects of the daily 
newspaper," he said. He had little 
faith in the efficacy of drastic legis­
lation, which be thought might un­
duly restrict the freedom of the 
press.

Bishop MoFaul preached from 
Matthew xvi,, 26, 21 :

» For what doth it profit a man if 
he gain the whole world and suffor ;

what will restrain them in the pur­
suit of sensual gratification? What 
regard will they have for the rights 
of their fellow men ? In the struggle 
for existence they will repudiate all 
laws and selfishness will reign su­
preme. One of tbe most profound 
truths taught by history is that 
nations are founded and perpetuated 
on religion and morality,

‘‘Some newspapers endeavor to 
justify themselves by saying that 
they give the people what they 
want. It would be difficult to find 
a more untenable assertion. The 
men engaged in the publication of 
newspapers are presumably much 
above the average in intejligenoe, 
and they should, therefore, consider 

their duty to elevate rather than

MISSION OF THE NEWSPAPER.
Taking for his subject "The Am­

erican Daily Newspaper—Its Mis­
sion, its Defects and Their Remedy," 
the speaker said in part :

n I shall confine myself to a con­
sideration of the main features of the 
great daily newspaper of tbe Unit­
ed States. Such a newspaper is a 
business Institution, and, like any 
other business, is managed mainly 
for pecuniary profit. Its province is 
to gather and publish facts. These 
facts will relate to what is designat­
ed as news, and will concern the 
Individual, the public and the news- 
paper itself. Besides, it will be 
an advertising medium. The news­
paper, then, obtains facts, reflects 
public opinion and advertises. I1 
has a high and noble mission. It is 
b great and powerful educator and 
should endeavor to lead public opin­
ion, not forgetting that all success­
ful leadership implies a prudent, 
judicious following. If tbe news­
paper soars loojiigh above tbe pub­
lic mind its power to influence is 
nullified. It must be above the 
peopl ', yet it must reach down to 
tbeir level in order lo elevate and 
educate them.

"In all of its various functions tbe 
newspapers must be controlled by 
tbe laws of morality. It is no more 
allowable for tbe newspaper to 
transgress tbe Ten Commandments 
than it is for the individual ; every 
human being, whether operating in 
an individual <r corporate capacity, 
is always enlj ot to the laws of God.

“ Another excuse is that it is only 
by sensational methods that a Urge 
circulation can be obtained whioh 
will secure abundant advertisements 
and guarantee large profits. The 
answer is evident : no man bas a 
right to enrich himself or others by 
evil means,

" What is tbe remedy for tbe de­
fects of tbe daily press Î Pope Pius 
X, when he ascended the Papal 
throne, struck the keynote of the 
twentieth century : * To re-establish 
ail things in Obriat,’ Journalism, 
too, must return to Christ and tbe 
Ten Commandments. This is the 
real remedy for the defects of tbe 
daily newspaper.

"It has been suggested that a 
remedy might be found in drastic 
legislation ; that the law of libel 
should be made stricter. Undoubt­
edly the press is just as amenable to 
the law as is tbe individual, still J 
should hesitate to recommend the 
enactment of severe laws, lest they 
might unduly restrict the freedom 
of the press. A free press jo a tree 
country is a necessity, and it would, 
therefore, be deplorable to encroach 
upon its legitimate freedom. It 
seems to me that newspaper men 
should get togett er and form a code 
of ethic , similar to those adopted 
by physicians and lawyers, and bind 
themselves to adhere to them, upon 
tbeir honor as journalists.

RULES FOR GUIDANCE.
" An experienced newspaper man 

has suggested that * the province of 
tbe newspaper it the collection and

temptations, inviting them to swerve 
from the straight and narrow path, 
these pipers and the men connected 
with them certainly deserve the 
highest commendation. Tbe indi­
vidual in any walk of life is never 
found perfect, and as corporations 
are made up of individuals, they 
will be inclined lo similar defects. 
The most that we can reasonably 
expect of our newspapers is that they 
will strive after perfection.

To Enrich the Mind.
Rushing through a formula of words 

without attention or devotion does 
not constitute prayer. Every prayer 
should be a meditation — sad this 
word is derived from two Latin words 
which are rendered into English by 
the phrase : 11 To enrich the mind."

We may not be willing to admit to 
others that there are any barren or 
uncultivated spots io out mind, but to 
ourselves, “ on the quiet,” we must 
all acknowledge that great deserts 
exist in our intellect and our will, 
which are to earnest need of intense 
cultivation and ol intense irrigation 

Our mental soil should be rich 
enough and deep enough to afford a 
root i bold for the fruitful plants which 
should grow from the seeds of God’s 
word. This mental soil should con­
tain a store-house, a plethoric treasure 
of plant food so rich that it can be 
drawn upon every day, every month 
and every year of our life

As tbe profit in agriculture consists 
in making the soil produce more 
abundantly than of itself it is able to 
do, so likewise, in the culture of mind 
and soul we must add the elements of 
prayer, meditation and carefuj eitmin 
ation of the noxious weeds which will 
grow rapidly in the best bf groa 
unless they are seen and then plucked 
out by the roots. It is not much 
of a promise for good fruit spiritually 
if ’• wild bats" and overshadowing 
weeds are permitted to grow and to 
take from tbe good plants the nour­
ishment necessary for their develop­
ment,

Therefore, if you wish to enrich 
your mind you must, and to its 
natural endowments the faithful fer­
tiliser of prayer, which will show you 
bow to plant, f bat to eradicate, bow 
to irrigate with God's Sacraments and 
what kind of a haivest you may reas­
onably expect,

Take, for instance, the Lord’s 
Prayer, which Jesus Christ Himself 
taught. Made by Him, it is as truly 
a work of Divine wisdom as any act 
of God. It i| short enoqgh tor tbe 
time that can be spared by the most 
harassed man of business. It is 
simplicity itself-—it is complete—It is 
sublime and of admirable efficacy. 
Recite it slowly, think of the meaning 
of each sentence made by the Son of 
God.

First of all, we address our Sod 
as “ Our Father,” a lesson not under 
tood by atheists or infidels or by 

those among nominal Christians who 
wish to sin, as when and where they 
please ; who reject the wisdom of 
the God that made moral laws for 
man’s individual and aggregate bene­
fit, and who regard God as a horrible 
tyrant if He dare to restrain or to 
punish the violators of His just and 
merciful laws. In their ignorance of 
the truth that God is our Father, men 
have looked upon Him and have 
taught others to consider Him as a 
cruel, merciless being more uojust, 
tfiore frightful than Satan himself

These men bave mlctotcoped his 
tory, perverted its facts, misrepresent 
ed its laws and customs and beid the 
law itself and tbe law-giver respon­
sible for the wickedness of individual 
who violated the law. They have 
glorified vice, exalted criminals 
sneered at every virtue as effeminate 
and at every saint as a fool. They 
bave considered man only as an 
animal with no higher destiny and no 
greater responsibility fit his acts than 
a mere brute should incur.

They have denied the existence of 
God, put in His place the vague in­
definable spectre which they call 
f‘ Nature,’’ and have accused those 
who believe ip an infinitely perfect 
God as the followers of a Being wbo 
placed man on this earth for the sole 
■purpose of afflicting Him with every 
misery and of gloating over bis tor­
ments in an undeserved Hell. To 
all this ignorance and absurdity it is 
sufficient to reply, in the words of our 
Lord i “They have not known the 
Father, nor Me."

It is easy enough for atheists ht for 
corrupt Ohristiani So make as he 
object of their osyn assauitg a “ mgn 
of straw,” to fill him with every in­
iquity and then to proceed to demolish 
tbe figment of their own imagination. 
But we do not believe in the kind of 
god yrh|eh thpy yet up for us.

Our God is not » merciless, borribis 
tyrant, who delights in the torture of 
Bis children, He is our Father, to 
Whom the book of Wisdom says :

" Thou lovesi all things that are, end 
hatest none of the things which Thou 
bait made." St. John says : " God
so loved the world as to give His only 
begotten—God—that whosoever be- 
lieveth in Him may not perish, but 
may have life everlasting. ”

As Catholics we know that every­
thing we have is the gift of our loving 
Father—everything that we use, every­
thing that grows for out food, for our 
garments, for our pleasure, for our 
peace, for life here and hereafter, all 
these things come from God’s love 
for us. Even thoogh tbe Scripture 
does say that tbe “ fear of the Lord is 
the beginning of wisdom," it also says 
that, 11 Perfect love casteth out fear.”

This fruitful plant of true love can 
come only from the good seed of 
God’s law, planted by faith, nourished 
by hope and cared for by charity, 
which is love for God and for fellow- 
man. These virtues are kept alive 
by fervent prayer which enriches the 
mind

pray fervently, “ Our Father Who art 
in Heaven, hallowed be Thy Name, 
Thy Kingdom come, may Thy will 
be done on earth as it is done in 
Heave».’’—Tbe Pilot.
