Mr. James Beatty, of Sarnia, purposes 
putting a new boat to run from Sarnia 
to Duluth on the Northern Trans. Line, 
during the coming season. She will be 
in charge of Capt. Ed Robinson, who 
formerly commanded the Ontario. The 
new vessel is of the following propor­
tions: Length, 260 feet, breadth, 36 feet; 
and 16 feet depth of hold; steel arched; 
capacity 1,200 tons. The vessel will be 
fitted with a double cylinder engine 68 x 
34; wheel 16 feet; the boilers are j steel, 
12 feet long, and 12 feet in diameter, 
with 13 foot wheel. 250 cabin passen­
gers can be accommodated, and there 
will be berths for 300 steerage passen­
gers. Mr., Thos. Pettigrew has been 
secured for Chief Engineer, with Mr. 
John Kelly, as assistant. The new ves­
sel will be the largest passenger boat on 
the Western Lakes.

ricultural College. The Markham 
Economist of the 15th ult. contained a 
full report of the Professor’s address and 
the discussion thereon, which was a 
spirited one.

The Professor sets out with the an­
nouncement, that if a cost value—not 
even a market value—be placed upon 
any kind of food usually given in the 
stall to fattening cattle, so as to obtain 
rapid production, there is no profit what­
ever from the extra weight got by the 
use of that food. The gain is all in the 
manure. But that pays for we cannot 
keep up the fertility of the soil without 
good manure and plenty of it.

Professor Brown is a strong believer 
in the early maturing of beef cattle. He 
contends that a two-year-old, properly 
handled all along, will always return 
more money for its time*and weight than

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THE DOG STAR.

Iticharl A. Proctor In Youth*. Companion.
During the winter month, one .tar 

can be seen to the right of the glorious 
Orion, but lower down, which shine, 
more splendidly than any other star in 

'the heavens -though not quite equal in 
brightness to either of the twfi planets, 
Jupiter and Venus. It is Sirius, the 
dog star, and lias in all ages excited the 
admiration of all observers. It is sup- 
posed by some that this splendid star 
lias changed in color during the past two 
thousand years, for ancient Greek and 
Homan writers spoke of it as a red star, 
and Seneca even said that Sirius was 
ruddier than Mars ! But most probably 
the red light referred to by those older 
writers was simply the occasional Hash­
ing of red light from the star which you 
can see whenever Sirius is close to the 
horizon, when, as Tennyson writes:

“The fiery Sims alters hue
And b.ckers into red and emerald.'*

Whin you have learned what Sirius 
real./ ie, you will see how unlikely it is 
that he can have changed color within 
two thousand years—a period which 
seems long to us, but is really nothing in 
the life-time of a star.

But what is Sirius ? Does the teles­
cope, which seems to bring far objects 
naar, toll us anything about him, as it 
does about Jupiter, Saturn and the 
other planets ? The telescope scarcely 
telle us anything. The largest yet made 
by man only shows Sirius as a very 
bright star. Sir William Horschel tells 
us that when his great telescope, with its 
four-foot mirror, was turned toward 
Sirius the approach of the star toward 
the field of view reminded him of the 
approach of day-break. But when the 
star was fully in view it showed no globe 
like that of the sun. It was still a mere 
star, though, of course, very much 
blighter than any star in the sky. And 
it is pretty certain that men will never 
be able to make a telescope which will 
show the real body of this splendid 
star.

Yet, for all this, we know quite well 
what Sirius is. He is a sun like ours, 
only very much larger. He lies about 
eight hundred thousand times farther 
from us than the sun ; and we know that 
if the sun were set eight hundred times 
farther away than he, he would only 
look like a star, and not a very bright 
star either. In fact, he would only just 
be fairly visible on a dark arid clear 
night. He would be very faint indeed 
compared with Sirius, shining only with 
about one two-hundredth part of that 
star's light. Now, this does not exactly 
tell us how large Sirius is, because his 
great brightness may be partly due to 
the greater splendor of his surface. A 
square inch or iron at a white heat gives 
out much more light than a square inch 
of iron at a red heat, and yet it is not 
larger. So it may be that, though the 
surface of Sirius gives out so much more 
light than the surface of the sun, it may 
yet not be much larger.

Still it seems reasonable to suppose 
that a sun which is so much more re­
splendent than our own has a much 
greater surface. I do not think we shall 
lie very far wrong if we suppose that the 
surface of Sirius is not more than twice 
as lustrous as our. own sun. Now, in 
order that you may see how large Sirius 
is compared with the great earth on 
which we live, I may mention that the 
planet Jupiter is the giant of the solar 
system, exceeding our earth in size even 
more, but not much more, than the sun 
exceeds Jupiter. Suppose that Jupiter 
is represented by a ball one inch in dia­
meter, then the earth on which we live 
would be represented by a ball rather 
less than a tenth of an inch in diameter, 
the sun by a ball some ten inches in dia­
meter, and Sirius by a globe nearly three 
yards in diameter, according to the small 
size I have given him, but more than 
live and one-half yards in diameter, ac­
cording to Sir John Herschcl’s esti­
mate.

There is yet another way of forming 
in idea of the vast size of that globe, 
which yet, owing to its enormous dis­
tance, looks like a oright point in our 
skies. The muon travels at a distance 
from the earth of nearly 240,000 miles. 
Now the diameter of the sun is about 
840,000 miles; so that if the earth were 
set at the centre of the sun and the 
inoon traveled at its present distance 
from her, the whole of the moon’s orbit 
would lie far within the globe of the 
sun.

It may seem surprising, but yet it is 
true, that although aitronumers have 
not been able to see, still less to meas­
ure, the globe of Sirius, they have yet 
learned what it is made of—at any rate 
they know some of its materials. For 
instance they know quite certainly that 
there is iron in it (in the form of gas), 
and sodium and magnesium, and here 
and there enormous quantities of the gas 
called hydrogen. How this has been 
learned I could not very-well explain 
here. I shall only say that the study of 
I he light given out by this glowing orb 
is cut off by certain vapor —much as part 
of the sun’s light is cut off by vapor in 
our air when the sun is rising or setting; 
and just as the ruddy color of the sun at 
that, time shows him to be shining 
through the vapor of water in the air, 
so do certain peculiarities in the light of 
Sirius show that the light has passed 
through the vapor of iron, sodium, mag­
nesium and hydrogen.

It has been learned also that Sirius is 
rushing through space at the rate of from 
twenty to thirty miles in every second 
of time. He carries with him, no doubt, 
all the worlds which travel around his 
globe. But it must not be supposed 
that this rapid motion changes his place 
among the stars in a way we can easily 
recognize. On the contrary, so enor­
mous is this sun’s distance that his 
change of place can only be detected by 
a very powerful telescope, or else after 
long periods of time.

And this leads me to consider a curi­
ous discovery that has been made about 
this glorious sun. Of course it is to be 
supposed that Sirius, like our sun, has a 
family of worlds traveling round him. 

^This set observers looking for any com­
panion body which might travel round 
Sirius. For they saw that any such 
In.KÎy, to explain the movements of Sir­
ius, must be very large, though of course 
they expected only to find it much faint­
er than Sirius himself. However, for a 
long time they could find t-c such com-

; paniun. At last a tine telescope, with a ghiss eighteen and one-half inches in 
diameter, made by the celebrated opti­
cian, Alvin Clarke, ot Cambridge, Mass 
showed a faint star close by Sirius—that 
is* seemingly close, for in reality it was 
found to be at the very least two thous­
and million of miles from him. Later 
the French astronomer, Goldschmidt, 
with a much smaller telescope, claimed 
to have detected five other companion 
stars, and I was recently told by Profes­
sor Pritchott, of Glasgow, Mo., that 
with a fine twelve-inch telescope, manu­
factured by Alvin Clarke, lie had seen 
two of these. He could not understand, 
however, how Goldschmidt could have 
aeon them with a smaller telescope, as 
they were among the faintest stars he 
had been able to detect with his power­
ful instrument. If these companion 
stars were really worlds attending Sirius 
and shining only by reflected light, they 
must be enormous bodies. The system 
of Sirius must in this case far surpass in 
size and magnificence the system travel­
ing round our sun as the sun himself is 
surpassed in glory and in might by the 
splendid sun we call the Dog-star.

Dsw a StsInsuB Coelrelled III Temper,

" hen M. de Peraigny was French 
Minister of the Interior, he received a 
visit one day from a friend, who, on 
sending up his name, was shown into 
the great man’s sanctum. A warm dis­
cussion arose between them. Suddenly 
an usher entered and handed the min­
ister a note. On opening it he at once 
changed the tone of his voice, and as­
sumed a quiet and urbane manner. 
Puzzled as to the contents of the note, 
and by the marked effect it had suddenly 
produced on the minister, hie friend cast 
a furtive glance at it, when, to his aston­
ishment, he perceived that it was simply 
a plain sheet of paper, without a scratch 
upon it. More puzzled than ever, the 
gentleman, after a few moments took his 
leave and proceeded to the usher, to 
whom he was well known, for he him­
self had been a Minister of the Interior.

“You have,” said he, “just handed to 
the minister a note, folded up, which 
had a most extraordinary effect upon him 
Now, it was a plain sheet of paper, with 
nothing written upon it. What did it 
mean Î"

“Sir,” replied the usher, "‘here is the 
explanation, which I must beg you to 
keep secret, for I do not wish to com­
promise myself.

ed to show tin" the words were used at a 
public gathering and that the party ag­
grieved was accorded the opportunity to 
publish a correction of any misstate­
ments.

The Dominion "Parliament opened 
yesterday at Ottawa. The session pro­
mises to be an important one, as it is 
likely that a dissolution of the House 
will follow after the prorogation. The 
boundary award and the disallowance of 
Provincial legislation will receive due 
consideration at the hands of the Op­
position during the session.

A few days since rather a peculiar ac­
cident happened on the farm of Mr. M.

Next 
election will tell whether the people of 
Ontario believe in Sir John at any cost 
or not. In the Legislature, the Govern­
ment was supported by the straight 
party of 64 to 26. The Mail makes no 
secret of its opinion that Sir John would 
not try to take the territory if the Pro­
vince would throw Mr. Mowat overboard. 
We should not like to risk the experi­
ment. We fear the Province would lose 
Mr. Mowat and the territory also.

well, exercise economy in every way, are 
not getting along better, and have such 
difficulty m meeting their liabilities ?"

Here Was a poser, one, indeed, that 
could not be answered in a few words in 
spite of one’s love of condensation. 
How to frame a satisfactory reply to my 
friend’s question was to me a puzzling 
task; one that required some consider­
ation and analysis.

“For our present purpose let us lay 
aside obstacles that are exceptional or 
peculiar, such as interest on mortgages, 
etc., and deal squarely with drawbacks 
that are common to every member of the 
community, differing only in degree. 
Let us also omit the consideration of 
section, township and county taxation, 
as well as aid to higher education, for a 
future review, and deal with small leak­
ages which conjointly make a large 
drain on the farmer’s pocket; just as the 
converging of numerous insignificant 
streams make up the mighty river. I 
have no doubt that you use a large quan­
tity <»f coal oil during the year."

“Upon my word we do; you would be 
surprised to learn the quantity of oil we 
use from one end of the year to the 
other.”

“Now let me relate to you that while 
in conversation with a friend of mine 
from the Sault, a man of unquestionable 
veracity, I was assured by him that the 
retail price of coal oil in that quarter is 
ten cents per gallon. Now let us ex­
tend the greatest liberality towards the 
Canadian manufacturer and grant him 
twelve cents for production and the re­
tailer three cents for his profit and it is 
clear that these concessions would fur­
nish you oil for fifteen cents per gallon. 
The common price you say is 30 cents, 
or double whatsit should be at a fair cal­
culation. When, therefore, you go to 
buy a gallon of oil, you place the value 
of it, fifteen cents, in one pocket and 
another fifteen cents in the other pocket 
as a bonus to the manufacturers, and 
this bonus you bestow on the same indi­
viduals as often as you repeat the pur­
chase. Again, your grocery bill, I have 
no doubt, is quite an item, too, in your 
yearly expenditure. Now let us consid­
er, seriatum, the different articles which 
constitute this bill, with then respective 
prices, and determine the amount of 
bonus which you give on each purchase. 
Well, then, according to your own state­
ment, you receive nine pouhds of sugar, 
instead of fourteen in former times, for 
one dollar. A very simple calculation 
will reveal to you the fact that as often 
as you invest one dollar in sugar you just 
get, avoiding fractions and awarding 
you all the consolation possible, sixty-five 
cents worth; the balance of your dollar 
you bestow on the manufacturers, prin­
cipally on that firm in Montreal. Per­
haps you are related to the members ef 
that firm.”

“I don’t know any firm in Mon­
treal. ”

“All I can say, then, is that you are 
very lavish of your money and generous 
towards strangers ; and if I could take 
the liberty of judging of your disposi­
tion, I should conclude that you would 
feel less reluctant in paying this money 
for a charitable purpose; but you must 
remember it finds its way into the pock 
eta of rich men who would scarcely con­
descend to notice such ordinary mortals 
as you and myself. ”

“When will the next general election 
come off ?”

“Never mind the time of the next 
general election; reap the whirlwind of 
your own folly, but let me answer your 
question in full and by the time I’m 
through your astonishment will take 
another direction—you will then wonder 
at the progress of the district in the face 
of so many obstacles.” “If, however, 
the discussion of your grocery-bill is dis­
tasteful to you, let us turn attention to 
your hardware bill. I see you have been 
building lately. ”

“Never mind the hard ware-bill.” (Ex­
citedly) “When will the next election 
erme off. ” Curtain drops.

The bailiffs tried to put him into his 
chair, but he turned upon them like a 
wild beast at bay.

It would certainly be 
mure satisfactory if accused judges were 
summoned before a properly constituted 
court than that they should be virtually 
tried by a commissioner having no judi­
cial functions.

Newspaper Laws.

It lias been hinted that the H011. Mr. 
Fraser contemplates retiring from the 
Ontario Ministry, finding that his health 
is not as good as it might be. He has 
not spoken this session yet, and will not 
be able to take the usual vigorous part, 
in the debate a that usually falls to his 
It. This is to be regretted not only on 
account of the cause, but because Mr. 
Fraser is a capital speaker, 
the 'Nttholic body could find a successor, 
but they would have difficulty in finding 
one who would be able to look after their 
interests as tiMy as Mr. Fraser has done. 
Al l. Ryan’s name is mentioned, but it 
will be time enough to discuss the matter 
when something definite is known of Mr. 
Fraser s intentions. We s.muld think it 
very (hei. if il that there is anythin" in 
the rumour. (Telegram.

We call the special attention of post­
masters and subscribers to the following 
synopsis of the newspaper laws

1. A postmaster is required to give 
notice by letter (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
does not take his paper out of the office, 
and state the reasons for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postmaster responsible to the publishers 
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis­
continued, he must pay all arrearages, 
or the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made, and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There can be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made.

3. Any person who takes a paper from 
the post-office, whether directed to his 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or hot, is responsible for the pay.

4. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub­
scriber is bound to pay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office. This proceeds 
upon the ground that a man must mv for 1 
what lie uses.

5. The courts have decided that refus- j 
No doubt ! ing to take a newspaper and periodicals |

from the post-office, or removing and j 
leaving them uncalled for, is prime facia 
evidence of intentional fraud.

The Reform Convention at Dun­

gannon.

Reported for Ton Signal.
On Saturday last a convention of the 

Reformers of West Huron was held at 
Dungannon, for the purpose of perfect­
ing the present system of6 organization 
that exists in the West Riding of Huron. 
The number of delegates present was 
large,' and every section of the Riding 
was represented.

At 2 o’clock the chair was taken by Mr. 
Charles Girvin, Reeve of West Wawa- 
nosli, and President of the West Huron 
Reform Association, and the election of 
officers for the current year was proceed­
ed with, the following being the result:

President — Chas. Girvin, Reeve of 
West Wawanosh.

1st Vice-President—Wm. Mallough, 
Ashtield.

2nd V ice - President—H umphrey Snell, 
Hullett.

Secretary—Robert Harrison, Ashtield.
Treasurer — Win. Young, Reeve of 

Col borne.
The organization of the Riding by 

municipalities and polling sub divisions 
was then proceeded with, after which

Mr. Humphrey Snell, seconded by
Mr. Wm Young. " (v >1 lV •> following 
res< ..... ...

“That, the Relonnusoui West Huron in 
convention assembled take this oppor­
tunity of expressing their entire confi­
dence in the able leadership of the Hon. 
Edward Blake and our disapproval of 
the action of the Dominion Government 
in handing over the destinies of our 
great North-West into the hands of the 
Syndicate monopoly. We therefore 
pledge ourselves to use every legitimate 
means and efforts to send to parliament 
men who will support Mr. Blake in his 
patriotic efforts to protect the best in­
terests of oui D minion.”

Dr. Sloan, of Blyth, was the first 
speaker. Iiv thought Col. Ross, the 
member for West Huron,should be high­
ly pleased at so large and enthusiastic a 
gathering of his friends here to-day. Col. 
Ross had acquitted himself well, as re­
presentative in the Local House, and ev­
en the Mail was constrained to yield him 
high praise for his able speech on the 
boundary award. Referring to Domin­
ion matters, the speaker said that in 78 
when the Reformers were defeated all 
along the line, Huron had stood firm, 
and even in North Huron a victory 
had been virtually won, in the decrease 
of thu Tory majority. If we were 
th wuglily organized in North Huron 
th-.re was no doubt that the proper man 
omnd carry the Riding in the Reform 
i trust. It was first necessary to 
ifiormghly organize, and then what was 
needed was to get the vote polled. Hear 
hear. In Howick in 1878 there were 52 
Reform votes nut polled, which came 
o fc for Mr Gibson in 187ft. In Ash­
tield Mr. Ross had increased the Re- 
fu...i majority by 44, and had the speak­
er been able to take the same majority 
that Col. ‘Ross took, the Riding would 
have been redeemed. North Hu­
ron should be swept in the Reform 
interest, and he saw gentlemen here to­
day any of whom, he thought, could 
carry the Riding. Mr. M. C. Cameron , 
would carry North Huron, if lie could . 
see his way clear to leave tho South:! 
Col. Ross, if lie wished to step up from 
the Local, could redeem North Huron; 
and his young friend, Mr. McGillicuddy, 
who had long been a resident of the 
Riding^who had done good service for 
Reform, and who possessed the ldtjui- 
sitfs for a successful candidate, was also 
here to-day. (Hear, hear.) He hoped 
to see either of these gentlemen throw 
themselves into the breach and capture 
the constituency. For himself, he had 
been through the tight, and ha 1 not 
been successful, Mr. Somerville and Mr. 
Leckie had also sustained defeat, and 
they were not anxious to come forward, 
as candidates except their services were 
claimed by tho Reform element of the 
constituency. The Conservatives had 
been successful in North Huron owing 
to the financial depression which pre­
vailed in 1878, and Mr. Farrow's pro­
mise of prosperity should tlm Tory 
party succeed to power. But it should 
bo remembered that the financial de­
pression existed in the United States, in 
Europe, and even in Australia. The 
United States in 1878 was the most 
‘‘protected” country in the world, and 
its tariff did not save it from the com­
mercial panic. To-day a revival of 
trade was observable all over the world, 
and “protected” United States and Ca­
nada, shared financial prosperity with 
“free trade” England. The other day 
ho had read a report of a speech deliver­
ed by Mr. Dalton McCarthy up in Sim- 
coe, and that gentleman had talked of 
the beneficent working of the N. P., by 
keeping out American grain from Cana­
da, to. tho extent of some 0,000,000 
bushels. What was the result, our ex­
port trade was lessened from 24,000,000 
bushels to 17,000,000 bushels, and our 
c «.trying trade lost ^the benefit of the 
0,000,000 bushels of American wheat we 

Vi had previously handled. It would have 
X^taken 0,000 cars or 100 boats to carry 

i^e American grain through our country 
to the seaport for export. By keeping j 
out the American grain our forwarders 
lost the handling, and our railways and 
boats the shipments to that extent, 
while no good accrued to the farmers by 
enhanced prices, for Liverpool and The 
other British marketj ruled the prices 
of the bn adst tiffs of the world. (Hear, 
hon-.) The Conservatives said that 
Great Britain’s greatness had departed, 
and that her progress was retarded by 
her free trade policy, but no greater

evidence of England’s commercial great­
ness could be had, as compared with the 
United Spates, than the fact that of the 

-51 full-rigged vessels that draped their 
colors, in the harbor of New York, 
on the day of the President’s death, 
47 floated the “Union Jack,” and oh 
ly 1 the “Stars and Stripes.” But 
Mr. Dalton McCarthy was in favor of 
keeping down Canadian shipping, and 
the Tories yrno attended the Sjmcoe 
meeting actually cheered his utterances 
on the occasion. The speaker then re­
ferred to the surplus, and showed the 
absurdity of raising more from the peo­
ple than was necessary to run the work­
ing expenses of the country. If schc<, 
trustees in the rural districts attempted 
to raise a surplus in their sections, and 
then boasted of what they had done, 
they would hardly be elected to office 
again. (Hear, hear.) He then advert­
ed to, the extravagance of the present 
Dominion Government in increasing the 
public debt to $150,000,000, and in rais­
ing the annual expenditure from $22,- 
500,000 to over $26,000,000 during their 
term of office, and closed an effective 
speech amid loud applause.

Mr. Cameron, M. P., for South Hu­
ron, on coming forward was enthusias­
tically received. He said the meeting 
to-day augured well for the success of the 
Liberal cause in Huron. When he looked 
upon the sturdy representatives here to­
day, he felt no fear for the success of Mr 
Ross. Even some of the Tories had 
come to this meeting to-day to get infor­
mation, and he honed they would turn 
over in their minds the sentiments ut­
tered, and make the application in every 
instance, He had no fear for North 
Huron, if the proper man were selected, 
and took hold of the work earnestly. 
(Hear, hear). A successful general nev­
er felt despondent, and a reverse or two 
did not make him give up to despair. No 
county was given completely over to its 
idols, and what Sir John had said in re­
ference to Glengarry could be applied 
with far more force to North Huron. 
(Applause). He did not propose to give 
a lengthy spueuli here to-day. lie had 
just come out to show them that he was 
with them in their work for the h ddiny 
of West Huron, and the redem rim of 
North Huron. (Hear, hear). Ttu Syn­
dicate bargain, the extravagance of the 
Government at Ottawa, and the fallacy 
of N. P., w ere questions which would all 
admit of lengthy discuss ion, but the time 
allowed him at tbi-» meeting would not 
permit of his entering upon them to any 
great extent. Besides the majority of 
those present were Reformers —thinking 
men—who had given both time and 
thought to the questions mentioned, and 
needed no detailed statement of the en­
ormities perpetrated by Sir John and his 
Government. (Hear, hear). The prin­
cipal object to attain was a thorough or­
ganization. By organization he had 
turned a majority of nearly 200 against 
him in South Huron in 1872 to 
nearly 200 in his favor in 1878. (Ap­
plause). He had been ably assisted by 
the Reformers of his Riding, for each 
individual felt that the work of redeem­
ing the Riding devolved upon him. If 
the Reformers of West Huron wished to 
keep the Riding, or if the Liberals of 
North Huron were anxious to redeem 
the constituency, they must work and 
aid the candidate until the last vote was 
polled on election day. (Hear, hear.) 
Select the best man, to contest the con­
stituency, and then stick to him until 
the fight was won. He could not leave 
South Huron to contest North Huron, 
but there was no dearth of good mater­
ial for a member for North Huron, and 
he felt convinced if the right man were 
chosen, his election was assured, if the 
Reformers of North Huron did their 
duty by him. (Hear, hear) Don't be 
caught by the claptrap that the Tory 
Government causes the sun to shine, the 
rains to tall, the earth to bring forth her 
increase, and the Liverpool markets to 
keep up the prices of grain. (Laughter 
and cheers.) Pious as Sir John is, don’t 
be led to believe that he is a special 
agent *0f Providence, for lie i* as fallible 
as the rest of humanity, and possibly a 
little more so. (Renewed laughter.; He 
cannot raise the price of grain 
pool nor the value of i-t-ef in the English 
markets. If you see a Tory who be­
lieves these thinga, <1« n’t bother with 
him -let him alone; he i joined to his 
idols, and nothing, but a special dispen­
sation of Providence will ever enlighten 
his ignorance. But ii you know a 
liberal-minded Conservative don’t fail 
to give him solid argument for the faith 
that is in you. The speaker cited the 
financial depression in the United States, 
and the dull times in Massachusetts and 
Pennsylvania, the manufacturing cen­
tres, in 1878, cO show that the greatest 
protection possible was not a panacea 
against a great commercial crisis. Good 
times now obtained in the United States 
under their old tariff; comparatively 
good times prevailed in Canada with a 
protective tariff; and the greatest pros­
perity that ever England had was at the 
present time with its free trade system 
and a Liberal Government. (Cheers.) 
Sir John had not made the times good in 
the States or in Britain; neither was he 
responsible for the good times in Cana 
da. (Hear, hear. ) The Ottawa Gov­
ernment had endeavored to interfere 
with oar Provincial rights, by refusing 
to ratify the boundary award. *They 
had thus endeavored tosteal our territory 
from us, and raised the cry that we were 
traitors because we refused to be de­
spoiled. Who were the traitors in Ca 
nada ? Who burned the Parliament 
buildings in olden times } Who iMtten- 
ogged the Queen’s representative, Lord 
Elgin—one of the best Governors Cana­
da ever had ? Who hoisted the black j

to bed at night ; we were taxed from 
one week’s end to the other ; we were 
taxed from the cradle to the grave ; we 
wore taxed on what we ate, what we 
drank, and what we wore ; and all for 
the purposv of raising a big surplus for 
Sir Leonard Tilley to boast of. (Hear, 
beat). The Syndicate bargain was then 
discussed at some length, and unspar­
ingly denounced.. The increase in the 
oivu service employees was also gone in 
to and the extravagance of the Govern­
ment exposed. The abolition of the 
Senate, an incubus and a useless institu­
tion, which cost the country fully $150,- 
000.00 i year was also advocated. The 
speaker did not look upon the Senate as 
being of any practical value as a check 
upon legislation, but as an asylum for 
worn out and decrepit politicians. It was 
not even equal to the present Cabinet in 
ability, and a greater museum of curiosi­
ties it would be difficult to find from O’­
Connor to Bowell. There were all kinds 
in the Cabinet—alive and stuffed—most 
of them stuffed. (Laughter and cheers). 
He concluded by advising all present to 
organize, for by thorough organization 
the next election would be won. The 
Reform party had a leader in whom they 
had confidence—an upright man, a good 
man, an able man, a conscientious man, 
a Christian man — Edward Blake. 
(Cheers and loud applause. ) Mr. Blake 
had given up his profession so that he 
could devote his energies to the service 
of his country, and the Reformers of the 
Dominion should be willing to give their 
influence in his favor. (Hear, hear.) 
Work from now until election day; 
work on election day from early mom 
until the last vote is polled at eve; work 
earnestly, for your cause is a just one, 
and the result will be that success will 
crown the efforts of the Liberal party. 
(Loud and prolonged applause. )

The following resolution was then 
moved by Mr. D. McGillicuddy, Gode­
rich, seconded by Mr. Wm. Mallough, 
of Ashtield:

“That this convention disapproves of 
the highhanded and aggressive action of 
Sir John Macdonald, in his effort to rob 
Ontario of a large part of its territory’, by 
his adverse action in the matter of the 
Boundary Award; that we earnestly en­
durât) the patriotic course which Hon. O. 
Mowat, and his surporters have pursued 
in relation to the Boundary question. We 
pledge ourselves, one and all, to work so 
that our Provincial autonomy will be 
kept intact, that our territory will not 
be despoiled, and that ouç lawful rights 
shall not be infringed upon; and to this 
end will unitedly work at the next elec­
tion f«»r the return of a faithful support­
er of Hon. Mr. Mowat, such as our pre­
sent member has alwajs been. ”

Mr. McGillicuddy, in moving the reso­
lution, said that it was not necessary for 
him to speak at any great length to the 
motion. The resolution spoke for itself. 
The rights pf Ontario were in jeopardy, 
and it behooved every resident of the 
Province who was loyal to its interests 
to stand firm, and prevent Ontario from 
being despoiled. The Tories had agaia 
raised the loyalty howl, because the peo 
pie would not bow down and worship" 
the high-priest of Toryism—Sir John. 
It did not lay in the Tory month to 
prate about loyalty, for Tories, ex 
cept when enjoying the spoils of office 
were always disloyal, and many instanc­
es of disloyalty, could be brought to their 
door even when they held office. (Hear, 
hear). Mr. Cameron had asked who 
rotten-egged Lord Elgin ? who burnt the 
Parliament buildings I who hoisted the 
black flag at Brock ville and at Sand­
wich ? who signed tho annexation mani­
festo in ’48? But the story of Tory trea­
son didn’t end thére. Ho would give a 
low other specimens, culled from hun 
dreds within the knowledge of those pre 
sent. Who attempted to barter the 
rights of the Dominion to Sir Hugh A1 
lan and obtained $360,000 blood money? 
Sir John Macdonald, the wouhl-be deity 
of tho Tory Party. Who deceived Lord

In 1837 the Tories hanged the patriots 
and called them rebels, because they had 
the courage to tight for their rights and 
privileges against the iniquitous Family 
Compact. Many of the patriots had 
sealed their convictions with their blood 
and to-day wo were enjoying the privil­
eges for which they fought, and bled and 
died. (Applause. ) Should we, then, re­
linquish one jot or tittle of Ontario ■ 
rights under existing circumstances ( 
He hoped not; he believed not. With 
regard to the candidancy of North 
Huron, his friend Dr. Sloan had kindly 
mentioned his name as a fit and proper 
person. It was true he had resided in 
the Riding for many years, and 1 ai 
worked in the Reform interest ever since 
he entered it, and years before. He had 
fought Toryism from the day of his 
coming into the county, and would con­
tinue to do so until he went out or was 
carried out, (applause) because he be­
lieved the Tory system was a narrow- 
guage institution, and had curtailed free­
dom from time immemorial. If the 
Lib.-Cons, could be converted, well and 
good; if not, we had to battle in the future 
as we had done in the past. At the present 
time, however, he was not an aspirant 
for North Huron, but if in the time to 
come the Reform party wanted a stan­

1 Col. A. M. Ross, M. P. P., was the 
next speaker, and stated that he would be 
brief, as the hour was getting late, and 
besides he had contracted a cold and was 
suffering from hoarseness. However, he 
was glad to see the Reformers of 
West Huron out in such numbers to­
day. Their presence showed that they 
took an interest in the political issues 
before the country. They had reason 
to be proud of Hon. Mr. Mowat and his 
Government. Now, at the third meet­
ing of the third session of a Reform 
Government in Ontario, what was the 
policy of the Opposition ? They had 
not made a single charge of commission 

omission against the Government, 
and were acting almost entirely on the 
defensive. Even in the matter of the 
boundary award they were merely 
acting As the agents of Sir John Mac­
donald in his attempt to despoil On­
tario (Hear, hear.) The Conservatives 
talked of disloyalty—they, themselves, 
were the disloyal ones, for they were dis­
loyal to their own Province at the beck 
of Sir John. (Applause). Ontario had 
entered Confederation with the distinct 
understanding that her autonomy should 
be assured. The B. N. A. Act was the 
basis of Confederation, and in it our rights 
and privileges were defined. But Sir 
John Macdonald was always opposed to 
a Federal union, and would use every en­
deavor to deprive the Provincial Legis­
latures of influence, so that the desire 
of his heart, a Legislative union, might 
be brought about. Such a state of things 
mnst not be allowed, for provinces would 
then clash with province, and the inter­
nal working of each would be at the 
mercy of all the others. Ontario had 
once experienced the hardships A a Leg­
islative Union—when the Quebec major­
ity ruled in Ontario—and it was to be 
hoped a recurrence to the system would 
never be had. The speaker then enter­
ed into the discussion of the slreams 
bill, caused by the litigation between 
Messrs. McLaren and Caldwell, and 
showed conclusively that the disallow­
ance of Provincial legislation was a 
wrong act on the part of Sir . John Mac- 
d maid. The conduct of Sir John in 
this matter was very inconsistent, for in 
1871, when adverse legislation was init­
iated in New Brunswick, in the matter of 
separate schools, and an injustice was 
perpetrated upon the Roman Catholics, 
he, although acknowledging the injustice 
to the Catholics declined to disallow- the 
bill, <-n the ground that it would inter­
fere with Provincial rights. If Sir John 
was right in 1871, lie is wrong now; and 
if lie is in the right now, he did a gross 
injury to the Roman Car holies in New 
Brunswick in 1871. (Hear, hear.) The 
boundary question was then gone into at 
some length and the fal acy of the con­
tention of the Opposition in the Local 
House fully shown. The speaker con­
cluded a vigorous and incisive speech- by 
calling upon the Reformers and loyal 
Conservatives to stand side by side and 
battle for the best interests of Ontario, 
to organize for the next election; and to 
put their organization into effect on élec­
tif in day. (Loud applause and cheers. )

The following resolution was then 
moved by Mr. C. Seager, of Goderich, 
seconded by Mr. D. A. Purvis,of Goder­
ich township, in a suitable manner.

.“That this convention strongly dis­
approves of the course pursued by the 
Ottawa Government, in the matter of 
the disallowance of the Local legislation, 
and of the unpatriotic course of Mr.

Cheers were then given for Hon. Ed­
ward Blake, Hon. Oliver Mowat, Col. 
Ross, M. C. Cameron and the “Queen,” 
and a must successful meeting was 
brought to a close.
