They abolished the new
svstem and, for the purpose of fur-
nishing - salaries. they  appointed
three members of their own_Govern-
ment as “Commissioners” at big sal-
aries, who succeeded in tearing down
the new system instituted under the

" administration of Sir Robert Bond—

the only wise and economical system

approved of. and adopted, by all en-

{ scientific in principle and

Fthe Tanker wormi—the

lightened and . progressfve Govern-
ments the -world over, and  in its
place they built up a huge system-®f
graft.and boodling whereby, not only
themselves, but all their heelers
have Deen able to ruin the prospects
of the country and extract thousands
of dollars from the revenues of the
Colony.

The system inaugurated by Bond
was not an expensive one. It was
practical
in results, and by this time if let
alone, instead of chaos and confus-
ion, we would have had order and
profitable returns. One of the first
Lhings those wise “Commissioners”
did was to import into the country
what they preached, was “a great
boon to the farmers,” viz., seeds,
feeds, various kinds of potatoes, etc.,
which they assured the people, were
superior ‘to their own, and would
vield an abundant harvest in the iu-
ture. “Where only one blade of grass
formerly grew, now two would spring
forth; our ‘hills were to be white!
with sheep, while the potato crop was
to increase an hundred fold.”

These wise-acres, Downey and Dev-
ereaux, cared little for the interests
of the country, or the welfare and
happiness of the farmers, so long as
they were able to draw their salar-
ies and distribute large -patronage
among their friends. During their
term of . office, by means. of their use-
extravagant policy, they
have not only added thousands of
dollars to the debt of the Colony, but
they have irretrievably ruined the
best industry of the country. By
their “truculent system they - have
been the means: of introducing into
the warious distriets of the country
greatest peSt:
9f meodern times, and the fell de-
stroyer of the potato crops of the
world. This pest is now becoming
so prevalent as to cause fear and
consternation in Canada and the
United States. This fear is so- great
that quite recently both Canada and
the United States instituted
quarantine laws against this country,
so that ncw, not even a barrel of po-
tatoes from this Colony can be ship-
ped abroad, or allowed to land, even
from a fisherman’s punt, at Halifax,
or any other port in Canada or the
United States. At a mesting of
(‘anadian scientists recently held- in
the city of Montreal, it was-the opin-
ion that the canker in the potato was
the cause of cancer in the people,
and, therefore, that strict quarantine
was necessary to Kill, this evil from
getting a foot-hold in the fair Domin-
ion. As a proof of the damage done
by the canker worm, only the other
day a whole field of potatoes out on
the Topsail Road had to be dug up
and destroyed by the farmers - them-
selves in order to stop the spread of
the evil and thus save their friends
and fellow-countrymen from the
sting and poison of the disease. X

The practical dissolution of the
Chinese Loan agreement by which the
five Powers concerned were given
a monopoly of certain Chinese loans
and from which the United States
Government withdrew, is announced.
The British Government took the
initiative in the dissolution agree-
ment because of the failure of the
other Powers to observe its spirit.
They had made the agreement, ac-
cording to British officials simply an
instrument against the interests of
British financiers. The five Powers
will still act together in making
loans to the Chinese Government
for general administrative purposes,
but each Power has been left free to
support any of its citizens floating
loans for railroads and other indus-
trial projects for provinecial purpos-
es. The original project was de-
clared to be to prevent an interna-
tional scramble to lend China money;
but such scramble is in progress. A
dissatisfled faction of British finan-
ciers thinking their Government was
using its influence to prevent them
from bidding, compelled the Foreign

Office to withdraw from the quintuple

monopoly the support that had hith-

erto been given to those banks par-
ticipating in the quintuple loan to
Chifa.

NEGRAS, Mexico, To-Day.
More than four hundred Federal and
rebel dead left on field below Barro-
teran, where a fierce struggle took

 place between two forces on Saturday

withdraw from lack of water and am-
munition, - Constitutionalists  falling

back on Sabinas, where they dyna-
