General Winfield Scott, who became 

famous by strolling across Mexico in 
1846, through a hostile army three 

; times the size of his own, was a Vir­
ginian who was born in Petersburg in 
1786, and became a, ôâptain in the 
army twenty-two years later.

In those days, when the United 
States was young and was picked up­
on with great enthusiasm by most 
anybody, a captain in the army led 
a busy life. In 1812. Scott was cap­
tured by the British at Queenstown, 
Canada, but was afterwards exchang­

ed. The Yankees always, could beat 
the British trading, hut they never 
beat them so badly as they did at this 
time. A year later Scott raised such 
havoc with Ihe British armies at 
Chippewa and Lundy’s Lane that he 
was brevetted Brigarii?r-Gei.era 1. and 
was offered the Secretaryship of War.

Scott declined, however, and kept 
on doing odd jobs of fighting for 
many years. He had charge of the 
Blackhawk war, and helped tame the 
Seminoles in Florida. In 1839, he got 
62 votes for president in the Whig- 
convention which nominated Harri­
son. and when the Mexican war broke 
out, he was in command of the Unit­
ed States army which went to Vera 

, Cruz.

When Editors
Are Killed.

Twenty Members ot One News­
paper Were Destroyed by 
Dynamite.

The recent extraordinary tragedy I 
in France when the wife of M. Cfil­
iaux entered the office of the Figaro, 
and shot the editor dead, because he 
had attacked her husband in his pa­
per, did not surprise French people 
anything li,ke so much as it did other 
people over here.

In France, indeed, editors expect to 
have lively times, though, naturally, 
they don’t expect to be killed. There, 
however, prominent men are attacked 
so fiercely and relentlessly by op­
position papers that editors are con­
tinually being called upon to fight
those of whom they have written.

In June, 1911, for example, on the 
occasion of the visit of the French 
President to Rouen, the Rouen Dis­
patch attacked some of the Royalists 
in an article. Four of the men who 
objected to the things written about 
them called on the editor of the paper 
and thrashed him unmercifully with ; 
their walking sticks, and then pro­
ceeded to fight the sub-editor» who 
had come to the rescue.

By the time the obstreperous read­
ers of the paper had been ejected, M. 
Morel, the editor, had been severely 
injured, as well as two of his sub­
editors, and the room in which the 
fight had taken place was absolutely 
wrecked—furniture broken. desks 
smashed, and in.k running over every 
thing.

.Said file Lady Was Drunk.
• In August. 1909, the editor of the 
Panama Press, the leading paper in 
Panama, was shot dead for a very 
similar reason that caused the death 
of M. Calriiette of'the Figaro.

In this case, however, it was the , 
woman who was attacked in the pa­
lter, and her brother-in-law who shot 
the offending editor and killed him.

The editor, Mr. Chandler, stated in 
his pairer that Mrs.. Guyant. wife of 
the United States Consul General at 
Panama, was drunk on a certain oc­
casion. Like the recent affair in Par­
is. the murder of Mr. Chandler crea­
ted an enormous sensation at the 
time owing to the high position of all 
the parties concerned.

America, of course, can ■ cite hun- : 
dreds of instances where editors 
have been attacked by outraged read­
ers. though most of the cases are of 
editors of local papers in out of the 
way country districts, where the law 
depends upon one’s own fighting 
abilities.

Some of the big American news­
papers. however, have been attack­
ed. In October, 1910, the Times' 
building at "Los Angeles was destroy­
ed by dynamite just as the paper was 
going to press, and twenty of the 
staff were killed, including the as­
sistant editor.

The explosion was the work of the 
Labor Unions. For some year* the 
Times had attacked the Trade Un­
ions in every possible way, and the 
life of General Otis, the owner and 
editor, was constantly threatened. 
Whenever he appeared in the streets, 
indeed, he was pelted with mud and 
stones until forced lo travel contin­
ually with a bodyguard.

Risked His Life for u Year.
After the building had been blown 

up a number of Labor leaders were 
arrested and their guilt fully proved 
by William Burns, America's famous 
detective, though it was not until 12 
months after the crime had been 
committed that he succeeded in prov­
ing it against them.

Even in England newspaper editors 
and proprietors have carried their 
lives in their hands because they 
have spoken out fearlessly.

In 1867, Sir William Leng, editor 
of the Sheffield Daily Telegraph, risk­
ed his life for his paper. He discov­
ered that a man named Broadhead 
was th* head of a society formed for 
the secret trial and terrorisation of 
non-union/ workmen.

Sir William Leng attacked the or­
ganization right and left, though all 
the time he knew that he was in dan­
ser of his life, for Broadhead and his 
associates threatened to kill him at 
the first opportunity.

For nearly a year he never went
unarmed outside his own house. He
wrote the leading articles with a re­
volver on his desk and another strap­
ped to his hip, while all the staff were 
armed. But though Sir William Leng 
escaped, cue unlucky reporter was 
bludgeoned well nigh to death in one 
of the principal streets in Sheffield. 
The house of another reporter, too, 
was blown up by gunpowder in the 
middle of (he night, though, by good 
fortune, no lives were lost.

Captain’s Nerve Saved 
“Royal Edward.”

PROMPT DECISION IN TIME OF 
PERIL PROBABLY SAVED THE 
BIG LINER FROM MEETING 
WITH DISASTER.
The following from , Avonmouth, 

tells of the close call the steamer 
Itoyal Edward had oil her last trip 
across the Atlantic:—

“On May 23, while the Royal Ed­
ward was proceeding at slow speed 
because of the fog—sounding her 
liorn constantly— Captain Wooton 
from the bridge saw the- towering fac­
ade of a huge berg threatening his 
ship. Only some 1,200 feet interven­
ed between the. glowering monster 
and the Royal Edward. Knowing 
the iceberg's shelf reached under the 
water, the captain feared to try" to 
turn his ship. The floating ice mon­
ster was too close to allow time for 
reversal of the engines in an attempt 
to back away. Accordingly the in­
trepid captain took the “bull by the 
horns’" and ordered the navigator to 
proceed dead ahead. As many of the 
passengers as could be reached in the 
brief moment before the iceberg
would be struck were ordered to 
stand by for a shock. Moving very 
slowly, the Royal Edward hit the ice 
with a resounding crash.

Passengers in Frenzy of Fear. 
Passengers who had been below 

and could not be warned, scrambled, 
screaming, up the companiouway. be­
lieving the ship to be sinking. They 
were quickly reassured by the cap­
tain, officers and stewards and when 
the theratened panic was averted 
and the men and women understood 
what Captain Wooton had done they 

| were almost hysterical in their grat­
itude, believing that the captain's 
quick decision undoubtedly saved 
them from going to the bottom.

It was believed that the .captain 
took the only chance open to him 
Had the ship turned, it might hav« 
struck a shelf of ice beneath the wa­
ter line and been so ripped that the 
watertight bulkheads would have 
een rendered useless.

Loudon, June 6.—A stirring story

One of the two scouts, Hav- 
ildar Mahommed Azim, jumped in 
front of the officer and took the 
charge on his bayonet, firing at the 
same time. He saved Mr. Ross, but 
was knocked down at the same time 
which fell on him.

The second scout, Lance Naik Safe- 
hawat Khan, rushed to his comrade’s 
aid. The animal charged him, too. He 
also received the charge on his bayo­
net and pulled the trigger at the same 
time. But he was knocked down and 
his leg savagely bitten.

Then the subadar, forgetting that 
lie was in charge of the operations, 
rushed into the fray with a sporting 
gun, followed by his men with bayo­
nets levelled. Mr. Ross, too. dashed 
into the scrum. There were shots, 
bayonet thrusts and shouts. Two 
more men were knocked down by the 
animal and mauled. Others were 
knocked down but got up unhurt. It 
was a whirlwind of fur, steel and 
puggrees that would have delighted 
the heart of a kinematograph opera­
tor.

Finally the Sepoys killed the ani­
mal. It was then seen that it was a 
panther, and not a tiger, as they had 
thought. In its body were seven bul­
lets and eleven bayonet wounds.

Under Arrest at Montreal.
Two sailors of the collier Storstad 

were arrested Tuesday afternoon by 
city detectives at Montreal, charged 
fti with the theft of $1,000 in travel­
lers’ checks from Lionel Kent, man­
ager of the Energetic Explosive Co., 
Montreal, who was one ofxthe survi­
vors from the Empress of Ireland. The 
arrest of the men, Manuel Chute, a 
native of Honolulu, was made in the 
Merchants Bank of Canada, when he 
was cashing one of the Checks, and 
the other was taken on hoard the 
Storstad by six detectives. He was 
Carmel Sperritti, a native of Malta.

Suspicions were aroused in the bank 
and on board phip simultarcously. 
The cashier at the bank noticed the 
name of Lionel Kent on the checks he 
was asked to cash, and a sailor of the 
collier reported to the first mate that 
Chute had offered him $25 on Monday 
night as a gift. The latter fact, it 
is said, was known to Captain Ander­
son of the Storstad, but he had not 
taken any action up to the time the 
detectives boarded the ship.

A search of the men and their 
bunks brought to light $550 in checks 
and $41 cash in the possession of 
Sperretti, and $400 in checks in the 
possession of Chute. The latter, who 
speaks English, said he had been giv­
en the checks by a Montreal hotel 
than. Sperretti has not made a state­
ment yet through inability to speak 
English or French.

Mr. Lionel Kent said in Rimouski 
that he had lost $1,000 between the 
time he left the sinking Empress of 
Ireland and when he was taken on 
the Storstad. He had hidden the pa­
pers in his shirt, but supposed they 
had been lost or stolen while he was 
iu the lifeboat in a semi-conscious 
condition.

Captain Anderson stated that his 
men had found a great deal of money 
in the lifeboats, which they had turn­
ed in, as far as he knew.

Notes in the Bank Bear the Thumb
ITints of Other Hindus Who are
Suspeeted of the Crime.
New Glasgow. June 4.—The author­

ities here are leaving no stone un­
turned in their effort to locate the 
person or persons who committed the 
hideous crime here last December 
which was unearthed a few days ago 
in the discovery of the body of the 
Hindu. Chanda Singh. Several other 
threads of importance have been ad­
ded to the evidence, the first being 
that the murdered man had explained 
to the proprietress of a restaurant at 
Trenton, from whom he desired board 
and lodging that he feared to remain 
in the shack with his fellow country 
men for fear they would murder him 
He, however, did not tell what the 
trouble was about, and evidently con­
tented himself to live with them.

Other evidence which may prove 
very valuable in case it is found that 
the other Hindus are the real mur­
derers, is that there is now in the 
possession of the authorities p'-omis- 
ery notes left by the deceased at the 
hank, which not only bear the signa 
lure of the debtbrs, hut their thumb 
prints, the murdered chief explaining 
i<> parties here tbat/tliese men owed 
him some considerable sums of mon­
ey chiefly for their passage out to 
this country and that ho had take i 
their notes and that the oustom pre­
vailed in his country, for each debtor 
to stamp his note with his thumb 
Print. This, he said, was a solemn 
Pledge and which the debtor was 
duty hound to defend with his Hfe if 
necessary. Thus if these Hindus be 
rounded up by the authorities their 
identity can be proved by the thumb 
prints on the notes. Very little more 
evidence of importance has been dis­
covered bearing on the case but each 
day something new is learned and 
the authorities feel confident that 
they will be able in the course of a 
tew days to properly place the blame.
