The Fallen Conspirator
for Pan-Germanism.

The Austrian TForeign Minister,
Count Berchtold, has resigned and his
resignation has been accepted. No
reason is assigned in the message
either for the resignation or its ac-
ceptance, but the circumstances of the
case suggest an obvious one. The For-
eign policy of Austria has resulted in
disaster, and the disaster has develop-
ed so markedly that the Minister re-
sponsible for it has been forced to re-
sign. Jt will be remembered that
Count Berchtold is responsible for the
Ultimatum -which -led to the war. It
was couched in such a form and ex-
pressed in such a tone and made such
outrageous demands that it was re-
cognized that the auther of the docu-
ment sent it with the intention of
forcing war on Servia. The latter,
however, went to the extreme limits
of compliance, much further than an
independent nation could with dignity
and honour:go to aveoid war. Count
Berchtold, however, rejected the Ser-
vian reply. Sir Edward Grey, even
when the matter had reached these
limits, urged a conference with the
Powers to avoid the clash of arms.
Count Berchtold would have no con-
ference. He was bent on war, and in
this he was backed up by the German
Ambassador at Vienna, who did every-
thing possible to egg him on. Count
Berchtold got his way 'and played Ger-
many’s game. He was going to teach
Serbia a lesson that would long be
remembered in the Balkans. Austria

had annexed Bosnia and Herzegovnia !

in- 1909, and the Serbian people had
long been restive under this aggres-
sive action, as three-quarters of the
people of the annexed states were of
Serbian race. Count Berchtold, how-
ever, was going to knock the non-
sense out of them and forced on the
war. Germany could attend to France
and England, and between them they
could handle Serbia and Russia.
Austria has had a rude awakening
after five months of war. Instead of
hacking her way through Serbia and
pushing on to Salonika and obtaining
a port on the Aegean, she has been
soundly thrashed by Serbia and Rus-
sia, her army driven out of Serbia,
Bukowina and Galicia overrun by Rus-
sian troops, and to-day Roumania and

Italy are waiting for an opportunity
to get at her. For the past sixty years
she has met with little else than de-
feats.

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15,000 Perish

From Earthquake.

Villages Razed to the Ground—

Bridges and Tunnels Destroyed
—Railroads Useless—Impossible|

to Estimate ‘Damage.

Special to Evening Telegram.
LONDON, To-day.

The Express in an edition issued at
seven o'clock to-day estimates the
dead at Avezzano, Italy, as result of
an earthquake at fifteen thousand. The
- correspondent of the Express in Rome
in his story of thé earthquake says
that shocks were felt with terrible re-
sults throughout the whole territory.
He declares it is establizhed that there
was no loss of life-although much an-
cient works were damaged. “The seri-
ous lcss of life ocggrred outside of

ILoss of life is feared in Chieti
Terramo and other towns in Abruzzi.
The railways in stricken districts are
well nigh useless. The Daily Mail's
ccrrespondent says “As bridges and
tunnels were destroyed and tracks
broken and covered with debris, high-
ways are impsssible owing to heavy
snowfalls.” Officials in Rome make
no effort to estiamte the extent of the
damage in the Provinces. The cor-
respondent says the loss of life in the
vicinity of Rome, is e€stimated by
the Daily Mail's correspondent at
about one hundred. The latest Rome
despatch to the Times reports that
eighty houses were destroyed in Pome.
The despatch adds that telegrams re-
ceived from he Provinces announce
further damage and additions to the
death roll, especially at Tivoli, where
the populace is camping in the open
in fear of further shocks. It is feared
that serious damages has been done in
the Department cf Abruzzi.
