NOTICE.
The attention of Shippers and Ship­

owners and the trading community 
generally is drawn to the fact that in 
time of war the practice of shipping 
goods with Bills of Lading made out 
to order” (made illegal by section 4 

of the Customs (War Powers) Act, 
1915, in the case of goods shipped 
from the United .Kingdom under li­
cense) is very undesirable in respect 
of any goods exported from any part 
of the British Empire. Shippers of 
goods not requiring licenses are there­
fore advised not to make out Bills of 
Lading “to order", but only—

(a) to a named consignee, or
(b) to a bank or financial house of 

high standing, with the remark 
in the margin of the Bill of Lad­
ing “Notify A.B.”; “A.B.” being 
the name of the person or firm 
for whom the goods are ulti­
mately destined.

Goods shipped to Holland should be 
consigned to the Netherlands Oversea 
Trust.

It Is essential during the war that, 
in the case of all goods, whether ship­
ped under license or not, British ships 
should have on board throughout the 
voyage a full manifest of cargo and 
all the Bills of Lading, or certified 
copies of the Bills of Lading.

Unless these requirements are com­
plied with, there will be a risk that 
the ships will be stopped and diverted 
by H. M. Ships or the War Vessels 
of the Allied Nations, in order to per­
mit full examination of the cargo and 
ascertainment of its destination.

In the case of British ships that 
will touch at ports in countries con­
tiguous to enemy territory, compliance 
with thesp requirements is of special 
importance and serious delay may re­
sult to ship and cargo in such cases 
if all ship’s papers are not on board 
and in order.

This notice supersedes the an­
nouncement made by the Board of 
Trade on August 19th, 1915 (see
“Board of Trade Journal” of 26th 
August, 1915, pp. 594-5), but in no way 
affects the requirements of Section 4 
of the Customs (War Powers) Act, 
1915, in regard to licensed goods.

WHITE STAR LINER MISSING.
NEW YORK, Jan. 2.

Concern is felt in marine insurance 
and shipping circles to-day for the 
safety of the White Star steamer 
Géorgie, one of the largest cargo car­
riers in the world, due to arrive in 
Liverpool on Dec. 19th, but not re­
ported.

Bt SY IN GERMANY WITH GUNS.
BERLIN, Jan. 2.

Many thousand guns per week is 
reported to be the measure of the 
manufacturing effort which Germany 
is now making for 1917, an effort on 
which the entire manhood force of 
the nation which can be spared from 
the front and from their occupations, 
is being concentrated under First 
Quartermaster General Von Luden- 
dorf's Universal Labor Service Law. 
Counting four months before the 
probable renewal of the world-war to 
full vigor on all fronts, these figures 
mean great supply of cannon of all 
calibre from field guns up to the gi­
gantic howitzers, to meet the admit­
tedly gigantic effort which the En­
tente Allies are expected to make in 
this the third year of Kitchener’s pro­
phecy to turn the scale of the war. 
Along with these guns German fac­
tories are turning out corresponding­
ly stupendous quantities of ammuni­
tion. The production of machine guns 
each of which virtually replaces a 
platoon of men, has been placed on a 
scale far beyond that of the past year. 
The campaign of 1917 will, it is al­
ready evident, be fought as a wide 
extension and developments of the 
Somme battle with even a heavier 
concentration of artillery over a far 
wider front and with lines literally 
bristling with machine guns. Confi­
dence that their opponents will be un­
able to break through this wall of 
steel and fire is not only expressed 
by the higher commanders, but also is 
manifested right down into the ranks 
of the common people.
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WIN AND LOSE,
GERMAN NEWSPAPERS ON THE 

PEACE SITUATION. PETROGRAD, Jan. 2.
The Russian-Roumanian forces 

have retired at some points on the 
Moladvian west frontier, and in Dob- 
rudja they have withdrawn to new 
positions, the war office announced 
to-day. In Karina river sector, close 
to the Hungarian frontier, however, 
the Roumanians regained lost ground 
and are holding it against continued 
attacks.

LONDON, Jan. 2.
Comments of the German papers 

on the Entente reply to the German 
peace proposal, sent by Reuter’s cor­
respondent from Amsterdam, indi­
cate a universal conviction that 
peace is now impossible and that the 
Central Powers must continue to 
prosecute the war with the utmost 
vigor. The Berlin Lokal Anzieger 
considers that nobody is shocked be­
cause of the Entente refusal, but it 
adds that everyone will be surprised 
and shocked at the shallowness, lev­
ity and mendacity of the reasons giv­
en for the refusal. It is difficult to 
explain how 10 serious men were able 
to affix their signatures to the docu­
ment without blusliijpg. Our answer 
can only he given on the battlefield. 
The Vossiche Zeitung says : ;A11 pos­
sibility of further negotiations have 
disappeared under this scornful re­
ply. There can only be one rejoinder, 
namely; warfare, until the cold steel 
of our arms have brought the fever 
temperature of our enemies down to 
something near normal. The Berlin 
Tageblatt says : We would gladly 
have written “Peace be unto thee” 
over the gate of the New Year, but it 
would be childish to seek in the En­
tente’s reply any expressions but 
those of absolute war. Nowhere in 
the world can there be any doubt 
that the Entente’s plans, which aim 
at the dismemberment of Germany, 
Austria, Hungary and Turkey, will be 
resolutely repelled by the German 
people. The Kreuza Zeitung says: 
The form of the Entente’s rejection 
makes it an "insult. Our reply can 
only be given with the sword. The 
Vorwacrts says: Since our enemies 
desire to continue the war no choice 
remains to the German people. There 
will be no illusion. Behind the refus­
al lies the hope of finally being able 
t„ lay Germany prostrate. -It is of in­
terest to the whole German people to 
frustrate this design. The Rhenische 
Westphalische Zeitung says: The
German people as one man will now 
gather around Von Hindenburg. The 
last plea for indulgence falls to the 
ground. All our sharp weapons must 
come into use on land, sea or air. We 
know the point where Britain is vul­
nerable. The Cologne Gazette's Ber­
lin correspondent considers no way is 
left open for further negotiations, and 
adds, it is not yet decided what thy 
Government will do, but it is not i*h- 
probable Germany will again precisely 
define the German view direct to neu­
trals.

ROME, Jan. 2.

From thirty to forty-three Austrian 
divisions are kept engaged along the 
Italian front, says an official com­
munication issued to-day. The state­
ment adds, since Ital/ entered tlie 
war she has conquered 1,200 square 
miles of territory shortening the war 
front from 500 to 375 miles with an 
aggregate of 1875 miles of entrench­
ed lines. War material is being man­
ufactured in 2,179 factiries, employing 
469,000 workers, including nearly 73,- 
000 women. Amsterdam prisoners 
now number 85,000, the statement as­
serts.

BRITISH OFFICIAL.
LONDON, Jan. 2.

The British official to-night says: 
Early this morning a strong hostile 
patrol reached our trench east of Ver- 
melles, but was repulsed with the loss 
of half its number. Under cover of 
heavy bambardment a strong enemy 
patrol of some forty men endeavored 
to approach our line last night north 
of Ypres. The few men who succeed­
ed in reaching our tranches were im­
mediately ejected. The enemy’s loss­
es were heavy. There was consider­
able artillery activity at intervals 
during the day and last night at dif­
ferent points on the front between 
the Somme and the Ancre. Southeast 
of Ypres effective counter battery 
work was carried out at these points. 
There were also bombardments of ene­
my positions in the neighborhood of 
Neuve Chapelle and Armentieres.

how long It will take them to see 
that they and not the Allies are com­
passing their own destruction, are 
questions which remain to be answer­
ed.

More Regimen­
tal Honours.

The peace pantomime 
seems to have nearly 
run its course. It re­
mains tor the Allies to 
answer President Wil­

son’s note, when all the official cor­
respondence is likely to be closed. 
The storm may continue for a time 
in the newspapers, but will soon sub­
side, giving place to the accustomed 
commentary on the war, which must 
continue with redoubled fury.

Meantime it is interesting to read 
the snatches of German newspaper 
opinion of the Ehtente reply. They 
do not appear to be particularly 
pleased. There is, however, in all 
their fustian a refreshing unanimity 
that the war must continue: on this 
point at least both sides are agreed. 
Their anger was only to be expected, 
but it is a nice question how far it is 
attributable to the emphatic tone of 
the Entente note itself and how far to 
the evidence which it contains that 
Germany’s transparent trick was af­
ter all seen through. On this point 
the Amsterdam Telegraph’s courage­
ous words are valuable and illumin­
ating, and not the least those in 
which it shows the true position of 
the game, that it is in fact Germany’s 
turn to show her hand. 'Everyone has 
so readily regarded Germany’s note 
as an offer and the Allies’ reply as a 
rejection that the reminder is useful 
that no offer of any sort has been 
made save by the Allies. They have 
not refused peace: they have express­
ed their desire for it and stated the 
terms upon which they would em­
brace it, a thing they were under no 
obligation to do. If now Germany re­
fuses to consider those terms, they 
are not so outrageous, being indeed 
little else than a repetition of the 
aims stated for the Allies time after 
time already, as to amount to an un­
conditional refusal to discuss peace at 
alL Thus the whole of Germany’s 
little design to impress neutrals falls 
to the ground. The only impression 
these countries will gather from the 
episode, when it is all over, is one of 
Germany’s weakness, despite her loud 
words, and the Allies’ strength.

But there are others to be impress­
ed besides neutrals. It will be the 
easiest matter in the world for Ger­
many’s rulers to present to their own 
and their Allies’ peoples that aspect 
of the negotiations which they wish 
them to see; sincerely to convince 
them that the responsibility for fur­
ther misery and bloodshed is with the 
Allies ; and thus to unite them more 
closely than ever in the determination 
to continue their utmost efforts. This 
is one of the real effects that will 
follow, and we can make shrewd 
guesses as to the nature which these 
utmost efforts will assume. Savagery ^ 
the one jjrimal instinct of the German * 
bosom, will be hqpceforth unchecked. 
One of the German papers professes 
to know where Britain is vulnerable. 
We presume this refers to the sub­
marine and our merchant shipping. 
Nothing in this direction will come as 
a surprise or find Britain unprepared, 
but the German people will cling 
fondly to this particular delusion as 
long as the war lasts. The measure 
of their faith in It can be judged by 
the opinion predominant among them 
that an unrestricted submarine cam­
paign is worth even the risk of Am­
erica’s open hostility. How long this 
belief will avail to sustain them in the 
privations of another winter, how long 
in the face of the defeats in the field

The New Year brings us 
the welcome announce­
ment that two more dis­
tinctions, almost of the 
highest class, have been 

conferred upon members of the Regi­
ment. The London Gazette , Of Jan­
uary 1st contains the intelligence that 
Captains Arthur Raley and Reginald 
8. Rowsell have been granted the 
Military Cross. We do not yet know 
what particular services won the 
high honour, though it may well be an 
echo of July 1st, but whether or no, 
the news will be received with great 
satisfaction. "The simultaneous award 
carries a step further a remarkable 
coincidence in the career of the bril­
liant young officers. They were both 
members of the teaching staff of 
Bishop Feild College when war was 
declared, and enlisted together. Their 
promotions, through lieutenancies, to 
the rank of captain were coincident, 
and they served together at Gallipoli 
and in the great engagement of last 
July, when both were wounded. Cap­
tain Rowsell’s brother, Lieut. H. J. R. 
Rowsell, succumbed to the injuries he 
received on the same day. These 
awards, which are general matter for 
congratulation to the country and the 
regiment, are particularly so ta 
Bishop Feild College, which now has 
the fine distinction of claiming three 
Military Crosses among its teaching 
staff alone, the other being borne by 
Captain Bernard. This, added to the 
fine performances of so many pupils, 
is a splendid record indeed.

tice Hutchings, conveying the sad 
news of a double drowning fatality 
which occurred there yesterday. The 
names of the victims are Samuel and 
John Porter, two married men, who 
were drowned while gunning. 1 Their 
boat was picked up at 3 o’clock in the 
afternoon. Both men are survived by 
families. No further particulars were 
received.

WAR SUMMARY.

LONDON. To-day.
Again the Russian and Roumanian 

forces along the Moldavian and Do- 
brudja fronts have been compelled to 
give ground before the advance of the 
Teutonic Allies. At several points on 
the Moldavian front, however, Petro 
grad reports the dispersal of the 
ranks of the invaders under counter 
attacks. The drive of the Austrians 
and Germans eastward from, the 
Transylvanian Alps into Moldavia has 
given them additional points of vant­
age, while Field Marshal von Macken- 
sen’s army operating northward into 
Moldavia is approaching the bridge­
heads of Fokshani and Fundeni. Be- 
tween the Buseu River and the Dan- 
ubej"however, the Russians and Rou­
manians continue to hold their posi­
tions. In Dobrudja the Russians 
have been thrown back on the town 
of Matchin opposite Braila. In the 
lighting on all these fronts, according 
to Berlin, more prisoners and much 
war material has fallen into the hands 
of the Teuton Allies. Aside from the 
Roumanian theatre comparative quiet 
continues on all fronts, although there 
have been somewhat spirited engage­
ments on the French lines and in 
Galicia. Aloug the entire front in the 
Austro-Italiau theatre there have 
been vigorous artillery duels; the 
situation in Macedonia remains un­
changed. Operations on the front in 
France appear to have been carried 
out mainly by patrol parties and by 
artillery wings, of the belligerent arm­
ies. Near Vermilles and north of 
Ypres German patrol parties succeed­
ed in reaching the British trenches 
but later were driven out with heavy 
casualties. According tp the London 
War Office, on the entire Belgian 
front artillery duels were violent, 
while in the Verdun sector near Had- 
ramougj, end.

The Hydro Electric

A successful method of skin graft 
ing in which frog skin is used instead 
of human skin as a covering for slow 
healing wounds Is described by Cap­
tain H. W. M. Kendall, R.A.M.C. 
Wounds in which the skin has been 
destroyed heal naturally with a, con­
tracting scar which is often unsight­
ly and inconvenient, but this method 
leaves à neat and supple scar.

Frog skin can be obtained in abund­
ance afr the front. The loose skin of 
the inner side of the frog’s 'leg is 
snipped off with scissors, spread out, 
and applied by its under surface to 
the wound, which has been cleansed 
without antiseptics. It is fixed in 
place by a covering of gutta-percha 
tissue and a dry dressing. In three 
days the site of the graft appears as a 
spot branching outwards towards the 
edges of the wound. After the fifth 
day the wound is dressed until healing 
is completed, all contraction being 
avoided.

Captain Kendall claims for this 
method that it has the advantage of 
transplanting a skin free from their 
and also, free from any disease Which 
might be conveyed in human skin. 
Twelve cases are described in which 
the frog-skin grafts were quite suc­
cessful.—Tit-Bits.

GREAT BATTLE IMPENDING IN 
ROUMANIA.

LONDON, To-day.
The Russian and German communi­

ques published to-day in reference to 
the fighting ip Roumania are inter­
preted here aS showing that the long 
and stubborn retreat of the Russians 
to the Sereth line is virtually ended.

In the Days 
of My Youth.

A CHAPTER OF AUTOBIOGRAPHY.
(By The Right Hon. D. Lloyd George, 

M.P.)
[Some years ago Mr. T. P. O’Con- 

nor, M.P., founded and edited a week­
ly paper called “M.A.PV’ which, un- 
der his brilliant control, attained to 
great popularity. One of the most in- 
teresting features of “SLA-P.” was a ' 
series of confessions by well-known 
man and women entitled “In the Days 
of My Youth.” An article to this ser­
ies was contributed by Mr. Lloyd 
George, and forms one of the most 
unique chapteis of autobiography ever 
written by a British Prime Minister. 
We reprint R In T.-B., feeling certain 
It will be read with universal interest 
all over the world, now that the King 
has called upon Mr. Lloyd George to 
direct the Government of the British 
Empire. No more romantic story than 
onr new Prime Minister’s fight for 
fame has ever been told In political 
history.]

My father was a schoolmaster and 
a Unitarian, and he left Wales to fol­
low his profession in England. He 
was stationed at Manchester and Liv­
erpool. In Liverpool he was master 
of the Hope Street School ; the man­
ager of the school was the Rev. Dr. 
Martineau, and so this great divine 
was one of the early influences In 
many ways on my life and that of my. 
people. He was a friend of my fa­
ther, and we have several memorials 
of their friendship.

I was born in Manchester in 1863.
My father died when I was but twro 

years old. He left a very small for­
tune to my mother, and- she had to 
make a hard struggle to bring up 
lier children. She was a fine char­
acter—gentle, unselfish, and coura­
geous. She never complained and 
never spoke of her struggles. It was 
not till long after that her children 
fully appreciated how much they ow­
ed to her, and how fine her spirit 
had been in the hard task of bring­
ing up her fatherless family.

The death of my father ended all 
our ties with England, and my mo­
ther instinctively turned to our home 
in Wales, where her brother lived. 
This was the village of Llanyst 
mdwy. South Carnarvon. It was a 
typical Welsh village, both physic­
ally and socially. It was the cen­
tre of an amphitheatre of hills, had 
the sea in the near distance, and 
abundant woods, was picturesque, 
beautiful, and inspiring.

Mr. Lloyd George’s Uncle.
Socially it was at that period in 

my boyhood entirely under the yoke 
of the village squire and of the vil­
lage parson. The land was strictly 
preserved, which did not prevent us 
youngsters from having our Joyous 
days in the woods, searching for 
nuts and cherries. Whenever we 
were on one of these marauding 
expeditions, we used to have some of 
our companions to keep watch lest 
we should be caught by the keepers. 
Our dread of the keeper was not 
without cause. A boy who had killed 
a hare had to be sent away by his 
widowed mother from the farm which 
they occupied. If she had not done 
so, she would probably have been 
turned out of the > farm. The other 
farmers dared not take the lad in. 
He left the village, and, I think, he 
died early. or

My uncle kept a shoemaker’s shop. 
His shop was a rendezvous for the 
village, the centre of gossip, of dis­
putation, of all the conflicts of re­
ligious and political creeds. He was 
himp ’f a man of mild and broad 
temper, and he acted as a mediator 
pm or g the combatants when conflict 
grew too warm.

I can never tell how much I owed 
to this good man. His home was 
comfortable, but thrifty and pinched. 
Our bread was home-made; we 
scarcely ate fresh meat, and I re­
member that our greatest luxury was 
half an egg for each child on Sun­
day mornings.

How I Learned French.
My uncle never married, and he set 

himself the task of educating the 
children of his sister as a sacred 
and supreme duty. To that duty hé 
gave his time, his energy, and all his 
money. There was no opportunity 
of learning French in the village 
school, and yet French was neces­
sary. The way we got out of the 
difficulty was for my poor uncle and

laboriously spell out of an old 
French dictionary and out of a gram­
mar the rudiments of the language. 
It was a painful and difficult way of 
learning a language, but it fairly 
succeeded. My uncle gave me at an 
early age a love of literature. The 
first book I remember to have inter­
ested me outside my school books 
was Rollin’s “Ancient History." I 
also got hold of Macaulay and read 
and re-read his pages with rapture.

At sixteen years of age I was ar­
ticled as a clerk in a solicitor's of­
fice. I had passed the preliminary 
examination which is necessary be­
fore entering on the profession when 
I was fourteen.

My Early Legal Studies.
It was not an easy matter for me 

to thus start studying for the law. 
Small sums are big to small people, 
and the £80 to £100 I had to pay 
for my articles, the money for the 
Government stamps .the heavy pric­
es of law books, the expense of the 
journey to Liverpool for the prelim­
inary examination, the still greater 
expense of the journey to London 
for the final examination—all these 
things mounted up to a large sum.

I was articled to a solicitor at 
' Portmadoc, and I lived with a nice 
old couple whose children had all 
gone out into the world in search of 
a livelihood . They were most kind 
to me, and indeed treated me as 
though I were a child of thet/3? own. 
For five years and a half I remained 
an apprentice. At the end of that 
time my uncle’s small fortune was 
exhausted, and I had not money 
enough left even to buy my robes. 
In Wales a solicitor has to appear 
in robes before he gets audience, a 
thing, I believe, unknown in the 
English Law Courts In the case of 
solicitors. The robes cost, I think, 
three guineas, and if I remember 
rightly I had to wait till I had got 
one or two cases before I was able 
to meet this outlay.

My first case was a complicated 
equity case in which no fewer than 
ten or eleven solicitors were em­
ployed. I worked on, starting for my 
office every morning at half-past sev­
en from Crlccleth—then, and now, my 
home

I dare say I should have remained 
many years longer a- country solicitor 
If my name had not been brought Into 
some public notice by what is known 
as the Llanfrothan burial case. It 
was one of those peculiarly harsh 
cases which excité passion and attract

public attention. The circumstances 
were these. A quarryman, in dyinç, 
had asked to be buried by the side of 
his daughter whom he had greatly 
loved. The daughter was buried in 
the parish churchyard, and the 
quarryman was a Dissenter, 
vicar at first was ready to comply 
with the prayer, but being served 
with a notice under the Burials Act 
passed by the late Mr. Osborne Mor­
gan—a notice which compelled the 
vicar to give the body a place in 
burial ground—he became angry. He 
replied that he would bury the body 
in the churchyard, but that he would 
bury it where he liked, and he chose 
as the spot for the poor quarryman, 
not the place he had asked beside his 
daughter’s grave, but a spot, bleak 
and sinister, in which were buried 
the bodies of the unknown drowned 
that were washed up from the sea in 
this region of shipwrecks, or of

suicides, or of the few Jews that died 
, in the district. The people came to 
me; I advised that the gates of the 
churchyard should be forced. They 
were forced. There were fines for 
trespass, and then long litigation. By 
the time the struggle had come to an 
end, my name was known all over the 
Principality.
Delightful Days With Mr. Gladstone.

This is, perhaps, what led partly to 
my selection to fight the Carnarvon 
Boroughs in 1889. .

I may mention, as the most agree­
able Incident of my political life, that 
I spent a couple of days in the society 
of Mr. Gladstone In Sir Edward Wat- 
kin’s chalet on Snowdon. They were 
the most delightful and instructive 
days of my life. I had an opportunity 
of seeing that wonderful versatility 
and that extraordinary range of know­
ledge which was one of that great 
man’s most marked characteristics. I 
will give two instances that come 
back to my mind. The chalet was 
roofed with zinc. Mr. Gladstone de­
scribed to us all the processes through 
which zinc passed In manufacture. 
Then he spoke of sugar-candy, of the 
tax on sugar which existed in the 
days of his youth, and described the 
surprise he felt when on going Into a 
shop at Nantwlch he found the vast 
difference in the price of sugar-candy 
now and the price in nls early days.

Here I end this brief record of my 
life—Tit-Bits.

St. Lawrence Notes.
A sad event occurred here a few 

days ago. A young man by the name 
of Peter Slaney went to the seashore 
gunning. Night came on and he 
hadn’t returned. Search parties went 
out and were searching all night but 
found no tidings of the missing young 
man. In the morning one of the 
search parties met the dog the young 
man had with him. The dog made 
strange signs and started in a certain 
direction and the party followed him 
and came to the rock where the gun­
ner must have slipped over and was 
drowned, because quite near lay his 
gun and game bag.

We have five of our volunteers home 
on leave and one R. N. R. on furlough 
from the North Sea, and we hear pix 
more are on their way home on fur­
lough.

This place can count 64 young men 
serving in H. M. various forces. The 
Reeves family have the lead here; 

An­
other is a prisoner in Germany and 
one who died last summer while In 
training. This number gives the place 
8 per cent, of its population. A very 
good showing.
