BRITAIN IS NEUTRAL.

I ' with negotiations aiming at the open­
ing of trade relations with Soviet 
Russia, the British Navy will continue 
to observe strict neutrality in the 
Black Sea, it was stated to-day. Re­
ports from Constantinople that the 
British Navy would assist in the 
blockade of the Black Sea ports were 
denied by the Admiralty. British ships 
have not yet been called to transport 
refugees from the Crimea, and the 
Admiralty said to-day it had not been 
decided whether they would assist in 
getting refugees away.

SEBASTOPOL SUBBENDERS.
CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 15.

Sebastopol surrendered to Russian 
Soviet forces at five o’clock Sunday 
evening after evacuation plans had 
been fully carried out, according to 
word received here to-day.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 15.

All available American warships in 
the Black Sea are to be used» to assist 
refugees in leaving the Crimea in ad­
vance of the Bolsheviki armies. Au­
thority for such use of the ships was 
given by State and Navy Department 
to-day upon recommendation of Rear 
Admiral McCully, commander of Am- 
erican warships in Southern Russian

This reservation, 
it is contended, will establish a pre­
cedent so that if Germany’s applica­
tion is received later the French dele­
gates will be able at once to raise the 
question of eligibility. The first ses­
sion of the League Assembly was 
greeted with the ringing of all belle 
in Geneva after several minutes 
silence on the part of the people of 
the canton.

ASSEMBLYLEAGUE OF NATIONS 
OPENS.

GENEVA, Nov. 15.
Paul Hymans, of Belgium, was 

elected permanent President of the 
League of Nations at the opening 
session of the League’s Assembly 
here to-day. He received thirty-five 
votes to four votes for President Motta 
of Switzerland, and one each for ex- 
President Ador of Switzerland and 
Leon Bourgeoise of France. When M. 
Hymans, who heads the Belgian dele­
gation and is a former Minister of 
Belgium, declared the first session of 
assembly open, the hall was crowded 
with men and women and there were 
several women among the delegates.

For mine on the Ice,
April 21st, 1908.’’

this season will bring to the owners of 
the 117 vessels in the fleet the sum 
of $2,500,000. Last year it was $1,000,- 
000 more. Last year the fishermen re­
ceived $14 per quintal, compared this 
year with figures ranging from $12 to 
$9.25 or less.

A depressing feature of the situation 
is that with the high cost of outfitting 
vessels, and the increase in labor as 
a commodity, many vessels have oper­
ated at a loss. There has been no re­
duction in costs but a drop of $3 a 
quintal has taken place in the price 
of the fish in the market for export

Norway.

Among the passengers on s.s. 
Digby from Liverpool, reaching 
port on Sunday morning was 
His Honor the Speaker, W. F. 
Penney, member of the House 
of Assembly for Carbonear. Mr. 
Penney has been on an extended 
trip to Europe, principally jour­
neying through Norway to 
study the Norwegian methods 
of curing and making codfish, 
and any other information he 
could pick up, incidentally, of 
course taking in the natural 
beauties of the fjords and fells, 
for which that country is fa­
mous, and also making note on 
the flora and fauna of the 
Scandinavian hills, for the bene­
fit and intellectual advancement 
of those members of the Gov­
ernment interested in botany 
and natural history. Many peo­
ple were aware that Mr. Penney 
had been given an expensive 
holiday jaunt at the public 
charge, but few knew the real 
purpose of his visit abroad. 
Carbonear will take advantage 
of his return to extend him a 
hearty welcome, and accord him 
such a reception as befits a 
Chief Fish Commissioner and 
Special Agent of the Govern­
ment engaged on expert inves­
tigation of the methods and 
processes by which Norwegians 
catch, cure and market their 
codfish. Prodigious, is it not? 
For hundreds of years New­
foundlanders have been catch­
curing and marketing codfish in 
competition with Norway, and 
it has ever been the proud 
boast of Newfoundland export­
ers that Norwegian fish was not 
•in the same class as that from 
this colony. In fact our codfish 
was primus inter omnes with 
that of other countries, and al­
ways commanded a better price 
hnd made a quicker sale. Yet 
after all these years it has been 
suddenly discovered that the 
Norwegians can give Newfound­
landers points on fish-making, 
and Mr. Penney being disen­
gaged at the time and having a 
grouch—because of certain 
things—was sent across to in­
vestigate. His trip has lasted
Something over three months'.

» ♦ * * * *
Reference was made above to 

the fact that but few people 
knew of the real object of the 
Speaker’s picnic to Norway. 
There is a reason for that. The 
press was pledged to secrecy 
and put on its honor not to men­
tion anything whatever about 
Mr. Penney and his special mis­
sion. Now that he has return­
ed safely and in full possession 
of the whole secret of Nor­
wegian methods of curing fish, 
the press naturally feels that it 
is no longer necessary to ob­
serve silence, having faithfully 
acceded to the request made it, 
and takes the position that it 
owes the public a duty in mak­
ing known the return of the 
ambassador extraordinary, tho’ 
for the result of his mission all 
will be obliged to wait until his 
report has been made. And 
even then we may not have ac­
cess to its contents. The sum 
total of benefit wrought by the 
trip of Mr. Penney to Norway’s 

may not be

worth a tenth of the actual cost 
of his little jaunt, but of one 
thing there can be no two opin­
ions. The public will have to 
pay. We hope, however, that 
Mr. Penney succeeded in getting 
into Norway without it becom­
ing known to the Norwegian 
authorities that he had been 
sent to investigate their fishing 
methods, and that he acquired 
all the information without let 
or hindrance, while still preser­
ving his incognito, fqr it is a 
well knôwn fact that the Nor­
wegians are a horribly jealous 
people and had Mr. Penney 
gone into that country advertis­
ing himself as a Fish Expert 
from Newfoundland, the chan­
ces are that the Norwegians 
would have withheld genuine 
information and instead sup­
plied him with knowledge of 
little value. Be that as it may, 
Mr. Penney has had his little 
trip and it is to be hoped that 
he has received information 
which will have a future poten­
tial value in making our cod­
fishing industry a whole lot bet­
ter than the famous Fish Regu­
lations have done. For the fur­
ther information of the public 
—and we now dishonor no con­
fidence in doing so—we append 
the communication re Mr. Pen- 
ney’s trip, received from the 
Department of Marine and Fish­
eries on August 2, 1920. It is 
some letter :

"Sir,—It Ib the Indention of the 
Government to send Mr. W. F. 
Penney to Norway, sailing by s.s. 
Digby, on or about August 3, to ob­
tain information respecting their 
methods of catching, curing and 
marketing fish, and to obtain full 
particulars of the subject as taught 
in their schools.

"I therefore respectfully ask that 
your paper make no reference to 
this fact, either as a news item or 
otherwise, and the reason in doing 
so is that Mr. Penney may go to 
Norway and obtain as much in­
formation as possible for the best 
interests of this dominion, with as 
little advertising as possible, for 
the jealousy of the Norwegians 
may be such that if it were known 
that he was going on this mission, 
they would not give any informa­
tion or in fact may cause Regula­
tions which would prohibit any in­
formation being obtained by him.”

Heard on the Street.
We are led to understand that a re­

ward has been offered to any Govern­
ment supporter who can prove that he 
has not been appointed an inspector 
of some sort. Up to the present there 
have been no applicants.

Not content with running away with 
itself, the Advocate has latterly been 
running two words into one or jum­
bling up letters which give rather 
funny, and in some cases, "shocking" 
effects.

We may be excused for ask­
ing what the Advocate did really 
mean by the above statement

Personal.

Those who are Interested in condi­
tions abroad, so far as Newfoundland 
fish is concerned and the effect of 
the Regulations on foreign markets, 
can do no better to inform themselves 
of the actuality than by reading care­
fully an interview had by the Tele­
gram with Hon. W. B. Grieve to-day. 
Mr. Grieve has only just returned 
from the other side, and hie know­
ledge therefore is obtained at first 
hand. Clearly and concisely he 
makes the statements which oar re­
presentative has set down and there 
can be no contradiction of his descrip­
tion of the situation in so far as it 
affects Newfoundland.

Noblesse Oblige.
Have we already forgotten that a 

short time ago there was a terrible 
war? and have we forgotten that the 
Empire*-inclnding our own country— 
was in great danger? And have we 
forgotten that our men went forth 
ready to give their lives to defend us? 
And do we forget that there are to­
day thousands in hospitals, crippled 
and maimed, suffering because they 
went to fight for us?

During the past six months efforts 
have been made to brighten hospital 
life for our wounded heroes by pro­
viding recreative employment for them 
In each of our own hospitals ward 
aides have been at work, cheering the 
lads by their happy company and in­
structing them in various forms of 
work suited to their conditions. The 
men have responded to the efforts of 
the war aides right well and have 
proved themselves as apt pupils as 
they were gallant soldiers.

The work that'they have done in 
carving, basket making, weaving em­
broidery, etc., is truly remarkable, and 
on Wednesday, the 17th Inst, the pub­
lic are to be afforded an opportunity 
of witnessing their handicraft in the 
Presbyterian Hall. On that day at 3 
o’clock His Excellency the Governor 
will graciously open an exhibition of 
Ward Occupation Work and the public 
are cordially invited to attend. Most of 
the work exhibited will be for sale, 
the profits of which will be given to 
the men who made the articles. All 
purchasers, therefore, can have the 
comforting feeling that by buying an 
article they are brightening a soldier 
in hospital and perhaps a wife and 
children in a soldier’s home. It is hop­
ed that the number of visitors will be 
very large and not one article for sale 
left unsold.

It is two years now since the armis­
tice was signed ; let us not forget our 
manifest duty to those who still suffer 
disabilities consequent on the war.

Hon. Mr. Grieve
Interviewed.

FOLLY OF FISH REGULATIONS IL­
LUSTRATED — THEIR CONTINU-
ATION MEANS DISTRESS AND
CHAOS.
Hon. W. B. Grieve, who returned 

from the Old Country by the last 
Digby, gave the Telegram the pleas­
ure of an interview this morning, of 
which the following is most interest­
ing, as it concerns the markets for 
our produce and first hand, unbiased 
information as to conditions existing. 
“During my sojourn abroad,” said Mr. 
Grieve, "I spent the time in England 
and Scotland. I had intended to go 
to the Continent to look up market 
improvements, but this I found im­
possible, owing to chaotic conditions, 
which next to the control being exer­
cised here, I thought it not worth 
whfle. However I saw enough of the 
folly of the regulations to satisfy me 
that a continuation of the regulations 
will bring dire distress on every 
class. Since arrival here, on Sunday 
last, I have ample evidence on every 
side of the impending serious injury 
which will fall on the fishermen and 
some of the merchants. Prior to my 
leaving St. John’s, at a meeting of the 
Export Board I was informed that I 
might sell fish to Italy through our 
own agents, and customers of Hawes 
A Co. could sell through him, while 
those other exporters who wished 
could sell through the Marine and 
Fisheries Department. With this un­
derstanding I opened negotiations in 
Italy with three firms, having agents 
In Genoa, Leghorn and with the Con- 
sorzio itself. Everything was arrang­
ed to transact business, if the prices 
suited. However, I was informed by 
cable that Coaker and his satellites 
with customary vaccilation had can­
celled the leave to sell and were, and 
are now, back again with their old 
love, and nobody can sell except 
through him. I had to cancel negoti­
ations which were maturing. These 
arrangements would he of benefit to 
tne and of immeasurable benefit to the 
country at large.

The large quantity of old fish re­
maining over in Portugal and Spain 
has materially interfered with sales 
of new fish. Outright sales of Labra- 
dodr fish in Spain could not be ef­
fected, but normal sales were made 
of a cargo for Valencia and one for 
Alicante. On arrival of the S. S. 
Snefjeld, whose cargo was reported to 
be selling at 70|s, the aspect of things 
was changed and since then the Snef­
jeld has gone on to Greece with 8,000 
qtls. of fish on board. There is a fair 
demand for shore fish in Spain, and 
for pickled quality good prices are 
being paid, one reason being that 
our choice fish is largely eaten by 
the wealthier classes, who do not, as 
has been alleged, like to have it a 
little slimy.

In Portugal consumption has been 
above normal, but prices are low. Fish 
lb being vended in that country at un­
der the regulation prices as fixed by 
the Export Board. What these prices 
are I cannot say, but ostensibly the 
fish is sold at regulations, but the 
shipper stands the loss if the regular- 
tion price is not realized and gets the 
advantage of excess profits over the 
regulation price. I read correspond­
ence on this head, and containing an 
offer to extend the privilege to other 
firms than the one or, two now avail­
ing of this method of getting rid of 
their fish.

With regard to the commercial con­
ditions of these countries—they are 
very bad, and this is not to be wonder­
ed at when one considers what the 
Mother Country is passing through. 
In London many firms are doing prac­
tically no business. Bank credits 
cannot be obtained except for the 
most legitimate operation, and upon 
gilt edge security. No banker would 
make advances for speculative pur­
poses. Take Portuguese as an ex­
ample, the escudo there is worth 9d. 
farthing for cheque on London, and 
when you come to cash your cheque 
you are met with a 90 days bill on a 
Portuguese Banker In London.

In view of the recent occurences in 
Vienna, agents decline to endorse 
these hills, and in connection with 
the fish business the cash ie not ob­
tainable to the credit of shippers of 
this country until the 90 days are 
matured.

The Greek Market, always the saf­
ety valve, and to which many ship­
ments have been directed, has been 
overcrowded. The defeat of Venizelos 
at the polls has brought all business 
there to a standstill. With this mar­
ket over supplied, Spain fully sup­
plied and the markets In Italy closed 
by reason of foolish regulations, the 
outlook for the Dominion is not bright. 
We have estranged many of our cus­
tomers and lost their good will, and 
so long as Iceland, Norway, and Great 
Britain and other fish producing 
countries continue to undersell us, the 
result must be a large accumulation 
of fish in St. John’s and other ship­
ping centres, with a probable repeti­
tion later on in a minor form of the 
troubles which we faced last season.

During my visit I met the Attorney 
General, Mr. Warren, and from sev­
eral conversations with hlm I gather­
ed” that the presentation of the case 
of -the Labrador boundary was pro­
gressing satisfactory. He is now en 
route by the 8.S. Mellta, bound to St. 
John, N.B., and will likely reach here 
In a few dàys.

Public opinion in the Old Country Is 
divided as to the wisdom of the coal 
settlement, and to the time that may 
pass before further agitation begins. 
Many think something approaching a 
revolution has been averted. There 
is much unemployment and during the 
winter hardships will have to be en­
dured. Shipbuilding and engineering 
works have been forced to pay off 
some of their operatives for want of 
contracts. Railway travelling expen­
ses and cost of living is high, and to 
get rooms in a hotel Is a matter of 
great difficulty.

Police Court.
A negro who stowed away on the 

S.S. Canadian Voyager, was arrested 
yesterday at the instance of the Cap­
tain of the ship, who will take him 
back. In the meantime he was re­
manded until the ship starts her re­
turn voyage.

A number of civil cases occupied 
the court for some time.

The Hawes 
men are reported as being frightened 
at the Italian situation and are 
clinging closer together than ever 
for support. Evidently the machin­
ery requires lubrication.

Draining the Barrels.
There were lively doings on the 

King’s wharf to-day and there will pro­
bably be a full docket at the Mag­
istrate’s Court to-morrow as a con­
sequence. The reason for this is that 
all the empty casks from the Control­
lers Dept, were deposited on the wharf 
to-day, and men and boys were simply 
falling over one another in an attempt 
to get the few drops still remaining in 
the casks. They brought down all sorts 
of utensils from tomato tins to buckets 
in which to carry home what drops of 
the fiery liquid they could salve. We 
have even heard of one man who lay 
doyn with his head in one of the cask'., 
and went to sleep, evidently hoping 
that he might dream of what used to 
be inspired by the aromatic odor of 
his pillow. We cannot, however, vouch 
for the truth of this statement.

Nothing Doing With Fish
All was quiet as usual along the 

water front to-day. Very few fish were 
being handled and the usual sight of 
fishermen parading Water Street try­
ing to sell their cargoes could be seen.

St. George’s Coal Fields.
Captain Furieng Reports Progress.

C4.pt. L. J. Furlong, of the St. 
George’s Coal fields, Limited, arriv­
ed In town by yesterday’s express. He 
reports everything progressing favor­
ably at the mines and much progress 
has heel made during the summer 
months. Capt. Furlong is now in 
town preparing for the winter's work.

The new sêam recently reported 
has been traced on the surface for 
about 1,000 feet, and they are now 
driving a tunnel on the seam from 
the river level, to ascertain Its full 
width, which will in all probability 
give about 4 feet of the very highest 
grade coal. This new seam, which is 
running parallel to the Jukes and 
Cleary, the Captain says, will add 
considerable to the value of the pro­
perty.

Besides this new opening, there are 
two other seams of similar width, all 
of which are running parallel with the 
Jukes. As the coal in all these seams 
has a tendency to widen It is possible 
that at a lower depth they will yield 
millions of tons of coal which cannot 
be figured on at present.

It is, we understand the intention 
Of the Company to continue develop­
ment on the old Murray Seam, situat­
ed 2 miles further down the Barachois 
River, which was opened by the late 
Alexander Murray, Esq., some 50 years 
ago.

To Develop Power <- 
in Newfoundland.

GREAT POSSIBILITIES IN OLDEST 
OF BRITAIN’S COLONIES.

The possibility of power develops 
ment in Newfoundland were dealt 
with by Arthur J. Mudge, electrical 
engineer, in an address before the 
Electric Club of Toronto at the Mos- 
sop Hotel recentiy.

Mr. Mudge was sent a year ago by 
a Toronto concern which held options 
on power and pulp concessions on the 
south coast of Newofundland, to study 
the country and report on the cost of 
power development. The survey was 
made of the Bay D’Est River and the 
lakes feeding it. The lakes, he found, 
offered splendid facilities for water 
storage, in fact, by means of inexpen­
sive dams the level of some of them 
could be raised twenty-five feet Prom 
the lowest of the storage lakes to the 
river, a distance of 9 miles, a drop of 
500 feet was found, making possible 
the development of 75,000 horse-power. 
The river empties Into Bay D’Espoir. 
An industry capitalized at $10,000,000 
will be established on the river it the 
Toronto people carried out their plans.

Mr. Mudge’s address was replete 
with interesting sidelights on life on 
the island and the habits of the peo­
ple. That the i^and is still in a back­
ward state, altho the oldest of Brit­
ish colonies, it was revealed by the 
statement that there are no country 
roads to speak of, and most of the 
settlers live along the coasts, St. 
John’s, the largest city, has 40,#60 in­
habitants, four miles of car lines and 
six cars. The operations of Lord 
Northcliffe in establishing paper mills 
to supply his papers in England, was 
causing development in the north­
eastern interior.—Toronto World.

N. I. W. A. Condemn

Strange Discovery
of a Murder.

The punishment of a murderer named 
Worrell, in New South Wales, was 
brought about in the middle of Novem­
ber, 1826, by a curious sequence of 
events, Frederick Fisher, a freed con­
vict, who lived in Campbell Town, 
and was reported to be possessed of 
considerable property, suddenly dis­
appeared, and Worrell caused it to be 
supposed that he had gone to Eng­
land. He sold off Fisher’s property, 
and no one seems to have suspected 
foul play, till a man named Farley de­
clared that he had seen Fisher’s 
ghost, sitting on a rail not far from 
his old home. Oddly enough this story 
obtained credence, and a police con­
stable and two natives, were set 
searching in the neighbourhood of the 
spot at which t^e vision was said to 
have appeared. Blood was found on 
the rail, picked out by Farley as the 
ghost’s seat, and one of the native 
scouts following the direction in which 
the ghost was said to have pointed, 
went into a pool, and,, to quote the 
words of the costable's evidence, “he 
took a cornstalk which he passed ovèr 
the surface of the water, and put it 
to his nose,” and said “he smelt the 
fat of a white man.” The blacks then 
followed the creek leading from the 
pool ttil they came to a branch creek 
up which they went some little way, 
when one of them put a rod into the

Worrell was caught, tried, and con­
victed. He confessed to the murder, 
and was hanged; but no satisfactory 
explanation of the apparition, and 
the strange circumstances attending 
the case was never supplied.

Ulster And
Self-Determination.

(Continued from yesterday.) 
Editor Evening Telegram 
Dear sir,—

The riots which occurred this sum­
mer la Belfast, Derry, Lisburn and 
other places are another example of 
Ulster’s regard for law and order. It 
would be unfair to say that they had 
the approval of the generality of 
Unionists. But, whether Intentionally 
or not, there can be no doubt that Sir 
Edward Carson inspired them by his 
Incendiary speech on July 12th. Many 
of their details are unfit for repetition. 
Their nett result was, in the words of 
the Irish Independent of Sept 18th, 
that “Within the past eight weeks the 
lawlessness of the Belfast rioters has 
been responsible for 52 deaths, 5,000 
expulsions of Catholics from employ­
ment, and £2,000,000 worth of damage 
to property, while over 600 persons 
were wounded and 1,600 left destitute 
through the disturbances.” Capt. 
Stephen Gwynn wrote to the Manches­
ter Guardian: "Does the British pub­
lic realize that the towns in a rln as 
far south as Dundalk, are crowded 
up with refugees who dare not re­
turn?. . . -As it is there may per­
haps not be more than ten thousand 
sufferers. There must, however, be 
at least that number, for, according 
to the Information, between 800 and 
.1,000 men who served In the war are 
among the expelled." Protest at these 
barbarities Is not confined to Nation­
alists or Catholics. Church of Ireland 
(Anglican) vestries throughout the 

i South and In parts of Ulster have 
; passed resolutions condemning them 
in the strongest terms, snd testifying 
to the goodwill that exists between 
the creeds In those sections. Funds 
hare In some eases been started for 
the relief of the sufferers.

It la Improbable that many of the 
Ulster Volunteers were among the 
actual rioters, but what arms the riot­
ers had must have been Sir Edward 
Carson’s Mausers. It is now proposed 
that these same Volunteers who were 
organized to nullify an Act of Parlia­
ment, are to be enrolled as a "Civil 
Auxiliary Force” to help the military, 
police and "Black and Tans" sub­
jugate the Southern Irishmen who fol­
lowed their lead. It would be comic 
if it were not so serious. As it is, 
the proposal calls up grim memories 
of the "Yeos" In 1798.

Ulster was not always as she Is 
now. In the 18th century Ulster Pro­
testants played an essential and glor­
ious part in the Volunteer and United 
Irishman movements. When the Union 
was engineered they protested as 
warmly as any. How, then, Is their 
present anti-national attitude to be 
explained? The answer may be found 
in the change in Irish tactics, and in 
the growth of industrialism.

While the Irish national spirit con­
tinued to express itself solely in 
armed insurrection, the Government 
could always meet force with super­
ior force. But when constitutional 
agitation and passive resistance 
methods were adopted the Government 
had to find a new weapon, and the 
fact that Ulstermen generally differed 
in creed from the majority of their 
fellow-countrymen was seized upon 
to create the fictitious nation within 
a nation which was to be the Govern­
ment’s excuse for denying the Irish 
claim. All the elements who dreaded 
Irish freedom—the landlords who 
feared for their rack-rents, the manu­
facturers and shipowners who feared 
for their monopolies, the parasitic 
bureaucrats who feared for their sal­
aries—these and their allies set to| 
their devil’s work of dividing that, 
they might conquer, and the July | 
riots are the fine fruit of their ener­
gies. We mentioned their allies: that 
is where the growth of industrialism 
came in. The Belfast manufacturers ! 
found labour very cheap and wished 
it to remain so; and they rightly, 
concluded that anything that would 
keep their employees’ minds eff their 
own conditions could swell the fac­
tory profits. So they too helped en­
thusiastically in the work of inflam-1 
ing prejudices and exciting fears of 
imaginary persecution, subscribed to 
pay for rifles, and sat on platforms 
with Carson and his predecessors. 
Their latest dodge has been to organ­
ize a Unionist Labor Party.

The Belfast manufacturers alone 
will not, however, long be able to 
maintain the delusion. It la English 
politicians and English party funds 
that keep the political Ulster going; 
and once they are debarred from In­
terfering the fever of Ulsteria, aa it 
used to be called 1st 1914, will very 
soon subside, and Ulster will once 
more take a great and creditable part 
In the life of the Irish nation. But 
even If It does not subside the base­
less prejudices of a small minority 
cannot be allowed to cumber the 
destiny of that nation. A minority may 
demand guarantees, and they will 
gladly be given, but by no conceiv­
able principle can it be allowed to 
exercise a veto.

We cannot more fittingly sum up 
the argument than in the words pf 
Mr. Robert Lynd, himself an Ulster 
Protestant, in his recent book “Ire­
land a Nation.’’ He says "Ulster has 
never claimed to be treated as a na­
tion. She has had no separate history 
as Ireland has had a separate history. 
She has never fait the need of a native 
parliament as Ireland has done, in or­
der to fulfil her function among the 
nations of the world. At her noblest

.. :

she has been on the side of the Irish 
nation in its struggle for liberty, and 
she has Invariably shared in the fruits 
of Irish national victories, such as the 
successive Land Acts. At her worst 
she has allowed herself to be made the 
tool of an ascendancy faction—a sort 
of Irish Opposition which claims to 
rule Ireland permanently through 
Westminister. Thu» the demand of 
Unionist Ulster is not % demand for 
freedom; It Is a demand tor the right 
to keep Ireland In subjection. . . . 
It is a demand begotten of sectarian 
tears, an Ignorance of Irish history 
and an Ignorance of the world’s his­
tory. Unionist Ulster has never 
affirmed a single positive ideal. She 
has simply repeated “No!” a thousand 
times in a hundred thousand voices.”

More About the
Aerial Sealing Fleet.

In yesterday’s issue we gave a de­
scription of two aeroplanes and one 
dirigible, which recently arrived at 
Botwood and are to be used in con­
nection with the sealfishety. Ac­
cording to that which we learned only 

scouts were to be engaged, and 
these during the month of March. 
The contract for operating was for a 
term of two years, the government 
and the sealing shipowners going half 
and half on the expenses. We were 
indebted to Mr. Brian Dunfleld, direc­
tor of Job Bros. & Co., for the infor­
mation already published, bur, accord­
ing to the appended account of the 
undertaking by an Aeronautical Cor­
respondent in the London Times of 
Oct. 29th, a venture of far larger pro­
portions has been entered into on the 
part of the GovernmenL

“Many strange expeditions have set 
sail from the Thames, but none 
stranger than that which clears from 
the river this morning en route for 
Newfoundland in the steamer Alconda. 
On board her are four non-rigid air­
ships, which are to be used early next 
spring in a first attempt, by means of 
aerial observation and wireless tele­
graphy, to direct the course of the 
steamers which set out each year 
from SL John’s in search of the seal 
herds which come drifting down on 
the ice from the far north.

The expedition, which has been or, 
ganized and is being taken out by 
Mr. Frank J. Tippen, consulting air­
ship engineer and constructor to the 
Newfoundland GovernmenL and a 
well-known expert in this country on 
the design of large commercial air­
ships, is a very complete one. Three 
of the four airships are of the “S.S." 
or sea-sconting type which, known 
familiarly as “Blimps,” and driven by 
a single "Hawk" Rolls-Royce motor, 
did such valuable reconnaissance 
work in the war over the North and 
Irish Seas. The fourth is a large ship 
of the same type, driven by a couple 
of Rolls-Roype motors. These fonr 
ships, with all necessary equipment 
and ample spares have been presented 
to the Newfoundland Government by 
our Air Ministry as the nucleus of a 
regular Government air patrol service 
In Newfoundland, and after the ex­
periment In seal-hunting they will be 
used as a matter of routine in survey 
work and forest patrol. The exper­
ience thus gained by the Newfound­
land authorities will be of the utmost 
value and will, it Is hoped, lead to 
the Institution of other airship patrol 
services in different parts of the 
world

Mr. Tippen's party includes two air­
ship pilots, of whom tfcp chief is Cap­

tain Williams, an officer who disting­
uished himself during the war in air­
ship patrol over the Irish Sea, In 
addition there is a wireless expert, 
while the party also includes the ne­
cessary engineers and riggers. The 
airship station in Newfoundland will 
he established at Botwood on the 
Exploit’s River. Here a permanent 
hangar will be erected, with a hydro­
gen-producing plant, and the base will 
also comprise a wireless station and 
meteorological department.”

Under the provisions of the General 
Hospital Act, 1915, all patients who are 
unable to pay fees shall be required 
to bring with them a certificate of 
their inability to pay, which shall be 
signed by the resident Relieving Of­
ficer, or where there Is no such offi­
cer, by a Justice of the Peace, or 
Clergyman or other responsible per­
son.
