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The Whine of The
Muse.

For the second time within a
week the United Fishermen’s
Committee have been obliged to
call upon the honorable editor
of the Advocate, and take him
to task for his daily misrepre-
sentation of their aims and
abuse of their chosen adviser.
The last call, made on Wednes-
day, was concluded with a cau-
tion that unless the Advocate
adopted a new course, and steer-
ed by it consistently, there
would be a reckoning made. Of
course our friend hedged, and
made the usual whine of the
muse. Is the movement not a
party one, he asked, when Mr.
A. B. Morine is identified with
it? And again the puerility of
argument was demonstrated by
the excuse that the Advocate
had to reply to the Telegram:
If in its replies to our criticisms
of its conduct of present day
affairs, our contemporary would
but confine itself to the essence
of the subject under discussion,
no harm outside an exchange of
journailstic amenities could
arise, but when in its efforts to
resurrect the dead and bring
them into the discussion, then
the Advocate goes beyond the
realms of decent argument, and
becomes merely a literary ghoul.
