Mr Charles Perry, late M. P. for 
West Peterborough, is about to bo 
appointed Collector of Customs at 
Peterborough—the price of retiring 
to make way for Dr. Dormer.

The Guelph Herald says.—“It »“ 
said that Riel has telegraphed to tho 
Ontario Reform League for the as­
sistance of a good speaker, tieorgo 
Brown is willing to go, but he cannot 
talk French. Why not send McKel- 
lar ? We are not sure that he speaks 
French, but we are certain that he 
doesn’t speak English.” To^ which 
the Hamilton Times replies :—“Better 
send Fahey ; he speakes good Bil­
lingsgate, which will doubtless be 
better appreciated by Riel and his 
friends.”

The Leader devotes a column of 
abuse to a person of the name of 
“Archy” McKellar. We presume 
that by “Archy” McKellar “Jim” 
Beaty means the gentleman who sat 
in the Parliament of Canada along 
with “Jack” A. Macdonald.

The Montreal River Division of the 
Canada Pacific Railway Survey, will 
soon be through with their portion 
of the line, and they will return to 
Ottawa in a few weeks.

It is asserted that the South Ren­
frew Returning Officer has at last 
summoned up courage enough to de­
clare O’Reilly duly elected. Taking 
that case in connection with the 
Peterboro’ fraud* it is quite evident 
that Sir John knew exactly what he 
was about when he passed a law that 
gave him power to appoint for re­
turning officers whomsoever he wish­
ed tO:

The Canadian Copyright Act of last 
session, which the Governor General 
saw fit to reserve for the consider­
ation of Her Majesty, has been dis­
allowed by the Imperial Government 
not on the merits of the Act itself, 
but on account of tne incompetency 
of the Canadian Parliament to deal 
with the question involved in the 
measure, in the manner therein set 
forth. We believe that the Govern­
ment have received an intimation 
that if the same or some similar Act 
be again passed by our Parliament, 
the Imperial Government will intro­
duce a measure to give effect to its 
provisions. The British publishers 
are up in arms agamst the enact­
ment, not so much in the interest of 
British authors as in their own. The 
measure will again be passed by our 
Parliament, and we may then ex­
pect that the matter will be placed 
on a satisfactory basis for all parties.

The Ontario Government have injj 
stituted inquiries with a view to 
establishing one or more inebriate 
asylums in this Province.

An exchange speaking of the ruf­
fianism practised in the Township of 
Wallace at the late election for North 
Perth, says. “ Many of the first set­
tlers of Wallace, for various causes, 
have emigrated to the United States^ 
where when it suited there purpose, 
did not hesitate to change their 
politics, and become Republicans,, 
though, when in Wallace they would 
knock a man down if they heard him 
talk about annexation. Others have 
migrated to different parts of Ontario, 
and not a few. of late years have gone 
to Manitoba, importing their vice- 
along with them, though we are glad, 
to say there are many honorable ex­
ceptions.”

Stabbing in Toronto.—A young man 
named Barley states that he was going up 
Mutual street about 11 o’clock on Satur­
day night, when he was stabbed in the 
right shoulder by a man named Mills, 
who came up behind him and delivered 
the blow. He turned round to defend 
himself, when he received a cut on the 
chest, which would have proved fatal 
bad not the knife struck one of his ribs 
and glanced off. Seeing Mills making 
another blow at his chest, he put up kw 
left hand to ward it off, but the would-be 
assassin determined to cut the arm off 
sooner than be baulked in his design. 
Finally hearing some person approaching 
Mills made another thrust at him, the 
knife entering the left arm, between the 
sh wilder and elbow. Mills then ran 
away and has not since been caught, al­
though several attempts have been 
made to find him.

The Quebec Traoedy.—The Quebec 
Chronicle expresses deep regret at the 
failure of justice in the case of Patiy, 
who choked the unfortunate girl Burns 
to death in a house of ill-fame a few 
days ago in that city. The coroner’s 
jury did not even bring in a verdict of 
common assault against the accused, 
The surgeon who made the post mortem 
examination of the body of the deceased 
gave it as his opinion that death resulted 
from hemorrhage. The jury, not being 
convinced that the throttling caused the 
hemorrhage, acquitted the prisoner.

Coal which sold at London, a year ago, 
for 85 a ton, now commands just 810.

Success hi Business.
What is it? It is not genius. A1 

with such peculiar gifts make bad mana­
gers of any business, and are too erratic. .. 
£or ordinary executive purposes. And it.. 
is not high intellectual attainments.. Few 
scholarly men will lay aside their devo­
tion to letters for their own sake, and fol­
low the plodding course by which suc­
cess in business is to lie obtained. And 
it lies not in the force of circumstances* 
Some who might otherwise have been 
successful on a clear Bourse, have doubt­
less broken down in the face of popular 
obstacles, but the man who can oend oc­
casions qigd conditions to his will can 
achieve W triumph in spite of such ad­
verse surioundinga. It is not luck. 
There is. less of happy chance in such 
success than is commonly supposed. It 
is true that many tempt their fate and 
escape as by a mlvacle, but this can form 
no rule of life; success in business is 
obedient to a law that can be clearly and 
distinctly traced throughout the whole of 
one’s career. This law is based on the 
principle that everything has its price, 
and they only who are willing to pay it 
can acquire that which they covet. Some 
are unable through want of nerve, or 
failing health, or defective jndgment. or 
other mental and physical defects, from 
succeeding in the struggle. But more 
who are able fail because they are un-' 
willing to meet tho cost. They seek the 
end, but will not by patient self-denial, 
employ the means. Present ease, present 
gratification, some form of indulgence 
not consistent with t^o end which has 
been proposed, offers a temptation too 
strong for them to resist. To-morrow 
they will begin a sterner course ; next 
week will turn over a new leaf with dif­
ferent reading on the obverse si le ; hut 
to-day let the hands be folded and the 
old incumbrance remain. No man is on 
the road to success who has not already 
paid part of the price, and is now hold­
ing out to fortune in fdll the next inetal- 

, mont that is due.

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The Geneva Arbitration.
The work of the arbitrators was 

happily closed on Saturday, when the 
arguments and award in the cases 
were made public. They have award­
ed a gross sum of $15,600,000 gold, to 
be paid by Great Britain to the United 
States, in fall for all claims by the 
United States for alleged depredations 
done by the cruisers during the war. 
The judgment of the Court of Arbitra 
tion is signed by all the members bf 
the Court except Sir Alex. Cockbum 
the Arbitrator on behalf , of Britain, 
who gives » long dissenting opinion, 
accepting the decision in the case of 
the Alabama, but arguing that in the 
case of the other ships there is no 
ground for any award against Eng­
land, whose course throughout was in 
accordance with international law 
and neutral obligations,and even with 
the rules of the Treaty of Washing­
ton.

The decision of the tribimal is ,a 
lengtiiy document. It begins with a 
recital of the formal language of the 
terms of the Treaty of Washington, 
the names and titles of the Arbitra­
tors and agents at the Assembly at 
Geneva, exchange of powers, and 
presentation of the cases, and then 
takes up and abjudicates on each 
case seriatim. With regard to 
the Alabama it finds that the 
British Government failed to use 
due diligence in the performance of 
its neutral obligations, and, notwith­
standing the official presentation of 
the agents* of the United States dur­
ing the construction of the said ship, 
omitted to take effective measures 
of prevention, and that the orders of 
detention which the Government did 
finally give were issued so late that 
executing them was not practicable 
With respect to the Flotida, they 
find all the facts that the English 
failed to take measures adequate to

E-event a violation of the neutrality 
w, notwithstanding the representa­
tions of the agents of the United 

States to Her Majesty’s Government, 
it failed to use diligence to fulfill the 
duties of neutrality. For these rea- 
sons the Tribunal, by a majority of 
four voices to one, (Sir Alex. Cock- 
burn dissenting) is of opinion that 
Oreat Britain has in this case failed 
by an omission to fulfill the duties 
prescribed in the first, second and 
third rules established m article 6fch 
of the Washington Treaty. With re-, 
spect to the Shenandoah, they find 
that in one case the British Govern­
ment is not chargeable with any fail­
ure in fulfilling the duties of neutrality, 
but in another case she is so charge­
able. With respect to other vessels 
mentioned, they find that in some 
oases she is charged with dereliction 
of duty, and in others not. The costs 
of the pursuit of the cruisers are not 
allowed by the tribunal nor arc pro­
spective injuries, or consequential 
damages, allowed. The arbitrators 
on tins head say.—“Prospective in­
juries cannot properly be made 
subject to compensation, inasmuch as 
they depend in nature on future and 
uncertain contingencies, tl^e Tribunal 
is unanimously of opinion that there 
is no ground for award on this head.” 
They also set aside all double claims 
for the same losses, and all claims 
for gross freight, as far as they may 
exceed net freight. After stating the 
sum to bo paid, the decision goes on 
to say.—“ The Tribunal declares that 
«11 claims referred to are hereby fully, 
perfectly and finally settled, and it 
furthermore declares that each and 
every one of the said claims, whether 
the same may or may not hâve been 
presented to notice, or laid before the 
Tribunal, shall henceforth be consider­
ed and treated as settled and barred.”

South (5 run ville Election.—The j Coal Oil—frenli lot, 
scrutiny into the voters’ lists in South j 
Grenville, was -on Saturday brought 
to an abrupt conclusion, the petition­
er and respondent respectively 
agreeing to withdraw from the con­
test, preferring to pay their own costs 
so far incurred, and to try once more 
the fortune of war, to continuing a 
struggle vote by vote with uncertain 
results and at a heavy expenditure 
to both.

As an illustration of the advantage of 
railway, communication it is mentioned 
that from the township of Uxbridge and 
immediate neighborhood about 17000cords 
were sold at an advance of 12 per cord on 
the price previously obtainable. Here 
$34,000 realized on a single article at one 
station of the Nipissing railway during 
one year. This fact is worth a dozen ar­
gument# to show how railways benefit the 
country1.•

The Elections in Manitoba.
Cartier Provided For.

The report that Sir George Cartier 
was to hide his head in a Manitoba 
constituency has turned out to be 
qttite correct. The nominations for 
that Province took place on Satur­
day, when Riel and Attorney General 
Clarke retired from the contest in 
JProvencher, and Sir George was 
returned by acclamation. Driven 
from his old constituency in Mon.; 
treal, unable to get another in the 
whole Province of Quebec, the once 
formidable leader of the Lower Can­
adians is glad to accept a favor from 
-a murderer, who retires to make 
room for John A.’s right hand man, 
the defeated baronet. The election 
of Hincks, for a constituency in 
lîritish Columbia, excited ridicule and 
contempt, and that of Sir George 
Cartier to the seat to wltieh Riel as­
pired, excites even more profound 
feelings of the same kind, and shows 
to what desperate straits the Govern­
ment are reduced, when they have 
to go begging for a seat in Manitoba 
for the Minister of Militia.

Of the other elections in Manitoba 
we have the following information :

In Selkirk, Messrs. A. E. Wilson, 
Stewart Mubroy, and F. E. Cornish 
were nominated on the Reform tick­
et, and Donald A. Smith as a support­
er of the Macdonald.Cartier Govern­
ment. Mr. Wilson will likely be re­
turned.

In Marquette, Mr. Cunningham, 
editor of the Manitoban, M. Norquay, 
M. Vertand and Dr. Lynch were 
nominated : the latter as a Reformer.

In Lisgar, Dr. Schultz and Mr. Hay 
were nominated.

Excessive Legislation.
“The world is governed too nmob,” 

was a fundamental doctrine in the poli­
tics of Thomas Jefferson, the author qf 
the Declaration of Independence, and 
the second President of the United 
States.

A few laws, plainly expressed and 
strictly enforced, are all that are re­
quired.

But our statute books are swelled by 
unnecessary and mischievous enactments. 
Young and new members of the legisla­
ture are ambitious to distinguish them­
selves by originating and introducing 
measures, when their time might be 
spent, with far greater advantage to 
themselves and then constituents, in sil­
ence and study.

It is stated that over nine hundred 
acts were passed by our Legislature at its 
last meeting ; yet that body was roundly 
abused by thoughtless critics for not en­
acting more laws.

Over forty thousand new misdemean­
ors have been created in Great Britain 
during the reign of Queen Victoria. A 
distinguished member of Parliament, 
Mr. Vernon Harcourt, in calling the at- 

-tention of Parliament to this fact, re­
marked that they must make a stand 
against legislation which “in the name 
of liberty put every one in prison, and in 
the name of humanity treated every one 
with cruelty.”

A great many Jaws are enacted mak­
ing penal certain acts which were already 
prohibited by previously existing statutes, 
of which the legislators happen to be ig­
norant.

An amusing debate sprung up in 
British Parliament on an act for the pro­
tection of wild birds. The Earl of Kim­
berley thought that swallows, which had 
been omitted, should be included in the 
bill. Lord Cairns protested against un­
necessary legislation, and said he did 
not believe there was any wholesale des­
truction of swallows. The Lord Chancel­
lor feared that if the bill should pass, 
“many persons would incur penalties 
through ignorance, Cockney sportsmen 
not knowing what birds they destroyed.”. 
N. Y. Ledger.

WHEREAS It Is necessary to provide 
for the erection of a Registry Office for 
the North Riding of the County of Wel­
lington, which Biding has been set apart 
for Registration purposes, and it Is also 
necessary to provide for the repair and 
Improvement of the County Registry 
Office in the Town of Guslph.

And whereas for these purposes the 
gum of five thousand dollars is required.
