We have the murderous cost of the
whole thing at all times, with the final certainty
that the perfection of our monstrous implements
will never allow any sort of war to pay, while the
alternative of ‘Armed Peace’ is equally impossibly
expensive. We have also the growth of inter-
national relations, of the spirit of mutual un<1er'|
standing, -the ('levclupmcnt of international law,
the extension of arbitration and our own emer-
gence from the medtaeval darkness when war was
deemed natural and gbod, an institution to be |
cherished for its own sake. Lastly, the bankers
have given ample evidence of their power, for ex-
ample, in the Morocco affair. They have long
since skimmed off the cream of the international |
loan business. There is little gain to them in
farther extension of the.policy. X‘nd SO ‘war. is
dying, self-slain by the costly weapons science
has forged for-it, and it now remains for finance
to give it a decent and fitting burial.

“The way out of war will open, the world over,
with the enlightenment of public opinion, with the
extension of international law, and the perfection
of international courts at The Hague. The mach-
inery of conciliation is created by public opinion;
and with its more ‘perfect adjuStment, the force
of public opinion behind it will grow steadily more
and more insistent. Little by little war will be
erased from the possibilities. As the years go by
its crude and costly conclusions become less and
less acceptable and the victories of peace become
mare and more welcome as well as more stable.”

Licensed

The recent city by-law, which will take effect when Chief Cuddy
returns from Toronto and which now compels children who are
employeg as boot-blacks, vendors of newspaper$ and smallwa_re, ;:md
messengers, to have a:license will be a great aid toward keeping the

children off our city streets.
The requirements of this |

icenge”law are that the children be

twelve years of age and that no child shall engage in his or her
calling before 6 a, . ‘di"aft_é‘r‘t‘he'?fﬁ‘fﬁ’fb‘f‘”: m.  #ieritig the months
of December, January and February; or after nine o'cleck p. m: dur-

ing the rest of the year, It also necgssitates that ev

ery working child

should wear a badge in a conspicuous pﬁ'ce and ¥ag-ayery licensed
chitd who is under fourteen years of age should attend, during every
session, one of the public or separate schools of the city. The license
or badge ‘should not-be-transferred; exchanged, borrowed or lent,
under pain of forfeiture of the said license. The cost is 25c per
annum and the license expires December 31 of the year in which it 1s
issued, and at the expiration of the license badges must be returned.
No licensee is allowed’to enter poolrooms, bar-rooms, bowling alleys
for the purpose of carrying on business. :

Any child engaging in these callings without a license and badge,
and any child who is feund guilty of any infraction of this by-law

shall be regarded as a juvenile offender and be liable Before the

court according to law.

A full description of the personal appear-

ance of the child is given on the licénse.
Chief Cuddy will precure these badges while in Toronto.
This by-law is largely due to the efforts of the Children’s Aid
Society, which has been working on the problem for some time.
This is a splendid-movement toward doing away with one of

ithe big excuses offered.for.the presence of so many children on our
city streets: Delivery and selling papers have always been a means

of revenue for the small boy and numbers of children much younger

of boys. :

The wages for delivering papers is from one dollag and 2 half a
week upwards te six. In selling papers the average/amount that a
bright, quick boy can make is from fifty cents to a dollar a day. This
supplies him with a comparatively comfortable amount of spending

money.

If the boy has to contribute toward the support of the home the
paper revenue, particularly the delivery of papers, is of an advant-
age, as the work can be done out of school hours and the work is
not too hard. The circuits are arranged so that it will not take any
boy longer than an hour to deliver papers in his assigned district.

The morning paper provides an automobile which takes the papcis|

to central places in districts on the outskirts of the city, and at
these places five.or six boys get the papers for their own particular

district.

But the small seven and eight-year-old boys around the streets!
Who hasn’t seen them staggering along under a load of papers th..!

was far too large for them!

Then, again, if licenses must be pro-

cured it is necessary that the parents comsent and parents do not
usually put the burdens of money-earning upon their children unless

necessity demands it.

This -does away with the boy who sells and

delivers papers in order that he might earn spending money and then
squander it on too much cheap candy and other eatables, or on at-
tending every moving picture show, and these, if indulged in to
excess are injurious to both body and mind development of children.

The exclusion of children from” poolrooms, bar-rooms. bowling
alleys, needs no comment, for it is unanimously sanctiened by every.

body.

Surely no greater evidence of the advancement of our city

is shown than a law which has as its basis the welfare of the children.

! Some years ago the people of Cal-
gary could not fail to notice that this
|eity was & faverite resort for men|
|and womeén who-had been unfortunate
‘ennugh te contract tuberculosis. Ourf
| high aititude, bright sun and dry alr,|
joined in the idea that such a climate
| was efficacious te cure their disease,|
brought them here. Now, to those Who!
iha\'e been observant during the 1a>1’
|two or three years, it is ‘equally ap-|
parent that those coming on that quest |
at the presént time are camparatlvel,\"
few.

Why is this? It is not that our fine
climate has less power to heal thang
heretofore. It is simply this—the;
knowledge of the proper treatment of‘:,
tubercular diseases has during the last|
ten years become far more widespread.i

The résarch of men, eminent in the|
sclence om medicine is bearing fruit,
and the rank and file are learning
that it is mot on climate that the
eure of this disease depends. <Climate
Iis but a minor factor. The fresh air‘
of Alberta is splendid, but much the|
same healing power resides In the |
fresh air of every proveince in the‘
wide Dominfon.

When an agitation wds begun by|
| the Calgary Women's Canadian Club
| year ago, that pressuré might bej
brought to bear on the governmem,!
|to erect a sanfitarium in this province,
|a committee was appointed for the!
| purpose of considering means of|
| bringing about thé aim desired- The|
members of this committee were one!
and all imbued with the idea that of
all parts of the Dominion, Southern
Alberta had clalms on account of its
climate, to heal diseased lungs, which
no other poséssed. Hence they had the
jdea that financijal aid in erecting a
sanitarfum in the vicinity of Calgary
should be secured from all other prov-|
inces in the Dominion. |

To prove that their opinion was |
based on solid foundation, they wrote|
to leading physicigns in the east and
west to confirm eir views as to the
curative power lying ih a climate such
as ours.

Not from one of these authorities
did an answer come confirming the
idea of the special efficacy of any
climate. What replies were received
opinion. Among others, Dr. Stewart
of Ninstte Sanitarium, Manitoba,
cpecialist in tuberculosis who had vis-
ited the leading.sanitoria in the Uni-
ted States,.and had come into touch
with noped experts in thig class of
dlseages, was communicated with. In
reply he sent reports from experts
who. had gone thoroughly into all de-
tajils of treatment, and the conclusion
in every case was in favor of locdl
sanitoria, A sanitarlum in each mun-
feipality is the aim they set before
them. The ideal is local sanitoria to
meet the needs of the locality. 1In
nine cases out of ten, they state the
patient is better to be cared for in
a sanitarium within reach of his
friends

Let me quote from a speech deliver-
ed by Dr. MceCullough, chief health
officer, Ontario, before the Canadian
Association for the Prevention of Tu-
berculosis, meeting in convention in
London, a year ago:

“In Britain ten years ago there wasi
only ene sanitarium for consumption. |
Now there are over sixty, and the cry|
{g for more. It means that medical|
men, sanitary students and the gen-
|eral public have learned the practical|
value of such institutions, and that inl|
addition they have learned thé truth;
of Von Leyden's words, ‘There iz no
speciticity in the part of any partic-|
ular climate in the cure of consump-
tion, but I think it very essential that
the majority of patients be treated
and cured in the climate in which they
have afterwards to live and work.”

Inadequate and unsatisfactory as
this hospital is, it has been a great
boon to all &ho have been treated in
it, not one of whom could find any|
other place of refuge. The relatives|
of those who died expressed their ap-
preciation of the work of your sociéty,
and their thankfulness that a place
had been provided where the d_\'ing{
sputum spills, two cases of fruit,
tuberculous patient could receive what
rest and comfort, kind and efficient
nursing could give.

“Greatly in its favor is the
fact thatonaccount of the numberless
ways in which it can be prepared and
presented one never tires of onions, as
is the case with some other vegetables.'

police with an exciting story of being
robbed in a taxicab of valuable jewels
and all her money.

Tells of $2,150 Robbery

Mrs. Chase repgrted to the %olice
late in May that she had mysteriously
become uncomnscious and ill while rid-
ing in a public taxicab, and had been
robbed of a magnificent pearl neck-
lave valued at more than $2,000 and
$160 in cash. Determined efforts were
made by the police for several-days to
discover the jewels.and momn®y, but no
trace was ever found.of them.

‘When she originally told her story
to the police, Mrs. Chase declared that
she was in Washington seeking to in-
terest members of congress and offi-
clals of the war and navy departments
in a wireless telephone which her hus-
band had invented. 'She declared that
the telephone had proved a great suc-
cess in practice, and should be adopted
by the government.

When she arrived here Mrs. Chase
was in ill-health, but she disregarded
her condition, and started out to work
for her husband’s interests. She went
beyond her strength, howeéver, and
grew worse. It was a few days later
that ghe told the story of the missing
valuables to the police.

Early in June Mrs. Chase settled het
bill at a local hotel, where she was
stopping ,and left the city, and the
police heard no more. of her for two
weeks. 1t was supposed that she had
gone to <California to join-her hus-
band.

Reappears at Police Station

Mrs, Chase reappeared about two
weeks ago at the First precinct early
in the morning, and called on Capt.
Hollinberger. - She said that she was
estremely n2rvous. He was impressed
with the fact that she needéd atten-
tion, and had her sent to the Washlng-
ton Asylum hospital

Tmmediately after the woman was
taken to the 1institution, a telegrdm
was sent to her husband in California,
notifying him of his wife's condition,
and asking him to come and see that
she was cared for. He sent back word
that it was impossible for him to I1€ave
his dutles at that time, and asked that
a brother of Mrs. Chase’s llving in New
Jersey be notified. This was done, but
the brother sent word that it was im-
possible for him to get away at that
time.

Mrs. (Chase ,therefore, has remalned
at the hospital, where physicians re-
ported last night she was recovering.
It wa ssald that she was highly ner-
vous, and had suffered a collapse. but
that she probably soon would be re-
stored to health.

Sir William Mackenzie Tells of Plans
at Port Mann and
Leaside

Toronto, June 18.—Sir William Maec-
kenzie on his return from a tour from
the West announced important exten-
sions.
