Federal Board of Enquiry Held
Initial Meeting at Board of
Trade Yesterday.

Representatives of Island and
Mainland Cannery Operators
Give Evidence.

Vast Amount of Valuable Infor-

Salmon Industry.

HE fisheries commission began
its /sittings here  yesterday
morning at the board of trade
rooms, with Professor Prince

presiding and all the members here.

rof. Prince announced the scope of the
commission’s work. He said there had
been other commissions, but none with
so large a field of work. Not only was
it to inquire regarding the salmon in-
dustry in all its details, the internation-
al bearing, but also the development of
the deep sea and coastal fisheries of
British Columbia in every particular. All
available information is sought-td guide
the commission to make wise and useful
conclusions.  Before taking evidence he
read the order-in-council of July 22, au-
thorizing the commission, which points
out the necessity of investigating the
Canadian fisheries of the Pacific coast.

Representations had been made to the
igovernment for a commission,” which
was specially urgent in view of the
crisis which had been reached because
of the one-sided_arrangement which had
existed for some years in the contiguous
waters of British Columbia and Puget
Sound. The arrarigement was one-sid-
ed, for while Canada was carrying out
a scheme of protection, nothing was
done in the State of Washington, and a
feeling of dissatisfaction existed because
of this unfair arrangement. - The com-
missioners wish to  obtain information
from_all sources in order to. submit a
scheme of regulations tending to the pro-
‘tection and development of the fishing
industry of.

Harte tried to appease
it with higher. literature, and got only
censure in return, and reminders that he
was wasting his time upon a sort of
work which was out of his line and
above his ability. He told me these
things long afterward, and still showed
a bitter and histile feeling against that
ballad, because it had stopped his Jofty
march when he was making such good
progress, and had remained stubbornly
in his road so long that he had begun to
again. - Then relief and rescue came at
last, and the “Luck of Roaring Camp”
blasted the Heathen Chinee out of the
way and opened the road.

I always recall that talk with Hay
with pleasure, not only for its o own
sake, but because it was incidentally
the occasion of my getting acquainted
with Horace Greely, a man whom
I greatlw admired and loved to see,
and whose memory I still revere.

The Lewes. River

the most important tributary of the Yu-
kon river, has its source immediately to
the. north of the Chilkoot and White
Passes, which mark the dividing line
between Alaska on the south and the
British  possessions on. the  morth.
Through these ‘passes and by this wat-
erway has been the course of travel to
the Yukon gold-fields. The river may
‘be said to begin in Tagish lake, which
receives ‘the waters of Bennett, Atlin
and a mumber of smaller lakes of the
district. These lakes are all cut by the
60th parallel - of mnonth latitude—the
boundary line between British Colum-
bia and the Yukon®territory—and are,
consequently, partly in each ternitory.
In longitude they lie between the 134th
and 135th west of Greenwich. Windy
Arm is an arm of Tagish lake extend-
ing in a southerly direction for mearly
ten miles from a point about five miles
east of the Caribou narrows where Ben-
nett lake flows in. About one and a
half miles of the southerm portion of
the Arm is in British Columbia.

The general course of the Arm is par-
allel with that of Bennett jlake—the
two bodies of water being separated by
a mountain ridge which attains an ele-
vation of some 4,500 feet ,above the
lakes, which are themselves 2,200 feet
above sea level. The separating ridge
is about six to seven miles across in a
direct. east and west line.

The First of the Mineral Discoveries
already referred to, were made on the
Windy Arm slope of this mountain ridge
about two to three miles morth of the
60th parallel, and in this wvicinity only
has there been any extensive develop-
went of the surface prospects. Such dey
velopment, however, as time has per-
mitted to be made at this point, proved
80 eminently satisfactory as to stimu-
late -prospecting over the entire dis-
trict, with the result that, during the
past summer and autumn, a large num-
ber of claims have been recorded along
the range and on a parallel range Iying
to the east of Windy Arm. As most of
these newer prospects were discovered

only late in the season, mo very ‘definite |
information as to them is obtainable, |
further than that the samples from sur- |
face croppings brought in by the pros- |

pectors give very encouraging assays
and seem to indicate that from the vi-
cinity of the more developed claims
th_e;e is a mineral belt perhaps three

Mineral Development

As has already been noted, the older,
and, in fact, the majority of the min-
eral locations, together with all the ma-
terial development at present accom-
plished, is in the Yukon terrifory, and,
consequently, outside the jurisdiction of
the province of British Columbia. It
was, therefore, by the courtesy of the
owners—particularly of Mr. J. H. Con-
rad—that _the provincial mineralogist
was permitted to inspect the workings
and see the results so far obtained.

_From the shores of Windy Arm the
hills rise rapidly, their lower levels be-
ing so covered with wash and slide as
to have confined all prospecting to the
nupper levels—that is from 1,500 to 4,-
000 feet above lake level. Timber line
in this part of the country.is found to
be at an. altitude of from 4,500 to 5,-
000 feet above sea level, or about 2,-
500 feet ahove the lake.

When the provincial mineralogist vis-
ited the camp in the last week of Oc-
tober, snow completely covered the hills
down to 1,500 feet above the lake, so
thagt none of the surface workings were

TOO CLEVER FOR WHITNEY.

Roosevelt Refuses to Be Compromised
on Question of Reciprocity.

Boston, Nov. 20.—Henry M. Whitney,
Democratic candidate for Lieutenant
Governor at the last election, tonight
made public correspondence between
President Roosevelt and himself con-
cerning statements said to have been
made by the president last winter to a
Massachusetts committee on reciprocal
trade relations.

The president declined to enter into a
discussion with a similar committee last
week, stating that Mr. Whitney, as a
member of last year’s committee, mis-
represented his views. A letter from
Mr. ~Whitney to the president and the
president’s reply were given out to-
night. Mr. Whitney's letter said he had
been condemned unheard and called upon
the  president’s sense of rairness for a
personal hearing. “Whether the hear-
ing is granted or mot” Mr. Whitney
said, “I shall regret more than any-
thing else’ that the

Righteous Cause of Reciprocity
is not to have the endorsement of your
great mame and potent aid.”

The president’s reply was a refusal
to grant amnother interview. He points
out that Mr. Whitney again misrepre-
sented him when he says the cause of
reciprocity is mot to have his endorse-
ment and aid.

*“Nothing that I have said,” the presi-
dent’s letter continues, “has given you
the slightest warrant for this assertion
and when in the very letter asking for
an interview and denying that you ever
misrepresented me, you . incorporate
another deliberate misstatement, you can
hardly wonder that I decline to see you.”

BECOME MASTERS OF INDUSTRY.

The Advice of Mr. Bouchette to French
Canadian Students at Laval.

Montreal Star.

“If we wish to dominate the country
which we inherited from our fore-
fathers, let us become masters of its
industries.”

With these words Mr. E. Bouchette,
of Ottawa, closed his lecture which he
delivered last evening at Laval Uni-
versity, under the _auspices of the

Montreal.

Treating of French Canada from an
economic standpoint, Mr. Bouchette,
said: “If the French desire to main-
tain their position in the Dominion and
on the American continen{, it is high
time that they prepare ‘themselves to
take a more active part in commer-
cial and industrial life. It is in vain
that strong men have risen from among
them at one time or amother; the race
is destined to occupy an inferior posi-
tion if they do not realize that they
should enjoy a large share of the na-
tional wealth. The true masters of
the destinies of the country are they
who control commerce, the banks and
the industries, and it is beyond a doubt
that French-Canadians are capable of
creating and maintaining.industrial and
financial enterprises.” -

The lecturer then laid stress on the
fact that there was plenty of material
at hand for the people to utilize if they
desired, but the excuse for their apathy
was always a want of capital. “If we
have no capital,” he said, “there is
the example of the Americans and Ger-
mans to follow. The conditions' are
favorable enough to attract foreign
capital for the formation of financial
syndicates for assisting its members.”

The Place of the Poles.

To prove the importance to Russia
of dealing squarely with the Poles, it
is only necessary to establish their
present influence, wielded in spite of
many attempts to destroy it. Accord-
ing to the Times, the industrial output
of the Kingdom of Poland alone rose in
27 years from 64,000,000 roubles to half
a milliard, and formed in the year 1898
a full sixth of the whole production of
Russia. Pole take the lead in many
professions; Polish writers are among
| the most popular authors; Polish offi-
cers of all grades have fallen by scores
in Manchuria; Polish doctors have

Russia. It may be that when the con-
sequences of the quarrel become mani-
fest there will be a backdown on the
part of the government. Otherwise: it
is likely that the masses of the Russian
people will wait for their freedom until
the demands of Poland are met, for the
Poles have been hardened by persecu-
tion and hawve fairly won the right to
call themselves “unconquerable.”
Poles in the Douma.

1t is quite likely that the Polish will
be one of the dominant factors in the
first Douma, unless the existing provi-
sions for the election of that body are
adversely modified to prevent just such
a situation. Says a correspondent of
the London Times:

“Anyhow, in a full Douma of B&60
members, the Poles will dispose of from
60 to 86 votes. They are, accordingly,
confident of playing an important ro}e,
like the 63 members of the Kolo polskie,
the Polish club in the Austrian Reichs-
rath. The Prussian press is not as yet
aware of this possibility; otherwise
there .would be a general cry for help
against the latest and greatest of all
‘Polish dangers.’ But M. Suvorine, of
the Novoe Vremya, is aware—and he
has already horrified some sensitive
‘hakatist’ writers by declaring, imme-
diately after the publication of the
Constitution, that the time has now
come for the reconciliation of Russia
and Poland, and for the Poles especial-
ly to lend the Russians a strong hand
in the rebuilding of a great empire of
the Slav under Russian leadership.
Throughout a long career, marked by
many changes of opinion, M. Suvorine
has always managed to speak out the
true mind of Russian society. The dis-
may of Prussia at seeing new relations
develop between the two leading peo-
ples of Slavonic race is therefore quite
comprehensible.

The Poles and Their La)nd.

Without going into the old story of
the conquest of Poland and its division
between Russia and Germany, one may
gather an idea of. the hardships under
which the Poles have lived by consider-
ing merely the ownership of land.
Hitherto the Poles have not been al-
lowed to buy ‘land, although they could
sell it to Russians. The recent ukase
has removed ‘the restriction; but the
danger now -is ‘that the government
‘may be inclined to cancel this liberty
as a means of coercion to destroy the
dreams of complete Polish autonomy.
For more than a hundred years the
Polish land-owners have been strug-
gling along under a law that has ruined
many of them. Nevertheless, their pa-
triotism has proved so strong that to-
day’ they still own most of the land,
despite the fact that the whole energies
of the Russian government have been
directed toward separating them from
it. But while this law has been a
hardship to the Poles, it has also been
most vexing to Russian landlords, who
were not allowed to sell or rent to the
Poles, the consequence being their own
impoverishment. The importance of
this matter will be appreciated only
when one learns that the Poles are like
the English in their lust for-land. The
ambition of all rich Poles is to have
a country place.

Poles and Jews.

It is predicted that with the removal
of the land restrictions will come a
great movement of Poles returning
home from their exile in other coun-
tries. Hand in hand with this move-
ment will go another, inspired by the
new liberties granted to the schools,
where, under the ukase, the Polish lan-
guage may now be taught, the Poloniz-
ing of the Jews. It must be noted that
notwithstanding a’strong anti-Semitic

Particularly Fitted for Position

The newly appointed Bishop of Sel-
kirk, according to the statements of
prominent clergymen, is particularly
fitted to occupy the position for which
he has been chosen. He was born
in Eastern Ontario about 44 years ago,
and in 1892 took the degree of bachelor
of arts at the University of Toronto,
at the same time graduating in divin-
ity at Wycliffe College in that city.
Shortly after obtaining his degrees he
engaged in missionary work, taking
up his station at the Peel River missjon
in’ Mackenzie Territory. Later on he
went to Herschel Island, in the Arctic
circle, the farthest north point at
which a white man can exist for any
lengthr of time, where he worked
among the Eskimos.

For ten years he labored there, but
at last he was forced to leave on
account of the strain to which his
eyes were subjected by the peculiar
climatic conditions which obtain in
the Arctic circle. He was next sta-
tipned at Whitehorse, where he went
three years ago.

Constantly Ask for Stringer

The new bishop is a man of splendid
physique and has been popular wher-
ever he has engaged in missionary
work, gaining both the love and ad-
miration of the peoples among whom
he has labored. Returning mission-
aries from the far north state that
Indians and HEskimos always ask for
Stringer and insist on knowing when
he is coming back to them. In 1894
Mr. Stringer married, and since that
time his wife has been his companion
in all his work. i \

It is likely that the bishop will con-
tinue to reside at Whitehorse, but in
the event of a’change in residence he
will probably live at Dawson City.
Bishop Bompas, the former Bishop of
Selkirk, had his residence at Carcross,
a short distance south of Whitehorse.

Togo’s Tale of .
War With Russia

Jap Admiral Recounts History of
the Naval Struggle in Far
Eastern Waters,

“Gradually Broke the Russians
Strength” and ‘‘Clrcum-
scribed Freedom,”

Recent mail advices from Japan in-
cude the historie report of Admiral To-
go of the maval actions of the war, Te-
cently presented the Japanese Emperor.

It reads; Since early in February of
last year the combined fleet in obedience
to the Imperial commands went out to
battle, 2 year and a half has passed,
and in the combats on sea and on shore
the Imperial forces never once failed
to obtain the victory. Peace has now
been restored, and we, Your Majesty’s
subjects, having concluded our service,
have the honour of returning in triumph
under the Impenial Flag. We are al-
ways profoundly sensible that these ne-
sults are due to Your Majesty's virtues.
When first the Combined Fleet opened
the combat, the plangf procedure, as di-
rected by Your Majesty with the regard
to the condition of the army and pavy
to the objects of the war, was to shut
the enemy into the Port Arthur region
and deprive him of any opportunity to
proceed to. the fortified port of Viadi-
vostock. Thus attacking him forthwith
at Port Arthur and Chemulpo and en-
gaging thereafter in several offensive
actions, we gradually broke his strength,
and by repeated emdeavours to blockade
him in port as well as by the use of
floating mines, we sought to circum-
scribe his sphere of freedom. A squad-
ron was also kept constantly in the Ko-
rean Chamnel to obstruct their passage,
and while watching the enemy in-Vladi-
vistock, to form at the same time the
second line of Port Arthur’s investment,
During the first period of the war the
enemy, taking adventage of the natural
situation, steadily adopted a policy of
defence, and in repeated assaults our
forces were unable to assure success.
‘But in the middle of Awugust his fleet
emerged from Port Arthur and attempt-
ed to escape to Vladivostock, the me-
sult being a battle in the Yellow Sea
and off Uisan. TUnexpectedly hjs strat-
egy was broken and the punpose of our
plan was in the main achieved. There-
after the fight on land progressed, and
the untiring attacks of the army against
the rear of the fortress concerted with
the blockade in fromt resulted in the an-
njhilation of the main part of the ene-
my’s fleet at the foot of the stronghold.
Up to this time the operations had be
necessarily of a gradual mature, achi®v-
ing consecutely small results, and thus
the attacks had extended over nearly ten
months. That was the period .invdwﬁnig
the heaviest easualties among loyal offi-
cers and men who had devobed heart and
hand to the work, and had toiled with
all their ability and all their courage,
and involving also no small loss of ships.
But the issue of the fight was mow for
the first time decided, and an earnest

won in the Sea of Japan.

Thie opening of the new year saw the
«combat enter its' second ‘phdse, " Qur
squadron prepared themselves to ‘meet
the enemy’s second fleet, and at the same
time undertook the blockade of the Rus-
sian mariti province, thus cutting off
the enemy’s source of military supplies.
A squadrgn was also despatched to the
South Seas to threaten line of com-
munications. There resulted the capture
of over thirty steamers in the straits of
Tsushima, Tsugaru, Soya and Kuna.
jiri. In: early summer, mnamely the
month of May, the enemy’s second" fleet
made its appearance in our neighbor-
ing seas, and we adopted a waiting
policy, assembling our ships in the Ko-
rean channel and holding ourselves ready
to strike. Thereafter by the help of
Heaven the valiant efforts of our offi-
cers and men achieyed success, and a
battle in the Sea of Japam swept the
enemy’s shadow off the sea bringing
that stage of the war to an end.

Thus in name and in veality the com-
mand of the Sea of Japan fell to Japan.
‘The war entered its third phase and our
duties became much lighter. Cooperat-
ing with the army in the attack on
Saghalien, we performed our share of
the duty, losing scarcely a man.' We
also made armed descents upon the ene-
my in the direction of North Korea, con-
tinned the blockade of his ports and
preserved its efficiency until the end of
the war. L

Thus it may be said in sum that dur-
ing the first period of the war the com-
bimed fleet determined the relative
strength of the combatants; during the
second period it achieved wie , and
during the third period it gathered the
results. There were degrees of urgen-
cy and of difficulty, but oF the whole
the war proceeded in regular sequence
of offensive movements, until the issue
today wi was x
ships have now assembled in Tokyo Bay
to celebrate the triumph. They number
over 170. Some vessels were lost, but
considering the additions made to ousr
navy in the form of captures from the
enemy, our force today is mot imferior
to what it was on the eve of the war,
which fact Your Majesty’s servants re-
gard as a great homour. I rejoice ex-
ceedingly that in comsequence of the fine
results achieved by the army of Man-
churia and Korea and the no small as-
sistance jve derived from its strength,
in consequence of the exceéllent arrange-
ments of the various mnaval officers,
their activity and the aid rendered by all
government departments, the sea fight
proceeded satisfactorily.

With the utmost meverence I present
this account of the course of the war
and have the honour o report the out-
come of the responsibilities imposed om
me by the Imperial command.

Strikers Prepare
Universal Move

Collapse of Demonstration In
Russia Leads to New
Movement,

1

Propaganda Among Soidlersand
Sallors Will Now Be
Punished.

St. Petersburg, Nov,. 20.—With the
collapse of the strike, the leaders of
the “Reds”, say they will now devote
their energy to the preparation of a
universal political strike, to sustain
the revolutionary pregramme when the
national assembly meets. " These plans,
which were suddenly upset by the
precipitation of the railroad strike last
month, are exceedingly ambitious, not
only of the workmen of the city, but
the peasantry, and, if possible, the
army and navy. The propaganda
among the soldiers and sailors will be
pushed energetically. The leaders
claim that they have organized the
peasantry in five distri¢ts of Kharkoff
province, the peasants having agreed
not to work when the strike is called.
They anticipate that famine is at the
doors of 15,000,000 peasants of the
provinces, according to estimates.

. _Poles’ Manifesto to Russians .

The delegation of 24 prominent Poles
who came here to plead the cause of
Poland issued a manifesto today to the
Russian people, reviewing the sad his-
tory of Poland in the cemtury and de-
claring that the Poles have no thought
of separgtion of independence and ask-
ing the support of all parties in Rus-
sia. The manifedto firmly declares that
the normal and peaceful existence of
Poland will only be made possible by
the granting of autonomy, permission to
use the Polish' language in the schools
and in the courts and by the local ad-
ministration and the “entrusting of the
Poles with the government of the king-
dom. It is insisted that the country is

Not in a State of Revolution

and that the acts' of wviolence which
formed the pretext for the imposition of
martial law were mot the acts of the
Polish people as a whole, but of the
same revolutionary elements which were
long found throughout all Russia. Count
Oraszinsky the leader of the delegation
declared tonight not only that all the Po-
lish parties recognized that the restor-
ation of Polish independence was a
dream impossible of realization but that
economic future of the country was
bound up ‘with Russia and that if given
autonomy and freedom of the domima-
tion of Russian administrators would
be willing to become faithful Russian
subjects.

Normal conditions of life are being
resumed here. The workmen are re-
turning to work, the electric light plants
are in operation and' telephonic com-
musnication ‘has been restored.. The
newspapers re-appeared this morning.

BOSS MURPHY A CROESUS.
In Three Years His Fortune Surpasses
Croker’s Pile.

New York, Nov. 21.—Although Rich-
ard Croker retired after many years in
the leadership of Tammany with a for-
tune of $8,000,000, Boss Murphy .is be-
lieved to have accumulated a fortune
that surpasses Croker’s in three years
and two months. Should Hearst not
succeed in the recount, the next four
years will make Murphy the richest
political boss in America. While his
policy is secretive, facts have been
secured which elucidate Murphy's for-
tune credting methods.

A contracting company, of which he
holds 85 per cent. of the shares, has
enjoyed a monopoly in all big business
in the last three years and obtained
contracts amounting to over $25,000,000.
He buys stocks on Wall street on tips
from financiers who need his political
friendship. All minor Tammany grafts
are controlled through Murphy's
brother, Jack.

He controls men who spend $115,-
000,000 annually and an organization
which can raise $1,000,000 by personal
assessment on its members.

No franchises can .pass without his
word. and not even Rockefeller can
erect a new plant or extend lines with-
out his favor.

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THAT MESSAGE TO THE WEST.

We published mot long ago a letter
written by Rev. C. W. Gordon (Ralph
Connor), which appeared wunder the
heading of a “Message to the West.” It
was freely used in the election cam-
paigns of the mew provinces, and the
impression conveyed was that it had

*been written as a contribution to the
current political literatu;e. Despatches
emanating from Winnipeg state that
“the letter was a private one, written
at the close of last February or the be-.
ginning of last March to the secretary
of the Canadian Club, Toronto. It was
mever intended for publication, and
reached the mewspapers through inad-
wvertence. It dealt with the situation as
it existed at the time it was written,
immediately after the introduction of the
autonomy measure apd before the recon-
sideration of the matter consequent
upon Mr, Sifton’s retirement.”

‘We are quite willing to make this ex-
planation, in order that our readers may
not be deceived. The letter in question
was reprinted from & Winnipeg ex-
change as it appeared there. The fact,
however, that the letter was written pri-

vately, without premeditation, and for
the purpose of expressing the author’s

real convictions makes it all the more
convincing and effective. Had Ralph

Connor thought that his letter was go-
ing to be published he would either not

have written it at all or have materially
modified it. The altered political cir-
cumstances, occasioned by the resigna-
“tion of Mr. Sifton, .does not make it
Jess applicable today than then. 'The
eduncational clauses which Messrs. Sifton
and Fielding and Senator® Templeman
were finally induced to support were the
same old Fitzpatrick clafises under a
mnew verbal guise. So far as we have
seen, Ralph Conmnor has not recanted his
heresy, or stated that his objections ap-
plied less forcibly today than last Feb-
jruary. Nevertheless, in justice to our
{Liberal friends the circumstances un-
der which it was written should be fair-
ly stated.

CO-OPERATION.

. We are glad to see attention being
called to the claims of co-operation as
a principle of business and industry. ‘It
has been so successfully exemplified in
Burope and in special lines of industry
in America that it is really surprising
that more are not familiar with what
is being done. We are glad, too, to see
the Liberals urged to study its principles
and its practice. The party that has
become synonymous—in the past—for
reform is badly in need of revamping in
order to sustain its reputation. Co-oper-
tion, however, is not a principle that can
be made subservient to political require-
ments, and has-to be worked through
the intelligence and common sense of the
people in everyday life. We have many
instances of successful co-operation even
in this new country, and by this coun-
try we include the whole of Canada.

" Practically, the entire dairy business—
cheesemaking establishments and cream-
eries—is purely co-operative, and in
British Columbia we are applying the
system: to fruit growing in several of its
phages. It is also recommended for the
poultry business and small farming gen-
erally, as carried on in Denmark. Hon.
Sidney Fisher, minister of agriculture,
thas bgen inspired by the example of
British Columbia, and in speaking at a
meeting of fruitgrowers in Tdronto the
other day he thought that it was high-
ly important for the people of that pro-
vince to profit by the examples of Cal-
ifornia and British Columbia. Ontario
farmers and fruitgrowers he said must
adopt co-operative methods and give
more attention to the selection, grading,
packing and marketing of their fruit if
they hope to extend their markets or
even hold their own.

There is a much wider app]icatiox; of
the principle than to dairying and fruit
growing, but it is better that it should

be well and practically demonstrated in :

one line of industry before proceeding
to apply it to another. Some day it will
probably be found to solve practically
many of the serious social problems of
the day, the chief of which is involved
under the general title of “Labor and
‘Capital.” It means simply that the two
will work together in a business way
,ffor mutual benefit instead of in anta-
gonism, either open or passive. If Hon.
Mr. Fisher can induce the people -of
Canada to adopt it as a governing prin-
ciple he will put Sir William Mulock’s
labor department ‘“‘out of business” for
lack of something to do, v

GOOD ROADS ASSOCIATIONS.

A few years ago a Good Roads Asso-
clation for this province was formed.
Like so. many other organizations
formed with useful objects in view, it
went the way of all things. A “hurrah”
meeting and a few general meetings
and we have heard no more of it. This
was probably the fault of no one in
particular. The association in its
personnel covered the whole of the
province; the expenses of attending
meetings and carrying on the work
were provided for voluntarily; = the
results, if any, would have been gen-
eral and not particular, and so it nat-
urally lapsed into 'a condition of
“innocuous desuetude”;. in fact, died
out of existence. This may or may
not be a matter of regret. It is ques-
tionable to what extéent a voluntary
association can do good unléss there
are some “sinews of war” behind it to
assure permanency of effort. There
are many illustrations of that in Brit-
ish Columbia, but one that comes to
mind is the Provincial Mining Asso-
ciation. It is not, it'is true, dead, but
it sleepeth, and it may be questioned
if sufficient funds can be again sub-
scribed to awaker it to its erstwhile
vigor and to keep it awake.

A good roads association could do
good work in this province, as it is
doing elsewhere, ‘but there are special
difficulties in the way. One is the
extent of the roads amd the sparsity
of population. Another is that, out-
side of the comparatively few muni-
cipalities, the roadwork of the prov-
ince is in- the hands of the govern-
ment, and the, road official, of what-
ever grade, is not too amenable to
the gentle and persuasive influence of
the outsider. He is more apt to re-
sent than to accept advice on .the
subject of road-building. It is, there-
fore, .much easier ‘where there is a
measure of local control to exercise
an influence in this direction and to

complete effective organization. An-
other thing to be taken into cohsid-
eration is that the government work
is usually of a better or more per-
manent character than that carried on
by municipalities. This we find ex-
emplified in the neighboring state of
‘Washington, where theé country roads
are an object lesson in the methods
of how to do things the worst possible
way. They are simply abominable,
although the natural conditions for
road-building are very similar to what
they are here. ~The roads there are
constructed and maintained under
county supervision. A We are not sur-
prised, therefore, to find that in Wash-
ington state, where such' a necessity
exists for improvement, that the good
roads movement is taking root -firmly.
An enthusiastic meeting of the Wash-
ington Good Roads Association was
held at Walla Walla on the 10th and
11th instants, and many subjects per-
taining to good roads were discussed.
One of these was the working of con-
victs on the roads for a portion of the
time. Resolutions were also gdopted
providing for. the employment  of dn |.
organizer to form a road-organization
in each county 'of the state. Another
asked the various boards of county
commissioners, city councils, chambers
of commerce and commercial clubs to
contribute according to their popula-
tion. to make up a fund of $4,000 to
pay the salary and expenses of the
organizer. A resolution was also
adopted: providing for the appoint-
ment of a committee of five on legis-
lation. This committee is to draft
and secure the introduction at the
next legislature of all necessary good
road measures. This is. sp#eified to
include a bill for the employment of
convict' labor not' otherwise ‘required
to operate the jute mill and other in-
dustries as may be required to prop-
erly: maintain the penitentiary, on the
puklic highways of the state; also a
bill defining the duties of the state,
highway commission, and such other
legislation as the Good Roads Asso-
ciation may consider advisable.

We are told that the efforts of the
association have already resulted in a
general improvement of the roads. It
seems, however, evident that state aid
is necessary in order to provide suffi-
cient funds for carrying on the work
on an efficient basis. It all’ depends,
after all, upon an efficient and zealous
secretary and directorate, who must
have money at- their disposal. We
should llke to see the local govern-
ment take into consideration the put-
ting of the roads of the province on a
‘basis of ' scientific construection and |,
maintenancg. It costs a litthk more
atf the outset to apply the best methods,
but the results in economy in the long
run would amply repay the province
for the increased expenditure. One
difficulty whi¢h exists in the province
in respect to road-building is that a
road or trail is wanted to a mine or a
new setftlement, and expedition is the
most important feature of the work.
There is wusually neither time nor
money available to build the road as
it should be built. One never knows,
either, whether a road built in this way
is going to be permanent. There is a
number of roads that are practically
in disuse now from the fact that the
excitement which gave rise to them
has died out. Under such circum-
stances the money is wasted at best.

gecond, it encourages advertisers to use
large space periodically and thus keep the
papers well filled.

The proprietor of the Democrat and
Chronicle of Rochester, N. Y., once -told
me how he kept his columns well filled
all the year round by expanding advertis-
ers into Dbigness when season was ripe and
letting them  subside when "the season
wasn’t ripe.

Advertising Space Regulated by
Seasons. :

_For instance, a carriage house.

All the year round it runs a little adver-
tising—just to keep the name before the
public.

Carriage season arriving it comes out
with half pages to picture new styles.

Show advantages of its stock or make,

Quote special bargains.

Then some other concern that does not
wish to advertise big at this time finds
that its season is a little later and in turn
uses big space-and subsides to smallness
the rest of the year. 5

Applied to specialty advertisers this
works out fine for it gives the advertiser
an advantage of a yearly rate for his big
spaces which would otherwise cost him too
much at transient rates.

Applied to all-the-round advertisers it
works equally well, for all advertisers have
times when they need large space to pro-

‘claim new goods or special sales or for the

purpose of telling a special story of some-
thing regarding the public requires to Le
educated.

Do Not be “Cut-and-Dried.”

Totalized this argument about space
sums wp in the advice not to be cut-and-
dried in your methods.

The newspaper is not. It gives subjects
the space and the position they deserve,

Of course if you' happen to have a finé
position and 'a set space in which youn -have

ucated the public to look for your an-
ouncements,,you have an advantage which
t behooves you to stick to, but the best
advertisers who have these gilt edge posi-
tions and run a certain style of advertis-
ing year in and year out with -profitable

nresults, depart from' precedent occasionally.

For instance, the Paine Furniture Company
of Boston, which 4s about the best furni-
ture advertiser in the world, has a regular
space every day on the front page of the
best Boston papers, but semi-annually it
runs big spaces to announce special sales.

It could still further improve its advertis-
ing by running special articles once in a
while on new styles in furniture, glving
the public much needed information.

For the advertiser who has not been able
to secure one of these elegant positions
'which seem to advantage him over others,
can offset things by using spaces of differ-
ing sizes and position, and thus get before
the public eye equally as well or better
hrough following the best methods known
0 wisest advertisers, .methods which place
fact-telling first and space second.

How Much to Spend in Advertising?—What

The only rule that can be made is to say
that a firm must spend enough money to
sell its goods.

Take the man with $10,000 worth of
goods that he expects to realize ten per
cent. on—or §1,000. If he’sells only $7,500
worth, and has the.rest on his hands at
more or less of a loss he will probably
wipe out that ten per ‘cent. profit.

Curtis last year was successful i;\mo-
moting the sale of the 10-acre plots on
the Covert estate, just outside of Grand
Forks. Now he has takem hold of amn-
other land settlement scheme. Situ-
ated on the Columbia river about four
miles morth of the internatiomal boun-
dary and six miles from. Trail on the
Great Northern Railway Company’s
branch from Spokane to Nelson, are
1,200 acres of fruit land "known as
“Columbia Gardens.” This land has
been subdivided into lots containing from.
ten to forty acres and an extensive sys-
iem of irrigation is under construction.
The land is desirable for fruit orchards,
the climate and soil in thaf section of
the Columbia valley heing well adapted
for such purpose. Mr. Curtis is push-
ing the settlement in Manitoba and the
Northwest.

As Beggars

War Generals Found Cold Com-
fort After Suffering
Defeat.

In Russia Leadérs of the Army
o Not Long Survive Their
Downfall,

Russia has several beaten generals at
the present time, and the question is

20 | what will eventually become of them,

says a writer in Pearson’s Week]y.
The land of the ‘Great.Bear has sel-
dom pernfitted the leaders of her army
and navy to long survive their down-
fall, notwithstanding statements to the
contrary, and there are several in-
stances of Russians, once shining lights
in barrack rooms and naval dockyards,
who have taken leave of life both ob-
scurely and tragically.

It was not so long ago that a famous
general, at one time honored all over
Russia, died by his own hand at a Ger-
man gambling spa. He had erred dur-
ing the Russo-Turkish war of 1877-'78,
and in consequence the troops under
his command had met with an unex-
pected disaster. 1

After the war the general left St.
Petersburg in disgrace, and, under an
assumed name, took up his residence
in Germany. He dissipated his for-
tune in gambling places, and when he
had come to his last penny he became
a “handy man,” eking out a bare exist-
ence by running errands, doing odd
jebs and distributing bills.

Again, a leader of the Russians dur-
ing the Crimean War died in abject
poverty in an attic in the Latin quar-
ter of Paris. He had lost 15,000 men
at Inkerman, and his commission was
taken from him.

He went to France and led a Bo-
hemian life for many years, making a
good income by composing musical
pieces. ' The money he earned he spent
in riotous living, and one morning he
was found dead in his attic after a
heavy drinking bout.

Japan is harsh on her defeated offi-
cers, both maval and military. During
the recent war in the Far East a naval
lieutenant who failed to carry out a
task set him was politely told by his
chief to cover his disgrace by commit-
ting suicide.

A sheet was strung on the deck of
the lieutenant’s gunboat, and behind
this was placed an armchair and a
On the latter was a sharp knife
wrapped in a piece of cleam paper. The
lieutenant bowed to his comrades, went
behind the sheet, sat in the chair, and
picked up the knife, v

The official reports stated that the
lieutenant had died distinguishing him-
self in action, and the Emperor grant-
ed him a posthumbus medal.

Emperor, a Chinese general, known as.
the chief of the “dragon slayers,” who
allowed his troops to be badly beaten,

He had risen from the ranks, but
misfortune came to him when he start-
ed out to meet the Germans as leader
of half a million men. Accompanying
him to the front were innumerable
valets, grooms and secretaries ,and yet
he came back to Paris, not as a mighty
conqueror, but as a broken, friendless
man. 2 P
- Sevgral of the brilliant generals of
the uthern States of America during
the Civil War, were driven into hums-
ble retirement, when lasting fame was
the incentive ahead. Ome died in a
New York garret some time since, a
broken-down and hopelessly igtemper-
ate old man, while another came to this
country and set up in business as a
barber.

Another general who became a bars
ber was the leader of the Persians,
whom Sir James Outram cryshed. just
before the Indian Mutiny broke out,
The Shah degraded him, and after seve
eral more or less exciting adventures,
he came down to be a barber at Bag-
dad. = .

BICXCLE USED TO SAW WOOD.

Hillyard Man Has Novel Plan t¢
Reduce Labor.
Spokane Spokesman-Review.

The latest product of G. W, Cong=-
don’s inventive genius is the “bicycle
woodsaw,” by which it is claimed a
single operator can cut from 12 to 15
cords of wood daily, or five times the
amount possible by ordinary methods.
The machine is about seven feet long,
four - feet high and can be readily
dismantled, the total weight being 40
pounds. Any sort of crosscut saw may
be attached to the swinging holder.
The muscles of both arms and legs are
brought into play in running the ma-
chine. One great advantage Mr. Cong-
don claims for his invention is that
by an ingenious use of a cross head,
the blade of the saw runs straight in-
stead of rocking.

The “bicycle woodsaw” is the result
of seven years’ spasmodic experiment-
ing on the part of Inventor Congdon,
who lives at Hillyard, Wash. After
the addition of several minor improve-
ments, the machine will be placed upon
the market, probably in a few months’
time.

Slaughter of Young Salmon

C. F. Todd gave evidence at the after-
noon sitting.

He
sald trap fishing did not tend to decrease
the supply of fish. Of course fish caught
in the traps off Vancouver Island .could not
be caunght elsewhere. Muring the early
part of the season this year the fish ran
in deep water, and went past the traps,
which did not intercept any. This was in
July. Few small salmon were taken. Those
that were taken were mmatured, though
small in eize. They were mostly males.

Mr. Babcock--It was stated that thou-
sands of young salmon .were taken in your
traps and shipped to the canneries on the
Fraser river.

Witness—I absolutely «deny that. Bvi-
dence should be taken on oath and such
-statements' would not then be made.

Commissioner Babcock—Bvidence was
glven that not onmnly countless thousands
of small sockeyes were taken, but  also
large quantities of food #sh.

Witness—We eéxpected we would catch
other fish, but the amount taken was as-
tonishingly small, an occasional cod, often
a large amount of dog fish, which seem to
run in schools like the salmon. When
sockeyes are running they seem to: run
alone, other fish wisappearing. <Cohoes
come later than the sockeyes, striking our
nets ‘about August 10. Thelr coming
marks the end of the sockeye run. The
last sockeyes ‘taken by us ‘were caught
about Aungust 16, The claim. the fishing

is not the case. We stopped gshlng, as we
must, on Augpst 25, when the 'clofed period
to September 5 begins.

In
the North ‘Arm fishermen often stretch the
nets as close to the banks as they can go.
Witness Baid it was admittedly a hard-
sip to close fishing at New Westminster,
where a number of settlers had their vest-
ed interests, but it would.be more anvan-
tageous if fishing weré stopped ‘at and
above New Westminster bridge. It might
inconvenience some settlers at New West-
minster, but it is mot taking their calling
away to say they may fish elsewhere.

Accomplished Good Results

Commissioner Sweeney—You think the

Searching in
Northern Wilds

For Indian Murderer by Members
of North West Mounted
Police,

Through an Almost Impassable
Country Practically Unknown
to White People.

The following particulars from the
Winnipeg Free Fress of an incideut
briefly reported in Colonist despatches
at the time will be read with interest:

The return today of Inspector McGin-
nis of the Royal Northwest Mounted
Police from Cat lake marks the comple-
tion of one of those numerouns exploits
which have made the force well known
throughout the empire. The inspector
came in accompanied by two members
of the force from Kenora, where >
lodged in jail an Ojibway Indian named
Tushwegeh, charged with the murder
last April of a member of the same tribe
named Peter Geeshigoose. Cat lake,
the scene of the murder is located in an
almost unexplored wilderness just half
wady between Lake Winnipeg and Hud-
son’s bay. It is in the heart of a coun-
try practically unknown to white peopie
and traversed by none except the Hud-
son’s Bay men on their annual trip south
from the bay.

Early in September last Inspector Mec-
‘Ginnis was informed that a murder had
been committed at 'this point in the pre-
ceding month of April. = The news of
the murder is said to have been brought
in by officials of the company making
the annual trip down to civilization in
the York boat. The directions given to
Inspector McGinnis in September were
to proceed to Dinorwie, a point on the
Canadian Pacific railway half way be-
tween Winnipeg and Port Arthur, to
secure Indian guides and to proceed by
way of the Cat river to Cat lake; to find
and arrest the Indian Tushwegeh, to
bring him to Kenora and deliver him to
the local authorities ‘of theé province of

Ontario, to be held for trial.
River a Chain of Lakes

The country traversed northward from
Dinorwic was foumd to be exceedingly
difficult and almost impassable. Cat
Lake river, which looks simple on the
map, is in reality mot a river, but a
chain of one hundred and fifty lakes, a
labyrinth of water through which o
‘white man could find his way. Under
the guidance of experienced Indian boat-
men the journey was made, the party
sustaining themselves during the long
trip on the game and fish secured from
day to day. The country traversed
consists largely of water, rock and scrub
and was exceedingly forbidding in ap-
pearance. After many days’ travel
Cat lake was reached, and the polic2
came into contact with Indians. There
was something like 100 natives in the
vicinity, including the Cramnes, a little
further morth, and if anything had gone
wrong at the lake no white man would
have known of the catastrophe until t}xe
York boat came down next summer. The
police made careful inquiry and took no
unnecessary chances. The story told
by the Ojibways was to the effect that
the accused Tushwegeh had been living
for some time with an Indian woman, a
sister of the murdered man, Geeshigoose.
Geeshigoose had sought to persuade his
sister to leave the accused, and had final-
ly succeeded in doing so. The accused
had 'then made various threats agaiust
the brother, who was subsequently found
dead in his wigwam. He had previ-
ously been in good health and mo reason
but violence could be assigned for his
death. ‘When found a rope was round
his neck, which was believed to have
been placed theré subsequent to his
death. No one saw the deed committed
and the evidence against the accused is
entirely cirecumstantial.

Evidence Hard to Secure

Evidence in the case was exceedingly
difficult to secure. The Indians in the
north speak more Cree than Ojibway,
and the interpreter had difficulty in mak-
ing himelf undertood. = The reticence
of the natives is also their most markpg
characteristic, and in dealing Wwith
strangers they have still more reluctance
to speak. The Indian placed under ar-
rest refused to speak on the subject in
any way. He denied any, knowledge of
the murder, but beyond this could not be
induced to say anything of any Kind.
The work of unraveling the matter and
bringing the crime home to the guilty
party still rests upon the officials of the
crown. That a cold-blooded murder was
committed there is no doubt. The only
person known to have any interest in the
death of Geeshigoose is the accused. The
case will come up for trial at the next
assize, when such evidence as can be se-
cured will be presented by the crown.

Hon. R. F. Green, chief commissioner
of lands and works, returned to the
capital last night, after a month’s tour
of the southern portion of the prov-
ince. Seen by a Colonist reporter
shortly after the arrival of the boat,
Mr. Green expressed himself as yvery
well satisfied with the.progress, made
in the numerous camps, and feels con-
fident that a steady wave of prosperity
is advancing throughout the entire
community. Speaking generally, Mr.
Green remarked ‘that business as a
whole is apparently becoming more
stable and that the progress which is
now being made is of a more perma-
nent character; and he felt sure that
it was only a’question of a short time
when confidence in the country’s re-
sources, which has been so much
shaken in the past, would be com-
pletely restored, and a generous meas-
ure of

would be experiénced, without the
accompanying element of instability.

Speaking of his own district, the
commissioner was glad to say that
things appeared much brighter in a
mining way than they had for some
Vvears, as considerable prospecting and
development work is going on and

THE BALSAM POPLAR.

Canadian Forestry Journal for October.

The Balsam Poplar (Populus balsam-
ifera, Linm.), is found growing com-
nionly throughout the Northern United
States and Canada, but it reaches its
greatest development in the north,
especially along the Mackenzie river
and its tributaries, where it often
reaches a height of one hundred 'feet

and more, with a diameter of six or

seven feet. Professor Macoun states
that this tree in habit differs very much
from the aspen, but in its range it ex-
tends even farther north, and instead
of being of little value, as the aspen is,
it attains a great size and height as
far north as the Arctic Circle on the
Mackenzie river. West of Manitoba
and northward it is usually found
growing on alluvium in the river val-
leys, and in such situations it is often
nearly 150 feet high and frequently
over seven feet in diameter. On the
Peace river 'and all streams which
unite to form the Mackenzie, it occu-
pies all the islands and low alluvial
banks, During the period of flood
many trees fall into the rivers by the
wearing away of the banks, and a
great number of them in the course of
time reach the Arctic ocean. These are
eventually cast on the islands and
shores. and beécome the chief source
from which is derived the fuel supply
of Arctic travelers. The same may be
said of the Yukon valley, as it is this
tree that occupied the valleys and isl-
ands of that river on all newly formed
lands, but in time_gives place to spruce
as the subsoil becomes cold and moist
from the density of the poplar and
willow growth. The Riviere aux Liards
or Liard river (often erroneously call-
ed Laird river), a tributary of the Mac-
kenzie, is named.from this tree.

The leaves differ from those of the
poplars previously mentioned, by being
narrower in proportion to their length.
They are ovate-lanceolate, acute or ac-
uminate, dark green and lustrous on
the upper surface, pale and often fer-
ruginous on the lower. The usually
broadened base is rounded or cordate.
The color of the bark is cghestnut
brown. The aments or catkins appear
in early spring, before the leaves, and
the sceds are distributed about the end
of May or early June, covering the
ground with their snow-white cottony
envelope. The wood is light, soft and
close-grained, but is not strong. The
heart wood is light brown and the sap-
wood white. Its specific gravity is
0.3635, a. cubic foot weighing 22.65 lbs.
The leaf budé are saturated with a
yellow, balsamic, sticky exudation,
which gives the tree its specific name.

P. balsamifera, variety candicans,
cultivated as a shade tree, differs from
the common form in its more spread-
ing branches, forming a broader and
more open head, in its broader, heart-
shaped leaves, which are more closely
serrate with gland-tipped teeth, more
or less pubescent or hairy when young,
and at maturity paler on the lower sur-
face. It seems to be still uncertain as
to whether this is entirely am intro-
duced variety or is indigenous. The
name Balm of Gilead often applied to
this species is derived from the healing
virtues ascribed to the balsam of its
leaf buds. It was often planted for
this express purpose, and was held in
high esteem by the amateur physicians
of older days. Various preparations of
it were -recommended by the recipe
books, which had such vogue before the
day of the doctor and patent medicines.
One which lies before us at the present
time gives a Balm of Gilead salve pre-
pared with tallow, balm of gilead buds
and other ingredients, which is stated
to have been in use in this country
about forty years with the greatest
success.

Two. other trees which have  also
borne the name P. balsamifera are
western speciés, which are now gener-
ally known as P. angustifolia, James,
the narrow-leaved poplar or black cot-
tonwood, "and P. trichocarpa, Hooker,
also called black cottonwood or-balsam
cottonwood. The former is distingush-
ed by its long narrow leaves, lanceo-
late or ovate-lanceolate and green on
both sides. It is a small tree, not
usually more than fifty or sixty feet in
height, and rarely exceeding eighteen
inches in diameter. The -slender erect
branches form .a narrow and usually
pyramidal head. The bark is light yel-
low green. The wood is light, soft and
weak. Its range is from New Mexico
to Southern Alberta, in which latter it
is found along the Milk and Belly
rivers and their tributaries and also
along the Bow river. .

P. trichocarpa is the most westerly
species, being. found on the Pacific
coast from Alaska to California. In
British Columbia it occurs in the val-
leys of the Columbia and Fraser rivers.
It is stated by Dr. Dawson, that this
tree was used by the Indians of British
Columbia for the manufacture of can-
oes, and the roots were formerly used
by the Indians of Oregon and Northern
California for making hats and baskets.
The leaves are usually broadly ovate,
acuminate, rounded or cordate at the
broad Dase, dark green on the upper
surface, pale, ferrugineous er silvery
on the lower, while the seed pods are
tomentose or woolly: This tree reaches
200 feet in height, with a diameter of
seven or eight feet. The specific grav-
ity of the wood is 0.3814, a cubic foot
weighing 23.77 1bs.

A Letter From the Far North
to the Perth, Ontatio
Jourler.

In a letter vecently published in the
Perth Courier, Sergeant Spalding, of the
Northwest Mounted Police, who is one
of @ party sent out to open up a trail
from Iort St. John’s to Teslaine .Lake,
practically an all<Canadian route to the
Yukon, gives some interesting details
of the work:

“We left . for Saskatchewan,” ' he
writes, “on March 17, .32 men all told,
and G0 head of horses, consisting of 10
four-in-hand teams, 11 saddle horses,
the rest being led. We made splendid
time to Athabasca landing, where we
changed wagons for sleighs and went up
Athabasca river, hoping to be able to get
up Little Slave miver into the lake, but
were disappointed.  In fact, making 70
miles up Athabésca was “touch and go,
a8 in some places ice ‘was very rotten
and would bend under weight of teams
and sleighs. “Dherefore we had to make
& portage of 52 miles across to
Slave Lake, the miver - being open in
many places. This 52 miles of portage
meant hauling our sleighs over the bare
ground, up hill and down, bush all the
way. We had to do considerable cut-
ting, as there was only a poor trail cut
out the spring beforg by a surveyor who
got caught in a similar way by the ice
in Little river 'being gone. However,
we made the lake ail right, and then
two days’ dravel up it (85 miles)
brought us to the police i and. fur
traders’ stores at its hea Here we
rested @ few days and again hit out
with wagons, seven in mumber, for
Peace river crossing, getting there on
April 9, where we had o wait till the
grass was good - emough' to° carry us
through the St. John. We had good
luck with our horses,-and only lost one,
and that was in Peace river. The day
we arrived there we attempted @ cross-
ing on the ice, as we bhad to cross the
river to get the trail to St. John’s
the morth side. Taking the leaders ?)‘A
our four-in-hand we  started to cross,
wihen the finst team and wagon  went
through the ice, and although we got
them out one died. We then camped on
the south side, near where the Hudson’s
Bay Company and Bredin, ‘Cornwall
nnév Robents’ stores are, and the police
department. There has' been a ser-
geant of our forces stationed there for
the last seven years, and he now talks
Cree like a native.

territories, although there phight be too
much scrub to suit some. Still, at least
surpassed for ranching.
The vegetation is &omewhat wonderful.
The grass and trees of all kinds seemed.
to burst themselves.  From Dunvegan
on the St. John’s our tfail was through
scrup and in some places heavy bush,
mostly ‘poﬁi'ar, spruce, and jack pine,
none of which  would be of much com-
mercial value as lumber.

for building purposes. May 30 we
arrived at Pine -Créek, which, at the
point we crossed, is eight miles from St.

It seems that some of the Klondikers
had stolen some of the Indians’ ponies.
To get even the red men came along in
the night ®nd man their carts over the
top of the hill, letting them go as they
pleased to the bottom, with the result
that nearly all of them were smashéd
to pieces, as the hill is about 60Q feet
high and very steep.

“I might add that 18 of our pa.rti
have gone ahead from there on the wor
of cutting out and making a pack trail
to Fort Graham, en route to Teslaine
lake. I am of the opinion that thewe
will be very little difficulty met with by
the party, as already . there is an In-
dian pack trail from here to that place.
Only we, in cutting out the trail, have
to choose a route that would be suit-
able for a wagon trail if necessary to
make it later oh. When Graham is
reached the party are to return here for
the winter, where at present I am get-
ting buildings put up for their use. Sup-
erintendent Constantine is here in com-
mand, and ‘Sergeant Richards is in
charge of the trail gamg. It ds hoped,
if all goes well, to reach Teslaine lake
next autumn, but as for further ar-
rangements I cannot say. However, 1
expect to be up here for a couple of
zdeamhmﬁnmay. I am &tl bor]ry I c;me

t it is going to be lonely up here
during the winter months. Reading mat-
ter is at a premium, and the latest news
is quite old when .it reaches us. There
is a monthly mail to Peace niver cross-
ing, “due there about the 29th of each
month, and, of course, as lJong as the
steamers are running, we will get it
very shortly after. It takes the boat
about five days to make the trip up. In
winter time we may not be so lonely,
butdl,thi'uk some arrangements will be
made.” ’

House of Bishops at a Recent
8esslon at Quebec Issued
an Epistle

To the Clergy and to the Lalty
of The Church of
England,

.

At the meeting of the general Synod
of the Church of England in the Domin-
ion of Ganada, held in Quebec in Se_ptem~
ber, 1905, th Archbishops and Bishops
of the upper house issued the following
pastoral letter and ordered it to be read
by all the clergy to their congregations
from the Atlantic to the Pacific. It was
accordingly read in ‘all the English
churches of Victoria and British Colum-
bia, on Sunday, Nov. 19th:

To the Clergy and Laity of the
Church of England in Canada:

In the name of the Father, the Son,
and the Holy Ghost,

Three years have passed since we last
addressed you, brethren beloved, on the
duties .and responsibilitines of our com-
mon life as servants of the Lord Jesus
Christ, and memories of His Church.
And now once more we, as your Bishops,
conscious of the weight of responsibility
mwhich rests on us, and which time can
mnever lessen, address you after the close
of a most important gathering of the
‘whole Canadian Charch in geueral synod
assembled, composed of all the bishops
and chosen representatives, both cleri-
cal and lay, of the Dominion. Surely
the whole church may pray that the fore-
imost result of such a gathering may be
that bishops, clergy and laity may pass
to the more ordinary work of their com-
mon duties, filled with an earnest desire
to “live the life” which wherever lived
will bring glory to our Lord and Master,
Jesus Christ. And God knows we need
all the divine power, that the  united
faith of bishops, clergy and laity can
bring, through Christ, into the life of
this land. Never was land more blest,
mever had any country more to be grate-
ful for, and yet how terribly thoughtless
it is at times of 'God. We must awake,
awake for our own geogle, awake for
our own loved Church of Emngland, and
not for pride or glory’s sake, or for su-
premacy,-but for Christ's sake, win our
portion in this promised land, and win
it for the I¥rd we serve.

The Need of Godly Example.

i Christian brethren of the laity whom
these words may reach in distant places,
we desire you to realize more fuly than
ever you have done, the individual pow-
er you possess through the example of
your daily life, and to use that power
for the glory of our Saviour. At a time
iwhen that great influence called *‘soci-
oty”’ seems steadily drifting towards
God-forgetfulness and irreligion, when
the solemnity of the Lord’s day is de-
graded through the frivolity of fashion,
when a spiritual, yet bold profession of
religion is often regarded as vulgarity,
when -with many it is fashiomable to
leave God’s house unfrequented and the
ordinances of religion unused, when mo-
ney is poured out layishly on luxury
and soft, emervating lving, and paltry
sums at times given by the rich to the

things of God, at such a time, the voice [ "

of every godly man and weman should
be raised in the interest of all that is
“pure and of good report;” and the
worth of personal ‘example should be
realized as all important in the home,
in the area of childhood, and in the
busy haunts of busy men. Better, far
better,. the sober strictness at which
the fashionable world may mock,
than the offering of hrist‘s will,
and our responsible manhood or woman-
hood, on the altar of a godless, frivolous
and wholly irresponsible, fashionable
world, %
Marriage and Divorce.

And hence is it that we, your fathers
in God, would call upon the christian
force and integrity of the faithful to sup-
port us in the step which the general
synod has taken in %ositively forbidding
any clergyman of the Church of Eng-
land in Canada “to solemnize a marriage
between persons, either of whom shall
have been divorced from one who is liv-
ing at the time.” The synod has been
led to take this momentous step, in the
highest interests of social life, ‘and the
protection of home. It is certainly true
tthat such a canon canmot, at times, be
put into .action without a measure of
suffering on the part of those who have
not sinned, but we would have you to
realize, brethren beloved, that such suf-
fering is not ¢omfined to the question of
the sundering of the marriage tie. Few
who have attained the higher life have
done so apart from almost countless acts
of self-surrender, and willing bearing of
that against which the flesh rebels; the
road of God’s will is often a road of
suffering, those who will wear the daz-
ling robes of victors at the last “wiil
have come out of great tribulation,” ana
the highest type of the consecrated
christian life is that which “beareth all
things, endureth all things.” The synod
has done what in God’s sight it believes
is right, and 'we, your fathers, thank

od that it arrived at a conclusion that

ough it may entail suffering on .the
few, is certainly conceived in the inter-
est of the many.

Observance of the Lord’s Day.

y For the further preservation of the
purity and sweetness of christian life,
we would urge on all who “love the
Tord Jesus” to leave mothing wundome,
by voice, by influence, by example to,

resetve the msacredness of the rd’s
E)a . One dreads to think what the
fashionable mode«f regarding and using
that day may lead to, and we warn the
Christian manhood and womanhood of
the church that where.fashion is allowed
to usurp the throne of Christ, where the
day is used for excited pleasure, and
wholly divorced from worship, the div-
ine object of the day is lost, and Christ
is dishonored where above all He should
be glorified. - And if our united voices
could reach those whose example is so
deleterious to the best interests of the
people, we would ask them to realize
that their responsibility is as real a thing
today as it will be to them amd for us
when we stand at the last in the presetce
of God.

In sonnection with this subject we
would commend to the church the work
of the Lord’s Day Alliance of Canada.
Its object is ldargely identical with ours,
and its field is  the Dominion. We
would welcome and aid any godly effort
of this description and knowing the de-
voted earnestness displayed by the Al-
liance in this respect, we pray God’s
blessing to rest upon its labors,
Candidates for the Sacred Ministry.

Furthermore, brethren, we would
plead with the rising christian manhood
of the church and bring before that all
important body the claims which the

ministry of God’s church has in all

places upon it, but more especially in
this country “where the fields are white
to harvest and the laborers are few.”
We are well aware that we ‘cannot com-
pete with the world, in the inducements
which it holds out to rally the young
life of Canada around its business and
commercial enterprisés—we would not
complete if we could, for we feel as-
sured that no ministry can prove inself
e ‘Winistry of worth” where such sordid

calculations lie at itg base. But our 033-
peal is to the young christian manhood,
or even advancing boyhood of the church
from an earnest desire to bring Christ
and His church befofe them at that mo-
ment when the decision has to be made
as tb their life’s work, and we would
claim for the work of Christ a Joving and
careful consideration. We can assur:
the young, with long years of life behind
many of us, as we give the assurance,
that the call of Christ is above every
call that earth can give, and that the
Master’s. payment to His faithful ser-
vants is beyond all price.

Authorized Rendering of Divine Service

We have observed with concern the
|growing tendency to shorten and set
aside the established order of church ser-
vices on the Lord’s Day without dué
authority:  Also to introduce inte the
service musical selections unauthorized
and unedifyinge sich as the substitution
for the offertOry sentences of anthem
solos; the omission of a sermon after
evensong; and the use in its place of a
cantata or sacred melody; the employ-
ment of elaborate services instead of
plain chants and responses, to the exclu-
clusion of the congregation from their
rightful participation in 4ivine worship,

Special Seasons of Prayer,

Considering the undoubted fact that
untold blessing has arisen in response to
the special prayers, that God’s people
have offered on St. Andrew’s Day, the
special Day of Intercession,. and at
‘other seasons, we would most earnestly
press upon the clergy to take care to
give their people special opportunities of
prayer. and praise each year, and we
would also call upon the faithfdl laity
everywhere to listen to the call of their
clergy and gladly to unite in these spec-
ial devotions.

As bishops of the church we have but
ofie mind as tg the lclle?'dbor ;Jging all tg
support with devoted liberglity our ow
Cal:}lz)::iian Missionary Society.

A Commission
Of Enquiry

Asked For by School Trustees
Into South Park 8chool
Affalrs.

This Action Taken Yesterday in
View of Latest Phase of
Discusslon,

SPECIAL meeting of the board
, of school trustees was iheld in
office of the board Monday aft-
ereoon at five o’clock. The meet-
ing which had been called by the chair-
man for business relative to the South
Park principalship wds a short ome.
There were but two topics suggested ‘for
discussion, the question of & successor
to. Miss Cameron and that of supplying
the public with further information in
regard to the reason for dispensing with
the present principal’s services.

The consideration of an appointment
was postponed for a meeting to be called
at an early date by the chainman. The
latter was disposed of with very little
discussion by the adoption of fol-
lowing resolutions made by president
Jay, seconded by Trustee Mowat.

‘Whereas, the board on the 13th instant
adopted a resolution dispensing with the
services of Miss Cameron, prineipal of the
South Park school, as from the 15th of De-
cember next, assigning as a reason for
such action her neglect to surrender on the
order of the board the puplls’ affidavits
secured by her, and

‘Whereas, this disobedience of the order
of the board did mot constitute the only
offence on the part of Miss Cameron, in
consideration of which the board decided
to dispence 'with her services; though It
was -not considered necessary that such
additional reasons for the board’'s action
should be embodled in the letter of dismis-
sal; and

Whereas, the board is of the opinion that
the public should now be more fully ad-
vised of the facts which were regarded by
the board as furnishing sufficlent ground
for Miss Cameron's dismissal; and further,
that these facts would be accepted by the
public as conclusive, if presented in the
form of a judicial finding based on sworn
testimony; it is therefore

Resolved that pending the decision of
His Honor In regard to such application,
the newspapers of the city be respectfully
requested to republish the report of the
board adopted at the meeting held on the
8th dnstant, as well as Miss Cameron’s
letter to the Colonist newspaper publish-
ed In the issue of the 1ith instant., and
her letter to the board dated 12th instant.

Trustee Jay in introducing his motion
said, it would seem from the newspaper
©0! ondence of the past few days
that x ere was 4 good deal of misunder-
standing @s to the merits of the case, It
was therefore due alike to the public and
to the board itself that a fuller state-
ment of the facts should be made. He
believed that in the manner contemplat-
ed in the resolutions the most satisfac-
tory mesult could be arrived at.

e ee Mowat in seconding the mo-
tion, said that he did so most heartily,
and he was quite ‘prepared as trustee to
stand or fall by the finding of the com-
mission. Mrs. Jenkins and Dr. Hall al-
so cordially endorsed the wmesolution
though "the latter took occasion to say
that though he had been unable to be
present at previous meetings dealing
with the matter, and therefore was mot
cognizant of all the facts, yet with such
light as he had on the question, he
thought the board had acted rather has-
tily in dismissing Miss Cameron.

The resolution was adopted umami-
mously.

No other business offered, the board
adjourned to the will of the chair. The
members present were Trustees Boggs,
Jay, Mowat, Dr. Hall and Mrs. Jen-
kins.

In compliance with the resolution pass-
ed at yesterday’s meeting of the school
board, the following are ‘republished:

South Park Drawing Books

The board as a committee of the whole
begs leave to' report the following facts
and recommendations on thls matter:

1. The action of the education depart-
ment in cancelling the marks for the term
drawing of the South Park entrance class
because of the ruling dome in the free
hand and model exercises was takem on
the mecommendation of the drawing ex-
aminer with the concurrence of the other
examiners,

2. By direction of the minister of educa-
tion, to whom Miss Cameron appealed,, the
books were subsequently examined under
his personal superviSion, with the ‘result
that the original decision in regard to them
was confirmed.

3. Your  committee, consisting of five
members of the board, have personally ex-
amined the books, and are satisfied that
the finding of the examiner in regard to
them was fully justified; a finding which,
moreover, has been emphatically endorsed
by t¢wo professional draughtsmen after a
thorough examination of the books.

4. The action of the department in can-
celling -the marks on these books ‘was in-
tended as a rebuke to the teachers for un-
satisfactory dinstruction, and particularly
for disregarding the direction which had
been repeatedly given them, that no rul-
ing whatever was to be allowed in the
free hand exércises. How inefficlent that
instruction must have been 1s shown by
the fact that, apart entirely from the term
work under consideration; the average of
marks obtained by the pupils of the SBouth
Park school for the free hand drawing
done on examination day was lower than
in any other city school of the province,
gave one. ‘

5. That the department did not intend to

reflect upon the good fafth of the pupils
by the treatment acconded their drawing
books, but to deal with them rather as the
victims of inefficient instruection, is shown
by the fact that not a pupil who had other-
wise earned promotion to the High schoel
was allowed to fail beeause of a low mark
in drawing.
; 8 In view of all the facts, the members
of the committee are fully satisfied with
the manner in which the department has
dealt \with this matter,

7. As children should be permitted or re-
quired to@testify under oath only in cases
of extreme necessity, and then under pro-
per authorization and sanction, the com-
mittee wholly disapproves of Miss Cam-
eron’s actlon in calling upon puplls with:
out such authorization to maké eworn
statements in her behalf simply because
she regented an adverse profesSional criti-
cism from the department; and the com-

informed that all affidavits taken by her
from pupils must be immediately forward-
ed to the secretary of the board.

First Minister \lees.. Interesting
- Account of Trip Through
the_lnterlor. ;

Hearty Welcome Extended to
Visitors by Hospitable *
Inhabitants.

Feeling a little tired and worn out
after three weeks of almost constant
travel, but otherwise in perfect health,
Honorable Richard MeBride returned
home last Monday from his visit to the
southern. intemer of the province, After
reaching Nelson he was joined by Hon.
R, F. Green, the two returned to Van-
couver, where the Chief Commissioner
of Lands and Works was detained last
night to meet the members of the civic
council ‘on imatters conmected with his
department.

Seen at his home Monday night, the
Pn_emder talked entertainingly to a Col-
onist representative about the tour and
tihe donditions existing in the
Kootenays, the boundary, Osoyoos, Sim-
ilkameen and Okamagan districts. His
reception and that of the Commissioner
of Lands and Works was most enthu-
siastic everywhere and in several of the
cities and towns wisited banguets and
other entertainments were provided for
the distinguished guests. = Altogether
their visit to the interior weas replete
with interest.
