Berlin, Dec. 4.—Prince Von Buelow, 
the chancellor, has won in a short 
contest with the wavering National 
Liberals. They and all the parlia­
mentary parties forming the coalition, 
including two Conservative and three 
Radical groups, decided after cau- 
cusses held this afternoon, to support 
the government. The leaders met and 
and arranged a programme for to­
morrow, which will begin with a vote 
of confidence in the chancellor, thus 
concluding a day of much political 
confusion and excitement. The ques­
tion still remains whether the parties 
representing such diverse interests 
can continue to co-operate in sup­
porting the government on1 a variety 
of controversial questions.

Prince Von Buelow solved his im­
mediate embarrassments by using the 
National Liberal criticisms of the 
government’s financial measures as an 
opportunity to have a straight-out 
talk with the coalition leaders 
the continuous doubt as to whether 
the government really was able to 
command a majority. This doubt has 
existed since the election early in 
the year, it being constantly affirmed 
by the government’s opponents tha<t 
the “Bloc" parties could not possibljr 
keep together. •

After an education in the pub­
lic schools he entered the business 
of HAvemeyer and company, and later 
with Havemeyer and Elder. His gen­
ius for organization showed Itself in 
the formation of the American Sugar 
Refining Co., in 1887. His brother, 
Theodore A. Havemeyer, was elected 
president of the company and held 
that office until his death tour years 
ago.

Minister of War Von Einem

The minister of war 
announced further that Count Hohenau 
and Count Lynar had presented them­
selves for trial and that the cases 
would take the usual course. This 
announcement created a great sensa­
tion.

Was Caught Stealing Money 

From Mails

Result of Trial of Goold and 
His Wife, the Monte Carlo 

Murderers

Attorney-General Not Satisfied 
That Restitution Offer is 

Acceptable
Prince Albert, Dec. 4.—Arthur 

Nelld, railway mail clerk on the Prince 
Albert line, was sentenced by Mr. 
Justice Pendergast to five years In 
the penitentiary for opening and 
stealing contents from letters.

Nelld was arrested last summer, 
and has been In Jail ever since. His 
method was to slip a pencil under 

gum-slip on the envelope, and 
In this way to open the letter and ex­
tract the money. Most of the money 
was taken, from letters addressed to 
Catholic Fathers here and It was 
chiefly contributions to the church 
and the Indian schools in the district. 
The sums were usually small and not 
registered, and after sealing the en­
velopes again Nelld would send them 
on to their destination. This was kept 
up for a considerable length of time 
before he was detected. Finally, how­
ever, marked letters were mailed from 
different points, and detectives of the 
postofflee department were convinced 
that he was guilty. At the conclusion 
of one trip into Prince Albert from’ 
Regina, the Inspector was at the sta­
tion, and asked Neild and his partner 
to step over to the office. They did 
so, and Neild was there place under 
arrest. Hs asked to see the official 
privately and immediately pleaded 
guilty to the charge of robbing the 
mail. He was confined in Prince Al­
bert, and has remained here ever 
since. A week ago he was brought 
before the Judge and admitted his 
guilt.

H. O. Havemeyer succeeded his 
brother in the presidency in 1897. He 
attracted wide attention by refusing 
to answer certain questions put to 
him by the V. S. Senate committee 
which was making an investigation of 
the sugar industry. Mr. Havemeyer 
was indicted and tried for contempt. 
After a long fight he was freed. He 
engaged in a hard fought campaign 
with the Arbuckles for the control 
of the sugar business, and when the 
fight was over the position of the 
system was strengthened. He made 
many millions of dollars, and he was 
considered one ot the wealthiest men 
In New York. Mr. Havemeyer, in 
1883 married Miss E. W. Elder, who 
was the daughter at hlv partner in the 
sugar business. His wife and four 
children survive him.

Monte Carlo, Dec. 4.—After a speedy 
triai before the superior court of 
Monaco,-Vere Bt. Leger Goold and his 
wife, Marie, were convicted today for 
the murder of Emma Levin here last 
summer. The court found that Mrs. 
Goold was the chief instigator of the 
crime, and sentenced her to death by 
the guillotine, and that Goold was less 
responsible by reason of his being 
der the influence of liquor at the time 
the murder was committed, and sén- 
tenced him to life Imprisonment.

The great crowds that had been ga­
thered within and without the building 
received the announcement of the con­
viction with great excitement and ap­
plause.

The trial of the Goolds consumed 
less than three days. It attracted at­
tention from all over the world be­
cause of the enormity of the crime, 
the manner in which the murder was 
committed and the dramatic arrest ot 
the principles, who were taken by the 
police while seeking to escape with a 
trunk containing portions of the body 
in their possession.

Goold and his wife left Monte Carlo 
early last August, going to Marseilles. 
A hotel porter in that city noticed 
blood oozing from a trunk which the 
two had brought with them, and when 
they drove off with the trunk, the 
porter notified the police and the arrest 
followed. Statements made as to the 
facts in the case were at great vari­
ance, Goold himself confessing that 
he had committed the murder and 
that his wife had nothing to do with 
it. The police did not put much faith 
in his story and as the caae was pre­
sented to the court, his wife was shown 
to be the real Instigator.

New York, Dec. 4.—Attorney-Gen­
eral Jackson announced- today his de­
termination not to discontinue his 
suits against J. H. Hyde and let the 
Equitable Life Assurance Society ac­
cept the restitution offer. Mr. Jack- 
son said: “If the directors can satisfy 
me that Mr. Hyde’s offer is worth from 
$6,000,000 to $10,000,090 to the Equit­
able I will give it thé most serious 
consideration.

“There is no guarantee that Mr. 
Hyde will use his best endeavors to 
have the improvident leases cancelled. 
Even If Mr. Hyde In good faith did 
everything he could to have the leases 
cancelled, some individual stockhold­
ers in one of the sate deposit compan­
ies might object, and his objection 
might be sustained In court. As the 
matter now stands, I deem it my 
duty to continue, the suit."

Raleigh, N. C., Dec. 4.—The state 
Supreme court in a decision today re­
verses the judgment of Judge Long 
as to the $30,000 fine of the Southern 
railway for violation of the two and a 
quarter cent rate law.

DISPLAY OF FRUIT
Many Specimens at Exhibition Con­

nected With Fruit Grower»* 
Convention

:
Vancouver, Dec. 4.—hundreds of 

boxes of the finest apples, pears and 
other fruit ever grown met the eye of 
the visitor to the City Hall this morn­
ing, . where the fifteenth annual con­
vention and fruit display of the North­
west Fruitgrowers* association has 
opened for a three-day session.

Not in the history of British Colum­
bia has so large a variety of apples nor 
so good a display of that luscious fruit 
ever bèen given.

There are apples from ail parts of 
the province, apples from Lie famous 
districts of Oregon and apples from 
Washington. Some come from Van­
couver island; some from Salt Spring 
island and even the Dominion govern­
mental farm at Agassiz has a splendid 
display which also includes a large 
variety of nuts, just to show to the 
visitors that the Northland can grow 
those toothsome eatables.

When the convention was called to 
order this morning by President E. Is. 
Smith of Hood River, Oregon, there 
were about fifty entries for prizes in 
the various classes, which are as fol­
lows:

Class 1—For the best five boxes of 
apples, five varieties: firet prize, gold 
medal, value $100; second prize, gold 
and silver medal, value $50; third 
prize, the “Birks” silver medal, value 
$25.

When Princess Marie Bonaparte be- 
comes Princess George of Greece, she 
Will find herself in the midst of am ex* 
tensive family circle, thé Grecian 
Hoyal family being one of the fargest 
m Europe. Moreover, the King’s aons 
are .all married:—the Crown Prince to 
Princess Sophie of Germany, » third 
daughter of the late Emperor Fred­
erick; and his brothers, Prince Nicho­
las and Prince Andrew, the former to 
the Grand Duchess Helen, only daugh­
ter of the Grand Duke Vladimir-— 
commonly accounted in Russia ‘‘as 
the power behind the throne"—and 
the latter to Princess Alice, eldest 
daughter of Prince Louis of Batteiv- 
berg. The Royal marriage at Wood 
Norton cannot fail (says the West/ 
minster Gazette) to recall some curi­
ous parallels bewteen the present house 
Of Orleans and that of Great Britain. 
King Louis Philippe and Queen ViCr 
toria both had large families. Each 
had a sailor son. Each was closely 
allied with the Grand Ducal House of 
Saxe-Coburg; King Louis Philippe’s 
tie was threefold, for both his daugh­
ters married princes of that house, and 
his son, the Duke of Nemours, to «L 
princess, Queen Victoria's namesake.

The Portuguese relationship, so 
much cherished by the Queen and 
Prince Consort, has also been closely 
renewed in the house of Orleans by 
the marriage of King Charles to the 
Duke of Orleans’s sister. Moreover, 
the Royal family of Denmark has 
given us our Queen, and received 
among the Queen’s sisters-in-law a 
daughter of the Duke de Chartres. The 
Spanish marriage of the late Duke de 
Montpensier, so troublous at the time, 
has its auspicious counterpart in the 
marriage of that Duke’s grand-nephew 
to Queen Victoria’s granddaughter. 
Lastly, the Princess Marguerite, 
daughter of the Duke de Chartres, 
married the Duke of Magenta, an al­
liance not dissimilar to that of 
Princess Royal to the Duke of Fife or 
of her aunt, the Princess Louise, to 
the Duke of Argyll.

Lord Chesham, whose tragic death 
has caused such, universal sorrow, 
was, although the third holder of a 
barony created as comparatively re­
cently as 1858, also a cadet of the 
great ducal house of Devonshire, his 
grandfather, the first Lord Chesham, 
having been the fourth son of the 
first Earl of Burlington and uncle of 
the sixth Duke of Devonshire.

In August last when the Dundonald 
failed to arrive at-Falmouth her own­

The disaster to the Dundonald and 
the privations endured by the surviv­
ors recalls the great disaster which 
befel the British ship Slleve More in 
1875, when it was the practise of sail­
ing vessels to carry passengers to 
Australia. The .Slleve More ran onto 
the Crozets In the far southern Pacific, 
and several hundred survivors of her 
throng of passengers existed 
hardship for six months and 22 days, 
living on penguins, albatross and what 
other food they could catch by land 
or sea. The same islands, lying on 
the verge of the Antarctic, have been 
the scene of many other disasters, thé 
most recent being that of the Nor­
wegian bark Catherine, whose surviv­
ors lived there in distress for many 
months before a relief ship eventually 
came in answer to a message for as­
sistance carried over 1,000 miles of 
open sea by a heroic boat’s crew. The 
survivors of the Slleve More were res­
cued finally by a New Bedford whaler, 
the ship Young Phoenix.

75ctieCanada (London)—Many Liberals 
have expressed approval of various 
proposals to strengthen the Empire by 
the Improvement of all-British trade 
routes, even if subsidies are necessary 
at the outset. Thus, in "Canada and 
the Empire," written by E. S. Montague 
and Bron Herbert (the former is now 
Liberal member for a Cambridgeshire 
constituency), and published three 
three years ago, we find the following 
passage: “The Transatlantic passenger 
traffic is to a very large extent in the 
hands of the lines sailing to United 
States ports, although the sea journey 
from Halifax or St. John to British 
ports is far the shorter. There can be 
littfe doubt that fast steamers plying 
from one of these Canadian ports 
would attract a large number of pas­
sengers to whom either time or a short 
sea journey is of importance, though 
no private company has yet seen its 
way to starting such a, service. The 
stimulus that such lineé of steamers 
give to trade is, of course, well known, 
and is an extra inducement towards 
any such project. There is a strong 
desire in Canada for good lines of 
steamers running to Canadian ports 
capable of competing with the lines 
that now run to United States ports; 
it is felt that sufficient use is not be­
ing made of Canada’s geographical 
advantages. It is not surprising, 
therefore, that Canadians view ad­
versely the heavy subsidies given by 
Great Britain to ships plying to New 
York, when half that subsidy, in con­
junction with what Canada could offer, 
would probably have been sufficient to 
start a fast Canadian line. We do not 
suggest that Britain should withhold 
her support from the companies she 
now subsidises; but, committed as she 
is to the practice Of giving, ocean sub­
sidies, it would undoubtedly foster 
Imperial trade and strengthen the Im­
perial connection if, wheKver it is 
practicable, she were to devdte money 
to improving those lines which ply be­
tween Britain and colonial ports.” This 
anticipates one of Sir Wilfrid’s most 
telling arguments. The book from 
which the passage is taken strongly 
attacks the advocates of Imperial Pre­
ference, and was much used by Free 
Trade candidates as an arsenal of 
arguments at the last general election.

Strikes and lockouts, with their at­
tendant loss and suffering, continue to 
increase. For the five years ending 
December 31st, 1905, the number of 
strikes was greater than those in arty 
previous ten years, and was double the 
number in the preceding five years. 
These figures indicate the increasing 
need of providing some machinery to 
deal with this class of disturbances, 
in the interest alike of the ertiployer, 
the employee and the general public. 
I renew my previous recommendation

Postal Affairs.
Referring to the Panama canal, the 

president gives some figures showing 
the progress of the work, and says the 
work on the canal is proceeding in a 
highly satisfactory manner. He con­
tinues:

“I recommend to the favorable con­
sideration of the Congress a postal 
savings bank system, as recommended 
by the Postmaster General. The prim­
ary object is to encourage among our 
people economy and thrift, and by the 
use of postal savings banks to give 
them an opportunity to husband their 
resources, particularly those who have 
not the* facilities at hand for deposit­
ing their money in savings banks. 
Viewed, however, from the experience 
of the padt few weeks, it is evident 
that the advantages of such an in­
stitution are still far more reaching. 
The depositors have withdrawn their 
savings for the time being from na­
tional banks, trust companies, and 
savings banks, individuals have hoard­
ed their cash and the workingmen their 
earhings; all of which money has been 
withheld and kept in hiding or in the 
safe deposit box, to the detriment of 
prosperity. Through the agency of 
the postal savings banks such money 
would be restored to trie thgmneLs of 
trade, to the mutual berteftt 4>f capital 
and labor.

“I further commend to the Congress 
the consideration of the Postmaster- 
General’s recommendation for an ex­
tension of the parcel post, especially 
on the rural, routes.

The most positive statement is 
made at the Japanese embassy that 
Count Aoki’s recall is not the result of 
any dissatisfaction with his course on 
the part of his government, or that in 
his recall his government in any way 
disapproves his actions while here.

The ambassador expects to leave 
Washington on his homeward trip be­
fore Christmas, and during his absence 
Mr. Miyaoka, the counsellor of the em­
bassy, will act as charge d’affaires.

But in a country of such 
phenomenal growth as ours, it is 
probably well that .every dozen years 
or So the tariff laws should be care­
fully scrutinized, so as to see that no 
excessive or improper 
conferred thereby, that proper 
nue is provided, and that our foreign 
trade is encouraged.

Injunctions.
“Instances of abuse in the granting 

of injunctions in labor disputes con­
tinue to occur, and the resentment in 
the minds of those who feel that their 
rights are being invaded and their lib­
erty of action and of speech unwar­
rantably restrained, continues like­
wise to grow. Much of the attack on 
the Use of the process of injunction is 
wholly without warrant, but I am 
constrained to express the belief that 
for some of it there is warrant I 
earnestly commend to the attention 
of the Congress this matter, so that 
some way may be devised which will 
limit the abuse of injunctions and 
protect those rights which from time 
to timë“4t unwarrantably invades.

Railroad Accidents.
“The loss of life and limb from rail­

road accidents in this country has be­
come appalling. It is a subject of 
which the national government should 
take supervision. It might be well 
to begin by providing for a federal in­
spection of interstate railroads, 
what along the lines of federal inspec­
tion of steamboats, although not going 
so far. Perhaps at first all that would 
be necessary to have would be some of­
ficer whose duty would be to investi­
gate all accidents on interstate rail­
roads and report in detail the causes 
thereof.

When they arrived 
at the spot they discovered Mr. Knapp 
weltering in his blood, a bullet from a 
revolver having penetrated the right 
leg below the knee. Dr. Robertson 
was summoned, and after attending to 
Mr. Knapp as best he could be had 
the Injured man taken to the hospital 
in the police patrol.

When found Mr. Krtapp stated first 
that the revolver had discharged by 
accident inflicting the wound, but later 
he said that a German who had been 
with him would tell all about it. Be­
yond these two statements he made no 
further explanation regarding the 
affair.

Since that night he had been con­
fined to the hospital and was appar­
ently progressing favorably, but on 
Monday complications set In and yes­
terday he rapidly sank, passing away 
shortly after 6 o’clock.

An inquest will be held today. Dr. 
Hart, the coroner, having decided that 
such a step was necessary.

The late Mr. Knapp resided In Dul­
uth and was interested, along with 
other Duluth capitalists, in the lumber 
business In this province. He leaves 
surviving him a wife and two children, 
resident in Duluth. The funeral ar­
rangements have not, as yet, been 
made. .

The Japanese sealers were 
not considered when the arrangement 
was made and with them in operation 
the situation has assumed an entirely 
different phase, placing both- the Brit­
ish and United States governments in 
a humiliating and ridiculius position. 
The United States government, which 
gives A lease of the seal rookeries to 
the Alaska Commercial company which 
is entitled to kill a large number of 
seals each year, refuses to allow its 
nationals to engage in sealing at sea. 
The British government by convention 
with the United States government as­
sists In the malntainence of a patrol 
to enforce restrictions upon sealers, 
who are not permitted to hunt seals In 
Béring sea until August commences, 
and then only* with spears outside a 
radius of sixty miles drawn about the 
Pribyloff Islands. The Japanese sealers 
on the other hand not being bound 
by any other regulations than those of 
international law hunt seals when and 
how they please, the only regulation 
being that they are obliged to remain 
more than three miles from shore.

Ottawa, Dec. 2.—The sensational 
arrest of John R. Labatt, Ottawa, 
manager for the Labatt Brewing Co., 
of London, Ont., Is evidently the be­
ginning of a serious charge of black­
mail against hitherto respectable 
business man. Little will develop un­
til he appears at Saturday’s police 
court, but It is alleged that his 
schemes were cleverly concoted and 
carefully worked out, except In the 
case of Hon. H. R. Emmerson, where 
he used the mails direct. The arrest 
was affected through the combined 
efforts of the Dominion secret service 
and the Thiel agency, the superinten­
dent of the latter system T. R. Car­
rington, coming to Ottawa in connec­
tion with the affair.

On July 18, 1907, Hon, Mr. Emmer­
son received a letter, written. It is 
charged, by Labatt under an assumed 
name, demanding the sum of 81,500 
upon pain of exposure of certain al­
leged facts. The letter was put into 
the hands of detectives, and for 
months the work has been quietly 
prosecuted.

One scheme employed by Labatt was 
finally responsible for his detention. 
Labatt was In the habit of requesting 
his victims, to deposit the money to 
his credit at some outside bank, giv­
ing, of course, an assumed name. He 
then would write the bank in question 
asking the manager to forward him 
the deposit book, at the same time 
sending the bank copies of his signa­
ture.

Recently, it Is alleged, he followed 
the usual method in regard to a To­
ronto bank. The letter asking the 
bank to forward the book was posted 
in Aylmer, Que., and the book was to 
be sent to a box at the Hull postoffice.
The victim “tipped off” the detectives, 
and a watch was kept on the Hull of­
fice. Several times a boy called, but 
as there were no letters he went away. 
Finally a little package was placed in 
the box, and when the youth called 
and took It out, he was followed. La­
batt was arrested as the boy handed 
him the package. It is said, however, 
that he successfully worked other 
cases more cleverly. He wrote letters 
requesting sums of money to be placed 
In Ottawa banks to the credit of as­
sumed names, and asking that a per­
sonal advertisement be put in the 
local papers stating where it was. He 
cent to a Toronto hotel a wire, with 
cash for its despatch to the bank men­
tioned, asking if they had received 
the deposit. He then wired the Toronto 
hotel to re-wire the answer to an Ot­
tawa hotel.

Labatt then called the Ottawa hotel 
up on some phone, asking If a mes­
sage had been received by wire for 
the name he had taken. If it h,d been 
he asked that it be opened and read 
to him. Having learned the contents 
of the message, he vanished without 
having appeared personally In the 
transaction, as It was unsafe, 
scheme had worked well, 
that the way was clear to obtain the 
deposit through the mails by a means 
of transfer to an outside bank.

The whole story, when told, will 
reflect credit on the work of the Do- .

Vancouver, Dec. 3.—By May of next 
year construction of the Çowe Sounds 
Pemberton & Northern railway will 
have been commenced from Squamish, 
at the head of Howe Sound. This an­
nouncement was made todaj\ coupled 
with the Information that financial ar­
rangements have been so far ad­
vanced as to ensure the building of 
the line. The charter was secured 
from the province last April, and the 
promoters of the company have lost 
no time in pushing forward the pre­
liminary work.

While the railway will ultimately 
be operated by electricity throughout 
Its length, because of the heavy 
gradients some distance back of the 
head of Howe Sound, which would 
render steam expensive, it is the in­
tention to utilize steam toco natives 
at the outset. In time power works 
will be established at some of the 
various large water powers on the 
Squamish, and the electricity gener­
ated will be utilized for the operation 
of the entire road.

All reconnaissance Surveys from 
Squamish to Anderson Lake, a dis­
tance of 92 miles, have been com­
pleted, and In the course of two or 
three weeks surveys for the actual lo­
cation of the right of way from Squa­
mish will be started.

Bonds have been deposited with the 
provincial government pledging the 
company to begin active work during 
the coming year, and the company, it 
is understood, has acquired a*consid- 
erable amount of property, including 
terminal facilities and tide flats, at 
Squamish. Before spring work on the 
erection of wharves and warehouses 
for use during construction will have 
been commenced.

It is known that within a very few 
miles of the head of Howe Sound, in 
the Squamish Valley, there are two 
billion 
timber
today. This timber has never been 
cut, for the simple reason that It 
could not be taken out by water, ow­
ing to the difficulties of driving It 
down the river. This timber will un­
doubtedly find an outlet over the new 
railway, and it would seem that the 
operation of the road to its full capac­
ity from the start is assured.

The road will also tap immense 
areas of rich agricultural land, 
throwing Its products open to the 
coast and interior markets. At vari­
ous points along the length of the line 
are important mineral belts, on which 
sufficient development work has al­
ready been tone to make it certain 
that the present prospects will be 
shipping mines when transportation 
facilities are ihtroduced.

Under a Dominion charter, the W 
W. & Y. railway has for years been 
talking of building a line up the Squa­
mish, but so far nothing has been 
done towards getting down to actual 
construction.

Lisbon, Dec. 3.—Bernardino. Mach­
ado, who is regarded as the inevitable 
choice of the Republicans in the event 
of a change of regime in Portugal, de­
clared today that the tranquility of 
the country was superficial rather than 
real, and that Instead of being Indif­
ferent to the political struggle now in 
progress, the masses are profoundly 
moved by what is happening.

“The establishment of a dictator­
ship,” he said, “tHys aroused the deep­
est resentment everywhere, and the 
people, who are accustomed to a lib­
eral "monarchy, are indignant at what 
they consider to be a restoration of 
absolutism. As King Charles openly 
supports Premier Franco, the royal 
prerogative has suffered correspond­
ingly. The present strain cannot long 
be maintained. Any violent incident, 
with its necessary repression, might 
precipitate the gravest events.”

Senor Machado considers the force 
at the disposal of the government, 
consisting of an army of 12,009 men 
and a municipal guard of 1,800, to be 
utterly inadequate to cope with any 
real popular movement, even if the 
soldiery was disposed to coerce the 
people. This Senior Machado regards 
as more than doubtful. He declared 
further that many of the Republicans 
were favorable to meeting force with 
force. They possessed not only arms, 
but bombs. This was evidenced, he 
said, by the recent disasters. Senor 
Machado said also that it was a mis­
take to imagine that the Republicans 
of Portugal and Spain were acting to­
gether.

The Nippon Ytiserr Kaisha’s agèntà 

protest against the new immigration 
ruling by the United States officials 
whereby Japanese booked to Victoria, 
but holding passports, to the United 
States are not permitted to land here, 
has failed. The Post-Intelligencer of 
yesterday says; “After a controversy 
which lasted six days, the officials of 
the Nippon Yueen Kaisha yesterday 
requested that 117 Japanese on the 
Tosa Maru be examined for entry into 
the United States. The Japanese were 
those on ihe Tosa’s list who embarked 
for Victoria but who had passports to 
admit them into this country. Accord­
ing to a new, immigration ruling, these 
passenger^ must be landed only in the 
United States.

“When the Tosa Maru reached Vic­
toria Tuesday these Japanese were 
prepared to land. Officials of the 
steamship company were Informed by 
the United States, immigration authori­
ties that all passengers who held pass­
ports to the United States would have 
to be landed at Seattle. There was In­
stant objection to this rule, and the 
wires were kept busy between Vic­
toria, Ottawa and Washington.

* “AJter a day’s delay the Tosa Maru 
was ordered on to Seattle, for to de­
tain the ship Is ah expensive under­
taking. At Seattle. the local immi­
gration authorities were asked to re­
frain from examining the Japanese 
until the company received advices 
from Washington. The advices receiv­
ed Were apparently to the effect that 
the new Immigration rule was approv­
ed and would be a fixture. Yesterday 
morning immigration inspector in 
charge1, John H. Sargent, was asked to 
order the examination of the Japanese 
at once and work began yesterday af­
ternoon."

Erection of NEW COAL MINE
INQUIRIES ABOUT SITE 

FOR TIN PLATE WORKS
Galbraith Coal Company Commencée 

Operation of Its Plant at Lund- 
bre-.k, Alberta

Vancouver, Dec. 3.—A. T. Frampton, 
of Victoria, Is here en route to the 
Queen Charlotte islands, where he 
owns extensive mining interests. He 
states that great mining development 
is now in progress at various points 
on' Graham and Moresby islands., Mr. 
Frampton is now engaged In erecting 
a sawmill about thirty miles from 
Jedway. The plant will have an in­
itial capacity of forty thousand feet 
dally, and will be enlarged according 
to requirements. It will be run by 
waterpower.

Before * leaving home Mr. Frampton 
was informed that a Victoria firm of 
solicitors had been commissioned and 
had already executed large orders to 
buy Victoria and Vancouver real es­
tate on behalf of a large Chicago in­
vestment corporation, which consider­
ed Cana a better place of investment 
for its surplus funds than now exists 
in the United States owing to the un­
settled financial conditions across the 
border.

North Vancouver Ferry
• Vancouver, Dec. 3.—A fine, fast and 

efficient ferry service across the Inlet 
will undoubtedly be inaugurated With 
the beginning of the new year. Nego­
tiations to this desirable end have 
been going tin for several weeks be­
tween representatives of the city of 
North Vancouver and directors of the 
Ferry company, and the result of 
many friendly conferences will be. an­
nounced in a few days.

Spokane, Dec. 3.—"Coal was hoisted 
for the first time over the new plant, 
last week, by the Galbraith Coal Com­
pany, at Lundbreck, Alberta,” said 
Andrew Laidlaw, president of the 
company. “The equipment has been 
cniopleted at a cost of about 325,000, 
and works satisfactorily. On the 
start 100 tons of coal will be hoisted 
daily. The tonnage will be Increased 
rapidly until the capacity of the plant 
is reached, about 450 tons being the 
daily maximum., The mine is develop­
ed to produce this tonnage, 
economically, but 
hope to secure sufficient cars to main­
tain such a production continuously, 
and, in fact, have based all our esti­
mates on a daily output of 200 (ons 
only.

The plant embraces a comprehen­
sive terminal track arrangement lead­
ing from the three mine portals to the 
foot of a tramway 1,750 feet in length, 
solidly constructed, protested with 
snowsheds wherever necessary, and , 
equipped with 25-pound steel rails. At 
the head of the tramway is the h list­
ing plant' with tipple and bunkers ad­
joining. The bunkers have a capacity 
of 400 tons, and are fitted with screen­
ing apparatus to screen the lump and 
nut coals to which the mine will con­
fine its output. The structure Is 38 
feet from the main tine of the Cnw’j 
Nest railroad and is served by a four- 
track ’layout,’ the main sidetrack be­
ing 1,500 feet long and affording ample 
car storage room.”

Thomas Tugwell, who camé here 

first in the early 60’e, died last evening 
after an lllneqs extending over nearly 
two years.

The late Mr. Tugwell came here first 
as the steward on a man-of-war and 
on receiving his discharge settled at 
Esquimau where he traded with the 
crews of the warships and carried on 
a fish curing business Later he farm­
ed near Otter Point and ran the stage 
between there and this city and also 
conducted the post office. Selling his 
farm he came to this city, and pur­
chased the Colonial - Métropole hotel on 
Johnson street below Government 
which he ran for a' number of years, 
selling out later to erect and conduct 
the Princess of Wales hotel at the 
corner of Cormorant and Government 
streets.

In 1894 he sold out this location and 
proceeded to the Klondike and later lo­
cated at Logcabln between Skagway 
and Atlln, running a hotel. He re­
mained in the north until about two 
years ago when he came south suffer­
ing from lung troubft.

He was a native of Brighton, Sus­
sex, England, and was 67' years of age. 
His death occurred at nts residence, 
Gladstone: avenue. The body, was re­
moved to Hanna's undertaking rooms 
and the funeral announcements will 
be received later. One of his sons is 
engaged in the Dawson mail service.

Vancouver, Dec. 3.—Rev. P. H. Mc- 
Ewen returned last week from Cql- 
gary, where he attended the first 
Baptist convention for western Can­
ada. This convention marked the 
formal organization of the new body 
which is formed by the union of the 
general boards of Manitoba, the Narth- 
west, and British Columbia.

Rev. W. T. Stackhouse will retain 
the position of superintendent of the 
work throughout the entire district, 
whilq four general missionaries were 
appointed to oversee the work in each 
province. Rev. D. E. Hatt, of Van­
couver, will have charge of the work 
in British Columbia. H. E. Sharp was 
elected president of the organization; 
Premier Rutherford, of Strathcona, 
Alta., first vice-president, and A. Hug- 
gett, of Vancouver, second vice-presi­
dent. Rev. P. H. McEwen, as chair­
man of the joint committee for the 
arrangements, occupied the chair dur­
ing all the sessions.

One important feature of the con­
vention was the presentation of the 
first report on what is called the Big- 
Four movement, which is a special 
effort to extend over a period of three 
years, toward an extension of work in 
missions and education throughout the 
four provinces of Manitoba, Saskatche­
wan, Alberta and British Columbia, for 
which an attempt is being made to 
raise 250,000 per year for the three 
years. Superintendent Stackhouse re­
ported that pledges had already been 
given for $35,000 per year, and the 
outlook was bright for securing the" 
balance.

This money is to be raised over and 
above’ the ordinary income for home 
mission work of the church in these 
provinces.

A report was also made on the pro­
gress of the Okanagan Baptist College 
at Summerland, which showed an ex­
cellent beginning more than fifty stu­
dents being enrolled. The college is 
now occupying its new buildings and 
lands, which arfe the gifts of Okanagan 
people, the most ntable of w^ich was 
a donation of forty acres of land from 
the Ritchie Brothers of Summerland.

During the month : of November 
1,332 timber licenses were issued. Of 
these 665 were for timber claims east 
of the Cascades and 667 for claims 
west of the Cascades. In all the 
license fees amounted to $167,554.66. 
This is a material increase over the 
revenue from the same source for the 
month of October, which was the 
highest of any month In the present 
fiscal year. That month the license 
fees amounted to $143,277.40.

The increase has been continuous 
since the beginning to the year. July, 
the first month, the fees amounted to 
$46,790.15. In August the revenue was 
doubled, amounting to $106,896, Sep­
tember showed a total of $139,715.40.

Pittsburg, Pa., Dec. 2.—The fate of 
five Americans qnd forty-two foreign 
miners, while not definitely known, 
was pretty well established late to- 

. day by the finding of the body of a 
mine pumper near the twenty-second 
entry of the Naomi mine of -the 
United Coal company, at Fayette City,
35 miles from this city. The man had 
died from suffocation. Judging from 
the two fatalities thus .far known, 
both having been caused by poisonous" 
gas, it is almost certain . that the 
forty-seven miners still entombed in 
the mine have succumbed to the 
deadly damp.

There is also a possibility that the 
explosion of last night occurred so 
close to the men that they were killed 
by its force or the resultant fall of 
tons of rock and earth.

Since shortly after" eight o’clock 
last night a force of rescuers have 
labored constantly in an effort to 
reach the imprisoned men. The work cars, 
has been necessarily slow on account 
of wreckage and afterdamp. Notwith­
standing the fact that the rescue 
party have worked in one-minute 
reliefs, a score or more of their mem­
bers have been compelled to go to 
their homes suffering from the pois­
onous gas. Two of the rescuers are 
in a critical condition.

All day long a crowd of two thou­
sand people have stood about the 
mouth of the ill-fated mine aivaiting 
some news from the entombed "
Hundreds of these persons are .rela­
tives or friends of the unfortunate 
miners, and their grief is pitiable.. The 
rescuers are divided in opinion as to 
when they will reach the imprisoned 
men. Some believe the end of their 
search will come late tonight, while 
others do not look for this until to­
morrow evening. In. the meantime it 
is the opinion of all that the 
dead.

Up to midnight thirteen bodies had 
been recovered frem the Naomi mine 
of the .United . Coal Company,..
Fayette City. At the ■ surface _ 
frantic women and -children awaiting 
news of the fate -of loved ones.

Halifax, Dec. 2.—Chinamen can en­
ter Canada without paying the *500 
head tax and not be liable to arrest, 
according to the decision delivered on 
Saturday by the full bench of the Su­
preme court of Nova Scotia.

Vancouver, Dec. 2.—In dealing with 
some of the features brought out by 
the evidence at the Oriental immigra­
tion inquiry, Charte# Wilson, K.: C., 
representing the provincial govern­
ment, said in part: “i"think it is plain 
that—the head tax is an insufficient 
restriction upon the Chinese, for by 
the increased wages obtainable in 
British Columbia they 
earn that tax in two years and in 
many cases in a little more than a 
year. But there does1 not appear any 
organized effort to bring • them here 
any more thq,n in the case of the 
Hindus.”

Regarding the Japanese, Mr. Wilson 
paid a compliment toN Mr. Gotoh who, 
upon his admission, was largely re­
sponsible for the influx direct from 
Japan. His skill in bringing influences 
to bear upon the authorities there 
which enabled him to bring over one 
thousand Japanese to this country not­
withstanding the restrictions then upon 
them, was little short of marvellous.

“The most remarkable contract,” 
said Mr. Wilson, “is that which he was 
able to make with the Wellington Col­
liery.

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That the Island is rich in precious 

minerals is the firm opinion of all com­
petent observers; but, as yet, we know 
practically nothing about these 
sources, beyond the fact that wherever 
the prospector has gone with his pick 
and magnifying glass he has brought 
back ample evidence of the existence of 
valuable mineral deposits. It is true 
that several mines are being success­
fully operated at one or more points 
easily accessible; but, when the area of 
the Island is taken into consideration, 
it is indisputable that we are really in 
almost as great ignorance of its min­
eral bearing possibilities as we are pf 
the resources of Tibet.

It is probably correct to say that 
there are few countries in the world 
which place so many barriers against 
man’s efforts to “get at the facts” as 
Vancouver Island. A land unique in its 
rough and broken topography, it adds 
to the disabilities which this feature 
implies a density of forest growth un­
paralleled in America.

That we have an immense quantity 
of all the raw material necessary for 
the successful operation on these shores 
of great iron and steel works, is well 
known; and it may be mentioned just 
here that only the other day the en­
gineering correspondent of the London 
Times made the prediction that the 
scene of the next great activity in the 
iron and steel industry on the continent 
of America would be on Vancouver 
Island.

Chinese labor was at one time avail­
able; but that for some years has been 
practically unobtainable, as *he result 
of legislation the wisdom of > which is 
much in dispute.

It has a very heavy rain­
fall, counterbalanced by brilliant sun­
shine in summer, and is covered for the 
most part with dense timber, chiefly 
conifers, among which the Douglas pine 
and the American white cedar (Thuja 
gigantea) are the most conspicuous. 
Both of these trees grow here to an im­
mense size, a height of 300 feet being 
nothing abnormal with the former, 
while Its straight trunk rises with hard­
ly more taper than a stone column to 
more than half the total altitude of the 
tree, being still sometimes more than 
20 feet in girth at more than 100 feet 
from the ground.

Unlike most regions of heavy vegeta­
tion, Vancouver Island enjoys an al­
most complete freedom from insect 
peats, venomous snakes and dangerous 
wild animals, while on the other hand 
It furnishes abundance of good sport 
both for gun and rod. It Is, in fact, a 
land where Englishmen find things much 
to their taste, and when Englishmen of 
the type of Captain Barkley go there to 
make their homes, they seldom fall 
either to prosper materially or to find 
health and enjoyment.

of November 14th last:

“Can any one doubt that we have a 
mission?" asked Mr. Balfour tonight, 
standing before a Birmingham audi­
ence for the first time In twenty years. 
The men of Birmingham, who have 
been suckled In political wisdom by 
Mr. Chamberlain, knew the mission,, 
but before they could voice a reply 
the Unionist leader exclaimed: “We 
have the great cause of fiscal reform, 
In alt its branches. I do not ask you 
to go back; I ask you to go forward; 
1 ask you to abandon a system which 
is- antiquated, which was started when 
the industrial world was framed on 
wholly different lines from those we 
see at the resent moment.” The Un­
ionist party had received its lead, and 
the cheers of five thousand men boom­
ed applause.

Foreign Competition 
What were these two streams of 

tendency? The first was one which 
convinced observers that foreign 
countries were strong rivals to this 
country in their productive manufac­
tures, in a manner which had never 
been conceived or could be conceived 
by statesmen and economists of sixty 
years ago, and that foreign . govern- 
mets were using their powers, not 
merely lij the way of seeing that their 
citizens possessed the opportunities <jf 
fair trade and fair competition with 
their rivals of other countries, but that 
their whole fiscal organttaiion was 
directed to the end of Injuring the 
trade of their rivals, and of assisting 
the trade of those whom, rightly en­
ough, they regarded as their clients. 
You know well enough what forms the 
government action took. You knew 
well enough the weaknesses which our 
traditional system imposed upon the 
foreign office for the time being In 
carrying out negotiations wfth regard 
to treaties. We found ourselves 
or many productive countries all ri­
vals in the same markets and fully 
equipped for the great Industrial war­
fare, and we found that, while other 
countries were making with each oth­
er treaties for their own benefit, we 
were helpless In all negotiations and 
had no safeguard for our Interests at 
all except the feeble and elusive safe­
guard given by the most-favored-na- 
tlon clause. (Shame.) We found also 
that behind the wan of tariffs which 
It hart pleased our commercial rivals 
to erect around their respective coun­
tries they were organising. Intention­
ally or unintentionally, à machinery 
by which in times 1 of bad trade, they 
could dump down pn our shores goods 
manufactured at a cost at least as 
great as those which we had to In­
to lnour, but which they were able to 
put down in rivalry.

They are excellent to use In maintain­
ing the health of the flock.

At the present time the tendency 
among poultrymen is to discontinue 
thefuse of mashes and soft foods. Af­
ter using mashes for years, apparent­
ly successfully, too, advanced thinkers 
have suddenly discovered that a hen’s 
digestive organs are not adapted to 
digesting soft foods, but rather that 
they are peculiarly fitted for a diet of 
dry, whole grain. Poultrymen, more 
than anybody else, seem to ‘ be ex­
tremists. Hence, when the dry feed 
theory was evolved, no poultryman 
was satisfied until he had gone the 
complete limit and discarded entirely 
the use of soft or mash foods. Mashes, 
however, are quite valuable still as a 
food in egg production, and used in 
their proper place and in moderation 
make an extremely valuable addition 
to the diet. A good feeding plan 
where* mash is used is as follows: 
Early in the morning the hens are 
given half a handful each of grain. 

A pen This is buried in the litter on the floor. 
Thus the fowls get exercise (a very 
nêcessary thing), in searching for it, 
and at the same time keep themselves 
.warm. At noo.i give them two hand­
fuls of grain for every dozen hens, 
again in the litter, also all the roots 
t;hfey wfll -eat. ' About four o’clock Aiif 
thé afternoon Is tne best tirrfe to feèd 
the mash, though opinions oi> the point 
differ. Some prefer feeding it in the 
morning, but the objection to this is 
that the hens become gorged with 
food early in the forenoon, and thus 
take, to the roost for the rest of the 
day, which is usually followed by the 
hens becoming too fat, ^nd the egg 
record small. Objections are made to 
feeding the mash at night on the 
ground that It is digested quickly and 
the bird has not sufficient food to last 
it during the long winter night, but 
this objection is overcome by giving 
a little whole grain after the mash at 
night. A good mash is one composed 
of equal parts, bran, shorts and 
ground oats. To this add ten per cent 
animal nœal unless we have no green 
bone or cooked meat. These ingred­
ients are mixed together in a dry 
state, after which is added steeped 
clover or alfalfa, which has been pre­
pared by getting a pailful of leaves 
or cut hay, and scalding it with boil­
ing water. This should be done early 
in the morning, and the bucket kept

Meanwhile the trap 
nests have been at work and those 
pullets which do not give a satisfac­
tory account of themseves on the egg 
record sheet during the winter months 
are culled out. Of the old stock I cull 
out all which did not produce a large 
percentage of exhibition chicks. The 
hens which did not make a good egg 
record are disposed of. Thus, when 
the time for mating the biPds in Feb­
ruary comes, only the very best ones 
are left and it simply remains to 
place the proper females with each 
male so as to produce the best results.

The secret of* mating for exhibition 
qualities is to counteract a fault in 
any section of either male or female 
by using a bird of the opposite sex 
which is perfect or with an opposite 
defect in that section.

As an example, 1 will refer to my 
pen. No. 6 of this season, which was 
headed by my first cockerel at Co­
lumbia City, Ind. The judge pro­
nounced this bird as being* “every inch 
a Minorca.Y He possesses an extra 
length of body and a long straight 
back, broad at the shoulder^ a long 
tail carried a little lower tly.n stan­
dard, and a nicely arched neck. His 
head is good except comb. Although 
very irregular and somewhat hollow 
in center, his comb sets perfectly 
square on his head. The spike comes 
out too high up on comb. Both his 
sire and dam were good in comb, and 
so it was safe to assume that he 
would not produce many chicks with' 
bad combs if properly mated. It is 
evident that the females to go with 
this bird must have low, neat combs, 
free from hollow in center and witlA 
spike very close to head. Therefore, 
I picked out about a dozen of my best 
hens which were not near related to 
this male and which were good in 
comb. The male had a strong green 
sheen with scarcely any purple bars 
and, therefore, the females with him 
should be a dull black. A strong green 
sheen on both male and female does 
not produce as good results in color 
as a bird with a good sheen mated to 
a dull, black bird. I found that about 
eight of these hens mated up well with 
this male in color. The male and fe­
males having been previously selected 
for good body shape, there was little 
to consider in these sections. A couple 
of the females were a trifle short, but 
as the male had such extra length, 
these birds were left in the pen. Two 
of the hens had very low tails which 
was unnecessary, for the male was low 
in tail. These were then taken out to 
go with another cockerel which was a 
little high in tail.

This latter illustrates the mating of 
opposite defects. ' This left six hens 
in the pen. I would rather have had 
ten. I do not fill in with inferior 
birds to get the number.

The result we expect is that a 
larger number of the chicks will have 
the^gdod qualities of both sixe and 
dam to a great extent. Of course a 
number of chicks come which have 
the bad qualities of both sire and dam, 
as it seems to be the nature of some 
fowls, as well as people, to inherit'a 
lot of bad traits. But, “The good live 
on forever.” The poor birds soon 
reach the frying pan, while*, the good 
ones live to reproduce themselves.

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Reserve the Young Ewes

Now that sheep are so scarce, and 
the demands for breeding stock so 
great, farmers who have flocks will be 
wise in reserving their yearling ewes 
and ewe lambs in order to increasing 

to the breeding flock and improving its 
quality and character. The weeding out 
should be principally at the other 
end of the flock, among the old or un­
sound, or those that have proven in­
different breeders. This is the prin­
ciple on which flocks are kept up to a 
high standard as the sheet-anchor of 
successful farming, the weeding be­
ing done mainly on the record of the 
teeth, which, to an experienced shep- 

four herd, indicate the age and the term of 
usefulness in the flock, 

he ation to part with the young ewes is 
often strong, as that is the class buy­
ers are most anxious to secure and 
most urgent in efforts to persuade 
owners to sell, but flockmasters should 
reflect that if they continue to sell 
their young ewes, they will soon have 
only toothless old matrons to depend 
upon for the increase, and these are 
the most expensive to keep, as they 
often require extra feeding to kgep up 

to their strength, and are the most liable 
to drop out at lambing time, leaving 
orphan Iambs to-be hand fed, to be­
come stunted runts, and hardly worth 
the trouble involved in raising them. 
The best policy is to pay special at­
tention to pushing the ram lambs for­
ward, so that they^will be in Condition 
to sell to advantage early in the fall, 
and culling out the ewes that have 
failing teeth or unsound udders, or 
that have proved inferior breeders, 
fattening them for the butcher or dis­
posing of them as best can be done, 
and keeping the best of the ewe lambs 

Lbs. I to take the place of these in Keeping 
435, up the strength of the flock. Then, 
471. by ^exercising care in selecting a vig- 
543 oreus and typical ram of the same
532 brded to mate with them, the flock will
551 continue to hold its own in character, 
581 and should improve rather than de-

Presuming that the lambs have been 
weaned by this time, as they cer­
tainly ought to be in flocks where the 
lambing was in March and early April, 
the rams should have the run of a 
clover aftermath if available, and if 
not, then the freshest and sweetest 
pasture on the farm, with clean water 
supplied, and salt in a covered place, 
where they may take it at will. If a 
patch of early rape has heen provided, 
the ram lambs, at least, should have 
access to it, and, to make the 
headway, should have a light 
daily, or, better, twice a day, of oats 
and bran,
tomed to rape, and it is a good strong 
crop; they will grow and fatten fast 
on rape alone. The ewe Iambs jto be 
kept to maintain or increase the breed­
ing flock will do well enough on clover 
or fresh grass pasture. There will 
be a x’ery active demand this fall for 
strong ram lambs for the American 
market, as there are very few yearling 
rams on hand in this country, and 
farmers having pure-bred or high 
grade lambs will do well to pay at­
tention to growing them fast, so that 
they may be fit to go off early in the 
season. And those who need to se­
cure rams to mate with their flocks 
should make their selections early, be­
fore the stock on hand has been cull­
ed over, for the strongest and best

As the change from whole milk to 

skim milk was gradual, so ought to be 
the change from skim milk to other 
foods. From eating a few dry oats and 
nibbling at a few stems of hay, the 
calf will eat more and more all the 
time. When the weather is warm he 
can graze and by the age of 
months can do very well without his 
milk. But if he is not on grass 
ought to be supplied with other succu­
lent foods, such as roots, green sheaf 
oats, and alfalfa and clover hay.

I The object in feeding a dairy calf is 
to keep it thrifty but not fat. If it 
forms the habit of laying on beef 
when it is young, it is likelyfto.be a 
poor milker. Plenty of fresh air and 
exercise and a sufficiency of wholesome 
food, coupled with kind treatment and 
comfortable quarters, are likely 
bring out all the latent dairy qualities 
that have been handed down from its 
ancestors.

An ideal bird for winter egg pro- 
ihiution is the pullet that is mature 
;i i'mi i November 1st, that is strong 
, ml vigorous and comes from a good 
hiving strain. Breed has some in­
fluence in egg performance, but more 
ilcjiends on the strain than on the 
breed. The pullets likely to give the 
best account of thejgÿelves in winter 
«gg laying are thosewith good strong 
constitutions and abundance of vigor. 
Constitution in a hen is indicated by 
ii deep, full body, not too scraggy a 
neck and a good breast, 
rather blunt beak, well crooked and a 
bright eye are generally regarded as 
indications of constitutional vigor. The 
breed is of minor consideration, though 
for this country such utility breeds as 
Rocks, Wyandottes or Orpingtons are 
to be preferred to the more indiffer­
ent laying Asiatics or the more tender 
Mediterraneans. Choose the breed 
you prefer and then, by a system of 
selection and elimination, develop 
from it a strain of hens that are pro­
fitable producers in the winter sea­
son. To accomplish this it is ne­
cessary to find out and to know what 
each' individual in the flock is doing 
In the matter of egg laying, 
of twelve hens may be averaging four, 
or five eggs a day say in November 
and December, which is a good enough 
average for a pen of this size at this 
season. But in this number there is 
bound to be four or five individuals 
that, jire laying .only two or: three eggs 
y mbûth and others again laying 
Vsventy-five or thirty. In building up 
a laying strain, then, from the exist­
ing flock, and this .is by all means the 
wisest course to nursue, eggs for 
hatching should always be taken from 
ihe best producers, from those that 
lax most abundantly during the early 
fall and winter If this is not done 
and the eggs for setting selected in­
discriminately it is very likely, in 
fact it Is certain that the greater pro­
portion of them will come from hens 
that lay well in the spring but are 
indifferent winter layers. Trap nests 
are a good means of distinguishing the 
money makers from the boarders. 
Used consistently they soon open a 
man’s eyes to facts which he never 
dreamed existed before. He will find 
that he has hens in his flock that are 
paying him handsome profits and 
others that are doing little more than 
consuming his feed. Hens differ little 
more in the matter of egg production 
than cows do as milkers. Select your 
breeders from among the best pro­
ducers.

What is required to avoid trouble is 
to introduce enough or the desired kind 
of orgahism to ensure that no fermen­
tation other than true ripening shall 
occur in the cream. This is accom­
plished by the use of what for a better 
name has been termed a starter.

A starter is simply a quantity of 
milk in which the lactic acid organism 
has been allowed to freely develop, un­
til there ate simply millions upon mil­
lions of the organism existent in it. 
These, when the milk in which they 
are contained is introduced into a 
churning , of cream, and that cream 
held atê-ib suitable temperature, will 
rapidly i develop and bring about the 
soaring’nr ripening required to permit 
of the cream churning readily and a 
good quality of butter being produced.

A good starter should be added to
beforethe cream about ten hours 

churning. A good starter may be made 
from skim milk. That from a fresh 
cow gives the best flavor. Place the 
skim milk in a tin or earthenware ves­
sel and hold at a temperature of from 
eighty to ninety degrees until it has 
loppered. If the quantity thus prepar­
ed jil not enough, get some clean skim 
milk and pasteurizev it, that is heat it 
up to 170 degrees and hold it there for 
twenty minutes, cool it down to se­
venty-five or eighty and add it to the 
starter already made, and let it stand 
at that temperature for several hours; 
then cool down as low as possible. It is 
now ready to add to the crèam. Use 
one quart of starter to every ten quarts 
of cream, let it stand twelve hours and

Don’t become jubilant over the fact 
that you have a hen that lays double- 
yolked eggs. It is not to her nor 
your credit. It means that she is out 
of condition, that you are feeding too 
heavy of a feed of a very fattening 
nature. Cut it out.

Eggs should be set as soon after 
they are laid as possible. It is also 
a good practice to set the eggs which 
were laid on the same day the incu­
bator is set. The hatch will be more 
uniform.

AROUND THE FARM Where cornmeal was fed with cooked 
potatoes, 262 pounds of corn and 786 
pounds of potatoes were required to 
make 100 pounds of gain. If Irish 
potatoes were from 50 cents to $1 a 
bushel, there would be no gain effected 
by feeding them to save grain.

But there are other aveniyes of escape.
In the province at present there is a 

growing demand for dairy stock, and 
the man who has pure-bred herds or 
even herds of high merit, but not pure­
bred, can get ready sale for his stock 
either as calves or as breeding stock 
ready for service. I know of no better 
investment at present for the average 
dairyman of this province than a good 
bull of one of the dairy breeds, and the 
man who has a herd to supply this de­
mand has a more hopeful prospect 
from his calves alone than has the beef

We are all pretty familiar with the 
purifying effect of a liberal use of 
lime on the interior of stables, of dairy 
buildings and such places. I found in 
Denmark that this sort o$ thing is 
practical to' a much greater extent than 
we have ever thought of doing in this 
country. It may be news to many 
buttermakers to know that a great 
many of the cream vats used in some 
of the best Danish creameries today 
are simply large wooden tubs. You 
can understand that unless they took 
extra precautions,, these tubs would 
not be in good condition. I was not 
able to see that any injury resulted to 
the cream from the use of these wood­
men vessels for ripening vats. Tfce 
secret is that they are kept perfectly 
clean and sweet by a liberal use of 
lime. Every utensil is immersed in a 
strong solution of lime every few 
days, and some of them every day. All 
the wooden machinery, such as churns, 
butter workers, etc., are coated with a 
thick lime wash almost every day. This 
coating Is left on for a short time 
and before it quite hardens it is wash­
ed off. It is susprising how that helps 
to sweeten the wood and causes It 
to dry much more rapidly. The same 
thing is applied to the floors. If they 
get a little greasy, a liberal use of 
whitewash Cleans them very easily, 
and \*ery perfectly. There is nothing 
that would be of more use * to tbe 
cheese and buttermakers who desire 
to have a clean, wholesome factorv. 
than a liberal use of lime water. It 
saves a great deal of labor, is cheap, 
end is a good disinfectant as well.

An effective piece of atitchery shall 
be next described: The material may 
be of cloth, linen or silk, >ut for an 
example let us take a two yards long 
half a yard wide strip of cream cotton 
fabric, just the size of a sideboard 
cloth.

As this button-hole stitch is the only 
one employed, little fingers quickly be­
come expert. When the bordering is 
finished, the edge of the cloth can be 
cut away against the work, leaving 
scallops of blue. Groups of rings 
be arranged as a powdering over the 
inner cream ground.

Daisy embroidery on spotted mus­
lin presents some difficulties, perhaps, 
but it is easier to work rounds of 
chain-stitch encircling each spot, one 
row of chain stitch after another with 
only the width of the chain left be­
tween until the round is thought 
large enough.

And the poor emigrant, who only a 
few months previously had landed in 
rags, is now dressed neatly, and 
pectably.' The authoress would prob­
ably write this paragraph over again 
if she were living today, but she w ould 
find in the outdoor-loving Canadian 
girls a contrast to the ‘delicate’ maid­
ens of society in 1850, when she wrote: 
‘It is quite fashionable to be delicate, 
but horribly vulgar to be considered 
capable of enjoying such a useless 
blessing as good health.’

Anecdotes make up a rather too 
large proportion of Mrs. Moodie's 
books, and there are pages of ‘reflec­
tions,’ after the fashion of authoresses 
of her day. But the descriptions—of 
lumbering, the spring floods, the agri­
cultural show, woodland scenes, etc — 
and accounts of neighborhood and do­
mestic happenings are given in re­
freshingly simple style. ‘Roughing it 
in the Bush’ is worthy of being 
brought forth by the present genera­
tion from its retirement at the back of 
the bookshelves. Mrs. Moodie pub­
lished several novels, also a volume of 
poems, some of which are lyrics full 
of beauty and color.

As in early summer you stroll along 

a winding path through the Ar woods, 
suddenly the air Is filled with a de­
licious fragrance. At a turn in the 
road you find on the hillock at your 
feet a carpet of green vines between 
whose delicate leaves peep out pairs 
of tiny pale pink flowers on a frail 
thread-like stem. It is said that the 
great naturalist, Linnaeus, named this 
sweet woodland blossom, which is 
often called the twin flower, after 
himself, Linnea.

Whether this is true or not, all 
boys and girls who love flowers will 
be glad to read something about the 
life of a man who devoted his life to 
the study of plants.

Just two hundred years ago a little 
baby was sent into the home of a 
humble country clergyman in a little 
village in the far-away land of Swe­
den. The baby was christened. Caro­
lus, or Charles, but he is always spo­
ken of by his father’s name, Linnae­
us. The child grew, and very early 
showed à great love for flowers. As 
soon as he was old enough, he was 
given a plot of his own in the par­
sonage garden. There he amused 
himself through the long days of the 
northern summer, working among the 
flowers and listening to the song of 
the birds and the hum of the insects. 
But the happy days passed ancl little 
Charles was sent to school. He hated 
to be shut in the house and did not 
understand that the ugly books arid 
dull lessons would enable him some 
day to study better his favorites of 
the woods and fields. His father in­
tended to make him a minister and 
denied himself many thlngsr to send 
the lad to school.

Columbia.

In view of the action on the part 
the United States officers the Cana­
dians refused to permit the 120 Japan 
ese in question to enter, knowing tha 
if they did so, they must take them 
back in case the Japanese were not al­
lowed to land in the United States ter­
ritory. The result was that the Japan­
ese were brought to Seattle, but the 
local immigration authorities have so 
far steadily refused to pass them on 
the grounds that the immigrants ship­
ped from Japan to Victoria.”

JAPANESE LINE’S PROFITS
Nipport Yusen Kaisha Declares Divi- 

dent of 12 Per Cent—Line to 
Victoria Prosperous

The Nippon Yusen Kaisha line de­
clared its usual dividend of twelve 
per cent shortly before the steamer 
Monteagle left Yokohama November 
16. The president at the semi-annual 
meeting reported that although there 
had been loss on the European and 
domestic lines the profits made on 
the line to Victoria and Seattle main­
tained fortnightly with six steamers 
had made up for them. The presi­
dent in his report said the European 
liners were fully occupied in their re­
turn voyages, but had only small 
freight in outward voyages. Both the 
outward and homeward voyages of 
the American line were tolerably good, 
thanks to the favorable trade. The 
Bombay and Australian were not nec­
essarily unsatisfactory, but the gen­
eral result was unfavorable. Compe­
tition continued and in spite of a com­
promise concerning the Shanghai ser­
vice, the Bangkok service ended in 
considerable losses. Coasting liners 
had small freight in the circumstan­
ces. The N. Y. K. has raised the rate 
of foreign and domestic lines and ef­

fected an arrangement with the Osaka 
Shosen Kaisha, but thé proceeds ac- 
curing therefrom belong to the next 
term.

ALLIANCE NOT ARRIVED
Believed That Sister Liner is Towing 

Disabled Vessel Into Columbia'
• Port

The steamer Alliance, which the 
steamer Boveric sighted off the Ore­
gon coast on Friday morning, has not 
yet arrived at Astoria. The steamer 
Breakwater, which, likç the Alliance, 
plies between Portland and Coos bay, 
is also overdue, and Portland marine 
men believe the Breakwater has 
taken the Alliance in tow.

The bar tug Tatoosh went to sea 
this morning, but failed to sight the 
disabled steamer Alliance and • re­
turned to Astoria shortly after noon.

The Nippon writes editorially on 

the subject. It preludes its remarks 
by describing Mr. Lemieux as the re­
presentative of one portion of the ‘do­
minions of Japan’s ally and by expres­
sing a hope that he will not find any 
reason to be dissatisfied with the res­
ults of his visit to Japan. Neverthe­
less it is to be desired that he should 
refrain from asking the Tokio gov­
ernment to enter into any agreement 
abrogating or curtailing the rights of 
free residence and free enterprise al­
ready secured to Japan by treaty. 
These rights Japan is not prepared to 
jeopardise, especially in deference to 
what is virtually an assertion of the 
racial Inferiority of her people. Such 
a concession must not be expected 
from her. On the other hand, she 
has her own duty to perform in the 
sense of averting any incidents likely 
to Impair her good relations with Can­
ada. To that end nothing seems more 
feasable or wiser than that she should 
continue the policy recently inaugur­
ated by the minister of state for for­
eign affairs, namely, to impose, of her 
own accord, such limitations on the 
emigration of her people to Canada as 
shall deprive the movement of any con­
spicuous proportions. It will be well 
that Mr. Lemieux should recognize this* 
situation clearly and should retrain 
from pressing any proposals to which 
Japan, in deference to her own dig­
nity and rights, cari hdtx assent. The 
Nippon also is evidently puzzled about 
the purpose of Mr. Lemieux’s visit, in­
asmuch as he had an opportunity of 
conferring with Mr. Ishil in Ottawa 
and must therefore be fully acquaint­
ed with the views of the Japanese 
government.

In­
ducements are held out to laborers 
from thé country districts to leave 
their homes and families and embark 
on a journey to an unknown land, 
where—judging by the glowing 'des­
cription circulated . by the emigration 
company—a fortune is to be gained 
with an ease which the agents know 
too well would only appeal to the un­
educated and ill-informed people of 
the rural districts. Such men are 
brought from the country, passed by 
the doctor, and hurried aboard, believ­
ing they will be welcomed in the El 
Dorado beyond the seas, and quite un­
aware that their entrance to that land 
will be resented and opposed by the 
white laborers who have become al­
armed at the large increase in the 
number of Japanese arriving oh their 
shores of late.” s

printed in English and in the vernac­
ular, comment at length on Mr. Lem- 
ieux’s visit. Some of the Japanese 
papers quote at length from recent ar­
ticles in the London Times stating 
that “Japanse labor is indispensible 
for the development of Western Can­
ada.” The Yomluri Shimbun says 
“the anti-Japanese immigration affair 
must not be regarded as in any sense 
grave among national problems. It 
does not affect the cordial feelings of 
Japanese towards Canada and her 
mother country. On the contrary, the 
Japanese people are highly pleased to 
see that the mission of Hon. R. Lem­
ieux to Japan is the outcome of the 
respect and good-will of Great Britain 
on the one hand and is intended to put 
a check to the recurrence of* such un­
pleasant incidence as the anti-Japan­
ese immigration movement on the 
other. The, exclusion agitation on the 
Pacific coast of Canada and the-Uni-, 
ted States is undoubtedly instigated 
by a portion of the labor party and is 
not due to any difference of common- 
interests between the three countries 
involved.”

Wonder What It Means.
The Japan Gazette of Yokohama, 

ferring to Hon, ,Mr. Lemieux’s arri­
val, says: “It has been noticed that 
certain Japanese papers have ex­
pressed wonder as to Just what that 
visit is expected to effect. They point 
to the existence of a treaty with Ca­
nada which gives their countrymen 
every right to reside freely in the 
Dominion and doubt that they will 
be requested to forego one iota bf 
their rights in that respect. In that 
point of view they ate undoubtedly 
well advised. England, as the great 
champion of their own rights, is also 
the first to acknowledge the rights of 
others and would be i the last to hint 
to Japan any step derogatory to her 
dignity. But diplomacy is apt per­
force to be a curious mixture of con­
straint and expediency, and there are 
currents and rocks in its sea which 
are uncharted and oan only be learnt 
by personal experience. The Ottawa 
Cabinet in arranging for the visit to 
Japan of Mr. Lemieux, a high Cabinet 
officer and special envoy of the Do­
minion government, and his accom­
paniment by Mr. Joseph Pope, under­
secretary of State, who accompanied 
Prince Fushimi in his trip across Ca­
nada, probably had this phase of di­
plomacy in mind and is indirectly 
paying Japan one of the highest com­
pliment in its power.1 It could have 
minimized the Vancouver occurrences 
as a purely Ideal outbreak, or could 
at least have sent an ordinary 
mission to investigate the circum­
stances. Instead of that it has vol­
untarily recognized this question as 
one of imperial importance and has 
despatched to Tokyo as a means to­
wards its diplomatic' solution the 
present state mission.

“Of course the problem is of extra­
ordinary delicacy. The treaty-right 
is on Japan’s side, but it is another 
question whether she ever intended 
to exact her pound of flesh in this 
respect. Indeed her recent regulation 
of her emigration companies, whereby 
many have been dissolved, her insti­
tution of an Oriental Colonial Associ- 
tion for diverting her surplus popula­
tion to Korea, etc., would seem to 
show that she is fully alive to her 
best interests in this respect, and 
would be toof proud even to appear to 
force her people where they are not 
welcome. These facts forecast a nat­
ural facilitation of Mr. Lemieux’s 
mission, and the same end is also in­
dicated in the additional fact that 
Japan has long anticipated a similar 
immigration problem herself. As 
early as 1899 she prohibited by ordi­
nance the intrusion of foreign labor­
ers of all kinds and quite recently de­
ported some Chinese contract labor-' 
era. Therefore Mr. Lemieux will prob- 
ablj' find that behind 
tional treaty-right which

The record.of.the trip is as follows:.
November 9th, Fifth Regiment, won 

14 to 10; November 16th, Sixth Regi­
ment, lost 14 to 18; November 18th 
Vancouver Athletic Club, won 20 to 
14; November 20th, New Westminster', 
lost 14 to 16; November 23rd, Sixth 
Regiment, won 11 to 8; November 26th

Regarding the final game of the 
trip at Tacoma on ^Saturday night, 
the Tacoma Ledger has this to say:

“Tacoma’s Y. M. C. A. basketball 
team auspiciously opened the season 
by defeating the strong Klondike five 
from Dawson, Alaska, by a score of 
29 to-17, in a fast, but exceedingly 
rough game on the local Y. M. C. A. 
floor. An enthusiastic crowd, which 
packed the galleries to the very limit 
saw the furioué melee.

“Little scientific basketball was ex­
hibited. The visitors played a rough 
and tumble game without any system 
and the locals were prevented in , a 
large measure from getting in team 
work by the roughness of their oppon­
ents. But, nevertheless, in the science 
of the game Tacoma had the Klon- 
dikers outclassed. Occassionaily the 
visitors showed flashes of team work 
but so rarely that when It came it 
seemed accidental.

“Though the visitors were much 
heavier and stronger than Tacoma, 
Coach Henry Booth’s charges were 
about twice as fast. Seldom did a 
Klondike player get a free shot at the 
goal because his guard was, some­
where else on the field. As long 
the local team had the ball all the 
players left their men and by short 
passes worked the sphere down the 
field to their goal. As soon as they 
lost the ball every man covered his 
opponent.

“The game demonstrated the sup­
eriority of the short-shot system over 
that style of play in which the players 
take chances at the goal from the 
middle of the field. Repeatedly the 
Klondikers lost the'ball because one 
of their forwards tried for goal when 
he "had one chance out of ten of mak­
ing it. The Tacoma team, on the 
other hand, passed the ball until one 
of the players was free under the 
goal. The try for Jhe basket under 
these conditions was usually success­
ful. •
