Lowpox, Ooct. .22. —Much surprise is
f:rutod by despatches from America stat-
ing, it is alleged, Ctm’dim detectives have
unearthed an unmistakable clue of a plot
of dynamiters to murder Lord Lansdowne
when he lands/at Quebec. Despatches
from Quebec say the report that dynamiters
were bent on making an attack on Lord
Lansdowne caused the greatsst excitement
there, The police informed Lord ' Lorne
and the dominion min of a plot to at-
tick x‘,.‘.he coming governor-general, and a
cabinet vouncil was hastily summoned. It
met on Sunday and discussed the means to
prevent a hostile demonstration.

Queszc, Oct. 22 —The Marquis of Lans-
downe arrived here at 9.10 p.m, The gov-
ernment steamer Druid with all the cabinet
ministers on board put off to meet her, as
soon as she was moored they boarded the
vessel. Lord Lorne presemted the. party,
and they all immediately left the vessel and
retnm«{ to the city except the governor-
general, who remaised to make arrange-
ments for swearing in to-norrow and to talk
over official business. The Circassian had
rough wéather with strong easterly gales all
the voyage untib-the last two days. The
vice-regal were prostrated most of the

China Said to be Interfering—Two More

Advices from the east indicate that ac-
tive hostilities are impending between the
French troops and the Black Flags, For
some time the residents of Haiphong, Ton-
quin, were in fears of an attack from about
& thousand pirates in the vicinity, There
was a French garrison at Haiphong, small,
but  considered strong emough to
repel aoy atteck that that might
be inade, Reinforcements were anxiously
awaited, as it wag feared the Black Flags
would soon assume  offemsive operaiions.
Meanwhile there was greaf activity in the
Chinese camp to the porth of Hanoi,
Later on French -gunbests arrived, and
drove away the pirates who were menacing
Haiphong, The French foroes st Hanoi
also made preparations for a decisive actien
sgainst the Blick Flags at Bacninh; but it
is reported that their operations were delsy-
ed by the discovery of forts there, mounted
with Krupp guns, and foo strong to be
taken by sssault. Advices from Yumnan
confirt the report that the Chinese are as-
sisting the Black Fiags at Annam, who
number 3000 exclusive of those in the gar-
rison at Bacninh and Sontay.

A Socialist Paper Priats the Story of a
Prisoner’s Sufferings.

St. PETERSBURG, Oct'22—The first num-
ber of the socislist paper, Will of the
People, contains a letter from a nihilist
prisoner, Netachajeff, to the ezar. Nete-
chajeff was condemned ten years ago, .and
was supposed to be dead. “The writer com-
plains of the.inhumanity of the prison-
officials and the terrible treatment to which
he and his fellow prisoners were subjeocted,
He says he has recently been deprived of
the little light hitherto allowed him. The
letter was originally written in blood on a
rinted piece of paper, and a great portion
of it is illegible. The letter creates much
excitement.

CAPTrAIN MAYNE REID DBAD.

A Short Sketch of His Life and Works—A
Friend of the Boys.

LoxnpoN, Oct, 22.—Captain Mayne Reid,
the well-known novelist, died l}at evening
after a short illness.

The boye—rather of tem years ago than
the present generation—will learn with sor-
row that the pen which has afforded them
o much amusement has been laid aside
forever, To them he was well known as
an author of fascinating stories of life on
forest, prairie and sea, with something of
Jules Verne’s talent for making the
improbable seem perfectly probable, and
with a slight disposition to deliver lectures
on nauticsl history. He was born in the
north of Ireland in 1818, He was the son
of & presbyterian minister, and was educated
for the church. Bat he early manifested
that love of adventure which appears in all
his books, and in 1838 he abandoned his
‘theological studies and set ont for America,
Arriving at New Orleans, he engsged in
trading and hunting expeditions up the
Red and Missouri rivers, and traveled
through nearly every state - in  the
union, Subsequently = he settled. in
Philadelphis, joined | the army in
the Mexican war, and was wounded in the
sssault upon Chapultepec. In 1849 he set
out to fight for the Hungarians sgainat
Austris, but by the time he reached Paris
the revolution had been suppressed. He
has since resided chiefly in London.

Hoxe Kong, Oct. 22.—The viceroy of
Canton objects to foreigners traversing the
streets, and has 1000 men concentrated in
the vicinity of Canton, ostensibly on account
of the anticipated popular commotion, but
doubtless in readiness to resist the expected
French attack.

The: viceroy demanded
that the watchman be handed over to the
British courts for trial, The Portuguese
officials said the prisonér was at Maco, and
the Chinese could - prosecute him there.
This may lead to trouble with Portugal, as
the Chinese have always objected to the
presence of the Portuguese at Maco. People
in Yuu Nan believe the Chinese army are
preparing for a war ot extermination against
foreigners.

A Duel in Hungary.

At Temesevar, Hungary, Count Stefan
Battheany and Dr. Julius Rosenberg fought
a duel with pistols yesterday. The count
was shot through the temple and killed.

Rosenberg and the seconds have been
arrested. It had been arranged that the
combatants should advance five paces before
firing. Neither availed himself of the op-
portunity. Two ineffectual shots were fired,
when the seconds attempted to stop the
duel, but their effoits were fruitless. At
the third shot the count fell, An effort was
made to extract the ball from the victim’s
brain, but without avail. The count had
married & lady previously engaged to
Rosenberg.

THE TIMB CHANGES, AND WE WITH IT.

By the proposed arrangement
Toronto would be governed by the seventy-

C. P. B. Experimental Farms.

A special train made up of fowrteen cars.
and a locomotive went through Regina re-
cently bound for Moose Jaw. It contained

C. P. R. west of Moose Jaw. So much
having been said adverse to the land west of
Moose Jaw, the company conceived the idea
of establishing farms to test the lacd
thoroughly.

Farme will thus be started |
about foity miles apart between Moose Jaw |
and Calgary, and it is expected that on these
the company will have broken this fall about
600 acres. In the spriug buildings will be
put up and a farmer located on' each farm
sufficiently equipped with stock ‘and msch-
inery to break 400 ac-es next season.

weeks of days—as witness Laban requiring
Jaeob: to fulfil her week also,” and he
should have Rachel, **and Jacob did so, and
seryed with him yet anotber seven years. 8
He then read from tire ix. chap. Daniel the
prophecy uttered by the man Gabriel to
Daniel, in which the year of the going forth
of thé commandment to baild up and restore
Jerusalem is taken as the basis of the calcu-
lations which follow, This command went
forth'in the seventh year of Artaxerxes, as
shown in tae first ten verses of the seventh
chapter of Ezra. The canon of Ptolemy,
which though disputed by some was cor-
roborated by the testimony of astronomers,
fixed this date at 457 B.C. From this date,
thep, the 70 weeks or 490 years that were
determined upon the Jews to fill up the
measure of their iniquity and for the anoint.
ing of the most Holy, were to be computed,
which brought us to the year 33
A. D., when the apostles turned
away from' the Jews to preach to
the gentiles, The threescore and two
weeks or 434 years, after which the Mes-
siah was to be cut off, took us to 467 A. D.,
at which time the power of the pope was
finally established, and he assumed the
title of the vicar .of Christ. 1n the 1lth
verse of the 12th chapter we read that from
the time the abomination that maketh
desolate was set up to the end should be a
thousand two hundred and ninety days.
If, in the language of the angel, a year gig-
nified seven years, then a day was one
year, and the 1290 yeais from 467 bring us
exactly to the year 1757, the time when,
according to Swedenborg, the christian
church was consummated and a new age be-
gun. Of course the language of prophecy
i¢ figurative as well elsewhere as here, and
we needed not tolook for any turning of
the sun into darkness, the moon into blood,
or the falling of all the stars of heaven on
this little earth, other ‘than (in the corre-
spondential fulfilment of 1t) we see in the
absence of all true love and wisdom or good
and truth, and even the knowledges of
them, from the church of the first half of
the last century, and no coming of a ter-
rible Judge in the clouds except his comiog
into the world of spirits in the year 1757,
when the last general judgment was per-
formed, and into this world by the revela-
tion of himself in the inner or- spiritual
sense of the sacred scripture.
