Iff—After delivering judg­
ments in the Supreme-Court yesterday Chief 
Justice Ritchie announced that the decision 
in the Manitoba crossing case would be 
given next Saturday morning at 11 o’clock.

Judgment was given in the Joliette- elec­
tion case confirming the judgment of the 
court below, unseating Mr. Quilbault on 
the ground of bribery by agente. «

In Preeper v. the Queen, an appeal f l 
the Supreme Court of Nova Scotia, the 1 
peel was dismissed. Judges Strong 1 
Fournier dissenting. This was an apjf 
on behalf of Preeper, who is eenteno# ,v - 
be hanged on Jan. 4 for the murder of I'eter 
Doyle, on the ground that certain evidence 
taken at the trial should not have been 
admitted.

Bris bois v. the Queen—Appeal dismissed.
Judges Strong and Fournier dissenting.
This was an appeal on behalf of F. X. Brae- 
hois, sentenced to deathf’for murder et St. 
Scholastique. An appeal from the judg­
ment of the trial judge was made to tne 
Quebec Court of Appeals on the ground 
that one of the jurymen fas not qualified 
to act, having taken the place of another 
man of the same name, but the appeal 
dismissed. An appeal was then made to 
the Supreme Court and was dismissed en 
the ground that the court did not .-4 
have jurisdiction. Chief Justice Ritchie 
held that the Court of Appeal at Montreal 
had no jurisdiction to try the case and con­
sequently the Supreme Court bed no juris­
diction. He advised that the only way for 
Brisbois to proceed was by writ of error.

Neither the outgoing, nor the 
incoming Administration can approéch the 
British Government on either robject"until the 
Canadian, themselves take matters into their 
own hands. Commercial Union is a project tor- 
combining the tariffs of the United State, and 
the Dominion against England: No American 
Administration aould ho justified m proposing 
each a measure when the Canadien péople haw 
not appealed: to the Crown for pnrwitoion to 
discriminate against the mother country aad in 
favor of the United States in their tariff eohwl- 
ules. Negotiations for annexation would be. 
equally indefensible m the absence of any or­
ganized political movement in Canada for ad­
mission to this United States. The Provinces 
mart first appeal to the Crown befhte either 
policy can be seriously entertained at Wash­
ington. Americans most stead and wait 
while their, Canadian neighbors ato working 
out their own salvation.

The discussion of either of these questions 
on any other grounds than the* is a gratuit­
ous impertinence both to Canada and Great 
Britain. The Dominion is not an independ­
ent State anted with "treaty-making poqrers.

(when inmilk) to be reduced toekinand bone* 
or to be at death’s door, or if otherwiw that 
she must be of inferior quality as a dairy ani­
mal ; what rubbish ! I contend that a cow to- 
do her best must be in good fleeli and condi­
tion, and aa proof of the correctness of my 
view I will quote from a letter in Tbe Agri­
culturist of an eminent Scotch breeder and 
writer, W. Davidson, in which he wye:

“A cow cannot be a great milker and be run 
down very low in flesh at has been uroved by 
the lifetime experience of intelligent dairymen.
Condition and heartine» are to a great extent 
necessary to enable a cowfto keep to her milk.”

That is good sound common sense and will 
commend itself to any intelligent man or wo­
man interested in dairy eattl* Now, sir, tbe 
Smiths and Major Foster say that the Oak­
dale Herd is composed of fine beef producing 
animal»; I know that the cows are heavy and 
rich milker* and that the animals are indi­
vidually superior to those of their herd*

They say that they did not get fair play at 
the Toronto Industrial and that the judges 
were all wrong in their award* To prove the 
eoundne» of the judge»' sward* and to end all 
controversy, I make the» proposals : Major 
Foster own» a bull, two cows and two calve*
I will «elect a like number from the Oakdale 
herd and they shall be scaled by President 
Mills ot the Ontario Agricultural College, or g-x 
by President Smith of the Ontario Veterinary, I y 
College, and the teals of pointe shall be that- 
adopted by the pet auociation of the Smiths 
and Foster.
