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CONCLUSION OF THE DEEP WAIER-
WAYXS CONVENTION.

A Definite Platform Is Decided Upon and
©Ofiicers Elected—The Question Now Ap-
proaches a Practical Solution—-Import-
ant Resolutions Are Adopted — Next
Convention Probably at Superior.

The great Deep Waterways Convention,
one of the most important conventions
egor held in this city, is over, and to-
day the declegates will enjoy a well-

a ed recreation. The concluding busi-
ness meeting of the convention took place
last night, when organization of the In-
ternational Deep Waterways Association
was completed, and finally launched; up-
on the world with a definite platform
upon which all action in the future in
connection with the deepening of the
St. Lawrenge route to the sea will pro-
ceed.

The Committee on Resolutions had no
easy task placed before them. It may
safely be said that to them was assigned
the real business of the convention, and
they set to work with a will. “They
commenced their labors on Tuesday even-
ing, and their meditations were con-
tinved until 2 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing, only to be resumed eight hours later,
By, 4 o’clock in the afternoon, however,
they had prepared their report, and it
was presented to the convention.

The convention first dealt with the

latform, passing itl as a whole without

issent. Then came the special reso-
lutioes, which were also adopted unani-
mously, although on the guestion of the
throwing open to Canadian vessels of
the Whitehall Canal, there was consider-
able disecussion, several Canadian dele-
gates urging that the resolution should
embrace the whole of the New York
State canals.

The Platform.

The platiorm, as adopted by the con-
vention, was as follows: ,

Whereas this convention has assembled
for the purpose of promoting the “mion
of the lakes and the hizh seas by water-
ways of the greatest possible capacity
and usefulness, and, recognizing the su-
preme utility of such a waterway de-
velopment, therefore resolved;

That the depth of all channels from
the lakes and their seaboard connections
be not less than 21 feet, and that all'per-
manent structures be designed on a basis
of not less than 26 feet, so as to enable
the larger depth to be obtained, as may
be demanded by the future necessities of
gommerce;

That this convention recognizes the
utility of the naturhl route to the sea by
the St. Lawrence River, and is also im-
pressed with the commercial necessity of
the route reaching the American sea-
board by the Hudson River; .

That we recommend that the Govern-
ments ol Canada and the United States
apppint a joint commission for the pur-

. pose of determininz the questions of
mutual cost and control to the end that
they may co-operate in all matters neces-
parily international in character;

That we cordially approve of projects
designed to extend marine commerce by
means of waterways from the great
lakes into new territory.

That as a preparation for the joint
promotion of common interests it is de-
sirable that a permanent court should
be coustituted for the decisign  ofyrules
of law and questions of d&n international
character, which may in any way arise
between the peoples and Governments of
the British Empire and the United States
and that this resolution be respectfully
communicated to the Governments and
Parliaments of Great Britain and the
Colonies of the British Empire and to
the Government of the United States.

Deepening Lake Erie.
The following additional resolutions
were also adopted: (

Whereas, it has been given as the
opinion of eminent engineers that it is
entirely practicable by employment of
dams in the Niagara River to increase
to a marked extent the depth of water
in Lake Erie, as well over the danger-
ous shallows at the mouth of Detroit
River as at the foot of the lake.

And whereas, such an improvement
would be of great importance and of
aid in establishing deep waterways in
that part of the system between Lakes
Erie and Ontario, be it \

Resolved, that we expresss the desira-
bility for determining by an Internation-
al Commission of Engineers the outflow
of the several lakes, and such works on
the Niagara River as will central the
level of Lake Erie, with a view - of
deepening the waters of said lake, and
also on any other part of the lake sys-
tem in which such works may be ex-
pected.

Resolved, that with the least possible
delay the present locks of St. Mary's
Falls Canals should be deepened to 26
feet over the mitre sill.

It having come to the knowledge of
this convention that Canadian boats are

yrevented from passing through the
Whitehall Canal, and are therefore un-
able to use the water communication
between Montreal, Ottawa and Quebec
to New York, while American boats
have the freedom of the Canadian canals,
which enable them to use this route
free and untrammelled—be it resolved
that this convention would urge the
United States Government to take im-
mediate steps to carry out liberally the
treaty of 1869, and enable Canadian
boats to pass through the Whitehall
Canal.
Yesterday's Session.

Citizen John Brown ecommenced the
morning session with a paper on the
subject of Permanent Organization. If
this scheme were ever to be accomplished
it was necessary, said he, to organize
the twenty-nine millions of people di-
rectly tributary to the great lakes in a
permanent association, for he predicted
the bitterest opposition to the enlarge-
ihent of the canals from the great dis-
tributing enterprises of New York and
the east, who had made known _their
willingness to spend millions of dollars
to retain their present coimtrol of the
West. The absence of any form of
thorough and systematic organization
had forced a sort of guerilla - warfare
against an enemy entrenched
behind a barrier of wealth,
selflishness and indifference. He
advocated the selection of a broad
and international platform, and recom-
mended an aggressive policy for the dis-
semination of the views and literature
of the association in order that Senators,
Congressmen, business men, farmers and
mechanics might become acquainted with
the advantages that would be gained
from a deepening of the canals. A branch
of the association it was proposed to
forms should be established in every pro-
vince and every state on the contiuent.

Delegates Mackenzi Blaine and Steele
took part in the discussion which follow-
ed the reading of the paper.

Vice-President Smalley, St. Paul, sug-
asted the advisability of holding a meet-
1g in the Northwest at an early date,
i1 order that such States as Nebraska,
e Dakotas, Kansas and other States
night be interested.

They wanted, he said, to influence the
Government at Washington and impress
on Oongress the necessity of immediately
deepening the chanuels between Lakes

T0 OPEN BURGLAR-PROOF SAFES.

The Ingenious Conmtrivamce Which the
Markdale Burgiars Left Behind —Now
In Posscssion of the Authorities.
Government Detective Rogers has re-
turned from Markdale, where he has been
investigating the facts in comnection
with «the burglary of Macculloch &
Young’s private bank on Septy 11. The
burglars, who were undoubtedly profes-
sionals, probably the same gang that
has been committing the numerous rob-
beries in Northern Ontario, wsecured
about $600. They: left behind them one
of the most ingenious burglars’ tools
which has ever fallen into the possession
of the guthorities. It was discovered
secreted under a mill-dam near the scene
of the burglary. It is constructed en-
tirely of steel, and was invented for the
purpose; of blowing open  *“ burglar-
proof " safes such as the one operated
upon at Markdale. These safes are so
constructed that it is impossible to drill
a holée in them in which to insert the
nitroglycerive. By meamns of the new
device the combination of the safe can
be wrenched completely out, and a hole

FROM 4 ROOF 70 DEATH,
Major Beresford Meets Instant Death at
: Halifax.

Halifax, N.S., Sept. 19.—A horrible case
of accident or suicide occurred here this
morninZ shortly before noon. Major
Beresford of the Royal Engineers, who
only came to this station a few months
azo, was the victim. He was on the roof
zarden ol the Halifax Hotel, where he
boarded with his wife and child. The
street is five gtories below, and Beres-
ford either jumped off or fell. He shot
down head first and struck on the stone
curbing, smaghing in his head and break-
inZ his neck. Death was instantaneous,
He was about 50 years Jf aze. Nobody
has yet been foum{ who can throw any
lizht on whether death was the result
of accident or whether it was a case of
suicide.

The verdict of the coromer’s jury was
accidental death. The inquest develop-
ed the fact that the Major had been in
poor health for some time, suffering from
nervous prostration. The officer’s head
was frightfully crushed by the collision
with the stone pavement, his brains com-
ing out through the nose. Major Beres-
ford comes from a famous family, the
Marquis' of Waterford was his uncle and
Lord Charles Beresford js his cousin.

Montreal, Sept. 19.—At the St. Law-
rence Sugar Refinery this morning Henri
Debeau was wiping off the shafting
when the bagging he was using caught
his wrist, throwing him forward. In
front of Debeau stood a centrifugal dry-
er about two and a halfifeet in diameter,
which is run at a terrific rate of speed.
Debeau fell headforemost into the dryer
and in an instant the life was whirled
out. of his body. Eustache Quellette was
struck by Debeau’s feet and seriously in-
jured.

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CHINA'S NATY IS CRIPPLED.

R

T'WO OF HER WARSHIPS SUNK AND
TWO)BURNED,

A Six Hours’ Naval Engagement in Which
Both Fleets Suffer—Six Hundred Men
Drowned By a Transport Sinking—

tion in Pekin,

London, Sept. 19.—The Foreign Officé
is in receipt of a cablegram from the
British Consul at Tien-Tsin confirming
the report of the naval battle at the
mouth of the Yalu River, between the
Chinese northern squadron apd the Jap-
anese fleet. The battlé lasted six
bours. During the fight the Chinese
warships Yang Wei and Chao Yung
caught fire, and were burned and run
ashore, and the Chi Yuen and King Yuen
were sunk. Four of the Japanese ves-
eels were sunk, and the remainder of the
fleet retreated. The Chinese then suc-
ceeded in landing the troops which they
bhad on board. Admiral Ting, who was
in command of the Chinese squadron, was
severely wounded. After the battle
the Chinese vessels proceeded to Wei-Hai-
Wei, which place they reached in safety.
It is supposed that some of the troop-
ships wiich were being convoyed by the
squadron were sunk. Great consterna-
tion prevails in the palace at Pekin.
The Emperor is determined to take the
management of affairs into his own
hands, but this step is not looked upon
with favor by the Government officials,
who consider such a course as beneath
the dignity of His Majesty.

China Landed Her Troops. s

A despatch to The Times from Tien-
Tsin says: The Chinese and Japanese
fleets met off Yalu on Sept. 17. The
Japanese vessels made an attack at
noon, while the Chinese were landing
troops from transports which
had been convoyed \ to Yalu
by the Chinese northern squa-
dron. The battle lasted until 5 o’clock.
The Chinese lost the Chen Yuen, Chao
Yung and Yang (Wei. The Chi Yen,
whicly was engaged in ‘thel fight on July
27, escaped, and is believed to be safe.
The Japanese are supposed to have lost
three ships. Many Chinese were killed,
among them Admiral Ting, commander
of the fleet, Col. Von Hanneken and a
volunteer named Tyler. The landing of
a large force of Chinese was successfully
executed.

600 Were Drowned, 23500 Killed

A number of officers who were engaged
in the naval battle on the Yalu River
have arrived at Port Arthur with half
a dogen warships badly damaged and
filled with wounded men.
¥ Admiral Tinge’s fleet left port on Fri-
day evening to convoy seven steam
transports conveying a large force  of
troops. A number of Europeans in the
service of the Chinese admiralty accom-
panied the troops, which were to be
landed near Wipi, from which point they
were to be sent to the front. These
troops comprised some artillery, but
were msotly comprised .of infantry.
Nothing was seen of the ememy until
the Chinese fleet reached the mouth of

: Yalu River, when a fleet of Japanese

warships were sighted. Thereupon the
transports were huried forward and two
warships were cleared for action. The
efforts of the transports to land the
troops were successful, and most of them
were gotten ashore before the naval
battle began.

The Chen Yuen was the first vessel
to open fire, and was soon engaged with
two Japanese warships of about the
same size, one of which is supposed to
have been the cruiser Chiyoda. Soon
all of the vessels of both fleets were
engaged. The Chinese cruisers Chih-Yuen
and King Yuen were sunk, and 600 offi-
cers and men o nboard of them were
drowned.

Only a few of the men struggling in
the water were picked up. The Chao
Yung and Yang Wei, in manoeuvring for
more advantageous positions, got into
shallow water and ran aground. The
stranded vessels were helpless under the
fire .of the big [zruns of the Japanese
ships and were finally set on fire by the
enemy’s shells and became wrecks.

It is feared some of the transport ships
were sunk, including one ‘whose troops
had not yet landed. The Chinese loss. is
estimated at 1500 killed and wounded,
and the Japanese loss is supposed to' be
1000, but none of the Chinese officers
giving accounts of the battle know the
names or size of the four vessels of the
enemy which are alleged to have been
taken.

Taking the Chinese best view of the bat-
tle, it is plain that the encounter has
resulted in seriously crippling the naval
strength of China.

First Naval Battle Under Modern
ditions. .

In an article referrinz to the naval
battle between the Japanese and Chinese
flects, The Westminster Gazette says: ‘“‘If
the  news is accurate, we have the first
Zreat naval battle at sea ever fought un-
der really modern conditions, It cer-
tainly bears out the anticipation that
any such engagement would prove disas-
trous to both parties. The Japanese un-
doubtedly served their purpose if they
have prevented the Chinese troops from
landing. 1i such sprious losses are ad-
mitted at Shanghai, it may fairly be
concluded that the Japanese Zot the best
of the battle all round.”

The War Is Primarily Naval.

London Sept. 20. — The Daily News, in
an article commenting on the naval battle
off the mouth of the Yalu River, says:
*“Wa withhold our estimate of the conse-
quences of the battle owing to the fact
that the accounts of the fighting are still
toc meagre to cnahle us to determine the
result of the fighting. I% is our opinion,
however . that if General Yamugata cap-
tures Cores he will lose it again unless the
Japaneso fleet gaing command of the sea.
The war remains primarily a naval one.”

The Posts says the boast of Count Ito,
Primo Minister of Japan, that the Japan-
ese was the next strongest fleet to that
of China in the Northern Pacific, and far
more serviceable, hns besn amply justi-
t1ed . but there is no reason to suppose that
Chins wil Inot wipe out the Yalu disaster
f1 subsequent engagements.

China's Conduct Childish.

The Standard spepks in high praisé «f
tho tactics of the Jupanese admiral in se-
curing & position of rure advantage, and
eapresses the opinipn that it is 3xceel-
ingiy unlikel~ that |China will recover her
position in Corea for a long time %o come,
ir ever. “Japan’s arrangement of the cam-
paign,’ The Standard says, ‘“contraats
etrikingly withi the utter want of definite
and decided preparations on the part of
China.

They would ask, too,
that assistance be given for the canals
on the St. Lawrence. 4

This last statement of Mr. Smalley was
received with a loud and prolonged vol-
ley of applause.

Commercial and Financial Reasons.
d"Commtercial s'nd financial reasons for

eep waterways” was the title of a paper
by Mr. Dennison B. Smith, Secretﬁyo(
the Toledo Board of Trade. He looked
upon this convention as a possible har-
binger of closer commercial ties between
the United States and Canada. He was
a believer in free trade, and advocated
the extemsion of that principle to the
canals.

A channel of communication between
the lakes and the sea was becoming
more ubcessary every year. To reduce the
cost of reaching the matrkets of the Old
World was not only to add to the value
of our present producing domain, but
every one cent per bushel thus saved ex-
ppnded this producing area into mew
fields, and where riculture was sup-
ported there followed the merchant and
tragde and manufacturing and commerce.

Mr. Smith concluded with the following
striking comparison: The average
freight rate on wheat from San Francis-
co to London is a bushel. The aver-
age cargo i8 unger 70,000 bushels. The
trip occupies foyr months, which is 8 times
longer than that required to reach the
lakes from Liverpool. This calculation
zives 8 1-4c per bushel as the paying rate
for carrying grain from the lakes ta
Europe.””

Col. J. H. Davidson, Minneapolis, read
an excellent {:per on the ‘“Objects and
Purposes of the Convention.”

Towards the end of the session, Chair-
man Thompson narrowly averted a dis-
pute on the subject of reciprocal trade
between the United States and Canada,
by calling upon Delegate Moberly, Col-
lingwood, to read a paper on the cost of
rajlway transportation.

The Afternoon Session.

The proceedinzs in the afternoon were
opened by James Conmee,  who read a
paper on the “St. Lawrence Canal.”” He

refaced his remarks by (the statement
that he intended to view the gquestion
from a Canadian standpoint. He did not
agree with those who said that the deep-
ening of the waterwaya to 20 feet was
not within the resources of Canada, al-
thouzh he-was in favor of both countries
joining in the work. It was an easy ma.t-
ter for the two Zreat nations to unitein
this work. It was not a question of sena
timent, it was a question of interest. So
lonZ as the United States and the people
of Canada detained the work, so lonZ as
they did not take hold of the matter ¥iz-
orously, and put it through, just
so lonz were they standing against
their own interests and against the de-
velopment of the great heart of this
continent, If constitutional questions or
national sentiment or other regsons pre-
vented a joint control,each ion gm}ld
complete those portions lying ithin its
own borders, and each improve channels
on their own side.

The remainder of the afternoon was
occupied in receiving and adopting ‘the
report of the Committee on Resolutions
as recorded above. '

Australin‘s Gold Fields.

Some big stories are current of the
richness of the Coolzardie zold fields in
Western Australia, and particularly,says
the Scientilic American, of one mine in
the, district discovered by two young ad-
venturers named Bailey and Ford. The
former, while prospecting, found a 45-
ounce nugget sticking out from a reef
fn. a biz mountain of quartz. As quickly
8s possiblo a elaim was staked out, but
In spite of all precautions, much valuable
surface ore was stolen before a proper
guard could be established.

The monthly output from the mine now
amounts to 2000 ounces. From 30 tons
of ore picked from a bulk of 1400 toms,
{18,000 ounces of gold was obtained, and
the remainder of the stone is expected
{to yleld from five to six ounces to the
iton. Out of 650 tons raised from a depth
of 15 feet, 12 tons were picked, giving
8500 ounces ol gmelted gold. From an-
other part of the mine four tons select-
{ed out of 100 tons of ore, yielded 1600
| ounces of gold. Some of the other re-
|turns of picked stone were: Five tons
{from 250 tons for| 200 ounces, two tons
|from 70 tons for 900 ounces, four tons
for 1000 ounces, and 85 hundredweizht
for 800 ounces. Some of the surface “‘is
so rich in gold that ounces can sometimes
be picked out in' & few minutes,”Down
to the B50-foot level only it is estimated
that zold to the amount of 40,000 ources
is now in sight. It is as yet too soon
to speak about the prospects of other
claims which have been peZged out in and
around Coolzardie. | Very few of them
have Zot beyond the rudimentary stage
of prospectingy claims, althouzh reports
have been received of some valuable finds,
amorfz which may be cited a reef carry-
inZ 10 ounces to the ton, and the discovery
of nuzgets of 52-ounce weight on a field
45 miles distant. The population ol the
place ‘amounted to about 1500 some
weeky ago, but since then has diminished
in consequence of the terrible hardships
which must be encountered there, owing
to the climate.

made of broom straw, although not en-
tirely satisfactory, are about the best one
can get when bristle brushes are not to
be had, or are too expensive.

Tables that have been neglected may
be bleached by spreadin

night a layer of wood ashes, made into |

a mortar-like paste with water; the next
morning brush it off and scrub.

In cleaning floors never wet too large
a space at once. If beyond the com-
fortable range of the arm there is al-
most certain to be a dark circle when
dry, showing where you leave off each
time, because, being out of easy reach,
one has no power to scrub well or wipe
dry. Always in using the dry cloth rub
it well beyond the space now being
cleaned to the one last done.

The use of a little washing soda or
borax in the water is excellent for
boards, and if thev have been neglect-
ed, a small lump of lime in the water
greatly helps to make them white.

After tables are scrubbed attend to the
sink. Puta lumF of washing soda as
large as an egg at least over the sink hole
and pour a kettle of boiling water over
every part of it, using the sink brush to
send it into all the greasy ;;arcs.

After tables, dresser, sink, etc., have
been cleaned the paints should be at-
tended to before scrubbing the floor.
All finger marks from the woodwork
and doors should receive attention, also
the chairs if painted, the backs of them
if caned, and the wirtdow sills and cas-
ings. "The kitchen window sills require
special attention every week: 8o many
things are liable to be set on them that
they are quickly soiled.

It may seem needless to state that
floors should always be thoroughly
swept before they are scrubbed, yet
thoroughness in this respect is one of the
great secrets of keeping the floor white
and clean with but little trouble.

To clean oil cloth do not scrub it un-
less it has been badly cleaned man;
times, when with the fine corrugate
surface now usual, the dirt, or rather
the dirty water allowed to remain in it
will have made it so grimy that it will
be necessary to use a soft brush and
scrub in the direction of the lines. But
usually warm water, one wet and one
dry cloth are all that are required. Oil
cloth and paint need the wiping with a
coarse dry cloth as much as boards, and
will repay the extra trouble. Skim milk
used in place of water toclean oil cloth
will give it brightness and lustre. When
kitchen floors are painted they may be
txiealtled in the same manner as the oil
cloth. :

SEQUSL T0 A BROOTING SORAPE,
Nathanfel Hutchison Charges His Wife
With Insanity.

‘A warrant was issued yesterday for the
arrest of Marthe Jane Hutchison, 132
Hellem-street, on & ¢hanze of insanity.
The complainant is her husband Nathan-
jel Hutchison, The arrest is the sequel
to an attempted miurder and euicide,
which oecurred in this city, four or five
years ago.

Upon his refusal
to consent, she drew a revolver and shot
him in the head, subsequently taking a
dose of laudanum herself, Both Hutchison
and the girl recovered and in a few
months afterwards they were married.
Their married life does not seem to have
been & very happy ome, and Hutchison
now clajms that the woman is insane,

East Toronto Council.

The residents of that part of the vil-
lage of East Toronto known as Balmy
Beach presented a largely signed peti-
tion to the Village Council asking that
the rtion of the village lying south of
the Kingston-road be allowed to. with-
draw from the municipality. The rea-
pon for this action is that the section
named has meither police protection,
light nor school accommodation. Some
time ago the petitioners had asked for
electric lights, but these were refused by
the council and il lamps were ordered
to be erected instead. This did not please
the residents, and the above is the out-
eome.

The council did , not approve A(V! the
move, and it im likely the petitioners
will take steps to endeavor to carry out
their wishes,

In reference ‘to the application of
W. H. Lucas, W, H. Givens and Joseph
Hind, asking that the portion of the vil-
lage north of the G.T.R. tracks and east
of Dawes’-road be taken off 8.8. No. 6,
the matter was left over until the School
Board bring in & report.

The back taxes due the village was
discussed at length, A motion moved by
Mr. Morton was passed instructing the
County Treasurer and Reeve Richardson
to take mecessary steps to collect all
back taxes. :

It deems that the treasurer of the vil-
lage haw failed to comply with the sta-
tutes for the past four years in return-
ing to the County Treasurer a list of all
lands on which the taxes have not been
paid. The excuse which the treasurer
gives is that the collector did not hand
in his roll, and the then reeve, D. G.
Stephenson, did not see that the officials
periormed their duties. This ,may be
accounted for by the fact that the reeve’s
taxes on a large amount of property he
held were not paid. The last auditors’
report showed that over $8000 are due
for taxes, and it is now doubtful whe-
ther the amount can legally be collected
on apcount of the action of the village
officials.

The report of the County Treasurer
and the.Reeve will be looked for with|
much interest at the next meeting of
the eouncil.

At the
meeting of the synod in 1846 the name
of “Knox’s College'' was first given to
the theological seminary. This name it
retained till 1858, when, in the Act of
incorporation, it was designated ‘‘Knox

College.”

The synod in 1847 appointed Dr.
Michael Willis as professor of theology,
and Mr. Willis entered upon  his duties
in December of that year. Ten years
afterwards, when, for the first time, the
synod resolved to appoint a principal,

r. Willis was chosen to occupy _this po-
sition. In 1848 the Rev. Mr. Rintoul,
having been released from the charge
of the Streetsville congregation, was ap-

inted interim professor of Hebrew,and
n the same lyezn' the Rev. Wiiliam Ly-
all, formerly minister of the Free
Church of Scotland, was appointed pro-
fessor of classical literature and general
mentral training, in which department
he continued to give instructions till his
removal to Nova Scotia, where he be-
came a professor in the Free Church Col-
lege and afterwards ‘in Dalhousie Col-
lege, Halifax.

rof. Esson died in 1853,and the synod
then resolved to appoint a professor to
whom should be ansiqned the depart-
ments of lc:lgic, mental and moral phil-
osophy,and the evidences of natural and
revealed religion. Rev. George Paxton
Young, minister of Knox church,Hamil-
ton, was appointed to this position in
1853. Three years later he was relieved
from the department of evidences, and
Dr. Robert Burns, minister of Knox
church, was appointed professor of evi-
dences and church history. Dr. Burns,
Dr. Willis and Mr. Young were the pro-
fessors in the college at the time of fhe
union between the Free and United
Presbyterian churches in 1861, when the
colleges of the two church were amal-
gzmated.

Between the years 1844, when the
college was opened, and 1861 (the year
of the union), the number of students
who completed their course in Knox
College was 86.

When, in 1861, the union between the
Free and United Presbyterian churches
was consummated, the divinity hall of
the United Presbyterian church was
amalgamated with Knox College, the
theological institute of the Free church.
The name of Knox College was retain-
ed; its professors at the time of the
union were: Principal Willis, Dr. Burns
and the Rev. George Paxton Youn%i In
1864 the two latter resigned and Rev
William Caven, of St. Mary's, and the

gesis and the latter on the evidences of
hristianity. Mr. Caven (afterwards
Dr. Caven) was, in1886, appointed pro-

From
the departments of evidenceshe wasre-
lieved in 1867, when the Rev. Robert
Ure (afterwards Dr, Ure) was appointed
lecturer on this subject. In 1857 the
Rev. J. J. Proudfoot (now Dr. Proud-
foot) was appointed lecturer on homile-
tics, pastoral theology and church gov-
ernment, which position he now holds.
Dr. Willis in 1870 resigned his position
as principal and professor of systematic
theology. In 1868 Prof. Young returned
to the college and took charge of the
departments of classics and mental and
moral philosophy till 1871, when he re-
signed. During the earlier part of the
gession of 1870-71, the classes in system-
atic theology and apologetics were
taught by the Rev. William Gregg, and
in the latter part of the session by Rev.
David Inglis (afterwards Dr. Inglis),
who was appointed professor of system-
atic theology by the assembly in 1871
In 1872 Mr. Gregg was appointed pro-
fessor of apologetics, and after-
wards taught church history and
a class in mathematics. Mr. Inglis
retained his position for only one
gession after his appointment as pro-
fessor, he leaving to become the pastor
of the Dutch Reformed congregation
is Brooklyn, L.I. During the session
after his departure the classes in system-
atic theology were conducted by Pro-
fessor Gregg and Dr. Alexander Topp,
ministor at Knox Church, Toronto. In
1873 the Rev. William MacLaren was
appointed_to the position, which he still
retains, of professor of systematic the-
ology. In the same year Prof. Caven
was appointed principal of the eollege,
and he, Prof. Gregg, Prof. MacLaren
and Dr. Proudfoot constituted the the-
ological staff at the timc of the general
union of 1875.

What Americans Drink

Official figures, lately compiled, with-
out reference to the tariff, shows the
importation of foreigns wines and
lig.uors to this port to be steadily falling
0

The importation of chamg:gne. for
instance, was 67,000 dozen bottles less
last year than the g'oeu before, and 106,-
000 fess than in 17%0. —The importation
of French brandy—208,000 gallons in
1888, 196,000 gallons in 1889, and 250,-
000 gallons in 1890—was only 116,000
gallons last year, and there was a cor-
responding decrease in French brandy
imported in bottles. The importation
of Holland gin, which varied between
230,000 and 265,000 %allom up to 1891,
was only 130,000 gallons last year. St.
Croix rum fell off from 21,000, gallons
in 1892 to 13,000 last year, and Jamaica
rum from 85,000 gallons to 25,000, The
importation of sherry fell from 688,000
gallons in 1898 to 574,000 last year:
port, 11,000 gallons in 1890, 92,000 in
1891, 84,000 in 1892, was ong 77,000 last
year. The importation of German and
Hungarian wines, more than a million
gallons® in 1890 and 1891, was 834,000
gallons last year. -Madeira, a rare
article of importation nowadays, which
averaged 10,000 gallons a year up to
1890, was only 5,800 last year. French
red wine (Bordeaux and Burgundy), of
which 19,000 gallons were imported in
1891 and 391 in 1892, reached 3.8 (0)
last year. The same decrease is shown
in all foreign wines, the exceptions being
Italian and Spanish red wine. Both are
increasing in popularity among Ameri-
cans. The Spanish increase of importa-
tion of wine last year was 10, al-
lons over the year previous, and of
IScalian wines 82,000 ga lons.—New York
un.

An Improved Motor.

An improved kind of motor, contrived
by a Nebraska inventor—claimed to be &
perfect equalizer and having no dead
centres—is arranged with semi-circular
rooking treadles loose upon the shaft,
and having foot lugs upon their ends for
the alternate motions of the feet i driv-
ing the mechanism. To render the seg-
mental hand ever available, it is requir-
ed to change the position of the further
treadle, and secure both treadles firmly
to the shaft, when it may be operated
by hand, or power may be applied
through the connecting rod. The seg-
mental rocking treadles are conneeted
by short belts with clutch pulleys mount-
ed to rotate looselfy on a driving shaft,
and on the rims of the clutch pulleys
are secured the ends of belts connected
with right and left rock wheels on a
shaft journalled in the frame, the right
| rock wheel being connected with the
right clutch, and the left rocker, or the
inverted one, being connected with the
jeft clutch. As the rock wheels are both
keyed to the rock shaft, when the right
one moves forward the inverted one
moves backward. The clutch employ-
ed is a sort of ball or roller device, the
rollers clutching the outer rim of the
cluteh wheels as they are drawn for-
ward by entering a wedge-shaped
opening between the rim and a center
piece keyed to the shaft, and, when
reversing, rolling back against the
shoulder in the center piece.—New York
World.

Occult Sciences.

“Mygteries of the Occult Sciences,”

or divination by numbers, we take the
following. It is known that the Reign ot
Terror was closed by the fall of Robes-
pierre in the year 1794. The successive
addition of these four digits to the num-
ber as a whole will be found to give
1815, the year_ of the close of
the empire.” Proceeding in  the
same manner, 1830 is obtained, the
year which witnessed the fall of
Charles X. The process being continu-
ed will be found to give further the
totals 1842, 1837 and 1878. These years
mark respectively the death of the Duke
of Orleans, with the decadence of the
dynasty; the birth of the Prince Imperi-
al,and the attempt ot| the 16th May to
restore the monarchy, Arithmomancy
apparently does not concern itself with
the future,for the event which is to leave
its mark upon the fortunes of France in
1902—the next year in the series--is not
stated,

THE LIQUOR TRAFFIC.

The Virtues of the System Used in Bwe-
den and Norway.

In summarizing his conclusion as to
the advantages and disadvantages of
the Gothenburg or company monopoly
system of liquor traffic in operation in

weden and Norway, Dr. E. R. L.
Gould insists that the system was not
originated with the idea of stopping the
consumption of liquors, but to reduce
the evils consequent upon inordinate in-
dulgence in alcoholic drinks, It is found-
ed, too, upon the principle that, since;
taking human nature and practices  as
we find them, it is impossible immedi-
ately to eradicate the evil completely,
it is better to regulate it through the
higher rather than the lower elements
of the community. Its strength lies
along the line of preventive,rather than
of reformatory elements. - Among the
advantages named is, first the complete

. divorcing of the liquor traffic from poli-
tics. Further, the company monopoly |
has been so adm'inistered that a
eneral reduction of the number of
icenses has been brought about every-
where, and consequently a lessening of
the temptation to drink. ‘It would be
a very strange condition of affairs, in-
deed, in any matter of this kind, if,
when the element of private gain was
entirelg eliminated, a resulting improve-
ment did not take place.” series of
effective checks is imposed against a
breach of trust, supposing there may
exist an inclination to commit it. The
companies have, in some measure, gone
beyond the lefal requirements in the
line of general interest. particularly in
raising the age of minority from 15,
where the law puts it, to 18, as regards
selling drink to young persons, and also
in insisting immediately on cash pay-
ments. They have gradually raised the
price of drinks and reduced their
atregfth. In Norway the saloons are
closed on Sundays and at those times of
day when tho workman is most tempted
to drink. All men employed are paid
fair fixed salaries, and there is
no temptation to push sales. All
taxes are Kaid under the company
system without shuffling. The icause
of temperance has been assisted finan-
cially and otherwise. The profits on
sales of drink are expended for the
relief of society. No community which
has tried the system has afterwards
abandoned it. @ measure is sugportr
ed by the temperance party, though
many of them would prefer prohibition.
The~ disadvantages are laid mostly to
defécts in existing law rather than to
faults inherent in the system itself. The
monopoly does not extend far enough,
but should cover fermented drinks; the
limit for retail salesis not fixed high
enough ; the sale of liquors is often con-
nected with general business from which
it should be separated; a monopoly of
production by the state does: not exist ;
the question of profits is still too con-
spicuous, and, from the temperance view
of the case, it is feared that the upper
classes of society do not wish to go
further than the Gothenburg system.—
Popular Science Monthly.

Age of Niagara Falls,

Prof. J. W. Spencer says that the
first conjecture as to the age of Niagara
Falls was made by Andrew Ellicott in
1790. Ellicott believed the falls to be
55,000 years old. A-%l:;ls‘tl Lyell esti-
mated the age of -falls as 85,000
years. All of these estimates were pure
conjectures, but they were correctin
assuming that the gorge had been ex-
cavated by the river. Prof. Spencar,
in outlining the progress of the falls,
says that a little stream draining the
Erie basin once fell about 200 feet from
the brow of the Niagara escarpment.
This stream was not over one-fourth the
volume of the present cataract, and con-
sequently excavated the gorge at a
much slower rate than at present. Dur-
ing the early history of the river the
waters of the three upper lakes emptied
through the Huron basin by way of the
Ottawa river. The height of the falls
has increased several times. The first
episode, represented by a small river
falling éOO feet,lasted 11,000 years. Then
the height of the falls was increased to
400 feet, and took the/drainage of all the
upper great lakes. “At the same time
there was a series of casades, three in
all, the lower gaining on the upper
until finally they were all united in one
great cataract, much higher than that
of to-day. Subsm}uently the waters
were raised at the head of Lake On-
tario, and the falls approximated to the
present conditions after a lapse of 1,000
vears, and another 1,000 years was pro-
bably occupied by transitorial changes
of a very gradual character. It is now
8,000 years since Lake Huron emptied
into Lake Erie for the first time. The
land has risen about the outlet of Lake
Erie, and if the present rate of chanﬁe
continues, in 5,000 or 6,000 years the
waters of the four lakes will turned
into the Mississippi river drainage at
Chicago,

A New K-uectric Locomotive.

An electric locomotive of 1000 horse-

ower is, says The Engineer and Iron
Trades Advertiser, under construction
in London, from the plans of Sprague,
Duncan & Hutchinson, to the order of
the North American Company. It is
intended for slow speed and heavy trac-
tion in switching service. The machine
is carried upon four pairs of driving
wheels, all coupled. 'he frame is of
steel, with deep pedestals. The 56-inch
wheels are close coupled; the first and
last pairs only are flanged. There is
a motor in each axle, the weight of the
armature coming directly on the wheels,
and that of the field magnets is on the
journals through the pedestals; nosprin,
supports are used. 1he four motors ai
form parts of a complete system on a
rigid wheel base of 15 feet. The motors
are of the alternating type, are wound
for 860 volts, at 220 revolutions, which
will be the equivalent of 35 miles an
hour when in multiple.
