A Margaret» Hie correspondent says : — 
“Capt Card the light keeper on Isle 

au Haute and bis son, met with a nar­
row escape this fall while returning to 
the island from Margaret»llle, where he 
had been taking men, whom he had 
employed on the island building a boat 
house, and doing other government 
work.

the east end, where he had to land, and 
which in a wind from this quarter it 
about as dangerous as around Blomi- 
don. The Capt. had taken every pre 
caution to prevent accident ; but just 
before landing a heavy squall struck 
the boat which nearly threw it on beam 
ends. Meanwhile the ballast slid to 
the leeward, which, but for the good 
management oi the captain and bis son, 
would certainly have swamped them. 
The oapt. immediately let go the sheet, 
and got the boat righted before another 
heavy squall or large wave struck her, 
and Anally reached the landing place. 
The boat provided the captain by the 
government, is far trom being safe for 
crossing the bay from the island to 
the mainland, and he has run many 
narrow escapes, while boating around 
the island in performance of his duty, 
and has repeatedly asked for a better 
boat, and finally has been obliged to 
buy one himself. The government has 
nevtii provided a medicine chest, and 
the light keeper is obliged to stay year 
after year, without medicine or medi 
cal work unless be provides these also.

There is undoubtedly too Bentville, Oct. 29, '83.— A thoroughly practical movement 
has just been organized in Chicago. A 
mechanical school has been established 
in which are to be taught English, 
mathematics, drawing, carpentry, 
wood turning pattern»making, Iron 
chipping, forge-work, brazing, soldering 
and the use of iron finishing tools. The 
course lasts for three years, and pro­
vided the work done is of a practical 
nature, the results will be most bene­
ficial. The professions and clerkships 
to day are simply over-crowded, and 
the lack of thorough mechanics is be­
coming yearly more noticeable. What 
ever may have been tbe faults of the 
old apprenticeship system it certainly 
had the great merit of allowing as a 
rule, apprentices only to advance step 
by step, and tbe number of workmen 
who understood each department of 
their trades was much larger 
proportionally than now. Nowa­
days, if a beginner is a rolling 
stone, he is at liberty to follow his in 
clinations almost without restraint, 
and as a boy’s ideas are usually large, 
be imagines he knows as much as bis 
master before he has even got a super­
ficial knowledge of all branches of his 
business, and strikes for higher wages, 
or leaves for another situation as a 
self styled journeyman. Another bar 
to obtaining a trade thoroughly, is 
that in all large manufacturing estabs 
liahmente, work is so systematized that 
each person has his or her particular 
department, and the beginner is usu­
ally placed in one of these depart­
ments and kept there. He is thus 
almost useless outside of his particular 
work. Tbe school just opened in 
Chicago has been established in view 
of the existing evils, and it is to be 
hoped that its mission may be a suc­
cessful one.

A convention of the Democrats a few 
days later nominated tho present Governor, 
Benjamin L. Butler, for a second term 
of office, and ex-Ma>or Prince for Lieu­
tenant Governor. Prince, who was in 
Europe with a sick wife, wrote declining 
tbe honor, and on Saturday of last week, 
the name of S. A. Abbott was substituted 
for bis. Abbott alao declines to run, and 
the Democrats are now looking around 
for a popular man who will serve. The 
Greenbackors at a convention agreed to 
give their support to Gov. Butler. There 
are a few of them, however, who are op­
posed to Butler and have nominated John 
F, Arnold as their candidate. The Prohi­
bitionists also had a convention, at which 
Aluny was nominated as a candidate foi 
tho highest Executive Office.

It is almost a pity there is not more 
than one Governorship of this state, for 
with so many candidates for the office, and 
each backed by so many followers, the 6th 
of November will prove a day of disap­
pointment to about two-thirds of the people 
of tbe Commonwealth.

So considering for a moment ti e plat­
forms of the different parties, wo find 
neither the Democrats or Republicans pre­
senting any live issues. The Republicans 
cry “ Down with Butler and Bntleriem I" 
and say the administration of the office of 
Governor last year, brought disgrace to tho 
State. On the other hand the Democrats 
claim that the investigation at Tewksbury, 
tho changes in the management 
states’ prison and of the insurance offices, 
and the vetoing of several bills by the 
Governor were very beneficial to tho state. 
Their arguments all end with “Tho 
Republicans must go !”
The Prohibitionists present a more decid­

ed issue to the people than any of the other 
parties. Their object is, and always has 
been, the prohibiting the use of liquor. 
This is a praise worthy effort, but the no­
minating of a candidate for thj Governor­
ship is not calculated to help uieir cause. 
By no possible means can he / be elected, 
and a defeat would bo injurious to them. 
Gov. Butler is receiving the support of the 
rumsellers, and conaequently is condemn- 
ed very loudly by tho Prohibitionists ; but 
instead of casting their vote where It will 
do tho most good, they raise up another 
candidate, thus indirectly giving Butler an 
advantage.

It will be either a Republican or a De­
mocratic Governor next year, and neither 
party can look forward with agreatamount 
of confidence to the result. Homo very 
sanguine ones among the Republ!Cans, 
claim a majority for Robinson of tweqty- 
five thousand, while those of a tike tem­
perament in the Democratic ranks claim a 
plurality for Butler. The 6th of Nov., 
however, will be the best authority on ma­
jorities. W. H.

Apples.—Tbe Boston Journal of tho 24tb 
net, has the following in reference to the 
apple market

We were informed yesterday that about 
1500 barrels of apples are on the way from 
England to Boston by steamer. The in­
voice lists have been received and tbe 
fruit is expected in a few days. This ship­
ment, we are told, is simply an experu 
ment, but if It Is successful others will fol­
low. Apple dealers are watching this 
movement with a good deal of interest, for 
if apples can bo laid down here from Eng­
land at a profit, even for a few weeks, it is 
likely to bave an important bearing upon 
the market. A few hundred .barrels of 
apples were shipped from Boston to Eng­
land last week to test tbe market there, 
bnt the prospect there is that our export 
trade in that direction will not amount to 
anything for some time to come. Eng­
lish circulars report a very large crop and 
lower prices than are ruling here. Up to 
October 6th, only 389‘barrels had been re­
ceived at Liverpool from the United 
States and Canada, against 7614 barrels 
same time last year. The beet apples in 
Boston market are not worth over $3 50 
per barrel by tbe car-load, and some deal­
ers are not willing to pay over $3. The 
trade has improved a little, but it te by no 
means brisk, and dealers are cautious 
about stocking up.

Grafting Potatoes.—Mr. Michael Mc­
Donald, of Cherry Valley, a small produce 
âhipping place about ten miles from Char 
lottetown, P. E. 1., bas grown on hie farm 
this summer grafted potatoes.

of potatoes, informs an exchange 
that he bad about three hundred bushels of 
the grafted potatoes mixed through the 
gargo, and had he kept the grafted separ­
ate, he could have named bis own figure 
for them. The grafting is done to the 
following manner : 
take a blue and an early rose. Supposing 
we want a potato from tbe two we cut all 
the eyes out of the bine, then we cut an 
eye out of the early rose and insert it in 
one of the eye boles of tbe blue. We then 
go over it with grafting wax (same as In 
tree grafting) when the blue is planted 
whole, and as above described, the potatoes 
produced from it will be half blue and half 
eaily ro»e. The grafted potato, when 
planted, of course reproducts itself.

Zero weather has compelled ue to 
look after our underclothing. We 
have thrust ourselves into two or three 
sets of flannels at once, like a nvm 
beating a hotel by walking out with-ins 
whole wardrobe on his back. It is 
easier, however, to keep warm than it 
used to be, nor is it fashionable to wear 
thick underclothes. Many object at 
first to anything exoept dainty muslins 
underneath their outer garments, but 
the use of colored silks leads the 
way to flannel next the skin, 
sod then to buckskin. The latter ma­
terial is now made up into small, close 
skirts and snug drawers, which are ex­
ceedingly comfortable. Those with 
the small perforations are most whole* 
some. The outside, without sleeves, 
has long been used under cloaks or 
dress waists, and may be had with a 
flannel lining. A more convenient 
garment of buckskin is an under ’ker. 
chief, such as the flannel ones worn to 
protect the chest and shoulder blades. 
This extends in a point to the waist 
before and behind, and does not till up 
the waist of the dress, as the vests do 
that extend all the way around the 
waist. The buckskin skirts so long 
used by the English women were ins 
traduced here last winter, to be worn 
over a flannel skirt, and underclothing 
in order to keep them clean. These 
are light, and give greater warmth 
than is produced by heavier wool 
skirts, and may be had with scarlet 
flannel petticoats are used for winter 
in varied weights according as the 
wearer requires more or less heat, be­
ginning with three or four tucks neatly 
feather-stitched, and an edging of em­
broidery, up to the warm shaker flan­
nel skirts, for which only a single 
breadth of flannel is needed, as it 
measures two and a half yards in 
width; these come in bright scarlet, 
and are pretty when trimmed with the 
crochetied lace of scarlet zephyr wool. 
A new flannel in which eider down is 
said to be woven, is used this winter. 
It is made in plain skirts of red, white 
or light blue. Hand-knitted skirts are 
to be bait in nice qualities and pretty 
and shell patterns. A ruffle of white 
flannel, embroidered and scalloped in 
colors, or else two narrow flounces 
similarly trimmed, are the popular 
trimmings for the white flannel petti 
coats. A deep yoke of the flannel 
double is preferred to a waistband for 
flannel Skirts, as this fits more neatly.

The 
result was very satisfactory, for the 
food was digestible and nutritive. Corn 
cake and linseed cake are also used 
largely, and forage must be largely 
used. Speaking of the system of 
cream-raising, Prof. Sheldon said the 
cream separator is employed in 
Eogland.
however, to have a cream separator on 
a farm of less than forty cows. It costs 
about $300. The advantages of the 
separator are that the cream is pro­
bably obtained fresher from milk re­
cently from the oow ; there is 10 to 20 
per cent, more cream, and there is a 
saving in utensils. With regard to bat­
ter, Prof. Sheldon laid great stress on 
the necessity of cleanliness and atten­
tion to details, especially the tempera­
ture. It is not advisable to churn new 
milk. Cream should not be allowed to 
go sour, but it should be kept for a 
time to ripen and mellow, by so doing 
the flavor of the butter will be im* 
proved. It should be kept free from 
acidity. No country on earth produces 
such butter as Ireland. He asked a 
butter maker in Ireland how he made 
such tine butter. The latter replied 
that he was careful to keep everything 
clean ; he churned twice a week ; kept 
the cream fresh ; and when the cream 
was in the churn some buttermilk was 
added at the last moment. It was best to 
wash the butter in the churn when it 
is in small particles, otherwise the 
buttermilk cannot be removed. The 
butler worker is proferable to the 
band. On the question of salting but­
ter, Professor Sheldon said for fresh 
butler for early conosumption one per 
cent, would be sufficient; for expora 
tion five per cent. He considered the 
farmers of the Maritime Provinces have 
a great future before them as dairy 
farmers. They should export butter 
and cheese largely. The Danes are 
now sending butter to the West Indies. 
The Professor showed a hermetically 
sealed can of Danish butter, which be 
said had two per oenL of salt, and is good 
to keep for two years. He said he was 
pleased with the excellent quality of 
the butter and cheese shown in the ex 
hibition. The exhibits fairly surprised 
him. With regard to cheese making, 
Prof. Sheldon described the way in 
which a Lancashire farmer worked. He 
kept over from each day one-fourth of 
the curd unstrained and mixed it with 
the new curd next day. By the action 
of the acid in the old curd a peculiarly 
tine flavor was given to the cheese.

Prof. Sheldon was asked a number of 
questions by Messrs. Magee, C. E Gros 
vegor, H. Trueman, (Point de Bute,) 
Robt. Starr, (of Cornwallis,) Senator 
Mscfarlane and others. He replied some­
times at length. He said cream will 
keep sweet at 50 degrees. Jersey cat­
tle are economical in regard to feed ; 
so are Ayrsbires ; short horns he con 
sidered extravagant. As to the time 
to be taken in chuaoing, no rule can 
be laid down, as the season, the tempa 
lure, etc., must be considered. It is 
not well to churn too quickly, as too 
much friction will produce soft butter. 
Slow churning is best. Cotton seed 
cake is good for fattening and for milk. 
He preferred it to linseed cake, because 
the latter is adulterated. He never 
heard of injurious influeuces being 
attributed to cotton cake. As to ensi­
lage, Prof. Sheldon said be would not 
give an opinion, but would be glad to 
receive some information. Mr. Gros- 
venor described feeding of ensilage he 
had seen inlNew Jersey. Mr. Starr said 
he had used ensilage largely and had 
found it beneficial, and would increase 
his quantity. It was not a perefet 
food, but a very good auxiliary. After 
some general discussion the meeting 
broke up.

Stammering

There can be no empirical cure for 
rent stammering. It is very much ag­
gravated by nervousness, but it is not 
entirely due to that. It is a wrong use 
of sora** part of the organs of speech ; 
at one time one part, as the tongue, at 
another the lips, at another tbe epiglot 
tie, the breath, etc.

The only cure is for the person by 
long, steady, quiet but resolute prac 
lice to gain complete control of the 
organs of speech, until he can, by force 
of will, make them do rightly. The 
voice with most people is like a piano­
forte in I be hands of a trained player; 
he strikes the right keys - in perfect 
time and order, and harmony is the 
result. With the stammerer the keys 
are struck, by an untrained hand, oat 
of order, and discord ensues.

If » child is old enough to under> 
etand, let him be taught how to use 
every organ of speech in the right way 
w try much as a professional singer is 
taught; he can then practise alone. 
To prevent contortion of tbe face it is 
well to read and practise difficult 
words and sounds before a glass.

Having learned how to make the 
sounds properly,draw in a good breath; 
not one to unduly swell the lungs and 
tire them , but an easy, full breath ; 
let it go slovVly out at the right time, 
and the word will almost surely come; 
if not try again and again, easily and 
quietly and coolly, till it does come.

Stop the child when the stammering 
begins. Be very firm in this, but be 
patient ; be very, very patient, kind 
and gentle.

tffe”must learn to talk slowly, clearly, 
carefully and plainly. There ie no 
other way to gain command over one’s 
self, and yet it must be gained. Fast 
talking must not be allowed, even 
when there is no stammering; it will 
soonjuring it all back again.

Sométimee beating time helps a 
little, either with band or foot, but it 
is only an outside help.

Changing the word for another with 
the same meaning is also useful, but 
this will not always serve, as in case of 
a name. But these are only make­
shifts ; you must control, if you wish 
to cure entirely.

iteading aloud every day, both alone 
and to others, is a very good, indeed a 
very necessary exercise, as it gives 
practice and confidence.

If a child is young, so much the bet­
ter; begin early and keep it up, even 
if it takes years. Do not let hia bro­
ther or sister mock him ; teach him 
’that if strange children do it he must 
not min<| or be disturbed by it (if be 
can help it). Teach him, especially, 
always to keep bis temper; anything 
is bad which upsets the nervous system. 
Do not needlessly expose him to trials, 
nor yet shut him up away from the 
others. He must learn self-control.

A friend sends us the directions 
given above, and although much of the 
.advice is for stammering in children it 
will answer as well for their elders who 
suffer from imperfect speech.— Christian

Which Shall It Be.

How to build up a town, and how to 
kill a town or city, are themes of some 
importance to people of tbe towns and 
cities of Maine as well as the West, 
where cities are built up in a day.

business unremunerative will leave and 
go elsewhere.

Every man who works produces 
something, and hie neighbors should 
patronize his industry to retain him 
among them. If he and his family go 
to another place, every kind of busi­
ness loses his custom and its profits. 
Contribute to all public enterprises 
that look to tbe general good. If a 
new school house or a manufactory is 
to he built, contribute by subscribing, 
or at least say a good word for them. 
If you have a good business advertise 
it, and people will jçnow.what it is, and 
wilj patronize you. You cannot hide 
your light under a bushel and then 
expect people to see it ; if you attempt 
it you are the loser, and ought to 
suffer. Small hives hold but little 
honey, and tbe new bees have to 
swsrm out and fly away from it. A 
large hive will bold honey for all its 
inmates, and will have some to spare. 
8o in a community, if all help to build 
it up, |t will grow large and your busi 
ness expand accordingly.

Railroads may come and go, but of 
themselves will not build a city ; they 
fire only faoilties to that end. .The 
citizens must do that by a judicious use 
of their money, location and tbe supe 
nor faoilties afforded for commerce, 
manufactures and business. If you 
make these, railroads will come to you
