AN UNDERGROUND CITY OF SALT'

: s
(By Harold J. Shepstone in Onward)

Among the many spoils of war of
which the_Russians temporarily gain-
ed possession during their advance
thrcugh Galicia, the famous salt
mines of Wieliczka occupy an import-
ant ‘pltce. Wieliczka, in Austrian
Poland, lies some nine miles south-
east of Cracow, and is noted for its
salt mines. Indeed, they have become
one of the “show places” of Europe,
for they constitute a kind of under-
gropnd world, with roads, streets,

the frock salt commemorating the art
and industry of bygone ages for the
mines have been worked now for up-
wards of a thousand years.

Before describing the many marvels
which these mines contain, it is not
without interest to note that it is for-
tunate for man, perhaps, that the only
mineral that figures in his daily diet
namely, salt, is very widely distribut-
ed, True, in some countries it occurs
in greater guantities than in others.
This is the reason, probably, why one
hears very little about this pictures-
que and anfGient industry, the preval-
ence of great beds of salt in all parts
of the world, and the comparative ease
with which it can be obtained success-
fully mitigating against the establish-
ment of any form of trust powerful
enough to control its output or price.
The masses being able to obtain their
salt a no mean item when it is remem-
bered that each individual consumes
on an average twenty-five pounds of
salt annually —the limelight has not
been turned upon this industry, which
no doubt would have been the case if
its production was restricted to any
defined area or country.

This being the case some reference
to the wonders of Europe's greatest
salt mine should prove of more than
ordinary interest. Visitors desiring to
see the many marvels in the under-

houfs and. monuments hewn out otI

ground city at Wieliczka are fitted out
with miners’ shirts and hoods and
are conducted by guides, one to each
three visitors. In early times the de-
scent to the first story of the mine was
made in a shaft worked by horse
power, but a hydraulic lift is now in
use. Some visitors prefer, however, to
descend on long, slanting stairways
cut in the solid rock. Almost blinded
by the darkness, and frightened by the
eerie echo of his own footsteps, the
visitor first enters some colossal cham-
bers hollowed out by the laborer in
the ordinary course of mining, after
a plan laid down by some master
mind.

He almost looses himself in the ex-
panse of the Letow reception roem,
with its solid mural “decorations, il-
luminated galleries, stalwart pillars,
and shining chandeliers.  In its his-
tory, which dates back to 1750, when
it was dedicated to Letowski, the
chief of the mines at that time, it has
witnessed many remarkable gather-
ings. These have taken place on reyal
visits, or for the entertainment of dis-
tinguished guests. One end of the
room is adorned with a colossal Aus-
trian eagle, and with transparencies
painted on slabs of salt. In an alcove
at the other end of the room stands a
throne of green, the crystals of which
flash a ruby red. This room lies at a
distance of 216 feet below the surface.

From the scene cf splendor it is
but a step to the home of quietude and
prayer. Here, off one of the main pass-
ages, is the noted St. Anthony’s Chapel
the resort of thousands of the devout
since it was hewn in 1698. The vesti-
bule in the chapel consists of a sym-
metrical archway with figures at the
sides. The interior  is beautified by
an altar showing the Crucifixion, and
on the steps of the altar are the forms
of two kneeling monks. On the sides
of the chapel may be seen smaller
altars and statues of saints. Many tim-
es each year the priests of the district

perform their pious duties in this
simple chapel, not only in memory of
Si. Anthony himself;, but as a tribute
to the miner who, unaided and per-
severing, built the chapel as it stands
to-day. »

Hard by St. Anthony’s Chapel the
torch of the guide illuminates a mag-
nificient shrine and archway hewn in
one of the passages. Again, as ‘we
move along, we see figures of saints
in attitudes of prayer, and a few minor
rooms which we pass huriedly through
bear the names of martyrs. The
Queen’s Chapel, with its magnificent
altar, carved with expert skill in solid
sale contains on one of its sidesa view
of Bethlehem. Tradition has it that
one man spent many months of silent
effort in this picturesque sculpture
now shown to every visitor as one of
the lesser, but intersting curiosities
of the mines. As we turn from it the
beautiful chadelier in the chapel
catches our eye, and make us marvel
that such a delicate conception, with so
many pendent chains of white should
have so long rested the wear and tear
of time. When illuminated, as it often
is, this chandelier, with its myriad ol
lights, is indeed beautiful to see.

The illumination of the mine, one
may add, is carrid out by the author-
ities according to a regular tariff, the
basis of which is the number of per-
sons who may on certain days wish to
visit the mine. A first-class illumina-
tion, which comprehends the lighting
up of the thousand and one candles
and electric lamps scattered in all
parts of the mines, costs 110 kroner
(about $22.50) for any number of
persons up to twenty. For thirty to
forty people the-charge is 130 kroner
(about $27.10). For this sum the mine
becomes one blaze of light, and seems
an enchanted fairyland. An illuminat-
ion of the fourth class, to say nothing
of the intermediate grades, costs 4C
kroner for one to ten persons, and 60
kroner for twenty to thirty persons.

These lesser charges include ordinary
illumination by Bengal lights, fired
by attendants in order that the gen-
eral features of the chambers " and
chapels may be seen. "

The degcent from the first.to the sec-
ond story is made on a long series of
steps of solid salt. At the'foot of this
remarkable staircase the sightseer is
fascinated by a beautiful sight. The
giant chamber. *“Michalowice,” lies
before him—vast, fearsome and stup-]
endous—finished in 1761 after forty
years of daily labor, It measures 659
feet long, 92 feet broad, and 118 feet
high, the roof being suported by a
wooden framework to avoid disaster.
In the interior a salt chandelier of
300 lights gleams brilliantly on the
rugged sides of this imposing room.

Descending by another remarkable
tlight of steps, the visitor enters some
smaller chambers, each dedicated to
some one of high position, and each
beautiful in itself. A turn in the pass-
age brings one to a little bridge, in
front of which loom up two massive
pyramids of salt, silent guardians of
this lonely spot. These monuments
were erected in 1812 to the memory
of Franz I and Carolina, Emperor and
Empress of Austria. Appropriate in-
scriptions have been carved in the
‘ace, and rows of electric lights on Lhe
face, and rows of electric lights on the
four edges of each shaft cast reflect-
ions on the written words. Near the
little bridge also stands another monu-
ment, erected in memory of a visit
paid to the mine in 1887 by the Crown
Prince Rudolf and the Princess Step-
hanie. The third floor of this marvel-
lous mine contains the railway station
and restaurant, attracting the visitor
by its long vista of laticed galleries
and ponderous pillars and its promise
f refreshments after a long and weary
tramp on unyielding floors.

Of the many marvels to be seen in
this mine, the most wonderful pernaps
‘s the subterranean lake, lying 700 feet
below the surface of the earth. The
waters of the lake are dark, thick,
and heavy, and as the boat glides over
the surface the spreading waters roll
up against the sides of the grotto with
2 ghost-like swish. A ponderous soli-
tude overweighs all. The Styx alone
of all the death-like streams in legend
could rival this in stillness. The boa:
is substantial and carries many people.
It is guided through the Stephanie
and Rudolf grottoes by ropes running
on pulleys along the sides of the boat,
and the boatman with his hands rest-
ing on the skrn of the curious craft,
pushes it with his feet braced against
the rope. There are sixteen of these
lakes in different parts of the mines
but this is the only one upon which
visitors are allowed to go. The trip
across and back tkes fifteen or twenty
minutes, as the boat moves slowly
through the sluggish brine. A gun
shot off in’ the midle of’ the lake
makes a long and lingering echo, and
the voice of the boatman, as he calls
out that all is ready, seems like the
voice of a giant from the depth of
chaos.

The histor of the mines has at
times been shadowed by grief. Two
terrible catastrophes have occurred,
the first in 1510, when an evil-minded
laborer wilfully lit a fire. Many people
were smothered by the smoke. In
1644 another fire occurred, which last-
ed for over a year. All the people and
horses who were in the mine at the
time perished either through suffocat-
ion or by desperate jumps into the
dreadful abysses of the mine. A con-
siderable portion of the town also fell
in. The year 1815 witnessed the loss
of several hundred lives by fire; and
in 1868 the mines were flooded by the
bursting of a large lake of liquid salt.
Some years ago a2 huge mass of rock
salt weighing 200 tons fell ftrom the
roof of one of the chambers. Many
minor catastrophes have takén place,

The lower stories of the mine are
occupied by cver a thousand miners,
who, working eight hours a day each,
manage in the course of a year to pro-
duce 65,000 tons of salt. The mines
comprise eight main pits—some of
which are upwards of 900 feet in
depth, in addition to as many as 60
shafts of upwards of two miles in ag-
gregate depth. In connection with
some cof the main pits are installed
rock-salt mills and electrical lighting
plants. The mines form a lengthy oval
figure below the town of Wieliczka of

iderable , being 22
miles in central width. The aggregate
miles i central width. The aggregate
length of the galleries at present as-
cessible is upwards of 65 miles and
that of mining railroads 2 miles.

The process of working the mines
is as follows: The head of the gallery
having been lmited by two vertical
and two horizontal cut the block,
thus marked, is lcosened by inserting
iron wedges or blasting by means of
powder mines. This loosening is made
possible by the nataral cleavage of the
salt, due to its structure. Each block
is severed by means of wedges or
chisels into fragments about 88 lbs in
welight in which shape it is put on the
market.

The salt obtained by blasting is solid
either in the shape of fragments to a
local scda factory or ground as kitch-
en or factory salt, Factory salt is
either pure or denatured by means of
70 per cent of calcinated soda. The
last produce marketed is fodder salt,
which is sold fin the ground condition
denatured with varicus substances.
The aeration of the mines is mainly
natural, artificial ventilation being
used only in connection with some re-
mote working sites—The Westmin-
ster.
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THE EUROPEAN WAR

New Russian Drive

Petrograd, Dec. 1, via London, Dec. 2—The new Russian drive into the
wooded district of the Carpathians, which began three days ago with the pur-
pose of diyerting part of General Von Falkenhayn’s troops from the Rouman-
fan !I‘Ol\t"ﬂn(l preventing a further invasion of Roumania onthe Trasylvan-
ian side, is acquiring momenfum as it proceds. The drive, reports received
here say, has now developed into operations on a large scale on a line of
200 mlles’from Korosnezc, in the Carpathians, to the River Dovtian, on the
Roumanh’,n-}{ungariun frontier.

The lm#orl:mt line of communications from Kirlibaba to Marmarossziget,
which, poBsesses especial value on account of the scarcity of railways and
good roads in this region is now under control of the Russian guns on the
neighboring crests, which fell to the Russians during the hard fighting of
the past two days.

Thus far, military observers, say, the Austrians apparently have been taken
by surprise and have been unable to withstand the Russian attacks at any
ﬁ‘uponﬁpo!ms. In the amount of war materjal and the number of prisoners
'(nken, well as the precipitate abandonment of positions by the Austrians
qeilitary observers contend that the operations bear close resemblance to the
early days of General Brusilloff’s summer campaign.

War to be Fought Out on East and West Fronts

London, December 1—“The war must be fought to a military conclusion on
‘the East and West frcnts, with the blockade playing only a secondary
part,” said Lord Robert Cecil, Minister of War Trade in discussing today,
with The Associated Press tHe latest developments in the world conflict.

“The conditi n of Roumanig,” Lord Robert continued, “causes us grave
vegret. But there is no reason to suppose the operations there will affect the
result of the war, which must be fought out on the main fronts. The con-
ditions under wkich we will accept peace overtures remain the same as
outlined several months ago.”

Sir John R. Jellicoe First Lord of the Admiralty

London, November 29:—Admiral Sir John R. Jelicoe, Commander of the
British Fleet, was tcday appointed First Sea Lord of the Admiralty, being
succeeded in command of the Grand Fleet by Vice-Admiral Sir David Beatty,
who commanded the British battle cruiser squadron in the Jutland naval
battle.

Admiral Sir Henry B. Jackson, the present First Sea Lord, has been ap-
pointed Presicent of the Royal Naval College, at Greenwich . The an-
nouncement of the change in coramand of the Britith Grand Fleet was made
this afternoon in the House of Commons by A. J. Balfour, First Lord of
the Admiralty. Mr. Balfour said there would be consequental changes also in
the Board of the Admiralty.

The Enemy Within Close Range of Bucharest

The Rumanian situation shows no sign of improve-
ment. The Teutonic troops have crossed the lower Argescu river and
Bucharest is ncw within easy range of their heaviest artillery. Rumanian
torces advancing across the Naislov from the capital today were outflanked
and thrown back with heavy losses from the northwest. Falkenhayen's
troops continued their forward drive to within forty-five miles of Bucharest.
The slowing down of the Russian offensive in the Carpathians and in the
Dobrudja indicates that the Germanic forces have checked these movements
which threatened to upset all their plans. The day's operations netted the
Teutons 2,860 priscners.

London, December 3

Petrograd, December 2.—The semi-official news agency says that in the
Duma today Premier Trepoff read a proclamation announcing officially that
an agreement concluded by Russia, France and Great Britain in 1915, and

The French Legation, which was guarded by French marines, was fired
upon during the crisis. The Greek military authorities assert that the firing
was done by rowdies. Secretary Bridgeman, of the British Legation, was
arrested in the streets by a Greek patrol and taken to a police station, where
he was instantly released.

TO ENCOURAGE SHIPBUILDING
L —

As a measure of Government en-
couragement for shipbuilding in
Canada an order in council has been
passed granting 99 percent drawbacks
of customs paid on material used I
the construcgion of ships measuring
over 500 tons gross tonnage, built in
Canada, to be exported for outside re-
gistry. The vessels must be con-
structed so as to obtain a registry in
Lloyd’s satisfactory to the minister or
customs, and their export on com-
pletion must be in each case authoriz-
ed by order-in-council. A considerable
number of vessels on foreign order
are now being built in Canada, but in
each case arrangements have to be
made with the government for per-
mission to export. Under the gener-
al regulations cof the war measures
act, the export of vessels to non-Brit-
ish countries is prohibited, but the
government has power to permit ex-
portation in all cases where condit-
ions warrant,

“The state of Canada’s trade in tim-
ber since the war is a matter of the
greatest importance to our citizens.
The figures for the calendar years
1914 and 1915 are given in the bulle-
tins of the Forestry Branch of the
Department of the Interior.

SCHOOL ATTEND-
ANCE.

COMPULSORY

The School Board of Bridgetown
has already taken measures to carry
out the requirements of the law re-
specting the compulsory atendance at
Schocl of all the children of School
age in the town. But, in order to a
more careful observaace of the law as
amended, they have ordered the
Truant officer to furnish a new list of
all the children of the town between
the ages of six and sixteen years,
specifying the names of the parents,
and the age of each child.” This list
will be compared with the school
rolls, and the parents will be ask-
ed to show cause why any child of the
ages mentioned, whose name is not
on the school register, does not at-
tend school. The law as amended re-
quires that every teacher shall in-
form the Principal of the School of
the name of every child who is absent
for five ccnsecutive days, without a
satisfactory reason, and the Principal
must report such cases to the Secre-
tary of the School Board, in order
that inquiry may be made. Any person
who refuses to give the name and age
of every child living with him, or giv-
es a false name or age, or wilfuly
gives false statements, is liable to a
penalty not exceeding twenty dol-
lars, or in default of payment, im-
prisonment for a period not exceeding
twenty days, and thq same penalty is
incurred in the case of a child kept
from school for five consecutive duys
without sufficient reason.

The School Board requests the
teachers to pay immediate attention to
this notice, as far as it affects them.

The Bridgetown - School has a
larger attendance than any other
school in the County. The last school
year it reported a grand total of days
of attendance of pupils of more than
ten thousand above that of the next
largest school.” The School Board de-
sires to see every child in the town
enjoying the advantages fit offers and
hopes that all parents and guardians
of children will aid them in this en-
deavor. ,

THE WAR POSTAL SERVICE

When the mother or sister takes a
letter or parcel to the local office to
be forwarded to the son or the brother
in the army, she has little idea of all
that is involved in the carrying of
that letter or parcel to its designat-
jon. In the first place it was found
that it was impossible for the -London
Post Office to take upon itself this ad-
ditional burden created by the war. A
new building was necescary as well
as a new srmy of clerks. The build-
ing was erected in Regent's Park,
one cf the playgrounds of the great
Metropolis. It is a large structure,
covering one hundred and fifty thous-
and square feet, and is now being en-
larged by the addition cf fifty thoug-
and square feet. Supposing it to be a
square building any school boy or
school girl can tell how long each of
the four sides must be. It is divided
internally into great apartments, one
of which is labeled Austrdlia, another
New Zealand, another Canrda, and so
on, as letters and parcels come from
and go to all the places where the
various units are located. And as the
loc~tions of these units are continual-
ly subject to change, and a letter or
parcel sent to a man at one address
might not meet him there, telegraphic
communication must be continually
kept up so that the proper designat-
ion in each case may be secured. The
number of letters passing through
this military Post Office is enormous.
But, the number of parcels is very
much larger, the average, dispatched
daily being two hundred thousand.
Night and day the work goes on un-
ceasingly, employing more than six
hundred men, and a large number of
girls. One hundred War Office lorries
besides Post Office vans are on con-
stant duty. As the letters and parcels
are received at the various apart-
ments referred to, thay are first asf)rt-
ed as to their general designation,
and then as to the special designat-
jon, and all that the final distributors
know is that bags labelled with a
certain color go to one station and
those with another color go to an-
other station, whence they are dis-
patched by other agents to the proper
centre.

There are several other depart-
ments in this great building, to which
many letters and parcels are seat. One
is labelled with the one word “Blind.”
When addresses are insufficient or
obliterat>d, or uvncertain, they are
sent here, and every effort is made to
have the need supplied. Another is the
repacking department. As many as
three thousand parcels aré sent to
this department every day. Sometimes
the paper wrazping is poor sometires
the box is broken, being too fragile
fcr its long journey, and somectimes
the contents are missing, having fallen
out in the handling.

Still another department receives
lefters and parcels which have been
sent to_Cadr® or Saloniki, or France
or el#fwhere, but are returned, be-
cgdise the men for whom they were in-
tended lie in soldiers’ graves.

A London Baptist clergyman who
made a cereful investigation of the
work of this Military Post Office
says, “As I realize the magnitude of
all this work, and the wonderful effi-
ciency with which it is conducted,
it seems to be a duty to let the public
know how great is its debt to the
men who are keeping open so com-
pletely communication between the
men at the front and their friends at
home.”

~_LORD BRYCE'S REPORT

The Government Printing Bureau,
Ottawa, has reprinted an appendix
of the report of the Committee ap-
pointed by His Britannic Majesty’s
Government and presided over by the
Right Hon. Viscount Bryce, on al-
leged German outrages.

This appendix makes a large
volume of 370 pages, containing de-
tails of outrages on the civil popu-
lation in Belgium and France; such
as the use of civilians as a screen in
bactles; firing on Hospitals, Stretch-
er Bearers, Field Ambulances, private
houses; abuses of the Red Cross,
and the white flag; cruelties inflicted
on non-combatants, old and young.
It contains, also extracts from diaries
and papers of German soldiers, and
letters found upon them, with fac-
similes of several of the latter. Pro-
clamations by German army authori-
ties, and some articles of the Hague
Convention concerning the Laws and
Customs of War.

A large portion of the volume is
devoted to the Depositions of Belgian
soldiers, civilians and women, given
as nearly as possible in their exact
words as witnesses, and whenever a
statement was made which tended to
exculpate the German troops it was
taken in full.

It is a horrible story
told; a story of fiendish
and cruelty; not to be surpassed by
any record that comes down to us
from the days of the barbarians who
descended upon Europe from ‘the
mysterious bowels of Asia.” It is im-
possible to transfer to these pages the
blackest of these crimes. They are
too painful and indescent to be told
here. We will, however, copy a few
extracts from several testimonies,
which will justify the severest con-
demnation which can be expressed o!
German savagery.

“I went to see if there
wounded wanting help. I saw- in a
room a little boy about 12 years of
age, apparently on his knees plead-
ing for help with his hands clasped.
and just at his heart was a bayonet
wound. The little fellow was quite
cold and dead.”

“I saw a woman about 45 years old
with her breasts and hands cut off. 1
also saw the body of a youth about
20. Both legs were cut off,

“I there saw the hody .of a woman
lying on the floor. Both breasts were
cut off. There was also the body of a
child lying close to the other body.
Some of the limbs had been cut off.
It was either both arms and both
legs, or both hands and feet. I do not
remember which.”

I saw a woman about 45 years old.
and a boy of 9, who had been struck
with a bayonet several times, both in
the face and in the body. Both the
boy’s hands had been cut off at the
wrist, he was kneeling on the ground;
one hand cut off was on the ground,
the other hanging by a bit of skin.”

“On forcing open the door we saw
lying on the floor of the room the dead
bodies of a man and woman, a. boy
and a girl, whom the artillery man
told us were his father and mother
and brother and sister. Each of them
had both feet cut off just above the
ankle, and both hands just above the
wrist.”

“I saw German Uhlans leave a
house, in which I saw a young man
and his sister both dead, their clothes
disarranged. The man had both ears
cut off, both eyes put out, and three
bayonet wounds in the chest. The
sister had wounds in the chest and
the abdomen.”

And so through more than three
hundred pages the revolting record
proceeds, of wilful murder of un-
offending men, women and children.
of ruthless pillage and incendiarism.
Hard is the heart which does not
feel, not so much for the dead, as for
the living, who have been deprived of
family, friends, home, and kept upon
the very verge of starvatiom, as well
as in constant dread of death by the
same remorseless foes.

By way of contrast, we present a
few prohibitions agreed upon at the
Second Peace Convention held at the
Hague in 1907, “referring chiefly to
civilians.

“Family honor, and rights, individ-
al life and private property, as well as
religious convictions and worship
must be respected. Private property
must not be confiscated.” g

“Pillage is expressly forbidden.”

“The giving over to pillage of a
town or place, even when taken by
assault is forbidden.”

“The property of local authorities,
as well as that of institutions dedi-
cated to public worship, charity, edu-
cation, and to science and art, even
when State property, shall be treat-
ed as private property.”

The violation of these and other
conventions to which Germany
agreed, are on a par with the state-
ment of the German Chancellor, at
the opening of the war, that the
treaty of Germany with Belgian was
only “a scrap of paper.”

There can be no reasonable doubt
that if we Canadians had not been
under the protection of the British
Navy, Germany would have meted
cut to us the same misery which has
been inflicted upon Belgium.

It is contrary to postal law to
place Christmas seals or stickers on
the face or address side of a letter or
any item of mail. It has been found in
the past that many persons who have
purchased charitable stamps or
stamps of a decorative nature place
them on the face of letters, parcels,
elc, sent by mail, and as this is con-
trary to postal regulations, such
items cannot be delivered or sent for-
ward with the stickers affixed thereto,
and are consequently delayed. There
is, however, no objection to these seals
or stickers being placed on the back
of letters or other articles of mail.—
Halifax Recorder.

Each hen gave 99 cts over cost of
feed in the six months, which, though
not large, shows that even at the high
price of feed, eggs can be produced
at a profit. The prices pcid for grain
were local Ottawa prices and were
high, The price received for the eggs
was 44c per dozen This was not as
high as the local market and no high-
er than many farmers obtained dur-
ing the same time. But the farmer in
adition might cut down cost, for he
has table scraps, milk and other 1eeds
that may be used which were not avail-
able here.

»d ‘and cheaper ground feeds such as
bran substituted. Two or more of the
grains may be mixed in equal propor-
dons for the grain rations. The mash
may consist of ground barley and
oats, or bran may be added. If grain
has to be purchased cracked corn is
1s cheap as anything and makes a
suitable addition to any grain ration.
Bran is as cheap a food as one can
buy for the mash.

The mash can be fed dry in a hop-
per or mixed with milk and fed moist
|once a day. Any table scraps should
be used in the mash. If milk is not
available, beef scrap or other animal
food should be fed in the mash. In a
good heavy litter, feed a mixture of
the grain ration morning and night,
allowing the hens sufficient grain so
that they will always have some in
the litter, but not so much that they

i get a crop full without scratching
for it. In the Prairie Provinces, there
| is considerable shrunken wheat auvail-
able. Shrunken wheat if it is dry is
as good a poultry food as wheat fit for
| milking purposes. Care must be taken
| that it is not damp or otherwise spoil-
{ ed. Shrunken wheat alone, if there is
Imo other grain, will answer for the
grain feed. For the mash use bran,
middlings or chopped oats. Elevator
screenings, free from black, seeds,
make a good feed for either grain
mash. If alfalfa or clover can be had,
by all means give the leaves to the
hens.

In Central Canada, Ontario, and
Quebec, grain is scarce and it is likely
some will have tc be purchased. If
there is fead wheat frcm the west
available, it shoull be used. Cracked
corn may purchased and other
farm grais which may be on hand or
purchased locally such as barley and
uckwheat, might be used, Bran can be
| used in mash feel and the good crop
of clover in Ontario and Quebec WwiH
do much to cut down the cost of the
ration. Tht clover may be fed dry or
steamed and vscd in a mash.
