How to Prepare and Serve This JCasty
‘and Appetizing Dish.

To plank a beefsteak the' first im-
portant step is to select your plank.
this sho be of hard wood, well
seasoned, preferably of live oak,
hickory, cedsr or cherry, and it can
be made to order of a size to fit your
oven, or you can buy a good one at
the bouse furnishing stores costing
from 50 cents up, according to size
One that is used for fish should not
be used for meat, as the fish plank
should not be washed, simply scrap
ed each time after using, anc ts
flavor will impregnate the meat. Lf
you have a homemade plank you cun
use galvanized wire tacks ‘to hold

"the steak in place, but the purchased

‘ones have a wire attachment for this
purpose, and some of them have also
grooves to hold the juices of the
urticle that is being cooked.

For planking a sirloin or porter-
house steak is usually selected. It
should be cut thick and be of the
best quality. If you desire your
steak well done it must first be placed
on a broilar and broiled both sides,
one side baing better done than the
other. Then fasten the well-cooked
gide to the plank, which should have
been heated in the oven until sizzling
hot. Finish the broiling under a gas
flama or before a broiling fire of
coals. Fur rare or medium done
steak fasten raw on the hot plank—
hot enough to char it at once.

When broiled to suit the taste
sprinkle with'salt, pepper and a little
peprika, dot with bits of butter and
set on the opened oven door while
ou trim with the various vegetables.

TREASURER'S REPORT

The man who lives in a town or city rare-
ly appreciates the economic importance of
good roads. He knows by painful experience
that a bad conutry
pleasnre trip, and that he is frequently hin-
dered from extending his business into the
rural districts by the difficulties of trans-
portation, But by a little thoughtfulness the
city man can understand that the condition
of the country road is a matter of vital im-
portance to the farmer who must use it con-
tinually. The farmer's produce and supplies
must pay a heavy tax on every yard of bad
road over which they are hauled.

There is no great and successful trans-
portation company that has not spent large
sums of money in reducing the costof haul-
age to a minimum. Grades have been re-
duced at great expense, curves have been
straightened, the road bed has been im-
proved, everything has been done to reduce
the cost of work,

On a well paved city street a pair of good
horses will haul on the level an enormous
load, That load, however, must be reduced
in proportion to the roughness of the road
aud the sharpness of the grades. The farmer
must determine his load by its moest difficult
part. Over the average road of this province
the farmer is able to carry only about one-
half and sometimes but one-quarter of a
reasonable load. That loss, multiplied by the
number of farmers in the province, makes a
total of loss which would bankrupt any
transportation corporation.

Any attempt at reform must recognize ex-
isting evils. The people will rot grow en-
thusiastic over the expenditures of public

money for road construction until they are |

convinced that the momey so appropriated
yields a reasonable result. Whether justly or
not, the people believe that too large an
amount of the present expenditure serves a

© ypolitical purpose. Whatever the case in that |

respect, it is everywhere apparent that the
money now spent yields little of permanent
value, Our system is faulty in two essential
respects. The money provided does not all
reach the reads, and the method of construc-
tion is not satisfactory.

We must, therefore, before urging a
large expenditure insist upon the employ-
ment of an expert road-builder. The ques-
tion is a plain engineering problem and is
not impossible of solution. Systems applied
successfully elsewhere may not serve our lo-
cal needs, But the trained man can by ex-
periment meet our peculiar conditions,

We cannot afford to build and maintain
our roads without the assistance of the
farmers. Such a policy might be desirable,

" but it is not possible, Well populated rural
communities have a good deal of local pride
and under proper conditions such communi-
ties may be depended upon to improve their
own highways,

It is necessary, however, to stimulate that
local pride and offer the consequent effort
practical leadership. The Ontario practice of
defraying a portion of the expense of the
construction of roads conforming to a certain
standard of excellence has meny commend-
able features, It has worked well in Ontaiio;
it should succeed here,

Moreover, we have in the province certain
roads that are easily distinguished as main
roads, The governmental control of such
yoads is a matter which might very well re-
ceive serious attention. Such mode] roads
would not only be valuable in themselves,
but there would be a tendency to bring the
other roads up to the same standard.

Under any circumstances, the need is ur-
gent, We should shortly make a beginning

in s permanent scheme of road improvement,
