NEW RULES OF THE ROAD AT SEA.

Amended and Adopted by Oi'dcr-in-Coimril, and to come in force on and after

Jul,/ 1, 1897.

INTERPRETATION.

1. In this Act, unless tlie context otherwise requires,

—

{(i) The expression "vessel" includes every description of vessel used in

navigation ;

(6) Tlie expression "ship" includes every description of vessel not pro-

pelled hy oars

;

(c) The expression "steani-shij)" or "steam-boat" includes every vessel

propelled wholly or in part by steam or by any machinery or power other

than sails or oars;

((/) The expression "ordinary practice of seamen," as ajiplied to any case,

means and includes the ordinary practice of skilful and careful persons en-

gaged in navigating the waters of Canada in like cases;

{e) The expressiongf' owner " includes the lessee or charterer of any vessel

having the control of the n-ivigation thereof 4;? V., c. 211, s. S.

REGULATIONS FOR PREVEKTING COLLISIONS AND FOR DISTRESS SIGNALS.

t2. The following rules with respect to lights, fog signals, distress signals,

steering and sailing and rafts shall apply to :.ll the rivers, lakes, and other
navigal)!c waters within Canada, or within the jurisdiction of the Parliament
thereof, that is to say : Preliminary.

In the following rules every steam-vessel which is under sail and not under
steam is to be considered a sailing ve<sel ; and every vessel under steam,
whether under sail or not, is to be considered a steam-vessel.

The word "steam-vessel" shall include any vessel propelled by machinery.
A vessel is "under way" within the meaning of these Rules, when she is

not at anchor, or made fast to the shore or aground.

Ride.f concerniiHj Liffhts, etc.

The word "visible" in th.'se Rules, when applied to lights, shall mean
visible on a dark night with a clear atmosphere.

Article 1. The rules concerning lights shall be complied with in all weathers
from sunset to sunrise, and during such time no other lights which may be
mistaken for the prescribed lights shall be exhibited.

Art. 2. A sleam-vessel when under way shall carry:
{a) On or in front of the foremast, or if a vessel without a foremast, then in

the forepart of the vessel, at a height ab.ve the hull of not less than 20 feet,

and if the breadth of the vessel exceeds 20 feet, then at a height above the
hidl not less than such breadth, so, however, that the light need not be carried
at a greater height above the liiill than 40 t'eet, a bright white light, so con-

Morning and Evening Stars—Explanatory .^7
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Morning and Evening Stars.

Vkkus is a morning slar until February lotii, when she is in superior con-
junction with the sun. then an evening star until December, and a morning
stnr for the remainder of the year.

Mars is a morning star throughout the year.

JrPlTKB is a morning star until March 2oth,When he is in opposition to

the Sun, then an evening star until October 13th, and a morning star for the
remainder of the vear.

Explanatory.

Annular Eclipse—An eclipse of the Sun, in which its whole disk is covered
by the Moon, except a bright outer ring.

Aphelit>n—The point of a Planet's orbit farthest from the Sim.

Apogee—That part of the Moon's orbit farthest from the Earth.

Astronomical Dav is reckoned from noon to noon through the 24 hours.

Thus, July 21, 9h., js 9h. A. of July 21. and July 21. loh.. is 3h. M. of July 22.

Conjunction—A Planet directly between the Earth and the Sun is said to

be in Inferior Conjunction with the Sun. A Planet with the Sim directly be-

tween it and the Earth is said to be in Superior Conjunction with the Sun.
Planets are said to be in conjunction with each other, or with the Moon, when
they are in the same sign and degree.

Declination—The distance of a heavenly body from the Equinoctial, mea-
sured north or south, in degrees or iniuutes, on a Meridian.

Ecliptic—The plane of the Earth's orbit, so called because Eclipses can
take place only when the Moon is on or near it.

Elongation—The distance of a Planet from the Sun as seen from the Earth.
Equinoctial—The circle in the heavens traced by the Earth's Equator.

Node—That part of the orbit of a heavenly body which intercepts the Ec-

liptic. If the body is passing from south to north, it is called the Ascending
Node ; if from north to south. Descending.
Opposition—A Planet with the Earth directly between it and the Sim is

said to be in opposition to the Sun.
Penumbra—That portion of space around the shadow of the Earth, in pass-

ing through which the Moon iliminishes in brightness in conseciuence of a

part only of the Sun's rays reaching her surface.

Perigee—That part of the Moon's orbit nearest to the Earth.

Perihelion—That part of the Planet's orbit nearest to the Sun.

Quadrature—Two heavenly bodies are said to be in Quadrature when they

are distant from each other l>y ^le-fourth of the Zodiac, or three signs apart.

The Sun's Declination and fast or slow of clock are given for apparent noon
or time of passing the Meridian of St. John.
The Moon s Southing is given in Astronomical time for the Meridian Pas-

sage at St. John; and her Declination, when on the Meridian.

The Rising and Setting of the Moon are given for every day in the year.

To find the length of the day, subtract the time of sunrise from 12 hours,

and to the dillerence add the time of sunset.

To find the length of the night, subtract the time of sunset from 12 hours,

and to the diflerence add the lime of sunrise next niorninsr.

On account ot' the distiirhing force of the winds it is not possihie at tin)es

(hy astronomical calcidations) to predict the exact tinie and heiglit of high

and low water; when ihe winds hlow strong on shore, the eftect is to increase

the Tides and make them later, hut when the winds hlow ofl" shore, the efPect

is to dirninish them and m:tke tlu-m earlier.

'{'he ri(hs in the Calendar are the Morning and Afternoon Tides at St. John
and Charlottetown. In the Title Tahle (page o'.O will he found Constants for

linding the time of High Water at each of the places given in the table.

It will sometimes bi' foimd that when a Constant is added to the time of

High Wal -r at the port of refeicnce the sum exceeds 12 hours; in this case

siditr.'ict I- hours tVoin the sum and the remainder will be the time of High
Water at the reipiired port on the succeeding afternoon or morning, according;

Forecasting the Weather.

Men li:ive. from a very i-arly period, studied the weather, on account of its

great inlluence on ilieir pursuits, in order, if possible, to predict its nature, and
prevent those losses to the farnn'r and the sailor which result from violent
storms.

The earlier students based their predictions on the phases of the moon, but
an examination of ihe (Greenwich ob^ervatituis for more than half a century
has shown that iliis theory is entirely unfounded. Weather prophets like
Moore. Zadkiel and Wnnor claim in their almanais to he able to forecast the
weather day by day lor a whole year; hut nieteoiologieal science in the British
Isles, and the Simi.d Serviie of the Cnited Stall's, with the Weather Bureau
«>t tln' hominion. doe< not claim to ibrecast, with any certainty, the weather
for more than three or four day>> at tiie most.

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If an observer oould obtain, at regular or repeated intervals, readings of
tlK- barometer at stations distributed over a large area, be would be enabled
to trace tlie tnarcb of the atorm, for it has been found that the wind always
lijiiws towards the place of the lowest barometer reading; and so, by means of

tlic telegraph, he may warn those places the storm is approaching. Still,

mistakes are often made, and the forecasts are not always infallible, so that

iiimh remains to be done before meteorology can be marked among the exact

sciences.

GAME LAWS.
Synopsis «)f New Bt-uuswick GMine Law, 1897.

1. No i»ersoii ^MnW hunt, take, kill, wound or destroy, within this province,

any moose, ciiribou or deer,, between the ;{lst December and the Ist day of

September in er.ch and every year, under a penalty not exceeding $200.

2. No one person shall, during the time hereby allowed for killing, hunt-

ing or taking moose, caribou or deer, in any one year or season, kill or take

more than two moose, three caribou, or three deer, and no number of persons

forming a hunting party of three or more, shall, in any one season, kill more

than one moose, two caribou, or two deer, for each member of such hunting

partv, exclusive of guides, under a penalty of from $20 to $40,

:].' No person shall, at any time or season, hereafter hunt, take, kill, wound
or destroy, any cow or female calf moose within this province, under a penaUj

of from $100 to 8200.

4. No person shall hereafter, at any time or season, hunt, chase, pursue,

wound, take, kill or destroy, any moose, caiibou or deer, with a dog or dogs,

save as may be necessary to expel such moose, caribou or deer, from or out of

any cultivated fields, under a penalty of $50. It shall be lawful for any per-

son to kill or destroy any dog or dogs found hunting, pursuing, chasing or

destroying moose, caribou or deer.

5. In hunting moose, caribou oir deer, it is unlawful to use a "jack light."

Penalty $50.

(). Unless a party holds a license to hunt moose or caribou, it is unlawful

for a guide to accomi)any him. Penalty $40.

7. No person shall hereafter, in the counties of Kings and Sunbury, take,

wound, trap or destroy any muskrat, between the tenth day of June and the

tenth of March following in any year, under a penalty of $5 for each and
every ottence.

8.' No person shall take, kill, wound, trap or destroy any mink, fisher or

sable, between the first day of May and the first day of September following

in any year, under a penalty not exceeding $20.

W. No person shall at any time within this province, during a period of two
years from and after the 20th March, 1897, catch, trap or kill any beaver, or

have in his possession the undressed skin of any beaver, killed in this prov-

ince at any time during such period of two years, under a penalty not exceed-

ing $50, nor less than $20, for each and every offience. Jf any person shall,

during the said period of two years, have in his possession the undressed skin

of any beaver, lie shall be deemed prima facie to have violated the provisions

of this act, and will be considered liable to the penalty unless he can prove
that such skin was obtained outside this province.

10. No person shall hunt, take, shoot, kill or destroy any partridge between
the 31st day of December and the 20th d% of September in the year follow-

ing; nor any woodcock or snipe between the 1st day of December and the 1st

day of September in the year following, under a penalty of $10. For three

years from 20th of September, 1895, it shall be unlawful to kill for the pur-

pose of sale or to sell any partridge at anv place in the province. Penaltv

$20.

11. No person shall, at any time within any of the counties of this prov-

ince bordering upon the Hay of P\mdy, and the counties intersected by the

Kiver St. John, between the 1st day of January and the 1st day of Septem-
ber in any year, or within any of the other counties of the province, between

12. It is unlawful for any person to buy or sell, or offer for sale, the carcase,

or any portion thereof, or the green hide or pell of any animal or bird, or the

nests or eggs thereof, at any time during close season.

13. No person shall catch with a net, or kill with any device or instrument '

known as a punt-gun or swivel, any wild duck, wild goose, brant or other wild

fowl of the game kind, nor use any artificial lights at night for the capture or
destruction of any such birds, tuider a penalty of !ji40.

14. It is unlawful to shoot wild geese, brant, or black duck (except by resi-

dents for domestic use), between 1st December and 1st September following.

It is unlawful to sell or expose for sale any wild goose, brant or black duck
between the 1st March and 1st September.

15. The killing of robins, swallows, and other small birds of song (except-

ing English sparrows), and the shooting, wounding, killing or destroying of

sea gulls, or the trapping, snaring, or taking alive of any of the birds referred

It), or the taking or removing of the nests or eggs of any such bird, shall be
unlawful. Penally, $5 for eacli ofiisnce.

It). Birds or animals may be killed for preservation, as specimens of natural

history or for scientific investigation, a special license first being obtained for

that purpose from the Surveyor General.

17. No person shall, within any of the counties bordering on the Bay of

Fundy, destroy gulls' nests, or gather or remove the eggs of gulls, after the

24th June in any year, under a penalty of !*ilO.

18. It is unlawful for any person to catch, by means of trap or snares, or to

set traps or snares, for any moose, caribou or deer. Penalty i^lOO.

19. No person shall be allowed to kill, or pursue with intent to kill, any

moose or caribou, at any time of the year, without first having obtained a

license for the purjjose, signed by the Chief Game Commissioner, from any

(Jounty Warden, Special Ciame Warden, from the Crown Land Office, or the

Chief Game Commissioner. Fee for said license to be $2 for residents of the

province, and $20 for non-residents. Penalty for hunting without license, $80.

2t». Licenses may be obtained from any County Game Warden, Special Game
^Varden, from the Chief Game Commissioner, or from the Crown Laud Office.

21. Every holder of a license granted must produce the same when required

by a Justice of the Peace, Warden, Deputy Warden, or Special Warden, Re-

fusal of same, penalty $20.

22. No person .shall shoot, hunt, take, kill, wound or destroy any of the

liirds or animals referred to in this act, or any bird or animal of the game
kind, on the Sabbath or Lord's day, under a penalty of JoO.

28. If any Game Warden has reason to suspect that the provisions of this

act, or any acts in amendment thereof, have been violated, he may, without

any warrant, arrest such persons and take him before any Justice of the Peace,

who, upon complaint made to him, may thereupon deal with the oflender ac-

cording to law.

ate with the ofiicers by promptly reporting all cases of illegal hunting. In-

formation given will be strictly confidential.

Synopsis of Fishery Laws and Regulations in Force in New Brunswick.

The Surveyor General, his Deputy or other officer under him, duly author-

ized to that efTect, may grant leases conveying the exclusive right to fish with

the rod and line in the manner known as "surface Hy tishing" in front of the

ungranted Crown Lands of tiie province, in either rivers or lakes,

Said lenses may be granted for any period uj) to ten years, excepting on the

Restigouche river, where they are for five years.

Permits may be similarly granted after the first day of June in each year

for fishing in any waters adjoining ungranted Crown Lands not under lease,

but such permits shall not run for any term greater than the remainder of the

fishing season.

Penalties up to twenty dollars are imposed upon persons who trespass ui)un

the fishing rights of any lessee of government fishing privileges.

Leases of government fishing privileges embrace the soil right for a width

of four rods from the banks of rivers and shores of lakes.

Leases cannot be transferred or sub-let without the consent of the Surveyor

General.

Everv lessee is required to maintain one or more competent guardians

within the bounds of his lease. These are duly sworn and commissioned by

the Surveyor General.

Fishery guardians are, also, ex officio game wardens.

Lessees are answerable for their own carelessness or that of their guardians

or other employes, should fires be caused thereby, damaging lands or timber

growing thereon.

The Fishery Commissioner has the general overseeing of the provincial

fisheries, and is ex officio a Justice of the Peace for the purpose of dealing wiili

violations of the fishery laws. He is also a game warden for the whole pro-

vince, with the same rights, powers and duties as county game wardens.

The following provisions are contained in Acts or Orders-in-Council of the

Dominion :

The use of explosive material to catch or kill fish is prohibited.

The use of fire-arms of any kind for the purpose of killing fish is prohibited.

Dominion Order-in-Council of March 25th, 1896, provides as follows:

BMshing for speckled trout {Salvelinns fontinalis) through the ice is pro-

hibited in Canada

—

Provided, That in the province of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince
Edward Island, such fishing for trout of all kinds may be allowed after tho

expiry of the close season, under special permit issued by the Minister ot

Marine and Fisheries for a period not ex °eding ten days, on condition that

trout so caught under such special permit are obtained for domestic use only,

and not used for commercial purposes.

The fee for each such special permit is hereby fixed at fifty cents.

Dominion Kegulations of 18th July, 1889, Sec. 7, provide as follows :

((f) All salmon nets shall have the nanie of the owner or owners legibly

marked on two pieces of wood or metal attached to the same; and such mark
shall be preserved on such nets during the fishing season, in such manner as

to be visible without taking up the net or nets; and any net used without
such mark shall be liable to forleiture.

(e) From the time of low water nearest six o'clock in the afternoon of every
Saturday, to the time of low water nearest six o'clock in the forenoon of every
Monday, no one shall fish for, catch or kill salmon in tidal waters.

(/) In non-tidal waters frequented by salmon, no one shall fish for, catch or

kill salmon, or any other fish, between nine o'clock in the evening of every
Saturday and six o'clock on the following Monday morning.

Sub-section 9, Section 8 of the Dominion Fisheries Act prohibits the capture

of salmon within 200 yards of the mouth of any tributary, creek or stream
which salmon frequent to spawn.

Sub-section 8 of Section 14 of the Dominion Fisheries Act prohibits the

killing of salmon, trout, etc., by means of spear, grapnel-hooks, negog or

nishagons.

Sub-section 18, Section 5 of amendment to Dominion Fisheries Act, Chap,
ol, passed 22nd July. 1894, is as follows:

The catching of fish for the purpose of using it as manure is prohibited.

Penalties ranging from $20 and costs to $100 and costs are imposed by Sub-
section 2 of Section 1 of Dominion Act, 1895, Chap. 27, for the pollution of

waters by lime, chemical substances, drugs, poisonous matter, dead or decaying
fish or remnants thereof, etc., in any waters frequented by fish mentioned in the

Fisheries Act.

OPEN SEASONS P^OR JJASS, SALMON AND TROUT.

The open seasons for game fishes in New Brunswick (Dominion Govern-
ment regulations) are as follows:

Bass—Angling with hook and line for bass is permitted in New Brunswick
at all times of the year.

Salmon—1st February to loth August.
Speckled Trout {Salvelinns fonimalk)—1st April to 30th September.

Lake Trout—May 1st to September 30th.

Land-locked Salmon—Mav 1st to September 15th.
