At last the new Constitutions are ready,
and a copy sent to every Court Deputy for
the use of Subordinate Courts., The great
delay in getting this edition ready has been
due to the fact that every section had to be
read carefully, and harmonized with thelaws
of the land. In this work Bro. W, H, Hun-
ter rendered invaluable counsel and assist-
ance. After the work had been advanced
thus far, the draft of the Constitutions and
Laws were submitted to the Superintendent
of Insurance, The notes and comments sub-
mitted by the Superintencent showed that
he had read the Constitutions and Laws
most critically, and in every instance where
chan; 8 were required by him it was found
to be in the right direction, After an agree-

ment with the Superintendent had been
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reached, then we had to get the endorsement
of the Treasury Board, which was received
in due course, and it was not till after this
had been done that we were in a position to
give our printers instructions to go abead.

The delay has no doubt caused greatincon-
venience to our courts, and to our organizers,
but we think the Order will be well repaid in
now having a better Constitutions and Laws
than it ever had before, From and after the
1st of October all rulings and decisions will
be based on the new laws, The officers and
members of the courts, and all others con-
cerned, had therefore better study the new
book of Constitutions and Laws.

Suspensions.

In the August issue of THE FORESTER, we
had something to say about Suspensions.
We printed out the obvious cure, *‘ prompt
payment of assessments” by the members,
The Gilroy Advocate, California, says that
when a brother is suspended, the Order is at
fault or the brother is too poor, and that to
speak of prompt payments to ¢ the man out
of work, or sick, or with some misfortune
in his family is transparent mockery.” In
the article to which our contemporary refers,
it was stated ‘‘that if & brother is in hard
luck, the court will not saffer him to become
suspended ; if the favor is worth having, it
is worth asking.” We have never known a
case where help, when it was needed and de-
served, wvas refused. The man most inter-
ested is the brother who is liable t» suspen-
sion, The responsibility to pay up and keep
in good standing rests on the member and not
on the Order. To say that because an Or-
der is fraternal and bas the principles of
brotherhood writ lerye into its ritual,
should carry the careless and improvident,
would be imposing too heavy a burden, and
encouraging not a few to violate the spirit
of brotherhood. 'We repeat what we have
said more than once, that brotherhood,
while bearing the burdens of others, adds
none that it can possibly aveid; and the
truest brotherhood is the one that teaches
and helps each brother to bear his own bur-
den.

HIGH CHIEF RANGEL, CENTRAL ON'TARIO,

‘We have much pleaswue in giving to our
readers a portrait and @ brief sketch of the
High Chief Ranger of the new jurisdiction of
Central Ontario.

Bro, Barclay was born in the township of
Pickering, Ontario, on the Lith May, 1855 and
is of Scotch-linglish descent. Hisgrandfather,
Rev. George Barclay, a graduate of the Uni-
versity of St. Andrews, was a native of Cupar,
Fifeshire, Scotland, and was descended from
the Barclays of Urie. He settled in Ontaxio
in 1817, first in Toronto und subseguently in
Pickering. He wasone of the foundersof the
Farmers and Mechanics’ Bank, and in the
early struggles of the Reform party for the

principles of responsible government was
a-sociated with William Lyor Mackenzie,
Sir Francis Bincks and others and bore a not
inconsiderable part. His maternal grand-
father was James Parnhaun, of Chelsea, Eng-
land, & wins merchant, and kis uncle. James
Parnham, 12:q., of Ho:land Lauding was
‘Warden of the County of Yotk and at one
time contested North York in the Liberal
interest for the House of Commoans, Bro.
Barclay wsas educated a' the Brooklin
Public Schorl and the Oshawa Grammar
School, At fifteen years of age he began his
legal studies, being admilted 1o practi-e as a
solicitor ~hortly after atta'ning his meajority
and subsequently being admitted to the de-
gree of Ba rister at law.

His servic 's to h s rarty were early recog-
nize d and at tweaty five years of age he was
the unanimous choice of the party represen-
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tatives for the office of Local Registrar of the
High Court of Justice, Registrar of the Sur-
rogate Court, etc., of his native County, to
which he was appointed by the Government.
Subsequently he received the appointment
of Lincal Master of Titles for the County under
the Torrens system of land transfer.

Since his withdrawal from politics, he has
taken an interest in educational affairs, and
has occasionally contributed to the press on
educational subjects. A series of hiy letters
in the Toronto press had a marked effect in
settling the public mind respecting the ques-
tions raised in regard to the Separate School
law amendments. He is Vice-President of
the Ontario Ladies’ College, has been Chair-
man of the Whitby Board of Education, isan
honorary member of the Ontario Society of
Artists, was one of the promoters of the
County of Ontario Law Association and is
ex-Chairman of the Public Library Board.
In addition to baing an enthusiastic Forester,
he is a Royal Arch Mason, Knight Templar,
a Noble of the Mystic Shrine, a member of
tbe Sons of Scotland, Sons of Temperance
and several other societies,

For many years Bro. Barclay has been a
working member of the High Court and the
Supreme Court. At Barrie in 1892 he was
elected High Counsellor. He was an un-
successful candidate for the office of High
Chief Ranger at Sarnia in 1893, and at the
recent Sessionat Ottawareceived theappoint-
ment to h¥; present office of High Chief Ran-
ger of the Central High Court.

The High Chief Ranger of Central Ontario
brings to the discharge of his important
duties an accurate knowledge of the Consti-
tution and Laws of the Order. He has the
honor »f presiding over one of the strongest
jurisdiction among the thirty two High
Courts in the Order, On the High Standing
Committee he hag associated with him breth-
ren of known and tried ability.

.The FORESTEL extends hearty congratula-
tions to him on his appointment to so dis-
tinguished a position and wishes for him a
successful enjoyable term of office.

Sir James Grant, M.D., Ottawa.

Among the several distinguished men re-
ceived by the *Chief” into the Order dur-
ing the recont meeting of the High Court of
Ontario at Qttawa, no one is better known
in Canada, in the medical profession, than
Sir James Grant. His eloquent and putri-
otic address before the High Court will long
be remembered by those who heard it with
such evident pleasure.

James A, Grant, M.D., Ottawa, Fellow of
the Royal College of Physicians and mem-
ber of the Royal College of Surgeons, Lon-
don; Fellow of the Royal College of Sur-
geons, Ediaburgh; corresponding member
of the Boston Gynecological Society, the
distinguished gentleman who forms the sub-
ject of this sketch, was born in Inverness-
shire, Scotland, on the 11th of August, 1830,
Our subject comes of a distinguished and
able family. His father was Dr, Jay es
Grant, of Edinburgh, and for many years a
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a Xrominent surgeon in Glengarry, Ont. ;
and his paternal grandfather was the learn-
ed James Grant, author of *‘Essays on the
Origin of Society,” and *Thoughts on the
Origin and Descent of the Gael.” Young
Grant received his education in arts at
Queen’s College, Kingston, and teok hismed-
ical degree, 1854, at McGill, Montreal. Hav-
ing obtained his diploma, he settled at Ot-
tawa. His great skill #.1d noteworthy suc-
cess in his profession soon attracted atten-
tion, and very speedily began the first of
what afterwards became a magnificent

ractice. He has been physicinn to Lord

onck, Lord Lisgar, Lord Dufferin, Lord
Lorne, Their Excellencies of Lansdowne.
and other distinguished persons.

Honors have fallen fast upon Dr, Grant, but
well have they been earred. He has been
president of the Mechanics’ Institute and

the St. Andrew’s Society of Ottawa ; he has
been president of the College of Surgeons of
Ontario ; was & member of the International
Medical Congress held at Philadelphia in
1876, and was created one of iis two vice-
presidents in the department of surgery. In
the literature of his profession, Dr. Grant is
a gentleman of dist;inﬁuishﬁd repute. He
has published, in British and Canadian peri-
odicals, a large number of able, lucid and
comprehensive essays on medical and scien-
tific subjects. In addition to his contribu-
tions to his own professed science, he is a
geologist of high starding, and has made
most valuable contributions to the literature
of that important science. His style is clear,

forcible anc cultured, and his work has at-
tracted very wide att-ntion. Dr. Grant has
likewise taken a share in public life He is
one of the sturdiest Conservatives in the
Dominion, and aniron-handed veteranin the
day of battle; and sat for eight years in the
Dominion Par'iament for the County of
Russell. In 1894 he was elected by acclama-
tion for Ottawa to the Commous. He de-
cJined being a candidate at the last Federal
election. Always a man of wide views, and
one who, in 4 great measure, looked into the
future far as human eye could see, he was
found advor ating, strengly, measures of leg-
islation wherecf most legislators in those
days knew nothing, but which time bas
since crowned with approbation. Dr. Grant
was one of the first who saw the need of a
{ranscontinental railway, and was the gen-
tleman who introduced the original Pacific
Railway Bill. He likewise advocated the
admission of the North-West Territories
into the Dominpion of Canada at a time
when some men regarded the proposal with
hostility.

To the Court Deputies, Officers and Members
of the Subordinate Courts:

BRETHREN,—On assuming the duties of the
high office to which I was appointed at the
meeting of the Fligh Court of Ontario, held
at the City of Ottawa, X embrace the earliest
opportunity to express my appreciation of
the very great honor conferred upon me, To
be selected as the first Chief Gfficer of tie
new Central High Court is a distinguished
compliment and 18 evidence of confidence on
the part of my brethren, of which any broth-
er may justly feel proud. Iam, however, not
unmindful of the fact that the office is not a
sinecure, but entails upon its incumbent oner-
ous duties-and resgonsibilities.

I desire, in the first place, to congratulate

ou upon the great benefits that will accrue
Zo our great Order from the legislation that
has been passed during the past year, The

rinciples of the Order have again been en-
Eorse by an Act of the Dominion Parlia-
ment passed at the last session, conferring
added powers upon the Supreme Oourt an
giving increased security and protection to
the membership, Under this Statute the
sum of $100,000 has now been deposited with
the Government of Canada, thus adding the
security of a Government deposit to the
many advantages offered by the Order.,

Not the least important legislation is that
more immediately affecting this jurisdiction
and the membership throughout this Pro-
vince passed at the recentsession of the High
Court of Ontarlo at Ottawa, whereby this
Province was divided into three High Court
i’urisdicbions. I desire to warmly congratu-
fate you upon the accomplishment of this re-
sult, That it will greatly promote the inter-
ests and the future prosperity of the Order
in Ontario, I do not for one moment doubt.

Ours is the first one of the great beneficiary
Orders in this Province which has found i

High Court Meeting.

NINTH ANNUAL SESSION.

The ninth session of the High Court of
Quebec was opened on Aug. 25th, at 10 a.m.,
with appropriate ceremonies. High Chief
Ranger, Bro. C. A. Miller, in the chair.
Among the distinguished visitors present and
seated on the dais were Dr. Oronhyatel ",
S.C.R., Rev, W. J. M’Caughan, H.C.R., Bel-
fast, Ireland, Rev. Robt. Kerr, P.H.C., St.
Catharines.

The following is a summary of the reports
submitted.

HIGH CHIEF RANGER'S REPORT.
MONTREAL, Aug. 25th, 1836.

To the Officers and Members of the High
Court of Quebec :

BRETHREN,—It bccomes my privilege to
open this the 9th annual session of the High
Court of Quebec, and renew the fraternal
bonds which bind old and true friends and
workers together, and also to extend the
right hand of fellowship to those brothers
who, for the first time, will take part withus
in legislating for the good and welfare of our
beloved Order.

Let us, therefore, before entering on our
labors, unite with one accord in returning to
the great Controller of all things our hearti-
est thanksgivings for His kind providence
vouchsafed to our beloved Order, as, without
whose benediction, we know our efforts
would certainly fail.

The membership of the Order on July 1st,
1803, was 80,786 ; on July 1st this year it was
95,596, showing an increase of 14,810 members,
On the same date last year the surplus fund
was $1,3168,426.5S ; this year it was $1.765.-
148.73. showing an increase of $11S,722.20
duving the past year.

The work done throughout the jurisdiction
of this High Court will no doubt be of more
interest to all

MEMBERSHIP,

Although our membership has not; increas-
ed in such proportions aslast year, we haveno
reason to feel discouraged, when we compare
with the work done in other High Oourt
jurisdictions, The depression in trade, felt
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alike in all parts of the Dominion, together
with the General Elections, hasmilitated in a
marked degree against our success during
the yoar.

The reports of last year gave & membership
of 9,337 in this province ; thig year Itake p'ea-
sure in reporting 10,210 after deducting all
lapses and deaths, showing an increase of 918
during the year. While this represents the
actual net growth of the Order in Quebec, it
does not represent the actual work done, as
the number of lapses during the year has been
extremely large, owing to the inability of
numerous members of different courts to keep
up their assessments; although our net in-
crease was only 913, there was actually initi-
ated 2,158 during the year.

DEATIS,

For the year closed, 67 of our comrades
ha.\;e ceased from their labors, and are at
rest.

COURTS,

We had in this jurisdiction last year 161
courts ; this year we can report 177 in gooa
standing. Court Courcelles, No. 1598, amal-

armated with Court Champlain, No. 663, and

ourt St. Frederick, No. 1430, amalgamated
with Court Mercier, No. 1976. Eighteen
courts have been instituted during the year.
A prize of 350 was offered by the H.S.C. to
» .y Deputy who would institute five courts
during the year. No Deputy succeeded in
winning such prize.

I find that in the English settled portions
of this province the field for instituting
courts is fairly well exhausted, while in &
great many of the French sections (I learn
through my deputies that there is a strong
greju ice against all secret societies) this can

e overcome only by aggressive work. Once
our society is established in such sectionsand
our great benefits made known, that preju-
dice will soon disappear as it has in other
sections.

A large amount of the funds appropriated
for mission work for the past year has been
ex{gended in resuscitating weak courts in
different parts of the province, and many
courts that were dormant have been placed
in good working order. Harmony has pre-
vailed among the courts throughout the pro-
vince, with the exception of a very few, one
of which I was obliged to visit ; but after a
short investigation and the use of a little
conciliation the trouble was amicably settled.
The cther cases were of minor importance
and were settled by correspondence.

PETITIONS AND APPEALS.

Iam happy to say that there are no ap-
peals to come before this High Court;.

During the year I was asked to decide a
large number of controverted points; I am
happy to say that my decisions were accept-
ed in 2ll cases. I must here thank our Past
High Chief Ranger, Brother Morin, to whom
1 frequently referred the information sought,
and which was always cheerfully given,

GENERAL WORK.

‘With the continual growth of the Order in
this Province, the duties devolving upon the
High Ohief Ranger, High Secretary and
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High Treasurer is becoming very arduous,
requiring much time ang attenticn,

ith reference to personal work, I have
igsued 143 cheques on the different banks,

32 commissions to Deputies, received anad re-
plied to 510 letters and cards, issued three
circulars, installed the officers of 8 courts, I
delivered three addresses at public meetings,
besides words of encouragement to the mems-
bers of 18 courts that I visited. All corres-
pondence was attended to as promptly as
possible ; my business calling me from home
& great deal, some of my correspondence per-
haps being a little dilatory on this account.
I must tsa,{1 that during the year the greatest
barmony has prevaile among the officers of
the Hig Standing Committee,

GENERAL REMARKS,

During the year I have had occasion to call
on our H, S. at his office in the city of Sher-
brooke almost weekly, have always found
him at his post working in the interest of our

rder. Bro. Stocks has g place for every-
thing, and everything is in'its place, and’ I
gannot too highly extol him ag a High Secre-

ary.

. Iregret to say that there has been a very
limited number of public demonstrations by
subordinate courts during the year, In order
to place our society cons icuously before the
public, this means shoul be resorted to by
every court at least once during each year,
either by pic-nics, concerts, or the like.

CONCLUSION.

In conclusion, I beg leave to thank one and
all for the honor, the highest in your gift,
that you bestowed upon me at the last ses-
sion of this High Court. If I have failed to
meet your expectations in any way, I trust
you w:ll not attribute it to a lack of willing-
ness to serve you ; I have tried to do my duty
as I best undeérstood it, If Ihave in any way
offended any brother during my term of
office, I regret i very much, and ask pardon
for so doing. .

I now resign this honorable position with
all its jewels as unsnllied as I received them,
and I pray that the Supreme Ruler of the
Universe may guide and direct us in all our
deliberations here, so that the le islation of
this session may be wise and Jjudicious, and
result in ires.ber prosperity of the Order
which we have all learned to love for the
manifold benefits it brings to mankind, and
I hope that wisdom and devotion to our
Order will govern our choice in the election
of our officers for the ensuing year.

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Thé pa.t year was characterized with few
exceptions by great dullness in all branches
of trade, so that; although a fair number of
zﬁ)plications was accepted each month by the

edical Board, yet the suspensions having
been unusually “numerous the net gain in
membership is small, as compared with for-
mer years,

At that time there were only four English
courts, with a membershlp of 180 ; to-day by
the united efforts of our noble workers we
meet under more favorable circumstances,
and find in this city fifty-one subordinate
courts, with a membership of 2,500, compris-
ing leading citizens of several nationalities,
living and working in perfect harmony, to
receive and welcome us as g High Court,

PROGRESS OF THE ORDER,

Although much hard work has been done
during the year the results are not go appar-
ent as in former years, owing to the great
business depression existing in the country,
to the general elections having taken place
and occupied attention, and fo the great
scarcity of money,

The membership given in annual report on
August 1st, 1895, was 9,331, in 161 courts,

The membership on August 1st, 1898, is
10.249, in 177 courts.

Showing a net gain of 918 members and 18
new courts during the year.

ORGANIZING WORK,

Numerous General Deputies have been
commissioned this year and each has worked
and devoted much time to the Order in his
respective district. Some have met with
Success and others have sown the good seed
which will bring forth returns later on.

Last May the High Standing Committee
resolved that 2 bonus of. $25, besides the usual
renumeration, be awarded to every organizer
of a court from that date to the present High
Court meeting, to induce them to give more
time to the institution of new courts,

SUPPLY DEPARTMENT,

A supgly agent has been appointed in Mon-
treal, where a stock is kept on hand for the
accommodation of the city courts, and judg-
ing by the sales the brethren appreciate the
service rendered them,

RECOMMENDATIONS,

I would again thig gear strongly recom-
mend that_the High Court of Quebec em-
power the High Standing Committee to en-
gage one or more Ins ectors, to visit and
build up weak and indj erent-courts, address
ublic meetings where the interests of the
rder require it, and push our Orderin every
promising locality in the province.
Experience convinces me that the large
ount of work now daily devolving on the
H.C.R. and High Secretary makes it almost
impossible for them to accede to all the re-
quests for their attendance made by subor.

Meeting.

HIGH CHIEF RANGER’S REPORT.
ALnany, N.Y,, Sept. 8, 1586.
To the Officers and Representatives of the
High Court of t e Stafe of New York:

The eighth session of the High Court of
New York was opened at 10 a.m,, with ap-
propriate cerewmonies; H. C.R. Bro. Morthorst
in the Chair.

The Supreme Chief Ranger, Dr, Cronhya-
tekha, accompsnied by the Rev. W. J. M-
Caughan, H.C.R,, Ireland, werc preseat and
received & most enthusiastic reception. Both
addressed the High Court.

Below we give a summary of the reports
submitted.

HIGH (U1EF RANGER'S REFPORT.

Through the inscrutable mysteries of a
Divine Providence we have been permitted
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to pass through another Forestric year with
increased prosperity, and I have the pleas-
ure of announcing that peace and loyalty
reign supreme throughout our High Cour
jurisdictior,

The fr.adamental principles upon which
our Order has been so well founded has made
us compeers of the best fraternal associations
in existence, and we now not only consider
ourselves as earnest co-workers in a just
cause, but belonging to an Order soon to lead
all others in importance and security.

Happily no contention or controversy has
disturbed the welfare of this jurisdiction
during the past year, and I bave deemed it
inadvisable to assemble the High Standing
Committee during the interim since last an-
nual session, as the quiet and harmonious
condition of our jurisdiction leaves little to
be done, excepting the routine business per-
formed by our efficient, faithful and untiring
High Secretary.

I am gratified in the extreme to be able to
report that no deaths have occurred among
our High Court officersduring the past year,
and that none are ill at this time.

Our High Secretary’s report is equally as
interesting as of previous years, and exhibits
our finances in & very satisfactory and pros-
perous condition, asis corroborated by the re-
ports of the High Treasurer snd Righ Audi-
tors, and the assets of the High Court secure-
ly deposited in the authorized depository of
the High Court.

All such Court Deputy High Chief Ran-
gers as have been recommended to me by
their several courts for appointment, have
been duly commissioned in accordance with
requirements of the constitution.

The efficiency of the District Deputies
has been, in a general way, of incalculable
gervice to the Order, and bave been the
means of preventing stagnation in several
instances among weakened courts. It is
through them that a more direct intercourse
is kept up with matters pertaining especially
to the High Court, and our experience with
them justifies my recommendation that the
system be continued. I have found it neces-
sary, as our Order spreads over increased
territory, to appoint six additional District
Deputies over the number appointed by my
predecessor.

Our organization work during the past
year amply justifies me in complimenting
our High Secretary for his indefatigable en-
ergy in crowding this work ahead to such a
satisfactory result. Fifteen new courts have
been instituted under this concentrated sys-
tem of work, and, notwithstanding the bard
times through which this country is passing,
one more court has been established than
during the previous year, and I feel it my
duty to accord the preise to whom it is due.
I desire also at this time to commend the
general work of our High Secretary, and to
accord to him the honor he so well deserves.
Capable in the execution of the duties of his
office, vigilant in guarding every interest of
the Order, honorable to every trust reposed
in bim, until his long service has made him
a reliable guide to the High Chief Ranger in
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dealing with the many intricate questions
constaotly submitted for adjudication. I
can offer no greater compliment than tc re-
iterate the expressioas or my predecessorsin
office, and to add my own experience as one
appreciating the many kindnesses at his
hands, and in this way to express my grati-
tude for his valuable couusel, for the general
services rendered me and to compliment the
High Court in the selection of such an effi-
cient, trustworthy and capable officer.

The High Treasurer’s report exhibits a very
satisfactory result, and the finances for the
past year have been handled by the High
Secretary with his characteristic fidelity,
prudence and conservatism.

In assuming the duties of the office of High
Chief Ranger, I was conscious of the burdens
of so grave a responsibility and of such high
importance.

‘While we have again agsembled for the pur-
pose of transacting the business of this ses-
sion, let us net forget how frail and fleeting
are all our designs, and how important it is
to carefully weigh our every act and consider
our every step.

NVith the assurance this conveys it has
been very pleasing to note during the past
year that several officers of Grand Lodges
and Supreme Bodies of other Orders, doing
business in tnis State, have acknowledged
our worth and stability, have recognized our
splendid reserve fund and have become mem-
bers with us, in each case taking out the
largest policy we had at our command, viz, :

HIGH CHIEF RANGER'S REI'ORT,

SANDUSKY, OHIO, September 13, 1806,
To the Officers arnd Members of the High
Court of Qhio, 1.O F., (ireetiny :

Less than a year ago I was installed into
office as your High Chief Ranger, and at that
time took an obligation to bold the jewels of
my office as unsoiled as when I received
them. To-day it is my pleasure to report to
you my stewardship while I bave been in
office. From that you may judge whether
or not I have returned the jewels of my office
untarnished.

The High Chief Ranger of Ohio has reason
to thank the Supreme Ruler of the universe
for the prosperity of the Order in our State
during the year, and also for the prosperity
of the Order at large.

The report of the High Secretary last Oc-
tober showed & membership of 3,164, while
at present our membership numbers over
4,500, which to me is very satisfactory, when
the state of trade is considered in Ohio, and
the fact that we have been entirely on our
own resources for organizing.

Every time we meet in annual session, we
are met with encouraging siatements from
the Supreme Executive, and inasmuch as we
have more to encourage us this timse than
ever, we ought the more fully appreciate the
able management of our Executive Council,
as I trust we all do.

My relations with the Supreme Executive
have been most pleasant.

My relations with the High Standing Com-
mittee have also been very pleasant.

I take much pleasure in recommending the
