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The growth of Germany as a Naval power scarcely extends back mere
than a decade, At the time of the war with Deumark Prusssia had only
seven war vessels of any size, and these by no means large, and fifteen
gun boats, anQ‘little was done to increase the force till the Reichstag voted
an appropriation in 1873. At present Germany has 14 fine ironclads, 21
corvettes, of which the Nize, lately in Halifax Harbor, was probably one
. of the smaller specimeny, 14 armored and 10 ordinary gun boats, 16

torpedo vessels, 8 despatch boats, and 7 stesm and 3 sailing transports,
while 35 vessuels of various classes, chiefly monitors and torpedo vessels,
sre on the stocks. This is a wonderful increase of naval power in the
space of about 15 years, and forms no inconsiderable contribution to the
naval strength of the triple alliance.

_ It is difficult to understand the feeling which prompts a decided tone of
rejoicing over the falling through of the Anderson contract for a fast line of
steamers to Canadian ports from Great Britain. We fancy one obstacle has
been the proposed calling at a French port.  However, where serions doubts
arise as {0 a schome, it is perhaps better in the end that the first proposition,
which may well contain elements of crudity, should fail. That which comes
nextwill have had the benefits of the first doubtsraised and be better enabled
to estimate the points of practicability, Meanwhile it is evident that the
Allan Line intend to do little or nothing to amend either the speed or the
accommodation of their old boz's. Some of our contensporaries in the
expression of their delight at the collapse of the contract glide into a floridly
cloquent rebash of their antipathy to the C. P. R, but one of them follows
up its notice in that vein with one of the appointment by Japan of a consul,
to reside at Vancouver, who is stated to be charged with the desire of his
government for a larger compmerce with Canada, which can supply that
country with grain, flour, lumber, cottons and other things required there.
None but a section of unpatriotic Canadians pretend to resist the evidence

Should he nut succesd to the throne the disappoimiment
and regret of the British peaple will be very great.  Whatever the Prince’s
faults may have been, his genial, though far from undignified, character alone
has made a most javorable impiession, his tact and discretion are never
at fault, and his estimate of democratic forces is .o comprohensive that
there can be little doubt that he would prove the most popular king
that came to the throne for centuries His sun is.f.r from enjoying the
like popularity, being commonly regarded as somewhat ot a mitksop. This
estimate, however, may be both ciruncous and unchantable, as 1 is quite
possible that 2 young man of quiet tastes may be possessed of good sense
and sound principles. However this may be, every one will hope to see
the accession of the Prince of \Wales when the crown shall, in the course
of time and nature, ckase {0 be worn by as present august bearer.

1n
other words thé public must hav: ab » u'e security against any disturbance
in the face value of bank currency. To show that this is nat practically the
case we append a partial fist of Canadian banks that have fuled within the
paat few years leaving quantities of wurthless bills in circulation : —Agricul-
tural Bank of Upper Canada.

Westmoreland Bank of New Drunswick. Zimmerman's Bank,

Immigration for the year may be said to bo practically closed, ai:d
figures obtained in advance from the Dominion Immigration Ofice show a
total ‘number of arrivals of 24,082. The total last year was 33,414, a
decrease for 1889 of 9,332. The reason assigned for the falling off is quite
probgbly a correct one—i.c.- the withdrawal last year of * assisted immi-
gration.” That thi has been at least a partial cause appears to be the case
from the showing thatin April, 1888, the arrivals were 3,104, while in the

- succeeding month of May they mounted suddenly up to 11,183, there being
evidently a rush to seize the last chance of assisted immigration which tha.
month afforded. The character of the assisted immigration is perhaps indi-
cated b the fact that the number who passed through and settled in the
United States in that month, 3,389, was more than double that for any
similar period before or since, wkich would go to prove that this kind of
immigration paid out of all proportion for persons who made thoir ultimate
home in the States.  Of the total number who passed the Immigration Office
last year, assisted, 8,696 went to the States ; this year, unassisted, the num-
ber was 3,965, o decrease of 2,731 That unassisted immigration, if it bring
a less number, brings them of a better class, would appear from the amount
of mpney brought by them which hes come under the cognizance of the
Department. Last year this amount was about $175,000; this year with a
decrease in number of, say 9,000, it was $258,700. Ontario, owing to the
removal of old settlers to the N. W., takes the lead as a place of settlement,
the numbers going there being 9,767 against 12,378 last year. In Quebec
3,811 settled agaiost 4,973 in 1888, and in Manitoba and the N. W. 6,539
against 7,367 last year.

We are in receipt of the “Suppressed Sawdust Report ” of Mr, W. H.
Rogers, late Inspector of Fisheries for Nova Scotia. Mr. Rogers is an
eminently practical officer and a keen observer, and his report, which
embodies many statistics, is altogether against the supposition that damage
to the fish is entailed by depositing the sawdust in the rivers. It is fairly
deduceq from some of these statistics that while, from 1880 to 1887, there
was an increase of nearly 300 per-cent in Nova Scotia proper in the catch
of salmon, there has been none whatever in the comparatively clean rives
of Cape Breton. Ttis admitted that where sawdust is, from any cause,
deposited on the spawning places, and remsins in such quantities as to
cover up the gravel in which the ova are deposited, it would causo injury,
but the experience (quoted) of several experienced fishing officers gnes to
show that there is almost always too much force of water running over the

* spots selected by fish for spawning to allow of its remaining. It is stated
that there has been for many years past more sawdust thrown into the St
John River than into any other in the Lower Provinces, yet the shad and
other fish in the St. John are increasing, while, for some other unexplained
causes, they are decreasing in other rivers where there is Little or no saw-
dust.  Some rivers, Mr. Rogers avers, have been receiving sawdust at their

_ very head waters for many years, “and one looks in vain for sawdust where
there is any likelihood of salmon spawning.” In the rjvers in which other
mill rubbish, slabs, edgings and bark, are deposited, Mr. Fitzgerald, an
9ﬁigxent and reliable officer of Queens County, of eighteen years’ experience,
0 lieves that any decrease observed is caused by these obstructicns, and not
b, the sawdust. Numerous instances are given by Mr. Rogers from his
experience, and quoted by him from the observations of other fishery
officers, which all tend in this direction, and it is impossible to undervalue
the weight of the evidence. Mr. Rogers, at the end of his report, comes to
the conclusion at which we have arrived, that there should be a careful
examination and enquiry into the whole subject.

Mr.C. E. Godard, Overscer of Fisherics ut Bridgewater, is quoted .by
Mr. Rogers in his “ Suppressed Report” as follows, on a somewhat salient
point :—“T 'have watched the actions of sawdust and found that wheb it
accumulated a few feet, it appeared to generate gas, and as it were, boil up
and pass away. This has been frequently scen in the . ddies formed by the
abutments of the bridge.” 1In special reference to the LaHave River, Mr.
Rogers goes on to observe :—“1 would not pretend to say that sawdust
may not, un‘det.some circumstances, injure a harbor or river fur the pur-
Joses of pavigation, though such circumstances are rarc in this Province.
Some years ago it was repeatedly and publicly asserted that the Davison
mills at Bridgewater were filling up and ruining the, harbor at the mouth of
the LaHave River. Under instructions from the late Mr. Whitcher, then
Commissioner of Fisheries, I made a careful personal examination of the
nvcr,_and reported Oct. 1, 1876. The subject was again renewed by the
zepori of Mr. Veith, and I was again directed to make an examination zod
report. This was done, and a report was forwarded to the Department
May x4, 1881, The river was found just aboat the same as at the time of
my fust report, and I have no doubt that an examination at the present
time would reveal about the same state of facts, and that the clamor as to
the sawdust filling up the LaHave is misleading.”

If such be
the case nd* precautions can be too minute, tod searching, i too promptly
devised and set on foyt to insure the isolation of p:raras suflinag from a
discase which, when once it obtains focthold, is p:riips of all athars the
most difficult.of eradicaion. .

“There are indications that the nnmerous rallway accidents of late years
in which the car stoves have played so horrible a part arc at last producing
their ¢flect, The deadly car stove is going. In such matters it only
requires a bold initiative on the part of one or two prominent lines, and
others must spoedily fullow suit,  The Pennsylvania, Philadelphia and
Reading and Daltimore and Ohio Railways are discharging the stoves as
fast as steam apparatus can bedntroduced into their cars. The New York
Central used steam last winter. under the compulsion law of that state, and
every other road in the state is expected to be rid of the-stoves by Nov. 1.
T'he Boston and.Albany Company of Massachusetts heats by steam all the
cars over which it _has rontrol, The trains of the old Colony road, the
Western division of the IRoston and Maine Road, the Fitchburg and,the
New England Roads will be heated by stea.. during the coming winter,
The New York, New Haven and Hartford is the only New England road
of any importance that has refused to discard the stove, and suit has bzeu
brovght against the company by the Attorney General of New York to
compel it to obey the state law on this subj:ct New York State appears
to have made the change a matter of Legislation, and Canada shoud do
the same if Canadian companies helitate long ts adopt a system waich it is
an imperative duty to the public to inaugurate.

e

The Maritime Agriculturist very sensibly remarks that  while every
effort has been made to increase the speed of the trotter, the draught horse-
men have been working for weight with little regard for <ither muscle or
walking speed.” The AMaritime Agriculturist goes on to nbserve that it is a
mistake to suppose that the draught horse cannot be trained to walk
rapidly. In ordinary travelling a fast walk is invaluable, but it is yet more
impsrtant in farm work. The saving on a farm 1n ploughing and harrow
ing, i hotses could walk four miles, of even three and a half miles aa hour,
would be immense. Gait and pace are essentially mattters of training and
cultivation, and the dull, sluggish walk so frequently to be noticed in the
horses of our small farmess arises almost entirely from neglect to keep a horse
up to his paces from the”beginning of his breaking in. In Australiz horses
were valued largely according to their capacity for getting over ground in
long days’ marches without taking too much out of them. Consequenily,
the paces cultivated were a fast walk and an easy canter. Thnesa, in the
course of generations, became hereditary, and it used to be nothiag at all
out of the commou for a horse to do s torty or fifty mues-a day in the
bush, and keep it up fur a week together wuh but lutle sign of fatigue at
the end of such a journey. Nothing is required to produce good paces but
persistent attention, and if our farmers will only take the little necessary
pains they would soon have fast-walking horses, and get themselves out of
the habit of sitting slouchily in their conveyances, “ jagging” every now
and then at the mouths of their unfortunate bzasts, to the utter destruction
of all drivable qualification.

“If,” says the New York Ierald, continuing to discuss the Canadian
Militia, * the term of enlistment could t e limited to three or four years, and
the raoks kept constantly full, the couot:. would in time have a large reserve
of partly disciplined men, but this is nc. done.” Iu this remark, as in
others which do not call for comment, the w.iter shows the want of acquain
tance with the subject which may naturally b= expected from a foreigner.
As a matter of fact such a reserve of men who have passed out of their
corps doecs exist, and their presence and readiness to serve again are
always manifested on emergencies. Some remark is also made on the
small proportion of French (one Battalion) in the Montreal Force, and the
absence of any Irish corps. In fact, although the Herald correspondent
has hit upon enough truth to reader his articles worth attention, he js evi-
dendy but little acquainted with the working of the Force outside, of
Montreal. Siil, it should, as we urged at the beginning, prompt the Militia
Dep.rtment and all members of Parliament to give a more serious, as well
as a more liberal attention.to the Militia when the Estimates come up, tu
the expediency of attending to the recommendations of Swffofficers, to the
absolate nccessity of annual drill, and of diminishing the furce if Parhia
ment wiil not vote a sufficient sam to drill the present quota  We should
like tv see Troups and Cumpanies made stronger, and superflavus com
panies absorbed or disbinded. For instance we would have no odd
pumbers, and if a district could not maintain eight companies, we' should
like to see jts quota reduced to feur, ander & Major. A six company
Battalion might be allowable, but we think corps of five, seven, or nine
companics should bedisallowed. But above all, persistent effort is required
to thoroughly equip the existing force for taking the field efficientiy at the
shortest slolice, Or at all events to place in district storesa full equipment of
every necessary for field service for a proportion—say two thirds—of the
force of the district. Courage and tenacity are required in a Minister of

resort. Thon there is the-great convénience of -veing able to dress simply
duy in and day out, Thesé aro some of the minor advantages that yet must
not be undervalued. Most of all there is tho health-giving happiness of
living much of the time out of doors. Knowing ones havo been enjoying
theso quiet toure through the most beautiful and interesting portions of the
country for a long time, but now tho London Figaro has mado the delight
of these journoyings public, and fashion has stepped in and set her seal of
approval upon them.

The women suffragists are nothing daunted that tho new States in the
Union refuse to consider women's votes worth having.

Even the most conservative of us are bound
to seo, sooner or later, that the women is tho best wife, sister, daughter and
mombor of the comraunity, who makes the bost uso of the broadeat possibili-
ties in her lifo, quite as tho man is the best husband, father, son,and citizen,
who walks in the samoe paths,

One of tho clover if lossor movers on tho part of thoso with women's, and
through them the world’s, best interests at heart is the insertion in ourgreat
pewspaper dailies of a regular dopariment pertaining to Women, in which as
news items, the work of women, as such, is set where he who runs may read.
From a recent statoment in ono of these columns it appears a mew wago-
carning ocoupation for womeon in New York is serving papers for lawyers.
Anothor woman carns her living as color inspector in a fancy-glass manufac
tory, woman’s sight being said to be xuore critical and roliable than man’s in
the fino detailsof such work as this. So you see the next generation of young
-womep, who must be self-supporting, will have other occupstions than
millinery, dressmaking and teaching to chose botweon, Not that theso are
not capital, providing ono can do either one to perfection, but so msny,
many women are doing fifth-—some twenty-fifth rate work bocause they are
grinding al something to which ‘thoy are mentally, wiorally or physicaily
unsuited.

Apropos of women's influence in politfcs, a recont magazine arlicle by
Mrs. Kato Upson Clark, tho woll-known writer, puts tho matter in so cleara
light its truth must bo patent toanybedy not willfully blind. It would be lass
a woman suffrage plet than one for the broadest education along evesy lino
for womeon if it woro not that the majority of people will nover take a living
intorest in anything in which they aro legally shut out from having an active
voice. Butlet mo quote a bit of this.oxcellent paper here and thero, since
you may not bave scen it, and its contents concoern us all,

Mre, Clark says: “ Every thoughtful man and woman must have been
filled with anxicty during tho past 10 years for the very oxistonco of our
government, (and this doss not apply, Caryl, toany one country,) such is the
domoralization of politics,” * Evoryone has romarked thd intozest of nearly

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all boye iu politics. It is part of their naturo, yot how many parents aro
thero who tako tho troublo to properly dircct their intercst? It may bo
safely asserted that thoro aro very fow.”

* This is not surprising, for fathers usually have vary littlo time in which
to talk with their children upou any subject, while mothers aro, as a rule,
igoorant of political niatters.” “ Nobody doubts now-p-days that firat
principlos aro the most important fact of n whole education. Upon tho
mother devulven chiefly the instruction which her childyen got in theso first
principles,! ¢ Men have no timo, and far too littlo inclination to undertako
the trainiug of their sous in this direction, hut the hopo of the nation lics
in theso boys who aro growing up ; and it is thoir mothers and the other
wowen who aro about thom in their childhood, who alone cau give thein tho
political training which they ought to have.”” “Taking this view of the
caso, thoro is no woman who ought vt to study the politieal situstion care-
fully, get hold of its philosophy so far us sho is able, and try to reduco it to
olomentay form for the beucfit of her children.”

Her recipo is a toaspoonful each of lard
and sugar for cach loaf of bread, goverous kueading at night and agein in
t})o morning, and the broad is of, tho best. Modern cooks have long zinco
given over sotting sponges over night for broad. Try wixing tho broad into
a big loaf at night soft enough to mould without adding flour at tho last of
the kneading ; set in a moderato tomperature to riso ; in tho morning, knead
without adding a particle of flour, put into the biking pans, let iise agin
snd bako thoroughly. Putting in moro flour after bread is partially rison is
a ruinous policy. Then, too, goodd bread requires to bo well baked. If the
oven cooks the surfuco too quickly cover with a nowspaper., An hour or an
hour and a qusrter is an aversge longth of time for a stovo oven full of
broad, providiog thors is a coal fira,

LETTERS FROM INDIA,

( Continued.)

Dear Critie —Just gow is the great Mabomwedan religious fustival of the
Moburrum, which commemorates tho murdor of Haesan and Hossein, tho two
sonsof the Prophet. All good Alusselmanns aro oxpected to do ponanes and
to fast. Thero are great processions, carrying "lazziss, crections of wood and
colored paper, parading the strosts of every native city. Theso are burnt
with great rejoicilg on tho last day of the fast. I doa’t know their signifi-
canco. Daring tho procession dovotees perform the most shucking cruclties
on thomsslves—beating their backs with chains, cutting themselves with
koives, and scourging their bodies with whips, 'They bocome perfectly mad
with pain and religious frenzy. The season is usually marked by riots
betwaen the Mahowmedans and Ilindeos, the latter, if thoy can, arrange
romeo minor religious festival at tho same time. The rival processions mest
in the Baziar and freo fighting onsues. Orangomon and Cutholics are mildly
peaceable citizans compared to. those factions. Lach strongly bigoted and
absolutely indiffezent to consequences, wounds, even death in such a causo,
being rather what they court than shun.

Tho Mohurrum is an anxious time in can{onments of native troops, and
the police have all their work cut out for them to keop tho poace. I am
going to seo the procession in tho native city hore a fow days hence, and will
try and write vou a description. I fancy they will Lo very quiet horo
compared with some cities, where the .proportion of Mahommedans to
Hindoos is greator. DBy the way, one i3 much struck by thoe constant
spectaclo of o Mussulman performing his dovotions. A good Massulman
prays five times a day; whoerover he may be al the tlime, he kneols down
facing towards Mecca and repeats his prayers with every sign of devotion.
No falso shame hinders him in the least, Il is supremely unconscious of
all onlookers. I, is rather impressive to watehh him. He knools down and
prostrates hingsolf, his forehead to tho ground, occasionally rising to his feet,
bis hands crossed over his chest. His prayors consist chiefly in repotitions
of tho name of God and His sttributes, coupled with tho name of 2ahomet.
Allahdl Allah, {God is God,) ropeatod many timos. Then tho croed—
“ Allah-il-Allah Mahomed ressoul ol-Allab,” (God is God and Mahomet is
his prophet.) )

‘Tho Hindoos perform thoir roligious exercises less publicly, Their
peculiar toligion, Polythoistic to o degrue, comprehende many thousand
Gods, tho principal of whom' is Siva, the God of increaso and croativeness.
Any'particular request i3 addrassed to its own particular Deity. But whon
and how thoy pray, and what aro their peculiar rites, [ cannot say, Al I
know is that somo sects burn their dead. The Brahmins always do.

tlere is ono more story of my friend the Commissionor, for the facts of
which T can vouch. There was & vory ominont native judgo, Mr. Justice
Romesh Chandar Mitter, of Lihore, whom it was propusel to appoint as
Native Commissioner at Peshawur. Now Teshawur is o placo near out

and lawloss Pathane, A conferonce was held at Lahoro to discuss his
appointmont, and wany eminent natives had spoken in support of him. At
last an old Pathan Moulei or Eldor roso and' requosted leave to ask the Mr.
Justico throo questions, His namo was Mouloi Mahommed Ismail Xhan, n
storn old Afghan Mahommedau.” * Sio,” said he, * suppose, on thoovo of a
great murdor trial, in which you woro to bo tho judge, I camo to you and
said, ¢ ‘This wan, the prisouer, is my brother, will yon acquit him?’ What
wuuld you say?” I should, of courao, refuss,” said Mr. Justico Mitter.
“ Gaod,” suid the Mouloie. * But suppose I offered you a large bribe?”

Luropean books.  1lis ideas aro assimilated rendy mado from thesy; thoy
aro not evolved, and, as I have said, the cducated wativos, as a class, aro-
without a spark of courage. They oven glory in it ‘The Bengali Bibu
who refusod to tako the field with a rogimont of which ho was ono of the
clorks, saying, *“ Sahib, L afraid to fight. . Babu be very coward man,” was
noither ashamed nor humiliated “le wcas afraid and said so. He had, at
any rate, the courago of his opinions. The Bengali Bibu is practically of
mixed extraction. Ilo apes Europoanism in his maoners, his dross and his
spoech. Ho has acquired many of its undesirable qualities. o has
abandoned mauny that are admirable in his own race. If hoe has not actually
Luropean blood in his veins, he does his best to make up for the deficioncy
by a groater keonnoes to assimilate European customs and modes of thought,
and to make them characteristic of himself. ’

The weather has continued unsettled, and that has had an offect in rotard-

ing busiuess, which is gonorally very brigk from tho middle of Oclober for
about five or six woeks. Slill, the wovemont of goods his beou fairly gono-
ral, and on the wholc is in satisfactory form. Payments as a rulo have boon
as prompt ns could bo oxpected. Continued sains have put the country
roads in such a condition that travolling nuod the dolivery of morchandizo ate
very difticult. If wo are favorod with fair, cool weather it would give a
great impetus Lo trade, a8 country dealors do not appear to bo well stocked
up at presont, and are only nwailin% favotable wenther conditions to send in
their orders for winter supplics. Moeanwhilo the Lrade hore is largely con-
fined to filling sorting-up orders for fall goods

Dny Goovs —Thero is littlo t> noto concerning the position of tho
market for toxtiio fabrics. Colder weather, which must be hore bofore long,
will show tho goneral public that they require warmer clothing, but uatil it
comes trade will be comparatively dull. In tho malter of paymonts it is
said that thoy aro not oxactly what they should be, retailors roporting that
their customers are bohiud in this respect. This is, of cdurse, folt to s con-
gsiderable deogreo, ospecially by the small rotailers with whom overy cont
counts. On tho whole, however, conditions appear to be favorable, and as
soon as tho movement counttywards actunlly sets in—which ie oxpocted to
commenco whon the farmers are through with their fall ploughing—tho trade
will bo able to giage protty accurataly the ground on which thoy have to
stand. Reports from travollers now on the read are fair, and niost dealors
rogard tie outlook as hopoful.

IroN, Harpware axp Merars.—The strenglh of tho iron markoet shows
no sign of breaking., If anything it is intounsified. All matorials, from pig
ivon down through the list, show firm values, and buyors are extonding
requirements considerably, Advices from tho other side continue strong in
tone, and stato that the goenerality of makers are sold vp to later dates than
for yoars past. This and the fact that stocks are light are sufficient reasons
for believing that the strongth of the market is likely to continue for somo
time. This is ovideat on spot, and those who are deficient in the mattoer of
sup: lies are wondering why theoy did not coyer their shortsges before the
rigo, but the fact remains that thoy did*not. It is neodless to say that
holdors continue indopendent, and that even tho slightest reduction will not
bo nssontod to. Tho wovement during the week has been of fair dimensions,
Canada plates are firn.. Advices in tin plates from the other side continue
strong and prices are firm. Copper and tin aro unchanged.

Breabsturrs.—Tnere is little to note in regard to the local flour market,
Tho demand continues small and trade is genorally dull. Prices aro not
quotably changed. Jeorbohm’s cable roports wheat and corn off coast, on
passage and for prowpt shipment quist but steady, Wheat country markets
slow. “Lhe Chicago wheat market was active but weaker, and prices doclined
gc. to 4c.  On tha other hand corn was firmer and moved up 3c.  Oats
wore steady.

The Toledo
wheat markot was woaker and declined }o. to gc. Corn steady and oats
unchanged.

Provisions.—Tho local provision market is fairly active undor a good

domeand for swall lots of pork, and sales havo boon frecly made at steady
pricas. Lird has also beon more enquited for, and somo fait-sizad lots have
changed hands. A modernte amount of business has been accornplished at
sleady prices in smoked meats. The tone of the Liverpool provision mar-
kot waa woaker as rogards lsrd which fell off 3d  Pork, bicon and tallows
wero unchanged. Thore was a weak feeling in tho Chicago provision mar-
kot. Pork declined 7Xc. to 123c. Lard fell off 5c. to 74c.  Short ribs
dropped 7ic. to 10c. 'Tho hog market was weak and pricos declined 5e. to
10c. Tho cattle market was fairly active and steady. At Montreal consid-
crable pork has boon importod this year, the domaund being stimulated by
the low prices in Chicago. The western short cut pork scems to bo growing
in public fuvor thoro, and foars are oxpressed that Canada short cut will no
longor commang the high promiums horstofore obtained. Some of tho local
packors in that city havo still stock on hand, which is unusual at this time of
tho year. The opinion is that low prices will ugain provail in the west next
gseason as large recoipts of hogs aru boing calculated on, owing to the big
crop of corn and the low prices which are at present ruling for it. It is
oxpected tho soason will opon with vory low prices as compared with last
year, .
Porators.—The receipts of potatoos of late have been large and the mar-
ket is more thin supplicd. In consequence the fecling is woaker and pricos
have a lower tondency. The oarly reports that the pototo crop had been
seriously injured by rut, otc., have proved untrue, and the yield theoughout
Canada and the United States is quito equal to, if not above the average.

Burrer.—Trade continues quiet with uioice stock in good domand at
steady prices. Supplies aro coming forward more freely as tho season
advances and, under a moderately good demand on all grades, prices are well
maintained. There are said to bo vory considerable quantities of mid-sum-
mer make still in.the hands of country manufacturoers that cannot be disposed
of owing to their stale quality for more than-about 70 per cent. of what they
would have brought if thoy had been promptly marketed.

Cugrse.—Buyers ond sellors continue to have their own opinions on
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oheoso, and are moro or less inclined to stand up to them. The conditions

aro tho same and it is unlikely that thoy will undergo any material change
in tho immodiate future. With country holdors as a rulo above what buyers
claim » fair business basis, and the English martket as yot unresponsive,
thoro is littlo to induce sny considorable movement. On spét business is
practioslly nil.

Favir.—Quite an activo business has beon transacted in the green fruit
market. Tho arrivals of winter apples have boon fasir anid they have mets
good domand both on local and export account, A cable from London says:
—* Tho market continues to improve and prices range from 15s, to 29s. for
good colored varieties,” Tho fooling in tho driod fruit matrket has been
firmor owing to tho strong and highor cablos rocoived froru abroad. The
demand for Valencia raisins has beon good, Currants have also boen well
onquired for and somo sales have beon offected at quotations. The feeling
among holdora of good fruit is firmor and thay rofuse to consider offer bolow
present figuros, as thoy ssy that later arrivals will cost more money.

Suaar.—Tho tono of the local sugar market has been wosker, and granu-j u

lated is d¢. lower, while yollows havo dropped ge. to jc. as to quality at the
foctory. ‘The demand has beon limited and the volume of business transac-
ted small. As buyers aro only taking sufficiout for actual wante, tho market
lias been quict on the whole. Cablo advices from London have been weaker,
and prompt beet is quoted at 11s, 3d. with tho market quiot. Lafest private
cablos aro firmor and tho general impression here amoong rofiners is that the
market has touched bottom this time for raw sugar—but thia is lefe to be
scon. 'Tho New York market for rotiuod sugar has b.on weaker and granu-
lated i3 §c. lower ; yollows have dropped fo. to 3c. :

Morasses,—Thoero has been considerable enquiry for round los of Bar-
badocs molassos, but, as holders aro not anxious sellers, few sales are put
tbrough. This is no doubt due to the fact that the bulk of the stock held
cost more money than tho prices at present ruling and, as most of the arriy-
als for this season have slready como to hand, tho indicitions ara that batter
prices will rulo later.

Tga.—The tone of the tea market continues to be strong owing to the
scarcity of low grade Japans for which thore is an active enquiry. Low
grade blacks aro scarco and aro wanted. Thoy have advanced in price in
London. The tlomand for other grades has been fair and tho market hs
ruled moderately active with a good business, Tho proapectsare that pricas
will bo maintained'ss stocks generally aro not large.

Corree.—The demand for coffee continues to be good snd the market
has ruled faicly active and eteady with a good smount of business being
accomplishod,
“  Fisu O1rs —Our ropbrts from Montreal state that the markat there for
cod oil is dull, a lot of Nova Scotian in large cisks selling at 333c. Now-
foundland ¢od oil is quoted at 34c. to 35c.  Steam refinod seal oil thero is
steaCy with last sales at 4730, Cod liver oil is sterdy and siles hive been
made of Nowfoundland at G0c. to 65¢c.

Iron mining in Ootario was conflued to tho district penetrated by the
Kiogston and Pembroke Riilway, and was carried on by the Kingston and
Pombroke Iron Mining Company, who shipped ore from four different
mincs along tho line of railway. * Thiacompany did a considerable amount of
development work at some four or five other properties in their posscssion.

SWALLOW SLAUGHTER FOR LADIES' HATS.

“0Oh ' Liberty, wkat crimes aro conumitted in thy name ! were the last
dispairing words nddressed just before tier oxecutiun Ly puor Madame Roland
to the statue of Liberty in front of the scaffold on which so many innocent
lives wero sacrificed during the French Revolution. Change *¢ Liberty  to
“ Fashiop,” and a saying of the samo kind might, we foir, form pait of the
provetbial philosophy of every civilized natior at tho present moment It
is roported by our Paris correspondent that n slaughter of swallows on a
large scalo has been organized along the southern seaboard of France, in the
interest of fashion, Which d¢crees that the hapless birdsshall be used for the
decoration of hats and bonn«is worn by elegantly dressed ladiesin London,
Paris, New York, and every other great city of civilizition, The puor little
victims are attracted by wires strelched along the Mediterranean coast, upon
which they alight after tWeir long and weary flight southward frum their
summer quarters, and are killed in hundreds by means of electfic currents
shot along the mo'al conductors. They aro similarly massacred as they fly
northward in the spting from the south and east. Wo had hoped that the
vigorous protests wade by the humane and thonghtful in every land against
the employment of feathers for tho purposes of female vanity had made it
“bad form "—which is the worst of all social crimes—for ladies to wear the
plumage of birds on their heads or in the adornment of their persons. Two
or three years since a thiill of horror ran tbrough suciety in cunsequence of
tho published letter of a lady who piteously complained that she had hersalf
seen from threo to four hundred kittiwakes and gulls killed at Flamborough
Head in Yorkshire, in a singlo day, and consigned to London * dealors in
feathers” The fair correspondent in question indignantly asked whether it

In explination of tho fact that
feathor decorationa have not, as was suppusod, ceased to be the rulo of fashion,
it is whispored that milliners who mould 1ts dictates derive more pecuniary
advantage from decking hats and bonunets with rare wings and brillisntly
colored breasts of birds than from imitati,ns of flowars, or fruits, birrivs,
or leaves. But are these edicts really irresistible! We vonture to think
that if a few ladies of distinguished rank and ominent position witl sot their
faces firmly against the practice of having birds killed 1n order that hats

There is no rea on for interfering with the legiim e trade of
the plumassior, who doals in the feathers of tho ostrich, the marab .ut stork,
tho Indian adjutant, the emu, the peacnck, the egret, and other birds which
are not requirad to yield up theirlives when deprived of the treasures of their
plumage. ~Nor is there any objection to seeing the glossy wing of + cick
pheasant inserted in a lady’s hat, as the bird has fallen beforo the deftly
wielded gun of a sportsman who kills him because he is an excellent articio
of human food. The eider duck, again, which swarms upon Arctic and sub-
Arctic shores, is nxtremely useful to dwellers in cold climates, as three-
quarters of an ounce of eider-down will fill a large hat, sud yet is so
compressible that three pounds of the same elastic material may be held in
the palm of a'man’s hand But that the harmless wanderers of the air,
whost glossy breasts and spangled wings aro among the most charming
objects in nature, should die that woman may be mado more attractive—the
very thought is an insult tv * Son Altesse, Ly Femme."—London Telegraph.
