Outario Crop Beport.

Following is a synopsis of the government
crop bulletin issued by the Ontario depart-
- ment of agriculture on June 1.

The month of May opened very warm and
thon occurred & succession of frosts lasting
‘from May 12 to may 21, which were exceed-
ingly severe in nearly all parts of the pro-
vince. The inland and higher sections suf-

Lakes Erio and Ontario was mor¢ fortunate,
" especially- whero sheltered by higher land.
"These frosts have done oxtensive damage: to
the more tender iruits, early vegetable, nut
bearing trees, imported shrubs, young hedges
and, in some districts, also to the fail wheat
-and spring grains; but the probalility is that

‘fered exceedingly. A narrow strip along |

-

the amount of injury has been somowhat ox-
aggerated in many districts and that many
crops will recover.

In fall wheat in the wostern half of the
province, while many splondid ficlds are ze-
ported, luss by ice has been common, ranging
from odd patches in low-lying fields in sev-
oral of tho great fall wheat countries to a
thinning out of nearly fifty per cont. in other
portionsof the ccuntry. In the castern part
of the provinco very littlo loss has been re-
portd from winter killing, but comparativol
littlo fall wheat is raised there. Not muc
injury from insects has beon reported.

Spring wheat—Tho acerage will be much
smaller than usual this year except in tho St.
Lawrenco and Ottawa counties. Much of tho
crop was not far envugh advanced to be in-
jured by frost, although many carly ficlds
got touctied.

Barloy —This crop in every district has been
more or less injured by frest, but may re-
cover.

Oate—Irom every county group repurts
como of tho younﬁ plant being nipped by
frost, but, as in the caso of barley, 1t was
thought that favorable weather would redcom
the crop,

Peas—This crop, where sown carly, was
caught by the frost and considerably injured ;
prospects botter for late sown peas,

Corn—ZEarly planted was badly cut by
frost, but conditions now favurable to & good
start for later planted.

Beans-—Early beans badly hurt by frost,

Roots and potatoes—The frost cut off early
potatoes and roots, but very little had beon
planted except by market gardencrs. ‘The
conditions for planting were favorable at the
end of the month.

Hay and clover—The frosts have injured
clover very much, From all parts of the
provinee it i3 reported as being cut back or
killed. Pasture cs have beon suffering
in most parts of Ontario from lack of rain,
and also from the two weeks of cold weather
in May,

Fruits—Orchards and vinoyards near the
lakes have suffered less than the othrs. On
the west the grape crope crop is reported a
failure, excopt from Peles island and a few
favored places on the southwest and Niagara
districts. Small fruits, peaches, plums and
pears witl be limited in quantity. Cherrics
are likely to be very short. With the excop-
tion of the Lake Huron tract, a fair yield,
especially in the case of winter varieties.
Some fruit trees may yet make up for a
of the loss. There will probably be & fair
amount of fruit,

Labor and wages—In only a few localitics
are farm laborers reported scarce. Taking
the province over there is more than a
sufficioncy.

California Produce in British Columbia

B. W, Robertson, of George Robertson &
Son, of Kingston, ¢nt,, who has just roturned
from a tour through British Columbia and
California, states that the Vancouver and
Victoria people aro buying creamery butter
at 12}c in San Francisco, and paying the
duty. They are also buying good cheeso in
California, put up in 20 lbs. each, at 5ic to
Ge per 1b; choice beof at 8c per 1b, retail, and
eggs at 10¢ per dozen. This shuts out a lot
of Manitoba and eastern produce,

The total seal catch on the north Pacific
coast will not exceed 6,000, With one or two
oxceptions all schooners that have beon sealing

-on-tho coast bave returned, and their total

catch, as given by the customs, is 6,124, but
from this has to be deducted- 600 skins taken
in the south Pacific by the schooner
Director.,
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THE NEW INSURANOE COMPANY.

Tho new local fire insurance company,
which has been organizing in Winnipeg for
some timo, is now ready for business, pre-
liminary arrangements having been com-
ploted. Tho new company oponoed its books
for business on the first day of June. The
company will be known as The Canadian Fire
Insurance Company. The officais are: J.
H, Ashdown, president ; T. W, Stobart, vice-
prosident, R. T. Riley, managing dircctor,
and F, X, Foster, sccrotary. The directors
aro: G.R. Crowe, R. J. Campbell, E, F.
Hutchings and J. A. Richard, An advisory
board has been appointed at Brandon, com-
posed of W. Johnston and C. Adams, M.P,P.
For Portage la Prairic and advisory board
composed of T, B. Millor and W. Garland has
been appointed.

Tho new company has been very favorably
roceived all over the province. The original
intention was to place $250,000 of stock on
the market, but this was so quickly taken up
that the amount was increased to $300,000.
Quite a portion of this has been subscribed
at provincial points. The company will do a
general fire insurance business, and. for the
first year will only solicit business in Mani-
toba, though any good business offered from
the districts outsido the province will not
necessarily be refused. At presont, however,
the charter of the company will permit of
soliciting business only in Manitoba, Mr.
Riley starts out this wec to appoint agents
and organize the work ‘aroughout the pro-
vince. A great many inquiries have already
been recoived from Manitoba and Territorial
points, and'the favorable recoption the com-
pany has already received augurs well for
the future,

WHITES AND INDIANS IN THE
TERRITORIES,

The white population of the three territories
of Canada increased 40 per cent, between the
yoars 1891 and 1891, The total population in
1891 was 52,280, and in 1894 it was 78,506.
During the same time the Indian population
decreased 8 per cent., from 14,567 to 18,345.
The timo has now passea whon we can ifear
any trouble from the Indians. In the white
population, however, is included the few
thousand half-breed scttlers, a considerable
portion of whom have a closer affinity to the
Indians than to *he whites.

It is very satisfactory to note, that the
danger point has beon passed in the Canadian
tarritories without any Indian wars. In
sottling the wostern statesof the United States,
tho government was almost continually at
war with one or more of tho Indian tribes, In
Canada, by way of contrast, our new distriots
have been settled without serious troubles
with thoIndians, This shows highly for the

administration of Indian affairs in Canada.
Tho Indians now living in tho Territorics aro
sottled in isolated bands, and, as statad, the

time has now passed whon thoy are to be.

feared. Beoides being vastly outnumbered
by the whites, tho railwaxrs which now inters
scct tho country, afford & moans of quickly
bringing in truops, should they be needed.
As now situated the Indians are practically
helpless to raiso any trouble, and as they
were successfully handled when there were
very fow white sottlers and no railways in
the country, theto is nothing to bo foared
from them now when they are in such a
small minority, and with meags uf rapid comn-
muntcation in axistonce to all parts of the
country.

The only trouble ever oxpericnced in the
sottlement of the Territories was the hali-
breed disturbances in 1885, which was con-
fined to tho North Saskatchowan regions,
Such an outbreak would be impossible now,
owing to the railways built since that date.

The figures of population given above, both
of whites and Indians, are for the three orga-
nized territories of Assiniboia, Alborta and
Sagkatchewan. In thoe great unorganized
region to the north there is a limited Indian
population, and a very few white ang half-
breed traders, trappers, ete. ‘The Indians of
tho north havo always been of & very poace-
ful disposition and thers is nothing to fear
from thom. Besides, they aro under the con-
trol of missionaries and traders, on whom
they are dependent lar supplies, and with
whom they have long lived on good terms.

THE TURN IN THE TIDE.

Under the above heading, in the last num-
ber of Bradstreot's, we find a strong article
showing the improvement in business gen: -
ally. One very inportant feature showing
the improvement in the business situation, is
the large number of instances in which wages

_havo been advanced, The authority quotod

asserts that 176,000 industrial employ-ees havo
had their wages advanced within the past
two months, and this has been accomplished
without strikes, excopt in the case of about
seven per cent. of thuse securing an advance
in wages. This statememt is based on infor-
mation gathered from leading industrial
cantres all over the United States. Since
Aprillabout80largeindustrial establishments
have resumed wark, giving employment to
80,000 operators, and about 227 ostablish-
ments have started up within two months,
Bradstreet's says:

*‘He must be blind, indeed, who has failed
to reslize that the Side has turned, and that
improvoment in demand in all staple lines is
the hasis of it. The improvement is due to
the depletion of stocks of retailers throughout

the country during the past tvo years of de- -

pression, to the accompanying period of
restricte’d credits, buying forimmediate wants
only, and the prolonglﬁ rigid, enforced, eco-
nomy on the part of cgusumer and producer,

Evidei-ces of tho counter-movement of the
current have beon repeatedly skown, not only

{in improvement iu net ‘and gross earnings of

railway companies, increases” of weekly bank
clearings totals, and a long and striking list
of advances of prices of staple products, but

also in an enlarged demand for produce and
manufacturod articles in mnearly all lines,
This rocord has beon continued now for about
two months, and theroe is reason to bolievo the
ond is not yot.”

The case of Rogers vs. Commercial Union
Fire Insurance Co., came up at Winnipeg,
last week. Mrs. Rogors, thoe plaintiff, m
whose name the hat and fur business of
Rogers & Co, was formerly carried on, in
Winnipeg, sues to recover the amount pay-
able under her policy for less by firo of the
stock in trade in her shop in January last.
"The assessmont of the lass was referred to Mr,
Harshaw ropresenting the companits and Mr,
Chevrior, representing Mrs. Rogers. Thoy
assessed the loss at $5112.98 to bo dividwt
between tho different companies, the Cum-
mercial Union, the London and Lancashire,
London, Liverpool & Globe, and the Phanix,
and the amount assessed was paid into court,
but plaintifl refused to accopt it, claiming her
loss was $15,00C, and she then brought this
action to recover tho amount she claims. It
may be noted that E. J. Redmond, fur dealer,
was appointed umpiro by thearbitrators, and
the award was agreed to by himand Harshaw.,
Chovrier refused to agreo to the awaed. Tus
tico Xillam decided that no case had been made
out to set aside the award, therefore he wuuld
not allow evidence to be given in this action
which went behind the award to show ths
total loss the plaintiff had sustained and
entered a nonsuit in cach of the four cases.

au advance of 5 to 7§ ver cent. in groys and
colored cotton is now looked. Wools arc now
costing 2 to do per pound higher than a year

o, and this causes o firm outlook in domes-
tic woolons, but manufacturers do not seom
ablo to bring about an advance, owing to the
keen competition in the trade.

DRruGSs.—Paris green i3 very firm and is
costing about 20 por cent higher. Local
stocks aro scarce. Bluestone is showing an
advancing tendency and camphor continues
tolook higher. Glycerine is also tonding
higher, Cod liver oil is firm and stocks aro
generally hight, though the big quotations of
a couplo of months ago dv not hold now,
Norwey oil being worth about $10 per
barrel in New York.

GRAIN AND PRODUCE.

WnEAT.—Speculation has not been so
active in wheat this week, but prices have

in prices at tho beginning of this week, but
later in the weeck bad crop repurts were
coming in freoly again.

J. T. Gordon, of Gordon & Ironside, cattlo
oxporters, has been out in the western range
counry, and the Gazotte, of Macleod, Alta.,
has the following intorview with him:

“J. T, QGordon, cattle bayer, camo up from
Lothbridge and went out to Now Oxloy on
Friday last,returning on Monday. Heleft on
Wednesday’s train without making any pur-
chases. Tho price he is offering is” the same
as last year—S$10 a head for long threo
four and five years old cattle, He in-
formed a Gazetto rororter that ho had
sccured some 4,000  head in Man-
itoba and the castern territories, including
tho Circlo outfit. Ho has also purchased the
steers belonging to Morgan & Cumming, of
Pincher Creek. Ie will bs up agnin in a
week or two, and expects to start shipping to-
wards the ond of June.

A Gazetto roporter had an interviow with
Mr, Gordon provious to his depacturo on
Wednesday. In the course of conversation
tho well-known cattle buyer remarked that
tho cattlo men of this district seemed to heve
a very extravagant idea of the prices cattlo
were worth now. He had expected to have
made sume heavy purchases bat had so far
obtained very fow in Southern
Referring to a recont article in the Gazette,
which recommanded that cattle should be
bought by weight and not by the head, Mr.
Gordon stated that that was exactly what tho
firm would prefer, as then they would krnow
exactly how they stood. The price ho was
offering ($10 o head) was every bit that cattlo
un the ranges were worth, and if he could not
Luy them at that figure he did not want them
atall. Referring to the suggestion that some
of the larger owners were thinking of shipping
themselves, Mr. Gordon s2id that if they did

he hadn’t & doubt what tho result would be—

they would quickly discover how much trou-
bis and risk there was an tho business, and
how they would be bled at every turn of tho
trip. There scemed to be au idea that his
firm had just fairly coined money last year,
but it was far from being tho case.’

* Itis not true, then, that you cleaved over
$50,000 last year in cold cash?”

“Gentlemen,” said Mr. Gordon impres-
sively, “we did not clear fifty cents a head.
No, sir! not fifty cents a head. Why, doyoun
supposo that if thore was that money to be
made in the business eastern buyers would
not have jumped in long ago? Of course
they would.’

“In conclusion Mr, Gordon said that if
rangers could soll steers on the range at $10 &
head, they had the best paying business in
Canada.”

Petrolsum Production Decreasing.

In the face of the immense advance in the
price ot peeroleum which took placo during
April, the available visible supply of that
commodity shows a steady decrease. This,
too, in spite of an increase in the daily out-
put of crude, stimulated by the advance,
That the appreciation in price has had so
little effect is the best answer to the reports
that the advance was wholly due to the efforts
of a trust endeavoring to squeeze the consu-
mer. If such were really the case the trust
appears to have had the aid of nature in its
nefarious undertaking, because, in spite of
the fact that the price of crude oil at the
close of April was almost double that at the
beginning of that month, and that the num
ber of wells drilling or completed at the close
of the month was 30 per cent. larger than at
the beginning, the actual daily production
increased less than 8 per cent. A natural
conclusion is that unless the entire oil-pro-
ducing area is in the hands of the Standard—
and as yet no proof has been furnished of this
—the unwelcome fact must be admitted that
the larger part of the oil-bearing territory
has been exhausted, and permanently higher
prices may be expected. 'The report for the
month of April shows stocks in the Appala-
chian field, New York, Pennsylvania, Weost
Virginia and eastern Ohio decreased 4.2 per
cent. while the daily average production in-
creased 7 per cent. The total stock in the
Appalachian field on April 30th was 4,488,502
barrels, against 6,352,512 barrels January 1,
10,875,100 barrels April 80th last year, and
16,236,822 barrels April 80th 1893.  Against
a stock of only about 4,500,000 barrels of
eastern oil, however, there are reported on
April 80th, 19,723,715 barrels of Lima or
Buckeye oil, against 20,158,266 barrels on
January 1, 1895, a decrease of only 435,000
barrels, Were it not for this large excess of
Lima oil, therefore it i3 not unieasonable to
suppose that the advance in price would have
been much greater than it has already been.
In the light of present figures of supply, and
unless some now uvkpown field suddenly

starts to producing oil, the situation of"

petroleum prices seems certainly a strong
one.—Bradstreet’s. -

Speculation,

There is no use in advising people not to
speculate; they will speculate. And there
are points at which it is impossible to draw
the line between ‘‘legitimate business’ and
speculation. All business has some of the
elements of specilation in it—which is the
same as saying that life is uncertain. At
intervals of a few years there come periods
when the chances in the stock markets favor
the non-professional, when there is such an
impulse on the part of the public that prices
move upward rapidly and without much re-
ference to the immediate conditions of indus-
try and merchandising., At such times the
professional is wont to say ‘‘it is the fools
that are making money,” that is, people who
do not know much about the business win
profits, while many of the old heads get out
of the market. The country has recently
entered upon one of these periods, The man
who buys blindly makes money, and the
man who stops to reason that the properties
are not earuing enough to justify a rapid
rise, and consequently sells short, loses. But
earnings are not the only things that make
prices, 'The temporary fancy of the public
has everything to do with quotations, and
when the crowd has the buying craze woe to
the man who gets in the way. To anybody
who is bound to speculate, the only sound
advice now is that he shall buy before he sells,
That the market will have reactions from
time to time goes without saying, but the
ordinary operator is not quick enough or
skillful enough to avail himself of such inci-

dents. His guiding star should be the fact
that the business of the country is improving
and that the most potent forces now in opera-
tion make toward greater values for stocks.
There are now better opportunities for a dis-
cerning trader to make money than have
existed in this country since the active period
immediately following the resumption of
specie payments, Of course, those opportuni-
ties are not confined to the exchanges.
Almost any quick-witted man, by looking
over these fields of industry and trade with
which he is most familiar, will see places
where his capital and intelligence can be em-
ployed to greater advantage. The next three
years promise to be & harvest time for the
man of small capital and alert mind.—Chicago
Economist.

Boots and Shoés and Leather.

Leather is still on the boom, a further ad-
vance of le per Ib. having been established at
Montreal in Spanish sole, sales being reported
of No. 2 manufacturers sole at 24¢ in round
lots and at 25¢ in smaller parcels. In black
leather the advance previously referred to is
well maintained, with an upward tendency
in values The New York leather markets
are strorg and act.ve, the leather trustselling
no less than 800,000 sides of leather last week
at the full advance in prices. The trustis
said to be short of hides, and tried to keep the
price of leather down until it had secured a
larger supply of hides, but failed to attainits
object. We quote prices as follows: No. 2
manufacturers gole 24 to 25¢; jobbers’ sole
25 to 27c; slaughter sole 25 tc 26c; waxed
upper 32 to 39¢c; grain 138 to 14c; buff {14 to
15c ; splits 28 to 26¢c for Ontario, and 20 to
22¢ for Quebec; pebble 14 to 15¢c; glove 13
to 14c.

A fair week’'s business has been done in
boots and shoes at Montreal in sorting orders,
at steady advancing prices, One or two
houses, however, who have stocks of leather
costing low prices are not holding out for
the full advance to their regular customers,
the extreme rise is bound to be general before
long, and next month, it is said, will see a
further addition to card rates. A few fall
orders have been given by those houses who
recognize that higher prices are inevitable.
Remittances are fair for the season, but the
amount of paper falling due is small.—Mont-
real Trade Balletin.

Increased cﬂsfnf Shoes

A manufacturer writes the Canadian Shoe
and Leather Journal as follows: ‘‘The recent

advance in the prices of black and sole
leathers have put our matufacturers com-
pletely in the dark as to how much they
should make the advance for next season on
their boots and shoes, At the rate leather is
advancing just now is hard to make calcula-
tions, but it is presumed that at to-day’s,
prices, leather will not advance very much,
and I think shoe manufacturers will be safe
in basing their prices on another centadvance
on black leather by the foot, and two or three
cents per lb on splits. It 18 pretty certain
that sole leather will not advance any more,
the present advance makes a difference on
men’s buff balmorals of about twenty-five
cents per pair, viz., $7.80 on black leather,
and $6.10 on sole leather, with interest, this
makes $15,00 on a case of men's buff bal-
morals of sixty pairs. If we take a split boot
the advance is 47 cents per pair on short
legged boot or regular stoga, kip boots 55
cents per pair, and on woman’s glove grain
buttoned or laced, 20 cents, This is the cal-
culation made on the basis of what leather
sells at to-day, and I thinkshoe dealers should
not hesitate to buy at these, advances, as
they are based only on the extra costs of the
leather. I think, Mr. Editor, these figures

will give to your numerous readers an idea o
what price to ask for shoes in showing their
samples to their customers,”
