The memorial record of the past year
reminds u$ that

Bears all its song away,”
and admonishes micisters and people alike
to work while it is called day. Presby-
terianism has lost many staunch friends,
and the Church of God, some of its most
useful mivisters, during the year that is
now numbered with the past. Such
were Dr. Robert Buchanan and William
Arnot, of the [ree Church ; Dr. Mazwell
Nichoison and Professur Crawford. of the
Established Church of Scotland ; Charles
Kingsley, eminent in English Literature,
and Tichendorf, the learned Theologian
of Leipsic. ’

A great company, too, of ecarnest
workers, unknown to fame, have erossed
the bourne. Let us who remain and
who shall be privileged to enter upon the
year 1876, resolve to be more zealous and
faithful than ever hefore, so that, when
the Master cometh, whether ‘“at even, or
at midnight, or in the morning,” we may
be found waiting and watehing—* lest
coming sudgdenly he find us slecping.”

THE RETROSPECT.

“RoME wasnot built in a2 day.” Neither
do charches attain maturity, like Jonah's
gourd, in avight. Itis more thana cen-
tury since the blue banner of Presby.
terianism was first unfurled in British
North America, and we judge it not out
of y:lace to take if it be but 2 short look
through that vista of years, and te oceupy
a few sentences in the first number of
the Presbyterian Record, in tracing the
successive steps by which the new point
of departure was reached on the fifteenth
of June, 1875—the Birthday of Tue
PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH IN CANADA.

In the Upper Provinees. the Church
of Scotland was first in the ficld. As
early as 1765—six years after the con-
quest—The Rev. George Henry, com-
menced his stated ministry at the ancient
canital of Quebce. St. Aundrew’s con-
gregation there was organized in 1784,
when the Rev. Dr. Sparks wus inducted to
the charge. Shortly afterwards the Rev.

John Bethune began bis ministry in)

Montreal, where he remained not quite a
year, and then took up his residence, in
1787, at Williamstown in the county of
Glengarry, where he was the means of
forming a number of congregations, and
among whom he laboured with zeal and
fidelity until his death in 1815, In

1803 these two ministers, with Mr. Dun-
cnn Fisher, elder, constituted themselves
inito the first « Presbytery of Montreal.”
By slow degrees their numbers werae
increased through occasional arrivals from
~cotland, and. in 1831, the representa-
tives of the Scottish listublishment re-
solved to form themselves into an orga-
nized body under the name of *¢ the Pres-
byterian Church of Canada in connection
with the Church of Scotlund.” This
Synod, divided into four Presbyteries,
began with 25 ministers on its roil of
membership. But in the meautime cer-
tain other ministers of the Presbyterian
order had come to Cunada. Some of
them hailed from the Secession Church
in the old country: others belonged to
“ the Relief " Church, and with them
came to be associuted «ne or two Congre-
gational brethren. In the year 1818 these
formed themselves into ‘ the Presbytery
of the Canadas’’ and next year assumed
the name of ¢ the United Synod of Upper
Canada,” which continued to meet at
intervals till 1840, when its ministers,
eighteen in number, were received by the
synod in connection with the Church
of Scotland. This accession to 1ts mem-
bers, brought the roll of that Synod to
include the names of eighty-two ministers.

In 18323, a third body had arisen,
who, not seeing their way clearly to con
neet themiselves with either of the exist-
ing Synods, became known as *‘the Synod
of the United Preshyterian Church in
Canada.” Of those who had to do with
the formation of this Synod, the venerable
Dr. Taylor of Moutreal, is now the only
survivor.

‘The wave of disruption that rolled
across the Atlantic in 1844, gave rise to
the nest importaut epoch in the I'resby-
terial history of Canada, In the begin-
ning of that year. the Chureh of Scotland
Synod had ninety-one Ministers; in July
1845, it had only fifty-four. with tweaty-
tWo vacant congregations. Then began the
struggle for pre-eminence between three
vigorous branches of the ohurch, each of
them having established a school of the
prophets in accordance with their several
polities—Queen's College at Kingston ;

i
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Koz coliege at Toronto. and the United
Presbyteriun college at Londun, of which
Dr. A Proudtoot, futher of the present
minister of thal name, was the theological
teacher, nod which at his death was re.
moved to Toronto.

At the end of saventeen years the re-
lative numbers of these churches were as
follows: --the Church of ~cotland had jnst
one hundred ministers: the Presbyterian
Church of Canada, commonly called the
TFree Church, had a hundr d and fifty-
one: the United Presbyterians had sixty-
eirht. ‘Then it was, in 1861, that the
union of the list two was consummated
under the name of * the Canada Presby-
terian Church,” which now eatered upon
a career of unexampled prosperity, with a
staff of two hundred and nineteen
ministers. At the end of fourteen years,
which brings us to the date of that
grandest of all the unions, and in which
so many of us were privileged to take a
purt, the Canada Presbyterian ohurch
had come to number three hundred and
thirty-eight ministers, as compared with
a hundred and forty-one in the Church
of Scotland Syned, all told.

In the Maritime Provinces, similar
results were reached by only a slightly
different process. Tan Nova Scotis ©the
Associate Sypod of Scotland” had the
advantage at the outset. Ouly four years
after Mr. Henry had begun his regular
ministrations at Quebes, we find three
ministers of the Burgher Synod, Messrs.
Swith, Cock, and Graham, organizing
themselves into the first Presbytery of
British North America at Truro. 1In
1794, Dr. James McGregor, representing
the Anti-Burgher Synod, was joined by
two ministers of his own persuasion. who
coustituted themselves .¢¢ the Associate
Presbytery of Nova Scotia.” These two
Presbyteries after a separate existence of
twenty-three years, at length agreed to
unite’ together, which they did in 1817,
when they were called ¢ the Presbyterian
Chureh of Nova Scotia.”” This was the
first eolonial union of churches of which
there is any record, and it bid fair at the
time to have been completely unaminous
But a handful of leaveun hud been inserted

the year previous by the Rev. Donald
Allan Iraser, a popular minister of the
Church of Scotland, who had landed at
Pictou in 1816. From this time the
adberents of that church grew and multi-
plied. *“The Synod of the Church of
Scotland in Nova Scotia and the adjoin-
ing provinces " was formed in 1533, and
when the era of division came, in 1844,
it had outnumbered all the rest. In that
year the standard of the Tree Church
wag raised in the Maritime Provioces;
so that until 1860 there were three
churches there also aspiring to the supre-
macy. And thus we are brought to the
state of matters immediately prior to the
union of 1875, when after lengthened
negotiations, “'the Presbyterian Church of
the Lower Provinces of British North
America,” bringing its contingent of one
handred and twenty-four ministers, and
“the Synod in conneerion with the Church
of Scotland,” with thirty-onc ministers on
its rcll, met their brethren from the west,
in the city of Montreal, and, in the exer-
cise of their constitutional powers, through
their respective supreme courts, euch
declared itself to be identical with TH=
PrEeSBYTERIAN CHURCH IN CANADA—
which. may the Great King and Head of
the cburch loog continue to bless and
prosper |

Dear Str.—According to promise, I send
you a brief statement of the present position
of the Church in this Province, hoping it
may prove of some interest to our friends in
Eastern Canada.
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T way say thatI arrived in Victoria, about
about the beginning of 1870, At t at time
Presbyterianism was represented in this Pro-
vinee by two Miniscers of the ¢ anada
Presbyterian Church, the Rev. Mr_Aitken,
who ‘was then in charge at Nuanaimo,
and the Rev. Mr. Jamienon at New West-
minister. The former returned to Scotland
gumne two years agu. The Kiri of Scotland
had only one respresentative in the country,
the Rev’ Mr.Sommerville, whe also returned
to Se tland about five years ago, and is
now the Minister of the College Church

Glargow. Consequently, for some time past |

until quite recently, Presbyterianism in this
Province had only two representativesin the
Muustry, Mr.Jamieson at New W estminister,
and myself here in Victovia. I need scarcely
say that we both felt our pusition to be alonely
one; so fur removed from our hrethren,
and, with none to help us in building up
the church in this distant West.  We lookel
for fellow-labourers, but noge came. Other
Denominations were receiving additions to
thenr missionary staff, but ours remaineid
stationary. Our Countrymen and Mewmbers
of our Church scatteved through the country,
asked for services which we could not grant,
orgrantbutseldom. Tofollow them to their
new homes with the meansof Grace wasour
wich, but one which could nut bie accomplish-
ed, as many of them were settled in very re-
mote parts of the country.

For two or three years past I had an
earnest desire to visit Scotland, and lay the
state of the Mission before the parent Church,
but could not well Jeave St, Audrew’s vacant
for so long a period. Fortunately this
difficulty was removed by the arrival in
Pu, et Sound «f the Rev. A. 13. Nicholson,
an old student of Queen’s College, and a
Licentiate of the church. Mr. Nicholsou
conrented to occupy St. Andrew’s pylpit
during my absence.” And I accordingly left
for Scotland early in the present year. Pre-
vions to my leaving I had an opportunity of
vigiting the country Ea:-t of the Cuscade
Mountains, of preaching the Gospel and
baptising the children of Presbyterians in
Nicolu Valley, Kamloops, Clinton, and Car-
riboo, and of ascertsining the numbers and
circumstances of our people. Petitions for
Ministers were forwarded to me from Nicola
Valley, from Langley, from Nanaimo, and
from the Districts on Vancouver nearer to
Victoria. '

Crossing the continent, I spent a short
time .among my old friends in Pictou, Nova
Scotia, and then proceeded to Scotland, and
submitted my scheme to the Colonial Com-
mittee. Never shall I nor thefriendsof our

church in British'Columbis, forget the cor- |

diality with which our proposal was receivéd,

and the generosity which marked the con~
dnet of the Commiittee. -1 he mostexcellent
convener, with characteristic earnestness re-
ceived our proposal, and gave cvery ussist-
ance to see it carried. out, The Colonial
Committec voted ns a grantof L1000 sterlg.
yer annam, for hesupport of fouradditional
{inisters, and rendered evey assistance n
securing the right men. And for our suc-
cess in the latter particulsr we have every
possible reason to thank God; forwe do ot
think that any four more able, zealous and
rrudont Ministers than the four who have
ately cast in their lot with us, haveever gune
I'to lay the foundations of the Church in a
new country. With the blessing of Gud upon
their labours, we expect the best possible
results to the Church and country. Im-
"mediately upon their arrival, we formed
lonrselves into a Preslytery m connection
I'with the Church of Scotland. And let me
assure you that we all telt the oceasion tube
a very mterrsting and important vue.  For,
hitherto, we had no Presbytery in the Pro-
vince, and a Presbyterran Church can
searcely be felt to exist, without .his im-
portant and distinctive court.
" The members ~f our first Preshytery were
all present, and also the Rev. Mr. Jamieson
of New Westminister, of the Canadian Pre-
byterian Church, oneofthe Pioneer Ministers
of British Columbia, who has long and
zealously uplield the Presbyterian banner
in the Province. He was invited to sit and
deliberate with the Court, and gave 1t the
benefit of his wise counsel.

The Presbytery met on the following
evening to ordain Messra Dunn snd Nichol-
son, both being licentates of the Church,
but without Ordinaticn. This being the
first Act of Ordination in the Scoteh Church
in British Columbia, St. Andrew’s was well
filled on the occasion. Mr. Clyde preached
an admirable rermon, and the Ordination
praver and address to the Ministers were
assigned to me as Moderator of Presbytery.
Mr. Jamieson also gave an able address on
the nature and validity of Presbyterian Or-
dination. Immediately afterwards the Pres-
bytery adjourned to meet at Nanaimo to
exiumine into the state of the Congregation,
and to introiuce Mr. Clyde to his people.
Everything was found satisfactory and the
-people much delighted. Already the church
has been put in thorough repair, & small
organ purchased, a vestry is being buijt, and
a manee is to be commienced next Spring.
We feel sure that Nanaimo will in a short
time become wholly 'self-sustaining.

Afterthe settlemment of Mr. Clyde, I-accom-

nied Mr. Dunn to his station at Langley.
“This is-a prospering and promising -District
on the Fraser River, where the Zedl and
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prudence of Mr. Dunn will soon malke them-
selves felt in vathering around him an at-
tached and devoted | eople, a8 Mr. Nicholson
is doing in hia Districts in Vancouver.

From Irort Langley, Mr. Murray and my-
gelf proceeded to his stations in Upper
British Columbia, ligst of the Cascade
Mountaine. The journey was a long but
pleasant one: first by steamer on the Fraser
from Westminister to Fort Yale, thence by
coach to Cook’sFerry on the Thon pson and
and thence on horse-back to Nicola Valley
and Kamloops. In the beautiful country
in which Mr.%ﬁ[urm labours he has & most
important work to do, and we know of none
better fitted to accomplish it.

Such then is our present position in this
land of the Occident. We feel that the pr.-
sent year has brought us comparative pros-
perity.  We began it with only two Presby-
terian Ministers, now we number six. The
most in:{portant points in the Province are
occupied. As new fields open up we trust
to be able tosupply them. Many important

uestions lie befure us, some of them which
time alone can solve. There ia the question
of Union, and the equally important one of
Education for the work ot the Chureh.
Present duty we believe we can see, and

leave the futurein the hands of the Head of

the Church.

During the la~t nine month- T have tra-
velled over fifteen thousand m..¢s to secure
Ministers for this Province, and to settle them
atter their arrival, and now that the work is
over, feel inclined to rest for the winter in
Victoria, and be thankful. We read the Pres-
bylerian here with much interest and are
thankful to note every good movement
among our friends East of the Mountains.

LETTER FROM REV. JAS.
D. MURRAY,

Axerrves, Aug. 2nd, 1875.
Rev. P. G. McGr:gor, Halifax.

Dear Brother.—Your kind, welcome and
refreshing letter of Feb. 10th, along with
account of ealary remitted for the year 1875,
reached me all sati, per ¢ Dayspring,” on
her return hither fron the northern islands
of the group,.on the 30th June.

We were glad to learn that you and yonr
family were well. No break, I am thank-
ful to suy, hasoccurred in our health here
yet. Weare happy in our work, and have
the sutisfaction of seeing .tokens of its use-
fulness..... ...

1t is re-assuring.to be. informed that the

interest cherished in this mission 'by its old
firm supporters, is still unabated. Some,
howcver, we regret to learn, seem to be
dissatisfied with the results of the past, an{
to be discourag d by what appears to them
a8 the dark prospect of the future of the
mission. Well, I am not accused, you
know, of being over-sanguine in my antici-
?ations respecting the progress ot New
Tebritean Curistianity and civilization,
Yet, I have no hesitation in saying that the
results already achieved by means of mis-
sionary agency in this firld ought to incite
us to thank God and take couraze. Some
of the fritnds at home are disappointed
Lecause, probably, their earlier impressions
of the state of the work here were delusive,
and their expectalions immoderate : mine
certainly were. I used te think that the
Aneityumese were greatly more elevated,
socially, morally anﬁreligiously, than they
actually are, (r are likely to be during
the present generatiou, and so also did
thin(? of the Christiang we used to hear
about as existing on Tana, Fotuna and the
adjacent islands.  We have need of gieater
pati- nce in carrying on this great work of
missions to the heathen. We should not
expect, that beings ~o tearfully demoralized
and degraded as these are, may be so easily
raised and transformed, or sospeedily. It 18
not yet much more than twenty years since
our pioneer missionary first visited these
shores. Now twice that period is not
surely too long to be allowed u- for even
prepuring for and laying the foundution of
a solid and endurmg super-tructure of
christianity. Would it not be well for those
who are so clamorous for imn.ediate results,
to ponder a little more than they have yet
done over God’s usual methods of accom-
phishing His purposes? Have they forgot-
ten that He ha~ plenty of time, and that,
in the execution of His plans, He takes
time. Have they reflected asdeeply as they
ought on what heathenisin is, on the one
hand, and Christianity, on the other? Might
it not be a profitable exercice for them to
examine into and estunate the worthofthat
faith of theirs, which will not persevere in
doing the Lord’s bidding, unless its obe-
dience becrowned with signal visible sue-
cess? Is this the exampﬁa set us by the
Great Missionary whois saying to us. < As
the Father sent me, even 80 seud 1 you 7%
Let us consider His unsuccessful, but ever
faithful niinistry, lest, in our apparent’
failures in His service, we ¢ Lecome weary
«nd faint in our minds....” We are very
wea*, truly, in ourselves+ and the obstacles
which lie in the way of the progress of the
work of the Gospel in these regions are ver
great. Besides the ignorance, the prejudi-
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ces, the superstitions and barbarities of the
natives. we have what is perhaps the most
formidable difficulty oi‘alip to contend with,
the opposition of abandoned wnite men.
But, notwithstanding all these difficulties,
there are, in the present aspect of the mis-
gion, as 2 whole, indications of real, pro-
gress: and I shall not yet, for one, admit,
that its prospects sre dark. Dr. Judson
was asked, what were the prospects for the
conversion of the Burmese? His reply was,
¢ the prospects for the conversion of the
Burmese are as bright as the promises of
God.” And it you ask me, *what of the
night > in the New Hebrides? my reply is
«The morning cometh.” ¢« The dayspring
knows his place, that it may take hold of
the ends of the earth, that the wicked may
be shaken out of it.” ¢ Every valley shail
be exalted and every mountain and hill
shall be made low: and the crooked shall
be made straight, and the rough places
plain: and the glory of the Lord shall be
revealed, and all flesh shall see it together;
for the mouth of the Lord hath spoken it.”

Pray for us, that we may become more
humble, earnest and faithful as ambas=a-
dors for Christ, that we may be strong a.d
of a good courage, that we may be endued
with power from on high, and that the
weapons of our warfire may be made
mighty, through God, to the pulling down
of strongholds, casting down imaginations
and every high thing that exalteth itselt
against the knowledge of God, and bringing
into captivity every thought to the obe-
dience of Christ.”

O the eve of his departure for Britain,
the Congregation, the Trustees, and the
Kirk-Session of St. Mark’s Church,
Montreal, respectively presented their
late pastor, Kev.

By this
time we -hope that Mr. Black has been
daly installed as the parish miuister of
Anwoth aod. that by this act, all doubts
created by the Union as to the Stasus of

Ministers of the Presbyterian Church in
Canada, who were formerly in connection
with the Church of Scotland, will be for
ever set at rest.

The Rev. D. D. McLeod, of Ancaster,
has received und uccepted, a call from
Dumfrics Street Church, Paris, Ontario,

The Rev. John McEwen, late of Pem-
broke, has been unanimously called to
Erskine Church, Ingersoll.

Mr. Donald, of Port Hope, has de-
clined the call from Knox Church, Mon-
treal.

The Rev. Adam McKay was inducted
to the pastoral charge of Knox Church,
Ripley, on 30th November. Mr. John
Fraser preached in Gaelic and presiied.
Mr. Graham preached in Knglish and
gave the charge to the minister. Messrs,
Stewart and Davidson addressed the
people.

The Presbytery of Peterboro ata re-
cent meeting sorrowfully acquiesced in
Mr. Roger's resignation of the charge of
the first Presbyteriun Church of Pecter-
boro. Mr. Roger retires with an annuity
of $800, his name being retained on the
roll of Presbytery as pustor emeritus.

The Rev. Elias Muilan, late of Spen-
cerville, was inducted to the charge of
N. Augusta aud Fairfield on the 16th
ultimo. At the sume time Mr. Dey,
a probationer, accepted a call to Spencer-
ville, and his ordination trials were
preseribed.

The Presbyterians of Haliburton, with
their esteefned pastor Mr. Reeve, are
rejoicing in their occupancy of a new
church cdifice.

College Street Church, Toronto, has
been re-opened after m.dergeing enlarge-
ment and  embellishment. It is now
seated for 550 and can accommodate 100
more if necessary. The congrezation
gives promise of becomirg a lorge and
influential one. A sniree héld in con-
nection with the occasion was * a great
success.”

A new church, in connection with
Kuoox Church. (oderich, was opened at
Leebura, in the township of Colborne,
Presbytery of Huron, on 5th December.
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Messrs. Ure and Sieveright, the colle-
giate Ministers of the charge, officiated
at morning and afterncon service, and
Mr. Hartley in the evening. A social
meeting was held on the Monday evening
following which was largely attended.
The proceeds of the services in cash
amounted to $184, leaving oniy $50 of
-debt on the building.

Rev. Mr. Fotheringham the other day
received the present of a fine horse from
the members of his congregation at Nor-
wood, and a very handsome * buggy’
from those residing at Hastings. Putting
that and this together, the minister must
be popular in these parts and his paro-
chial visits specially agrecable.

On the eve of the departure of Rev.
J. Logie to the United States, for his
health’s suke, the congregation~ of Fran-
cistown and Warrensville presented him
with a very kind address accompanied
by a purse of $400.

The removal of Rev. Mr. Lochead
from N. Gower and Wellington was
mde the occasion, by the members of
that congregation, to present their late
worthy pastor and bis wife with a com-
plimentary address and a handsome pre
sentation of silver plate. 'This was fol-
lowed by a social eatertainment, en-
livened by vocal and instrumental musie,
and fittingly concluded with some words
of carnest exhortation and prayer.

The Presbytery of Ottawua held its
last regulur mecting on the 9th and
10th November, when a large amouunt
-of business was transacted. There
were twenty-sis ministers and six
-elders present. The Rev. James Whyte
was loosed from his charge at Osgood,
where he had ministered for seventeen
Years with more than ordinary aceeptance
and success, and which made the parting
between him and his people all the more
painful. The Presbytery is less to be
pitied, seeing that their esteemed brother
was ooly translated to another charge
within their bounds.

A satisfactory report was received from
the Committee appointed to enquire into
the present condition of the two congre-
gations in Carleton Place and Beckwith,

and the station of Ashton. It was agreed
to provide ways and means for the Pres-
bytery fund, by an assessment of twenty-
five cents per family. Rev. Robert
Campbell reported the steps taken in the
way of uniting the two congregations in
Renfrew, and the Presbytery expressed
its satisfaction with the prevailing har-
mony. and bade them ¢ go forward.” A
very important matter also, was the re-
arrangement of congregations in the
neighbourhood of Buckingham and Cum-
berland. The negotiations seem to have
been conducted in a fine spirit. To
facilitate matters, Mr. Home resigned
the Cumberland part of his charge. His
labours will consequently be confined to
the northern shore of the Ottawa, and his
comfort, in mind and boly, especially
when * the crossing” 1is dangerous, will
thereby be greatly augmented. The

resignation of the Rev. Joseph White, of -

Wakefield, was accepted. Atasubsequent
meeting, on 25th November, Mr. Whyte's
induction to Manotic and Gloucester was
proceeded with,after the usual impressive
manner of Presbytery, and, as is also
usual on such occasions, a very enthusias-
tic meeting of welcome was held on the
evening of the induction day.

The nest meeting of this Court is to
be held at Carleton Place, on the Sth
February, when all session records will
be called for.

The Urasbytery of Guelph met on the
24th November, at Nassagaweya, for the
ordination of Mr. II. H. Macpherson,
and the transaction of other business.
After the observance of the wusual
formalities, Dr. Hogg preached an appro-
priate sermon, and the Phresbytery; by
the laying on of hands, and prayer, sct
the candidate apart to the work of the
Ministry and the charge of the Congre-
gation. Suitable addresses followed, and,
last of all, a soiree was held in the
Church, and a cordial welcome extended
to the Minister. . .

The annual report of St. Andrew’s
Church, Kingstor, affords evidence of
the continued prosperity of that venerable

congregation. The membership is now
252. The management is evidently
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methodical avd in careful hands. About
$6,000 was contributed for all purposes
last year.

_ An Association has been formed in
Montreal under the name of ¢ The
Elder’s and Deacon’s Evangelical Union.”
It is open to the office-bearers of all
evangelical churches in the ecity. Its
object is stated to be * for Mutual Con
ference, reading of God's word, praise
and prayer.”

A meeting of influential ministers and
laymen was held in Toronto, a short time
ago, twhich resulted in the formation of o
¢ Church Extension Association,” Mr.
Jolm Blakely was appointed President.
Rev. D. J. Mucdonnell and Rev.'John

We count ourselves happy that in our
first number we are enubled to give our
readers such a deli:htful and interesting
account of the work of grace which has
been going on for some time past in the
neighbourhood of Lapark and Middle-
ville, as that with which we close our
potes for the month, and which is kindly
furnished by the Rev. Witliam McKenzie
of Almonte.

« About the end of August last, evan-
gelistic meetings were begun in the village
of Lanark. For some time previous there
had been united prayer for a blcssing from
on high. The presence of Mr. McKay
of Kingston, who hashad large experience
1n evangelistic work, was considered a pro-
per occasion to make a speciad cffort.
A meeting was therefore held in the Con-
gregational Church, Rev. Mr. Brown's,
Alinost at the very first the blessing of God
was manifest. Before a week bad passed,
quite 2 number were awakened to deep
spiritual concern, and some were already
rejoicing in Christ. Greatly eucouraged,
the mectings were continaed nightly, and
the effect became visible on the whole
community. After a time similar meet-
ings were held in the Présbyterian

ed to have the same means tried.  Ov the
evening of (ectober 2Uth, a meeting was
iield in the Congregational Church in
Middleville, Rev. Mr. Brown's. After a
night or two, the place was found too
small for the audience, and thercalter the

! meetings were held in the Presbyterian

Ctarch, Rev. Mr. Cochrane’s, the largest
in the place. The work lere has been
even miore striking than it was in Lanark,
Night after night the church was throng-
ed with an eager congregation, and the
power of the truth was simply wonderful.
The congregation was gathered from a
cireuit of five or six miles. Bad roads,
and dark aights, scemed to have o cffect
in diminishing the sttendance. A decp
spiritual concern pervaded the conumu-
nity, and nothing was allowed to stand
in the way. :

The writer was present on the 18th and
19th November, when continuous meet-
ings had been held for fourweeks. Tlhe
seene in the church on the evening of
November {9th is one never to be for-
gotten. The day was dull and stormy,
and the night fell densely dark. It was
discouraging. The thought would be
suggested that it wasnot possible to have
a large meeting on such a night. A few
minutes before seven, Mr. Cochtane apd
I left the Manse, ind proceeded to the
elhurch. When we opened’ the door we
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suw a olose packed mass of people filling
the tlace. To say it was crowded is
suying little; every available space in pews
and passuges wus takea up. The Rev.
Mr. Biown presided. When I marked
the eager att ntion wherewith thé word of
God was heard, a painful sense of the
solemnity of speaking to such a congrega
tion oppressed me. A bush came over
the audience as the word was spoken, and
mauy were bending forward ag if afraid to
lose'a syllabie. The Rev. My. Coehr ne
<losed the meeting; and while a hymn
was sung those desirous of retiring had an
opportunity to wo. Muny left; but the
chureh seemed full still of these waiting
to the after-meeting  The whole centre
seats were immediately filled with those
under concern desiring to be conversed
with., Another hour was spent iu con:
versition. An eager knot of listeners
would gather around us, stating their
difficulties, and secking counsel. Some
could only silently weep. When it ap-
proached ten o’clock the presiding miuis-

ter called the meeting to orderagain, and |

another oportunity was given to speak a
few earnest words of direction and ex-
hortation to all. And then the people
slowly di-persed.

Intelligence has just reached to De-
cember Tth, In a2 note from Mr. Cochrane.
The work spreads. Kvangelistic meet-
ings have been begzun at Hopetown, and
Dalhousie, with immediate. and most en-
couraging results. In  Dallousie, the
whole audience remained to the after-
meeting, und qaite a number were an-
xiously seeking Christ.

In Middleville, as in Lanark. there
had been a silent preparation for this
work of grace. Some had been under
spiritual concern for months before and
the meetings oaly m.de thi< manifest.
There had been also a desire for the
blessing, and persevering prayer to God
for it. An admirable spirit of unity
characterized the work in Middleville,
the three ministers of the place, Congre-
gational, Bptist, and Presbyterian, all
took part, in a blessed christian co-opera-
tion. ‘I'lis spirit miust bring about a
great result. I pray for them,” says

our blessed Lord, ¢ that they all may be
one; as Thou, Father, art in me, and T
in Thee, that they also may be one in
us ; that the world may believe thut T hou
hast sent me.”

We can hardly sperk of results. Per-
haps on the whole, five hundred may be
less than the real number of these
awakened, of whom a large proportion
are won over to the love and service of
Christ. Nor can we refrain from ex-
pressing the fervent prayer and hope,
that, during the coming winter, scenes
like these may be witnessed in all our
ssnctuaries throughout this great Domni-
nion. God says ‘¢ Ask, and ye shall re-
ceive.”

Rev. W. P. Buug
accepted the call to St. Stephen, and the
induction was appointed to take place
on the 25th of November. The next
ordinary meeting of Presbytery was ap-
pointed to be held in St. David’s Churek,
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on the second Tuesday of Junuary, 1876,
at 11 o’clock a. m., and arrangements
were made for holding a Presbyterial
Sukbath School Convention on the even-
ing of the same day, with which the
Superintendents of Sabbath Schools with-
in the bounds ol the Presbytery would
be associated. .

Weo
hope they will go to the root of the mat-
ter, and not be too mealy-muuthed about
it either. A private note from Mr. Para-
dis, our French Missionary at Grand
Falls. N. B., gives us a little jusight to
the difficulties under which he labour-.
Persecution and hardship attend the work
of evangelizativn in a region where Pro-
testantism is ata low ebb, and where even
nowinal Presbyterions are few and far

IN MEMORIAM.

The Rev. Janes McIntoss, late of Am-
herst Island, Ontario, was a native of
Kettens, near Cupar-Angus, in Forlarshire,
Scotland ; and was ordained to the office of
the holy Ministry in the year 1828, in con-~
nection with the U. ¥. Charch. After ia-
lhoring above twenty years, in the parish of
Belh(ﬁvie, he turned his face lowards Cana-
da, where he landed in the autumn of 1854.
He accepted a call from the congregatiun
on Amherst Island, into which cT:arge he
was inducted on the 24th of May, 1855. In
that sphere he continued to labour unremit-
tingly up to within a few months of his
death.

Mr. Mcintosh was unwearied in his
efforts to do good; instant in season and
out of season; faithfnl as a preacher, dili-

eni as & pastor, firm and unflinching in
ﬁis attachment as a friend. It is said of
him that “ even his failings leaned to vir-
tue’s side.”” He departed this life at the
Mause, on Ambherst Island, the 3rd Decem-
ber, 1875, leaving an aged sister, his onlv
nearrelative, surviving.  His remains were
followed to the grave by a large concourse
of people,and theoccasion was suitably im-
proved by the Rev. Mr. Steele, who preach-
ed a discourse from Isaiah XL. 6-8vs. G.W.

Sunday-school Papers, and containing valu-
able commentaries on the Lessong, are to
be had for 60 cents each per annnm.

fOREIGN )\AJSSIONS.

Immediately after the Union of the four
Preshyterian Churches of the Dominion at
Montreal, in June last, the General Assem-
blv decided to appoint two Foreign Miesion
Committees for the present year, the one
representing the Maritime Provinces, and
the other, Quebec, Ontario and Manitoba.
In appealing,'on behalf of the Western Com-
mittee, to the liberality of the Christian
people of their constituency, for the funds
necessary to carry on and extend the mission-
ary operations already commenced, it ig
proper that a briefstatement should be given
respecting the present condition and demands
of the work

The Missions which the Western section
of the Church requires, at present, to sup-
port, are three in number.viz :—

1. MissroN AMONG THE INDIANS IN THE
Nortn-West TerrITORIES.—In this depart-
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noent,two ordained missionaries and an inter-
preter are sustained. At Prince Albert, on
the North Branch of the Saskatchewan,
Rev. H. McKellar is labouring with vigour
and a goodly measure of success among the
Cree Indians. He is aided in his work, by
Mr. John Mackay, as interpreter and mis-
sionary Catechist. Around this Mission,
which 18450 miles to the North-West of Fort
Garry,there hassprung upan English speak-
ing settlement with a population of nearly
400, which, until within a few months, has
been entirely, and is yet very largely, de-
pendent on our Mission for the ministratione
of religion. Mr. McKellar preaches re-
gularly in four different stations iu this
settlement, and is thuslaying the foundations
of 2 work which must tell powerfally onone
of the finest regions of the North-West. It
is most important that a second ordained
missionary should be sent immediately to
help Mr McKellarinthis work. Near Fort
Pelly, ti.e capital of the North-West Terri-
tory, a very promising Mission has been
commenced among the Cree Indians. Rev.
‘George Flett, recently ordained, has charge
of this Station. Mr. Flett, who is a nativeof
Manitoba, speaks the Cree language with as
wmuch fluency as the knglish. He has
selected as the head-quarters of his Mission,
one of the Reserves set apart by the Govern-
ment for the Indians, where a considerable
number of them is likely to be permanently
settled.

2. Misstox 10 Cuiva.—Ground _was
broken i Chinanearly four yearsago. Rev.
G. 1. MacKay, the first representative of
Canadian Presbyterianism to the Celestial
Empire, sailed from San Francisco on the
Ist November, 1871. The fizld which he
selected was the northern part of the Island
of Formosa. This Island which isnearly as
large as Ireland, and has a population of
about three and a half millions, has proved
most encouraging missionary ground. Few
Missions haveyielded such early fruit. In less
than four years, Mr. MacKay has been pri-
vileg: d to receive 37 converts into full com-
munion, while the applications of many more
have been delayed. A band of nine or ten
native helpers has keen gathered, who are
rendering valuable missionary service, while
receiving & careful training for future work.
Nine chapels have been built, almost with-
out aid from Canada. These facts proclaim
in 2 manner which cannot be misunderstood,
that Formosa is a field ¢ white to the har-
vest.”

Last year, Rev. Dr. J. B. Fraser wassent
out to reinforce Mr. MacKay, and has en-
tered on his labours, as a Medical Mission-
ary at Tamsui. Dr. Fraser had & full
medical and theological training, and will be

found equally prepared to minister to the
budily ailments and the spiritual diseases of
the natives. The Committee have resulved
to send another missivonary to Formosa as
suon as a suitable labourer can be found.

3. Cenrrar INp1a MisstoN.—In this field
the Presbyterian Church in Canada can
searcely be said to havea Mission of its own.
It is, however, represented there by Misses
Fairweather and Rodger, who were sent out
two years azo by the Canada Presbyterian
Church. These young ladies have been
labouring under the carcand direction of the
missionaries of the Presbyterian Chureh in
the United States, but they have from the
first been supported by the Canadian Church.
The most p{)easiug testimony has come from
Rev. Dr. Brodhead and other American
Missionaries to the valuable service rendered
by their Canadian auxiliaries. The brethren
of the Ameri¢an Presbyterian Church are
anxious to see the Presbyterian Church in
Canada organize a fully equipped Mission
in Central India, and they have suggested
the cities of Indore and Mhow, as presenting
important and promising centres of mission-
ary work, which are, as yet, wholly unoc-
cupied by any Kvangelical Church.  There
can be no question that there is an urgent
demand for more missionaries in this part of
India. The Committee have felt that the
Canadian Church should respond to the
carnest call which has been addressed to. it
from this quarter, and, at their last meeting
they resolved to take steps to send an or-
dained missionary to Central India, as soon
as possible. When this is done, the young
ladies who are now sustained by the Com-
mitteein that field, will come directly under
the control and care of their own Church.

In order tv maintain the work already
undertaken, and extend it in the manner
contemplated, an increased revenue will be
requirel. The large balanceon hand at the
time of the General” Assembly, has not only
been expended, but the Treasurer is now
nearly $3000,00 in debt. The erection of
houses for our Missionaries in Furmosa, and
thecurrent expenses of the different Missions
haveduring the past five months, made very
heavy demands un the treasury. The United
Church has, however,ample ability to sup-
ply the necessary funds. Last year, one
section of what is now the Presbyterian
Church in Canada, raised in Quebec, Ontario
and Manitoba $12,500.00 for Foreign Mis-
sions, and.the Cummittee were unanimously
of opinion that for the current year, they
should not ask the United church in these
Provinces to give less than $25,000.00 for
this great work. It only requires to be
fairly presented to the Church, in order to
insure a larger sum. The amount men-
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tioned will only require something like
thirty cents from each Commmunicant, a sum
so trifling that the poorest congregation in
the 1and can easily raise it, and the wealthier
should be ashamed, if they do not contiibute
five times the amount.

It has been suggested that a thank-offer-
ing should be raised, as a Memorial of the
recent happy Union, and thesuggestion has
in many &uarters, been f‘avourﬁ»ly enter-
tained. Whether any special effort of this
kind is made, it is earnestly hoped ‘that the
g‘\;oposal will not be without practicaleffect.

hy should not the kivangelization of the
heathen be remembered in this connection ?
It may certainly be questioned, whetheren-
larged liberality in support of the great
schemes of the Church, especially of the
work of Home and Foreign Missions, is not
the very best form such s thank-offering can
assune. Snrely there is no better expres-
sion of gratitude to God on the part of the
Church than an honest determinativn to
throw herself more earnestly into the great
work He has given her at home and abroad.
1t will be a happv omen for the future of
the Presbyterian Church in Canada, it the
first year of her history is marked bv a pro-
founder sense of the obligations laid upon
her by the Great Commission, and by a cor-
responding increase of Christian liberality.

Hisrory oF Tne Foreiey MISSIONS OF

WHAT WAS ““ THE SYNOD OF THE MARITINE

ProviNeEs IN CONNECTION WITH THE
CHURCH OF SCOTLAND.”

I have been asked to write for the first
number of our New Record a short sketch
of the Fureign Missions of our Old Synod.
In Foreign Mission work we followed—
longo intervallo—the sister Synod of the
Presbyteriau Church of the Lower Pro-
vinces, and our choice of a field was deterr
mined by the facts, that in the South Seas
we could co-o?erate with them, and that
we had the fullest confilence in their
pioneer missionary, Dr. Geddie. We have
no sucn record as that Church can point
to. Indeed, I question if any Church in
Cunada can show a record iike theirs of
doing, and suffering, and-accomplishing in
the fureign field. Dr. Patte:son has written
for us the story of “The Martyrs of
Erromanga™; but the fuller and more
eventful story of Dr. Geddie’s labour still

awsits & biographer; and when the time
comes to estimate the work done among
the Coolies in Trinidad by Morton and the
devoled men who surround him, it will be
found that in few places has heathenism
been grurpled with more wisely and
successfully. '

Our delay in entering wupon Foreign
Missions is due to the fact that our Church
was shipwrecked in 1844, not reorganized till
1853, and not in a position to think of cutside
work till 1862. ven then it was deemed
Quixotic by the very wise for us to imagine
such a thing, but it was felt by the foolish
that “they must give up praying for the
heathen if they continued doing nothing for
the » ;” and in this case as in 80 many others
the fuolishness of God turned out to be
wiser than men. A committee was appoint-
ed to raise fnnds, but not till 1868 did a
respense come to our appeals for a mission=-
ary to go in our name to the dark places of
the earth. In that year our brethern in
New Brunswick, who had, up to 1868,
ma ntained a separate organization, united
with us, and the year of union wascelebrated
Ly one of our brethren standing up in our
midst and filling us with holy” joy as he
offered himself. This was the Rev. J.
Goodwill, Minister of Roger’s Hill, one of
our best Congregations. The Synod then
was in & mood to separate its best men
unto the work, if the Holy Spirit put it into
their hearts t, offer; and accordingly, Mr.
Goodwill was loosed from his charge, sent
to Philadelphia to study medicine ail
winter, and in 1869, he and his wife sailed
for Australia on their way to the New
Hebrides.

About the same time that Mr. Goodwill
was pundering the matter, Rev. Chas. M.
Grant, Minister of St. Andrew's Church,
tL.lifax, had made up his mind to go, in
connection with the India Mission Committee
of the Church of S.otland, to preach the
Gospel to the educated English speaking
natives—young men especially—who are
now numbered by thousands in all the
great cities of India. His friend, the late
tev. Norman MecLeod, Convener of the
Committee, after visiting India, was deeply
impressed with the convictign that such un
agency was the missing link in misaion
work in that vast country; and when Mr.
Grant offered his services, they wers

romptly accepted. In the autnmn of 1868,
ﬁe demitted his charge in Halifax, and sailed
for Calcuita. As, however, he was.not one
of the agents of our Synod, this is not the
place to add more concerninz him, except
to :ay that he never tailed to keep pro-
minently before the eyes of our (‘hurch,rl:!y
numerous letters published in the Record,
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ita duty to India. The conversion of India,
he saw to be the work given by Goudina
special sense to the whole British Empire:
¢TIt is all very well” he urged ¢ to skirm-
ish.on the outskirts, but why should not the:
whole Dominion have a mission of i*s own
at the centre of the battle.” That is pos-
sible now, thank Gaod.

At our Svnod meeting, in 1869, a young
man, Mr. Hogh Robertson, was present,
who had speiit the two or three previous
years on Aneityum with Dr. Geddie, as the
the agent of a London Company, whose
object” was to raise cotton on the New
Hebrides Islands for export, and thus give
the natives steady remunerative employ-
ment. Mr. Robertson, by tact and con-
ciliatory manners had gained the affections
of the natives. He was familiar with their
customs, and had studied their character
and languages. The missionaries had
confidence in him, and recommended him
as well qualified tor direct mission work.
He returned to Nova Scutia, and offered to

0 back to the ielands in any capacity.
‘he:Synod.accepted him; arrangel for him
a special course of two years study in Arts,
Medicine and Divinity, and in the autumn
of 1871, he and his wife sailed-from Halifax
for the South Seas. L.

‘Lhus it. came ahout that we planted two,
or-if we count their wives as we certanly
should, all the more becanse they are not
paid. by the Church, four missionaries on
the New Hebrides. Mr. and Mrs. Goodwill
were stationed at his own request on'Santo
Esparitu, the largest and most northerly
island of the group, with a population
variously estimated at between ten and
twenty: ‘thousand of the most degraded
savages under thesun, naked, filthy, bestial,
and addicted to cannibalirm; yet of the same
xace as the people christianized and
civilized by Dr. Geddie'in Aneityum. Mr.
and Mrs. Robertson were stationed on
Erromanga, wiiich has attained to celebrity
jn the history of missions as: the island of
the South Seas that is most stained with
martyr blood.

And what.as to results? In Santo, scarce

‘had the Guodwill’s begun to.see the fruits-

‘of their labouzs; when they were forced to
Jeave, by extreme. sickness, for Australia.
Medical advice there was very.decidedly to
the effect that & return to Santo meant
.death to Mrs. Gocdwill, and ‘probably to
her husband also. They were willing to
go, or:to undertake work -in any other field

that “the Church -dee:gnated; but. in. the
‘meantime-the:four.or five- thousand: High-:
Janders; in Printe Edward Island) who had:
‘been under thé Rev. D: McDonsald’s care,.
.and* Nad becomé acquainted! with: Mr..

Goiudwill, when he was vigiting the church,
in-1869,.previous to his departure, sent.an
urgent and unanimous call to him ‘o be
their pastor. Last June he returned, and,
with the cordial concurrence of the Church
and his friends, is now ministering in
‘Prince Edward Island to moret Gaelic
speuking people than any other Minis-
ter in America has. He is not so robust
28 he ‘was five years ago, but he is
much recruited and able todo-good work at
home or abroad asthe Master may appoint.
No one has yet been sent to Santo to cou-
tinue his work there; but the station built
and prepared by him should not be deserted.
Our-own or one of the Aunstralian Churches
should enter upon it without delay.

Mr. and Mrs. Robertson have enjoyed
excellent health-on Iirromanga ever sinceé
their settlement, and the Rev. Dr. Steele,
of Australia, who visited the 1slands last
year, gives the following testimony to this
work: ¢ Mr. Robertson seems to haveé
gained the confidence of the people—
heathen as well as christian—and he lids
now a network of christian teachers all over
the Island, &e., &e.” Mr. Robertson
Limself' writes, Sept. 22nd, 1874, ¢« We
have 11 teachers at work on the Islands
and hope soon to settle 4 or 5 more. Uver
the whole Island, between 450 and 58
attend Sabbath Service more or less regu-
larly.” As the late Convener of var Mission
wrote last June: ““To see the Lord’s table
spread at Dillon’s Bay, and arcund the
table seated 26 Errumangans, lately brutal
savages, now clothed and in their right
mind, to seethose hands, once accustomed
only to the murderous javelin, take the |
memorials of the Saviour’s budy broken
even for them, was a scene fitted to thrill
the Christian heart to its depths.” The
Church should pray for and hold up the
hands of the Robertsons, in their peculiarly
interesting field of labour.

Our Church before the Union was very
small. We numbered only 31 ministers
and .about 40 congregations, but we by no
means thought that we had _done our
gm‘t in sem?ing two missionaries to the
South Seas, and keeping them there at
an-annual cost of ahout $2000. In 1874,
Miss Johns, .2 member of St. Matthew’s,
Halifax, and Lady Principal of the largest .
‘Public .Bchool in the city, offered herself
for mission work wherever the Church
thought her-most likely to be useful. The

'Synod.that same year.accepted her, and it

was arranged that she should go to Madras
ito: labour in-Orphanage and Zenana work
in .connection wwith. the Scottish Ladies’
Association; for promoting female education
i India! . Ske:sailed for her destination in
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September 1874, but haying being most
improperly put into a newly plastered
house on her arrival, her hcufth failed so
completely that she was obliged to return
last September, just after she had given
evidence of ‘her entire fitucss for the work.
The expen-e of sending her to India ($500)
was defrayed by the Ladies of St Matthew’s,
and her first year’s salary ($729, was also
paid by the Congregation. As she is now
at home confined to her*room, the Congre-

In 1874, another ol our iministers, the
Rev. Jas. Fraser Campbell, offered himself
for foreign mission work, and at the Synod
meeting in Montreal,June 1875, immediate-
Iy before the Great Union, the Synod
accepted him, and agreed to a proposal
made by the India Mission Committee of
the Chureh of Scotland, that he should
labour in alliance with them in Madras,
among the English speaking native youth
of the city.  Mr. Camplell is now engaged
in visiting thée Congregations in the Maritime
Provinces, while the Committee is cor-
responding about the Mission that he is
about to enter upon; and ‘he expects to
vigit the' Congregations in Quebec ‘and
Ontario early in the year, and to leave for
India in September or October. We trust
that he may be the organizer of a great
and distinet mission to be carried on in
India by our Church; a mission that shall
include Iabour rs of various kinds, lay and
clerical, male and female; that shall have
stations in the hills that shall be sanitaria
for the exhausted labourers in the cities;
a miscion that’ shall dare and do great
things for the Lord Jesus Christ.

Such is a sketch of our little Foreign
Mission scheme. Need I add that since
God gave us men we never lacked money.
The Treasurer has never had less than a
balance of $2000 in his hands.

Oh that the Church would trust Him
more! Then shall the number of our
missionaries be increased ten, yea an

hundred fold. ,
GEO.

Ovur Missioxy FieLps.

These are {wo, the first in the new
Hebrides, a. group of the Polynesian or
South Sea Ihjl’ands, uand the second in the
island of I'inidad 1 the B. W, Indies.

It is exactly 30 years to day, Nov. 24,
since the group first named, ana by ¢ John
Williams™ recommended for occupation to
the U. P. C. urch of Scutland, was selected
by a Committee of the Synod of the 1'res-
byterian Church of Nova Scotia, and since
Rev. John Geddie, minister o. Cavendish,
P. L. 1., offered himself, and was accepted
as the first missionary to some vne of tnese
islands.  Having visited the churches, com-
municating tu them as he moved round,
some ot his missionary zeal, he sailedin the
winter of the next year forthe United States,
and proceeding via the Sandwich islands
:lmdg damoa, sighted Aneityum July 13th,

848. .

What has been done on that field, repre-
seuts two years over the quarter of a cen-
tury,a portion of the time being years ot great
darkness:and discouragement, anot_er pore

‘tion being years of oppusition, hostility and

persecutiun, as shewn 1 plots, house burn~
ing and the shedding of ¢t e bluud uf some of
the,first:who fuvoured the new rehgion; bue
the results so far, have been the evangeliz-
ation of the Aneiteumese, the .introducton
of ‘Cnristiamity into six other islands of
the group. and the furmat on of Christian
churches in mwore than hall’ of that nunler.

Before the dawn of the brighter day.was
vigible, Rev. 1+ N. Gordon had devoted him=
self to the work, and--Rev. John Inghs of
the Reformed Presbyterian church, came up
tu the help of the Lord’s cause. Ten have
gone (rom the-Lower Provinces,. besides the
two from the sister chuxch, mentioned by
Mr. Geant, viz: Geddie, Gordun, senr.,
Mutheson,, Johnsons Murgison, McCulldgh,
Gorden the younger, Murray, McKeusieund
Anuand, with nine wives, muking nineteen
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earnest,Jabourers. Of the ten missionaries
8ix are nut, for God took them ; Mr Mc¢Cul-
lagh, after working for a time on the mis-
sion field, and for a long time in Tasmania,
has returned,and is s mimsterof _hischurch,
and three remained in the new Hebrides.

Rev. J. D. Muurray, at Anelganhat, Anei-

tyum.

On thie group are 11 missionaries, three
supported by the Reformed P. Ch. of Scot-
land, two by the Presb. ch. of Victoria, one
each by the Synods of Otagoand Southland,
and of New Zeuland, the other four now by
the maritime portion of the Presbyterian cu.
in Canada.”

Mr. Murray has charge of half the island
of Aneityim, a congregation of between 700
and 800 with out-stations, and a Cornmunion
Roll of above 300. (The population of the
island has been greatly reduced by measles
and other epidemics.)

Mr. McKenzie has a nominally Christian

opulation of about 200, with a Communion

oll of 43. Mr. Annand is in a region of
pure heathemsm, and amidst a darkness
which may ke fe.t. Mr. Robertson’s position,
work and prospects, having been already
stated, I have only to present the snubjoined
tabular statement of all the missionaries on
the groups, their location and the churches
supporting them.

" Thisoriginated in a visit of Rev.John Mor-
top 10 or 11 years ago, to theisland of 'Frini-
ddd,to recruit his health. He wassurprised'at
thie number of nativés ot India, with a sprink-
ling of ‘Chinése, who ‘'were labourers on the
Estates, and giiévéd that so littlé was done

for their enlightenment and salvation. In
fact scarcely any thing was being sttempted
in that direction,.and it was thought useless
to try.

Mr. Morton returned home to his own con-
gregation, but laid the facts about the Coolie
population of Trinidad before his Synod,
and urged the claims of these beniglited and
neglected people within a few weeks gail
of ourselves, and constantly visited by our
traders. Afterayearofinquiry, Providential
events appeared to indicate the path of duty.
Mr. Morton offered himself as the first mis-
sionary, the offer was accepted and the mis-
sion unanimously decided on.

Seven years have passed since Mr. Morton
began to lay the foundations of this mission
in'Frinidad. For two years he laboured alone
striving at the same time to master the lan-
guage, which he has done. He was then
Jjoined by Rev.K.J.Grant,wholike Nr. Mor-
ton left an attached Congregation to devote
himuelf to the instruction and salvation of
these Asiatics; and ¢ They together have
builded,”” with great zeal, devotion and con-
staney. Making San Fernando, the basis
of their operations, they visited Kstates, and
delivere | the Gospel message, over the large
districts knewnaathe Naparimas andCaiva;
and not withont evidence ofthe Lord’s.epecial

resence and blessing. Many schools have
Eeen opened which the young Coolies attend,
and at which they receive religions instrue-
tion, a church numbering 30 has been form-
ed of those whohave broken away from their
native superstitions to serve the Lord, and
a place of public worship for Asiatics erected
and occupied at San Fernando.

A red.stribution of the field has lately been
tried. Mr. Morton withdraws to a new field
called Petit Murue. Rev.Thomas Clristie
who left us two vears ago, takes charge of
the Couva di-trict, and Mr. Grant superin-
tends the work at and near San Fernando.
Mr. John A. McDonald, a young Lay Evan-
gelist, who was gent out one )ear ago, acts
as Superintendent of Schools, and native
Evangelists have been sanctioned, one for
each missionary, and two if not three are ap-
pointed and at work.

As the Union of the churches in Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick forming the
Synod of the Maritime Provinces issued in
the extension of nussions and the offer and
accvﬁ)_tance of Mr. Goo 1will, so the Union of
the New Brunswick churches in 1866 with
their Brethren forming the Presbyterian
Synod of the Lower Provinces, was sbeedilv
followed by-the inception of the Mission to
Trinidad, which has steadily gained on the
aflections of our whole people. May wénct
anticipate, and confidently expect that the
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greater Union of 1875 will be followed by a
more glorious expansion of evangelistic zeal
end ef‘%’urt‘, to be manifested in the devising
and carrying out of a greater work, covering
our land, and extending to the heathen
world ?

It only remains that I submit an Estimate
of the funds which will probably be required
for the Assembly’s Fureign iﬁssions for
1876, as managed by its Conumnittee in the
Lower Provinces. In the estimate the work
is presented as One.

{ful, with an aggregate of over three hundred
ministers and a membership of over sixty
thousand.

Tae Prince of Wales is evidently not idle
in India. On one day whilst in Bombay he
aid return visits to a number of the native
%rinces who had waited npén him the pre-
vious day, then held a levee which was nu-
merously attended, and afterwards visited a
rative school fete, where as many as 7,000
children ¢ of all castes” were sumptuously
entertained in honour of the Prince. Some
Parsee girls ventured to place wreaths of
flowers round His Royal Highness’ neck,
and the whole youthful company sung in a
native dialect <“God bless the Prince of
Wales.”” From this very pleasantscene, by
which he seems to have been greatly en-
chanted, His Royal Highness went to a
dmner party at the Govirnment House, and
afterwards danced at a ball.

Tae annual meeting of the American
Board of Foreign Missions, held at Chicago
the other week, was largely attended, and
was marked by many proceedings of great
interest. Work among the Mahrattas of
India, iong an uniruitiul task, has been
extended with excellent resulta. The Chi-
nese missions are as usual reporied to be
in a prosperous condition. In Turkey the
prospects are beiter thaun ever, partly on
account of the newly-granted permission to
print the Scriptures in the Turkish tongue,
and partly because the course of the mis-
sionaries during the famine in Asia Minor
was such as to draw the natives closer to
them. Among the Zulus of South Atrica,
churchies and schools are being established
by the natives at their own expense.

A coxgress of ministers of all religious
denominations is to be held next year in
America, in connection with the centenary
celebrations.  The leading idea is to assem-
ble representatives of Christianity from all
parts of the world, in order to reccive sug-
gestions and discuss the best means of
spreading the Christian, faith, as a broad
system -of religion, without peculiarities ¢f
creed. The scheme is essentially evange-
Jical, and the congress will assemble at
Philadelphia or Cincinnati. There is a
general hope that the conference may be
able to recommend some neutral form of
Lhristianity that Missionaries can present
to the heathen, without entering into per-
plexities as to differing forms and doctrines.

HISTORIOAY SERMONS.

A happy thought has occurred to the’
General Assembly of the United States,
namely, to < improve  the occasion of the
approaching Centennial Celebration of Ame-
rican Independence by the delivery of His-
torical discourses in terms of the following
recommendation :~—

« That the first Sabbath in July, 1876, be
observed as a day of pruise and thanksgiv-
ing to God, for the manifold blessings with
which he has crowned us as a people; and
that on that day the pastor of each church
deliver a discourse on the history of his
church. “The historical discourses, herein
directed to be delivered, shall be transmit-
ted to the Presbyterian Historical Society
for arrangement, and for such further dis-
position of them as the General Assembly,
or the Committee appointed to have charge
of the subject, may direct.”

" Now, if our pastors are loyal tc the As-
sembly, and use proper diligence in prepar-
ing their scrmons, the future historian of
Presbyterianism will have ampler and more
accurate wmaterial for writing its history
than any of his predecessors. The History
itself will, in fact, be written.—2Lhila. Pres-
dyterian. .

Christina, supported by the Otutawa 8.

John, who are descrilied as
bemg specially heluvful, though very young.
Helen in particular, i~ mentioned as teach-
ing a mu'c Zenana school of about thirty-

{five children from four to seven years of

age, and has also b.en occasionally employ-
ed as a_Zenana teacher, notwithstanding
her tender vears. Such tidings are very
enconraging, showing that the etlortsto give
these children a christian education, are by
no means confined to them in their results,
but are likely to prove a great blessing to
many others in that dark land  Lelters
from some of the children, in reply to those
sent Ly their supporters, have also been re-
ceived, and more would proba ly have
arrived had more of the schools communi-
cated with their protégées. Omne sad 1iece
ofintellige nce comes to the S. School of St.
Andrew’s Church, Kingston,—thut of the
death of little Emily, supported by this
school for the last three years. She had
been ill for some months but was only re-
cently known to be dangerously ill. When
told that de th wasnear, she atlast secmed
to fear it a little, though saying that she
wished to be with her Saviour, but after the
prayers of her teacher, with and for her,
this fear departed, and she peacefull

departed, leaving her dying childish testi-
mony to her belief, that the suftering she
had “been enduring had been sent mot in
anger but in love, by Him whohad suffered
s0 much for her. Her teacher says ehe is
much missed by lher little friends who did
all that they could for her during heriliness,
willingly sitting up to nurse her. Sad
though the intellivence of Emily’s death is,
it ie yet very pleasant for the children who
supported her at the Urphanage, tofeel that
their willing contributions xvere the means
of bringing fier to know and love theSaviour,
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who was a stay and comfort to her in pass-
ing through the dark wvalley. Would not
other schools ke to be of the same use to
gome other heathen children? The last
News of Female Missions coniaing geveral
references to the disappointments sustained
bﬁ the Mission at Madras, in the unavoid-
able departure of Miss -Johns of Halifax,
who has been forced to return home, in
consequence of prostrating illness. Miss
Johrs went to India about a yearago as the
Mirsionary of St. Matthew’s Church Halifax
and was welcom- d as a valuable addition to
the Mission staff, being in every respect
well fitted for her work.

a wedge that may cuuse another deadly
breach in the church. And so an associa-
tion hus been formed ¢ for the Main-
tenance of Purity of Worship.” ¢ Let us
reject every thing in worship not expressly
prescribed in Scripture,” says the latter.
We wantan affractiveservice,say the former,
and, instead of shal ow,unmeaning, and often.
wisleading expressions so long used in
prayer, let is use and hand down to later
genérations the faith and aspirations ex-
pressed in the venerable liturgies of eaglier
days The difficulty in the one case isto
find a clear warrant for any mere outward
form of worship in the Bible, and in the
other, toaseign such limits to the movement
as would Teasonably satisly its promotera,
and that would-induce compliance with the
injunction, ¢ hitherto shalt thou go, but no
farther.””
