THE CANADIAN
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LEASED FARIMS.
An examination of the statistices pub-

lished by the Ontario Board of Industries
vill strike a heavy blow at the prevalent
belief that; tito Caxitadan fîtrIler is ilivari-
ail, 0, aIL ail evojîts in mnoot cases, theowner of the soil ie tilIs. It has alwaysbeen the burden of the enigration agent's
song that unider the fortunate climate of
tho Domilion the landlord was unknownthat the fariner vorked his own land fre
from the carking anxicties of relit payingand that bis hounest toi] resulted in Ieaviag
a vastly imuproved property to bis ehildren.
So persistently lias this view been dinned
into the cars of the public that itlas
become an article of popular belief, alld

j
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consequently the offlcia fligures, wbich
prove that rent paying farmers form a
large and growing portion cf our agricul-
tural population were received with open
incredulity until their reliabilityý became
established beyond the possiblility of a
doubt.

Naturally the percentage of leased farws
varies according to the locality, but it
seems certain that ilfteen par cent of the
farms of Ontario are wvorked by rent
payers, the figures for the respective
counties varying from no less than thirty
par cent in the county of York down to
saven par cent in the far northern districts.
This is au astonishing anuouncement and
altogether subverts the popuhîr idea of the
Canadian fariner, who bas always hitherto
been considered as a free-holder of his own
land. We must now look upon a large
section of our agricultural population as
living under practically the saine condi-
tions as the farmer of Great Britain or
Ireland and possibly may one day be
called upon te chronicle the promulgation
of a' " plan of campaign," eimilar to that
existing in that less fortunate country.

The average rental obtained for farms in
Ontario does not diminish the gravity of
the change in any way. The average rent
paid for cleared land in that province is
$2.97 or 12s 2d. When it is remembercd
that the average rental fixed in Ireland by
the Land Commission is 10s 10d, it will be
seen that the Canadian average.rental is
one shilling and fourpence higher than
that paid in a country where the exorbit-
ance of the rents have given rise to agri-
cultural agitation on a scale almost verg-
ing on open rebellion. -This is not encour-
aging, and although it may be claimed
that the average fertility of Canadian
leased land is greater -than that of the
older countries, this is not assured, and
therefore caa hardly be censidered a prac-
tical argument.

Without wishing il any way te incur
the charge of indulging in pessimistic
views, We cannot refrain froni pointing out
that the average fariner is not growing
iwealthy, and cannot be expected to, when
a comparison of the cost of raising cereals
is made with the prices they command at
the present day. Especially is this the
case of wheat growing, which was once the
great staple of our agricultural population.
Mr. Blue, secretary to the Board of Indus-
tries, bas, after a most laborions investiga-
tion, placed the expense of producing an
acre of wheat in Ontario at $16.47. This
includes the cost of seed grain, of plough-
ing, drilling, harrowing, manuring, bar-
vesting, threshing, and marketing, also
rent of land, culculated at $3, and insdr-
ance, taxes and repairs. Now it is known
that in 1886 the average value per acre of
the yield of fall wheat was $15 and of
spring wheat $11.75. Tf we add to this

$1.50 for the value of the straw we have a
total of $16.50 as the production of an acre
of fall wheat upon which $16.47 has been
expended, 'so that the net profit te the
tarmer is just three cents par acre, a figure
that would appearridiculous were itî nt for
its commercial significance. In the case
of spring wbeat the figures for 18S6 in-
dicate an actual loss of $8.02 par acre and
we fear there li but little doubt that the
statement is not overestimated.

Fortunately for the fariner there are
-other and more profitable branches of
agriculture to fall back upon, but there is
no shirking the fact that farming is not se
profitable an undertaking as it used te be,
and that in future years the number -of
really wealthy farmers will be fewer aud
farther between than in the past. Like
every' other business the steady diminu-
tien of the volume of profits bas increased
the blanks and cut down the prizes until
the successful ones commence to forn a
dwindling percentage of the whole. The
introduction of the renting system is an-
Other ibdication of the tendency te return
te the business conditions of older coun-
tries and-before long we shall probably
witness a condition of affairs closely ana-
logous to that ruling in Great Britain.
*Year by year as the land becontes taken
up fer sottlement we drift, in the older
settled portions of the country, towards a
similar position to that enforced by the
laws of supply and demand upon the
closely populated countries of Europe.
''bis tendency is inevitable, and therefore
the graduai displacement of the typical
fariner by the rent-paying substitute niay
be expected to grow until the Canadian
agriculturist of the future wilil work lis
fari under the saine conditions and
subject te the saine disadvantages as are
experienced by the, British fariner of the
preseit day.

MIERCANTILE INTERESTS AND IN-
SURANCE.

(V.)
Owing te the pressure of insurance mat-

ter of more imnediate interest upon our
editorial columns we have been compelled
te hold over a portion of the series of
articles dealing with the important subject
of the relation of mercantile interests te
those of the insurance conpanies. We
now venture te again take up the thread
in order to present some statistics to our
readers from which deductions of import-
ance can be made.

Probably, in spite of ail varning te the
contrary, under - insurance will always
exist. There will always ba a certain
class of insurers who, relying on' the well-
known fact that except in conflagrations
the percentage of totally destroyed pro-
perty always falls largely under the total
value of the stock, argue that if they pay

premiums on only fron a third to a lalf of
the value of their property, they will save
the amount it would cost them te become
fully insured, while still being covered te
the extent of thoir probable loss. These
business maen even pride thiemeilves on
their intelligence and shrewdness in pur-
suing this policy, because they feal they
are covered beyond the average proportion
of loss te risk, and boast that they
fori part of that class of partial insurers
te whose existence the fact that nie one
line of fire risks is ever insured to its full
value is really due; a faót which reduces
the prenium incomo of the companies in
proportion te the amount of loss, and con-
sequently causes a higher rate of prenium
te be charged than would be necessary
were ail the property of that class of risk
fully insured.
. Take $50,000,000 of any particular line of
mercantile risks and we find that only
about $32,500,000 is insured, in the ratio
given in the following table:

Consequently we find that the average
percentage of insurance is only 65 par cent
of the total loss and that therefore the
premium income of the companies is
derived from only 65 par cent of the loss
they are at any monment called upon te
face.

To put the wlole natter li a concise
tabulated form we will give the saime
amount of stock at risk and the result of
dealing vith it according te the present
system of a level tarifn, froi which it will
be seen that out of the $50,000,000 at risk,
tweity-two millions pay too little, six
millions pay an equitable auneut, while
the contributions of the remainder are in
excess of that which tley should be right-
eously called upon te pay:-

ulder an un precetented iggregation of
losses, would see m Lo ha especially appro-
priate for a iniove ii this direction.

ives to the business man. It remioves the
possibility of exce>sive profits, it iiduces
civility, prompt attendance upon custon-
ors, and speedy and correct delivery of
goods. IL stiiulates his business sirewd-
ness and capacity to the utmost in order
to excel ls competitors, it keeps himi
vonstantly up to the mark, il enforces the
prompt securing of any novelty that may
Lake the popular ee and ensures the
attractiveness of his stock and store. Fair
comtpetition le certainly the life and soul
of trade, and fully deserves the praise
imliplied in the maxiil we have quoted,
but unfortunately competition has now
been gradually pusied, throuigh the exi-
gencies of the steadily increasing arimy of
storekeepers, to a point where it becomes
no longer fair, and whbere so far from being
the life of trade it becomnes one of its nost
insidious dangers.

It may be fairly held that, under ordin-
ary circiumnstances, the price that a store-
keeper can procure for his goods la fixed
by those charged by his rivals, and conse-
quently it is in the power of one or two
ignorant or unscrupulous concerns to cut

prices to suc an extent as te entirely null-
ify Ile efforts of fite other ninlety-eight per
cent of tradis to do business on a profit-
able and honorable basis. The quotations
of these one or two concerne fix the
inarket value aind, even if it be unrenun-
erative, the other mnmbers of the trade
have no option but to meet them if they
desire to do business. The firms who
make these cuts are usually young, dasli-
ing, brillianiit nen, full of energy and push,
wlio start I)tisiiness purely on credit
secured froin the wholesale firms on the
strengtih of their presuamed business qnali-
lications. They trust to attain success by
reckless enterprise and by constantly keep-
ing the public ii a statu of excitemîîent by
tavish advertising and the wholesale sacri-
lice of ceraitn liies to attracti notice and
popularity. Since tieir capital is usually
a .horrowed one they have everytliiig to
gain and nothing ta lose, and the fact that,
if tiey <lo fail, their liabiltiLes will show a
inarked ditfeonite front the assets, does
tiot appear to trouble them at al]. Thtanks
to the ariy of travellers that constamly
enter tiheir doors they lind litile dcifliulty
in repleni.intg their stocks for a while,
and untul their 'growing losses cause themt

ithier to lower te quality of their goods
or to seek a coipromtise with their credit-
ors, they have the trade of the place
practically in tieir owi hands. Finally
cones lthe crash, fite short paragrapi lin
lte suinimîary cumiiiiniis of the JouRNAL,
stating that li defunct cirn "atpipe.rs to
lave cuLt prices and atieteipted to do a
mtore extensive bi.nîess tian their neans
wtirrantled," and they d isatpiear fron the
town or village in which their meteor-like
existelce has taken place and the stable,

ionest maerebant «lie lias been compelled
to use all bis ecbiNutuy and business tact
to bear the burd. laid uponi him, draws a
long breath of relief and satisfaction and
begins timidly to restore suci prices as lie
cano t their normal stanulard.

Uiifortunately this latter process is imuhei
easier proposed than accoiplisled. Every
husiness init knovs that il the price of
any article be once rediced and nain-
tained at a low figure until cnstoiers have
become used to paying only that price, il
is extreielv diflicult to increase it again
without general dissatisfaction and cotise-
quent loss of cston. 'Thus the evil done
to the trade of the locality by such a firi
as we have instanced, lingers long after the
causes have disappeared to try icir
fortune in antother district and may pos-
sibly never be wholly repaired. lt modern
times evea the inost powerful combina-
tions find difliculty in advancing prices
aud therefore it is ieediless to say that a
fev isolated merchants, separated by
natural commercial jealousy of eaci other,
usually find it a hopeless task. The young
" Napoleons of finance" have set upI) a
business on borroved capital iii a place
wlere there was no room for it, and in
order to attract cuistotm have rednced
prices so hat there vas no profit either
for themselves or their rivals. After tieir
ephlemPeral existence las closed and their
disappearance from the scene has duly
followed, the old established and honest
merchant must devote the work of years
to slowly and painfully re-establishing his
business on a paying basis. This, we
clain, is unfair competion and as sucb has
no claims whatever to be considered as
the life of trade.

MONTREAUS I IARBORI.
Tie reports of Lte Montreal Board of

Harbor Conminissioners are alwtays worthy
of careful pertisal siice tley give careflily
conpiled and faitlhful statemernts of lthe
actual volume. of freiglit tonnage entgaged
in transporting the impotis atd exports of
lte Dominion, passing throigh this city,
and thus forn i tolerably reliable criterion
of the general condition of Canadian trade
as well as of the progress of this port as a
shipping entrepot.

T lte latest report shows the conttitnuance
of the steady inerease in both nmiiiber and
lonnage of set-going vessels visitiig this
port, which forns such a promising indi-
cation of the fnltmle of' Ctuada. Taking the
past four years as a stantdtard of coi marison
we find Lite following gaini both iti the
nuinber of steatnships, and in their capa-
city for cargo,:-

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These figures show an increase duringiL the
past year over 1SS6 of 70 vessels and 61,320
tons.of freight capacity, or, to put'it in an-
other form, of 8.11 per cent. in the volume
of ocean carriers available fdr cargo carry-
ing purposes.

Turning thon to inlandi transportation
we find that in spite of the severity of riif-
road c3mpetition, the inland wa'er carriers,
have contrived, not only to hold their own,
but to absolutely increase the inland ton-
n'ige visiting this port by some 2,000 tons
or 0.67 per cent. The figures read as fol-
lows:-

These figures prove that the owners of
vessels plying upon inland waters are now
sending their craft- to Montreal in larger
numbers than four years ago and therefore
may be held to show thatin certain classes
of freight there is a profitable business to
be done by these vessels and that thorefore
the statement that the merciless competi-
tino of the railroads had rendered the
ownership of lakze craft no longer a profit,
able investient mnay be fairly dismissed
as exaggerated.

We cone nowv to the most important
portion of the report, that which deals with
the revenue of the port. This shows a
total increase of $16,366, or about 7 per
cent. over that of 1886, the figures being
,252,187 for the present year as against
$235,821 the saie period of last year.
Vhether this ratio of increase will be sus-

tained until the close of navigation appears
to be somewhat doubtful, for althougli the
tot.l up ta the Lit Novenber gives the re-
sult we have just stated, we nust not lose
sight ot .the fact Ilat the revenue for the
molith of October showed a falling-off of
$50.i6 as conipared with the samt e month of
last year and that if this decrease should
continue throughout the renaining weeks
of :invigation left to us, the results of the
entire season may not turn ont so satisfac-
tory.

This question of finance is a most im-
portant one, sinceibpon the adeqnacy ofthe
revenue depends tlie- enlargemiemt of the
harbor and the inprovement in facili ties
for berthing and handlinig vessels which
the grow.th of commerce so imperatively
dematid. Were the entire revenue, whiclh
this year will be about $285.000, available
for these purposes, it would suflice to make

Ssone, at all events, of the facilities neces
sary for increasing-the capacity of the har
bor, but it is not. Omit of this modest suir
of $285,000, more than S100,000 will be
seized upon by the government to pay in
terest on the Lake St. Peter debt. Add t(
this enormous haul, the S120,000 interes
on ý the debt of the harbor proper. ,28,00(
for- expenses .and say -$40,000 for unavoid

able dredging, and hov mucli of the
annual incomne is left ta supply increased
accomodation and to gradually enlarge the
capacity of the harbor ?

A continuance of the present policy of
masterly inaction will not do, uniless we
wish to sec Montreal's commerce pass to
more convenientports. Itie dtiuty oftlhis
'city's business Men to insist upon the
assumption of the channel debt by the
Goveruiment. No dilliculty was found by
the Government in . assuuming a much
larger liability on account of Qnebec, why
then shouldI Montreal stand in so invidioius
a position ? The work was a public one
and in the interests of thle whole country
as well as in that of this city, anid therefore
upon every ground of public weal and jus-
tice the cabinetshould not hesitate unduly
in what they must feel to be a binding
obligation if they are really consistent li
their expressed desires to forward Cana-
dian commercial interests to the utmost in
their power. The assuimiption of this debt

'would set free the sum of $100,000 annual-
ly, whicl would be available for the imper-
atively needed improvements in the
harbor and would loosen the constant mill-
stone of poverty front the necks of those
who are charged with its conservation. If
the government are reaîly sincere in their
tiesire to improve tic tratie of the country
timey will lose no ime lu grattng thîs
relief since unless soruie sucli course lie
ýatopteti we may èxpect to sc our traee
gradually pans to other anti more conveui-
lent ports wvhere a more enliglîteneti
poliey prevails.

Wlien
or licw no ane eau say, except in the case
of the deliberate incendiary ; tic general
fate is none the less certain-but no body
of miien lias advanced in tiouglht. beyond
the general idea that " water iay put ont
tire."

Such idens as halt lire cannmot exist
witbout air or without fuel, or thiat if the
goods are removed fron the lire they can-
not well be consiuned by it, or tliat it is as
vell ta allow goods ta be burnt as to
destroy them by bad handling, do not
seen ta have penetrated the minds of but
very few of tle inhahitants of our villages
and towns; but, where it lias, itr lias been
accompanied by the dread of expenses and
taxations which may after all apparently
prove to bave been unnecessary.

In dcaling with this subject we have to,
nake prominient the fact that hlie nore

perfect the organizations for the prevention
of lires and fire losses the more certainly
will the apparent iecessity for such organ-
izations cease, because of the fear of the
discovery of the acts of incendiaries and
the greater fear lest the persoins or the
incendiaries should be identiied and their
crimes ieet with thelin well deservei
punishient. Consequently, until the
people are sufliciently thoughmtfnl and
sensible to appreciate lhe value of the
mioral effect of salvage orgaiizat ions they-
will be slow ta promote and niaintain
themn.

This is net by any means ou' first
article upon this silbject, but, believing in
the utility of ' line upon line," we again
declare thlat eflicient salvage corps ought
to be niaintained in every town, village
and city and that perfect efliciency may
be atainlied witliout auny expense which is
not imniediately applicable and capable of
being equitably assessed. -Most of the
tires occur in Ihe night time ; the notes of
the alarn-bell bring ont a crowd of mn,
women and children wlio either want ta
"see what. the engine is going ta do" or
who break open doors, bunasl vindows
.and destroy all the uoveable property
tlev have time courage ta 'reach. Wanton

The penchant for garnets exhibited by
Mrs. Cleveland has resulted in that Stone
deriving more support fron the public,
but, as before inîdicated, the pearl, as large
as possible and set in invisible setting, is
the most fashionable stone of the -day,
especially for earrings.

- It becomes more and more evident that
the Princess"of Wales is assuming the posi-
tion formerly occupied by the Empress
Eugenie as arbiter of-fashion. It is te her
endorsation that we owe the wide standing
collar and the abolition of the big bustle
and the fact that she was wearing jewel-
lery in profusion was deiimed of sufficient
importance te be cabled ta this side.
France now -contains no lady of suflicient
prominence to set styles, and therefore by
common consent that duty bas devolved
upon the Prin'cess of Wales, and it is weil
that it is se, for-lier natural abhorence of
anything vulgar or outre and ber leaning
to plain, graceful styles are guaranfees
that fashion in her bands will indulge in
no extravagant flights.

ENCYCLOP.E DIA 3RITANNI CA.

Volume XXII. of this great work bas
been issued by thé cô-publishîers,- Chas.
Scribner's Sons, New York, and is now pro-
bably in the hands of subscribers. Among
the irticles 'having a commercial bearing
are those on silk, silver, smoke-abatement,
soap, sodium, sponges, starch, steam-
engine, stock-exhbange, and sugar.

Concerning smoke-consumers-the best
of them are said te bu on the regenerative
principle. The air before entering the ire-
bcd or furnace, is made te circulate through
chambers heated externally by the pro-
ducts of combustion, and baving thus ac-
.quired a higli temperature and absorbed
heat that vould otherwise bave been lest,
is àdmitted through 6penings atthe biidge.
The- writer of the article, Orme Masson,
professer of chemistry in the Uuiversity of

Melbourne, l of opinion that it is in the
use of gas that we shall find the true solu-
tion of the smoke-abatement problem,
claiming that electricity will ultiniately
drive gas out of the field as an illuminat-
ing agent, and that it will then bu relegat-
cd to its true place as a heating agent.

The article on "Steam-Engines and other
Heating Engines " is probably the most
interesting in the present volume. It
cornes with the authority of J. A Ewing.
professor of engineering in University
College, Dundee, Scotland, and covers fifty-
four pages, including a special index. On
the subject of gas-engines he furnishes in-
formation that may prove new te soine of
our readers. A compression gas-engine of
the Otto type burns from 20 to 25 cubic
feet of coal-gas per hour per indicated
horse-power. Good coal-gas lias a heating
power equivalent te about 500,000 foot-
pounda per cubie foot, and hence, witlh a
consumption of 20 cubie feet the efficiency
which the engine realizes is nearly 0.2.
The efliciency of a large steam-engine is
about 0,14, and in steam-engines that are
small enougli to bu fairly compared with
actual gas-engines, the efficiency is not
more than 0-1. "The superiority of gas-
engines over steam-engines, from the ther-
modynamic point of viewv, is well sbown
by -com paring their consumption of fuel."
Good steam-engines of large size consume
from la to 2 lbs. of coal per 1. H. P. per
hour, and 'by 'triple expansion in large
marine engines, it is only about l lb. In
small power engines the consumption is
from 2, lbs. to 3 lbs. or more. With Dow-
son's cheap gas, which is roduced by pass-
ing a mixture of sprh)-licated steam and air
through red hot anthracite, the gas-engine
can be run at the rate of only 1-1 lb. (oneu
and one-tenth pound) of coal per indicated
horse-power per hour, or less than half the
amount used by a steam-engine of similar
size. .The gas producer for a 40 or 50 Hl.
P. engine need not take up more space
than the boiler of a steam-engine of the
same power.

We observe that Stratford, Canada, is

A M1ETAL exchange says that now that the
flurry crcated by the fire in the Calumet and
Hecla mine is over, it may bu welI toconsider
what the prospects for copper are. On bath
sides of the Atlantic the statistscal position is
admitted to be favorable. Messrs. James
Lewis & Son, of Liverpool,. in their last cir-
cular, show that .up to the middle of the

month »the total imports of copper into (Ireat
Britain, excluding pyrites and precipitate to
ta outports, were only 47,625 gross tous fine

against 63,255 tons lastyear. 'Adding 9343 and
9034 tous respectively for 1887 and 1886 im-
ports !aino France, We ranch total iiports of
only 56,958 tous in 1887, agaiust 72,289 tons
1886. On the other band, the deliveries rose
from 63,585 tons in the first eight and a half
months of 1886 te 67,797 tous fine during the
corresponding period of 1887. In spite of
such a favorable showing the mutai bas drag-
ged along month after nonth with occasional
spurts above £40 for Chili Bars, only ta fall
back under that figure. This reriarkable
state of affairs is stated ta bu largely due te
fears of a resumption of heavier shipments
from this side, and the sales of Anaconda
mattes frein time te time have giver some
color ta it. But se far as theEnglish markets
are concerned pressure fromi here is likely ta
hecone less strong rather tian beavier. Mon-
tana mattes sell li Liverpool ateight shillings
par unit, or about fourpence par pound of
copper, or equal te seven and a half cents in
New York. Adding the cost of refining it
will bu clearly seen that at ten and a quarter
ta tun and a balf cents for casting brands, this
market offers greater induceients. The fu-
turc looks far less promiiing on this side of
the Atlantic. Tie increase in the capacity of
the Anaconda mine and the enlarging of the
Baltimore works point in the direction of the
treatment on this side of larger quantities of
Montana copper. The contest between the
two great copper mines promises te grow
fiercer, and values are cxpected te reflect it.

INSEOT Powuen.-The consumption of in-
sect powder the past sanson lias been the
hirgest on record, nothwithstndiig the ex-
treme prices ruling iostof thu time. Daring
the excitement in the suminer, when prices
were advancing both lre and abroad, the
statements that the rise in the primary mar-
kets was due to a short crop was generally
discredited. Acting uipon tbis belief, a num-
ber of the principal inporters of flowers and
powder withheld their orders until the foreign
markets had quieted down. Contrary te ex-
pectations, il has beau found that se far from,
exaggeration were the reports of a short crop
that they rather understated the yield. Tlie
large dealers had been expecting a crop 'of
300 tons, when in reality, according to the
statistics of the Trieste Board of Trade and
other aulithorities, the yield will net exceed
195 tous. Orders were recently sant ont ta
buy, as the dealeis had reachcd the conclusion
that they would net b able te do any better,
and althougl soen flowers were obtained at
satisfiictory rates, as soon as the news of the
purchases became noised about prices began
to advance rapidly, the lastcables from Trieste
quoting 225 shillings for closed flowers, which
is equivalent te 55 cents laid down on thi
side. The news of the increasing cost of the
flowiers stimulated the demand for powder in
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tite American iarket, and within tie past few
dacys large quatitiles hitve been purchased fur
foirward delivery at advancing prices.
