Felix Nefl was rejoiced when he Jeamned that
the Waldenses of Piedmont, among whom he had
found so much infidelity and wor?dlincss, began
to return to the gospel of God. Ue addressed to
them immediately a letter full of excellent ad-
viee : % No long as the Waldenses,” he writds to
them, © really knew Jesus Christ, had religion in
the heatt, and each of them tasted the happy fiuits
of communion with Ged, nothing in the world
could make them ahandon their hopes. They en-
dured all things, suflered all things ; their faith
was known over the whole carth.  And though
they were bnt a small, feeble, despised people,
tran:pled and devoured by ravening wolves, they
flourished in the midst of these eruel thoms. Bug
when their religion was no longer to be found ex-
cept in Looks, in the headyand tn chureh one hour
ina week j when their heart becawe cold, and
when they no longer songht 1o possess the hidden
lige with Christ in Gody they weve easily led away
hy philosophy, falsely so called ;5 and without any
vinlence, witheut any persecution, merely by
scofls and sneers and false reasonings, they were
turned aside from picty.  Devouring wolves have
na more, itis wue, rent aheir churches with fire
and swond 2 but the Spirit of life has withdrawn
eradually, as liquor which evaporates; and the
Lody. while preserving its old form, is but a
corpsey 1eady ta cmmble jnto dust at the first
hreath. Neck then, my friends, seck to know
mere and mare JTesus. the efficacy of his resuriees
tion, aml the fellowship of his sullerings ; ask him
to come himself and dwell in you by his Spirit,
sa that you may all know him from the least to
the mxeatest, Thas will vonr faith be strength~
enedy and you will weather the storms of perse-
culiony the opposition of infidels ond the sednc-
tions of the world 5 thus you will be faithful wit-
nesses of the eflicacy of the Gospel. . . 2

Inspite of the great precantions which he took
to recover hishealth, Felix Nefl continued to de-
ciine. e decided, by the advice of his physi-
cians, in 1828, to gnto the waters of Plombieres,
The journey was fatigning to his body, but re-
freshing to his soul. “He ‘mct every where on
his ronte friends who flocked around him tothear
some good word from his lips.  Arrived at Plom-
hivres, he was invited to preach, and in spite of
his bacily infirmities he consented.  The audienes
wes mnite diflerent from  the  congregations to
which he had been accustomed to preach the word
of Christ. 7t was composed of persons of distine-
tion in the eyes of the world ; there were magis-
trates,Jawyers, wealthy merchants,Roman Catho-
lics of note, a lost of fine ladies.  Our preacher,
who knew so well how to speak to the mountain-
eris of the Alps, found also appropriate and ir-
structive langnage for this new class of hearers,
Without secking for empty ornaments of thetorie,
he spoke plainly to the conscience of his hearers,

whoszid en leaving the meeting : < This js simple,
but it is goad.  Some popish curates came to con.. .

verse with him, and were surprised to hear him
speak of the conversion of the heart and of spiri-
tal life.  These poor priests are so bhadly instrue-
ted in the natnre of protestantism ! They are told
in their seminaries that protestants are infidels
prefane, and they blindly helieve these lies,

Felix Nefl returned to Geneva
f ! at the close of
the year 1828,  IIis health was not restored ; on

the contrary his strength continued to faily and it
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was casy to see that his end was approaching.
Death had no terrors for him ; for he had put all
his confidence in the merits of the Saviour, and
the Saviour is faithful to fulfil his promised. ~ But
Neff scemed sometimes to desire life, not for him-
self, but because he wished to devote more years
to the service of his Divine Master. He was but
31 yearsold, What a vast and benevolent career
was still before him in the ordinary course of hu-
nan events I What appeals he could address to
sinners ! how many souls he could lead to Christ !
But the ways of God are not our ways, nor his
thoughts our thoughts. Nelf approached rapidly
the zates of the grave. [ will not describe his
fast moments ; the nariative is contained in all
the biographies of " ihis illustrious disciple of the
Lord. I will add only some brief reflections upon
his character and labors.

He united in a high degree Lwo qualities which
are rarely found together ; he was very active,
and at the same time very humble. Ordinarily
mnen who labor much are ambitious, and aspire to
govern others.  Calvin himself, with all his emi-
nent moral qualities, could not always resist this
temptation. Felix Nefl did not yield to it. e
conld eay, with Paul: ¢ I have labored mare than
them all,”? and yct he never assumed to lord it
over his brethren.  He loved to sit in the lowest
place. I hal occasion myself to remark this,
when I saw him at Lausanne in 1827, He spake
little, and avoided attracting attention. His coun-
tenance, his looks, his conversation, his motions,
all indicated in him the utmost humility.

Felix Nefl was not a great orator nor a great
writer. Scveral of our contemporary thealoginns
surpassed him in both these respects.  How then
did he acconplish so much more good, and do a
work which is blazoned to the ends of the earth ?
1t is because he had more than others the life of
Christ ; that he prayed more, and that, instead of
trasting in his own srowgthy lie trasted wholly
in the strength of the Lord.  Noubtless he hail
als¢ his weaknesses, his languid momeuts, his
falls : who is completely free from them?  But he
soon recovered, leaning upon the arm of Jehovali,
and resumed his cogrse with new ardor.

The spirit of dogmatism was never the fault of
Felix Neff. e did stray iato ohscure theological
subtilties ; the gospet was with him a life rather
than a science. HMe esteemed communion with
Jod above all the acqnisitions of human wisdom ;
uird hience he was so powerful an instrument for
the conversion of souls.

Yeass have shown that he built upon the true
foundation, upon Christ crucified 5 for the fruits of
his labor still remain. The traveller who traverses
the Upper Alps, the department of fsere, the can-
tons of French Switzerland, meats at every step
Cluistians who tell bim: ¢ I was led to the cross
of the Saviour by the preaching of Felix Neff.?
Oh ! may the Lord give us yet, in his great mercy,
missionaries, pastois like him ! We have needof
them w conquer in the great struggle of the faith
araiust infidelity, and of life agzinst death,

"'HE TRAVELLER.

JOURNLY TUHROUGH ax AFRICAN DESERT.
MISSIONARY TRIALS.

VaRDERBYLE and myself were somewhat in ad-
vance of the rest, w?)en we observed onr three
companions remaining behind’ but, supposing
they staid to strike a light and kindle their pipes,
we rode forward.  Having proceeded somne dis-
tance, we haled and hallooed, hut received no
reply.  We fited a shot, bat no one- answered.
We then pursued our journey in the direction of
the high ground near the Long Mountains,
through which: our path lay.,” On reaching a
bushless plain, we alighted, and made a firc:
another shot was fired, and we listened with in-
tense carncestness;, but gloomy, desert silence
ieizned around. We counversed, as well as our
narched lips would allow, on what must be done.
To wait till morning would only increase the
length of our suffering 3 to retrace our steps was
impossible ; probably” they had wandered from
the path, and might never overtake us. At the
same time we felt most reluctant to proceed. We
had just determined to remain when we thought
e would fire one more shot. It was answered—
by a lion, apparently close to the place where we
stood. My companion took his stecl and flint,
to try by striking them if he could not. discover
waces of the lion’s paws on the path, expecting

every moment that he would bound on one of us.
The terrar of the horses soon 18ld yus fhat the
object of our dread was close 1o us, but on the
right side, namely, in ourrear.  We instantly re-
mounted, and continued to pursue the track,
which we had sometimes great difficuity in tra-
¢ing along its zig-zag windings among the bushes,
stones, and sand, The dark towering cliffs around
us, the deep silence of which was dislurhed by
the grunt of a solitary baboon, or the squaliing of
some of its young ones, added to the colouring
of the nightpictuce.

We continued our slow aad sitent wnarch for
houts. The tongue cleaving to the rool of the
mouth from thirst, made conveisation extremely
difficult,  Atlast we reached the lonz-wished for
¢ water-fall,? so named, because when it rains,
water somelimes falls, though in small guantities,
but it was too lale to ascend the hill.  We howed
the knee to Hiin who had mereifully  preserved
us, and laid our heads on our saddles.  The last
sotnd we heard to soothe us was the distant 1oar
of the lion, but we were too much exhausted o
feel anything like Lear. Sleep came to our velief,
and it seemed made up of scenes the most love-
ly, forining a glowing contrast (o our real situa-
tion. These elysian pleasures  continned .
morning’s dawn, when weawake,speeckless with
thitst, our eyes inflamed, and our whele rames
burning like a coal. I then ascended (he vugmed
height to the spot where water once wag, but
found it as dry as the sandy plain beneath, 1
slood a few minutes, strelching my languinl eye
to see if there was any appearance ol the horses,
but saw nothing ; turning to descend, 1 happenedd
to congh, and was instantly surronnded Ly almost
a hundred haboons, some of gizantic size. They
gruntad, grinned, and sprang Hiom stone to stone,
protruding Uteir mouths, anl drawing back the
skin of their forehcmls, threatening an instant
attack. [ kept pacrying them with my  gun,
which was loaded; but I knew their character
and disposition too well to fire, forif I had wound-
ed one of them 1 should have been skinned in
five minutes. The ascent had been very labotious,
but [ would have given anything to be at the bot-
tom of the hill azain, Some caume sa near as
cven to touch my hat while passing some projec-
ting rqcks. Lt was some time before | reached
the plan, when they appeared to hold 2 noisy
council, cither about what they had done or what
they intended doing.

We now directed our comse lowands Witle-
water, where we could scarcely expecet to arrive
before the altcrnoon, even if we reached it at all,
for we were soon obliged to dismount, ami drive
our horses slowly andsilently over jhe glowing
plain. Many a time did we seck old ant hills,
excavated by the ant eateryinto which we thrust
our heads, in order Lo have something solid be-
tween our fevered brains and the piercing rays
of the sun. There was no shadow of o great
10ck, the shrubs shapeless, barren, and blighted,
as if by some blast of fire.  MNothing animate was
to be seen or heard, except the shrill chirping of
a beetle resembling the cricket, the noise” of
which seemed to inercase with the intensity of
the heat. Not a cloud had been seen since we
left our homes, My difficulties” and anxieties
were now bhecoming painful in the exireme, not
knowing anything of the road, which wasin some
places hardly discernible, and in my faithful gnide
hope had died awny. The horses moved at the
slowest pace, and thatonly when driven, which
effort was laborious in the extreme.  Speech was
gone, and cverylhing expressed by signs, except
when we had recourse to a pipe, and for which we
now began to lose our relish.  After sitting a long
while under a'bush, oh ! whata relictT felt wien
my guide pointed to a distant hill near to which
water lay. Courage revived, butit was with pain
end laboir that we reached it late in the after-
noon. Having still sufficient judgment not to go
atonce to drink, it was with great difficulty [
prevented my companion doing that which would
almost instantly have proved fatal to him. Our
horses went to the pool anid consumed neasly all
the water, forit appeared that some wild horses
had shortly before slacked their thirst at thia spot,
leaving for us bus-litlle, and that litile polluted
. Becoming cooler aftera little rest, we drank,
and though moviag with animalcule, muddy, and
nauseous with filth, it was to ws a reviving
draught. We rested and drank, tilf the sun sink-
ingin the west, compelled us lo go forward, in
order to reach Griqua Town taat pight.  Though

we had filled our slomachs with water, il such
it might be called, for it was grossly impure,
thirst soon returned with increased agony ; and
painful was the ride and walk, for they were
alternate, until we seached, at a late hour, the
house of Mr. Anderson.

We remained here a few days, in the course of
which ouclost companions arrived, having, as
we rightly suppased, wandered towards the river,
and escaped the thiest which had nearly teiminat-
ed our career in the desert.”—Mafful®s Mizsion-

‘The expected retirement
ol the Britich from Afihanistan, and the extreme
difliculty of navigating the Indus by means of
steam,will probably leave those vast regions under
the sway ol Bohammedanism for a great while te
ceme,  Indeed, it would scem, that Central Asia
is to be the last hold of that system of error, and
ity 280t has always propagated itself by the
sword, it is destined to perish only by the sword.

ftis aleo probable, that the navigation of the
Fuphrates ind Tigtis by steam will also be aban-
donedy in consequerce of the rapidity of the
stream, and the namerows shoals which are found
in ieir channels.  There is, therefore, but littls
prospect thatcommerce will ever resunse her an-
cient soute in Mesopotamia, to interfere with the
fuitilizent of the prophetical malediction against
Bebylon.  These facts are, in our view, inaus-
picious to the spread of the Gospel in those regions
ol the carth ; for in the work of disseminating the
Gospel, commercial industry and cnterprise aré
an imporlant auxiliary.

WesLeYaN Misstons.—A mecting of the Wes-
leyan Foreign and Home Missionary Association
was held in Liverpocl on the 10th Oct. It ap~
peared from the report that there were under the
society’s care, in Kingston, Jamaica, 12 preach-
ers, 4328 members, and 183 Sunday school scho-
lars. In Prince Edward Island, Australia, and
other places, 4 preachers, and 140 members ; and
the home missions of England consisted of 42
preachers, 486 members, and 1055 Sunday school
scholars. An emancipated slave from the Uni-
ted states addressed the meeting,

SuMMary oF Tie LonpoN MissroNary Socre-
rvv.—This, as given in the last report, is as fol-
Jows : stations and out stations, South Seas, 159 ;

At
these various stations there are 161 missionaries
and 543 assistants ; making a total of missiona-
ries and assistanis of 704, The number of church-
es is 115; _communicants, 13,156 ; scholars,
42,960.

Tur Jews.—The annual meeting of the Ss-
cicty for the Cenversion of the Jews was held at
Liverpoclon the 17th Oct. The audience was
very large. The chairman, Rev. Chancellor
Raikes, congratulated the meeting upon the cir-
cumstance that a bishop of the United Church of
Enzland and Ireland had been sent to Jerusalem,
and altuded to the donation of $75,000 which the
Kingof Prussia had made towards the object.
The contributions of the last year were the lurgest
ever received—about 100,000 doliars. There had
been distributed 1116 Bibles, 1642 Testaments,
2023 copies of the Pentateuch, 5,917 Hebrew and
Lnglish Psalins, &c. Eleven converted Jews
had been baptized.

In Swedon, there are already upwards of fifty
thousand pledged temperance members.  When-
ever, in that country, the work has been carried
on by a clergyman, it has swept all before it, In
one place not a drop of liquor has been drank
gtany of the weddings for sixteen months. In
another, two hundred stills have been stopped.

The population of Scotland is about 2,600,000
the national establishment of the Presbyierian
Church contains 1200 churches, 1190 ministers, 16
synods, and 80 preshyieries. The Congregation-
alists have 100 churches and above 80 ministers.

Brer.es.—There has been recently found, says
a Belgian Journal, amongst a heap of 61d béoks,
purchased at St. Trond, the sixth known copy of
the first Bible printed at Mentz. One copy was
purchased in 1816, by Louis XVIIL, for 20,000f.

The {emperance cause. is very rapidly pro-
gressing in Germany and Prussia.  The society
at amburg numbers about 650 members. Fe-
male societies have been formed in many places.
The queen of Prussia is said to befriend the
ezuse very much.

The Gazette du Simplon asserts that instru-
mental music has been interdicted at Rome, in

the perpetraiors of such crimes j—and relreat
does not save them 3 they have to suffer the in-
fliction of @k:at punishment which both the laws
of Gad and the luws of the land award in such
cases; while alas ! the precepts of the first table,
which more perticularly enjoin those dutics
which we owe to Goad, as rational, dependent,
and accountable heings, are wantonly violated,
witheut any one, even the Ministersof the Ces-
pelof Christ, attempting to exhibit in the ahove
descrited public manner, the dercliction of duty
chargeable upou those who are the ministers of
just retribution in such cases zs are referred to.
Now that all the precepts of the Divine law have
alike elaims to be guarded and kept inviolate, is
a truth, which I think awill not be called in ques-
tion by eny ; and if rot, whence this marked dis-
tinction in the manner in which the dutics they
cenjoin are enferced 7 and whence the strage and
too apparent ditference in the infliction of the pu-
nishirent due to the viclation thereof?

The foregoinyg olservations are the result of
having long and painfully witiessed the reckless
and traly alarming manner in which the holy Sab-
bath hes beeny and still continues to be.profaned
in this city underthe eye, ifnot under the senc-
tich of our city authorities ! At the corners of the
public strects and squares ol our city, are lo he
found women sitling with their haskets of apples
and other eatables, for sale on the sabbath day ;
thus not only profaning the Sabbath themselves,
but presenting a stronz temptation for children alse
{0 become rerardless of its santification.  Crowds
of boys collect at the corners of the streets, using
indecent and profanc language, smoking cigars,
&c. But this 1s not all ; turn srom these disgrace-
ful scenes, and visit the Market Slip, and equal-
ly revolting sizhts mect the eye! Men (if men
they may be called) on the Sebbath morning
selling lK(?i!’ potatoes, turnips, fish, &c. &c. out
of their schooners, to people equally regardless
with themselves, of cither the honour or judg-
menls of God !'! Nor does cven this tell the
whole of the lamentable tale !'—With, if possible,
stitl more unblushing effrontery, flocks of sheep,
&c. are driven up King streeton the Lord’s day,
meeting the people in the face while dispersing
from public worshir; which no doubt are pur-
chzsed as soon as they arrive in slip, just with as
little compunction as would be done on a week
day: thus seltinx at bold duliance both the law
of God and man!!!

Now is not this a dreadful state of things?
Was an Israclite stoned to death for gathering
two sticks on the Sabbath, under a darker dis-
pensation, in the < days of ignorance which God
winked at 22 And shall he not visit with his aw-
ful disgleasure the profanatjon of his holy day,
under a dispensation fraught with a more gloricus
revelation and enlarged privileges ¢ Is God less
jealous of his cwn Lonor mew than in the days
referred to 2 Suerely nol.

A Gexvixe Prucv. -Lord Prudhoe, when a
boy fourteen or fifteen years of age, and holding
the rank of midshipman in the navy, was on
board the late Admiral Cochrane’s ship, on the
West Tndia station, when a terrific hurricane
destroyed nearly all the houses, plantations, &e.,
on the Island of 8t. Kitts. The more wealthy
inhabitants of the island set on foot a subseription
for the relief of their indizent neighbors, and af-
ter a considerable snm had been raised, sent the
Admiral C.
added his name for £100, which sum was also
subscrib&yl by the Admiral who was serond in
commandy, The list wasthen passed to the cap-
tains of the several ships, who subscribed £350
cach ; the licutenants followed, with £20 each
and the midshipmen were then called on for
their eontributions, some of whoin subscribed £5,
some L1, and some smaller sums, according to
the state of their ¢¢lockers.”” When the list was
placed in the hands of Lord Pradhoe, then Lord
Algernon Percy, his Lordship wrate with a bold
hand, « Percy, £1000.” The list having been
returned to the Admiral, he was greatly surpris-
ed on beholding this entry, and sent for the
young Lord, of whom he jnquired if he had the
mcans to pay .the amount he had placed opposite
his name. His answer was that of a genuine
warm-hcarted British tar : ¢ No, Admiral,’ said
he, ¢ T have not ; but the old bay at home will
pay it.”> The answer seemed so characteristic,
anid the action so noble, that Admiral Cochrane
determined to comimnunicate the facts to his Lord-
ship’s father, the late Duke of Northumberland,
to whom he immediately wrota. When his
Grace received the Admiral’s letter, he burst into
tears, and exelaimed in reference to his son, ¢ He
is worthy the name of Percy—the money shall
be paid,” and immediately; transmitled to the
managers of the fund for the relief of the suflerers
a cheek cn his bankers for £1000.—Durham
pfl]’(’?‘.

Evnrorzax Inons.—A letter from Copenhagen
states, that a prasant of Boeslan:l, in the island of
Zealand, whilst ploughing, discovered two gold
urtns, filled with ashes, chased with foliage and
fruits, and bearing on the tap ofthe covera fizure
of Odin, the Jupiter ol the Scandinaviens, This
figure is represenied standing, bearing on one
shoulder the two crows JIunin (Thought§ and
Munin (Memory) ;3 and at its feet two wolves,
symbols of his power. These urns are cxyacily a-
like, in good preservation, and admirably wrought.
The gold is exceeding thin, except at the cdges.
They arc about six inches in diameter ‘ahd nine
inches in height, comprising the cover but not the
figure, and their weight is litle more than 2 lhs.
The peasant has delivered them to the Govern-
ment, which paid him the value of the gold, and
ordered them to be deposited in the Muséum of
Copenhagen.  They are supposed to belong to the
fifth century.

CuiLprex ¥y Ausrria—The Austiizn Govern-
ment issued an order relative to the employment
of children in manufactories. No child is to work
younger than nine years old, nor none then, un-
less they bave been three years frequenting school

and veceiving religious instruction.  From nine to

twelve years, children must not work above t®
hours. From twelve to sixtcen, children must no
work ahove twelve hours, with one hour’s inter-
val. No boy or girl under sixteen to work at
night.

try, and gives hopes of a speedy end of the: war, and a
favorable scttlement of our -difficulties.  We confess,
however, that we put little confidence in the professicrs
of the Chinese of their desire to terminate hastilities.
[We shall give further particulars in our next.]

We regret to observe that the late storms hiave been
attended with & mclancholy loss of life, and causcd
immensc loss to the shipping, The Relianee, an East
Indiamau, of 1300 tons, went ashore on the coast of
Marlemont, on the Freneh teeritory, and only ten of
the crew, composed of 122 souls, were saved, The
convict ship Walerloo, bound for Sydney, waa lost en
the 27th August. oft Cape Town, awd 230 out of 330
met with a waelery grave.

[Wehave only roem for the coneluding part of o let-
ter reecived by H. M. S, Hyacinthe, datcd Cape
Town, Aug. 12, 1842:)

€ The scene which now took place, T shall remer-
ber to the day of my death.  After two cr three hea-
vy rolls, her threa masts went on the side with a dread-
fulerash.  The hatches were now opened, and (he
convicts rushed on deck.  The sea was now makingg
a clean breach over her.  Immediately on the ccnvicts
arriving on deck, about fifty jwnped overboard ; atout
fiftenn or twenty zained the shore; the remainder
were drowned.  The cries of the poor wretches an
decke were now heart-breaking,  Each sea, as it made
a breach over the unfortunate vossel, carricd a dozen
or so inlo the water, who, of course, were drowned.
Thousands ¢f people were on the beach, but could
render not the least assistance,  Oh! it was adread-
ful sight.—There, within a stene-throw, lay 200 or
300 heings drowncd hefore our cyes.

¢ But now ecomes the awful part ofmy tale. Abocut
11 o’clock, within half an hour after she struck, the
HWaterloo parted in two. They who had never thought.
of their Ged—yvha, i€ they had, it was only to take
his pame in vain, and break his Jaws—teere now scen
with their hands clasped, and heard loudly calling up-
on Him to save them. Soldiers’ wites were seen
clasping their little ones to their bosoms in agonics.
One woman I shull never forgel : she was holding on
with one hand to a picee of plank, with the other she
held, pressed to her hosom, o little infant; her cries
were pitcous. At last a sea came, and washed the
weman and little ene off—they were seen no more.
Tha water was now full of the struggling and 1he
dead. A hoat was employed to pick up all it conld ;
it could not apprcach the wreek on aecount cf the
heavy sca. I have mcither time nor heart to writc
furiber particulars, I saw one man embrace his wife:
and little one, then jump into the beiling surf; he
soon rosc azain. T could repcat hundreds of sinilar
ceearrences 3 suffice it to say, within onc hour and a
hall ¢f the Walerloo striking, not = particle ef her
was tobe scen.  She had literally gone to picees:
and, horrible te relate, out of 330 sculs, 230 have
met a watery grave.” -

A destructive hurricane visiled the Scuthern ccast
of Spain on the 20th October, by which greut damage
was done 1o the shipping, and scveral houses in Se—
ville levelled with the ground.  The entire crew ef
Spanish revenuc entter was downed near Cadiz, und
a small English brig, the beat of a French man-of-
war, and a Spanish schooner, was threwn cn the ecast,
The ncighbouring shores were coverrd toa great ex-
tent, with the reiains of vesecls.

There has been a great mortality ameng the cattle
throughout F.gyyt, and melancholy accounts are gi-
ven of the rising cf the population of upyer Egypt, in
conscquence of this.  The oxen are describied as drop-
ping dead suddenly, as if struck with a musket bail,
An unparallcled and unexpeeted rising of the Nile had
carricd destreftion throughott the country—the flocd
sweeping away the corn stores at_Boulac, lately fil-
led with grain. From the old to the new town of Cairo
the irhabitanls were cbliged to pass in boats, fhe
houses being flcoded by the waters of the Canal of
Hatie, a eircumstance snid to be unparalleled in the

annals of Egypt.
