" BORLS FORMATO

W. J. O'Réilly Gives Further De-
tails of Betting Swindle in
New York.

CLOTHED IN DISGUISE

Peinted Out F. Gondorf to Police
and Located Others of
Gang. -

from W. J. O’Reilly, secretary of the

The pros-
Dpects were so attractive that O'Reilly
finally promised to make a trip to
2New York and place some money with
the brother.

His first bet, tho small, was success-
ful, and he returned three days later
with $10,000, which he was assured
‘would go on a long shot, and it did, 15
10 1 for place, meaning $150,000 had
he won.

The fake poolroom where the bet
was made was a busy-lookin spot.
iMen - weré rushing around etting
fabulous amounts, while the telegraph
instruments, with wires stretching no
further than ‘the next room, were go-
ing madly., However, when the re-
tutns came in O’Reilly had lost.

On the third trip he took $4700, and
after bettitig his horse first again,
lost. This time a couple of men, repre-
senting themselves as police officers
broke into the poolroom, but they al-
dowed O'Reilly to escape after in-
speécting his ‘¢redentials.

Told Whole Story.
_ Thru the advice of a priest, the po-
iice were told the whole story, and it
‘was then planned that the Toronto
man should assist the officers in cap-
turing the gang.

Thig can he kept as a stock for use.
A teaspoonful of this stock solution
added to a two-gallon pail of water
and well stirred up will destroy all
typhoid and other diarrhoea-producing
germs in ten minutes and will make the
water safe to drink. In purchasing the
chloride of lime, sécure that which is
put up in metallic cases, not in card-
board cases, which weaken the
chlorine. i

This stock solution- will keep for at
least a_ Wweek.

Attention is also drawn to the danger
from fliés and poison ivy and a caution
is given in regard to getting sunburned
too quickly, which usually results in a
painful experience.

Deputation Laid Petition Before
York County Council —
Commiitee to Report.

A deputation from Mount Dennis
waited on the county council yesterday
and presented a petition for the incor-
(poration ' of the distriet c¢f Mount
Dennis as a police village. According
to the speakers, the main object cf in-
corporation was to secure a water sup-
ply for the district, which has a popu-
lation of about 3000 Some sections
are already closely built up and the
need for fire protection is urgent.
Reeve Griffith of York Township
said that the township council had
done everything possible for the dis-
trict but could not undertake to give it
a water' supply. Application had been
made to the city council for water, and
a bill had been introduced in the legis-
lature asking that the city be com-
pelled to supply water to suburban dis-
tricts in the township, but without
success.

Reeve Cornell of Scarboro was op-
posed to the formation of police vil-
lages in suburban districts that must
ultimately become part of the city,
and expressed the opinion that some
better solution of the problem might
be arrived at by co-operation with the
city.

Some of the members considered the
population rather large for a police
village and suggested that the district
incororate as a town.

The matter was finally referred to
the bylaws commi.ttee for a report.

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Sir Edward Grey’s Aim

Probably no man in England is so
much detested by the Germans as Sir
Hdward Grey. They regard him as
the man who is responsible for de-
feating their most cherished plans of
conquest. In consequence, they .revile
lim and endeavor to slander him to
those who are willing to listen. They
have evolved a legend that Sir Ed-
ward was the man who brought on the
war for his own purposes, and that
he pledged Great Britain to Russia be-
forehand in order to defeat Germany.
Legends of this sort grow up about all
important men in the course of his-
tory, and it would be wonderful if Sir
Edward escaped the common fate. But
the exceptional virulence with which
he is assailed by the German autho-
rities, and those inspired by them, in-
dicate that they really regard him as
the occasion of their discomfiture.

Sir Edward has always been a most
pronounced peace man. One can only
regard as absurd the German efforts to
discredit him. Up till the very last
moment he tried to bring about a
peace conference, and all the powers
except Germany and her cat's paw,
Austria, were willing to negotiate.
Germany flatly refused to enter into
conference, and went on with the war,
which there is not the slightest doubt
she had had in preparation for many
years past. The completion of the
Kiel Canal marked the earliest date
at which it might begin, and the com-
pletion of the Russian strategic rail-
ways the latest date to which it might

_be postponed. Germany did not wait
“a month beyond the Kiel Canal open-

ing, and the outcry against Sir Ed-
ward Grey arose from the fact that
German diplomacy did not reckon
with sufficlent accuracy on British
character. '

When one renounces morality he is
apt to to forget the point of view of
those who have not renounced it. Or,
to put it in another way, if one ac-
cepts a new code of morality, he must
not forget the old standards by which
former friends regulate their action.
Germany ignored the code of morality
in force in other nations, and the re-
sult of her own stupidity’ had to be
accounted, for in some other way than
by the acknowledgment of a blunder.
Sir Edward Grey’'s perfidy seemed more
reasonable to Germany than German
stupidity, and to this mad reason the
Germans have committed themselves,
perhaps forgetting once more that
whom the gods destroy they first make
mad,

There is no reason to suppose that
Sir Edward Grey has ever done any-
thing more than follow the policy of
Great Britain in force in foreign af-
fairs singe the accession of King Ed-
ward the Seventh. King Edward sus-
ected Germany, and declared that

Kalser Wilhelm was no gentleman.
He made ¢friends with France and
Russia, apd Sir Edward Grey
been loyal to that policy.

Germany came into the field at a
much later date, not having the abil-
ity to take advantage of the victory
|of Waterloo, as she might have done.
The Germans, in fact, were better
adapted to peace than to war, and
had they applied the :ame energy from
the first to the arts of peace, which
they have decne in the last forty years
to military practice, they would have
accomplished a similar: peaceful con-
quest to that of Britain, gt
There is nothing innately impossible
in the idea of a world federation, but
Germany could not be satisfied with
that consummation. ' She desired a
world domination, under which every
human soul would speak German and
learn the goose-step. The British idea
is to do for the world what the United
States have done for half the conti-
nent of North America. The whole
world might easily enough federate
under a Hague tribunal. That is what
Sir Edward Grey has in mind, or
something like it, and the military al-
liances of the smaller European pows-
ers will not bhe entirely successful if,
after the war, and out of the red cloud
there does not emerge something of
that “word over all, beautiful as the
&#ky,” reconciliation.

“The Western Phenomenon”
“Canada,” ‘'says The Chicago Econo-
mist, “has been the phenomenon of the
western hemisphere for the past ten
or fifteen years.” Not long ago, it pro-
ceeds, the average American had a
Very poor opinion of that part of the
world. Its climate was cold. its popu-
lation mixed; compared with the op-
portunitiés offered in the United States,
Canada was a negligible quantity.
“That idea,” continues The Eocono-
mist, “has been swept away. In no
otlher part of the world -has there been
82 much progress in recent years, no-
where else 8o much profit in the pur-
suit of ordinary vocations, or the in-
vestment of capital. Canada has made
good.” ;

But The Economist is concerned even
more with the opportunities Canada
will present in the future. It regards
the Dominijon as still in the making,
with vast areas yet to be filled and
vast undertakings to complete. All
which is so true as to make it a truism,
Buc Canada is further destined to be-
come a great industrial nation. Its
surface has merely been scratched in
the search for minerals, and what its
resources may be in that regard no
man can say. That their extent will
prove to be huge and varied, there is
ample reason to expect, and already
in Porcupine, Ontario has a gold camp
of more than fair promise. The article
in The Chicago Economist furnishes
proof that United States investors will
be inclined more than ever to look to
the Canadian field.

Waterloo

One hundred years ago today
Napoleon the First fought his last
battle on the field of Waterloo. The

wars in which he was the leading
figure had heen waged almost con-
tinuously for nineteen years, and from
the time of his coronation as heredi-
tary emperor of the French in 1804
their main objeét was to extend his
dominion over Europe. Before tht:l
year Napoleon had accomplished much
for France. He hdd restored the public
institutions which the revolution ‘had
destroyed, and entered upon the work
of codifying the laws that ended with
the installation of the Code Napoleon.
which still regulates French juris-
prudence.

Napoleon reached the zenith of .his
power after the peace of Tilsit in 1807.
He had become the head of a real em-
pire and had surrounded his own
throne with subordinate thrones occu-
pied by members of his family. Prus-
sia had been siripped of half its terri-
tory; Russia had become the ally of
France. Britain alone continued to re-
sist his power, and remained the only
barrier between him and the achieve-
ment of his ambition for universal do-
minion. Two fatal errors he then made
—one the seizure of Spain and Portu-
gal, the other the divorce of Josephine.

Centenary of Waterloo

By HELEN M. MERRILL

‘When several nations join‘\forces on
a field of war and win theé. Dbattle,
succeeding events are likely to raise
barriers against the celebration of the
centennial of the conflict. For in-
stance, it is obvious why it would be
particularly tactless for Canadians to
hold excercises in honor of . the one
hundredth anniversary of the battle of
Waterloo. Today, however, on the
centenary of this engagement, it may
be of interest to read a few of the
names of those who fell on this his-
toric field. In a pamphlet published
at Brussels in 1844, thé inscriptions on
the monuments erected at Waterloo,
appear without preface or comment.
The first is from the church at Wat-
erloo, to the memory of Major-Gen-
eral Baron,Von Merle, killed at the
Battle of Waterloo, June 18, 1815, com-
mander of the first brigade of cavalry.
In the second inscription his name ap-
pears again and beneath it the follow-
ing officers from the 6th regiment of
Hussars, of the Netherlands; Willem
van Wynbergen, Mauritz van Heyden,
Willem Verhellow; Willlam Wolf and
Cornelis Breda.

Inscription number three ' is sacred
to the memory of Majors George Bean
ané Robert M. Cairns, Captain Samuel
Bolton, Lieutenants Wm. L. Robe,
Michael T. Cromie, Robert Manners
and Charles Spearman; Royal British
Artillery, and three sergeants and sev-
enty rank and file, Number four is in
memory of Major Edwin Griffith,
Lieutenants Isaac Sherwood and Henry
Bucley, officers in the 15th King's
Regiment. of Hussars, w hile number
five includes Captains Hugh Haigh,
Henry Rushton Buck, and Lieutenants
John Boyce, James Hart, Arthur Gore,
Thomas Haigh and John Cameron of
the 33rd Regiment of Foot, kille dat
the battles of Quatre-Bras and Wat-
erloo.

Lt. Livingstone Robe.
Number gix is in memory of Lieut.
Wm. Livingstone Robe of the British
Royal Horse Artillery; son of Col. Sir
Wm. Robe, K.C.B. and K.T.8,, and
who fell at the age of 24 in his thirty-
third engagement, having been known
to and distinguished by Field Marshal
the Duke of Wellington. - Lieut. Robe’s
name has already appeared in inscrip-
tion number three, and there is a
monument to him in the corner of
the wood near the church yard.
Number seven is inscribed to cer-
tain officers of the Third Battalion of
[Royal Scots, by their colonel, His{
Royal Highness Prince Edward, Duke
of Kent and Strathearn, etc,, fleld mar-
shal of his majesty’s forces and gov-
¢rnor of Gibraltar. The officers are:
Capt. Buckley, Lieuts. Armstrong,
iO’Neill and Young; Ensigns Robert-
son, Kennedy and Anderson, and Sgt.-
Maj. Quick, who was shot thru the
heart while holding the king's colors,
in the act of bearing which one lieu-
tenant and three ensigns had succes-
sively fallen.

Tablet eight, erected by their colo-
nel, His Royal Highness Prince Wil-
liam Frederic, Duke of Gloucester, of
his majesty's forces, is to the memory
of Lt.-Col. the Hon. Sir. Alex. Gordon,
K.C.B.; Charles Fox Canning, Capts.
William Strothert, the Hon. Hustings
Forves, Thomas Craufurd, John Ash-
tcn, and Ensign Simpson of the Third
Regiment of Foot Guards.

A monument inscribed by the 12th
Light Dragoons, bears the names of
the following officers and ~soldiers:

Inscribed by Family.

A tablet in memory of Alexander

ers, occurs again alone on a tablet on
which it is noted that he was A.D.C.
to the Duke of Wellington, and served
by his side in Portugal, Spain and
France; also that he was buried on
the spot where he fell and, as he died,
said: “Thank heaven! my leader lives.”
The last inscription in the church is
to Lt.-Col. Richard Fitz-Gerald, 2nd
Life Guards, buried in the churchyard.
Besides a tablet to Lt.-Col. Fitz-Ger-
ald within the church, there is a mon-
ument to him in the churchyard. An-
other stone or monument is to the
memory of Colonel de Langrehr, com-
mandant of the first battalion of Bre-
men; and a third to Sir. H. W. Eliis,
K.C.B., of the Royal Welsh Fusiliers.

Nearby, in a grove called Joli-Bois,
there is a stone to Lt.-Col. Edward
Stables, who served under Sir John
Moore and the Duke of Wellington,
and who was killed at Waterloo, while
commanding a battalion of Grenadier
Guards. At Mont-Saint-Jean, in a
garden, is another which reads:
“Sacred to the memory of Major Ar-
thur Rowley Heyland, of His Britannic
Majesty’s 40th Regiment of Foot, who
was burried on this- spot. He fell
gloriously in the Battle of Waterioo,
on the 18th June, 1815, at the moment
of victory and in command of the
regiment, aged 34.”

One on Battlefield.

Only one monument is noted on the
battlefield, a stone to the memory of
Lt-Col. the Hon. Sir Alexander Gor-
don, K.C.B, A.D.C.,, to the Duke of
Wellington, and third brother to
George Earl of Aberdeen, who fell in
his 29th year, having fought in every
engagement in Spain, Portugal and
France, a man highly honored and

that he had no personal interest in the
matter. He further stated that ne
thought the Canadian manufacturers
could supply the tobaccos as cheap
as the British factories, if not cheaper.
“The Canadian manufacturers neged
not pay any duty on the raw-leaf whe#
the. finished article is exported, ahd
they are therefore in equally as gobod
a position as the British manufacturer.

“T would like to know whether Mr.
Private has approached any of the
Canadian tobacco manufacturers along
this Iine. I think Mr. Private’s object
is a worthy one, but if we can keép
the money raised here to be spent
among our own workmen it would be
mucha preferable to sending the money
to England,” he said. ¥
