The Minister rccoaiineod^ tiiat the nccei>sary ste|)8 be taken to call the attention of the
Government of the United States to the fact that the question of the boundary at this

point is at the present time the subject oi some dilfertiicc of opinion and of consi'lerable

correspondence, and he recommends that steps be taken to point out to the Govern-
ment of the United States that the actual boundary-line can only be settled by an Inter-

national Commission.

concluded, was signed by their respective Pleni()otentiaries at the city of Washington, on

tlie 22nd day of July, 1892, the original of which Convention, being in the English

language, is word for word as follows :

"The United States of America and Her Majesty the Queen of the United Kingdom
of Great Britain and Ireland, being equally desirous to provide for the removal of all

possible cause of difference between their res])cctive Governments hereafter in regard to

the delimilation of the existing boundary between the I luted States and Her INlajesty's

possessions in North America in respect to such portions of said boundary as may not in

feet have been permanently marked in virtue of Treaties heretofore concluded, have

resolved to conclude a Convention in furtherance of these ends, and for that purpose have

appointed as their respective Plenipotentiaries:

Greenwich, by Commissions to be appointed severally by the High Contracting Parties,

with a view to the ascertainment of the facts and data necessary to the permanent
delimitation of said boundary-line in accordance with the spirit and intent of the existing

Treaties in regard to it between Great Britain and Russia and between the United States

and Russia.
" Application will be made without delay to the respective Legislative Bodies for the

appropriations necessary for the prosecution of the survey, and the Conmiissions to be

appointed by the two Governments shall meet at Ottawa within two months after said

appropriation shnll have been made, and shall proceed as soon as practicable thereafter to

the active discharge of their duties.

" The respective Commissions shnll complete the survey and submit their final Reports

thereof within two years from the date of their firet meeting.

"The Commissions shall, so far as they may be able to agree, make a Joint Report to

each of the two Govvniments, and they siiall also report, either jointly or severally, to each

Government on any points upon which they may be unable to agree.

" Eaoh Governnicnt shall pay the expenses of the Commission a|)pointed by it.

"Each Government engages to facilitate in every possible way any operations which,

in pursuance of the plan to be agreed \^^>on by the Commissions, may be conducted within

its territory by the Commission of the other.

"The High Contracting Parties agree that, as soon as practicable after the Report or

Reports of the Commissions shall have been received, they will proceed to consider and
establish the boundary-line in question.

" ARTICLE IT.

" The High Contracting Parties agree that the Governments of the United States and
of Her Britannic Majesty in behalf of the Dominion of Canada shall, with as little ielay

as possible, appoint two Commissioners, one to be named by each party, to determine

upon a method of more accurately marking the boundary-line between the two countries

in the waters of Passaniaquoddy Bay, in front of and adjacent to Eastport, in the State of

Maine, and to place buoys or fix saeli other boundary-marks as they may determine to be

necessary.

" Each Government shall pay the expenses of its own Commissioner, and cost of

marking the boundary in such manner as shall be determined upon shall be defrayed by
the High Contracting Parties in equal moieties.

"Ti'.e present Convention shall be duly ratified by the President of the United States

Report of a Committee of the Honourable the Privy Council, approved by his Excellency the

Governor-General in Council on the 12th September, 1892,

THE Committee of the Privy Council have had under consideration a Report, dated

the 29th August, 1892, from the Minister of Marine and Fisheries, setting forth that since
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making his report on tlie erection of weirs by United States' fishermen on what is known
:i8 the " middle grounds" in Lubeck Narrows, liis attention has been directed to on extract

from a Confidentid Memorandum, written by Sir Travers Twiss in 1854, respecticg the

boundary between the United States and Canada in Pnssamaquoddy Bay.

The Minister observes that in this latter Jfemorandum the memorialist points out

that " the Boundary Commissioners, whilst awarding the territory of Campobello Island,

Deer Island, and Marvel Island to Great Britain, did not distinetly define any water

boundary between these islands and the United States' mainland. He holds, therefore,

that the rules of international law apply, and, therefore, that the water limits of Her
Britannie Majesty's territory are co-t-xtensive with the waters of the north-east side of the

line drawn in continuation of the mid-channel between Campobello and tlie American
mainland to the niid-ehannel of the St. Croix River between St. Andrew and the shore of

the U..:..„ ""^ntes."

The Minister is of opinion that such a line is necessarily a curve, and is represented

with evident fairness on the British Achniniity Chart No. 2020. Acceptins; this liii . as the

true boundary, the inner " rnitldle ground " in Lubecl< Narrows is clearly within the limits

of Canadian territory, and, therefore, the weirs built there by Unile.l States' citizens without

licence from the Government of Canada, are illegally set and lial)le to confiscation, and their

owners to prosecution for infraction of the Fisheries Act.

The Minister considers however, that inasmuch as tiiese weirs have been set and
worked for many years past without interference on tiie part of Canadian officials, the

owners arc entitled to a certain amount of considenition. He therefore recommends that

a carefully worded Notice be drafted by the Department of Justice, informing the owners
of these weirs that they arc set in Canadian waters, and that, althougii in consideration of

their undisturbed use of tlie sites, they will be permitted to continue to fish for the

remainder of the current season, they are to take ! tice that licences will not be issued

lor these sites for the year 1893, and that they will be called upon to completely remove
their weirs at the close of the fishing season, or in any event not later than the

30th November, 1892.
