An Unbroken RecordAal Life They Are British end They Will 
Have Their Cabinet British 

•* Know Why.

Montreal, Oct. 18.-(Speclal.)-Tlie Star to- 
day says : "We have more respect for the 
open enemies of our flag than for the Little 
Empire men who are lukewarm in their 
loyalty to the old flag. They are like Mr. 
Tarte, who, through the misfortune of hav­
ing to wear wooden shoes in his 
days, gives his first love to France, but 
condescends to accept the honors and 
luments of a British Minister of the Crown. 
But to do Mr. Tarte Justice, he has the 
courage to declare his national preferences, 
and tuat is something. Recent events have 
made It Imperatively necessary that Can- 
adas position with regard to the Empire 
should be defined beyond doubt or cavil. 
There is, happily, no question about the 
reeling of the Canadian people as a whole. 
To assert their loyalty would be super­
fluous. But Canada is now, and long has 
been, big enough and strong enough to bear 
her share of the active responsibilities of 
the Empire. There is something unutter­
ably mean in the position of Canadians who 
are willing to accept the protection of the 
Royal Navy and the British army year 
alter year and then to ask : ‘Wliat has 
Canada to do with the quarrels of the Em­
pire in Africa,or in Germany, or in b ranee?*

“All that we have to do with these quar­
rels is that they are our quarrels. And the 
people of Canada will expect the Govern­
ment of Canada to take an unequivocal po­
sition in recognition of this fact. Cana­
dians will be satisfied with no grudging 
compromises and with no ‘Good Lord, good 
devil’ professions of political allegiance. 
The Dominion Government w.ll have to 
recognize frankly and squarely that the 
Canadian contingent for the Transvaal is 
a national contribution to the Empire, and 
not, as Mr. Tarte’s paper pretends, 
volunteer movement of individual 
dians. One way to do this is for the Gov­
ernment to undertake the whole cost of the 
Canadian expedition, and another way is 
to insist upon the Minister of Public Works 
withdrawing from his ambiguous and most 
improper position or else getting out of the 
Government. We do not believe the people 
of Canada will stand more tomfoolery on 
this question. They are British, and they 
will have their Government British also, 
or they will know the reason why.”

It Is quite clear that a proposition to send 
a Canadian contingent, under the authority 
of the Canadian Government, was never 
made to the Imperial Government. It ap­
parently had been represented to Mr. 
Chamberlain that Individual Canadians, on 
tbelr own initiative, had been offering their 
services for the Transvaal, and he was 
asked to specify the conditions under 
which the services thus proffered conld be 
accepted. Mr. Chamberlain gives the In­
formation required, and, In our opinion, the 
conditions Imposed were quite proper and 
business-like. If the Canadian Government 
had proffered an entire contingent, the con­
ditions would, no doubt, have been differ­
ent. There Is no reason to doubt that 
the contingent would have been accepted 
as a whole, colonel and all, If It had been 
proffered by the Canadian Government as 
a whole. Sir Wilfrid Laurier gays that the 
Canadian Government was conforming to 
the wishes of the Imperial authorities In 
sending the men In units, and without a 
head. The correspondence clearly proves 
that he' misrepresents the case. This Is 
still more apparent from the official cable 
that reached Ottawa yesterday to the effect 
that the Canadian contingent need not be 
split up Into units, but may go as a com­
plete regiment, with a colonel and full com­
plement of officers. The Canadian Govern­
ment had only to place the facts fully be­
fore the Imperial anthorttles to secure the 
latter’s consent to this plan. The Ottawa

According to the report the total ex­
penditure for the year, not Including the 
waterworks, was $796,265, as compared 
with $596,349 In 1897. The local Improve­
ment work amounted last year to $495,320.

The following figures are also given :

year 1808, $1,701,630; area of city,
17.17 square miles; 257.93 miles of streets, 
of which 179 are paved and 78 unpnved; 
8234 miles of lanes; 230 miles of sewers; 
430 miles of sidewalks; 255 miles of water 
mains; 230 miles of gas mains; 130 miles 
of underground electric conduit; 4300 miles 
of overhead electric wire; 80 miles of steam 
railway track; 8435 miles of single street 
railway track; 7,000.000,000 gallons of 
water supplied annually.

VAs there have been numerous enquiries In 
regard to the position of the old Golden 
Cache shareholders, a reporter called on 
Messrs. Fox & Roes, and this firm, while 
stating that no shares in the new company 
were to be offered to the public at any 

that they thought the old share­
holders already advised as to the position 
of affairs, showed the reports of Col. 
George T- Rives, M.E., and Professor Henry 
Montgomery of Trluty Unversty, Toronto.

It will be remembered that Prof. Mont­
gomery went up to the Lillooet district 
solely to examine the Golden Cache and 
other properties on Cayoosh Creek In which 
Messrs. Fox & Ross are Interested, and 
during which trip Mr. Fox accompanied the 
professor.
Messrs. Fox & Roes, Toronto:

Gentlemen,—At your request, I make my 
final report on the property knowtl as the 
Golden Cache and also the mineral claims 
Monarch, Ample, Whale anth-Gladstonc, all 
situated near Cayoosh Creek, In the Lll- 
looet district of British Columbia. From 
the 13th to the 18th of August, 1899, I visit­
ed and examined the aforesaid properties 
and sampled their ore bodies, and during 
and since that time I have had tests made 
upon the samples taken.

Golden Cache Property.
Consisting of the Golden Engle, Golden 

Stripe, North Star, Ruby and Jumbo claims 
and mlllslte. I bare examined the Golden 
Eagle, in which are two tunnels, each about 
180 feet long. These tunnels are situated 
the one above the other and more than 200 
feet apart. The upper tunnel, or productive 
cne, shows a large space or cavity from 
which almost all its ore has been removed. 
This cavity is some 60 feet high, 75 feet 
wide and 170 feet long. The ore body has 
been lost at the Inner end, but ore to the 
extent of two or three feet each way is 
si ill to be seen in the bottom or floor of 
this cavity, and ore still occurs in small 
patches upon the walls, the value probably 
being very low. This ore Is almost wholly 
quartz. The lower tunnel has never yield­
ed any ore, but I noticed very small quartz 
stringers In It, and more especially near 
•Its inner end. Although the ore body In the 
Golden Eagle claim cannot strictly be said 
to be lost, yet at present there Is practical­
ly nt> ore of commercial value in sight, and 
with present development It would be very 
difficult, if not impossible, to estimate the 
value of the Golden Eagle claim.

The Golden Cache ore body, which ap­
parently has been almost worked out, . oul.l 
not well be regarded ap a ledge In a fissjre 
vein. It would appear to be a filling of a 
large, irregular cavern In the schltose rocks. 

Air Compressor, Stomp Mill, Etc.
I also examined the Golden Cache tram­

way, air compressor and power house, and 
found all In good character and condition. 
The mill has ten stamps and Is in a good 
building, capable of holding 20 stamps. 
The power furnished by Cayoosh Creek Is 
really very great and all that could be de­
sired for running drills and the stamp mill. 
There is also a sawmill and a good building 
containing assay office and dwelling rooms 
and office for the superintendent, 
sleeping and eating bouse.
Monarch, Ample, Whale and Glad­

stone Mining Claims.
I likewise exam'ned these properties on 

the north side of Cayoosh Creek àbout 
three miles from the Golden Cache mill 
and offices and six or seven miles distant 
from Lillooet village, 
reached from the wagon road by a wind­
ing, precipitous trail, along which I rode 
horseback, to within a few rods of their 
workings, to which I walked. Here I 
foi nd a well-defined vein, which possess is 
several "of the characters of a true fissure 
and which I readily and satisfactorily trac­
ed throughout the greater part of the 
Monarch. Ample, Whale and Gladstone. 
The strike (or Course) Is almost east and 
west and the dip (or incline) Is northwards 
from 15 to 25 degrees. The ore bodv Is 
plainly to be seen on the face of the cliff 
for many miles on both sides of the work­
ings.

The professor here goes Into a long, de­
tailed account of the different tunnels and 
workings upon this vein.

Lots of Coal Lands,
Mr. Parker says there Is any amount of 

coal in the Yukon district and that the 
Tclford-Yukon Company have refused $20,- 
000 for one coal claim which they possess.

Chatting with The World, Mr. Parker 
, said that he did not believe that Alex Mac­

donald, the Klondike King, had failed, as 
staled. Mrs. Macdonald, from England, has 
recently Joined her husband at Dawson 
C'ty.

They Have a Combine.
Regarding the price of provisions In the 

Yikon, Mr. Parker said that the big com­
panies, such as the Alaska Commercial, the 
Alaska Exploration Compiny, the N. A. T. 
Company and others had formed a com­
bine. to protect the retailers. If outfitters 
apply to the companies for provisions they 
me quoted the same prices as would be 
quoted by the, retailer. They cannot get 
any reduced rate. Mr. Parker cannot un­
derstand why the Canadian wholesalers do 
not get after the trade up there. He says 
they can da so to the benefit of themselves 
end to the benefit of the people In the 
territory.

As to the cost of meals In Dawson, Mr. 
Parker said It was a wrong Idea here that 
a meal could not be got up there for less 
than $2. He said he never paid more than 
$1, and he got a really good meal for that 
price. Another thing that he said the peo­
ple here were wrong about was the impres­
sion that the postal service to Dawson was 
bad. He received nearly 100 letters while 
he was in the territory, and they came to 
him every second week, through a mail 
service that he considered nearly perfect. 
He said that the complaints made were 
due more than anything else to insufficient­
ly addressed letters, and Postmaster Harper 
has a bale of such letter#'1 KBS does not 
know whose property they are.

Information to assist the organization of 
forces Into units suitable for the Empire’s 
military, requirements :

Firstly, units should consist ât about 125 
men.

Secondly, they may be of Infantry, mount­
ed Infantry or cavalry. In view of numbers 
already available. Infantry are needed 
most, and cavalry are the least serviceable.

Thirdly, all should he armed with decimal 
303 rifles or carbines, which can be sup­
plied by the Imperial Government, If nec­
essary.

Fourthly, all must provide their own 
.equipment and the mounted troops their 
own horses.

Fifthly, not more than one captain and 
three subalterns are to be allowed to each 
unit. The whole force may be commanded 
by an officer not higher than major.

In considering the numbers which can he 
employed, the Secretary of State for War 
will be guided by the nature of the offers, 

desires that each colony should be 
fairly represented, and the limits necessary 
If the force ls to be fully utilized by the 
available staff as an Integral portion of the 
Imperial forces. The Imperial Government 
would gladly accept units.

The conditions are as follows :
Troops to be disembarked at port of land­

ing In South Africa, fully equipped at the 
cost of the Colonial Government or volun­
teers. From the date of disembarkation 
tbe Imperial Government will provide pay 
at Imperial rates, supplies and ammunition, 
and will defray, expenses of transport back 
to Canada, and pay wound pensions and 
compassionate allowances at Imperial rates.
Troops to embark not later than 31st Oc­
tober, proceeding direct to Cape Town for 
orders. Inform accordingly all 
offered to raise volunteers.
