The books will show every transac­
tion made with perfect regularity, 
securities not hypothecated will be found 
intact in the bank vaults, but what they 
vill amount to I cannot say. Perhaps I 
have taken a more dreary view of the 
case than the facts warrant, but I want to 
give the exact situation as I see It. The 
charges against the Palmerston bank are 
a complete loss. This accounts for $40,000 
of the deposits. The $28,000 in securities 
which the Bank of Hamilton has accounts 
for that amount of the deposits, since the 
money, deposited was loaned on these 
notes. Thus $70,000 out of the $113,000 of 
deposits are wiped out. I am informed 
that there I» to be another chartered bank 
errrted in Oakville art once.

Statement for Depositors.
“I wilt make a statement to the deposi­

tors to-morrow and then do the best we 
can. The assignee’s report ought to le 
ready this week.”

One of the assets of the Oak­
ville bank is $40,000 owed by the Palmers­
ton Bank.

“It Is absolutely false that 1 gambled on 
the market with bank funds. I was on 
the market some, butt my operations never 
impaired to any extent the resources of 
the hank. The books will show the truth 
of this ■statement. I made money on the 
market and then lost it. That Is the ex­
tent of the dealings I had. I owe it to 
myself, as well as thn depositors, to make 
this phase of the statement emphatic.

“Things kept going from bad to worse,

59 When a. wireless message Is sènt across 
the ocean an electric spark Is made to snap 
between two brass balls. The sparks may 
be said to make a splash in the ether, the 
high wire taking the place of the stone, 
which, when dropped in a pond, causes 
ripples to flow outward In every direction. 
The electrical ripples similarly stream out 
from the wire In every direction at the 
speed Of light, which to 185,000 miles a 
second.

The number of waves whlctn stream from 
a Marconi pole Is from 500,000 to 2,000,000 
per second. These waves are not to be 
confounded with the air waves» which 
cause sound, tbo for the purposes of ex­
planation they may be compared to them. 
When a poker Is struck the vibrations of 
the steel rod transfer themselves to tbe 
surrounding: sir In tbe form of waves in 
the atmosphere.

Wireless telegraphy waves travel not bÿ 
means of the atmosphere, but thru tbe far 
more Intangible substance, ether, which is 
held to fill up space and penetrate all mat­
ter. Even In ordinary telegraphy tbe cur­
rents flows thru the ether surrounding the 
atoms of copper, rather than thru the wire 
Itself. In wireless 
does not flow thru 
using the ether which penetrates the at­
mosphere as a medium thru which to flow.

Many years ago it was found out that 
electricity passed thru the space separat­
ing two long parallel wires. When a cur­
rent of electricity was made to flow thru 
one wire a magnetic influence spread ont 
from the wire, and on reaching the ether 
induced in it a state of electricity similar 
to the current flowing in the first wire. 
The current was transferred, as it were, 
across a bridge of magnetism.

The waves which fly from the transmit­
ting station almost Instantly reach the dis­
tant receiving wire. The waves ere then 
feeble and could not operate 
so that a “coherer” and “relay 
be used.

The coherer consists of metal filings, 
which remain separate from one another, 
and offer resistance to a current until the 
Hertzian waves strike the aerial. Then the 
filings press together, and the obstruction 
is bridged. The relay current can then act, 
and a strong current instantly flows thru 
the circuit and operates the machine, which 
prints the code on paper tape.

It "has been said that two stations might 
be placed back to back, and the waves 
made to pass completely aroimd the world. 
This would require waves of very great 
length in order to overcome the great curva­
ture of the earth.

The induction method was the one used 
by all the earlier experimenters with wire­
less telegraphy, and it was not until Hertz 
published his experiments with the waves 
caused by the spark-gap method that 
Hertzian waves became tbe more popular 
field of work with electricians. Marcoji! 
studied these waves under Prof. Rlghl, 
himself an expert In them.

Marconi is generally recognized as the 
first to make use of Hertzian waves for the 
basis of a system of telegraphy, pcope/Iy 
so called.

Mr. Marconi's progress has been from 
tens to hundreds, then from hundreds to 
over 3000 miles, and now he has spanned 
the Atlantic, a distance of 2500 mlles^
