NEW YORK, Aug. 8|—A special de­
spatch to The Herald from Beverly, 
Masa, says:

Richard A. Ballinger, secretary of 
the interior, Is the political sacrifice 
which has been demanded by the men 
who are backing the Taft administra­
tion “to the end that Theodore Roose­
velt shall not again carry the key of 
the White House. There no longe* 
seems to be any doubt that Senator 
Crane of Massachusetts' went west­
ward to hint broadly to Mr. Ballinger 
that, altho most of his party believe In 
him. he Is, under the circumstances, a 
load which it should not be required 
to carry in the last djtch fight which it 
Is about to make to keep the house 
or representatives Republican.

With a strong prospect that Mr. Bal­
linger will retire it is regarded as more 
than probable that his place in the 
cabinet will be offered to Senator 
Frank P. Flint, of California. Senator 
Flint has announced his desire to re­
tire from the senate on March 3. This"
Is because of the expense of conduct­
ing a campaign in California. An ap­
pointment of this character would ne­
cessitate no campaign and Senator 
Flint would be accepted by his party* 
as a desirable.

President Taft occupies a peculiar 
position In the present game which is 
being played with headquarters at 
-Beverly. Personally he would not 
suggest to Mr. Ballinger that he re­
linquish his place In the cabinet. He 
holds him not only to be honest, but 
right in the contention of which he has 
become the centre. Mr. Taft never de­
serts a man who stands beside him 
and fights squarely.

Speak of Him as Millstone,
Into this situation has come a politi­

cal force which has been powerful 
enough to convince the president that 
Mr. Ballinger should" be placed in pos­
session of all the cpnsiderttlons which 
govern the attitude of his party to- . 
ward him. The men who carry the 
burden of redeeming the Republican 
promises and maintaining its suprem­
acy thru the legislation which It en­
acts, believe that Mr. Ballinger Is a7 
millstone In the fight which they must 
make for the control of congress.

So there has been tacit, if not open, 
approval of the plan to acquaint him 
with the true situation, and his resig­
nation is expected to follow the report 
of the Balllnger-Ptnchot committee 
early in September. This Is based up­
on the expectation that this report will 
show a majority of the committee be­
hind the acts of the accused secretary 
of the interior. x

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CONFESSED TO MURDER
SERIOUS ACCIDENT AT 

S00 LOCKS AVERTED

EXPLOSION IN TRENCH 
'3 WORKMEN BURNED !v

Steamer Crashed Into Gates and 
Sprang Them Open a 

Foot or Two.

Tells World Man He Will Say 
Nothing Till He Gets

Serious Accident in Trunk Sewer

SAULT STB. MARIE, Ont., Aug. 3.— 
(Special.)—A most serious accident to 

Interests of navigation was 
averted, as if by miracle, at midnight 
last night, when the steamer Lake 
Shore ran into the upper gates of the 
Foe Lock, Soo, Michigan, springing 
them out & foot or more. Had the 
gates given away,3 as might easily 

have happened under the conditions, 
navigation thru the American canal 
would undoubtedly have been sus­
pended for the balance of the season, 
as the movable ram at Bridge Island 
Is not completed, and there would 
have 'been no way of shutting off the 
water.

The Lake Shore approached Poe 
Lcck upbound under an apparently 
full head of steam, and when several 
hundred feet from the lovgsr gates 
took a sudden sheer and struck the 
south middle pier with such force that 
the timber work was torn up for a 
considerable distance. She continued 
to scrape along the south pier and 
lock wall, breaking the coping in two 
or three places, and it is estimated 
that when she entered the lock her 
speed was about ten miles an hour.

The wall force on the lock saw the 
danger and tried to get cables out, 
but the crew on the steamer 
excited that only one was made fast, 
and, in attempting to check the Lake 
Shore, the cable slipped off the drum. 
Going at high speed the steamer's 
bow ran up on.the breast wall and 
struck the centre of the west gates 
with .such force as to open them up 
a foot or more.

The impact sent the steamer back, 
and the gates, as if by a miracle, 
sprung back into place and mitered 
perfectly, shutting off the flow of 
water.

Neither gate or steamer were dam­
aged to any extent. Those on the 
wTall noticed that when the stem of 
the steamer passed the lower end 
of the lock, her engines were working 
strong ahead .and one of her crew on 
deck was hurried down to notify the 
engineer to stop the engines, which 
did not begin to back until about the 
time the steamer struck the 'gates.

QUEBEC, Aug. 3.—(Special.)—In­
spector Dew of Scotland Yard will 
neither deny nor confirm the report 
widely published to-day that Dr. Crip- 
pen has confessed to the murder *of 
Belle Elmore.

The report of Jacobs, Davis and For- 
gie, the New York engineering firm, 
on a system of underground railways 
for Toronto, will be ready about the 
end of August. Advice to this effect 
was received1, by City Engineer Rust 
yesterday.

While the experts have given little 
hint as to the plan they have in mind 
even in a general way, the expectation 
of Mayor Geary and Mr. Rust is that 
the report will be a comprehensive One 
which will take into account with the 
utmost care' the trend of traffic as 
shown on the surface lines, and the 
problems arising from the presence 6t 
the radial lines in the newer sections 
of the city.

The engineers have from time to 
time asked for information bearing on 
these phases, and, while they are tak­
ing longer in getting the report ready 
than1 was anticipated, no complaint is 
being made on that score. It will be 
remembered that the engineers were 
granted a fixed sum for the work, so 
that deliberation is not profitable as in 
some retainers.

The mayor said yesterday that he 
believed the report would outline a 
plan of gradual development.
Own idea was that the first step should a 
be the building of the surface lines in 9K 
the new districts, making an arrange- ^ 
ment with the street railway for in­
terchange. He did not think that the 
company would object to a system of 
transfers that should be mutually ad-

Dr, 6heard Scores Point. '
That one form of contagious dft- 

ease may develop from another in a 
private home as well as in the isola­
tion hospital was the point impress­
ed upon thé board of control yesterday 
by Medical Health Officer Sheard.

The six-year-old son of Thomas 
Hartwell, 2114 Dundas-etreet, showed 
symptoms of scarlet fever last Friday 
night, and died on Sunday morning.
On Saturday, another child, 8 years 
old, contracted diphtheria, and the fa­
ther asked Dr. Sheard to have the 
child removed to the Isolation.

The difficulties in the way were ex­
plained to the board by the doctor.
The private wards are occupied. If the 
child were placed in th ediptitherta 
ward it might infect othèr inmates 
with scarlet fever, and if in the scarlet 
fever ward might spread diphtheria.
It is not certain, however, that the 
child will develop scarlet fever, and if 
placed in the mixed Ward, it might 
contract the disease there. Dr. Sheard 
will try to secure a private ward with­
in 48 hours.

CAMRABLLTON, n.B., Aug. 2.-
(Speclal.)—It is thought that the 
spread of contagious disease was 
checked to-day for the time being. 
The health authorities were engaged 
this forenoon in fumigating tents, 
where measles end diphtheria had 
broken out. Several contributions of 
drugs have been received, and this 
makes it easier to take precautions.

In the meantime th^ relief com­
mittee cannot afford to wait any long­
er, and are having application forms 
filled out by the homeless, prior tô 
providing buildings for them next 
week. They feel confident at the time 
that the public will quickly increase 
the relief fund to the necessary figure. 
In two weeks at least it should reach 
$100,000, if the people respond In the 
right way. The extra contribution 
from St. John City is a step in the 
right direction.

With only the present fund on hand, 
however, it would go hard with the 
people next winter. Fifty thousand 
dollars is practically useless, in face 
of the gigantic task of providing 
homes and food for the next eight 
months.

NEW YORK, Aug. 8.—The World to­
day publishes the following cabled de­
spatch from TOkio:

Japan is amazed by the new mani­
festation of jingoism in America. Af­
ter more than fifty years of almost 
worshipful affection for her, Japan 
canhot understand America's fresh 
outbreak of seeming animosity. I 
asked the premier, Gen. Marquis Taro 
Katsura, soldier and statesman and 
the most prominent figure near the- 
throne, to define hie country’s attitude 
toward the United States.
- “America has been a tender mother 
to Japan,” said the premier to me. 
“Coming up from babyhood, we were 
but bne year old when you came and 
tapped gently on the door. It Is im­
possible to believe that Such a rela­
tionship can Xbe broken off without 
reason.

"Is >merlca displeased 
eon has grown! up with good Intelli­
gence and may not always obey the 
parent?

"This Should not bè so. Would It 
nqt be more properly displeasing to 
the parent tf Japan still remained a 
child, without having progressed? 
There Is no reason for America to be 
displeased with Japan's development 
and advancement.

“Why should Japan want war?” 
asked the premier, earnestly, “I have 
been raised a soldier since my fifteenth 
year. I know the cruelty of war 1 
commanded In the war with China. 
As premier, six years ago. I had to de­
cide abruptly, and I did decide.” (Ac­
tual hostilities between Japan and 
Russia began In February, 1904).

“I conducted the war with Russia," 
Marquis Katsura added. “I know 
what war is. It is agatnét Civilization, 
against humanity."

"And# we are paying $100,000,000 for 
armaments,” the premier exclaimed. 
“The nations talk of ‘maintaining the 
equilibrium’ by building battleships. 

.Cannot the equilibrium, be maintained 
by thirty battleships as well as by 
fifty? Must we go on forever build­
ing battleships and increasing armies?

"What causes the revival of these 
war rumors in America? You objected 
to our immigrants; we kept them 
away. Why this talk Of war with us 
in America now? What Is the basis 
of complaint against us?

“I do not understand It!" Marquis 
Katsura exclaimed. "It is very dis­
agreeable. America is strong enough 
to accomplish anything. Who can 
withstand her in anything she has de­
termined upon?

“We have a great problem in China, 
a problem not wholly for Japan, but 
fdr the whole world. We think Ameri­
ca should stand beside us in preserving 
civilization from any possible conflict 
growing out of that problem—«hould 
aid us to end the cruelties of war.

“Way between America and Japan is 
Impossible.” concluded the 
solemnly. V

trip to England wan Issued yesterday 
by Col. Sir Henry Pellatt.

The regiment will parade at the 
armories, Saturday, Aug. 13, in readi­
ness to leave at 8 p.m., leaving by 
two special G.T.R. trains.

Sunday a few hours will be spent in 
Montreal with the 65th Regiment, the 
regiment reaching Quebec at night. 
Until Aug. 20 the boys will be in 
training camp at Levis. They will 
dine In one large mess tent, as was 
the arrangement during the last trip 
to Quebec, and the sergeants and offi­
cers will have their special tents for 
messing. Sir Henry Pellatt has secur­
ed eight of the most competent drill 
seregants In the permanent corps of 
Canada. They will accompany the 
regiment to Quebec, where one ser­
geant will take Charge of each Com­
pany and drill them for the five days 
during which they are encamped. This 
drill will be thoro and will be fol­
lowed each day by a route march of 
five miles to get the men Into shape. 
The drilling will be done in the cool 
part of the day, and the men will 
either lounge or be given Instructive 
lectures while the heat Is greatest.

The officers will also be put thru 
their paces. Sergeant-Major LeBIanc, 
of the permanent corps, will be on 
hand with a string of horses, and will 
give the officers a course in horse­
manship. All Instructors have been 
secured at Sir Henry Pellatt's personal 
expense.

Aug. 20 the regiment will sail on 
the Megantlc at 7 p.m., two men to 
each stateroom, which can accommo­
date four, the upper berths to be 
utilized for baggage. There will be 
some drill aboard ship and also eoms 
Instruction in the use of the Rose 
rifle, with which the regiment will 
be served before leaving Toronto. 
The men will, however, be left pretty 
free.

Reaching Liverpool Aug. 27, the 
regiment will entrain for Aldershot, to 
train until Sept. 12 with the regular 
troops and 6000 British volunteers. 
The training during this time will be 
In miscellaneous manoeuvres. Leave 
will be given, as far as can be learned 
at. present, to men to visit London 
after 3.30 each day. Thirty-five trains 
go to the metropolis and there Is a 
special theatre train which returns to 
Aldershot each night, leaving London 
at 12.15 o'clock.

Four days—Sept. 13-16 Inclusive— 
will be spent sightseeing in London, 
occupying quarters at the Duke of 
York's school barracks at Chelsea. 
Sept. 17 the regiment returns to Aider- 
shot, where, on the 19th, the big 
manoeuvres will begin. The start will 
be made In the morning from Aider- 
shot and an average march movement 
of 13 miles a day be made. The En­
tire distance to be covered leythe 70 
miles that lies between Aldershot and 
Salisbury Plains, the objective point. 
This totter place must be reached on 
Sept. 24, at noon. Forced marches, as 
a test, may be made on some days. 
While others may be spent In going 
titn a few miles.
/ Sept. 24 the regiment will embark 

/Tor home on the White Star liner Can­
ada, reaching Toronto about Oct. 2.

Confusion in baggage arrangement 
has been avoided by an ingenious 
system of numbering devised and 
worked by Sir Henry Pellatt himself. 
Each man In the regiment will be 
given a number from 1 to 600 and 
each piece of baggage will have his 
number. Each berth on train and 
boat will also toe numbered and each 
man will know exactly where to go. 
By this arrangement It should take 
only five minutes to entrain or em­
bark. The camp will be similarly 
systematized.

CANTON, China, Aug. 3.—A boycott 
on American goods and merchants, 
on similar lines to the one which sev­
eral years ago caused millions of dol­
lars' damage to American 
China, has been proclaimed here, in 
response to complaints of the treat- 
ment of Chinese in America.

The specific cause of complaint on 
this occasion is the objection of the 
Chinese of San Francisco to the de­
tention sheds on Angel Island in San 
Francisco Bay, which they have been 
endeavoring for some time to have re­
moved to San Francisco itself, In 
der to secure better treatment for ar­
riving Chinese.

The boycott is proclaimed by the 
Chinese Self-government Society of 
Canton, an organization conducting a 
propaganda for “China for the Chi­
nese’* and for governmental; reform, 
to which Chinese in San Francisco 
appealed by letter.

An appeal has been Issued to Chi­
nese abroad, asking them to co-oper­
ate in the boycott. •

Passengers Say Poles Along Track 
Are Too Close to Cars.

Some day when the railway commis­
sion have a little spare time they could 
confer a benefit on the traveling pub­
lic by taking a trip up over the Metro­
politan Railway as far as Jackson's 
Point, with a view to remedy one out­
standing grievance.

Contraction In Iron Trade.
NEW YORK, Aug. 3.—The Iron Age 

to-morrow will say: The blast furnace 
statistics for Aug. 1" show plainly the 
contraction that is going on In the iron 
trade. In July the production of coal 
and anthracite iron was 2,142,442 tons, 
or a daily rate of 69,111 tons, against 
2.266,478 tons in June, representing a 
dally rate of 75",516 tons. The falling 
oft is chiefly in the output of steel 
works blast furnaces, their production 
being 4500 tons a day less in July than 
in June. It should be noted, how­
ever, that steel production has not de­
clined in the same ratio as that of pig 
iron, since the large steel producers 
are now drawing upon their stocks of 
pig iron and scrap. The U.S. Steel 
Corporation is now operating 72.5 per 
cent, of its blast furnace capacity. In 
the past week there have been evi­
denced of rather more pressure on 
foundry iron prices. A number of sel­
lers have been more actively seeking 
business and $11 Birmingham for No. 
2 Southern iron is now not uncommon. 
In finished materials the wire trade 
seems .to be the most active. The 1.40 
price for steel bars is now more com­
mon. However, on early deliveries, 
1.45 still generally prevails. The rate 
at which new business has come to 
the books of the large steel companies 
was less in July than in June.

The total number ship­
ped was 12,531 head, showing an Increase 
of 4655. as compared with the previous 
month, but a decrease of 1421 as com­
pared with the. same month l'ast year. 
The total exports from the opening or 
navigation to July 31 were 27,764 heafl, as 
against 38,568 for the corresponding period 
a year ago, showing a decrease of lu.svt 
head, which is due to a large extent to 
tne falling off in the exports of American 
cattle from this port, as there have been 
only 33 head shipped during the past 
three months, as against 5158 for the same 
period last year.
