CONVICTION QUASHED
IN/LIQUOR ACT CASE
Mr, Justice Masten yesierday quash-
ed the conviction by a police magis-
trate of Smith's Falls in which a_ fine
of $200 was imposed upon John Cahill
for an alleged breach. of the Ontario
Temperance Act, and reserved only
the question of whether costs should
.be given against the chief of police
who- jaid the _chq,rge.
James Haverson, K, C., who appeal-

| ed from the magistrate’s decision on

behalf of the accused, held that costs
should be given against the ochief of
police who laid the information. The
town would pay it, he explained.

The story of the case as told by Mr.
Haverson is remarkable. John D. Ca-
hill, of the Township of Eimsley, near
Smitn’'s ¥alis, ordered three cases of
whiskey from Huil, Que., and the ex-
press company made delivery to John
Cahiil, of Smith’'s Falls.

CONVICTION QUASHED
IN LIQUOR ACT CASE

Mr. Justice Masten yesterday quasn-
ed the conviction by a police magis-
trate of Smith's Falls in which a fine
of $200 was imposed upon John Cahill
for an alleged breach of the Ontario
Temperance Act, and reserved only
the question of whether costs should
.be given against the chief of police
who. iaid vhe'chq,rge.

James Haverson, K, C.,, who appeal-
ed from the magistrate’s decision on
behalf of the accused, held that costs
should be given against the ohief of
police who laid the information. The
town would pay it, he explained.

The story of the case as told by Mr.
Haverson is remarkable. John D. Ca-
hill, of the Township of Eimsley, near
Smitn's lalis, ordered three cases of
whiskey from Huill, Que., and the ex-
press company made delivery to John
Cahiil, of Smith’s Falls. The wet goods
arrived during the absence of Cahil,
and his wife did not want to take them
“in, but the expressman suggested that
the husbarcd had ordered them and that
she should pay the express charges of
60 cents, . ¢

This was done, but later in the even-

two men called for the shipment, claimi-
ing it had been left there by mistake.
They paid the express charges and de-
parted with the whiskey.

Two days later John D. Cahill came
to the hdme of John and demanded his
whiskey, When it was not forthcom-
ing a chafge of theft was laid against
John,: While the theft charge was
pending the police chief laid an in-
formation under the tempemance act,
charging Jonn Cahill with illegal de-
livery of liquor.

The war profits tax  resolution
brought down by Hon. W.' T. White
as a government notice of motion pro-
vides: v

First—-That in any business taxable
under the act where the annual profits
exceed fifteen per cent. per annum, the
tax shall be increased to fifty per cent.,
with respeect to all profits in excess of
the said fifteen per cent., but not ex-
ceeding twenty per cent. per annum,
and where the profits exceed twenty
per cent. per annum the tax shall be
increased to seventy-five - per cent.,
with respect to all profits in excess of
the said twenty per cent. and such
\noreases as the tax shall be levied
against and paid by the person owning
such business for each and every ac-
counting period ending after the first
day of December, 1916,

Second—That for the purposes of
the said act, the actual unimpaired re-
serve, rest or accumulated profits ghall,
at the commencement of an account-
ing period by an incorporated com-
pany, be included as part of its capi-
tal as long as it is held and used by
the company as capital. .

That any enactment founded on this
resolution shall -be deemed to have
come into force on and from the
eighteenth day of May, one thousand
nine hundred and sixteen.
Third—That the tax shall. be paid
each year within one month from the
date of the maliling of the notice of
assessment.

Fourth—That with re‘pect' to every
business liable to taxation hereunder
the period for which the returns shall
be made and during which it shall be
made and during which it shail be
liable for assessment shall be at least
thirty-six fonths, commencing with
the beginning of the first accounting
period ending after the thirty-first day
of December, 1914, or for such less

Business Tax Productive.

“From this Jast named tax, which
was introduced by the budget of last
vear, we estimated that we should re-
ceive twenty-five million dollars dur-
ing the three years of its currency.

“This tax was retroactive, being
levied in respect of business account-
ing periods ending subsequently to
December 31, 1914, The pro-
fits of the first accounting period
of business subject #o the tax
were much affected by the severe de-
pression and dislocation of business
incidental to the first months of the
war. Nevertheless from this first
period, the sum of $12,500,000 has al-
ready been collected, and when, the
€ull levy is made, we expect to have
collected in respect of this period as
much as $15,000,000. For the second
accounting period, the, taxes for
which are payable during this year,
we estimate that the amount collected
will be larger, in fact as high
as $20,000,000 or more.

Business Prosperity.

“srha therease will, of course, be due
to the business prosperity which has
prevailed in Canada  during the past
yvear and the profits made in supply-
ing munitions of war. On the whole,
notwithstanding the. difficulty of or-
ganizing on short notice the official
machinery necessary to cover so large
a country as Canada, the tax has
worked out much -more satisfactorily
than we expected@and the total re-
sults will be much greater than ths
estimate.

amount of fthe war expenditure
itself.

Must Increase Income.

The finance minister then went on
to say that the national income must
be increased if we were to carry on
the war and meet the increased charges
for interest and pensions. Only three
sources of increased revenue were sug-
gested; one was to place a higher tar-
iff tax upon luxuries; another was to
raise the income tax, and the third
was to increase the business tax upon
war profits. He was of the opinion
that the first two suggestions were not
feasible, and in this connection says:

Income Tax Impracticable.

“Then fit has been frequently sug-
gested that following the of
Great Britain ‘and the United States,
we should adopt an income 'tax upon all
incomes beyond, wsay $1,000 or $2,-
000. The comparison in_this regard,
however, of Canada 'with either .of
these countries is fallacious. We are
not a country of large accumulated

of incomes derived from
investments. Canadian incomes are
mostly derived from ‘personal earnings
and while there are many exceptions,
the rule prevails generally thruout the
Dominion. So far as I am aware the
incomes of the professional and sal-
aried classes thruout Canada have not
materially increased since ; the out-
break of the war. In the case of many
they have actually dectined::.

“This being so, it dvées not secm
equitable to impose upoi ‘these the
burden of an additional “ificome  {ax,
for they are taxed now upon their in-
comes by municipalities and provinces,
at a time when, owing to the.war, the
cost of living has so grestly ‘increased.
If ‘such a tax is to be = imposed : it
seems to me that so far as, the great
majority of Canadians are concerned it
might better be levied in times of
peace when the cost of living is again
normal. It is further to be pointed out
that the maximum amount which
would be obtained from such a tax
in Canada would, in terms of Dominion
finance, be. comparatively small and
that its administration would require
almost a second civil service sufficient
in number to cover every municipality,
rural amd urban, thruout the Domin-
jon. The gost of levy and collection
of such a tax would be much higher
proportiondtely than in a geographi-
cally small, wealthy, densely-populat-
éd country like Great Britain, or than
in the United States, which, altho of
the same area as Canada, has twelve
times the population, and much more
than twelve times our wealth. On the
whole, it would appear to me that the
income tax should not be resorted to
by the Dominion Government until its
necessity becomes clearly and unmis-
takably apparent, notwithstanding the
drawbacks which I have mentidbged.

Would Mean Double Tax.
“In connection with this tax it is also
to be observed that the larger ingpmes
in so far as they are not personally
earned are derived in part from hold-
ings in joint stock companies already
subject to taxation under the provi-
sions of the Business Profits 'War Tax
Act, It must also be remembered that
the Canadian public are voluntarily
supporting the Capadian Patriotic, Red
Cross and other funds, The amount
contributed annually to these funds is
much in excess of the amount likely
to be realized from any income tax.
It is true‘ that some wealthy men do
not contribute their fair shares to these
funds. Bdt this would also be true
in anyv scheme of income taxation, es-
pecially with issues of Dominion bonds
exempt, from Dominion taxation.”
Tax Abnormal Profits.

“The question of further revenue
then narrowed down to abnormal pro-
fits made by business firms during the
period of the war and ‘this, ln my
view, is the proper and legitimate
gource to which to look for increased
revenue to meet the increased cost of
the war.”

Before~announcing th in
the businéss tax on profits Sir
Thomas said he saw no reason to dis-
criminate against munition manufac-
turers.

The man making munitions 'was ren-
dering a service to -the country. It
his profits were abnormally large he
ghould pay a higher rate of taxetion,
not because he was making munitions,
but because he was making so much
money. It would be unfair, in his
opinion, to tax the firm thet turned
out the finished munition on a higher
scale than the firm which furnished
the raw material for such munition.
The principle to be followed was that
the man who profited by the war thru
4 great increase in the profits of his
business should share in the burden
of the war by paying heavier taxation.

Follows Logical Course.

“Tn accordance,” he sald, “with the
which I have enunciated, the
government last year imposed the busi-
ness profits war tax. Under that leg-
islation profits in excess of a certain
percentage upon capital invested were
taxed to the extent of 25 per cent. of
such excess. This measure has proved
guite successful, not the least of its
merit being the small cost of its ad-

minigtration which will probably mot
exceed -haif of one per cent. napon the

amount colected. In view of the in-
creasing interest and pension charges
due to the war, and believing “+his  to
be the tfue source to which recourse
should be had for further revenue, ‘We
propose-to extend- this tax by taking
an increas#d sbare of profits.’

“We ptopose to take from, persons,
firms and companies 1iable - to the
business profits war tax, 1916, \ffty
per cent, of all profits in excess of 15
per cent., but not exceeding 20 per
cent. per annum and 75 per cent. of
profits in excess of 20 per cent. per
annum upon capital. That is to say,
up to 15 per cent. they will be liable
to the existing legislation, and inad-
dition, we shall take one-salf of their
profits between 15 per cent. agd 20
per cent. and three-fourths of their
profits beyond per cent. The in-
croased tax will chiefly affect manu-
facurers of munitions and other war
supplies.”
