THE SCOTCHMEAXN.
Scotchmen and sons of Scotchmen,
assembled around the festive board
at the Royal Hotel this evening, will
racall the courage, the devotion, the
sufferings and the achievements of
the men of their race in the centur-
ies past, and will gather inspiration
from the lessons taught by their for-
bears. e
Canada owes much to men of Scot-
tish blood, and the hearty good will
of mem of every nationality is ex-
tended to St. Andrew’s Socjety, since
all appreciate its work and, what it
represents. In ‘Montreat last Sunday
the Rev. John Mackay, preaching to
the St. Andrew’s Society of that
city, reminded his hearers of the rllxg—
ged faith and courage of their fore-
fathers, and added these ' pregnant
observations:—
,““To us inithis great aew land of
Canada, to: whom the very word
politics has become almost a syn-
onym for #rickery and corsuption,
the example: of our fathers, and the
worde of the inspired psalmist, are
as trumpet’ calls to duty and pat-
riotism.

AMBITION OF HALIFAX.

The Halifax Chronicle anticipates
e great boom for Halifax in connec-
tion with  the Grand Trupk Pacific
Railway. Whatever . is true with re-
gard to Halifax, in ‘that connection,
so far as the adaptability of the
port, is even more true with regard
to St. John. Whatever is done to
place Halifax in a position to Handle
traffic should be done in the case of
St. John, which has a shorter rail-

way haul and has already developed | P

an important winter business. The
business men of St. John should take
mote of what the Chronicle says to
the business men-of Halifax. It says:-

Halifax has a long start in the
race. It is already a great commer-
cial centre. It has been specially
blessed by nature with an unrivalled
harbour and 'a most favorable gitua~
tion. It has all the moral amd poli-
tical backing at present that any
place could desire. It has a solid
contingent of its most able and trus-
ty friends as the friends and sup-
porters of the government at Otta-
wa. It has turred its back even on
the leader of the opposition, al-
though one of its own Bonored citi-
zens, to strike hands with the gov-
ernment in the matter. It has two
able, alert and thorougfily-informed
business men cf the city, as its di-
dect representa’’ ‘es.

When, thereforc, has such an oppor-
tunity, ever presented itself to Hali-
tax? Will our people rise to the occas-
jon? Will they drop dead psrty is-
sues, stop talking petty, “‘politics”

is]

and unite as one man for the inter-
ests of Halifax, and Nova Scotia? If
sQ, they need have no doubt as to
the future.

And now is the time for prepara-
tion and for work. We trust that
the Halifax Board of Trade will take
the lead in thc matter. They should
be its natural directors. But they
cannot be unless they keep clear of
“‘politics,”” and devote themselves
exclusively to business. They should
agree among themselves exactly as to
what is required, and set themselves
to secure that thing by systematic,
carcfully planned effort. They must
not expect the government to do all.
'That has been toe much the fashion
with us in the past.

This port will have to be adequate-
ly equipped for  the igreat traffic
which the N. T. R. is designed, and
we believe destined, to hring to it.
It must do its own {Ull share towards
providing that eguipment,. It
is. an essential ‘part - of = ‘the
N. T. R. scheme that the I. C. R
should be double-tracked from Mone-
ton to Halifax. This has not been
directly provided for, although ob-
vieusly contemplated and suggested,
in the contraet. Halifax and Nova
Scotia should havé a constant eye
to that, and te the providing of ter-
minal facilitics here in time for the
opening of the new road, so that we
may have an absolutely fair start in
the contest for the commercial bene-
fits of the N. T. R.

That road will likely be completed
within five years. There is no time,
therefore, to lase. No petty ob-
stacle should be thrown, or allowed
to stand, in the way. All personal
and political feelings should be sunk
in the struggle for the common weal.

Never again is Nova Scotia likely
to send a solid contingent to Ottawa
in support oi any government. Let
us ptake the most of the present oc-
casion. ,Even. had we returned one
opponent of the government, our case

‘lwould have been materially weaken-

ed. Now we are in a triumphant po-
sition to ' insist upon our Pights—we
should want nothing mare; we should
be content with nothing less.

SURPRISE THE WORLD,

It is stated that the Manitoba
government estimates an increase of
half a million acres in the cultivated
wheat area of the territories next
year, as a result of the unusually
late ploughing operations this fall.
Not for twenty-eight years has
ploughiﬁg been kept up as late in
the fall. It is thought that there
will also be an increase of half a
million aeres upder wheat in Manito-
Ba. This year. there was 3,500,000
acres of wheat, and if.  next year
there is 4,500,000 the product may
approximate 90,000,000 - ‘or
100,000,000 buskels of wheat. Dis-
cussing the subject the . Montreal
Witness gives this ‘interésung review:

The romance of Canada’s wheat
fields makes interesting reading, and
even the matter of fact figures show-
ing the gradual development of what

The facilities
offered to the new comer are also fa-
vorable to a rapid increase in acre-
age, as a settler ,may, under present
regulations, secure for himself and
each of his grown sons a homestead
of 160 acres [ree, and can add ns
muech iand as he pleases at $56 to
$12 per acre, according to its dis-
tanoe from the railway line. Many
settlers in the North-West make
handsome profits out the first year's
crop, and apother great advantage
is the nmever failing quality of the
soil, which is a black loam resting
two or three feet deep on a clay sub-
$0il, ‘which would ajmost guarantee
& permanent fertility. The cost  for
ploughing, seeding and harvesting is
$6 per acre, and the hard grades of
wheat make the grain indispensable
to the United States miller and the
British consumer alike. The out-
look was then npever before more fa-
vorable for extension tham at the
and given Xkindly weather
‘ten months the Can-
will make a show-
the world.

I stopped at Calgary, just in the
pastern shadow of the Canadian
Rockies,
Zbiggest irrigation project in America

Yaxcelled only by one in India and one
“in Bgypt. T expetted 'to sec an army
of men with shovels, and saw not

- one shovel. Instead, three colossal
_steam - giants, «with. monstrous arms

#which dipped down, took a huge bite

. out of the earth, rose slowly and

~idropped the dirt to one side. Dip-

Eping and biting, these three machines '

{advance just about 100 feet a day,
gleaving in their wake a ditch- which
fiis the size of a 'small river, sixty
“feet wide and from twelve to twenty
‘feet deep. This ditch begins at the
river and crawls in a curving course
;something over a score of miles into
the country. The biggest irrigation
“hitch on the continent is simplicity
itsel®. There iis nothing complicated
mbout an irrigation plant. It’s just
an old-fashioned mill-race on a big
scale. You tap the river ar a high
level, run your ditch along the level,
with [just the slightest drop that will
make water flow at all. Then from

the big ditch you run smaller lateral !

. ditches, and from these still smaller
ones, -till every few acres  has

little rivulet. The ditch at Calgary

will supply an area of about 150 by:
50 miles, and water nearly 2,000,000 '

acres—more territory than is includ-
ed in some Eastern States. When
the work is done—but what irriga-
tion will do for a, semi-arid ‘country
is an old story. And yet, just the
elements of it may bear, retelling.
Farming with irrigation is as differ-
ent from. . ordinary farming. as hot-
house - gardening is" from ‘raising
wheat, Farming with irrigation
comes vei-,v close 'to. béing: an opera-
tion in chemistry. You have your
sunlight, you ‘have your soil, in fixed
quantities and of known chemical
constituents. You iadd your water in
quantities as needed. 'And 'if. you
wish, you can put fertilizing ‘ele-
ments,’ salts' of potash, for example,
in your-water, and then farming is
B matter of chemistry indeed. And
the results to the farmer are as dif-
ferent ' as | a chemist’s operations
must be from the results to a farm-
er who lets the caprices of the weath-
€; govern the supply of one of his
orincipal ingredients. If a piece of
ground which depends for water on
rqln, will }'aise a hundred ibushels,
‘he same piece irrigated will raise
ve hundred. Twenty acres irrigated
will support a family in ample ¢com-
;grr;; :mlf forty acres irrigated is as

When one seeks for the br ig-
nificance of ‘this big inig:t?ggr ~s:l 5
Ject here on the western plains. of
Canada, one wonders at first why
such work should be .done at all. Ca-
nada h_as literally millions of acres
of fer.tllt_a land, land which does not
need irrigation. Canada is so rich
and prodigal’ with fertile land that
she gives it away—160 acres to any
man who will merely settle on it and

improve it. The Canadian Pacific
ﬁmmﬂ is almost equally rich in

it sells at four and six dollars an
agre. | Why, then, this costly irriga-

tion of waste land, as if land were |

scarce? It suggests, instead of the
very sparse population, a country
that teems with people, a land like
Indis, where every squéite inch must |
&utﬂized that life may be kept in
i¢ people. The explanation made
by’ people here which may be true is
: the Canadian Government and
‘the Canadian- Pacific Railroad are
mbsolutely sure of Canada’s future.
They s&re laying the .foundations
broad and deep for a population as
¢ as our own. They are prepar-
iug for the time when their free land
will all be gonme. I hesitate to
dwell further on this, for the Trans-
cript alone of American papers seems
to. have realized the sweep and scope
of the empire-making that is going
on up hete, and readers of the Trans-
pript must be as familiar with it as
pne can be who merely reads and
does not see. The situation is like
this: Winnipeg, with about sixty
thousand, is Canada’s Chicago; Van-
couver, with about half as many, is
Cgnada’s San Francisco. In all the
wast country between those two—it
takes three days to cover on a rail-
road train — in all that country
there is but one town of over ten
_thousand people. It is as if we at
home had no Denver, no Omaha, no
Minneapolis, no ome of a -score of
cities. That, in a few decades Can-
ads will have its Denver its Omaha,
its Kansas City, is as certain as the
cooperation of Government, railroad
and a tremendous ‘Stream of eager
mmigrants that jostle each other
for an early chance, can mnke.it.
t:after all the biggest irrigation
prbject on the American continent is
merely a big ditch. I found Cal-
gary very interesting for a different
reason. In the swift t.ra.ngition of
the present, there is very little left
of the West as the Easterner con-
ceives it, Frederic Remington is
scarce more than a middleaged man,
but his pictures are no longer con-
temporary . In so far as they
are pictures of the present at all,
this little city of Calgary lives up to
them more nearly than any other
place. It is more nearly- typical of
the West of literature and the imag-
ination than any other town.

Here, spurs and leggings and riding
trousers, flannel shirt apd flapping
bat are the ordinary dress.

Nelson Whips Corbett.

Woodward’s Pavilion, San Francis-
co, Nov. 29.—In the greatest fight
witnessed between little men in
years. ‘‘Battling’’ Nelson of Chicago
won from  ‘‘Young Corbett’”” of Den-
wver, in ten rounds tonight.

From the tap of the bell until Cor-
bett’s seconds threw up the sponge,
Nelson was master of the situation
at every stage of the game. His in-
fighting was a revelation .and the
most brilliant witnessed in any ring
here. © For the last three roumds of
the fight Corbett was as helpless as
a baby but he wobbled around grog-
gily and gamely until the repeated
calls from around the house to stop
the fight caused Harry Tuthill to en-
ter the ring. 'The fight was over
and the new man is in line to van-
quish Champion Britt.

Although it was not a championship
affair the tense stillness of the big
house as the men squared up to
each other showed the interest taken
in the event. !

Both men showed extreme caution
in the first round, there being an ev-
ident disposition to take each others
measure. Neither showed the slight-
est nervousness.

In the second round Nelson went
right at his man, winning the cheers
of the house. The milling was fast
and Corbett looked a bit dazed but
wore a contemptuous smile. Corbett
was bleeding at the mnose when he
went to his corner. Nélson surpris-
ed the crowd by his bnilliant infight-
ing. Corbett was bleeding freely at
the end of the third round. The next
two rounds showed some of the fast-
est milling seen in any ring. Nelson
continuously forced Corbett to the
ropes and beat him badly with short
arm blows: “‘Keep away from him”’
continuously  yelled; Corbett's sec~
onds. They began to realize that
the Chicago lad was the superior of
the man who was supposed to be 'a
master at in-fighting, but Corbett
always came back swift and hard
when away at arms length.

The sixth round saw both men at
closa quarters as soon as the beil
rang. As usual Corbett started the
proceedings and landed a right on
Nelson’s body, but the ex champion
Rad shot his bolt while the Dane was |

as strong ds at the first of the mill.
He gave another display of his won-
derful short arm skill and hammered
Corbett at will,  Corbett fought
back wildly, but it was no use for
Nelson had the fight cinghed and
when Corbett went to  his corner
blood was pouring from his face.

Rounds seven and eight were sim-
ply a prolongation of the agony. It
was evident to all that nothing bul
a chance blow  could save Corbett,
but that chance blow did not come.
He used every legitimate device
known to ring generals, but Nelson
could not be conquered. He had the
strength and stamma against which
Corbett’s cleverness could not show.
When time was called for the ninth
round, it was apparent that Cor-
bett’s finish was at band. When the
bell rang he complained to the referee
that Nelson was butting him with his
head, but the claim was not allowed.
Then they mixed it again and Corbett
swung a fierce left to the jaw but it
had no effect on the Chicago man
who forced Corbett about the rinyg,
landing fearful right and left jolts at
will. Corbett was helpless and could
not protect himself. Nelson landed an
avalanche of straight rights and lefts
to the face and ‘the gong saved (or-
bett from almost certain defeat. It
looked as if he was motioning to his
seconds to throw up the sponge.

The next round saw the finish. Nel-
son went right after Corbett.  Cor-
bett hung to Nelson desperately,
fighting back like B wild man. His
swings were wild, however, Nelson
again rushed Corbett to the ropes,
landing at will with right and left
on the face. Corbett was groggy
and the crowd yelled ‘‘stop it,”
‘stop it.” Nelson went after Corhett
who could searcely vaise his hands.
Corbett’s sedonds seeing the helpless
and hopeless condition ‘of their charge
threw up the sponge, Corbett was
carried to his - corner with blood
streaming from his nostrils, mouth
x'u::d ears, an utterly defeated pugil-
ist.

Events are moving rapidly towards
a reassembling of the High Joint
Commission to consider questions at
issue between this eountry and Cama-
da, especially the trade relations. It
is understood . that Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier has made it clear that an invita-
tion from the United States would be

welcomed. and President Rogsevelt,as
stated in these despatches, Friday, is
very desirous that it should be ex-
tended. . The Canadians seemingly
prefer, if anything is to be done af-
fecting trade relations, that it should
be accomplished at once, preliminary
to‘the general discussion of the tar-
iff question upon which the Canadians
will embark in January. Their own
roving commission, which will study
the trade problems of the Dominion,
would rather know what they might
expect from the United States mnow
than‘after they had. completed their
report. Tt is not yet decided wheth-
er the High Joint Commission would
assemble here or in Ottawa. Either
city would be inconvenient for the
representatives of the other Domin- |
jom, who were connected with its leg-/
islation branch, like Scnator Fair-

banks, who is chairman of our com-;g

mission. It would make an exceed-
ingly crowded winter for him to un-
dertake this work, but it is believed

| that he will arrange to do it. A num-

ber of vacancies exist on both. sides
and these might be filled by men who,
other things being equal, could spare
the time. Persons familiar with the
attitude of the same would be very
desirable on our side of the commis-
sion, since its work, if any tentative
agrecments are reached, would have
to be approved hy that body, proba-
bly as a treaty requiring a two-
thirds vote, and certainly by legisla-
tion necessitating a majority vote,ac-
cording to naturc of agreement that
might be made. It is by no means
cortain that the commissioners them-
selves could agree to any reciprocity
scheme. but the attempt is believed
to be worth making, and from pres-
ent indications soon will be made.
