A GLANCE BACKWARD,

PThere is an interesting reference to St.
Jobn in the extracts from the Diary of
John Van Buren (wrwitten in 1838), pub-
lished in ¢he December Saribner’s. He
was the second son of Martin Van Buren,
president of the United States, and went
to England in 1838, pantly on business amd
partly to witness the coronation of Queen
Victoria. Mr. Van Buren was a gmbed
writer as well as a courtly gentleman.
While in England he received much at-
tention from mnotable people, met the
young queen ab several public functions,
was ehtertairied by the nobility, and as a
wson of the president was welcomed every-
‘where. In the extracts from his Diary.
nwihich ave printed in'the Decenmber Scrib-
mer’s, he tells of the corenation, a royal
banquet, a dinner at Lord Palmerston’s,
one or two balls, a day at Windsor, a
visit to Lord Leicester, and the proroga-
tion of parliament by the young queen.
He writes freely and entertainingly of fa-
mous men and women of that day, from
the standpoint, of coumse, of a republican,
but -always with a kindly appreciation.
He was especially impressed with the
queenliness of Victoria, her wonderful
kelf-possession, and the charmh and grace
of her manner toward all.

But it was Mr. Van Buren’s referemce
to St. John that prompted the present re-
ference to his Diary. . He had sailed from
New York on May 2Ist, anticipating a
voyage of eighteen to twenty-two days.
