“ proper, the appropriation of monies voled, is peculi-
" arly within its province.”

neral Smyth, in 1622, and by the then Lxecutive nnd
Liegislative Council.—The Lords and Commons de-
liberate, the King enacts and executes.

n 1780, in the House of Lords, it was maintained
by Lords Stormont, Mansfield, Tharlow, and ot
that it was “the inherent, exclusive privilege of the
Commons to controul the public expendituve, whici no
composition, compromise or compact, would ever induce
thew to part with.”

A late writer upon the British Constitution thus
expresees himself:—* The Crown isindeed now in a
great measure dependent on the people for its ordina-
ry support und sulsistence. Iu this very peculiarity
of the Constitution, consists that fascinating charm
which always softens the insolence of gfjice, anid hus
sometimes melted the keart of tyranny itself into
courtesy and kindness. This salutary check in the
hands of the peaple, prevents the Government from
becoming despotic, whilst the absolute power of the
ing to dissolve the Parliament at bis plensure, pre-
serves it from licentiousness and anarchy.”

Again—* The Lords being a permancnt heveditary
“ Yody, created at the pleasure of the King, are sup-
“ pused to be more linble to an undue influence of the
“ Crown than the Cummons, who are freely chosen
“ by the j cople, and, when elected, are only a tempo-
“ rury body : heuce there would be great danger frem
“ @ power in the Lords to raise the supplies upon the
“ people ; and it is eufficient for their own sufety, and
* for the publie service, that they enjoy the right of
“ rejecting any tax bill, should the Commons nppear
“ to them at any time too levish and énprovident in
" their grants.” -
“ 'The important privilege of raising and withhold-
“ing supplies, is the very life nnd soul of the House
“of Commons; upon it their being entirely depends,
“ a dissolution being at all times in the power of the
“ King."

“ Awnare of the amazing ndvantages that they de-
“ rive from this power of granting the supplics to the
“ Crown, the Commous have nlways watclied over
“ this privilege with the most fostering and anxious
¢ solicitude ; hence nll amendments proposed by the
* Lords to money bills, have always been rejected with
“ indignution,—sometimes literally kickuljuut of the
“ House without being examined.”

“ In all aids, supplies, or grants of money, the con-
“ currence of the Lords nm} the assent of the King
“ becomes uecemlri only asa mere form of Law
“ prescribed by the Constitution.”

Blackstone says in vol. I. of his Commentaries, p.
807,—* No monied man will scruple to advance to
“ the Government any quantity of veady cash, on the
“ credit of a bare vote of the House of Commons,
“ though no law be yet passed to establish it.”

Would moaied men lend their money upon such a
vote, if the Lords had any thing to do with the ap-
propriations? No. 'The Eurt of Chatham would not
allow that tiou helouged to the g ing or le-
gislative power ; tases being the [ree gift and grant
of the mous' alone.

SW 1.~ The publieaffuirs of this Pro-
vinee having assumed w eharacter of painful interest,
we cannot remain indifirent spectators of the evils
already inflieted, e witkhold the expression of our re-
gret at the near prospert of others which she will
probubly be ealled ox te endure,  The failure of a
Bill of Supply is no trifiing ealamity in a poor eountry,
where so many persorss ef moderate means are depend-
ant on its appyopiiaticns ; aud yet this is the first
blessing conferred on New Brunswick by the newly
constructed Legishative Council.  We conld not bug
smile at the new vawping and patching of the old ma-
terials, which tosk place iwour sister provinee in 1838,
and at the eomplacency with which a certain Jarty
looked down wpon the work of their hands, and secn-
ed to boast that they had now got a sort of enlarged
and water tight buskin, that would earry them ¢ry
shod over the popular billows, We saw that the-
thing was but a Chinese shozat lest, and that before a.
grent while our neighbors would find that iz pinched
wearly as hard, if vot harder than the ol one.. With
a spirit not one whit more sanguine, did we regard the
eiforts made by come memlers of our Assembly in
1834, to follow this hopeful example; and as their
crude schemes were submitted, we smiled ugain at the
careful exclusion of the people—she only persons con-
cerned—Ifrom all ageney in n wenk, which, if it were
really to secure them health and prospesity, they alone
were able to perform. We kiow that a thousind
¢ chimerzes dire’ flit before the minds of many worthy
people, whenever an elective legislative Comncil iy
taiked of; but we are satisfied that this is the only re~
medy for those constant collisions and heart burninga,,
by which all the Colonies have been, and will continue
to be more or less plllicted.  If we eannot get this,
why let us rather have the old -elose corporations of
12, madeup of Judyges and hicads of Departments, than
those new fungled affairs, created by two or threo of
the twelve, from their own families, friends, und de-
pendants, - These selected Legislative Councils wre
but broader shields thrown round the same little fac-
tions whieh formerly fought aguinst the people, undes
a defence, thick and impervious enough, but of less
circumference, . We then had the pure and unadulte-
rate extract of misrule and injustice, and we are now
presented with a beverage somewhat diluted and of
moreattiactive eolour,but with the same pirit vonning
through every diaught,  New Brunswick is the oniy
one of the LowerColonies yet favored witliLegislative
and Executive Councils; we have from time to time
heard rumours that materiuls were collecting to erect
a new edifice for our advantage ; but from what we
kinow of the architects, we sre satisfied that instead
of being a well proportioned and substantial building,
winuing the vencration of the people by the protection
it afforded toall, it would be something like the Tower
of Pisn—Ileuning all one way. s

We ure not disposed just now to go into any very
elsborute argument, about these matters, but we woukd
merely ask those, who are so fearful of the swelling of
the democratic tide—so distrustful of the wisdom uud
discretion of the people—if they ean conecive for one
sitigle moment, that the people would do anything so
utterly ridiculous, pre-supposing that they had the
power, us to elect such a funny little knot as that
which sways the destinies and divides the patronnge
of Prince Edward Island—mock each other by choosing
a Legislative Council, like that of New Brunswick,
where a party opposed to their intereats always have &
majority ; or would they do what has been done in this
Provinee, create a Council, of which a moiety is bound
together by official and fumily connexions; nd having
five of its twelve members purtners in one mereantile
concern 7 The people might do something very ridi-
culous, but we cannot believe that they would commit
any such blunders as these. However, we must turn
from speculations us to what might, or might not hap=
pen, to what we are sorry to find really has happencd
in New Baunswick.

The new House of Assembly met at Fredericton on
the 20th of Junuary. Ofthe 82 members of which
it was composed, 14 were newly chosen—of these
three were consequent on the act recently sanetioned
by His Majesty, for increasiug the Representation in
the Counties of Kent, Gloucester and Carleton, Of
the new ones, 4 had sat in former houses, but were
not members of the last,  Charles Simonds, Esq. the
leader of the popular purty in the province, was chosent
Speaker without opposition—this stamped the charac-
ter of the House, und proved that the Yrecholders
knew what they were about, and had done their duty.
Passing over other matters for the present, we find
that in due course the usual bill to provide forthe ex-
penses of the Speaker and members of Assembly, was
passed and sent up to the Legislative Council, In-
stead of imilating the example of our Assembly, some
membors of which talhed a greas deal ubout retrench-
ingr the pay, but did nothing—the House reduced the
members pay to £30, that of the Speaker to £100.

We believe the truth has
been pretty plainly published in our own columns, and
all the sophistry and viralence the opposite faction can
adduce, will not now blind the cyes of the people,
The communications and extracts in our paper to-day
£0 to prove this fact.  But our veracious writer savs,
ulso, that “the public are fully assured, that nothing
their Electirve Franchise or towards maintain-
sy any Constitutional right, relating to them, or their
cowntry's good, was the cause of their losing tha A p-
propeiutions.”  This is downright falsehnod, how
greatly soever that writer may be persuaded of its
truth ; and the fact that not one atom of argument or
proof is advanced to sustain the assertion, is sufliciant
tocondemn it. The contrary has bheen so fully and so
thoroughly proved alrendy, that we ave satistied no
disinteyested persbn can couscientiously believe such a
wholesale fubrication. We only hope that those Niem-
hers of tho ITonse of Assemhly who are thus abominu-
‘bly slandered, will take care to expose the vile fulsities
fubricated sgaiust them, in the communities where
they respectively reside ; fecling, as they must, within
their own breasts, & conscientious conviction of the
rectitude of the principleson which they acted. Next
suys this unprejudiced and logical writer, * Pamplilots
mny be published, and parties may be well paid; but
2ruth is too powerful to be overthrown by such falla-
cious aids.”  Wae presume, such truth is here meant, as
® contained in his own assertions. But do these ob-
servations discover the cool, argumentative, truth-
#ceking tone which u publie journalist should evince ;
or do they not rather luok like the spiteful ebullitions
of purty wrath, angrily prejudging the quostion, and
endeavouring to settle the mutter by base insinuation
aud mean abuse?  The only “ Pamphlet” we kuow of
is oue advertived in our own papor, and printing at
our office ; and that pamphlet comes from an indivi-
dual of too independent, too honourable and too gen-
tlemanly a chavacter to e * paid” for any such per-
formance. Iie writes and speaks at all times as be
feels, regardless of emolument or personal advautage ;
und s to any other party being “ paid” in this matter,
we can only say that the insinuation is as mean and
base as it is groundless.—It is not necessary to follow
this gentlemauly writer through all bis scurrilities,
The parties at whom he aims his abuse despise it ;
and we need not, therefore, confer on it importance
by further notice. We would ouly observe, that his
whole article is entircly composed of such offensive
personalities, without a shadow of argument, or proof
in support of the cause he espouses.  This is not the
way to cumvince men.— Another writer in the same
prper, under the signature of “ Civis,” lubours most
arduously to prove that which has already been abun-
davtly refuted. He favours us with an almost inter.
