While you are conf lating these melancholy

To Maxe Hens Lay PerreTuaLLY.—Hens will
lay perpetually if treated in the following manner :
Keep no roosters; give the hens fresh meat, chop-
ped up like sausage meat, once a day, a very small
portion, say half an ounce a day to each hen, during
the winter, or from the time insects disappear in the
fall till they appear again in the spring. Never
allow any eggs to remair in the nest for what is
called nest eggs. When the roosters do not run
with the hens and no nest eggs are left in the nest,
the hens will not cease laying after the production
of ten or fifteen eggs as they always do when -
roosters and nest egys are allowed : but continue
laying perpetually. My hens lay all winter, and
each from seventy-five to one hundred eggs in
succession.

If the above plan were generally followed, eggs
would be just as plenty in winter as in summer.
The only reason why hens do not lay n winter as
freely as in summer is the want of animal food,
which they get in summer in abundance in the
form of insects. I have for several .years reduced
my theory to practice, and it proved its correctness.
