BRITISH FIGHT I
LIND OF MHCENTS

Campaign of Allied Forces In
- Mesopotamia

WILL SAFECUARD PERSIAN GULF

Region Teeming With Memeries
of Past Civilization Told of in
Bible and Classical Lore

-

There is no theatre of war to which
- attaches more historical and romantic
interest than Mesopotamia, where a
Brifish-Indian force is slowly making its
way from the Persian Gulf to Bagdad.
‘The war in this valley of the ancients is
only a little one beside the campaigning
in Europe, but for hardship ‘and.suffer-
ing it surpasses all. Writing a few weeks
ago a British officer described the condi-
tions faced by the trbops making for
Bagdad: “Ewven the word ‘hellish’ is not
adeguate enougi to convey clearly to the
human mind the most appalling time fhe
troops have had. The temperature is
128 in the shade—I mean the biggest
and coolest tent here—it must be 130 in
the smallest tents. A major of the 44th
had a thermometer whica registered up
10 120 on1¥, and one day it burst. On
the 9th, after a scrap with the Arabs,
we experienced all the herrors of the
desert—thirst. The general said there
would be water. . We found the
nullah dry. The sun was terribly fierce
and we were all absolutely ‘done.’ The
order was given to march to the river.
I thanked heayen I was mounted. Oh,
I felt so sorry’ for the poor, unfortunaie
sepoys. Matters became serious, as men
were falling with exhaustion, and every
hundred yards we went it looked black-
er and blacker. The cavalry went for
water. . . . The sights I saw were
awful. I thbught I was to die. This
counf'ry is a hell of a place for a white
man.

" Getning Riches of Antiguity.

Nevertheless, the expedition is slowly
driving northward, the 'infantry operat-
ing now in the deserts, now
marshes of the Tigris.
heat and the dank chill of wet nights
and clothes, then scorcaing dry spells are
bravely endured.  When' the campaign
is ended, Bagdad, the ¢ity of Haroun-al-
Raschid; the mounds that once were
Babylon; Kurna, which ' is said by
some to be the Garden of Eden; Ur, of
the Chaldeans; the ruins of Ctesiphon,
capital of the Parthian kingdom, which
fell to the Romans two thousand years
ago; Mosup and Nineveh, and all the
great archaic riches of Mesopotamia will
be in British hands, and since the valley
is of utmest importance for Imperial
purposes, will be retained at the end pof
the war. British interests in the'Persian
Gulf are paramount ‘becapse the pres-
erving of the route to India makes them

so, and since the land entrance to the -

Persian Gulf is the rich valley of Meso-
potamia, it is necessary to secure the
gulf from foreign menace. “The holding
of Mesopotamia by Britain will finally
and definitely end the attempt-of Ger-
many to carry out the Bagdad railway
project, and thus strike a blow at Bri-
tain’s great Eastern Empire. It is pres-
ent-day strategical necessity that impels
the campaifn up the Tigris and Fu-

phrates, but te passing of that rich area|:

into British hands will lead to system-
atic antiquarian research, and our know-
ledge of the ancient civilization and pos-
sibly of Biblical history may be greatly
increased. . ;

Most Aacient of Civiligation

In Mesopotania, Chuldeanii and As-
syrians, Babylonians and edes and
Persians, Greeks and Romans have
fought, bled and died in great
numbers. Nimrod, the mighty hunt-
er. established' Baylon 4,200° years
ago, and from here 800 years later the
Semites migrated northward to escape
the harsh rule of the race of Cush. Iater
the Assyrians also left Chaldea, found-
ing great cities irl the middle Tigris, and
attaining such strength that they in turn
conquered the Chaldeans, and held them
in subjection for six centuries. The As-
syrian Empire reached to the Mediter-
ranean, This was the land of Nebuch-
adnezzar, from here went forces to cap-
ture Jerusalem, and after a siege of thir-
teen years, Tyre was captured—*“Israel
is a scattered sheep; first the King of
Assyria hath devoured him and last this
Nebu, King of -Babylonia, hath broken
his bones.” An ancient inscription carv-
ed in stone tells us how Nebuchadnezzar
went to war with the Elamites 8,000
. years ago—*“In the month of January he
took the road. The rocks weré burning
and scorched like fire. From the gardens
was burned all vegetation, there was no
water in the springs and cut off were the
drinking places. Thes 'strength of the
great horses wearied.” < How is ‘history
repeagting itself in the conditions of the
march of the Anglo-Indian expedition
up this great valley?

Change in Campaign Methods

How strangely, however, do the meth-
ods of fighting differ. Instead of using
machine guns, shrapnel and high ex-
plosive projectiles from a great distance
upen an invisible enemy. -Asshur-Bani-
Pal went to war in a chariot, surround-
ed by great groups of fan-bearers, para-~
sol-bearers, 'bowmen, macemen and
spearmen. The army which followed him
was a sea of helmets, shields, battle-
axes and coats of mail. The king’s sol-
diers bore with them a massive throne,
upon which the monarch sat to receive
prisoners, -and his wives, all of whom at-
tended .Sometimes those methods were
varied by brilliant strokes of strategy.
For instance, Cambyses, the son of Cy-
rus, conquered Egypt in a single battle
. by driving before his armies a multitude
of cats and dogs and other animals the
ancient Egyptians held to be sacred. His

NEW RESTING PUCE

FOR POPES' BODIES

Work Will be Commenced Im-
l\nediately on New Tomb

Rome, Oct. 19—On a memorable sum-
mer evening twelve years ago an unfor-
getable scene took place in St. Peter’s
The mortal remainse of Leo XIII, were
placed in a niche; where all dead popes
are laid until they are deposited in the
tombs built for them by the cardinals of
their creation.

The ceremony of 1908 took place in
the evening when the twilight was deep-
ening over the giant Basilica, only the
actual spot of operations being lighted
by huge torches, which gave & weird ef-
fect to the ceremony. It was a strange
and distressing sight, for the weight of
the triple coffin containing the frail old
man, was in itself very great whilst the
effort of raising it to so great a height
joccasioned great efforts.

Put another
leaf in your dinner table some evening
and on Sundays. Permit me as an or-
dained minister of the gospel to say that
a woman who consecrated Sunday morn-
ing to the task of making a homelike,
Jjust-as-mother-makes-it dinner . for a
few khaki boys would be working for
her Christ even more truly than many
ceremonial, punctilious would-be Chris=
tians. ' Invite the soldiers to your homes.

I have met plenty of people who would
rather give an extra dollar to the patri-
otic fund than make a few soldiers feel
at -home before .the open grate of their
own heart and home. I want to say
that those people are not worth fighting
for, but I am contented to imagine that
they are greatly in the minority. The
civilian ‘who -isn’t ‘ doing both these
things isn’t doing his part.

I imagine one of my readers asking
how he could meet the soldiers and
what opportunity would he have to in-
vite them. . Let me reply that every day
numbers of our soldiers visit the splen-
did Y. M. C, A, of this city. . There
is a great opportunity to meet our sold-
jer-men in this magnifieént building in
Barrington 'street. That is ‘one place
and opportunity. I appeal to you men
in business in this city, ‘go there,.get
in touch with them and invite them to
your homes.

Let me say to the civilians of Halifax
that you could find your equal and your
companion in almost any trade or pro-

. WHAT THIS WAR MEANS

The world is shocked by the story of
“the wholesale slaughter,  unspeakable
‘atrocities, and unlversal misery and
desolation wrought by the Turks ppon
the hapless Armenian Christians.” The
Yestimony of Americans, English, Ar-
menians, Germans and Turks is given
in the report of the Committee which
investigated the whole matter. A de-
liberate attempt has been made by the
Turks to exterminate the Armenian
race, Of the testimony of witnesses a
summary of the Committee's report

“y“’?['he& tell of young boys and old men
—practically the only males left in the
country—being slaughtered in batches of
‘s hundred or more, or beaten to death,
of young girls and women~many of
-~whose husbands were at the time in the
Turkish armies—being raped by the
gendarmes or turned-avér to bands of
ruffians for similar treatment; of teach-
ers and officials in the American mk!k
i Armenia being killed, of deliberate
rebuffs to the American Ambassador at
Constantinople, and to other Americans,
of naked bodies caught in the shallows
' of the Euphrates or floating out to sea,
of women just delivered of child being
¢lubbed to keep them moving on, and of
similar finesses of savagery varying in
their refinement with the inventiveness
of their ‘perpetrators.”

The evidence in detail is such as to
make the reader shudder with horror
and blaze with indignation. Thousands
of the hapless Awvmenians, who were
not murdered, were stripped of all their
belongings and driven into the wilder
ness to die.. The “unspeakgble Turk”
has added another awful’ chapter to the
ege-long story of his crimes against
humanity. T

But the Turk is not alone. The story
of the Austrian atrocities in Serbia last
year shows that women and children
"@s well as men were ruthlessly’ murder-
ed. At one place a Hungarian regiment
drove thirty women and children and
old men before them into a fight, to be
killed by the bullets of the opposing
forces. At another place ,Hungarjan

soldiers killed children between six*and
welve years of age with their bayonets.

hen a party with ten wounded Serbian
prisoners was compelled to retreat, the
wounded men were shot, t¢ prevent their
friends from finding them alive. In one
place sixty clvilians confined in a church
were brought out and killed with the
bayonet, and the bodies left lying in the
street. There were old men and chil-
dren among them.

" But the Turk, the Hungarian and
Austrian were not the beginners, That
infamdus distinction belongs to Ger-
many, whose crimes in Belgitm were
as horrible as those perpetrated by the
Turks upon thé Armenians. Cermany
{s the arch-criminal, the instigator of
all the crimes against humanity that
have darkened the pages of history dur-
ing the past fifteen months,

The world did not expect the Turk to
be merciful, but it had a right to expect
better things of Germany.  The Turk
has merely done in Armenia what the
German did in Belgium and the Hun-
garian in Serbia. Germany set the pace.
The New York Tribune well says:

“If the Sultan is now murdering his
thousands of babfes, the Kaiser has kill-
ed his hundreds. ‘If the Kurds are dis-
honoring women, it is only in the num-
Per of women ravished that the Moslem
¢an vaunt his superiority over the Ger-
man Christian, If the Turkish officers
are acting in a systematic fashion in the
destruction of a population, they can
only surpass in bulk, not in method, the
achievement of the Germans in Louvain.
The offending of the Armenians is iden-
tical with that of the Belgians. They
desire to live and to live according to
their own ways and their own religion,

Prophet to his, just as the Belgians pre- |
ferred their own King to the Kaiser
and ventured to defend home, family
and frontier.”

The task of the friends of justice,
liberty and righteousness in the world
today is to crush forever the spirit that
prompts the Teuton and the Turk to
perpétrate such crimes as have been
committed in Belgium, Serbia and Ar-
menia. No man can rid himself of re-
sponsibility, He is ‘'on one side or the
other.

“This thing that Germany has done in
the world is not.a mere injury to writ-
ten law. It is not a mere thrust of a
sharp sword through paper promises
and parchment pledges.

She has permitted her soldiers to assert
the doctrine when a German purpose
can be accomplished by permitting a
brutal soldiery to terrorize a helpless
population.

She
has scattered the bodies of women and
children over the seas because they hap-

quer a world. All crimes have become
mere acts of heroism and devotion when
performed by German soldiers or ;ailors;
all the restraints that civilisation, human
development and religious evolution have
imposed upon men have been abolished
and repeated in-so-far as they hamper
or even seem to hamper the German
soldier embarked upon his .crusade for
power and for empire.

“This shameful and terrible page of
modern history which is unfolding in
distant Armenia is nothing but an echo
and an extension of the main story, the
central narrative, which must describe
the'berman' incursion into Belgium four-
teen months” ago,  That: was the deter-
mining act, that was the signal to Turk
and Kurd; tomorrow it will light the
fires in the Balkans, and Bulgar soldiers
may prove the ready imitators of Prus-
sian grenadiers.

“Beyond all else the German episode

10 AID FARMING

Purchase Pertable Machine To

Make Underdrainage Tile o

Good Work in Picteu

Truro, N. S, Oct. 19—Cheap, durable
under-drainage is the latest practical
move the Nova Scotia Department of
Agriculture is making to encourage bet-
ter farming in the province. In addi-
tion to the traction ditcher, which has
been in use for some years, the govern-
ment has purchased and is operating a
portable concrete tile manufactyring ma-
chine, which has already proved of great
service. Near Lyons Brook, Pictou Co,
where there exists a live interest in un-
der-drainabe, this machine for the last
two months, has been in commission
amongst the farmers of that-district, and
has manufactured 81,000 tile, 8«inch to
8-inch sizes, '

The use of the machine means several
important advantages to farmers. They
can manufacture filed tile on their own
farms, if gravel and sand are readily ob-
tainable.
Nova Scotia most farmers are located
at considerable distance from a tile man-
ufacturing plant. This and the freight
they, have to pay on such a bulky ar-
ticle as tile disincline them from under-
draining their farms, even though that
under-drainage is essential to a large
proportion of the lands in the provinece.

Truro, N. S, Oet. 19—For want of
forethought or of knowled many
farmers do themselves a ‘double injury
by not saving their pestures and. not
conserving the summer gains made by
their live stock.

The rapid growth of 8 in. summer
and the prevalence of fine weather en-
able fatting cattle, cows and calyes to
make such excellent gains that by Sep-
tember they are generally' in good con-
dition. But cold nights and short days
check the growth of grass. Consequent-

tober and November eat the grass to the
last vestige. A double evil results—the
pastures are cleaned so ¢losely that they
are not in a condition to stand the win-
ter, and the cattle, through lack of
choice fresh grass, have become so thin
and devitalized that they tannot make
good use of winter feed, and thus get a
poor start for gains when they are again
put out to pasture in the spring.
Don’t treat your pastures and cattle
lin that way. Get the latter housed in
the barn at the beginning of the montas
when the short days and cold nights
revail and give them winter food. Or,
f you let them out to pasture during the
day, then, as soon as they are in the
barn, supplement the pasture grass they
have nibbled with. ripe, soft turnips or
other green feed. In this way the cat-

NEW REGULATIONS FOR
THE PATRIOTIC FUND

A statement prepared by the Ottawa
officials of the Canadian patriotic fund
shows that the total amount to - the
credit of the fund at the end of Sep-
tember was $2,076,188.

Instructions have been sent out to
branches of the association, with a view
to preventing any unnecessary, or un-
deserved payments from the fund to ap-
plicants. These instructions state that
families in which the father is alive,
able-bodied, and under 65 years of age,
or where there are other males over
fifteen years of age, capable of assum-
ing its support, should receive no assist-
ance from the fund.

Families of men on garrison or picket
duty in Canada, must not hereafter re-
ceive assistance from the fund.

Wives of Canadian volunteers, in re-
ceipt of separation allowance and - as-
signed pay, should not receive more than
$5 per month from the fund, and in any
case families of 3oldiers at the front
should not receive more than $30 per
month,

As soon as a widow receives the first
of her pension checks, and as soon as
a disabled man accepts the pension fixed
by the militia department, no further
payments can legally be paid to the fam-
ily from the fund.
