Rising. The addresses on footwear, also 
leather itself, and the retailers’ condi­
tion, at present and in the near future, 
were well worth hearing by the delegates 
who were present from Halifax to Van­
couver, he said.

Mr. Rising had with him interesting 
memoranda as follows :

The twenty shoemakers of 1667 were 
simply the forerunners of something like 
160 factories today, capitalized at close 
to $35,000,000, paying over $10,000,000 in 
wages, and buying materials worth more 
than $27,000,000 annually, much of which 
is produced by other Canadian industries 
employing Canadian labor.

The net factory selling vhlue of lea-, 
ther boots and shoes produced in Can­
ada annually is now between $46,000,000 
and $50,000,000. Even at present prices, 
however, the average production per es­
tablishment is comparatively small, be­
ing around $300,000 annually. The aver­
age capital per establishment is slightly 
in excess of $200,000.

Small Units.
The Canadian industry still consists 

of comparatively small manufacturing 
units. Outside of three or four plants, 
the average production and average in­
vestment are small. This situation has 
been partly due, apparently, to the leas­
ing system under which bench men or 
others with small capital could obtain 
equipment and become manufacturers 
of boots and shoes.

Many of these plants, under normal 
conditions,. have made a very meagre 
return on investment over any consider­
able period, and every cycle of declining 
prices and slackening demand has men-

Never­
theless, these factories contribute in no 
small measure to that exceedingly keen 
domestic competition which constitutes 
today a very real protection to. the Cana- 
dian public.

Such small factories would be the 
first to be affected’ by increasing com­
petition from abroad or by declining 
prices or reduced domestic demand for 
Canadian-made footwear.

Thirteen Canadian factories have a 
combined production of over 15,000 pairs 
of shoes per day. There are, however, 
a number of small mills as well which 
turn out from 100 to 600 pairs per diem. 
In 1918 the largest Canadian manufac­
turing plant was producing only slightly 
over 2,600 pairs per day, although it 
output in 1919 was much larger.

One manufacturer in the United States 
has a daily production of more than all 
the Canadian plants combined. In con­
nection with the consideration of com­
petition from the United States and 
Great Britain, it will be shown that the 
boot and shoe manufacturers in the 
Dominion do not base and have not 
at any time based, domestic prices on 
prices abroad, plus duty, and that Cana­
dian leather boots and shoes in certain 
lines are today actually lower in price 
than similar goods sold in the United. 
States.

Montreal Leads.
Montreal leads the boot and shoe 

manufacturing of Canada. In the Mon­
treal district are some 58 factories, pro­
ducing 46.8 per cent of all the leather 
footwear made in Canada. Ontario, 
with approximately the sanie number 
of factories, makes 80.8 per cent of the 
entire Canadian production-. In Quebec

trial Jobs—Handles Pig Iron Easily.

There have been big changes in the 
methods of handling unwieldy freight 
since electric power came to the' aid of 
the factory and foundry man. One of 
the most Interesting examples is the 
giant lifting- magnet, which is used to 
load and unload pig iron.

Pig Iron is heavy and hard to handle. 
It takes two men to carry a single “pig” 
and in moving a car-load to the yard pile 
it has been a slow, heart-and-hand- 
breeking Job and a costly one. That was 
the old way.

Today an electric hoisting magnet is 
lowered over the car or barge, the pow­
er is thrown on and the magnetism grabs 
and grips a whole ton at a time, one 
“pig” hanging to another. Then the der­
rick swings over, stops above the yard 
pile, the current is shut off. and. down 
drop the “pigs."

When iron or steel is handled in large 
quantities, either. in raw or finished 
form, this method effects an enormous 
saving over the old system and has per­
formed many feats never before possible.

Since time immemorial mice and rats 

been a plague to the human race*
;ie damage and destruction they did in 

ancient times are vividly described in the 
scriptures and subsequent histories and 
narratives of the world. What an an­
noyance and plague they were during 
the world war, when at times they 
swarmed into trenches, is known to 
every soldier. They are to be found in 
city, country and wilds. No place, it 
would seem, is too congested or remote 
for them to inhabit.

“The house mouse and three kinds of 
rats,” David E. Lantz, assistant biologist 
in the department of agriculture, says in 
a bulletin to farmers, “are the only ro­
dent pests in North America not native 
to the country. They are our most in­
jurious rodents, however, and inflict 
nearly as much loss as do all the native 
species combined. House mice 'are easily 
trapped or poisoned, but poison is not 
suited for use in occupied dwellings. 
Traps, however, are sufficiently effective 
for clearing the premises of these pests. 
The ordinary small guillotine traps are 
recommended. They should be set as 
ligthly as possible and baited with oat­
meal. A few grains should be placed 
on the trigger pan and a little more in 
he vicinity and close to the trap. Per- 
istent trapping will soon clear an or­

dinary dwelling of mice.
“Rats are much more suspicious than 

mice and are rather hard to trap or 
poison. Either method of destroying 
them may be made effective by making 
inaccessible all food other than the baits 
used. The importance of rat-proofing 
buildings in extensive operations against 
these pests should not be overlooked ; 
and much loss may be prevented by rat- 
proofing all containers of stored grains 
and food products. No one kind of 
poison can be relied upon to be effective 
under every circumstance. In general 
poisons cannot be used in occupied 
dwellings without disagreeable results, 
for no poison will prevent decomposition 
of dead bodies of rats. Inside of resi­
dences, therefore traps must be the main 
reliance. Simple traps of the guillotine 
type are recommended as best. Baits 
should be varied to suit local conditions 
—in meat markets grains are recom­
mended, and where grain is stored meat 
and fish are more effective.

“Some cats and some dogs are useful 
against rats, but the well-fed and pam­
pered féline or canine will refuse to hunt 
them. Ferrets are of no use in rat catch­
ing unless handled by an experienced 
verson helped by trained dogs. Rat 
^viruses seldom prove satisfactory, and 
in Occupied premises are open to the 
same objections that hold against pois­
ons; besides they are much more expen­
sive. ' " " ,

“Under most circumstances the best 
results in ridding premises of rats may 
be obtained by the use of a sufficient 
number of ordinary guillotine traps. 
Oatmeal is recommended for bait, but 
fish, bacon, sausage and even pastry and 
cheese are sometimes useful as alter­
natives. Traps should be set lightly, 
and all food other than baits should be 
covered or made inaccessible. Traps 
may be placed in runs, behind furni­
ture or boards leaned against the walls, 
or at the entrance to rat holes. As 
they are often sprung when rats run 

them, they need not always be

insertion.The Ross Drag Co., Ltd A disastrous fire consumed the Pro­
vincial Chemical Fertilizer Plant at an 
early hour this morning, burning the 
whole plant to the ground. It is esti­
mate that the damage will amount to at 
least $100,000.

A little before 5 o’clock, William Mc­
Afee, who was employed at the plant, 
saw that there was a fire in the dry 
house. He hastened to the scene where 
he was joined by E- Peacock who is 
also employed there, and who lives right 
next to the plant. They tried to get the 
hand chemical, belonging to the plant 
and use it to put out the flames but it 
was within the burning area and the 
heat prevented them from getting to it.

An alarm was sent in, but before the 
fire depart nient could arrive on the 
scene saving the building was out of the 
question.

Dean McHugh, a driver of the com­
pany, who boards at the house of Mrs. 
James Kelaher, said that at about 
twenty minutes to five this morning he 
was having his breakfast when Mrs. 
Kelaher called his attention to a fire in 
the direction of the plant. ' Neither of 
them thought it was the plant which 
was burning but that some shed on the 
other side of the building had caught 
fire. When he saw that the plant was 
alight, he hurried to the scene and found 
McAfee and Peacock on the spot. Others 
quickly arrived and the task of removing 
as much as possible from the premises 
was carried on. The gasoline was drawn 
off from a small shed in the rear and 
the horses were taken from the bam, 
but the main structure had to be left to 
its fate. The office building, near the 
road was not burned and the bam' is | 
not damaged but it was only by a con- 1 
stant stream of water that the gasoline 
shed was preserved and the gas removed.

By eight o’clock there was nothing 
but a mass of smoking ruins where was 
a large and flourishing plant yesterday. 
The fire teams because of the distance 
arrived too late to stay the conflagara- 
tion. In the building were a new Federal 
truck, of which the only distinguishable 
part remaining is the steel undercarriage, 
and a mowing machine, both total losses. 
Piles of leather were still smoldering at 
10 o’clock.

Louis Eckebrecht, manager of the 
works, said this morning that the dam­
age would amount to ' about $100,000, 
partly covered by insurance. The origin 
of the fire is a mystery, and nothing1 
seems to be known about it except that j 
it had been first seen in the dry house. 
There were three tons of potash in the 
building valued at $150 a ton which were 
consumed.

This plant was built in 1891 by R. D. 
Paterson, the present president of the 
company. The works were flourinshing 
and Mr. Eckebrecht said that during 
the war they they had hard work filling 
all their orders.

This company had a lime kiln burned 
at Riverside in the spring of this year, j

Mr. Peacock, who lives next to the 
plant with his three sons^ feared that 
his house would go when he'saw that the 
fire was beyond control and every mov­
able article in the house was taken out 
in record time, but the fire did not ex­
tend to the house and the furniture 
was replaced. Mr. Peacock’s was the 
only house threatened by the fire.

Montreal, July 19—As a result of the 
examinations held in June at McGill, 
196 candidates have been successful in 
qualifying for entrance to the university. 
Of these 146 took the university school 
leaving examination, in which test they 
obtained the required percentage for 
matriculation. An additional fifty can­
didates of those who wrote only on the 
McGill matriculation examination quali­
fied for entrance. In all 464 candidates 
entered for the McGill matriculation, 
but only 146 wrote on all the required 
subjects, the others either writing for the 
first time on part of the requirements, or 
having previously written on a portion 
of the examination attempted in June to 
complete the work. Although only 60 
of the 146 regular candidates were suc­
cessful a large portion failed only in a 
small part of the examination.

There he put into type the 
copy of Mr. Herb Gardiner, late 
superintendent of the Institute for 
the Blind at Hamilton; James Fahey 
the greatest of Canadian paragraph- 
ers; and J. T. Hawke, now publisher 
of the Moncton. N.B., Transcript. It 
was then grew the ambition to be­
come an editor such, as these. Re­
moving to St Thomas in June, 1873, 
where his father founded the St- 
Thomas Times, now one of the lead­
ing newspapers of Western Ontario, 
he took his first step towards real­
izing his ambition when he was 
taught shorthand by George Eyvell, 
subsequently associated with W. F. 
Maclean in the establishment of the 
Toronto World,

Work in those days never lacked 
thrills. Receipts were small and 
creditors many. Young Wilkinson 
took turns in being mechanical 
superintendent, pressman, mailing 
machine, soliciting agent and city 
editor of the Times.

Finally his chance came when he 
joined the staff of the Toronto 
World in 1890. In a year or two be 
was its news editor. In the latter 
part of 1895 he became news editor 
of the Toronto News. Before the end 
of the century he transferred to the 
Toronto Mail and Empire, then un­
der the same management, and he 
has been its news editor ever since.

Studied Murder Cases
» SR. iWILKINSON, 
iVl thirty years ago was a special­
ist in murder cases. That news nose 
of his was specially created for “fer­
reting out mysteries. He was a friend 
of the late J- Murray, Ontario’s great 
detective, and worked with bis» on 
many a case. Murray was always 
glad to have .the keen young news­
paperman on ‘hand.

Twenty-five or thirty years ago 
murder mysteries were a sort of 
vogue In Ontario- Wilkinson was 
not long in Toronto when the 
Birchall case “broke,” the famous 
case where a young Englishman of 
good family was decoyed to , near 
Woodstock on the pretext of learn-, 
ing to farm and murdered in the 
depths of the Blenheim sytamp. So 
widespread was the Interest In the 
case that even the London Times 
had a man over specially “covering 
the story.” Wilkinson won a great 
reputation among newspapermen for 
his work on the Birchall mystery. 
The World was a small newspaper in 
those days and condensation of news 
was the order of the day. Wilkin­
son “condensed,” giving graphic 
pithy paragraphs that carried the 
full details. It is this same power 
of super-condensation, 
for putting a column In a line of 
streaming type, that has helped to 
make him the great little news editor 
that he la

In those old days on the World he 
was a little of everything, city editor 
as well as news editor, and occa­
sionally leaving the “desk" altogeth­
er to “score a beat” himself.

Measured by his men and my men 
of other papers, Wilkinson was a 
great city editor. In those old days 
the city editors of the other Toron­
to papers sat up all night, it is said, 
wondering what Wilkinson was going 
to spring next.

Many of the present generation will 
remember the famous Hyams insur­
ance case In the early nineties. The 
Hyams brothers, two Toronto busi­
ness men, were paid 335,000 In in­
surance on a young man in their em­
ploy who was said to have been killed 
by an elevator. One of them married 
the dead boy’s sister, who was em­
ployed as their stenographer. About 
two and a half vears after the boy's 
death it was discovered that the 
Hyams were trying to put insurance 
on the girl’s life to the extent of 
$250,000. It was being placed with 
different companies, who had com­
pared notes and become suspicious. 
Nothing had yet been heard of the 
matter on the street.

Wilkinson got word of this. He 
pulled every reporter on the World 
staff off his regular beat and turned 
them loose on the Hyams story. 
Three days later he startled Toronto 
and his newspaper colleagues with a 
page and a half of sensational matter 
about the Hyams brothers and the 
young man’s death, 
the ibiggest “scoops” ever scored in 
Toronto, and was due to his news 
sense and power of organization.

M. Cox. who Is serving his 
third time as chief executive 

of that State and whose Democratic 
candidacy for the Presidential nom­
ination has been daily gathering, as 
his supporters put it, “the force and 
momentum of a ground swell,” Is, in 
spite of an innate dignity and re­
serve which can be formidable on 
occasion, a good mixer.

In fact, we read Governor Cox Js 
an avowed politician, and is by no 
means ashamed of the appellation. 
He knows all the cards and most 
of the tricks in the political game. 
When his enemies are casting about 
for something with which to de­
flect votes from this Democratic 
standard-bearer they usually con­
clude with “he’s a politician-” The 
taunt, however, has not impaired his 
suavity nor his reputation for treating 
his subordinates Justly and kindly. 
Yet on the warpath, we are told, he 
is apt to hit right and left with small 
regard as to where Bis blows fall

Perhaps “Wally" Wilkinson will die 
some day, In harness, but he won’t do 
It until the last line of type is lock­
ed away and the edition on its way 
to the street Then he will write 
“thirty” on his own story and lay his 
scissors down with a sigh.

But In the meantime he is starting 
on his second half-century of newspa­
per work without a thought of dying.

What the Sussex Villagers Think of Their Neigh­
bors, the Famous Author and His Wife à

supposed to have been a pioneer iron­
master. in the old days all England’s 
iron was smelted in Southern England, 
and there was no prosperity to equal 
these earliest founders’. When Midland 
England discovered it could operate 
furnaces and rolling mills much cheap­
er than Sussex and Surrey these south­
ern ironmasters saw their industrial 
glory suddenly leave them. It is said 
that within three generations the de­
scendants of Sussex ironmasters became 
the field laborers of the formerly im­
poverished farmers.

So the Kipling mansion came into the 
possession of a farmer named Bate. He 
•became renowned as a shrewd and cold- 
hearted bargainer. He paid his farm­
hands only a penny a day. When they 
felt compelled to ask for more money 
Bate, the great land-owner, goaded by 
his hard nature, reduced their pay to a 
half-penny a day. Many of them were 
docile and cowed enough to accept this 
and each began to be known ignomin­
ously all over Sussex as a Bate-man. 
From this the old mansion got the title 
of Bateman’s, which it has retained 
through many successive proprietorships.

But if the traditional history is ig­
noble, the house and its situation are so 
calmly beautiful that it has a sedative 

The front windows of Mr. 
Kipling’s study look out on a meadow 
“dimpled and fair” as any in the world, 
and they look up to placid hills uphol­
stered with soft, short grass and tufted 
with great, round, prosperous trees, so 
ample in proportions that they might be 
called fat. From the back windows of 
Mr. Kipling’s large study, looking to the 
right on curiously formed old stables 
with their pigeon cupolas, the view em­
braces the winding little Deadwell, a 
creek really, those same wooded heights» 
down as far as the valley barricade, 
Book’s Hill, the scene of the delightful 
story “Puck of Book’s Hill.”

The villagers say that when the Kip­
lings first occupied Bateman’s a little 

than fifteen years ago, the author 
of “Kim” seemed ambitious to be a gen­
tleman farmer. He took a personal in­
terest in many of the chores of his large 
estate. Jarvis, a free-lance piece-work 
farm-hand of Burwash, told me that In 
those days Mr. Kipling hired him to 
help with the haying and stood around 
in the field and watch the work pro­
gress. When Saturday came Mr. Kipling 
asked Jarvis to return on Sunday as he 
was afraid the good weather would not 
hold out But Jarvis objected on re­

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The Kipling home is called Bateman’s. 
It is an ancient gabled house, of crum­
bling stone, with six tall round chim­
neys in the centre and six others else­
where on the sloping roof. The building 
juts out for the gables. The windows 
are of small panes and leaded. An ex­
tensive hedge braced by an iron fence 
runs in front, and the central gate, open­
ing on a path leading up to the front 
door, has an electric light in a pretenti- 

glass case on the inside of the stone 
gate posts for visitors’ use at night.

It is a most restful spot. Every other 
house in the vicinity sits up on the 
Sussex ridges, but Bateman’s stands in 
the valley of the little Deadwell River 
masked by great hills from" the traffic 
on the ridge road between the neigh­
boring inconsequential villages.

There is a story current in the village 
that has to do with the history of Bate­
man’s. It is not definitely known who 
built the imposing old mansion, which is 
several hundred years old, but he Is
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1011$Ious Jarvis and a village merchant and the 
one-legged proprietor of the Rose and 
Crown Inn, “is that Mrs. Kipling is the 
most motherly looking woman you can 
imagine. But she’s ogt a mighty good 
business head just the same.”

It’s hard for Burwash to understand 
why Kipling should have so exalted a 
place in the world.

“He seems known only for his writ­
ings and none of us can get interested 
in his stories,” several of the villagers 
said. “Tried to read several of his 
books,” said Jarvis. “First few pages 
didn’t go right, so I tried another book, 
but I couldn’t go on with it. Nothing 
seems to happen in Kipling’s stories.”

The failure to enjoy the Kipling class­
ics has made the one celebrity of the 
valley of the Deadwell the source of 
great mystification. People arrive from 
all parts of the world by motor, horse, 
cycle or afoot just for a glimpse of the 
secluded great man in his isolated home. 
There is not a railway station within a 
good hour’s walking distance of Bur­
wash. A South African arrived a few 
days before me and stood in a driving 
rain for two days just to get a glimpse 
of the author of “Kim.” During the war 
Mrs. Kipling had to instruct her garden­
ers to be always on the alert. So many 
American and Canadian soldiers trudged 
into Burwish from Sussex camps and 
took away twigs of the front hedge she 
was afraid it might disappear entirely.

Kiplings see any of the 
Burwash people at Bateman’s. Their 
visitors come from afar, from London, on 
special invitation. The limousines of the 
distinguished strangers come and go and 
Burwish is none the wiser. The fact is

Mr. Kipling sometimes attends meet­
ings of the Conservative Club in the 
large room of the Rose and Crown Itin.

But these have 
been his only public engagements here 
in recent years. “He keeps very much 
to himself,” said the one-legged innkeep­
er of the Rose and Crown, “but he is 
likable enough for all that. Why, if he 
were passing by this minute I wouldn’t 
feel any hesitation about calling him 
over for a talk. And he’d talk, too.”

The Rose and Crown is one of the 
finest examples of old inns to be found 
in-England. In its little hidden village 
it has escaped every modern touch. The 
beamed ceiling sags with the weight of 
years and I found in my tiny- second- 
floor bedroom that my four-poster bed 
helped to hold up the thatched rpof. 
Down at the bar the villagers drink out 
of capacious pewter mugs with glass 
bottoms.
