Halifax, N. S., Feb, 25—The C. P. O.
S, liner Empress of Britain arrived here
this morning after an uneventful pas-
sage. She left Liverpool yesterday
week, In addition to the troops and a
large cargo she brought 1,446 sacks of
fetter mail and 961 sacks of parcel post.
The mail was landed here. Among the
men returning on the seamer were Mont-
real and Toronto prisoners of war.
Corporal C. S. Ogilvie of Montreal
worked in a stone gquarry loading
crushed stone on trucks for the greater
part of his three years in Germany. He
was employed as a civil engineer with
the Grand Trunk Railway. at the out-
break of the war. He enlisted with the
18th Battalion, Fifth Royal Highlanders,
and was gassed and taken prisoner in the
second battle of Ypres.

On suspicion that both
were in the British secret service, they
were arrested and placed in separate in-
ternment camps where they remained
until after the armistice was signed.
Both returned to Canada only a short
time ago. Before the war Mr. Osten
was known as Herr von der Osten; after
his experiences in the German camps he
dropped the German prefixes and re-
turned as plain Mr. Osten.

 NEW WARE-0USE COPLETED

The new warehouse which has been
erccted by the city on Reed’s Point
wharf for the E. S. S. Company now is
complete with the exception of the
painting. The warehouse is of frame
construction, 169 by 71 feet, with roof
of truss construction, leaving the floor
entirely clear of supports. In the south-
eastern corner, fronting on Prince Wil-
liam street, ‘commodious offices have
been provided. These include private
and general offices, rooms for the check-
ers, customs officers, immigration offi-
cers, detention room, waiting room, fur-
nace rooms and toilets.

A new feature is the drop provided
to permit of handling cargo at all times
of tide. Instead of running the entire
depth of the wharf as before, this now
is only seventy feet in length with a
drop of twenty-eight feet. The extra
steepness will be overcome by an elec-
tric escalator which the company will
instal. This improvement will reduce
the time and labor required to handle
cargo by about two-thirds.

“The French<Canadian farmer,? he
said, “buys very little, practically noth-
ing, abroad, that he can get at home.
His food and his clothes are mainly of
home production. He lives well; that is
to say, he gets a good supply of whole-
some food, but the most of it comes
from his own farm; and as for his
clothing, he is still using cloth made
from the wool of his own sheep; in
fact, he goes go far as to raise his own
leaf tobacco, a habit that meets with
no approval from the tobacco manu-
facturers of his @wn province. As a
matter of fact, he is about the most
self-contained, independent man that we
have on this ¢ontinent.” . !

Granting the virtues and independ-
ence and contentment of the Quebec
farmer, and his pride and confidence in
the products of his country, the Merch-
ant pomts out that his exclusiveness
pnvcnté.hiin from keeping up with the
progress of -the times, After a refer-
ence to the énlargement of vision which
follows an exchange of commodities be-
tween individuals, communities, prov-
inces and nations and the inspiration it
gives, the Merchant goes on:

“Qf course, an argument can be made
that the ideal of the French-Canadian
farmer is different from ours. It may be
said that he is not much concerned
about the psychological effect of im-
ported goods in so far as he or his fam-
ily or community are concerned; it may
be said that he is satisfied to get three
wholesome meals each day, a comfort-

able bed in which to sleep, and to be;

known in his own community as an
honest man. That would seem an hon-
orable though modest ambition; but if
the whole world were that way it
would not make very rapid progress in-
dustriall- or commercially. 'Today, if
4 nation as a whole wishes to hold its
own in competition- with other nations,
its people cannot be content with the

Repudiating any desire to encourage
people to purchase imported rather than
domestie goods, the Merchant says:
“Imported goods need only be pur-
chased when the valyes offered are su-
perior, taking ‘one purchase with ag-
other, to those obtained at home,” but
adds that “this fact of the quality of
the home products should be so unmis-
hhblct ﬂ;.t there would not be any
necessity for & patriotic appeal to
them.” Then it says: . W

“Canada as 8 whole has a
distance in the mdmm She
has somie of the best minds in the world
and some of the most skilled artizans
engaged in the manufacturing indus-
try; she has assembled her information
from every country; she has not beén
content to go on deing the thing in the
same old way that grandfather did—in,
all of which, of ¢ourse, there is a. mark~
ed difference compared with the illus-
tration from the farming districts of
Quebee. But she still needs the eom-
petition of the imported article as a
bace maker, for there is nothing like
fighting against others to develop effi-
ciency; there is nothing more necessary
for Canadiap manufacturers or for any
of us than to be constantly reminded of
the fact that we must keep on improv-
ing; otherwise we shall not put our very
last ounce into the scale” :

The Merchant contends that to tel
a man he is not patriotic if he does not
buy Canadian-Made goods has the ef-
feet of arousing a feeling of distrust as
to the quality of the goods, and it
would prefer to have the people asked
to “try” Made-in-Canada gaods, rather
than to be Jectured on the patriotic_duty
of buying them. In other words, let
thex‘n be sold on merit. We- quote
again:

“A country to be in the van of world
Pprogress must not shut itself behind
an impessable barrier, either of indis-
position to be interested, as in the oase
of the Lower St: Lawrence farmer, or
b_y;‘ invoking the aid of the tariff, or
patriotic appeal. We believe the con-
ditions in Canada make it necessary
that our manufacturers should have a

fair measure of protection, our prox-

imity to the United States in fact makes
such a eondition imperative'unless per-
chance we wish to devote the rest of
our life to lumbering, farming and fish-
ing; but we should not go so far as to
discourggc the purchase of foreign made
goods because they are foreign; rather
should we bend our energies to making
our own goods of such high quality that
no patriotic appeal will be necessary.”

This country will shortly face a de-
termined agitation for a®lower tarff.
That it will be a successful agitation
there is little reason to doubt, though
radical changes may not occur. The
manufacturers must ‘measure their
quality with that of the manufacturers
of other countries, and Canada as a
whole will benefit thereby.

VAST NEW LONDON
- REFORMERS’ PLAN

Make 700 Square Miles—Much |
Road-Building 5

London,. Feb. 1—(Correspondence )— l
A great plan for a new London will
form the main plank in the municipal
reformers’ platform for the general elec-
tion of county councillors in March.

Under this plan London will become‘
a city of 700 square miles. Roads cost-
ing millions of dollars will be built, and
800,000 houses are needed this year.

It is clear that the county of London
cannot bear the whole of the burdens
which fall upon the county by reason
of its central position in the metropoli-
fan area, which is the real post-war
London, and which is seven times as big
as the county of London and contains
about double the population,

Two great problems have completely
altered the whole aspect of London
government. One is the provision of
adequate roads and the other is the pro-
vision in the outlying suburbs of houses
for the accommodation of people who
are now living in the county of London,
but will need houses outside the county
as soon 'as transit conditions become
normal.

One of the first road works to be un-
dertaken during ‘1919 is the construction
of the new Great Western road, fifteen
miles in length, from Paddington,through
Acton, Greenford and Northolt to the
Oxford Road.

This is_estimated to cost $5,000,000
at least, and if spur roads are construct-
ed linking up other main roads another
$5,000,000 will be necessary.

Work on the Great Western road is
to be begun almost immediately, that is
to say, as soon as the contracts can be

FOR TEACHERS

Ainimums and Maximums Recommend-
ed by the Finance Committee

(Toronto Globe.)
Mininiums, maximums and increases
| teachers salaries were dealt with at
special meeting of the finance com-
ittee of the board of education held
st evening. The following were among
1e recommendations made:

Male assistant teachers are to receive
n initial salary of $1,800 for less than
¥o years’ experience in Ontario; for
wo, three or four years’ experience, an
\itial salary of $1,500; for five or more
ears, $1,600. An increase of $100 per
nnum is to be given until a maximum
£ $2,000 is reached.

The minimum salary of female as-
istants appointed in 1919 and there-
fter will be $800 per annum, with a
early increase of $50 until the maxi-
2um of $1,400 is reached. Teachers who
sere on the staff in 1917 are to receive
100 increase for the year 1919,

Kindergarten directors are to receive
-, increase of $50 for the present year.
.indergarten assistants are.to receive
50 increase per annum, including this

year, until a maximum of $700 is
reached.

Teachers of domestic science are to
receive a minmum of $850 and a maxi-
mum of $1,500. Supervisors are to re-
ceive a minimum of $1,700 and a maxi-
mum of $2,800, with an increase of $100
per annum.

Principals’ female assistants are tore-
ceive $100 per annum more than the
salary to which they are entitled.

WOMEN'S INSTITUTE.,

The meeting of the membership com-
mittee of the Women’s Institute of St.
John called by the president, Mrs. J.
W. V. Lawlor, yesterday afternoon re-
ceived splendid reports of progress in
the membership campaign. There is no
doubt that when the thorough canvass
of the city is completed the institute
will have enrolled far more than its de-
sired one thousand women. It was
therefore decided to at once locate a
suitable accommodation for a domestic
science demonstration room in which the
equipment from the Housewives’ League
kitchen could be set up once more. The
equipment consists of a stove and_ all
utensils for demonstrations of cookery
and was supplied by the food board for
public demonstrations. Mrs. Walter
Golding was appointed the convener of
the committee to locate a suitable place
and she has as her assistant Miss Jose-
phine Lynch.

35,000 Houses Were Totally De-
stroyed in Eight Belgian Pro-
vinces—Numerous Villages have

Ceased to Exist

Brussels, Feb. 256—One of the x'nost
appalling documents I have seen In &
n?:fp ongelgium indicating in red the
extent of war’s destruction in this coun-
try. The map is shown in an office in
which the authorities are tabulating de-
tails of war’s havoc. .

It is not yet complete, for it has been
impossible to obtain accurate records of
enemy destruction in Western Fland_ers,
which was the territory most temt.)ly
ravaged. In that district are places like
Ypres, Dixmude and Roulers. .

In eight minor Belgium provinces
there was damage in 718 communities.
'No fewer than,6 35353 houses were
totally destroyed, and 1,820 partially de-
stroyed. Churches, town halls, mus-
eums, communal buildings and libraries
are not included in these totals.

When the Germans evacuated Ter-
monde 1,252 buildings there had been
entirely destroyed, 889 partially destroy-
ed and only 88 remained intact out of
a previous total of 2,329. Lierre had
682 buildings totally destroyed and 76
partially destroyed, and to all intents
and purposes it is wiped off ‘the earth.

Louvain shows total destruction of
1,108 houses and: nine partially destroy-
|ed; Dinant, 927 totally destroyed and
75 partially; Vise has 525 entirely de-
stroyed; Loos and Kessel 528 entirely
destroyed, and Malcanes has 807 entire-
ly destroyed and 155 partially.

URGES THE MEN TO
POSTPONE  STRIRE

Advice of President of Welsh
Miners' Federation

Grave Blunder, he Says, to Reject
Geovernment Offer of Royal Com=
mission of Inquiry—Cenciliatory
Tone in Parliament

London, Feb. 25—William Brace,
Labor M. P., and president of the Welsh
Miners’ Federation, writing in the news-
paper Western Mail, of Cardiff, strong-
ly urges the miners to accept the gov-
ernment’s offer of a royal commission
of inquiry, and says that to reject it
would be an irretrievable blunder,

Mr. Brace writes that the miners
would gain enormously in the esteem
and confidence of the public if at their
conference on Wednesday they accede to
the premier's appeal to delay taking ac-
tion on the strike ballot until March 3L
He -adds that the general stoppage of
work at the mines would be so disas-
trous that, however good the case of the
miners may be, they would have diffi-
culty in justifying such an extreme step
if a delay of two weeks gave reasonable
promise of a just and peaceful settle-
ment.

London, Feb, 25—It was still impos-
sible yesterday to predict whether the
miners will postpone their strike to give
time for a government inquiry.

Th cabinet held a meeting to con-
sider the whole question before parlia-
ment yesterday. During the session of
parliament the debate was on the whole
conciliatory, many influential trade
union leaders and labor members being
in favor of postponing a strike,

Edward Shortt, home secretary, said
that if the government, after Inquiry,
found nationalization to be a good
proposition for the state, it was pre-
pared to accept the plan, but otherwise
would oppose it. He also promised that
any award made as a result of the pro-
posed investigation would be retroactive
and would date from the time that the
miners’ claims were advanced.

ORDERS OF FOOD CONTROL
BOARD ARE REVOKED

Eight Struck Off “the List With
Time of Peace Treaty Nearer

Ottawa, Feb. 25—As the signing of
the peace treaty will naturally bring the
activities of the food board to a close, ihe
board is endeavoring as rapidly as is con-
sistent with caution to restore conditions
in the dominion food trades io normal.

The board yesterday issued «n order of
considerable scope, revoking cight of its
previous orders licensing certain classes
of dealers. These orders are: Oue dated
December 18, 1817, regulating whe lesale
fruit and vegetable dealers; order No. 6,
of December 22, 1917, wholesale fish mer-
chants; order 27, of April 18, 1918, gen-
eral - regulation of licensees; owder 86,
April 80, 1918, wholesale flour and feed
dealers; order 88, May 7, (with amend-
ing orders 48 and 59), packers, (though,
in view of order-in-council the revocation
here affects only those packers whose an-
nual turnover is larger than $750,000);

No. 89, May 8, 1918, canners; No. 41,

May 21, 1918, produce merchants; No. 54,
July 19, regulating manufacturers using
sugar, an order which became necessary
by the unexpected shortage in the Allied

The workmen declare the tax has
caused uneusiness in the trade and that
clandestine markets are allowed to vio-
late the regulations as to the sale of
meat.

Herbert J. Daly, director of repatria-
tion for the last three months, has re-
linquished his gratuitous post owing to
the demands madeé on him by his private
interests in Toronto, Montreal and else-
where, ' Next week he will sail for Cuba
to recuperate from the effects of the
most strenuous ninety days he ever
spent in his young life, and strenuosity
has been his hobby. :

Before resigning, the control of the
repatriation committee to his able as-
sistant, Vincent Massey, whose wide

have guided repatriation plans from the
beginning, he agreed to undertake a
special investigation of the Whitely sys-
tem of labor councils on behalf of the
government. This may take him to
Europe in May.

“Discovered” by Senator Robertson,
Mr. Daly has given Canada the benefit
of his unusual organiszing talents devel-
oped by experience and study. It was
Senator Robertson, who discovered him
and induced him to serve the public.
It was Hon. J. A. Calder and the Hon.
N. W. Rowell who worked most closely
with him and are best able to appre-
ciate what he has done to create the
machinery of successful repatriation.

He has Done Much.

What has H. J. Daly done? He has
co-ordinated the governmental activities
and information touching the demobili-
gation of returning men and war work-
ers and the readjustment of commer-
cial and industrial conditions in Can-
ada. He has informed the public of
Canada through advertising, reading
notices, and speeches just what the gov-
ernment is doing to get Canada forward
on a permanent peace basis. He has
organized the nation tb work out re-
patriation plans by governmental de-
partments, by provinces, by voluntary
organizations, by individual effort.

Repatriation is the duty of each indi-
vidual citizen, and the en thusiasm and
energy devoted to war work for the last
four years must now be turned to the
solution of the problem of how best to
bring the returning men back to civilian
life if repatriation is to be a success.
Self-denial, self-sacrifice, patience, en-
couragement and optimism are needed
today as they were needed during the
war in the work of fitting returning

men into comfortable, congenial, useful |

and self-respecting positions.
Cut Out Waste Effort,

As director of repatriation, Mr. Daly
consolidated the activities of the. gov-
ernment, cut out waste motion, and es-
tablished methods of efficiency. In doing
this he did not cut red tape so much as
he hypnotized it, believing that soft
words turn away the redness of the
tape. Only an Irishman could have put
blarney to such practical national use
as did -he.

He injected his buoyant, reasonable
and robust personality inte all repat-
riation thoughts and plans, and the re-
sultant ecrystalization of effort carried
on with the “Daly” impress all over it.
As never before the people of Ca.nadal
have been informed regarding what the
government is doing relative to the
greatest national task Canada has ever:
had to face, and in the final analysis
H. J. Daly will be known as Canada’s
great informer. He believes informa>:
tion leads to reformation, and on that!
truth he has built up the edifice of the |
repatriation committee. i

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INDIA SUPPLIED
1,250,000 TROOPS

Announcement Made at the Open-
ing of Legislative Council

Delhi, Feb. 24—In opening the legisla-
tive council, Lord Chelmsford, the Vice-
roy, said it was important that tl!e
powers which had enabled the public
peace to be maintained during the war
should be replaced by adequate substi-
tutes. The reaction against authority
which had manifested itself in many
parts of the world was unlikely to leave
India untouched. The government, he
added, could not shut its eyes to the un-
doubted existence in India of definitely
revolutionary orgenizations, and it would
fail in its duty if it were not prcpared
to deal with them. Special measures were
clearly essential for the maintenance of
His Majesty’s government and the lives
and property of the citizens. He there-
fore commended two bills in regard
thereto for the most earnest considera-
tion. :

Continuing, the Viceroy said that In-
dia’s contributions to the Allies includ-
ed 21,000,000 sterling worth of hides,
200,000 tons of railway slecpers, 1,800
miles of railway track, 299 lo:smot'ves,
5,800 vehicles, 42,000,000 articles of mili-
tary clothing, 1,250,000 combacants and
! non-combatants, :

Fifty thousand ‘roops have been de-
mobilized.

The local governments, the Viceroy
,szid, were now arranging for the frce
primary education of the childr:n f
fallen and disabled soldiers.

The unusual drought has caused wide-
spread scarcity, but recent neneficial
rains have improved the position.

Lord Chelmsford cutlined an all-round
alteration in the position of the Indian
public services, which would end ‘n
greater cfficiency and engage the aiten-
tion of the Lighest authorities. Each
year he had spent .n India, the Vizeroy

MAKING CHANGES IN
QUEBEC WORKMEN'S
COMPENSATION ACT

Quebee, Feb. 24—An important
amendment to the Workmen’s Compen-
sation Act of the Province of Quebec is
contained in a bill presented by the Hon.
L. A. Tschereau, minister of war in the
legislative assembly today.

Under the act at present it is speci-
fied that in order to obtain compensa-
tion for the injury or death of his san,
a father must prove that such son is
the sole support. By the bill just pre-
sented this will be changed and a par-
ent will only have to prove that the
son is the “principal” source of support.

The bill makes no provision for any
increase in the indemnuity, and Mr.
Tschereau said there would be no legis-
lation effecting an increczse this year.
Various trade unions had petitioned the
government to increase the indemnity
from $1,200 to $1,800.

" Institute Opens

Large Gatherings at Interdenomina-
tional Meetings— Returned Mis-
sionaries Heard :

The missionary institute which opened
in the city with afternoon and evening
sessions in Centenary church yesterday
and will be continued this afternoon and
evening gives promise of being a great
stimulus to missionary interests and
missionary education in St. John as it
has been in the various cities in the
province where it has already been held.

An Argﬁmem For -
Juvenile Gourt

Boys Addresses Rotary Club —
Committee Eniarged

The ever increasing nccessity of the
proper handling of the delinquent\buy
problem and of the great need of the
establishing of -juvenile courts was elo-
quently put before the members of the
Rotary Club at luncheon at Bond’s last
evening by W. E. Braden, national Y.
M. C. A. secretary of employed boys.
Mr. Braden was secretary of the Big
Brother movement that has been spread-
ing over the country, has a very wide
experience among boys and is well
schooled in the boy problem of today.

Mr. Braden began his address by
stating that the problem of tlie under
privileged boy has always beeén a-real
problem, but during the past four of
five years it_has grown to be a very
serious problem. During the war the
delinquency among the boys has great-
ly increased. This has been due to
several reasons, perhaps, the chief rea-
son being ‘due to the absenence of se
many of the fathers at the front. At
the age of fourteen, fifteen and sixteen,
the boy is just at the age when he needs
strong parental guidance and the actual
presence of his father in the home to
belp him along, and in so- many homes
tLis influencc of the father has been
Jacking during the war.

M¢t. Braden said that another reason
was the lack of playgrounds. The boy
thust have some place to play and if
the proper places are not provided for
him he will play in the gutter and
street. Another reason and one that is
causing considerable comment today is
the class of movies that are being shown.
The _hair-raising pictures that are so
common today are very apt to influence
the boy in the wrong manner. During
the war the spirit of adventure has also
been spreading widely among the
younger boys. They have been listen-
ing with eager ears to the tales of ad-
ventures that have come from the front.
and have the idea that they, to become
heroes, must be leaders of gangs. Per-
haps one of the greatest causes of the
increase in delinquency is truancy. When
the boy becomes. a truant he will in all
probability find his way either into the
juvenile or police court. Mr. Braden
went on to say that in Montreal juvenile

while in Toronto 8,000 boys have passed
through the, juvenile court in the last
twelve months. The majority of these
boys have been brought into court on
small offences, and this is just when they
need aid and support. When the boy is
brought into court he begins to feel that
he is branded as a criminal, and, as Mr.
Braden said, “it is up to us to help them
to see that this is wrong.”

Mr. Braden went on to say that if a
boy appears in the police court the mag-
istrate may talk to him for some time
with all good intentions, but when he is!
through the boy is returned to his. evil;
environments. If the home environments
are not good, it is up to the probation
officer to go into that home and fix
them. If there was a juvenile court in

St. John the judge would not be tied up:
all the time in the court, and part of
his job would be to study the city and;
to suggest solutions to decrease de-!
linquency. When the boy is brought up!
by the police before the magistrate, and
from there is sent right back into his evil
home environments, he hasn’t half a,
chance to make goed. |

PARLIAMENTARY INQUIRY
INTO COAL CONDITIONS |

London, Feb. 24—The United King-
dom is faced with the prospects of civil
strife and the house of commons should
do everything in its power to avert it,
Premier Lloyd George declared today in

. introducing a bill to constitute a com-

mittee to inquire into the conditions
prevailing in the coal industry.

The premier said he had been ad-
vised that to grant the demands of the
miners would throw a burden of the
most serious sort upon other industries—
a burden so serious and so grave that it
might have the effect of throwing scores,
if not hundreds of thousands out of em-
ployment, and that it might cripple the
export trade in coal, iron, steel, machin-
ery and shipping. It might be, said the
premier, that the figures the government
had were inaccurate and that was the
reason for the inquiry.

A commission of inquiry, the premier
added, would be appointed. The com-
mission wculd cover the quesiion of
wages and hours of worlk, the cost of
production and distribution of coal, the
general organization of the coal fields,
profiteering, social conditions and other
matters.

QUEBEC PROPOSAL FOR
COMPULSGAY EDUCATION

Quebec, Feb. 24—What is considered’

practically a law of compulsory educa-
tion in a limited degree is embodied in

| a bill amending the Quebec Industrial
| Establishments act relative to child la-
bor, which was ersented in the assem-
bly by the Hon. L. A, Taschereau, min-
ister of labor.

The measure is intended to reach the
children up to the age of sixteen years,
such as those employed in hotels, office
boys or messengers, newspaper vendors,
children in any industrial establishment

; or in any employment whatever. It will

! require of such children to produce a

certificate from school teachers showing
that they have completed the necessary
course of studies before leaving school.
At the present time such certificates are
not expected from children over fourteen
years of age.

Had Given Thirty-six Years’
Service As Detective
Guardian of Royalty—Super-
intendent Quinn Also Had
Speciai Charge of <Plots
Hatched by International

Crooks

London, Feb. 4—(Correspondence)—
Scotland Yard has bidden farewell to
Detective -Superintendent Quinn, one of
its oldest, most popular and most re-
spected chiefs. Quinn, M. V. 0., has
seen forty-five years British police serv-
jce. In his later years he has filled the
role, among other responsibile duties, of
guardian of sovereigns, seeing to the per-
sonal safety of monarchs and high roytl
personages when they have exchanged
visits. On the occasion of State pro-
cessions and other functions of the kind
his figure has been familiar to the pub-
lic. Otherwise he has been little seen,
though his work has been apparent in
directions that were greatly to ihe pub-
lic advantage. Not only was he well
known by name to most people at home
but there is hardly a continental coun-
try where he has not been persona gruta
with the ruling authorities and the law-
abiding peoples. In testimony of this in-
ternational prominence he nossesses a
unique collection of decorations.

Mr. Quinn is an Irishman, his parents
Thaving lived in County Mayo, end his
inbred Celtic qualities of courtesy, tact-
fulness and courage well fitted him for
the duties with which he was in due
course to be entrusted. The Criminal
Jnvestigation Department was establish-
ed in 1878, and placed on a substantial
and businesslike footing the detective
system of this country which up to then,

izotion. Mr. Quinn was attached to the
department in 1888; he was :laced in
the special branch in 1886, and since
1908 he has been the head of that
tranch, in succession to ihe late Mr.
