Moscow, ApYil 3.—Vicar General 
Butchkatvitch has been executed. The 
Pravda says the execution occurred on 
March 31. The Izvestia asserts: “The 
sentence of death on Butchkavitch, 
whose reprieve was refused, has been 
carried out.” The time and place ate 
not given.

The Izvesti* prints the announcement 
on an inside page, under a one line head 
in its court new department. In the 
Pravda the execution is noted briefly 
without comment in a column of local 
news.

Monsignor Butchkavitch met death 
before a firing squad.

Even up to late last night there were 
rumors that an exchange might be 
arranged. Responsible officials, how­
ever, thought not. Indicating that the 
execution had already taken place, 
they branded the rumors as false and 
asserted that “Soviet justice” must 
take its course regardless of protests 
and attacks abroad.

The details of the execution will pro­
bably never be known, judging from 
what has happened in previous cases. 
It is thought probable that after the 
executive had refused to reprieve him, 
he was removed- from the prison in 
which his colleagues were confined, to 
the prison for the condemned and that 
there, after the death sentence had been 

1 read to him, he was executed. This is 
thp general procedure in the swift and 
quiet carrying out of the death penalty 
in Russia.

DOUBLE WATERSPOUT.

Tanker Officer Reports Unusual Sight 
Off West Indies.

Washington, April 8.—W. F. Gra­
ham, third officer on the American 
tanker Warwick, reports what hydro- 
graphic experts say was an unusual 
waterspout. This phenomenon was seen 
on February 20, latitude 23.07 N., 
longitude 66.08 W. (off the Cuban 
coast), on a voyage from Piraeus, 
Greece.

The report was as follows:
“Passed a large waterspout close 

aboard, bearing S. by E., travelling 
easterly. The upper part was a large 
globular formation of nimbus type.- 
Extending from this downward for 
some distance was a large spout (de­
creasing in size as it neared the water) 
extending to the west for some dis­
tance, then downward until it reached 
the horizon. The spot showed a double 
spout, one within the other, from the 
horizon to the upper formation. The 
inner spout was much darker in color 
than the outer one. At times the inner 
one would rise for some distance, leav­
ing the other extended to the water 
and still drawing water. Both spouts 
were very plain and close aboard, and 
with a good pair of glasses I could

This was the idea 
of isolating the internal secretion of the 
pancreas. To carry 'this idea to 
achievement, the unselfish co-operation 
of others was involved. Other discov­
eries in pure science were utilised. This 
constituted the strongest argument for 
the spending of money by public bodies 
for scientific research, the speaker de­
clared. He advocated that the grant 
be increased from $75,000 to $150,000 
so that the University of Toronto might 
be enabled to promote special research 
work to better advantage. Life mem­
bership in the Canadian Club was ex­
tended to Dr. Banting, amid prolonged 
applause from all parts of the crowded 
room.

Dr. Banting’s address was preceded 
i by a brief speech by C. H. Best, a co- 
worker in the research work. The 
principal speaker of the meeting refer­
red to the history of diabetes dating 
back to the first century. The symp­
toms of the disease were chiefly out­
lined in the sixth century. The pan­
creas of a dog was partially removed 
by a scientist, and somewhat later the 
entire pancreas was removed, definitely 
establishing the cause of the disease. It 
is due to failure on the part of the 
body to burn carbo-hydrates, (sugar), 
and this is caused by a lack of the 
secreation of the pancreas.

Dr. Banting gave a brief outline of 
the work started in May, 1921, at the 
Connaught Laboratories of the Uni- 

! versity of Toronto. He referred to the 
numerous letters of patients who had 
been benefited by the use of insulin, 
which is tlie product of the insular cells 
of the pancreas. It seemed to him that 
insulin would be of particular use to 
children. It would take five or six 
years, he admitted, ta discover definite­
ly whether the insulin treatment will 
be permanently successful in curing 
diabetes in Its advanced stages, Regu­
lation of the diet would always have a 
place in the treatment of the disease, 
he declared.

Lower Rates May Help.

Lower freight rates would help the 
situation a little, bjut the adjusting of 
these would be a big problem. A cen­
tral selling agency for wheat would 
also help. Western farmers are con­
vinced that the middlemen are taking 
too high a toll of their wheat, claimed 
Mr. Wood, and that also the present 
system of- distribution was not efficient 
for other reasons. They therefore fav­
ored a central selling agency, but even 
with such a system he admitted that 
there was little likelihood of a suffi­
cient adjustment of prices between the 
things the farmer must buy and what 
he can sell to bring stability to West­
ern agriculture.
Mutual Sympathy Needed.

What, then, is the solution? queried 
The Globe representative.

“Lower freight rates on cattle will 
help, a central selling agency for wheat 
will help, mixed farming in certain dis­
tricts will help and irrigation in limit­
ed areas will help solve the solution to 
the present Western problme,” con­
cluded Mr. Wood. But this would not 
be enough.”

What then, is the final solution?
“Frankly I do not know,” stated Mr. 

Wood, “nor do the farmers of the 
West, but then we are not the only 
citizens of Canada, and the whole 
country is affected. The time has .come 
when East and West must get together 
and with mutual sympathy work out 
their problems together.”

Airplane Connections.

(David S. Kennedy in N. Y. Tribune.)
Opening of the 1923 tounst season, 

which is now only a month away, finds 
the North Atlantic passenger lines 
ready for the record-breaking traffic 
which is expected to develop if settle­
ment of the difficulties between France 
and Germany is reached shortly. The 
finest fleet in the history of ocean 
travel is now being prepared for the 
summer traffic. In addition to the 
liners in operation last year, which in 
themselves established a new marie tor 
service and luxury, twenty new steam­
ers will join the list this year, i ..ey 
increase the capacity of the steamship 
companies by more than 30,000.

A notable development of the post­
war period has been the increased pop­
ularity of the one-cabin ships. This 
arises from the fact that they offer 
lower rates at a time when the com­
panies are compelled to charge about 
double the pre-war fares for first-class 
passage. People of moderate means 
are flocking to the one-ciass vessels, 
where they have all the privileges of 
the ships. At the same time there is 
no lack of patronage for the more pre­
tentious lines among those who are 
able and willing to pay for better ac­
commodations.

(Amherst News.)
The town of Amherst will, if the 

Lumsden report is accepted in its en­
tirety, pay the sum of $117,000, the 
price of a distribution system for elec­
trical current from Economy. This 
price will cover the intricacies of 
household connections, sub-stations, 
transformers, poles, insulators, wfire, 
labor, etc. In fact it will duplicate the 
present system of the Canada Electric 
Co. Bonds to cover the expenditure 
of the $117,000 would 'probably be 
taken out by the Town of Amherst 
and placed in the hands of brokerage 
firms. The annual cost, to the town, 
for operating purposes, maintenance, 
depreciation, with interest charges, and 
a sinking fund to wipe out the bond 
indebtedness, in a period of thirty 
years would be $86,360.

Last evening a misinterpretation as 
it appeared in the News gave the im­
pression that the town of Amherst 
paid for the erection of the power 
dams, power house, turbines, and 
power lines from Economy to Amherst.
Such a meaning was entirely^ astray.
The Nova Scotia Power Commission 
will pay these direct charges, taking 
out bonds to cover the expense.. The 
Town of Amherst, in the long run, 
will pay for the power plant, dams, 
etc. Payments will come through the 
establishment of a sinking fund. In 
thirty years’ time, Amherst would own 
the plant at Economy, with the Nova 
Scotia Government acting in part as 
trustees.

But to meet this sinking fund, to 
provide interest charges, to pay the 
wages of employes at the Power Plant, 
maintenance and operating costs, de­
preciation, etc., fixed yearly charges 
would be approximately $40,000. In 
total the town of Amherst would have 
an annual obligation of $70,360.

As the News understands the report, 
this money would not be paid dirertly 
from the pockets of the citizens, ex­
cept through the medium of light end 
power bills. The power plant at Econ­
omy, in conjunction with the local dis­
tribution system, could at least be 
operated as cost, and probably at a 
4>roftt. Many of the citizens of the 
town have been of the opinion that 
hydro electric power could cost them 
an enormous sum through increased 
tax rates. Such an idea is astray. In 
the figures of the Lumsden report, 
hydro power would be self-sustaining, 
with possibilities for a profit—even in 
selling power at a low rate, with do­
mestic power for heating purposes at 
a very reasonable figure—05 cents per 
kilowatt hour.

Adirondack Fur Catch Has Been 
Large and Varied.

Saranac Lake, N. Y, April 8.—The 
trapping season which ended on Satur­
day is said by trappers and fur buyers 
to be one of the best in years. It is 
estimated that the pelts taken will 
reach two million dollars in value.

The feature of the season was the 
record number of fishers or black cats 
trapped. The Ashers are now the 
prizes of the Adirondack forests, their 
skins bringing the highest price of any 
mountain fur bearers. Extra fine fisher 
pelts this season netted trappers as 
much as $125 each.

Although the average price for raw 
furs was not so high as in some past 
seasons, the great number and variety 
of animals trapped made the year one 
of the best on record.

Paris, March 30—(By The Associat­
ed Press).—The Ministry of Marine is 
making no secret of the sight changes 
on the battleships of the French navy, 
and it is through this channel that 
many details of the alterations have 
become available.

It is explained that the old observa­
tion posts on each of the two masts 
are being altered and converted in such 
a manner that the director of the war­
ship’s fire stationed there may control 
the fire of all the guns. This is done 
by a well known system of mechani­
cal devices, with sight control wires 
running to the guns through hollow 
masts attached to the mainmast.

Increased range for the guns is be­
ing obtained by enlarging the angle of 
elevation of the guns. It is pomted out 
that this involves the cutting away of 
a certain amount of steel in each tur­
ret, thus increasing the risk of the 
enemy planting shells in the interior

This third decoration comes as the 
crowning reward of his Indomitable 
courage, on the recommendation of 
the French Consul at Shanghai, 
where the survivors of the wreck 
were taken by the Canadian Pacific 
steamship Monteagle which Captain 
Hosken then commanded.

The address accompanying the 
decoration was, in part, as follows:

"Captain Hosken and his stannch 
ship Monteagle found themselves on 
the 8th of April, 1921. In vicinity of 
a steamer fighting a losing battle 
with the storm. The call was an­
swered, and although he knew the 
risks to be taken in these treache­
rous waters, without hesitation Cap­
tain Hosken went to the rescue. 
Success crowned Ms efforts, the sea 
was robbed of her victims and good 
sailors were saved to their loving 
families. This noble display of cour­
age is today recognized by the Ma­
rine Department of France by this 
medal which I am fortunate enough 
to have the honor to deliver to our 
valiant captain. To the medal is 
joined a certificate on wMch is In­
scribed the reason of the decoration. 
The address concludes: "The cour­
age is simply courage plus the ten­
acity and the stubborness in the face 
of danger which characterised the 
‘old sea dog,’ and which has built up 
the history of the British Isles and 
is carried on today by their sons and 
heirs to past deeds, Captain, you hare 
been true to the old tradition, and 
this medal which is exclusively given 
for life saving at eea cannot rest on 
a nobler breast In the name of 
France let iqe remit it to you."
