The 
prompt action of the sisters in charge 
saved the lives of 140 little children 
who were inmates.

The fire caught in the upper story 
and as soon as the alarm was sounded 
the sisters marshaled the little ones, 
whose ages range from 3 to 7 years. 
All were gotten out in safety. Fire­
man Viau was suffocated by smoke 
and when found was unconscious.

Toronto, Jan. 7.—Amid many tokens 
of public sorrow, the funeral of Edward 
Hanlan, the champion rower of the 
world, took place this afternoon to the 
Necropolis cemetery.

All morning great crowds of people 
visited St. Mary’s church, where the 
body of Hanlan lay in state prepara­
tory to burial this afternoon. The city 
council, civic officials, the athletic, and 
rowing clubs, attended the funeral, 
while an army of his old time sympa­
thisers from all over Canada and the 
United States were also in attendance.

London, Jan. 4.—It is asserted here 
in well informed naval circles that the 
Admiralty will shortly request the Do­
minion government to turn back the 
harbor and naval station of Esquimalt 
to the Imperial authorities.

The naval stations of Halifax and 
Esquimalt were turned over to 
Canadian government by the Admiralty 
at the time when the much discussed 
“concentration policy” was put in force, 
when the North Atlantic and Pacific 
squadrons were withdrawn, and there 
was a wholesale scrap-heaping of obso­
lete cruisers of first, second and third 
classes. This affected a considerable 
economy in maintenance, and it was 
claimed by the naval school, which 
supports Sir John Fisher, that the navy 
as a whole thereby secured more ef­
ficiency.

The great “scrap-heaping” of 1904 
was followed by the discovery that not 
enough cruisers were available to sup­
ply a sufficient quota to act with the 
battle fleets, and this led to the break­
ing up of the cruiser squadrons in Am­
erican waters.

Now the change of complexion^ af­
fairs in the Pacific, mainly due to the 
Japanese troubles in San Francisco and 
Vancouver, has aroused the British 
government to the need for a squadron 
in those waters, aid a fourth cruiser 
squadron is to be detached in May 
from the Mediterranean fleet and will 
be strengthened by three more cruis­
ers of the county class to be drawn 
from the home fleet.

The arrival of this squadron in the 
northern Pacific necessitates dockyard 
accommodation, and it is said the Ad­
miralty is preparing to take advantage 
of the stipulation made at the time Es­
quimau was handed over to the Cana­
dian government that the naval port 
should be returned to its control should 
Imperial conditions necessitate such a 
step.

Naskup, B. C., Jan. 7.—The news of a 
very sad accident with unquestionably 
fatal results reached here yesterday 
from Burton City, 25 miles south of 
here, on the Arrow lakes.

Two men, W. McDavitt, aged 40, a 
resident and land owner of Burton City 
for several years, and Norman Cris- 
fleld, aged 25, an Englishman, were 
working for the winter at the Millie 
Mack mine, 14 miles east of Burton 
City, in the mountains, the property 
of Mr. Forester, of Wilmer, B. C. They 
started from the mine on December 
24th to spend Christmas in town, where 
Mr. McDavitt has two. sisters. From 
that time they have not been seen, and 
their absence from both the mine and 
town was only discovered when Mst 
Porter, of Burton City, made a trip to 
the mine, two days ago, and learned 
that they had left.

The mine manager, Mr. Washburn, 
had reason to believe they had stayed 
in town, while their friends decided 
that they were still working. The re­
maining men at the mine immediately 
hurried towards Burton City, where 
they arrived yesterday, carefully 
searching the wfay down. No trace, 
however, was found, and the only con­
clusion is that having reached a point 
about a mile from the mine, where the 
trail follows along the edge of the deep 
ravine, and finding it blocked with 
snow, they ventured too close to the 
edge, fell down 150 feet, bringing a 
heavy snowslide of snow with them, 
and were buried underneath. After a 
period of nearly two weeks their death 
is certain.

A search party of fifteen men started 
from Burton City yesterday morning 
at five o’clock. Crisfleld is stated to 
have a brother in Medicine Hat, and 
McDavitt is originally from Ontario.

AT PROCEEDINGS
Queenstown, Jan. 7.—The long overdue steamer Mount Royal steamed slqv 

town to-day, and the news of her safety was received with gladness in shipping circles.
She had not been heard from in many days, having been last reported off the Lizard on 

December 10th, and watch was being kept for her on both sides of the Atlantic as far south 
as Bermuda. 1

The Mount Royal belongs to the Canadian Pacific Railway Company’s Atlantic service. 
She left Antwerp on December 7th for St. John, N. B., with 300 Bulgarian emigrants and a 
crew of about 100 men.

She was first definitely sighted off the Old Head of Kinsale, sixteen miles west of this port, 
early to-day. She was then proceeding slowly under her own steam and signalled that she was 
coming here. She declined the help of a tug that was sent out to assist her and came in alone.

The Mount Royal had trouble with her boilers and was compelled to put back. Shortly after 
leaving the British coast she encountered a series of violent gales.

She battled with the heavy weather for a fortnight, until Christmas eve, when serious trouble 
with her boilers developed. The steamer was then in longitude 24.50 west and latitude 45 north.

BLOODLESS CURE SAVANT. NO TELEPHONEDRUCE PERJURY
Dr. Albert Hoffa, Famous Surgeon, Dies 

in Berlin. TO TRIAL ISLANDCASE COLLAPSESTokio, Jan. 7—(Noon)—A remarkable 
situation has arisen as a result of the 
publication in London of a mistransla­
tion of the speech delivered by Count 
Okuma at Kobe. Little attention was 
paid to the address at the time of its 
delivery because Count Okuma in pre­
vious speeches -on this same subject, 
had made his views well known. It 
is quite evident that words were put 
into his mouth which he did not use 
and he promptly repudiated the pub­
lished version.

This was in substance that he urged 
India to rise against Great Britain.

Now Count Okuma and the foreign 
office are being bombarded with cable­
grams of inquiry from Paris, Berlin, 
St. Petersburg and London, asking 
the count to publicly repudiate or con­
firm the report, and in reply Count 
Okuma said to-day:

“In my Kobe speech I did not use 
the words that were put into my 
mouth. It is apparent that a mistrans­
lation of the remarks has just reached 
England. My views on the subject of 
trade with India, as well as my friend­
liness to Great Britain are too well 
known to make it necessary for me to 
publicly repudiate the absurd con­
struction which has been placed upon 
the-remarks I made at Kobe. I have 
never entertained a thought which 
yççjild be, stretched futo such a mean­
ing. India offers us a fine field for 
trade, and Î urged my people openly 
and consistently to enter that field in 
fair competition with friendly Great 
Britain. That is all.”

London, Jan. 7.—The formal state­

Chief Joe was placed just for three 
years by Bishop Durieu, but the three 
years were not up when the bishop 
took sick and died, so he wasn't taken 
out of his position.

Herbert 
Spencer could never agree with the doc­
trine of the dissipation of energy, at 
any rate in the form which denied the 
possibility of a re-birth; and it may 
fairly be said, I believe, that, even 
apart from the very urgent philosophi­
cal objections to ideas of beginning 
and ending, physical science is now in­
clined to question the main conclusions 
of this theory. Nevertheless, its author 
was a giant indeed, a "modern Demo­
critus," the peer of any Greek that ever 
was, and his name will be remembered 
when Britain has long sunk beneath 
the waves which, with his cable and 
compass, he now helps her to rule.

Lieut.
Cecil Doutre, superintendent of gov­

ernment wireless stations, in his report 
to the marine and fisheries department 
covering the work of last year, says :

It was decided, during the past year, 
to take over the absolute control of the 
wirelss service on board government 
vessels. Heretofore, this service had 
been performed by the Marconi Com­
pany. The operators, being in the em­
ploy of the Marconi Company, did not 
consider themselves amenable to ship 
discipline. This interfered, to a very 
large extent, with the giving of a satis­
factory service. Furthermore, the ap­
paratus on board the ships was in a 
most unsatisfactory condition, due to the 
fact that the department had no control 
over same. The service was taken over 
on March 1st, 1907. All the different 
wireless equipments on board of these 
vessel a have been completely overhaul­
ed and put Into first class condition.

During the past year, the Act govern­
ing wireless telegraphy, part 4, chapter 
126, R. S. C., 1906, was put into effect, 
and licenses were prepared in accord­
ance with said Act. Seven licenses 
have been issued to the Marconi Com­
pany, none of which have been accept­
ed by them, due to the fact that it is 
claimed, on the part of the Marconi 
Company, that the form* of license 
adopted infringes their contract rights. 
A form of license was submitted to the 
department of justice, accompanied by 
the constracts existing between the 
government and the Marconi Company, 
in order to ascertain if there was any­
thing in the terms of the license which 
would infringe the contract rights of 
the Marconi Company. Several changes 
were suggested and incorporated in the 
form of license adopted and which the 
department of justice reported was in 
accordance with the contracts now ex­
isting. between the Marconi Company 
and the government. The Marconi 
Company, as above stated, has refused 
to accept the above licenses and the 
matter is now receiving the considera­
tion of the deparment.

A license was granted to the Domin­
ion DeForest Wireless Telegraph Com­
pany, permitting the establishment of, 
.an experimental license on Grindstone 
island. All licenses issued have been 
tor a term of one year.

inst., regarding a sanction for an ath­
letic meet which you anticipate hold­
ing under the auspices of the Fifth 
regiment, I have this to say: To give 
your meet any prestige at all and to 
afford protection to your athletes, I 
recommend a sanction meét. under the 
circumstances, owing to the fact that 
there are few registered athletes In 
your district, and that the Fifth regi­
ment is not now affiliated with an 
athletic union. The price of the sanc­
tion for your meet would be in the 
neighborhood of $4.

If athletes should desire to register 
in a bonafide athletic union, such as 
the Y. M. C. A. Athletic .League of 
Canada, register with Mr. J. R. Cun­
ningham, address Y. M. C. A., Van­
couver; any other unattached or club 
athletes to register with myself in the 
Canadian Amateur Athletic Union, or 
the Pacific Northwest Athletic Union 
of the United States, which is a branch 
of the American Athletic Union,

Lengthy Report Received From 
the Plumbing Inspector at 

Last Night’s Meeting.

—The officers of the Bartenders’ 
League elepted for the ensuing year 
are as follows: President. W. R. Jones;

The casei of Scott vs. Milne is toeing 
argued before the Full court to-day, L. 
G. McPhillips, K. C., for the plaintiff, 
appellant, and J. E. Bird for the defend­
ant, respondent. This is a contest which 
arises over a deal in property, the defend­
ant claiming that the plaintiff lost his 
right of purchase through default in mak­
ing a payment due on the agreement of 
sale. Judgment was reserved.

Among the cases listed for early hear­
ing there are three appeals from Judge 
Brown, Grand Forks, and one appeal from 
Mr. Justice Martin at the last sitting of 
the Supreme court in Rossland, in all of 
which J. A. Macdonald, K. C., is inter­
ested.

One of these cases, Scott vs. McCarter, 
is interesting in that it involves a point 
with respect to the Workman’s Com­
pensation Act. The action was brought 
against a solicitor for negligence. The 
defendant was instructed by his client to 
take proceedings for compensation under 
the Compensation Act. The plaintiff 
claims that the instructions were neglect­
ed, and by reason of this the right to 
claim from the mining company was lost 
through the expiry of the time limit. This 
case will probably come on to-morrow.

At last evening’s sitting of the city 
council the plumbing Inspector report­
ed upon conditions as he found them 
in the various laundries of the city. 
The report was as follows:

Gentlemen :—In compliance with the fol­
lowing resolution, passed by the health 
and morals committee on December 2nd:

“That the building, sanitary and plumb­
ing inspectors be instructed to visit all 
the laundries and wash-houses In the 
city and report to the council: (a) The 
number of wash-houses and their local­
ity; (b) Description of the premises from 
the standpoint of each officer; (c) Sugges­
tions relative to the proper regulations of 
same;”

I herewith submit a report on the sani­
tary condition of each laundry doing 
business in this city. It will be understood 
that the schedule annexed hereto treats 
of each case separately, and as the condi­
tions are similar, it is unnecessary to 
give remarks, and the necessary remedy 
for each individual case.

There are, to my knowledge, twenty-six 
laundries in operation in this city, of 
which twenty-one are operated by Chin­
ese, while the balance are operated by 
white people, four of the latter being 
commonly known as steam laundries.

Of the Chinese laundries the major por­
tion are situated within the fire limits, 
one being in the heart of Chinatown, and, 
with one exception, are light frame struc­
tures of a very poor type, and as a last 
resort have been rented to Chinese for 
use as laundries, being generally of such 
a low type that they could not be used 
for any other purpose.

The utter disregard of these people for 
all sanitary laws makes these dilapidated 
shacks with wooden floors, etc., a breed­
ing place for the bacteria of all germ dis­
eases, and in nearly every instance are in 
such a condition that they are positively 
a menace to the public health. An in­
stance of the low habits of these Chinese 
was illustrated by the fact that, during 
the inspection, a wash-tray was actually 
seen in use for the purpose of a urinal, 
agcL-when the proprietor had the matter 
brought to his notice his demeanor satis­
fied the writer that it must be a general 
custom.

From the information obtained, I found 
that some of these laundries have as 
many as 120 customers, and by this fact 
It will readily be seen that should Miy of 
the inmates contract any of the pestilen­
tial diseases, an epidemic might easily 
follow, as the contagion would be readily 
communicated through the distribution of 
their work. In this way I believe they 
constitute a great danger to health.

The condition of the plumbing, in near­
ly all cases, compares with the general 
sanitary condition, but the danger of this 
defect is so small in comparison with 
that arising from the accumulated filth 
under the building, toilet rooms, alley- 
ways, etc., that it would be useless to 
take this matter up until the main de­
fects are to be remedied.

Each of these laundries has a separate 
drying-room for use in the winter season. 
This room is heated by a box stove, ap­
proximately 18 inches square and 3 feet 
long. From this stove Is carried an ex­
tended pipe, which is used as a super­
heater, and in some cases is 30 or 40 feet 
long. These are generally in a very shaky 
condition, being in some cases hung up 
with light wire and in others supported 
on bricks. This apparatus suggests dan­
ger from fire in every Instance, and is no 
doubt the cause of the increase of 30 per 
cent, on insurance rates on all property 
adjacent to Chinese laundries.

Of the white laundries, the general sani­
tary condition is fair, but considerable 
improvement could be made in cement 
floors, etc.

Provincial officers are hot on the 
trail of two prisoners who escaped 
from the jail yesterday afternoon and 
their capture is expected every mo­
ment. Superintendent Hussey this 
morning offered a reward of twenty- 
five dollars for information that will 
lead to the recapture of either of the 
men, and has taken steps to notify 
farmers to be pn the look-out.

The two prisoners escaped shortly 
after 3 o’clock, while working under 
guard in the quarry at the provincial 
jail. Half an hour elapsed before the 
hue and cry was raised, and it Is 
thought they were heading in the di­
rection of Cordova Bay, as their two 
coats were picked up on Quadra street 
by their pursuers. Last night and this 
morning search was made for them 
around Oak Bay and Cadbora Bay dis­
tricts.

Both were short term men. S. Y. 
Parr, serving 18 months for obtaining 
money under false pretences, and 
George Connerly, serving 15 months for 
theft. They were both young men and 
were tried at Vancouver. Last Novem­
ber they were brought to Victoria 
along with a number of other prisoners 
in order to relieve the jail at New 
Westminster, which was overcrowded.

They effected their escape while the 
senior guard’s attention was directed 
towards a blast. When the senior guard 
returned he noticed their absence and 
gave the alarm.

The following description has been 
circulated by the police:

Parr is 21 years old, 5 feet 10% inches 
in height and weighs 156 pounds. He 
has brown hair, blue eyes and sallow 
complexion. He is single and intem­
perate in his habits. He is a tailor and 
cutter by trade. He was sent down for 
18 months on March 13th, 1907.

Connerly is 19 years old. 5 feet 8 
inches tall, weighs 150 pounds, has 
light brown hair and blue eyes and 
sallow complexion. He is a printer by 
trade, single and temperate in his 
habits. He has two crossed flags ta- 
tooed on his right forearm. He was 
sent up for 15 months on June 27th 
last.

Among the visitors to Victoria at 
present is J. Wheeler, secretary for the 
province of British Columbia, for the 
British and Foreign Sailors' Society. 
Mr. Wheeler was appointed to this po­
sition at Vancouver at the end of Oc­
tober and since then he has been ad­
vancing the interests of the mission in 
the Terminal City. He is now here 
seeing what can be done in Victoria 
and this morning paid a visit to Es­
quimalt with a view to seeing if any 
kind of an institute could be estab­
lished for the benefit of sailors there.

Much has already been done for the 
sailors and loggers in Vancouver and 
an institute hall will be erected at the 
end of the present month which will 
be used as a home and also for mis­
sion work.

Mr. Wheeler before being moved to 
this coast was stationed at Algoa Bay 
in South Africa, where he carried out 
a most successful work. The govern­
ment of Cape Colony took a deep in­
terest in the welfare of. the society 
and contributed an annual subscrip­
tion of $1.250, as well as giving a dona­
tion of $10,000 towards the institute at 
Algoa Bay. Work of a commendable 
character was carried out among the 
sailors from the Simonstown station 
of the British navy in South Africa, 
and it is hoped that in the near fu­
ture some similar institute will be 
formed at Esquimalt to supplement the 
work of the Vancouver branch.

The place to which the lpver of Eng­
lish literature will sooner or later turn 
his steps is Twickenham. No other 
small town can boast of having been 
the residence and beloved abode of so 
many famous literary lights.

With it are associated the Immortal 
names of Pope, Horace Walpole, Swift, 
Gay, Lady Wortley Montagu, Gibbon, 
Boswell, Johnson, Tennyson and 
Dickens. Surely this Is enough to make 
any place doubly immoral! Twickenham 
was well nicknamed by Horace Walpole 
the Balae, or Tivoli, of England; for 
it has truly been to London what Baiae 
was to ancient Rome—indeed, in a far 
higher degree.

The big red brick house in Montpe­
lier Road where Alfred Tennyson lived 
for so many years of his earlier mar­
ried life was the one In which many of 
his earlier poems were written. Here 
his son Lionel, the second Lord Tenny­
son, was born, and there the author of 
the "Idyls" entertained many of his 
literary friends and acquaintances.

That house should surely be sacred 
1 to all lovers of English literature which 
saw the dawn of "In Memorlam''; 
which witnessed those delightful gath­
erings graced by Tennyson, Hallam and 
kindred spirits within its walls. It is 
to-day called "Tennyson, House” and is 
now without a tenant.—Westminster 
Gazette.

The Apparatus on Well-Known 
Salvage Vessel Successfully 

Tested Yesterday.

A dispatch from Honolulu states that 
the German steamship Tolosan, which 
sailed from the Royal Roads on De­
cember 22nd, wheat laden for Vladi- 
vostock, has put into the Hawaiian 
port with her steam-steering gear 
damaged, her engine room flooded and 
the cargo shifted. She reports battling 
with terrific head winds and losing a 
seaman overboard. Her lifeboats were 
destroyed by the tremendous seas.

C. P. R. Steamship Narrowly 
Escaped Injury in Blen- 

kinsop Bay.Yesterday afternoon the wireless ap­
paratus which has been Installed on 
the British Columbia Salvage Com­
pany’s steamship Salvor was tried for 
the first time, and messages were suc­
cessfully exchanged with the Gonzales 
Hill, Point Grey and Tatoosh stations. 
The range of the apparatus proved to 
be excellent, and the messages were 
most distinct.

The Salvor Is the first steamship own­
ed in British Columbia to communicate 
with land by means of wireless. She is 
fitted with the Shoemaker system, 
which is the same as employed in the 
Dominion government wireless sta­
tions at Pachena, Gonzales Hill, Point 
Grey, Estevan Point and Cape Lazo. 
The advantages of the wireless system 
in use on a salvage vessel need no 
demonstration. It canxbe readily seen 
that, for the steamship to have all the 
stations on land in communication 
when searching for disabled vessels or 
otherwise engaged in salvage work, 
confers upon her an Inestimable ad­
vantage. The big tug William Jolliffe, 
also owned by the local salvage com­
pany, is also to be fitted with the 
Shoemaker apparatus.

GEORGIA: FURTHER ECLATED.

Crew Have Doubts of Liner’s Sea­
worthiness Dispelled by Suvey.

The defence in the present trial Is 
Insanity at the time Stanford White 
was killed. In making out this case it 
will require delicate handling to show 
Thaw mentally deranged at that time 
as not to know the nature or quality of 
hlg act, and at the same time show that 
he is not mentally sound.

Doctors Mahon, Macdonald and Flint 
swore that In their opinion Thaw is a 
paranoiac, whose case is incurable.

It is undoubtedly the Intention of Mr. 
Littleton, the new chief counsel for the 
defence, to interrogate and draw from 
these men the opinion that Thaw was 
also insane at the time of the homicide, 
and then to limit all testimony as to the 
defendant's mental condition at the im­
mediate period of the tragedy. If suc­
cessful in this the defence would force 
a trial of the case strictly on Thaw’s 
mental condition in the summer of 
1906. This in turn would force District 
Attorney Jerome again to apply for a 
lunacy commission, and Thaw’s at­
torneys are confident of his ability suc­
cessfully to fight out his claim of pres­
ent sanity before such a board. Just 
what steps District Attorney Jerome 
will take to combat this unexpected 
move by the defence is" not known. The 
work of the jury building went forward 
to-day, but progress was slow.

Philip J. Goodhart, a stock broker, 
who was absent yesterday when his 
name was called, appeared to-day, and 
made his excuses. The fine of $250 im­
posed upon him was remitted by Jus­
tice Dowling. Goodhart was examined 
for jury duty and when he declared 
he had an opinion which could not be 
changed he was retired by the court. 
All of the members of the special jury 
panels are supposed to have made affi­
davits before the commisioners of jur­
ies that they would not let opinions 
gained from hearsay Influence their 
verdicts in any manner. They are 
supposed to be men, Justice Dowling 
said, of sufficient intelligence to do 
this, and when placed on the special 
jury list are exempted from ordinary 
jury duty, being reserved for the more 
Important cases.

John Entwistle, a builder, born In 
England, but a resident of the United 
States for 20 years, was the next tales­
man to be accepted as a temporary 
juror and was assigned to chair num­
ber nine. Mr. Entwistle said he had 
never served in a case where the de­
fence was Insanity but he had no pre­
judice against such a defence.

The defence used Its sixth peremptory 
challenge In preventing J. Holmes But­
ler, a business man, from taking a 
place even on the temporary panel. Mr. 
Butler was anxious hot to serve, say­
ing his business would go entirely to 
pieces if he should be compelled to do

The worst weather of the winter 
season so far experienced by the 
steamship Queen City, Capt. Neroutsos, 
was felt on Saturday night when the 
East Coast liner was forced to take 
refuge from a terrific hurricane, blow­
ing from the southwest, in Blenkin- 
sop bay. The D. G. S. Kestrel, which 
left Vancouver on the same day as 
the Queen City, was also forced to run 
for the shelter of the bay but, even 
there, did not escape the force of the 
weather.

George Raines, a settler near 
Fiddick place, gave it as his opinion 
that there would be no trouble at all 
to get 75 acres of farming land on the 
property.

Thomas Richardson, a resident of the 
Nanaimo district, said he had examined 
the Flddick farm and estimated that 60 
per cent, of it at least could be brought 
under cultivation. He thought the land 
would be worth $10 an acre if cleared.

Andrew McKinnell, a farmer living 
on the E. & N. railway since 1876, said 
the Fiddick place was 75 per cent, agri­
cultural land.

BEFORE FULL COURT (Special to the Times).
Ottawa, Jan. 8.—Parliament met to­

day when A. Caron, the n3wly elected 
member for Ottawa, and Major, for La- 
belle, were introduced.

The royal grain commission, in a re­
port presented to parliament, recom­
mends that the grain elevators and ter­
minal facilities be provided at Vancou­
ver for wheat from Alberta for the 
Orient. This will avoid the long haul 
to Port Arthur, and secure a more 
profitable market for Alberta wheat.

E. E. Cartwright, chief engineer for 
the Pacific division of the C. P. R.. and 
A. R. Bainbridge, assistant engineer, 
left Nanaimo this morning to look 
over the route between Wellington 
and Nanoose. Engineer C. Hoard, who 
accompanies them, will remain there 
for the present. Mr. Cartwright states 
that work will begin immediately after 
the 20th inst., the time set for tenders 
for grading this first section, are In. 
He states that it is the intention of 
the company to push the work along 
as rapidly as possible ahd hopes to see 
the rails cover the entire distance to 
Alberni before next year is very old. 
Meantime Mr. Frank Shepherd with 
his. party will continue the purvey 
work, so that the company can at an 
early day take up the construction of 
the road to the northern end of the 
Island.

Mr. Cartwright spoke in very high 
terms of Frank Shepherd’s ability as 
an engineer, stating that the company’s 
engineers were over his lines lately and 
found that he had mapped out by all 
means the best route.

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MAN WHO COULD 
NOT BE HANGED

JOHN LEE RELEASED
FROM IMPRISONMENT

Babbicombe Murderer Thrice 
on Scaffold—Escape From 

Death Foretold in Dream.

John Lee, who was condemned to 
death for the murder of Miss Keys at 
Babbicombe, England, has been re­
leased from Portland prison.

Lee. who protested his innocence, was 
sentenced to death at Devon assizes in 
1885, and after three abortive attempts 
were made to hang him, on February 
23rd, the sentence was commuted to 
one of penal servitude for life.

The crime for which Lee was sen­
tenced to death may be told in a few 
words. On the morning of November 
15th, 1884, a Miss Keyes, a well-to-do 
maiden lady, was found murdered in 
the dining-room of her house at Bab­
bicombe. As the result of investigation 
her butler, John Lee was arrested and 
eventually put upon his trial for mur­
der. Miss Keyes had befriended Lee 
as a lad, and after he had served Im­
prisonment for six months for theft, 
she took him into her service.

Disqovery of the Murder.
On the morning of November 15th 

the servants at “The Glen,” Miss 
Keyes’ house, were roused by the smell 
of Are. Ellen Neck, one of the old 
and valued servants of Miss Keyés, 
made her way downstairs and met Lee 
In the hall. Jane NecK, ner sister, vis­
ited her mistress’ room, but Miss 
Keyes was not there. She also went 
downstairs, and was conducted by John 
Lee through the smoke. On her night­
dress, where John Lee had touched her, 
were found marks of blood. A pool of 
blood was seen in the hall, where the 
murder had evidently been committed. 
The body had been dragged into the 
dining-room. A Jot of old papers had 
been placed around the body, and 
saturated with oil, for the purpose of 
destroying by fire ail traces of the mur­
der.

The execution was fixed for Monday, 
February 23rd, 1885, at eight o’clock in 
the morning. The chief warder led the 
way, followed by the chaplain and the 
schoolmaster. Lee, pinionêfl, and walk­
ing between two warders, followed be­
hind. Berry, the executioner, followed^ 
the convict.

Then ensued a scene which has never 
perhaps been paralleled. The chaplain, 
in deep, Impressive tones, recited the 
concluding portion of the burial service 
used at executions. The condemned 
man was placed on the drop, the white 
cap being drawn over his face, 
governor, under sheriff, doctor, and 
warder stood facing the scaffold. The 
chapel-bell was tolling. As soon as the 
chaplain had said the Grace, Berry 
pulled the lever and tried to release the 
bolts for the drop to fall.

The

The Scaffold Scene.
There was no response. A shiver pass­

ed through the circle of onlookers. 
Berry and the warders stamped upon 
the drop. It would not work. All this 
while, when minutes seemed like years, 
John Lee stood erect and apparently 
unmoved, save when his body was 
shaken by the jerks made by the 
stamping of feet on the trap-door.

Six minutes elapsed; the thin boards 
gave way a little to the vidlent stamp­
ing and the prisoner’s weight, and Lee 
had the sensation of being slowly 
strangled, but the bolts were still Im­
movable, and the drop clung persist­
ently to the surface, 
sound. He was taken off the scafforld, 
while the engineers and warders chop­
ped away the woodwork. The drop was 
tried again, and this time seemed to 
work satisfactorily.

Lee was placed upon the scafforld 
once more. The chaplain repeated the 
words of the burial service the second 
time, and the second time the bolts re­
fused to act. Berry pulled the lever 
backwards and forwards with all the 
force at his command. It was all to 
no purpose.

Lee was taken to the basement of the 
prison, attended by the chaplain and 
two warders. He seemed to be In a 
cataleptic condition, he spoke to no one 
and looked upon the scene with a va­
cant gaze. In a few more minutes the 
wretched man was summoned for the 
third time to the scaffold, 
third time the terrible ordeal was gone 
through with the convict, and for the 
third time the chaplain recited the bur­
ial service.

Escape Foretold in a Dream.
What follows is best told in the 

words of the chaplain, the Rev. John 
Pitkin: ^

The lever was pulled again and again. 
A great noise was heard, which sound­
ed like the falling of the drop. But to 
my horror, when I turned my eyes Up­
on the scaffold, I saw the poor convict 
standing upon the drop as I had seen 
him twice before. Three times they 
had tried to take away his life, 
seemed to me enough, and that I ought 
to interfere. The surgeon advised me 
to stop the execution, and I refused to 
stay any longer. The under sheriff 
thereupon ordered Lee to be taken back 
•to the prison.

During a subsequent interview with 
the chaplain, Lee told the latter of a 
dream he had had on the night previous 
to his attempted execution. He had re­
lated this dream to the two warders 
who had charge of him, adding, “So I 
shall not be hanged to-day.” In his 
dream Lee saw himself being pinioned, 
taken out of his cell, and led down 
through the reception cell to the scaf­
fold. He saw himself placed on the 
drop, which would not work, and then 
taken back to his cell because they 
could not carry out the sentence of the 
law.

Consignees of carload lots of freight 
in transit over the C. P. R., will shortly 
be able to keep track of their ship­
ments without the necessity of bother­
ing the freight agents of the company 
to send out tracers. This benefit they 
will receive as a result of a unique sys­
tem now being adopted by the railway 
according to a statement made to-day 
by a C. P. R. official.

In the past if the coast consignee 
of a carload lot of freight shipped 
from Montreal, Toronto or any other 
point, failed to receive the consignment 
within a reasonable time he would ap­
ply to the general freight agent’s office 
to have tracers sent out to locate his 
goods and have them hurried along. 
Owing to the magnitude of the freight 
traffic all over the system the amount 
of labor thus entailed upon the offices 
of freight agents was enormous and 
also a consequent burden upon the tele­
graphic services of the company.

All this will, however, be changed 
the shortly* Orders have been issued to the 

departments of the service affected that 
hereafter the agents at all divisional 
points throughout the entire C. P. R. 
system shall note the arrival of all car­
load lot shipments and advise the con­
signee of the departure of the cars 
from their respective stations.

As an example of the system S mer­
chant on the coast receiving a carload 
of freight from Ottawa would be ad­
vised of its departure from there on a 
certain date, and another postcard 
would soon reach him with information 
of the departure of the car from North 
Bay, another would tell of departure 
from Fort William, from Winnipeg and 
so on. In this manner the consignee 
would be kept constantly advised of 
the movements of his freight and 
would not be forced to have his freight 
agent trace it by wire.

The new system will not apply to 
consignments in less than carload lots, 
as it would be impossible to keep track 
of such shipments. The postcard ad­
vices will cover eastbound as well as 

all westbound freight, and patrons at all 
stations on the company’s system will 
benefit by the service.

New York, Jan. 7.—Indicted by the 
Federal grand jury for the overcerti- 
Jication of fifteen cheques, represent­
ing in the aggregate over $400,000, and 
drawn by the firm of Otto Heinze & 
Co. on the Mercantile National Bank, 
F. Augustus Heinze, the copper mag­
nate and former président of the Mer­
cantile National bank, surrendered 
himself to United States Commission­
er Shields to-day, and latec was re­
leased on $50,000 bail. Heinze will be 
formally arraigned to plead to the in­
dictment before Judge Chatfield in the 
Circuit court.

Edward Lauterbach, counsel for 
Heinze, stated to-night that his client 
did not wilfully over-certify to the 
cheques, as he had drawn a cheque to 
the credit of Otto Heinze for a total 
amount of $500,000, which the book­
keeper of £he bank failed to enter in 
the books until a day after certifica­
tion of the cheques in question.

The indictment of Heinze by the 
Federal jury, which has been investi­
gating the Mercantile and other banks 
identified with the Heinze and Charles 
W. Moore interests, is the aftermath 
of the collapse of the Heinze pool in 
United Copper, and which brought 
about the suspension of Gross and 
Kleeberg stockbrokers,, and subse­
quently resulted in the resignation of 
F. Augustus Heinze from the presi­
dency and the retirement of the direc­
tors of the Mercantile National bank, 
after an examination of the institution 
had been made by the clearing house 
committee. He asserted that he had 
been betrayed by his friends in the 
United Copper pool. V

Heinze had been informed quietly 
that indictments charging him with 
the over-certification of fifteen checks, 
all drawn on October 14th, just before 
the smash in United Copper, had been 
found by the Federal grand jury on 
December 2nd, and that his appear­
ance would be required to-day. With­
out awaiting the service of a bench 
warrant, he with his counsel appeared 
before Commissioner Shields this ev­
ening. The proceedings were short. 
Heinze pleaded not guilty, and bail was 
furnished immediately by a surety 
company. When the proceedings were 
concluded . Heinze told the newspaper 
men that he did not care to make any 
statement, and hurried away with his 
counsel.

After an examination of the indict­
ment, which contains thirty counts, 
Counsel Edward Lauterbach to-night 
made the following statement : “The 
indictment Is based upon the certifica­
tion of fifteen chequesy amounting to 
something over $400,000, drawn by Otto 
Heinze & Co., on the fourth day of Oc­
tober last. Before the certification 
was made, F. Augustus Heinze ob­
tained the amount of a note for $500,- 
000, secured by abundant stock ex­
change collateral, worth at the market 
rates of that day more than $800,000 
and drew his cheque for $500,000 to the 
credit of Otto Heinze & Co., the 
amount to which should have been 
passed to their credit. I think there 
consequently was no wilful intention td 
over-certify any cheque, not even to 
the slightest extent. Over-certification 
is practiced every day in Wall street 

_by all the banks as a matter of busi­
ness necessity. On the contrary, as I 
have stated, there was far more than 
the amount of the cheques standing to 
the credit of the account of the draw­
ers of the cheques when they were 
certified. I believe that If the grand 
jury eould have understood the situa­
tion correctly no indictment would hax e 
been found.”

The indictment specifically charges 
that Heinze, while president of the 
Mercantile National bank, over-certi­
fied fifteen cheques. It was guaranteed 
by the bank signature that the sums 
indicated in the cheques were held by 
the institution to the credit of tile 
drawer. To over-certify bank paper 
is, under the« federal statute, an of­
fense punishable by imprisonment of 
not less than five years and not more 
than ten years.

The trouble of Augustus Heinze 
began with the byjl campaign starred 
by Otto Heinze yfe 
in the stock ofAhe 
which Mr. Heffize had organized and 
developed afte\his long fight with the 
Amalgamated Oo 
Montana. The stock was selling at 60 
when a mysterious selling was detect­
ed. Believing it to be an effort to raid 
the stock by short sellings, Otto Heinze 
& Co. gave unlimited buying orders to 
various brokers, believing that when 
the time came the bear operators 
would be unable to cover their con­
tracts except at such prices as Heinze 
dictated. Heavy . selling of United 
Copper continued, and to purchase the 
stock offered, Otto Heinze & Co. were 
forced to draw cheques for large 
amounts to various brokers. When the 
source of the selling was ascertained, 
the Heinzes declared that they had 
been betrayed by friends, who sold 
their holdings of United Copper on 
the high market. A

The United Copper stock slumped, 
and Gross & Kleeberg, stock brokers, 
suspended, claiming that Otto Heinze 
& Co. failed to take up the stock of 
the United Copper which had been 
bought for them.

A crisis was provoked in the affairs 
of the Mercantile bank, and the clear­
ing house committee made an exam­
ination, following which Heinze with­
drew from the Institution, but with his 
friehdsf still maintained à stock con­

On the motion of Councillor Hender- 
on, seconded by Councillor Newton, It 
was decided that the council accept the 
offer of the city to sell the two acres 
of land near the Old Men’s Home for 
the sum of $1,200 an acre. In discus­
sing the situation Mr. Henderson said 
he had not been in favor of the pur­
chase of the present site for the pound 
and stables and he thought the rate­
payers should be given an opportunity 
to purchase the other site if they so 
wished.

Councillor Sutherland In a very vig­
orous speech opposed the move. He 
thought the council was elected to deal 
with such matters and they should not 
try to shift the responsibility on to the 
ratepayers. The site chosen, he said, 
was the best for school or any other 
municipal purposes and he did not see 
why another piece of land should now 
be purchased.

life on earth.” The Chosen People, in 
a word, had Mr. Cecil Rhodes at one 
end of the scale and the “raw recruity” 
at the other. And the Empire was an 
armed camp, governed by drum-head 
court-martial, its deity a strange 
heathen god of violence and vengeance.

The war came, and Mr. Kipling turn­
ed contemptuously to the “little street- 
bred people,” and commanded us to 
“Pay, pay, pay.” It was our paltry 
share in the glorious enterprise of con­
quest and Empire. And when peace 
followed, and clown at Rottingdean 
Lady Burne-Jones, the aunt of the 
poet, pointed the moral by hanging out 
the legend from Naboth’s vineyard, 
“Hast thou killed, and also taken pos­
session,” and the people, with the dregs 
of the war-fever in them, came about 
and demonstrated violently, there 
emerged from the house a small dark 
man in spectacles with wnrds of sooth­
ing and peace. It was Mr. Rudyard 
Kipling face to face, with the passions 
that he had done so much to kindle.

It is all like a bad dream, the tale of 
those years—a bad dream, with the 
strum of the banjo sounding through it 
a sort of mirthless, deoionaic laugh— 
the laugh heard at its most terrible In 
the “Gentlemen Rankers”:

the most virile onslaught which has 
ever been made on Rudyard Kipling. 
It Was written immediately after he 
had been awarded the Nobel Prize for 
Literature. Its interest lies in the fact 
that it is a powerful piece of writing, 
and the Times in reproducing the article 
does not necessarily subscribe to the 
representation of England “Uncrowned 
Laureate’’ that it portrays. Following 
the article are some criticisms which 
were received by the newspaper In 
which it originally appeared.

Mr. Rudyard Kipling is the first Eng­
lishman to be awarded the Nobel Prize 
for Literature. He is the first English­
man to be crowned in the Court of 
Literary Europe. He is chosen as our 
representative man of letters while 
George Meredith, Thomas Hardy, and 
Algernon Charles Swinburne are still 
amongst us. The goldsmiths are passed 
by and the literary blacksmith Is 
exalted. We do not know the grounds 
of the decision; but we do know that 
Mr. Kipling is not our king. “Where 
O’Flaherty sits is the head of the 
table." Where George Meredith sits is 
the throne of English literature.

Twenty years ago Mr. Kipling went 
up in the sky like a rocket—a rocket 
cut of the magic East, scattering its 
many-colored jewels in the bowl of 
night. Never was th^re such a daz­
zling spectacle. The firmament with all 
its stars was a mere background of 
blackness for its sudden splendor. To­
day we see that the firmament with its 
stars is still there. What of the rocket?

It was a portent. Jt proclaimed the 
beginning of a decade of delirium which 
was to culminate in a hideous catas­

Through all the amazing cresendo of

own merciless sentence.
And partly it was due to the aston­

ishing intensity of his vision. Cole­
ridge said of Kean that to see him act 
was like reading Shakespeare by flashes 
of lightning. Mr. Kipling sees life by 
flashes of lightning, and sets it down in 
phrases that strike like lightning.

He sees the detail with 
astonishing, truth, but he cannot co­
ordinate the parts. He gives the Im­
pression of encyclopedic knowledge, for 
everything he sees is photographed on 
his retina and everything he hears Is 
written down in his brain, 
nothing he does not seem to know, from 
the habits of Akela the wolf in the 
jungle or the seal in the Behring straits 
to the building of a bridge and* the

he does not know life, because he does 
not know the heart of man.

And to the intense vision of the boy 
he joins the passions of the boy. I am 
told by one who was with him when he 
came from India to England to school 
that he remembers him chiefly by the 
way he used to pelt a mild Hindu kneel­
ing on board at his devotions. He has 
been pelting ever since, pelting every­
thing he did not understand, pelting 
everything which did not conform to 
that parochial patriotism which sub­
stitutes Mayfair for Sinai and speaks 
its prophesies through the mouth of the 
machine gun.

That fierceness of spirit does not 
spring from a physically fierce man. 
Mr. Kipling is nervous, almost timid, 
fleeing from intrusive observation, hav­
ing a singular, unreasoning fear of all 
animals. He reminds one of Mrs. 
Disraeli remark about her husband: 
“Dizzy has great moral courage, but 
not physical courage ; I always have to 
pull the string of his shower bath.” 
Mit Kipling’s moral courage carries on 
a war against his physical fear of ani­
mals, but the fear remains, incompre­
hensible in the Wizard of the Jungle.

From all this it follows that he is not 
of the Immortals. With all his wonder­
ful gifts, his swift phrase, his imagina­
tive power, his intellectual energy, he 
is temporary as the moment’s hate. 
For his vision Is of the lightning, fan­
tastically real; not of the sun, sovereign 
and serene. He knows much of hate, 
buf he knows nothing of love, and in 
literature, as in the angel’s recording 
book, it is Ben Adhem’s name, the 
name of him who loved his fellow- 
men, that leads all the rest. He knows 
much of the gutter, but nothing of the 
stars. “And indeed,”»wrote Tennyson, 
“what matters it what a man knows 
or does if he keep not a reverential 
looking upward? He is only the sub­
tlest beast of the field.” A reverential 
looking upwardl Where in all that lit­
erature of passion and horror, of the 
humor of the death’s head, and the ter­
rible gaiety of despair, of a world 
“without a conscience or an aim,” do 
we find the recognition that man has 
a soul as well as the law of the jungle? 
Once only, and in all the little ironies 
of literature, there is none more signifi­
cant than that Mr. Kipling will prob­
ably be remembered by that one flash 
of a nobler inspiration when he turned 
and rent himself and the gospel of the 
brute that he preached:
For heathen heart that puts his trust

In reeking tube and ironzshard—
Â11 valiant dust that builds on dust

And, guarding, calls not Thee to

guard—
For frantic boast and foolish word 
Thy mercy on Thy People, Lord.

Aj number of correspondents have 
written, on the article in the Daily News 
entitled “Rudyard Kipling: A Char­
acter Study.” Opinion is pretty evenly 
divided between praise and criticism of 
tfte article. Here is one passage from 
a uetter by Mr. Herbert J. Allingham, 
5 Broughton road, Ealing, in opposition 
to the writer’s general view of Kip­
ling’s work:

“ ‘A. G. G.’ suggests that Kipling 
brought us the era of brutality. That 
is not my reading of the history of the 
past twenty years. Does ‘A. G. G.’ real­
ly regret the intellectual atmosphere of 
London life in the eighties? That was 
the time of Aubrey Beardsley and his 
slimy ’art,’ Oscar Wilde and his shal­
low flippancies, Richard Le Gallienne 
and his golden girls. John Davidson and 
his book about the whipping of naked 
women in London cellars.

“Do you wonder that we young men 
of those days with blood in our veins 
welcomed with fierce joy the virile 
shout of Kipling and his clean, clever 
tales and songs of Englishmen in all 
parts of the world w’orking and suffer­
ing and sinning human sins?

“Kipling helped to sweep away the 
slimp sickliness of the eighties, 
made possible many of the good things 
we enjoy to-day, and among them the 
modern Daily News, with its courage, 
its self-reliance, its belief in itself and 
its cause. And this is the true Kipling 
spirit. The Liberalism of the eighties 
was little more than a snivelling whine 
at the wickedness of the Tories, 
all great men, Kipling has influenced 
his enemies as well as his friends.

“His message may be summed up In 
this sentence, ‘Be strong, and do not be 
afraid.’ And when ope remembers how 
many good causes have gone to ruin 
by weakness and cowardice one is in­
clined to think it is no bad message 
after all.”

Other critics include Mr. E. H. Vislall 
(who thinks that “the article concen­
trates upon one out of many aspects of 
Rudyard Kipling”); Mr. Stringer Bate­
man, Bath (who questions whether 
Meredith, Swinburne, or Thomas Hardy 
has given “so strenuous a message to 
his day and generation as Rudyard 
Kipling”); Mr. J. P. Wynne, Manches­
ter (who declares that ‘:if there is one 
man more than another who has done 
anything to inspire public sympathy 
for the common soldier it is Rudyard 
Kipling”); and others.

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TRAIN DROPPED 
THROUGH AIR

TWO HUNDRED
PASSENGERS ON BOARD

Derailment in U. S. Claims Five 
Victims While Eighty Were 

Seriously, injured.
Atlanta, Jan. 7.—Running at a speed of 

thirty miles an hour, the second section 
of an excursion train on the Southern 
railway from Cleveland, known as the 
Collver special, and bound for Florida 
points, plunged through a trestle over a 
creek about fifty miles north of Atlanta 
to-day, and as a result three persons are 
dead, two fatally injured, and 80 passen­
gers so seriously injured as to require 
çiedical attention.
' Two hundred passengers dropped 25 feet 
to the bed of the creek with the coaches. 
The accident was due to derailment of 
the train as it struck the trestle, but the 
exact cause of the derailment is not 
known.

The dead men are Engineer Edwards 
and two firemen.

The Collver special is an annual excur­
sion run from Cleveland, to Florida points. 
The passengers were brovgrftt into At­
lanta over the Seaboard tracks. Twenty 
of the injured were removed to a hos­
pital here.

ENDORSED THE BILL
BEFORE PARLIAMENT

Council Approve of Amending 
Act Simplifying Putting in 

of Utilities by Cities.

A bill amending the federal law with 
respect to municipalities t constructing 
utilities is being introduced into the 
Dominion House this session. Last ev­
ening the city council considered the 
matter and endorsed the new act.

The following letter from the city 
solicitor with reference to the new 
law explains it fully.

Gentlemen:—We have received from the 
secretary of the Union of Canadian 
Municipalities the draft of an act of par­
liament which is being introduced in the 
Dominion House to amend the Railway 
Act, upon the following question:

As the act now stands, whenever a 
municipality or a land owner desires to 
construct utilities or works, through or 
under, or in any way interfering with the 
railway lines, application has to be made 
to the board of railway commissioners in 
each case ; the amending act seeks to 
alter this by enabling the board of rail­
way commissioners to lay down genera’l 
rules for the guidance of all persons wish­
ing to construct these works, and binding 
the railway companies to permit such 
works under specified conditions.

We note the amending act confines Its 
attention mainly to telegraph, telephone 
and power wires and water mains.

It is being introduced by Dr. John Barr, 
the member for Dufferln county, Ontario, 
and would appear to be a suggestion 
emanating from the telephone and tele­
graph interests.

As the bill is now before the House In 
Ottawa, we are asked to wire any amend­
ments suggested, and our advice to the 
council is that the city clerk be authoriz­
ed to send a telegram to Dr. Barr and 
also to Mr. Llghthall, the secretary of the 
union, in Montreal, to hive Included in

CITY’S ADVANTAGES

Another Proof Afforded That 
Victoria Is Adapted to Be­

come Educational Centre.

Victoria is undoubtedly the most 
suitable place in the West for an edu­
cational centré. This has been empha­
sized again and again in the public 
press and by ^public men. The remark­
able climate of this end of Vancouver 
Island is one reason why this spot Is 
better than any other for the purpose. 
The fact that Victoria is largely a resi­
dential city also makes it pre-eminently 
a suitable place for young people in 
contradistinction to the mining cen­
tres or cities wholly given up to com­
mercial work.

The latest development which empha­
sizes what has been said is the moving 
of the Queen’s school from Vancouver 
to Victoria. R. V. Harvey, who for 
several years has conducted a highly 
successful school in Vancouver, has 
finally decided that Victoria ia^the~bet- 
ter place for such an Institution, and 
has accordingly secured desirable quar­
ters on Belcher street, where he will 
open up on January 18th.

The following is Mr. Mohun’s re­
port:

3rd Jan., 1908.
Sir:—In accordance with instructions I 

have the honor to report that the area 
used by the civic authorities as a dumping 
ground for rubbish and garbage, bounded 
on the east by Douglas street, and on the 
south by Belleville street, covers at a 
rough estimate about 11,000 square yards. 
Assuming the average depth of fill ajt. 5*4 
feet the deposit would amount to 20,000 
cubic yards, which has been mostly cov­
ered with a thin layer of earth.

For two years and a half I have lived 
within 300 feet of this dump, and have 
passed within a few feet of it two or 
three timés nearly every day during that 
period.

No doubt by far the greater percentage 
of the deposit is of an innocuous charac­
ter, such as ashes, glass, metal, crates, 
boxes, etc., and the thousand articles 
which may be classed as rubbish. In ad­
dition to these, however, there is an un­
known quantity of garbage, organic mat­
ter, both animal and vegetable, inclusive 
of night soil, and of this I speak from 
personal knowledge. It is not sought to 
imply that night soil was deposited with 
the knowledge and consent of the council 
or Us officials, though it is well known 
that other garbage, animal and vegetable, 
has been systematically dumped there.

There is now a putrefying mass of or­
ganic matter in the very heart of the 
city, which is not only an abominable 
nuisahee to the residents in the vicinity, 
but is also a serious menace to the public 
health.

The plague of flies, about the filthiest 
of created insects, which has troubled us 
for some time past Is a strong testimony 
as to the presence of decomposing or­
ganic matter. These/pests are frequently 
disseminators of disease. During the 
year just past the cause of an alarming 
increase of infant mortality in Liverpool 
demanded an investigation, and the sani­
tary authorities came to the conclusion 
that the increased death rate was due to 
the contamination of the food supply, 
and particularly the milk, by the ubi­
quitous house fly.

The whited sepulchre method, or the 
mere hiding decomposing garbage~with a 
layer of earth, as recommended to and 
adopted by the council, will not purify it.

It must be remembered that purifica­
tion by earth is due mainly to the oxy­
gen container in. and the action of cer­
tain bacteria, which abound In the aerat­
ed surface soil. These bacteria rapidly de­
crease in number with their distance 
from the surface and the increased dens­
ity of the lower strata. Dr. Frankland 
has stated, as the result of his experi­
ments, thgt a cubic yard of aerated earth 
T-ould satisfactorily purify from 4M to 10 
S’allons of sewage, or to put it in another 
jay, that it takes from 17 to 37% cubic 
feet of aerated earth to purify one cubic 
foot of sewage.

Tf ese, however, were • laboratory ex­
periments, and experience on e large 
scale has shown that with the right kind 
of surface^ soil, properly handled, 11 cubic 
feet will purify one cubic foot of sewage.

As ‘t is impossible,*without great risk, 
Jo remove the offensive matter, and it be- 
feg equally impossible to burn it in place, 
Jhe only remedy appears to be its disin­
fection. In this connection Messrs. Rob­
ertson and Topp, according* to the report 
Published in the Colonist, appear to have 
entirely misapprehended Dr. Fagan’s sug- 
^vlion as t0 trenching; the latter, with

“The practices of this 
defendant organization in Brooklyn,” 
said Justice Herrick, “were such as not 
only to bring discredit upon themselves, 
but also on us.”

Wilson Dee Cannon, counsel for the de­
fendants, argued that his organization 
has a right to the name it uses.

“We were incorporated under that 
name in Dauphin county, Pennsylvania, 
and in the city of Philadelphia,” he said.

Helena, Mont., Jan. 8.—Thirty-seven 
stockholders of the Kimberley Montana 
Mining Company, have filed an answer 
in the federal court to the petition of 
the Montana Consolidated Mining 
Company that the Kimberley Company 
be adjudged bankrupt. The stockhold­

ers represent ^0*000 shares of stock 
and allege that the proceedings were 
brought ‘‘for tha. express purpose of 
unlawfully and*^fraudulently imposing 
upon and using‘^this court to assist in 
carrying it, a fraud upon a large body 
of stockholders, and to cheat them out 
of their just rights.”

The answer relates that the Kimber­
ley has assets of $1,000,000, and that 
just liabilities are not more than one 
third that sum. It is alleged that the 
Montana company was incorporated 
under the laws of Arizona for the pur­
pose of defrauding many of the stock­
holders of the Kimberley company and 
H. M. Bryan, general manager of the 
Kimberley company, dictates the policy 
of both companies, and that the Mon­
tana company is violating an injunc­
tion of the Illinois court in attempting 
to have the Kimberley company de­
clared bankrupt. It is asked that the 
petition be dismissed.

Germany, 
too, is in better condition, and seems 
likely to escape the financial «crisis once 
feared ; while France appears totally 
undisturbed by our recent financial 
crisis. It is worth noting, also, that a 
better feeling is developing on the other 
side regarding American securities, ow­
ing to the fact that we are righting the 
abuses of mismanagement which did 
more to discredit us abroad than the 
vicissitudes which came from legitimate 
movements. American securities have 
always been profitable to foreigners, 
and as long as they are financed mi 
sound principles and by men of integ­
rity, they will continue to enjoy a high 
reputation amongst foreign investors. 
In estimating the future of the money 
market, while not overlooking the un­
settled business outlook nor the unsat­
isfactory railroad situation, it must not 
be forgotten that the coming ease in 
money will exert a very important ef­
fect upon security values. There are 
many very wealthy individuals who are 
only indirectly affected by business re­
action and having large means will be 
sure to take advantage of easy money. 
When money is in large supply at low 
rates, as will be the case before very 
long, speculation inevitably revives and 

less inflation follows. There is 
another reason why the stock market 
often displays activity and strength 
when depression and stagnation exist 
elsewhere.

Our foreign trade 
merely a gratifying change, but an en­
couraging tendency, 
merchandise values here encourages 
exports and discourages imports, with 
the result of leaving a larger balance in 
our faaror. A good deal of attention is 
now being given to the political outlook 
and the presidential campaign. The 
latter is generally an element of more 
or less disturbance. This year, how­
ever, there are no important unsettling 
issues at present in sight, 
never enacts any important legislation 
in a presidential year, and the issues 
of the campaign thus far promise to be 
more concerning persons than princi­
ples. , There may be some talk about 
tariff revision, but the prospect of ac­
tion in this direction seems remote 
when one considers the strength of the 
Republican party and the power of the 
‘‘stand patters.” Advices from Wash­
ington indicate that the plan I have 
been advocating for giving elesticity to 
our currency for some time may be 
adopted and become a law. The plan is- 
for congress to authorize national 
banks to increase their ordinary circu­
lation to the*extent of say 20 per cent, 
of the paid-up capital, the amount to 
be limited to $100,000,000, and to be is­
sued upon approved savings bank se­
curities, they to be deposited with the 
comptroller of the currency. This spe­
cial issue of currency to be taken to 
such an extent as to compel the speedy 
return and cancellation of such ilotes 
when the business needs no longer, ex­
ist for the additional currency. The 
plan of issuing emergency national 
bank reserve money would remove the 
necessity of a central national bank, 
which is now being agitated to a con­
siderable extent, 
never be acceptable to the national 
banks now existing, as it would curtail 
their business and attenuate and dlm- 
inutize them. The jealousy of bank of­
ficials would cause them to exert all 
their influence against such a measure 
meeting with congressional fkvor. It 
would be practically a revival of the 
old United States Bank, which was a 
source of so much political corruption, 
scandal and disaster in President Jack­
son’s time. Therefore, we want no cen­
tral bank. We have already all the 
banks we need. What we do need is to 
remedy the defects in our currency sys­
tem, and for this let us labor and 
as one of the things necessary to our 
financial salvation.

All things considered, therefore, the 
stock market has received its worst 
blows and is now on the road to recov­
ery. Occasional reactions may be an­
ticipated in event of such unfavorable 
developments as must be expected from 
time to time; but the better class of 
curities, particularly high-grade bonds, 
bought at present prices are * sure to 
show good returns to the purchasers in 
due time.

STOCK MARKET ON
ROAD TO RECOVERY■

Henry Clews Reviews Financial 
Situation and Prospects in 

United States.

I New York, Jan. 4—The year opens 
with our leading business men in a 
sober frame of mind and generally an­
ticipating some trade reaction. This is 
due to recognition of the fact that the 
liquidation and readjustment which has 
taken place in the stock market must 
to some degree be expected in mercan­
tile and industrial affairs; and, while 
nobody expects such a severe reaction 
in the latter circles as has taken place 
in Wall Street, still it is now admitted 
that the mercantile credit situation ts 
badly strained and that a lower level 
for commodities must be attained be­
fore general business can show any 
substantial tendency toward recovery. 
That the process of readjustment in 
mercantiue and industrial affairs has 
begun is very evident, and how long it 
will continue depends upon how far 
corrective influences are allowed to 
have free play. Wall Street was ob­
liged to endure nine months of acute 
reaction, and it is possible that the pe­
riod of readjustment In mercantile af­
fairs may occupy a few months to 
fully straighten things on a permanent 
1 aeis. ^

It does not necessarily follow that the 
stock market should decline in sympa­
thy with depression elsewhere, 
street has often been notable for antici­
pating the future and running counter 
to conditions prevailing elsewtfere. The 
financial panic began and ended before 
general business felt its effect; the 
security markets, therefore, aYe fairly 
entitled to recovery while the storm is 
spending its remaining force elsewhere. 
During 1907 securities showed a depre­
ciation estimated at over $3,500,000,000, 
a shrinkage which not only discounted 
the various forms of overdoing and mis­
trust that precipitated the panic, but 
also the possibility of an era of business 
depression. It must not be forgotten 
that values were sacrificed and unduly 
depressed by tremendous forced liqui­
dation at a time when buying capacity 
was completely exhausted.. During the 
past month prices have been gradually 
recovering; not through speculative 
buying, but from the natural tendency 
to attain a level consonant with the 
changed conditions; and this after 
making full allowance for the pros­
pects of diminished profits and lower 
dividends, which are practically sure 
to be encountered. The most Import­
ant f^ct in stimulating recovery is the 
improved condition of the money mar­
ket. The currency premium has prac­
tically disappeared. Our bank reserves 
ar-e^ rising and, very soon the money 
market will be working under natural 
Influences. The stringency usually ex­
perienced in preparing for January dis­
bursements did not materialize this 
year. Currency will shortly begin to 
return from the interior; and the les­
sened activity in business, together 
with declining prices, will quickly re­
build our bank reserves and leave us 
wttn a plethora of cheap funds greatly 
augmented by'the additions to our cur­
rency , supply during the last few 
months.

Our supply of gold has been much 
augmented by recent importations, and 
the prospect of its retention has bevn 
somewhat improved by better financial 
conditiojis abroad. The Bank of Eng­
land is In strong condition, as empha-

OLDEST ORCHARD.

Apple Plantation in New Mexico Fully 
300 Years Old.

The oldest apple orchard In America, 
if not in the world, is in the centre of 
the ancient town of Mahzano, Torrance 
county, New Mexico. Many of the trees 
are more than six feet in circumference 
but all are still fruitful and vigorous, 
although neglected for generations, 
Little is known of the history of the or­
chard, but the oldest inhabitants of the 
valley of the Rio Grande remember the 
orchard from childhood, and claim that 
the trees have not changed in appear­
ance since then. Venerable Mexicans 
and Pueblo Indians tell of visiting the 
orchard as far back as they can remem­
ber, and finding apples on the ground 
in all stages of decomposition at least 
two feet deep.

birds received from toe farmers would 
not be altogether commendable. It 
proved to be correct, and considerable 
improvement in this respect may be 
made in the future. The proper type 
of birds must be raised by the farmer 
and delivered to the fattening sta­
tion, otherwise the management can- 
not offer for sale birds that will 
command the highest price because of 
their superior quality with respect to 
flesh, plumpness and appearance gen­
erally. To do this, some attention 
must be given to the breeding and 
selection df the birds, either by procur­
ing a setting of pure-bred eggs from 
one known to have good birds of the 
leading utility breeds, or by purchas­
ing a pure-bred ' male of the desired 
type anjl breed with which to head 
the flock. By either of these methods 
a proper start can be made, and by 
subsequent careful selection of the 
young, a flock of creditable birds can 
soon be accumulated.”

The Dominion Department of Agri­
culture at the illustration poultry sta­
tions report its findings on the pure­
bred and scrub chickens as follows:

“When pure-bred and scrub chick­
ens were reared under similar condi­
tions, the pure-bred bird of the util­
ity type made more rapid and 
oralcal gains in live weight than did 
the scrubs.

“In crate fattening, the^ pure-bred 
chickens again made the greater gains. 
It was also demonstrated that the cost 
of food a pound of gain was less with 
the pure-bred chickens.

“At the age of four months, the 
pure-bred chickens were fattened and 
ready for the market, possessing a 
uniformity1 in quality and 
unequalled by the others at any time.

“At no age were the scrub chickens 
so saleable as the pure-bred birds.

“For meeting the demands of the 
higher-class local markets, or for ex­
port, scrub chickens are not satis­
factory.”

A careful perusal of these facts 
should make clear to the reader the 
value of pure-bred birds, and the im-

The Result of Experiments 
Conducted in the Province 

of Saskatchewan.
i

WATER QUESTION WAS
UP FOR DISCUSSIONi .I Sing

Dairying and poultry raising are tw* 
branches of the farming industry that 
hâve received far too little consider­
ation in the West. The following letter 
to the Canadian dairymen from W. G. 
Wilson, superintendent of dairying for 
Sasketchewan, will show how money 
can be made by the farmers:

“Early in the season of 1907 an an­
nouncement was made by the dairy 
branch of the department of agri­
culture, Regina, that the initial step 
would be taken towards encouraging 
and Improving the poultry industry 
of the province of Saskatchewan. The 
course outlined was a practical one 
in the form of co-operative fattening 
stations in connection with the cream­
eries. Since the announcement was 
made the work has been under way, 
and was largely in the nature of an 
experiment with a view to demon­
strating why greater care and atten­
tion should be given to properly rais­
ing and marketing poultry. For the 
experiment upwards of 1,000 birds 
were promised by the farmers early 
in the year but owing to the late, 
cold and inclement spring weather, 
the chicks experienced hardships be­
yond endurance, and the number of 
birds promised were not supplied by 
the farmers. A sufficient number, 
however, was received to enable the 
department to carry out the work, 
which has been completed, and the 
results seem to vindicate the motive 
which stimulated the movement.

“The department erected suitable 
buildings at two creameries^ and pro­
vided fattening crates in which to 
put the birds. These were accepted 
from the farmers during the early 
part of September, only ~ one delivery 
being arranged for this season. At 
one point spring chickens only were 
taken, while- fowl and chickens were 
taken at the other; the regulations 
providing that all must be starved 
for twenty-four hours before their ar­
rival at the fattening station. Upon 
receipt of an approved voucher from 
the manager of the fattening station, 
the department advanced to the farm­
ers ten cents a pound, live weight, for 
the chickens, and six cents a pound 
for fowl received.

“Fine oatmeal and buttermilk consti­
tuted the fattening ration, and feed­
ing was continued for about four 
weeks.

W. Mar­
chant inquired of the speaker whether 
or not it was true that if the money 
had to collected by taxation it would 
mean an increase of two mills on the 
dollar.

Mr. Raymur replied if such action 
were tak^n it would mean an increase 
of a mill and five-eights.

The questioner then declared that the 
expenditure of so much money was 
monstrous. He could not see the pur­
pose of buying meters which only last­
ed ten years and to spread the pay­
ment of this great sum over a term of 
50 years. He branded the scheme as 
extravagant.

“Supposing you were to sell the de­
bentures at the present state of the 
money market, you could hardly expect 
to receive more than 90 cents on the 
dollar?’’ declared Mr. Marchant.

The overcrowding of city schools was 

one of the matters dealt with by the 
school trustees at the last meeting of 
the board.. It was brought to the at­
tention of the trustees by a report from 
Trustee Riddell, chairman of the build­
ing and grounds committee, and 
stated by him to be a grave question. 
Other members of the board took the 
matter up and Mrs. Jenkins said that 
in the Central school there was a class 
of 85 under one teacher, while the 
children in two other classes numbered 
one hundred.

Trustee Lewis suggested that the 
board” should face the question with 
determinatibn and ask for more money 
to build additional schools. One was 
wanted in the eastern portion of the 
city.

The advisability of purchasing a 
portable school was referred to by 
Trustee Riddell. He suggested that 
the board purchase a similar one to 
that used in Vancouver, details of 
which were considered by the trustees 
some time ago.

It was decided to make an arrange­
ment in the Central school whereby the 
main class-room would be relieved of 
congestion.

The admission of Chinese children to 
the schools was also considered. It 
was stated Liât several new applica­
tions had been received and the board, 
after some discussion, decided to al­
low such of the children as had parents 
in the city, and could talk sufficient 
English, to attend.

Trustee Alfred Huggett tendered his 
resignation as a member of the board 
and the board expressed regret at his 
disappearance from its councils. Eulo­
gistic references were made by the 
trustees present to Mr. Huggett’s work. 
W. W. Northcott was appointed re­
turning officer for the by-election, at 
which a successor will be appointed to 
complete for the year of Mr. Huggett’s 
term that remains.

An application was received from 
Miss Hillis, drawing instructor in the 
schools, asking for an advance of sal­
ary, and was referred to a committee.

Miss Williams, principal of the Girls’ 
Central school, asked that her salary 
be raised to the same figure as male 
principals and set forth several rea­
sons for the board’s consideration. The 
communication was considered in com­
mittee of the whole, the press being ex­
cluded, and the comipittee recommend­
ed to the board that no change be 
made.

In his report from the building com­
mittee Trustee Riddell stated that con­
siderable progress had been made on 
the Victoria West school and that the 
joists of the second floor had been laid.

On the recommendation of Chairman 
Jay, W. H. Binns, teacher of manual 
training, was appointed also teacher of 
drawing in the High school. His salary 
was increased $10 a month in conse­
quence of this.

A number of minor matters were con­
sidered, after which the board rose and 
the trustees, of whom four were retir­
ing, exchanged felicitous remarks.
