CENTRE OF BLACK
HAND OPERATIONS

Detectives Scouring Cleveland,
Ohio, in Search of “Dan-
gerous” ltalians.

Cleveland, Ohio, Jan.. 9.—That Cleve-
land is a centre of so-called “Black
Hand” operations, is the declaration
made last night by 18 detectives from
severa] citieg in the United States, now
nere searching the city for members of
that organization. Chief Humphreys,
of Baltimore, who is trying to extradite
John Scallata, wanted in Baltimore on
a charge of dynamiting, has seven men
‘q\ith him, and officers from Buffalo,

Syracuse, Harrisburg, Pittsburg, New
York and Wheeling are assisting the
Baltimore detectives.

The wholesale manufacture of ex-
Plosives, it is claimed, has been cOD-
ducted in Cleveland by “Black Hand"”
men, The police claim to have obtain-
ed information showing that several
hundred “dangerous” Ttalians have
lately found asylums here. Through
the secret service men, it is said, it is
learned that letters demanding large
8ums of money. have been received by
local wealthy TItalians.” Afrests are

the receipt for one dollar in her name.

FRENCH CAPITAL

PROFESSOR WARNS U.S.
AGAINST JAPANESE

Hawaiian Islands Are Spoken
of as Territorial Key to
Situation.

Paris, Jan. 9.—The Matin to-day re-
ferring to the American-Japanese sit-
uvation, declares that President Roose-
velt spoke to a diplomat in Washing-
ton a few days ago in the following
words: “All’ will be arranged in the
most satisfactory manner. The last
memorandum received from Japan was
expressed in the most conciliatory
terms, and there is not the slightest ap-
prehension of a conflict.”

The sensational section of the French
press continues to dwell upon the prob-
abilities of a clash between Japan and
‘he United States. La Presse yesterday
published a long interview with Jacques
Flach, the historian and professor in
the College of France, who declares his
belief that a conflict is certain for the
reason that Japan seeks war. He ad-
vises the American fleet to be on the
watch for a sudden Japanese descent,
and asks “who knows if the attack
made by the Japanese on the Russian
ships at Chemulpo will not be repeated
upon ‘the American ships to-morrow ?”

Continuing, Flach advises Great Bri-
tain and France to intervene to put an
end to the trouble before it is too late.
The Journal des Debates, a more con-
servative paper, prefaces a long editori-
al article with the remark that a con-
flict is improbable, but it then proceeds
to outline the circumstances which ap-
pear to favor a rupture. In the event
‘of a clash, tms paper believes that Ja-

THOUSANDS IN GRIP
OF STRANGE MALADY

Suffering in Michigan Town
May Have Been Caused by
Flight of Bacilli.

Detroit, Mich., Jan. 9.—A special to
the Free Press from Lansing says:
‘“Whether from the flight of bacilli over
the city or from deleterious matter in
the city water, or from some other un-
known cause, Lansing was seized by a
strange malady some time during
Tuesday night, thousands being sud-
denly stricken with extreme nausea,
accompanied by acute intestinal trou-
ble.

From midnight until morning, and all
during the forenoon, calls for physi-
cians were incessant. Whole families
were stricken. Two boys were found
lying in the street, too ill to make fur-
ther progress. The disease, which most
physicians attribute to atmospherical
conditions, yielded readily to treatment.

Fifty city teachers and hundreds of
pupils were absent from schools. All

he stores were short of help. Secrstary
Sdhumway, of the state board of
health, suspecting that something was

wrong with the city water supply, took
steps to have an analysis made, but it
wag not complsted to-day. It was
learned later last night that outside the
waterworks zone the disease was quite
as prevalent,

Among several old and feeble or very
young persons, serious conditions have
developed, but no fatalities have so far
resulted in consequence of the strange
epidemic.

HON. R. LEMIEUX ON
JAPANESE NAVY

N

Army Is Probably Most Efficient
in the World—Immigra-
tion Problem.

Winnipeg, Jan. 9.—Hon, Rodolphe
Lemieux, postmaster-general, who has
been in Japan conducting negotiations
in régard to the question of Japanese
emigration to Carada, passed through
the city yesterday on his way to Ot-
tawa. Hig private car, the Ottawa, was
attached to the Overseas Limited,
which remained at the station only
about ten minutes. While here, how-
ever, he was interviewed by Postmas-
ter MeIntyre and other Winnipeg citi-
Zens,

When seen by a reporter Mr. Le=
mieux was questioned in regard to the
mission which had taken him to the
Orient. “The Associated Press of
America has stated,” said Mr, Le-
mieux, “that my mission to the Orient
was a failure. The reason they gave
for the failure was that I had not call-
ed upon the' American minister at To-
kio. I had nothing whatever to do
with the American minister. My busi-
ness was a seriong one with the Jap-
anse government, and I was not re-
sponsible in any degree to the repre-
sentative of a foreign power. I wish
to be judged by my own parliament,
by the people and the press of my own
country, and not by the Associated
Press of America.”

“How about the talk of war between
the United States and Japan?” he was
asked.

“In Japan it is not taken serlously,
especially since: the last message of
President - Rooseyelt. HEconomicslly
they are in a wery poor condition, and
"the late war has drained. -their .re-
sources, and they are all for peace.
You hear no talk of war, and no one
ever think of it.

“The great question at the present
time ig that of emigration. It is a
most important one, and that is why
the Canadian government will have to
be very careful. Fortunately Count
Hayashi is the braing of the Japanese
government to-day. He is the man
who made the treaty with Great Bri-
tain before the late war, and that is a
sample of his ability. He is an emi-
nently safe man, and is to be trusted
to settle this question of emigration
satisfactorily. This question, how-
ever, is interesting the people of Japan
very greatly to-day. There are about
fifty daily papers-in Tokio, and the
people are kept thoroughly informed in
régard to it.

‘“The Japanese are most progressive
in every way. I do.not judge merely
by their army, which is probably the
most efficient in the world to-day, nor
by their navy, which is second only to
that of Great Britain, but I judge by
their universities, their schools and
by their public institutions and gzov-
ernment.

“As regards the acdtual result of my
mission, I cannot speak at the present
time.”

HASTENING TO
REPORT ON MISSION

Hon. R: Lemieux to Make Otta-
wa From Tokio in Four-

teen Days.

Ottawa, Jan. 9.—Fourteen days and a
few hours between Tokio and Ottawa is
a record which has never yet been equal-
led. When the Hon. R. Lemieux, Can-
ada’s envoy to Japan, will reach Ottawa
about midnight by the Overseas Limited
that will be a record duly accredited to
him.

Mr. Lemieux left Tokio the day after
Christmas. He will b& here in good time
to take his geat in the House of Commons
to-morrow, and, if need be, to make a full
statement of what he has accomplished.
However, it will be necessary for him to
report first to his collsagues, and after-
wards to the House.

Forty Thousand Acres to Be
Included in Scheme—
Nursery Planted.

The C. P. R. has laid plans for an ir-
rigation scheme near Windermere, in
the valley of the Columbia river.  Mr.
Pollen, of the Kootenay Central rail-
way company, is in the city ai present,
He says that about 40,000 acres are to
be reclatmed and brought umder cuiti-
vation.

In preparation  for this industry a
nursery has already been planted and
thousands of young fruit trees are al-
ready set out so as to be ready for the
orchards which will later be laid out
by the purchasers of the land.

The work on the Kootenay Central,
Mr. Pollen says, is being pushed for-
ward by the C. P. R. Some surveys
have to be made yet, but considerable
is being done towards constructing the
line from Golden. This road will in-
vade the district which is to be irri-
gated, and will afford a splendid means
of outlet for the produce of the valley.

, Ottawa, Jan. 2.—The, New England
Fish Company, a Boston concern, has
been carrying on a large business in
halibut through Vancouver, for a num-
ber of years. This company was one
of the pioneers in this branch of the
fishing industry, and was the first to
demonstrate that the halibut of *'the
North Pacific could be transported
deross the continent and placed in the
.Eastern market of the United States in
successful competition with the halibut
of the Atlantic. Notwithstanding the
enormous handicap of the express
freight charge, Pacific halibut have dis-
placed the Atlantic fish, and this has
been brought about largely by the en-
terprise of the New England Fish Com-
pany, whose local manager had care-
fully investigated the conditions long

before the Boston company decided to-

embark in the carrying of coals to
Newcastle experiment of hauling fish
four thousand miles by rail to the
greatest fish market on the continent.
Competition was made possible because
of the greater abundance of Paeific
halibut, larger catches, shorter voyages
and conveniences to trans-shi ment at
Vancouver.

JAPAN LOOKS

IS ABSORBED IN
MAINLAND, OF ASIA

China Wants Integral Applica-
tion of Treaty of Portsmouth
to Prevent Aggressions.

Paris, Jan. 8. —The Echo de Paris
prints an interview emanating, it is
said, from an “authorized Japanese
source” with the object of showing that
Japan is so absorbed with the main-
land of Asia that war with America is
impossible.

“The entire attention of Japan,” said
the interview, “is occupied with China
and Korea where developments are oc-
curring which is giving Tokio the grav-
¢8t concern. China has just dismissed
a number of Japanese instructors who
have been replaced by Germans. The
Manchurian situation is full of com-
plications.

China demands the immediate integ-
ral application of the treaty of Ports-
mouth which would deprive Japan of
the possibility of exercising an effica-
cious influence in Manchuria.”

Chinese influence will be felt in Man-
churia when Japan opposes the exten-
sion of the Pekinp railway to Foukim
by way of Asinmintun on the ground
that the Pekin agreement of 1905 stip-
ulated that China should not gonstruct
a parrellel line injurious to Japanese
interests.

The Japanese occupation of Korea
also is meeting with much opposition
and for this and other reasons Japan
is actively pushing the work of in-
creasing her armaments. The message
of the emperor of Japan clearly indi-
catés that the cc ntry is looking to the

Far East and not in the direction of
America.”

in well informed naval circles that the

| Admiralty will shortly request the Do-

minion government to turn back the
harbor and naval station of Esquimalt
to the Imperia]l authorities.

The naval stations of Halifax and
Esquimalt were turned over to the
Canadian government by the Admiralty
at the time when the much discussed
“concentration policy” was put in force,
when the North Atlantic and Pacific
squadrons were withdrawn, and there
was & wholesale scrap-heaping of obso-
lete cruisers of first, second and third
classes. This affected a considerable
economy in maintenance, and it was
claimed by the naval school,
supports Sir John Fisher, that the navy
as a whole thereby secured more ef-
ficiency.

The great ‘“scrap-heaping’” of 1904
was followed by the discovery that not
enough cruisers were available to sup-
ply a sufficient quota to act with the
battle fleets, and this led to the break-
ing up of the cruiser squadrons in Am-
erican waters.

Now the change of complexion_of af-
fairs in the Pacific, mainly due to the
Japanese troubles in San Francisco and
Vancouver, has aroused the Eritish
government to the need for a squadron
in those waters, and a fourth cruiser
squadron is to be detached in May
from the Mediterranean fleet and will
be strengthened by thrée more cruis-
ers of the county class to be drawn
from the home fleet.

The arrival of this squadron in the
northern Pacific necessitates dockyard
accommodation, and it is said the Ad-
miralty is préparing to take advantage
of the stipulation made at the time HEs-
quimalt was handed over to the Cana-
dian government that the naval port
should be returned to its control should
Imperial conditions necessitate such a
step.

Baron Takahira Says It Cannot
Do More Than Merely
Interest Japan.

Rome, Jan. 8.—The Tribuna, in an
article 6n the cruise of the American
battleship fleet to the Pacific, expresses
the opinion that President Roosevelt
perhaps was mistaken in ordering it,
“in view of the -excitement it has
aroused in the United States, both on
the part of the people and the press.”"

The paper quotes Baron Takahira,
the JapaneseJminister to Italy, as say-
ing: “The Japanese goveérnment loy-
ally maintains the promise to do every-
thing possible to diminish emigration
to America as we have need to
send off our superfluous population
even after the war. Japanese emigra-
tion, much the same as any alien emi-
gration, has been the result of special
conditions in certain regions, and it has
been atgmented by the desire to seek
better opportunities, and the desire for
adventure, and in addition, intending
emigrants have been ably seasoned by
the agents of the navigation compan~
ies.

“Although I am lacking official news,
I know that the relations between
Japan and the United States are ex-
cellent. The dispatch of the American
fleet cannot do more than merely in-
terest us, San Francisco beéing thous-
ands of miles from Japan.”

The Truseno also publighes an inter-
view with Lloyd C. Griscomb, the Unit-
ed States ambassador to Italy, who ate
tributes the augmentation of the Jap-
anese in California to Japan’s enor-
mous developmeént. He points out that
the population of Japan is increasing
at the rate of half a million annually,
but believes that the Japanese govern-
ment is singerely striving to prevent
its growing population from annoying
other governments, by opposing emi-
gration as far as it e¢an, but not al-
ways successfully. The American gov-
ernment is thoroughly pleased with its
relations with the Japanese govern-
ment.

NAME STRUCK
OFF THE LIST

A RULING GIVEN ON
VOTERS’ QUALIFICATION

Magistrate Decides in Favor of
Appeal Against Allowing
Women the Franchise.

(From Wednesday’s. Daily.)

Magistrate Jay yesterday afternoon
granted the application of Thomas C.
Sorby, of the Property Owners’ League,
to strike off the name of Bernice Scow-
eroft from the municipal voters’ list,
This was made a test case, there being
also some 470 other names to which ob-
Jection is taken on similar grounds,
which will be considered on Thursday
next, after the list hag been advertiged
in the local press. Frank Higgins aps
peared for the applicant, and W, J.
Taylor, K. C., fee the defence.

In stating the case, Mr, Higgins said
that it had been found thet the lady
in question did not pay any taxes, but
took the declaration, registering as a
householder. He claimed that house-
holder meant any person of the full age
of twenty-one who had paid at least
$2 tax, whereas the other parties claim-
ed that they were exempt by statute,
His argument was that there could not
be an exemption without a correspond-
ing liability. Persons under the age of
twenty-one and over the age of fifty
were not made liable to the tax, neither
were females, but militiamen were spe-
clally exempt, that being the only spe-
cific exemption mentioned in the act.
The fact that the city had no right to
claim the tax was not an exemption.

Mr. Higgins quoted numerous cases
to support his contention, and referred
to the definition In the dictionary.

Mr. Taylor contended that there was
a distinction between exempted and ex-
empt. All subjects he said were ob-
jects of taxation, but women were ex-
empt. Militjamen, on the other hand,
were not exempt, but relieved from the
duty. If the female was not allowed to
vote because not taxable, he contended
that a man over fifty years of age was
also ‘ineligible to vote. The Jady In
question had paid everything d€manded
of her,

Magistrate Jay, in giving his decision,
sald it was unfortunate the application
had not been made before the supreme
court or county court. The whole gist
of the case turned on the meaning of
the word householder in the statute.
The exemption claimed was clearly not
by statute or by-law, and therefore he
thought did not come within the mean-
ing of the act. An order was then
drawn up ordering the name of Bernice
FScoweroft to be stricken from the 1fst.
;. Application wag then made by M#,
Higgins for the other names to be
taken off. Mr. Taylor thought it would
not be right to do this unless they were

DRUCE PERJURY

Exhumation Evidence Given in
London Trial—Still Claim-
ing Portland Estates.

London, Jan. 6.—The perjury charge
brought against Herbert Druce by his
nephew, George Hollamby Druce, has
collapsed, but the civil action for the
recovery of the estates of the Duke of
Portland was continued this afternoon,
when Atherley Jones, counsel for
George Hollamby Druce, announced
that in view of the discoveries made
within the coffin of Thomas C. Druce,
which was opened and examined on
December 30th, it will be impossible to
proceed with the prosecution. The

Herbert Druce was charged with
committing perjury by swearing -that
his father, Thomas Charles Druce, of
the Baker street bazar, died on Decem-
ber 28, 1864, and tha.t he saw the dead
body placed’in. a ‘toffin/ and buriéd in
Highgate cemétery. George Hollamby
Druce declares that 'this must be un-
true because the T. C. Druce was in
fact the fifth Duke of Portland who
lived until 1879. Upon this ground
George Hollamby Druce claimed that
he himself was the rightful heir of the

| Portland dukedom and estates, the in-

The owl
was a big horned fellow and he cher-
shed this fond notion for many a day.
Last evening he decided to prove once
and for all whether his contention was
a fallacy or not. His brethren let him
go, showing their wiseness by saying
nothing. Now the owl who cherished
notions flew a long way from his
friends until he arrived at the scene
he intended to make his test.

To the bright eyes of the owl the
dusk was like daylight. Above were
two shining copper wires and without
a moment’s hesitation he lifted him-
self up and settled down with a claw
on each wire. There was a flash and
the owl remembers no more.

How nobly it succeeded, many citi-
zens can give full testimony. Even the
street cars were struck powerless. For
well on to half an hour the city was
sunk in a gloomy darkness.

But out on the wires the big horned
owl sat perched, one claw on each wire,
its eyes wide open, dead.

A man, a former employee -of the B.
C. Electric Company, was returning
home when he saw the flash. He fan
hard to the spot and looking up saw
the owl in a halo of flame, perched on
the two powerful wires. There was a
smell of burning flesh, and very short-
ly- the figure toppled over and fell to
the ground. On looking closely the
man observed that the owl claws were
burnt right through, and that its body
was almost roasted to a frizzle.

When the owl fell the paill' of dark-
ness was lifted, much to the gratifica-
tion of the good citizens.

In the councils of the owl the non re-
turn of the big horned fellow was dis-
cussed, and it will be told to all the
little owls for generations to come.

In the rext edition of Esop’s fables
a new story with a moeral will be
added -and the scene will. be -laid in
Victoria. It will narrate the folly of
the owl who cherished the suicidal no-
tion that it could make men live in
darknesy for evermore.

The re-
maining men at the mine immediately
hurried towards Burton City; where
they arrived yesterday, carefully
searching the way down. No trace,
however, was found, and the only con-
clusion is that hawving reached a point
about a mile from the mine, where the
trail follows along the edge of the deep
ravine, and finding it blocked with
snow, they ventured too close to the
edge, fell down 150 feet, bringing a
heavy snowslide of snow with' them,
and were buried underneath. After a
period of nearly two weeks their death
is certain,

LAW.

it is important that no time should
be lost in effecting the necessary im-
provements to Victoria’s water works
system. The improvements cannot be
carried out without money. Funds
cannot be obtained without the sanc-
tion. of the ratepayers. In view of the
urgency of the circumstances we can-
0t refrain from expressing the opinion,
whith we expressed before, that it is
unfqrtunate the council decided upon
submitting a loan by-law at the same
time as the municipal elections are to
be held. Because there can be no
question about the fact that an under-
current of sentiment has arisgn against
the by-law—that there is a danger that
{t will be defeated. The reasons for

‘ this antagonism, the supporters of the
y-mw will probably say, are neither
logical nor just. But the point of im-
portance is that they exist. They can-
ot be removed by simply statingthat
they are founded upon an unreason-
able prejudice against the existing mu-
nicipal administration. If the preju-
dice, or whatever it may be called, is
strong enough the by-law will be de-
feated. Its defeat will involve a longer
‘delay in 'beginning work than would
have been the case had wiser coun-
sels prevailed and allowances made for
a public state of mind which is now
but too apparent.

The Mayor, who is the strongest ad-
vocate of haste, claims the important
thing is to set the wheels of the mu-
nieipal machinery in motion. That will
give employment to a large number of
men, ' attract labor from - outside

ysources, and thus the process of build-
ing up the city will be actively pur-

_sued. That -is unquestionably .a -very
effective argument to put- forth from
th‘e point of view of & mayoralty can-
didate appealing for the votes of a
floating ¢lement of 'the population.
Nevertheless it is but a species plea.
It will not bear analysis at all. If the
most effective way ,of building up &
city is to borrow mioney and spend it
in giving employment, regardless of the
_ultimate value of the works upon which
the money has been spent, it would be
“an easy matter to create large cities,
Thé whole continent would to-day be
studded with them. Becduse there is
scarcely a growing municipality on
this coast, and in other parts of the

* continent also, which has not tried
that experiment, and is to-day suffer-
ing the consequences of attempting to
Jift itself up by the boot-straps.

The cost of
conducting business enterprises woulg

locations in which the conditions were
more favorable. The climatic -attrac-
tions of Victoria are so appealing tbat
‘thousands of persons of by no means
unlimited resources have heen per-
suaded to settle here in the hope of
passing their days in comfort and leis-
ure. - It is possible to tax these people
out of the city entirely. Would any of
these possibilities be in the true inter-
ests’ of the working men to' whom
Mayor Morley  appears to have made
up his mind" to' appeal exclusively ?

FOREST ANNIHILATION.

The value of forests ana ‘he probiem
of saving timber wealth from practical
annihilation are sut_:jects ‘of discussion
in all parts of the world at the present
time. Not so long ago very little store
was set upon the timber resources of
British Columbia. They were treated
by goveérnments with as little fore-
thought for the developments of the
future as though the question of con-
servation were beneath the notice of
public men of practical minds. Prob-
ably there would have been no change
but for the facts as to the“situation in
other sections of the world receiving a
great deal of attention from the press.
Scarcely a week has been permitted to
pass of recent years without some au-
thority quoting figures to. prove just
how long the forests of the TUnited
States ean stand up against the axe
of ‘the industrious woodman, backed up
by the dollars of the shrewd speculator,
According to a circular of the Forest
Service approximately 50 billion board
feet of timber were taken from the
L forests of the United States in 1906 to
be used for lumber, -shthgles, hewed
crossties; pulpwood, ‘cooperage stock,
round mine timbers, laths, distillation,
veneers anfl poles, and dt least another
50 billion board feet of timber, and
probably more, were used for fuel,
posts and domestic purposes. (A con-
servative estimate, then, of the total
quantity of timber cut in 1906 is 100
billion board feet.” The proportion of
timber used for fuel, posts and domestic |
purpos‘es is not known, but the propor- |
tion of timber 'used for lumber, shin-
gles, ‘hewed ties, pulpwood, etc., is as
follows: Lumber, 75 per cent. of
total 50 billion board feet; shingles, 6.3
per cent. of the quantity of timber used
for lumber; hewed <crossties, 6.2 per
cent. of the quantity used for lumber;
pulpwood, 4.3 per:cent. of the quantity
used for lumber, etc. So we find that
the United ‘States timber converted an-
nually into pulpwood amounts to only
4.3 per cent of 75 per cent of one half of
the total quantity of timber cut each
yvear in the United States. Now, using
100 billion board feet of timber a year,
how long will the forests last? The
answer is given approximately. The
United States has between 500 million
and 700 million acres -of forest land,
giving an increase by growth of be-
tween 20 billion and 42 billion board
feet of timber annually. Thus each
vear is taken from the forests a quan-
tity of timber three times as great as
the quantity of their natural inerement.
The stumpage of forests is estimated
«t from 1,400 billion to 2,000 billion board
feet. Assuming a stumpage of . 2,000
billion feet, an annual growth ,of 40
Lillion feet and an annual usé of 100
billion feet, the supply will last thirty-
three years.

It was also in 1852 that

Lord Kelvin re{id before the Royal So-
ciety of Edinburgh his great paper “On
a Universal Tendency in Nature to the
Energy’’:
The universe is not really a perpetual
motion machine; it is running down,
and must come to an end, cold, motion-
less, lifeless. Furthermore, this pre-
diction of an end implies a beginning,
when the machine was first wound up;
and we are in deeper waters than ever.
But ‘universal” is a very big word, and
forgets, perhaps, how small a part of
time and space we share. Herbert
Spencer could never agree with the doc-
trine .of the dissipation of energy, at
any rate in the form which denied the
possibility of a re-birth; and it may
fairly be said, I believe, that, even
apart from the very urgent philosophi-
cal objections to ideas of beginning
and ending, physical sciencé is now in-
clined to question the main conclusions
of thig theory. Nevertheless, its author
was a giant indeed, a ‘“modern Demo-
critus,” the peer of any Greek that ever
was, and his name will be Temembered
when Britain has long sunk beneath
the waveg which, with his cable and
compass, he now helps her to rule.

WIRELESS SERVICE
OF THE GOVERNMENT

Cecil Doutre Reviews the Work
of Past Year in the
Department.

Cecil Doutre, superintendent of gov-
ernment wireless stations, in his report
to the marine and fisheries department
covering the work of last year, says:

It was decided, during the past year,
to take over the absolute control of the
wirelss service on board government
vessels. Heretofore. this service had
been performed by the Marconi Com-
pany. The operators, being in the em-
rploy of the Marconi Company, did not
cansider themselves amenable to ship
discipline. This interfered, to a very
large extent, with the giving of a satis-
factory service. Furthermore, the ap-
paratus on board the ships was in a
most unsatisfactory condition, due to the
fact that the department had no control
over same. The service was taken over
on March 1st, 1907. “All the different
wireless equipments on board of these
vessels. have been completely overhaul-
ed and put into first class condition.

During the past year, the Act govern-
ing wireless telegraphy, part 4, chapter
126, R. S. C., 1908, was put into effect,
and ,(licenses were prepared in accord-
ance with said Act. Seven licenses
have been issued to the Marconi Com-
pany, none of which have béeen accept-
ed by them, due to the fact that it is
claimed, on the part of ;he Marconi
Company, that the form® of license
adopted infringes their contract rights.
A form of license was submitted to the
department of justice, accompanied by
the constracts existing' between the
government and the Marconi Company,
in order to ascertain if there was any-
thing in the terms of the license which
would infringe the contract rights of
the Marconi Company. Several changes
were suggested and incorporated in the
form of license adopted and- which the
department of justice reported was in
accordance with the contracts now ex-
isting. between the Marconi Company
and the government. 'The Marconi
Company, as above.stated, has refused
to accept the above licenses and the
matter is now receiving the considera-
tion of the deparment.

A license was granted to the Domin-
ion DeForest Wireless Telegraph Com-
pany, permitting the establishment of
an experimental license on Grindstone
island. All licenses issued have been
tor a term of one year.

It was decided, during the past year,
to install wireless stations on the coast
of British Columbia, same to serve as
an aid to navigation as well as a means
of communication along the west coast
of Vancouver Island. These stations
are now under construction and it is
expected that all will be in operation
before Jahuary 1st, 1908. The system
adopted in these western stations is
known as the Shoemaker system and,
when completed, these stations will be,
undoubtedly, the most up-to-date and
complete wireless stations on this con-
tinent. As these stations are to be
used as an aid to navigation and as
there are several boats calling at Brit-
ish Columbia ports, such as Victoria
and Vancouver, equippeéd with the Mas-
sie system, it was impossible for this
department to install any system of
wireless apparatus on the west coast
which could not be used to communi-
cate with vessels irrespective of the
system used by them.

As all the government stations on the
east coast are equipped with the Mar-
coni system, I think a statement of the
reasons which led this department to
change from the Marconi to another
system will not be out of place. As
above stated, owing to the nature of
these stations, it was absolutely essen-
tial that they should be available for
intercommunication with any vessels or
stations, irrespective of the system ad-
opted, and, as the principle of intercom-
munication has never -been accepted by
the Marconi Company, this reason
alone would justify the department in
taking the stand it did. Apart from the
above reasons, a very close study was
made of the comparative cost of main-
taining wireless apparatus of different
make. These costs were obtained from
the companies themselves and, on the
figures submitied, there was such a
large difference in favor of the system
adopted, i.e., Shoemaker, that other
things being equal, the department was
perfectly justified in adopting this sys-
tem.. The system adopted is unques-
tionably more up-to-date and better
than that in use in the gulf stations, to
say nothing of the fact that the original
cost was lower and cost of mainten-
ance considerably’less, as is shown by
the figures submitted by the Marconi
Company.

Last fall all the wireless stations be-
longing to the. government were visited
and found toibe in a fairly satisfactory
condition. Some of the apparatus in-
stalled in some of the stations was of
a very crude nature, which, in my opin-
ion, should have been replaced by more
up-to-date apparatus. The Marconi
Company’s attention was called to this
matter and they have, T understand, re-
placed same.

'The longest balloon journey on record
is that of Comte de la Vaulx, in 1900, when
he travelled from Paris-to Russia, a dis-
tance of more than 1,200 miles.

Mr. Helmcken outlined the objects
of the proposed new. association as set
out in the circular letter sent out by
the J. B. A. A. in calling the meeting.

3. Institute, regulate and award all
amateur championghips in “the dis-l
iriet, and ‘%

4, To protect the utual interests of
the various eclubs composing the asso-
ciation,

The following letter was then read
from George A. Smith, the representa-
tive of the C. A. A. U, in this prov-
ince which was in reply to a communi-
cation from A. J. Brace:

Vancouver, B. C., Dec. 26, 1907
A. J. Brace, Esq., Y. M. C. ‘A, Vic-
toria, B. C.:

In reply to your letter of the 22nd
inst., regarding a sanction for an ath-
letic meet which you anticipate hoéld~
ing under the auspices of the Fifth
regiment, I have this to say:! To give
yvour meet any prestige at all and to
afford protection to ‘your ‘athletes, - 1
reconmmend a’sanction meét. ‘under ‘the
circumstances, owing ‘to the fact 'that
there are few registered ‘athletes in
your district, and that the Fifth regi-
ment is not now affiliated with an
athletic union. The price of the sanc-
tion for your meet would be in the
neighborhood of $4.

If athletes should”desire to register
in a bonafide athletic union, such as
the Y. M. C. A. Athletic League of
Canada, register with Mr. J. R. Cun-
ningham, address ¥. M. C. A, Van-
couver; any other unattached or club

thletes to register with myself in the
Canadian Amateur Athletic Union, or
the Pacific Northwest Athletic Union
of the United States, which is a branch
of the American Athletic Union. I
strongly recommend the Canadian body
owing to the fact of our being Cana-
dians, and ought to support the Can-
adian governing body, a point, which
will naturally assist the organization
of clubs for the promotion ef clean ath-
letics and maintain the same.

If you are a member, i. e, if your
club is a member of any of the afore-
mentioned unions, you will not require
a sanction, but all athletes must be
registered. Registration costs 25 cents
for each individual, and is good for one
yvear. It is the only known method at
present of keeping an aecount of the
competitors, and is the only athletic
bookkeeping -that is being done for
amateur sport.

I trust that this will answer your
letter and be satisfactory to you, and |
I shall be glad to give you any further
information.

All of our athletes here are regis-
tered, and if you hold an indoor meet
some-of our boys would very Iikely‘
want to come over, and if yvour meet
was not sanctioned and your athletes
not registered, they could not do so.

I wish you every success in the car-
rying out of your meet.

SCOTT VS. MILNE
IN THE FULL COURT

Judgment Has Been Reserved
—0Other Appeals to Be
Brought Up.

-'The case!'of S8cott vs. Milns is being
argued before the Full court to-day, L.
G. McPFhillips, K. C., for the plaintiff,
appellant, and J. E. Bird for the defend-
ant, respondent. This is a contest which
arises over a deal in property, the defend-
ant . claiming that the plaintiff' lost his
right of purchase through default in mak-
ing a payment due on the agreement -of
sale. Judgment was reserved.

Among the cases listed for early hear-
ing there are three appeals from Judge
Brown, Grand Forks, and one appeal from
Mr. Justice Martin at the last sitting of
the Supreme court in Rossland, in all of
which J. A. Macdonald, K. C., is inter-
ested.

One of these cases, Scott vs. McCarter,
is interesting in that it involves a point
with respect to the Workman's Com-
pensation Act. The action was brought
against a solicitor for negligence. The
defendant was instructed by his client to
take proceedings for compensation under
the Compensation Act. ° The plaintiff
claims that the instructions were neglect-
ed, and by reason of this the right to
claim from the mining company was lost
through the expiry of the time limit. This
case will probably come on to-morrow.

A. R. CREELMAN IS
ON VISIT TO CITY

The Solicitor of the C. P. R.
Says His Trip Has No
Special Significance.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

A. R. Creelman, chief legal adviser
of the C. P. R., came over from Van-
couver last night and is staying at the
Oak Bay hotel, where, with his daugh-
ters, Misses Edith, Isabel and Marion,
he intends to remain for about a week.
When interviewed this morning by &
Times representative, Mr. Creelman de-
nied that his visit had any special sig-
nificance. It was sometimes his duty,
he said, to advise the officials on legal
affairs which might come up at any
time, and he liked to get in touch with
local conditions.

Speaking about the terminal question
for the city of Victoria, Mr. Creelman
said it was wholly in the hands of the
local men, and he was not having any-
thing at all to do with it. For that
reason he refused to discuss the ques-
tion.

The Japanese question, the legisla=-
ture, the development of the island, all
these were outside the scope of Mr.
Creelman’s sphere of influence, except
that he thought the building of the
new railway which was being pushed
as fast as possible would have a splqn-
did . effect in developing that part of
the country and providing work for a
large number of men. The opening of
the new Empress hotel too would cer-
tainly have the effect of drawing a
large number of people to this point
who would otherwise not come. He
was sorry he would not be able to be
here for the opening of the hotel or of
the legislature.

Mr. Creelman was seen in one of the
rooms of the Oak Bay hotel overlook-
ing the beautiful bay. He commented
on the quiet beauty of the scene and
it was indeed an attractive outlook,
for the sun was shining brightly and
the grass along the waterfront was as
green as it would be on the prairies in
April or May.

FOR SAILOR’'S WORK,

J. Wheeler is On Visit to Vietoria in
Interests of Foreign Sailor's .
Society.

Among the visitors to Victoria at
present is J. Wheeler, secretary for the
province of British Columbia, for the
British and Foreign Sailors’ Society.
Mr. Wheeler was appointed to this po-
gition at Vancouver at the end of Oc-
tober and since then<he has been ad-
vancing the interests of the mission in
the Terminal City. He is now here
seeing what can be done in Victoria
and this morning paid a visit to Es-
quimalt with a view to seeing if any
kind of an institute could be estab-
lished for the benefit of sailors there.

Much has already been ‘done for the
sailors and loggers in Vancouver and
an institute hall will be erected at the
end of the present- month which will
be used as a home and also for mis-
sion work.

Mr, Wheeler before being moved to
this coast was stationed at Algoa Bay
in South Africa, where he carried out
a most successful work. The govern-
ment of Cape Colony took a deep in-
terest in the welfare of the society
and contributed an annual subscrip-
tion of $1,250, as well as giving a dona-
tion of $10,000 towards the institute at
Algoa Bay. Work of a commendable
character was carried out among the
sailors from the Simonstown station
of the British navy in South Africa,
and it is hoped that in the near fu-
ture some similar institute will be
formed at Esquimalt to supplement the
work of the Vancouver branch.

Mr. Wheeler will remain here until
next week.

JAP DIPLOMATIC CORPS.

Kobe Herald Tells of Changes Decided
Upon by Nippon Government,

With regard to the impending Japanese
diplomatic changes, it is stated that it has
so far been decided that Baron Takahira,
the ambassador at Rome, shall be trans-
ferred to Washington, and that Mr. Ya-
maze, director of the political affairs
bureau of the foreign department, shall
be appointed counciilor to the Japanese
embassy at London, being succeeded in
the foreign department by Mr. Hagiwara,
the late Japanese consul-general at Muk-
den, says a recent issue of the Kobe Her-
ald. It is also reported that it has been
almost decided that Baron Uchida, the
ambassador at Vienna, shall be transfer-
red to Berlin, and that Mr. Tsudzuki shall
be appointed ambassador at Rome. It is
expected that Baron Chinda, the vice-
minister of foreign affairs, will be given
an ambassadorial post, being succeeded
by Mr. Ishii, director of the consular
bureau of the foreign department, who
recently investigated the emigration ques-
tion in Canada and the United States.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT

Deputation Urged Matters Con-
nected With the Public
Schools of Proviynce.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

The provincial government was ap-
proached to-day by a representation of
the Provinecial School Trustees Associa-
tion, and asked to consider a number
of recommendations looking to the bet-
terment of the educational system.

Among the matters mooted was the
subject of free textbooks, which has
been heard of in parliament from time
to time, and to which the association
are now asking the serious considera-
tion of the government.

The deputation - consjsted of P.
Peebles, ' president, New Westminster;
C. H. Strutt, secretary, Kamloops; and
J. J. Dougan, secretary of Vancouver.
H. N. Coursier, Revelstoke; Major A.
E. Planta, Nanaimo, and Supt. Argue,
of Vancouver, were -also present.

JThe matters discussed with the gov-
ernment to-day were embodied in a
series of resolutions passed by the as-
sociation in September last, and pub-
lished in the newspapers at-that time.
Although emphasis -was given to the
recommendation of free text books, as
being the most important, there were
various other suggestions offered to the
government. One of these was that the
law should provide for a medical ex-
amination of teachers and pupils. An-
other proposed that the school boards
be permited to draw all their monies at
one time, instead of periodically, as ob-
tains under the present system. Refer-
ence was also made to the flying of the
national flag on the schools and other
points of minor consequence,

CONDITION OF THE
LAUNDRIES IN CITY

Lengthy Report Received From
the Plumbing Inspector at
Last Night’s Meeting.

At last evening’s sitting of the. city

council the plumbing inspector report-.

ed upon conditions as he found them
in the various laundries of the city.
The report was as follows:

Gentlemen:—In compliance with the fol-
lowing resolution, passad by the health
and morals committee on December 2nd:

“That the building, sanitary and plumb-
ing inspectors be instructed to visit all
the laundries and wash-houses in the
city and report to the council: (a) The
number of wash-houses and their local-
ity; (b) Description of the premises from
the standpoint of each officer; (c) Sugges-
tions relative to the proper regulations of
same;"”’

I herewith submit a report on the sani-
tary condition of each laundry doing
business in this city. It will be understood
that the schedule annexed hereto treats
of each case separately, and as the condi-
tions are similar, it is unnecessary to
give remarks, and the necessary remedy
for each individual case.

There are, to my knowledge, twenty-six
laundries in operation in this city, of
which twenty-one are operated by Chin-
ese, while the balance are operated by
white people, four of the latter being
commonly known as steam laundries.

Of the Chinese laundries the major por-
tion are situated within the fire limits,
one being in the heart of Chinatown, and,
with one exception, are light frame struc-
tures of a very poor type, and as a last
resort have been rented to Chinese for
use as laundries, being gencrally of such
a low type that they could not be used
for any other purpose.

The utter disregard of these people for
all sanitary laws makes these dilapidated
shacks with wooden floors, etc., a breed-
ing place for the bacteria of all germ dis-
eases, and in nearly every instance are in
such a condition that they are positively
a menace to the public health. An in-
stance of the low habits of these Chinese
was illustrated by the fact that, during
the inspection, a wash-tray was actually
seen in use for the purpose of a urinal,
apd when the proprietor had the matter
brought to his notice his demeanor satis-
fied the writer that it must be a general
custom.

From the information obtained, I found
that some of these laundries have as
many as 120 customers, and by this fact
it will readily be seen that should any of
the inmates contract any of the pestilen-
tial diseases, an epidemic might easily
follow, as the contagion would be readily
communicated through the distribution of
their work. In this way I belicve they
constitute a great danger to health.

The condition of the plumbing, in near-
ly all cases, compares with the general
sanitary condition, but the danger of this
defect is -so small in comparison with
that arising from thne accumulated filth
under the building, toilet rooms, alley-
ways, etc., that it would be useless to
take this matter up until the main de-
fects are to be remedied.

Each of these laundries has a separate
drying-room for use in the winter season.
This room is heated by a box stove, ap-
proximately 18 inches square and 3 feet
long. From this stove is carried an ex-
tended pipe, which is used as a super-
heater, and in some .cases is 30 or 40 feet
long. These are generally in a very shaky
condition, being in some cases hung up
with light wire and in others supported
on bricks. This apparatus sugRests dan-
ger from fire in every instance, and is no
doubt the cause of the inorease of 30 per
cent. on insurance rates on all property
adjacent to Chinese laundries.

Of the white laundries, the general sani-
tary condition Is ‘fair, but considerable
improvement could be made -in cement
floors, etc. I: might also be mentioned
here that in two of these laundries, which

employ about 4 hands (men and women),
there exists only one water-closet. This
matier should receive consideration if the
wash-house by-law is to be amended and
put in force.

Owing to the inability of the building
inspector to attend this inspection, I have
included in the schedule notes which per-
tain to his department.

The necessary and cffective
evidently are:

(a) That all buildings classed in the
schedule ‘““bad’’ should be destroyed.

(b) The removal of all filth from under
the floors, allaeyways, toilets, etec.

(¢) The floors in all the washrooms,
alleyways, toilet rooms and outside areas
should be of concrete. 3

(d) The walls of the washrooms and
those adjacent to any waste fixture,
should be of some impervious material, at
a height of at least 6 feet from the floor.

(¢) The substitution -of all wooden
plumbing fixtures by those of earthen-
ware or enamelled cast iron.

(f) All plumbing made to comply with
the present regulations.

The various sanitary conditions in the
schedule are classified in order of merit
as follows: “Good,” ‘“Fair,”” “Poor” and
“Bagd.”

Ald. Vincent expressed surprise that
the by-law was not lived up to.

Ald. Gleason also took occasion to
express the opinion that the law should
be strictly enforced. , He wished the
officials instructed to this effect.

The city solicitor explained that the
by-law could be enforced in all its de-
tails but that it had not been in a few
cases where Chinese laundries have
great difficully in living up to the pro-
visions.

PRISONERS ESCAPE
FROM THE JAIL

Provincial officers are hot on the
trail of two prisoners who escaped
from the jail yesterday afternoon and
their capture is expected every mo-
ment. Superintendent Hussey this
morning offered a reward of twenty-
five dollars for information that will
jead to the recapture of either of the
men, and has taken ‘steps to notify
farmers to be pn the look-out.

The two prisoners escaped shortly
after 3 o'clock, while working under
guard in the quarry at the provincial
jail. Half an hour elapsed before the
hue and cry was raised, and it 1is
thought they were heading in the di-
rection of Cordova Bay, as their two
coats were picked up on Quadra street
by their pursuers. Last night and this
morning search was made for them
around Oak Bay and Cadbora Bay dis-
tricts.

Both were short term men. 8. Y.
Parr, serving 18 months for obtaining
money under false pretences, and
George Connerly, serving 15 months for
theft. They were both young men and
were tried at Vancouver. Last Novem-
ber they were brought to Victoria
along with a number of other prisoners
in order to relieve the jail at New
Westminster, which was overcrowded.

They effected their escape while the
senior guard’s attention was directed
towards a blast. When the senior guard
returned he noticed their absence and
gave the alarm.

The following description has been
circulated by the police:

Parr is 21 years old, 5 feet 103, inches
in height and weighs 156 pounds. He
has brown hair, blue eyes and sallow
complexion. He is single and intem-
perate in his habits. He is a tailor and
cutter by trade. He was sent down for
18 months on March 13th, 1907.

Connerly is 19 years old, 5 feet .8
inches tall, weighs 150 pounds, has
light brown hair and blue eyes -and
sallow complexion. He is a printer by
trade, single and temperate in his
habits. He has two crossed flags ta-
tooed on his right forearm. He was
sent up for 15 months on June 27th
last.

INTRICATE ACTION
BEFORE FULL COURT

Case of Elford vs. Wootton Is
Now Being Argued on

Appeal.

Before the full court to-day the case
of Eilford vs. Wooton is being heard.
The court is constituted as follows:
Chief Justice Hunter, Mr. Justice Ir-
vine and Mr. Justice Clement.

This is an appeal from a judgment of
Mr. Justice Morrison given some
months ago.

The case involves a dispute concern-
ing the title to an interest in the Driard
hotel, owned by the Hartnagle family,
against which there is a mortgage for
$150,000, held by Mr. Dunsmulr, and
$60,000 arrears of interest and a judg-
ment got by the plaintiff for $8,000.

It seems that Mr. Dunsmuir’'s agents
wished to clear their title and- negoti-
ated with the defendant to release the
judgment held by the plaintiff, which
he! did for $500.

The plaintiff is claiming that his so-
Heitor acted without authority in rlak-
ing this settlement. The defendants
claim, on the other hand, that there
was specific authority given in the case.

Mr. Justice Morrison has already de-
cided in favor of the defendant’s suit.

E. V. Bodwell, K, C., is acting for the
appellant and Fred Reters, K. C., 18
conducting the case for the respondent.

LITERARY MECCA OF ENGLAND.

Famous Writers Who Lived in Twick-
enham—Tennyson’s !?ouse.

The place to whick the lgver of Eng-
lish literature will sooner or later turn
his steps is Twickenham. No other
small town can boast of having been
the residence and beloved abode of so
many famous literary lights,

With it are associated the immortal
names of Pope, Horace Walpele, Swift,
Gay, Lady Wortley Montagu, Gibbon,
Boswell, Johngon, Tennyson and
Dickens. Surely this is enough to make
any place doubly immoral! Twickenham
was well nicknamed by Horace Walpole
the Baiae, or Tivoli, of England; for
it has truly been to London what Baiae
was to ancient Rome—indeed, in a far
higher degree.

The big red brick house in Montpe-
lier Road where Alfred Tennyson lived
for so many years of his earlier mar-
ried life was the one in which many of
his earlier poems were written. Here
his son Lionel, the second Lord Tenny-
son, was born, and there the author of
the “Idyls” entertained many of his
literary friends and acquaintances.

That house should surely be sacred

{ to all lovers of English literature which

saw the dawn of *“In Memoriam’;
which witnessed those delightful gath-
erings graced by Tennyson, Hallam and
kindred spirits within its walls. It is
to-day called *Tennyson, House” and is
now without a tenant.—Westminster
Gazette,

SALVOR NOW HAS
WIRELESS SYSTEM

The Apparatus on Well-Known
Salvage Vessel Successfully
Tested Yesterday.

Yesterday afternoon the wireless ap-
paratus which has been installed on
the British Columbia Salvage Com-
pany’s steamship Salvor was tried for
the first time, and messages were suc-
cessfully éxchanged with the Gonzales
Hill, Point Grey and Tatoosh stations.
The range of the apparatus proved to
be excellent, and the messages were
most distinct. o

The Salvor is the first steamship own-
ed in British Columbia to communicate
with land by meang of wireless. She is
fitted with the Shoemaker system,
which is the same as employed in the
Dominjon government wireless sta-
tions at Pacheéna, Gonzales Hill, Point
Grey, Estevan Point and Cape Lazo.
The advantages of the wireless system
in use on a salvage vessel need no
demonstration. It can be readily seen
that, for the steamship to have all the
stations on land in communication
when gearching for disabled vessels or
otherwise engaged in salvage work,
confers upon her an inestimable ad-
vantage. The big tug William Jolliffe,
also owned by the local salvage com-
pany, is also to be fitted with the
Shoemaker apparatus. .

GEORGIA; FURTHER DELAYED.

Crew Have Doubts of Liner's Sea-
worthiness Dispelled by Suvey.
The Canadian-Mexican liner Georgia
sailed last night for Salina Cruz and
way ports a week behind schedule time.
Considerable delay was caused by the
action of the crew in refusing duty
while the steamship lay at the outer
wharf. The Georgia took on a large
deckload of Tumber and her holds were
filled with south-bound freight, mak-

ing in all about 4,000 tons,

‘With the vessel so heavily loaded the
crew refused to sail unless assured that
the condition of the Georgia was in
compliance with the regulations., The
seamen alleged that the vessel was not
properly found, and place their pro-
test on a round robin, which was pre-
sented to the captain. Capt. Worsnop,
mandger of the line, immediately or-
dered a special survey, which was ac-
complished by Messrs. Kinghorn and
Thomson.

The surveyors found that the Geor-
gia was properly found and in a tho-
oughly seaworthy condition.

RESTORER IN PORT.

Trim Cable 8hip Reached Esquimalt Yes-
terday Afternoon from Honolulu.

After a pleasant voyage from Honolulu
the Commercial Cable Company's steam-
ship Restorer arrived in Esquimalt harbor
at bhalf-past three yesterday afternoon.
The Restorer will refit here and will be
dry-docked and overhauled as soon as the
Royden steamship Indravelli leaves the
dock. It is anticipated that the cable
ship will be here for at least five weeks.

Capt. Combe,  who commands the Re-
storer, is a cousin of Harvey Coombe, of
this city. The officers on the cable ship
are the same as those who visited Vie-
toria on the occasion of her last trip, al-
though it is expected that the first officer
will leave the steamship during her stay
here to take charge of a cable ship on the
east coast.

The Restorer’s voyages since her last
visit have been uneventful, according to
the officers. Recently she made a trip
from Honolulu to Guam, wiere a break in
the Pacific cable was located and repair-
ed. The officers of the cable ship made
many friends while in this port last year
who will welcome the return of the trim
vessel with anticipations of renewing ac-
quaintances.

SUCCESSFUL SEASON.

Nanaimo correspondence states that
the fishermen at that port are having
a successful season, and the total
cateh will, it is anticipated, exceed
that of last year, when the boats cease
work.

Five of the mosquito fleet engaged in
the industry have just returned from
Seattle, where they took shipments of
herring, which were loaded on the
Boston Towboat Company’s liner Shaw-
mut for the Orient. In all considerably
over two thousand tons of salt herring
have been shipped to the Orient from
Nanaimo this season.

CYCLOPS TO HAVE BIG CARGO.

‘When the -Holt liner Cyclops, which
is now at Vancouver leading, leaves
here on the 22nd inst. for Liverpool,
she will carry a very large cargo, in-
cluding 25,000 cases of salmon for Lon-
don and Liverpool; 1,000 tons of salt
salmon and 250 tons of lead for Japan
and a large shipment of lumber, as well

as zeneral freight.

ADVENTURES OF
PORT PATRICK

SHIP IS TOWED TO
ROYAL ROADS TO-DAY

Thrilling Experience of Crew—
(e Seaman Washed
Overboard.

After four days of thrilling experiences,
commencing with a ecollision with light«
ship 50 off the Columbia river mouth on
Friday last, the British ship Port Patrick,
Capt. Sainty, wuas towed into Esquimalt
to-day by the tug Sea Lion. Her heavy
steel boom was broken, the starboard guy
was broken and the bob-stay damaged as
a result of the collision, while two severe
storms which she encountered immediate-
ly after this accident shifted her cargo,
damaged her rudder and washed one of
the crew overboard.

The Port Patrick left the Columbia
river on Friday and was making sail
about an hour after the tug left her when
the wind veered and she crashed into the
lightship, raking the latter vessel with her
boom, which was broken in two. After
signalling for the tugs In the vicinity to

assist the lightship, the Port Patrick put-

cut to sea and ran into a terrific hurri-
czne on Friday night.

On Saturday morning two wash-ports
were torn open .« the terrific seas and
other damage done. The carpenter, Ipson,
a Dane, whc shipped at Portland, was
missedd, and a thorough search of the
skip showed that he had been washed
overboard without any other members of
the crew gbserving the tragedy. Two able
seamen were injured during the storm,
which shifted the vessel's cargo of grain,
glving her a heavy list to starboard, and
damaged her rudder. Owing to the dam-
aged boom it was next to impossible to
set.sail on the foremast, and with. scarce-
ly a stitch of canvas to steady her head
the Port Patrick rolled in the trough of
tremendous seas, her crew scarcely. ex-
recting her to live through the hurricane,

Able Seaman Boyle had a thrilling ex-
perience during this storm, being washed
through the broken wash-port on the star-
board side while attempting to traverse
the ‘sea-swept deck. As he was carried
through the port the ship rolled heavily
to starboard and a big sea threw - him
back on the wet decks, shaken, bruised
and breathless, but otherwise uninjured.

Only for six hours after the Port Patrick
struck the lightship did the weather mod-
erate, and Capt. Sainty, realizing the dif-
fleulty of making the Columbia with'ad-
verse winds, decided to make Esquimait
for repairs. On Monday morning the
$hip squared away for Flattery and was
picked up at Tatoosh by the tug Sea Lion
last evening. A

The Port Patrick is loaded with 2,695
tong of grain for Falmouth. She is owned
by Crawford & Rowatt, of Glasgow, and
is one of the Port sailers. It is probable
that she will be repeired here and will
proceed cn her voyage, although no defin-
ite arrangements have yet been made.

Capt. Sainty is accompanied by his wife,
who weathered the terrific storms with
the pluck and endurance of a seasoned
mariner.

J. T. Rowe, first mate of the Port Pat-
rick, describes the experiences of the last
four days as the most trying he has ever
known.

The Port Patrick’s damage is
heavy, and she is taking water to a
slight extent. Her upper gear is Almost
irtact, with the exception of the ratlines,
several of which are damaged. She will
probably be surveyed to-morrow.

AUSTRALIAN COAL
RUSHED TO FRISCO

Collier Wellington Lays Up Ow-
ing to Slackness of the
Carrying Trade.

Owing to the numerous large cargoes
of coal received at San Francisco from
Newcastle, N, 8. W., the supply at the
Bay City now exceeds the demand, and
there has been a consequent falling-off
of the coal carrying trade between
British Columbia and California.

The collier Wellington, owned by R.
Dunsmuir & Sons, which came up light
from San Francisco on Sunday, is to
lay up for two months, in company
with the Dunsmuir steamship Lee-
lanaw, in Esquimalt harbor.

an incurable form of insanity. These

same doctors, however. had previously |

testified on the witness stand, in re-
sponse to Mr. Jerome’s famous hypo-
thetical question, that they believed
Thaw knew what he was about when
he shot and killed Stanford White on
the Madison square roof garden.

Thig move ig intended by the defence
to block the proserution in putting
these same doctors on the stand, and is
taken by some as showing a determina-

tion that Thaw shall not be convictead |

even with the danger of a stay-in the

asylum for the criminal insane at Mat-

tewan as the alternative.

The alienists who were the mainstay
of the prosecution were Dr. Wm. Ma-
bon, Dr. Chas. Macdonald and Austin
Flint. They were present at the form-
er hearing from the first day, and their
absence this yeap has been commonly
noted.

The defence in the present trial is
insanity at the time Stanford White
was killed. In making out this case it
will require delicate handling to show
Thaw mentally deranged at that time
ag not to know the nature or quality of
hig act, and at the same time show that
he is not mentally sound.

Doctors Mabon, Macdonald and Flint
swore that in their opinion Thaw is a
paranoiac, whose case is incurable.

It is undoubtedly the Intention of Mr.
Littleton, the new chief counsel for the
defence, to interrogate and draw from
these men the opinion that Thaw was
also insane at the time of the homicide,
and then to limit all testimony as to the
defendant’s mental condition at the im-
mediate period of the tragedy., If suc-
cessful in thig the defence wpuld force
a trial of the case strictly on Thaw’s
mental condition in the summer of
1906. This in turn would force District
Attorney Jerome again to apply for a
lunacy commission, and Thaw’s at-
torneys are confident of his ability suc-
cessfully to fight out his claim of pres-
ent sanity before such a board. Just
what steps District Attorney Jerome
will take to combat this unexpected
move by the defence is ot known. The
work of the jury building went forward
to-day, but progress was slow.

Philip J. Goodhart, a stock broker,
whg was absent yesterday when his
name was called, appeared to-day, and
made his excuses. The fine of $250 im-
posed upon him was remitted by Jus-
tice Dowling. Goodhart was examined
for jury duty and when he declared
he had an opinion which could not be
changed he was retired by the court.
All of the members of the special jury
panels are supposed to have made affi-
davits before the commisioners of jur-
ies that they wotld not let opinions
gained from hearsay influence their
verdicts in any manner. They are
supposed to be men, Justice Dowling
said, of sufficient intelligence to do
this, and when placed on the special
jury list are exempted from ordinary
jury duty, being reserved for the more
important cases.

John Entwistle, a builder, born in
England, but a resident of the United
States for 20 years, was the next tales-
man to be accepted as a temporary
juror and was assigned to chair num-
ber nine. Mr. .Entwistle said he had
never served in a case where the de-
fence was insanity but he had no pre-
judice against such a defence. :

The defence used its sixth peremptory
challenge in preventing J. Holmes But-
ler, a business man, from taking a
place even on the temporary panel. Mr.
Butler was anxious not to serve, say-
ing his business would go entirely to
pieces if he should be compelled to do
80.

In all, 29 talesmen were called at the
morning session and only two tenta-
tive jurors secured from the lot.

Within twenty minutes after the
afternoon session began another tenta-
tive juror had been secured in David
E. Smith, manager of a carpet clean-
ing company.

Testimony Yesterday Was
With Reference to Suitability
of Land for Agriculture.

fore Chief Justice Hunter. In this action
the E. & N. Comeany seek to establish
rights to the coal granted to the de-
fendant under the settlers’ rights
case.

It will be remembered that the a
journment was made to enable the law-
yers for the railway company to pro-
duce evidence as to the agricultural
values of the Fiddick farm, the sugges-
tion being that it was not land suitable
for farming, and could not therefore
have been taken up with that object in
view,

J. H. McGregor called for the railway
company, deposed that he had examin-
ed the Fiddick place and found only 11
acres which he would characterize as
agricultural lands.

In reply to L. G. McPhillips, K. C.,
witness said his observations were
made as a surveyor and not as an agri-
culturalist.

James Phair, who accompanied Mr.
McGregor during his inspection of the
land, estimated that there were four
or flve acres of it suitable for fruit
raising. He said he had tested the soil
here and there with an axe. Much of
the land was covered with salal, and
in his opinion, ground on which salal
was found was not suitable for farm-
ing. He had farmed for a number of
years at Goldstream and his experi-
ence was that ground where sala] flour-
ished could not be profitably cultivat-
ed.

The Chief Justice observed that such
had not been 'the result of his experi-
ence.

F. D. Little in reply to a question of
E. V. Bodwell, K. C., said that there
was a scramble for land in the vicinity
of the Fiddick estate when it was taken
up. He had taken some up himself.
The idea was that there was coal on
the land. He had taken hig for that
object. He could not say that Fiddick
might not have taken his land up with
the idea of settling upon it.

“H. Priest, called by Mr., McPhillips,
said he had made an examination of
the Fiddick farm and formed the pro-
fessiona] opinion that at least 60 per
cent. of the land was susceptible to
cultivation.

J. Blunt estimated that there were 20
acres of first-class land on the Fiddick
place and that the greater portion -of
the other part was good land of the
second class, suitable for fruit grow-
ing and farming. He considered that
from 75 to 90 per cent. of the farm was
susceptible of being reduced to cultiva-
tion. He had examined the place.

Asked by the court what he would
be willing to give for the Fiddick place
as a farming propesition, witness sald
$2,000.

George Raines, a settler near the
Fiddick place, gave it as his opinion
that there would be no trouble at all
to get 756 acres of farming land on the
property.

Thomas Richardson, a resident of the
Nanaimo district, said he had examined
ithe Fiddick farm and estimated that €0
per cent. of it at least could be brought
under cultivation, He thought the land
would be worth $10 an acre if cleared.

Andrew McKinnell, a farmer living
on the E. & N. railway since 1876, said
the Fiddick place was 75 per cent. agri-
cultural land. >

This concluded the case and judgment
was reserved.
