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BRAZIL AND ARGENTINA ARE
GLARING AT EACH OTHER NOW

An |ntercepted Despatch
May Cause Trouble
Between Them

Brazil Claims Argentine Authori-
ties Stopped Important Des-
patch and Used Alleged Copy
of It as Argument for Heavier
Armament. :

Washington, - Dec 16—Diplomatic Cir
cles here are watching with deep concern
the outcome of the differences between
the Argentine Republic and Brazil, wl.mse
reletmns, strained because of the jeal-
ousy over naval armaments, are aggra-
vated by the alleged interception by the
Argentine authorities of an important
despatch sent by Brazil to its legation in
Santiago. é

1t is said that the despatch after being
intercepted was handed to a man who com-
posed one entirely different in character
and containing a statement of hostile in-
tentions against Argentine. This alleged
“fabrication was read before the Argentine
congress in secret eession to support the
vote for armaments. Brazil later sent to
Argentine and published in the Brazilian
papers the false despatch and the one
actually. sent, to preve that the despatch
intercepted sho-wed friendliness and not
hostility to Argentine. It is said however,
that po acknowledgement of the mistake
has been made by Argentine to' Brazil.
Threats made in the Argentine press over
_ the signature . of Dr. Seballos, YEx-Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs have also rankled
thé Brazilians. These were that Argentine
would avail herself of her present naval
euperiority to impose on Brazil the equiv-
alence of their two fleets, and ask for a
reduction of the Brazilian ships under
construction. Brazil declares she would
never submit to have her armament voted
according to another Government’s wishes. | i

-He had won and well earned
most of the honors which:¢an be-bestow-
ed on 'a successful .soldier,: and, what 1|30

For some years - I 'Was ' on bu person-
{al ‘staff, and had, ; therefore, every- op-
portunity of meemng ' the great soldier
working ' day by day. During the whole
of that time he ‘séemed to work all his
waking hours, and he had the faculty
of getting the 'members of his stafi’ io
work as strenwusly and as oheerfnl]y as
he -did.

His correspondence was enormous, but
he insisted on every letter being answer-

granted he mever refused.. It was :this
the | Kindly feehng‘ toward all'men which gave
‘him so much work. But, as he seemed
‘to live for work alone, the more letters
there weére to ‘solve the
‘better he seemed to’ like it. |

It was while he was in the middle of
this work at the ,War. Office 'that the
‘office of 'Commander-in-Chief . was aboli
‘ished. He was then seventy-two, but he
maskeenanduvxgomus»shewas
in: South- Africa, when he marched from'
Bloomfortein to Pretoria and the Eastern
Transvasl, and éuffered discomforts with
a fortitide which set a fine example to
those about. him. 1t was aid then, and’
I’ believe with truth, that he showed all
‘the fire that he dtsplayed when ° conduct-
ing that ‘famous ‘march from Kabul ' to
Kandehar years before,

It will* be well tunderstood, then, that
when he left the War Oﬂice he' refused
to ‘go into idle retirement.  He bad al-.
'ready; tried to impress on'the public_the
great need for our youth to learn rifle
shooting, and within a' few ‘months he be-
gan his great cnmpmgn in favor of mmm'
‘ture rifle ¢lubs; .

About the same time he determmed to
try to rouse the people to a‘sense of the
defenceless condifion of the country, and
| delivered at the Mansion House the first
‘of his many speeches calling attention to
the fact that if England were invaded we
coukl not hope to repel the invader.

Roberts. has done during his career, I
think this crusade of his is the bravest.
He has had to face active as well as pas-
sive resistance. By many people he is
regarded as a mere .alarmist.

PERSISTENT MAN.

But in epite of all the obstacles and the
heart-aclung disappointments,  he works
on. At seventy-six he continues his
warnings of the peril in which his. fellow-:
countrymen are' standing. At his home
at - Ascot he works at his desk with un-
abated energy, and today he will call at-
tention again to the invasion danger. He
will also urge the desirability of calling
on the government to give a definite state-
ment as to the result of the recent in-
quiry by the committee of Imperial De-
fence. .

Most . men, in face of the many diffi-
culties, would have given up hope, but
Lord Roberts will return to the charge to-
day with all his accustomed energy and
optimism. . It is, indeed, chiefly .due. to
his courage and optimism that he has
been able to force this vital question be-
fore the Lords, and it is because the
Lords realize the seriousness.of the situ-
ation on which for four years he has been

with a capacity for hard work. In South
Africa’he was:served: by Colenel Sir Nev-
ille Chamberlain, *the - present - Inspector-
General of the Imsh Constabulary, and by
the present. Earl.of Derby, who proved

Yh:mself to"be one of the most capable pri-

vate' secretaries the Field-Marshal ever ap-
pointed.

On his return to ‘London Lord Roberts
was equally fortunate .in his appomtxnent
of  Colonél Stmtfeild now one - of
King’s equeries, who worked hard and
well for him during those strenuous years,
at the War Office, and retired from the
service. when his lordehlp vacated his post
as Commander-in-Chief, It is a striking
commentary on the character of Lord Rob-
erts that the officers mamed are still his
devoted ‘friends.” His present private sec-
retary is a nephew, Mr. ‘Harold Ferguson.
Mr. Ferguson was for many years employ-
ed.in India at the court of ome of its
princes, ‘and has, 'since Lord Roberts re-
tired from active service, conducted his
very heavy ‘correspondence.

It is not generelly recognized that the
character of a' ‘great public man is often
made of marred” by the work of his pri-
vate mecretaries. Lord Roberts proved his

Five Thefts—Kept Record

Recognized by a Woman Victim Whe Gets . Half-a-Hundred
:  QOther Women to Aid in His Capture—Owns Up to Sixty-

of His Crimes.

New York, Dec. 15.—~Irvine J. Lenahan,
ia slender youth of twenty, stood in the
iEast 104th street police station Saturday
facing a group of fifty angry women,
who accused him of having robbed their
homes. He had just been rescued from
the crowd, which had caught him' in an
aparfment at No. 288 East 104th street.
His clothing and face still showed the
marks of angry hands. :

“Yes,” said the prisoner, looking fear-
lessly at the women, “l am the firema;
thief. If you ‘will be patient T will teﬁ
you exactly how much I have taken from
each of you and where you will find your
property.”’ { :

He took a note book- from his pocket,
and from carefully prepared entries read
the dates and details of each one of the
thefts that he had committed during the
last three months.

“I have béen out of work,” he said. “l1
had to do something; I could not see my
mother starve, and now if you will take
this record as a guide, you will get most
"of your property. That is all I can do
for you.” o

The women were told to return to the
police court this morning, and filed out
of the station house, muttering curses up-
on the young thief as they departed. Ome
hour later, Jeremiah Butler, the prison
keeper, found the young prisoner dead in
his cell. He had hanged himself with his
suspenders.

For thre¢ months the police have been
baffled by the operations of a clever thief
‘who entered apartments in the guise of
inspector of the fire department. It is
i gtated that sixty-five robberies of this
kind have been reported,’ all* apparently
by the same young man. The mysterious
offender became known as ‘“the fireman
thief.?' * & : ot

Mrs. Bebecea Levy, of 'No. 108 East
104th street, whose house had been rob-
'bed, was walking in the street when she
‘saw Lenahan and recognized him. She
folléwed him and told every woman she
met who he was. Soon fifty women and
1a few men were following the young man,
who walked slowly along scrutinizing the
houses. ' "

Arriving at No. 238 East 104th street, he
‘entered and climbed the stairs to the
fifth floor. That apartment js occupied
by Mrs. Henry Rosenberg. Lenahan rap-
ped on the door and was admitted. Close
behind him on - the stairs were the fifty
women, climbing silently. They paused
for » moment outside the door; and when:

from the fire department,” Mrs. . Levy
threw apen the door and darted ipside, -

- “Oh, yes; you are! You are an inspec-
tor. Well you're & thief, that’s what you
are!” she exclaimed as she grasped him
by the collar. Instantly a half dozen oth-
er women sprang upon him, and then 4
half dozen more, and Lenahan was quickly
borne to:the floor, With his clothes torn
and hie face badly seratched.

Policeman Cunnitigham, attracted by
the .uproar, started up the stairs, bat]
found his progress blocked by a crowd of
screaming women on the upper landing.

Cunningham comimanded the women to
keep their hands off .and led the man to
the -station’ house, followed by the crowd.
Reaching the station house, the women
made another sally at Lenahan, but the
policemen kept them back.

Lenahan was very cool through it all,
and drawing close to the side of the big
policeman, took out his note book and
said he was ready to answer any ques:

Robb, secretary of the Y. M. C. A. here.
The new association is mot in opposition
to the C. A. A. U., but in affiliation with
it, The governing committee for the
maritime provinces is composed of A. W.
Robb and Frank White, of this city, and

E. H. Dimock, Windsor, N. 8., and M. A.

McKinnon, Chatham. The registration
system, of which the C. A. A. U. have
not availed themselves, will be adopted,
which will be a surer method of keeping
sport clean, as it becomes necessary for
every athlete to be registered. The head-
quarters for the maritime provinces is at
St. John, and all sanctipns for ¥. M. C.
A. meets are issued from here. In view
of the affiliationfwith the C. A. A. U,
athletes of the new association are eligi-
able to compete in sports under the form-
er or the M. P. A. A." A. sanction. The
government and general direction of the
affairs of the league are vested in a gov-
erning committee. b Sk

The committee shall’ bé constituted as
follows: The chairman and secretary of
each provincial committee, one additional
member for every ten associations in each
province, and five members appointed by
the Canadian sec¢tion of the International
Committee. All the acts of the commit-
tee. shall be. subject to the approval of
the Canadian section-of the International
Committee. . i

The- direction and’ control of league
matters in each organized province shall
be vested in a provincial committee com-
posed of two members from each district
committee in the province, and three

members who shall annually be appointed
by the chairman of the provincial com-
mittee, and the members of the physical
department committee of the Association
Provincial Coémmittee.

By virtue of his office the athletic con-
sul for the province shall be a member of
the provincial committee. !

The provincial committee shall at the
annual meeting elect a chairman, vice
chairman, secretary and treasurer, who
ghall hold office for one year, or until their
successors are elected.

committee shall be held at least §
days prior to the annual meeting of the
governing committee.

| All the acts of the provincial committees
| shall be subject to the approval of the
. governing committee. :

The following divisions of the territory
of the league were made; these divisions
being known as provinces, and were thus
{arranged, following. the lines of the divis-
ions made by the Association Provincial
Committees:

Maritime Provinces.—Headquarters at
St. John, N. B., comprising Nova Scotia,
New Brunswitk, Prince Edward Island.

Provinces of Ontario and Quebec.—
Headquarters at Toronto, Ont., including
Ontario and- Quebec. v

Provinces of the West.—Headquarters
at Winnipeg, Manitoba, including Mani-
toba, Alberta, Saskatchewan and British
Columbia.

There are -at - present eighteen associa-
tions in the Athletic League, and about
500 registered athletes. These came
ly from Ontario and Quebec.

LONGBOAT LITERAELY RAN
DORANDO OFF OF HIS FEET

 Marathon: Distance-—
- During the Last Mile.
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Collapsed on the Track

New York, Dec. 15.—As on that memor-
able, pecasion ‘af hia-first ‘Olympiad, Dor-
ando collapsed within sight of the goal
tonight and Tom Longboat, the Indian
runnér, who had béeni“led"'by @ yard or
more ‘nearly all, the way, won the Mara-
L thon race at Madison Square Garden.
e race was hard-fought from start to

finish' and kept the thousands of specta-
tors in wild excitement, At twenty-five
miles Dorando was leading by two yards.
A moment before Longboat had made a
remarkable spurt and put himself on an
even footing -with the little Italian. Dor-
ando (immediately régained first t!?'!ition
and the men were fighting it out in the
26th mile with Dorando in the lead but
visibly weaker. )
The chances of Longboat appeared to
improve in the second and third laps.
In the fourth lap while the crowd was
crying itself hoarse, both men slackened
perceptibly. Then stddenly Dorando stag-
gered and dropped. Longboat finished
alone. His time for the distance of twen:
ty-six miles, 385 yards was 2.45.05 2-5.
The time was 35 2-5 seconds slower than
the mark estsblished by Dorando when
he defeated Hayes over the same track
three weeks ago. It was a gruelling race
for nearly 25 1-2 miles, the Italian gen-
erally in the lead, but occasionally over-
hauled by a wonderful spurt on the part
of the Indlian. - ; :

The men started away at a brisk clip
Dorando at once establishing a lead of
nearly two yards. Longhoat had won the
pole tion ' and pushed the .other. so
