Change of Creed.

A New York despatch of June 19 says:
Mgr. Bouland was yesterdry admitted
into the Episcopal church, the firmal
ceremonies being held at Grace church,
in the presence of Bishop Potter. Mgr.
Bouland declared his faith in the Episco-
palian doctrines, and gave his reasons for
leaving.the Catholic church. There is
some talk of making him the first bishop
of the Gallican church, in which event he
will go to Paris.

Monsignor Antonine Bouland is a notive
of France, and is 40 years of age: He was
educated in Paris at the University of
France, and was for several years the
protege of Cardinal de Lavigerie. He
first came to the United States in 1875,
and was named a canon of St. Michaocl the
Archangel in 1881. 1In 1882 he was ap-
pointed general president of the Society
of the Advocates of St. Peterin North
America and the same year was made a
member of the Academy of the Arcades
in Rome, - Mgr. Bouland was further an
honorary canon of the Metropolitan church
at Rouen, a commander of the order of
the Holy Sepulchre, and private chamber-
lain to his holiness Leo XIII. He had
lately been entrusted with the general
direction of Peter's peace in North Amer-

ica, Forsome years past Mgr. Bouland
has had charge of the parish of Central
Falls, R. 1.

In bis lebter to the Pope, Monsignor
Bouland says he takes -this step because
he can no longer believe in the doctrines
of the sy llabus, and the dogmas proclaim
ed at the last council of the wvatican.
Besides, he can no longer admit the pre-
tentions of the Uljramontanes, who wish
to exercise absolute authority no only in
religous affairs, but also in matters of

tific, philosophical and soocial chare

Trained Nurses.

A PROFITABLE BUSINESS FOR YOUNG WO-
MEN GROWING UP,

The regular rate for the services of a
trained nurse is $20 to $24 and board per
week, writes a New York correapondent,
and the d d is brisk gh to em-
ploy them on an average of 45 weeks out
of the year. U lly skilled
sometimes gat $30 to $35 per week whlis
undergraduates in their -gsecond year’s
training are permitted to go out at the
rate of $16 & week. What attracts many
women to the work is the fact that in
most of the hospitals they are paid liber-
ally for their time while learning. . This
practice is liksly to be abolished before
long, however, as the managers regard the
training sufficient p for mervices
rendered. The nurses are recruited large
ly from the ranks of those who would

otherwise be milliners or dressmakers,
though many highly educated ladies me

found amony them, attracted by the work,

The Brigade Oamp

We have little to add this week
to what we suid last week on the |
subject of the Brigade Camp. It
has been here and is gone. Our
people were interested and instruct-
ed by it, and there was, throughout
the whole organization, general sat-
isfaction expressed with Chatham as
a locality in every way suited for
such a gathering. Lt. Col. Maun-
gell, as commandant was ever at his
post watchful, patient and efficient,
with the best word for the occasion,
whether of commendation, - instruc-
tion or reproof—the latter very sel-
dom, for with the good example of
all the officers of the Brigade staff
before them it is not surprising that
the others, as well as the men, were
anxious to do credit to themselves
and the service. It is conceded
that Chatham will have no difficulty
i, sharing with such places as Sus-
sex and St. Aundrew’s the privilege
of being chosen for holding the Bri-
gade Camps of the future.

Amongst the camp duties performed
during the latter part of last week was
the inspection of the Engineers on
Thursday by Capt. Davidson who found
them in better order than in 1886 and
1887 when they were pronounced very'
efficient.

Inspector Davidson and Major Vince
expressed their warm appreciation of
Mzr. Snowball’s kindness in furnishing
all the material necessary for the bridge.

Major Vince was presented witha
handsome ebony gold-headed came by
the members of . his corps on Thursday.
It was inscribed as a memento of Camp
COhatham, with which all the oflicers
and men expressed themselves as de-
lighted. The Engineers left for home
on Friday morning.

The Cavalry were at skirmishing
drill in extended order, mounting and
dismounting, etc. In the afternoon
they engaged at drill with the restof
the brigade.

Col. Ootton, inspector of artillery,
arrived on Thursday. The battery was
engaged in target practice, and Col Cot-
ton pronounced the range an excellent
one, i

The infantry were inspected during
the day, the 74th, in the morning, and
the 73rd at muster parade in the alter-
noon.

The cavalry and infantry were engag-
ed for skirmishing: drill om Thuraday
afterneon. The commandant express-
ed his great satisfaction with the condi.
tion of the different corps of infantry.

On Thuraday evening, at 8 @'clock.
the School Corps pitched a tent in three
minutes, and struck it in one minute.

In the tug-of-war, Thuraday evening,
the artillery won against the 74th, aud
the 73rd against the Infantry School
men. In tugging off the artillery won.

On Friday the troops were drawn up
on the drill grounds, south of the camp,
at 2.30, and proceeded in column of
route through Chatham and towards
the Lobban fields, with the customary
advance and rear guards composed of
cavalry, artillery and infantry. On ar-
riva! at these grounds a place was sel-
ected for bivonac, and the advance and
rear guards became outpasts with their
picquet and pizquet sentries. Flank-
ing parties were also thrown out and
converted in like manner into picquets,
with their sentries. The force having
rested at this place of bivouag, intelli-
gence was brought to the brigadier of
the approach of an enemy in the direct
front from the direction of the railway
station. The outposts in this qurrter
were reinforced, and a half battery of
artillery was pushed forward to a spot
selected by the inspector of artillery,
from which fire was at ouce opened.

The fighting line also opened fire,
and pushed on rapidly over every piece
of open ground. The Brigade, in the
meanwhile, had been deplayed, and
was now advancing in fours from the
right of companies, the better to move
through the country, partly covered
with stunted spruce trees. The evemy
being in force, the extended order lire
had {o retire and assemble on the re-
serve, clearing the front of the line in
doing so. This enabled the brigade
now in line to open a well-directed tire
and, aided by the artillery, which hap
pily had not been obliged to quit its
original position, the enemy was com-
pletely ronged. It was now consider-
ed desirable to fali back upon the
original position of the bivouac, and the
field manceuvres were brought to a
close by an advance of cavalry going
through pursuing practice, followed by
the infantry and artillery in a paiticu-
larly steady advanceiin line.

About 5 o’clock on Friday afternoon
the presentation of prizes won by tho
men of the different corps at target
practice at the camp took place on the
parade ground south of the park.

In former years merchants
upon the banks of the Miramichi fitted
out vesaels for the prosecution of these
fisheries arid we know of no reason that
would make them less 'remunerative
now than at that time. If 1€ will pay
the large fleet of American vessels that
every season visit our waters for the
proseoution of their deep sea fisheries, |
surely it would pay our people who
live in their immediate vicinity to enter
upon the business. That they have
the business energy and enterprise to
successfully compete with our American
neighbours in these fsheries, nobody
will dispute, all it requires is something
to stimulate them to the effort. Let
the movement once be begun by some
of our business men and we venture to
predict that in a very few years the
port of Miramichi will send out as num-
erous and well manned a tishing fleet
as any port in Nova Scotia or the State
of Maine.

WATFRVALLEY, Miss.,, July 3.—A
grand stand fell here yesterday with
about 400 people, burying iu itg ruins men,
women and children. Indescribable ex-
citement followed. Whole families were
pinioned, as it were, in a solid mass uan-
der the debris. Something near fifty
people were taken out with broken arms
and limbs, bruised bodies and a'most
every conceivable wound, but nobody was
killed outright.

Linpsay, Ont., July 9. —Bush fires at
Carron's siding, Midland railway, burnt
tke station, 6,000 telegraph poles, a
large quantity of cedar posts, several
thousand cords of wood and a steam saw
mill; loss $15,000.

BeLLEVILLE, Ont., July 9—A slight
shock of earthquake, accompanied by a
dull rumbling noise, was felt at Madoc,
Tweed, Markworth and here last night,

Kaxsas Crry, Mo., July 9.—The most
disasterous storm for years raged from
9 o’elock last night until 12. During the
height of the storm, 18th street, for seven
blocks, became a turbulent river, which
flooded all the houses to the depth of two
feet at 23rd and Vine, A 1} foat oulvert
was inadequate to carry the immense
volume of water which backed up, carry-
ing away two houses, the inmates of
which were only rescued with the great-
est difficalty. Reports of death and de-
struction are numerous. It is reported
that a family of four, named Williams,
were washed gway and drowned, So far
no bodies have been recovered.

Loxpoy, July 9 -The town of Berbers,
in Somaliland, has been buried. Forty
persons, mostly children, invalids and
cripples, perished.

ANNApoLIS, JULY §.-- A very severs
storm of thunder and lightning, accom:
panied with heavy rnin, passed over this

Coun, Morrison said that complaints
were made to the Police Committee in
reference to noises made on the streeta of
Newcastle, by which horses were fright-
ened, property destroyed aund life en.
daugered. As s member of the Police
Committee he bad taken the view that it
was not their duty to interfere. One of
the aggrieved parties—Mr. F. R. Morri-
son—wan present and he moved that he
have permission to address the Conncil
on the subject.

Mr. Morrison, having been granted per-
mission, retarned his thanks for the priv-
ilege and said he came to Couneil as a
citizen to ascertain whether he and others
could not be afforded the protection to
which he believed they were entiffed. A
few evenings ago he was driving along
the street in Newcastle, accompanied by
his wife, when tho Salvation Army met
them making such a noise with their
drum and shouting as to cause his horse

| to become unmanageable, the result being

that his buggy collided with a lamp post
and his wife and himself were thrown out,
the buggy being broken. He believed
the noises made by the Army were cal-
culated to annoy and disturb citizens, en-
danger their lives and destroy their prop-
erty. This occasion was nof the first en
which he had been «nnoyed and- disturb-
ed in passing along the streets, but, for-
tunately, there was no lamp post in the
way, on previous occasions, when his
horse became unmanageable through the
Army’s noises. He uuderstood that the
law authorized the Council to pass by-
laws to prevent the abuses he complained
of, and he hoped they wauld do so. If
not, it might be that citizens would take
the matter in their own hands and take
such steps as circumstances might make
necessary for the protection of their lives
and property.

1t would be admitted, he thought that
the making of such noises was not neces-
sary in order to enable people to get to
Heaven, and no one would blame him for
saying that he objected to their being
made when they endangered the lives of
himself and family, He neither wanted
to be killed or to kill anybody in such a
cause, but it was natural that if the au-
thorities refused to afford protection to
citizens that they should resort to means
by which to protect themselves, He again
thanked the Council and would leave the
matteg to be dealt with by them,

On mation of Coun. Adams it was order-
ed that a committee of three be appointed
to consider what powers the Couggil pos-
sesses under the law to deal with disturb-
ances on the streets, and to amend the
Bye-law on the subject—the committee to
report at 4 o'clock.

Christisnity in Japan.

The movement on foot in Japanin favor
of the adoprion of the christian religion is
oue of a very novel character. It is not
the result of the labors of missionaries or
of any conviation of the truths of christi-
anity, but seems to be wholly s question
of expediency. One of the prominent ad-
vocates of the change is reported as saying
that he knows nothing of t chings of
christianity and takes no pem interest
in it, but he sées that it is the creed of the
most highly civilized nations, and he
thinks it prudent that Japan ehould wear
the same religious garb as her naighbors.
He would adopt ohristianity in precisely
the same way as he would adopt European
elathes or any other custom. Another
mao of prominence, formerly president of
the Imperial university, who expresses his
dislike for all religions, is still favorable
to the adoption of christianity on the
ground that the unlearned classes have
had their faith in the old morality shaken
and need a substitute for it. It is not
likely, however, that the different branches
of the christisn church will be very scrup-
ulous as to the reasons for which the edu-
cated Japanese are desirous of seeing the
old creed supplemented by the new.
They will be only too glad to avail them-
selves ot the invitation to come in and in-

On no other ground
should I be willing to be absent from you
at a time when the presence and counsel
of your Bishop seems to be especially re-
quired, both at the annual meeting of the
Diocesan Church Society and at the meet-
ing of the Synod. I rely, however, on
the wise and zealous co-operation of the
clergy and laity of the Diocese to adopt
such resolutions as are calculated to pro-
mote its extension and prosperity, And
I take this opportunity of expressinga
hope that it will not be necessary to aban-
don any of the work which the church has
undertaken, and that by united and har-
monious action this great evil may be pre-
vented. I have appointed the Reverend
Canon Brigstocke to bs my Commissary to
transact such business, as it may be neces-
sary to do during my absence, and the
absence of the Bishop Coadjutor.

When the Synod is duly arganized I
should think it desirable, if there be a
quorum, that the reports of the committees
should be presented and the committees
reappointed; but I would not deem it ad-
visable that any business be transacted
which involves a change in the constita-
tion of the Synod. Notice must be given
of the time and place of the next meeting
of the Synod,

I hope to return by the Vancouver
steamer on September 6tb, and I earnest-
ly ask your prayers that I may have a
safe and prosperous voyage, and that I
and my house may be preserved from
harm.

TEE DRUMMER BOY.

On the first day of the battle of Chs-

tozza, July 14, 1848, about sixty sol-
diers belonging to one of the Italian in-
fantry regiments, having been sent to
occupy an isolated house on a height,
were unexpectedly attacked by two
companies of Austrians, who, firing on
them from different points, barely gave
them time to take refuge in the house
and hastily barricade the doors, leaving
several dead and wounded in the fields.
After barricading the doors the Italian
soldiers hastily ran to the windows on
the first floor and began to poura
steady fire into the assailants, who
were gradually advaucing in s semi-
circle and replying vigoroualy.

The sixty Italians were commanded
by two subalterns and a Captain, a tall
old fellow, lean and severe, with white
hair and mustache. With them there
was a Sardinian drummer boy, a boy
not much more than 14 years old, who
scarcely appeared to be 12 ;he was
small, with an olive brown face and two
sparkling little deep black eyes. The
Captain was directing the defence from
a window on the first floor; while the
semicircle of the enemy kept closing up.

All at onoe the Captain, who until
then had been impassable, was seen to
show signs of uneasiness, and to stride
out of the room, followed by a sergeant.

About three minutes afterward the ser-
geant came running back and called the
drummer boy, beckoning him to follow.
The boy ran after him up a wooden
staircase, and wens with him into an
empty garret,where he saw the Captain,
who was writing with a pencil on asheet
of paper, leaning against the window,
with a well rope on the floor at his feet.,

‘But get on! run!’ eaid the Captain,
grinding his teeth and clinching his
fists; ‘kill yourself, die, scoundrel, but
goon!’ Then a horrible oath burst
from him. ‘Ah!the infamcus coward,
he has sat down! In fact the boy,
whose head till now he had seen pro-
jecting above a wheatfield, had disap.
peared, asif he had fallen. But in a
moment his head cam@ into view again;
finally he was lost behind the hedges,
and the Captain saw him no more.

Heo then flew down stairs; it was
raining bullets; the rooms were encum-
bered with the wounded, some of them
reeled about like drunkeu men, ocatch-
ing at the furniture; walls were spatter-
ed with blood; corpses were lying across
the doors; the Lieutenant’s arm had
been broken by a ball; everything was
in a whirl of smoke and dust.

‘Courage!” yelled the Captain.
‘Stick to your posts. Relief is coming.
Courage for a little while longer!" The
Austrians had drawn nearer yet, their
contorted faces loomed through the

smoke. Above the rattle of the bridge
rose their savage cries, insulting, de-

manding surrender, threatening slaogh-
ter. Occasionally a soldier, terror
stricken, retreated from the window;
the sergeant drove him back. But the
defender’s fire was slackening; their
faces showed discouragement; it was
impossible to prolong the resistance.
Suddenly the firing of the Austrians
slackened and a thundering voice
shouted in German, then in Italian:
‘Surrender!’ howled the Captain from
a window. And the firing began again
steadier and fiercer on both sides.
More soldiers fell. Already more than
one window was without defenders.
The fatal moment was°close at hand.
The Captain was muttering between his
teeth in a broken voice: ‘They’re not
coming/ They’re not coming” and he
ran furiously about twisting his sabre
in his clinched hand, resolved to die,
when a sezgeant, coming down from
the garret, cried in a loud voioce:
‘They’re coming/

‘They're coming” the Captain re-
peated, with a shout of joy. At -the
shout, all, unhurt, wounded, ser-
geants, and officers, rushed to the win-
dows, and once more the resistance
grew fierce. A few moments later, a
sort of uncertsinty and begiuning of
disorder were remarked in the enemy.
Immediately, in great haste, the Cap-
tain formed a small Company down
stairs, with fixed bayonetsall ready to
make a sally. Then he flew upstairs
again. He had searcely got up there
when they heard a hurried tread, ac-
companied by & formidable hurrah, and
from the windows they ssw advancing
through the smoke the two-cornered
hats of the Italian carbineer s, a aquad-
ron dashing along at full apeed, and
the flashing of sword blades brandished
in the air, descending on the heads,
shoulders and back of the enemy.
Then the littlettoup rashed out of the
door with lowered bayonets; the enemy
wavered, became disordered -and took
to flight; the ground remained ‘clear,
the house was free, and a short time
after the height was oooupied by two
battalions of infantry and two cannonas.

The  Captain, with his remaining
soldiers, rejoined his regiment, fought
again and was alightly wounded in
the left hand by a glancing ball in the
last bayonet charge. The day ended
in victory for us. .

But the day after, the fight having
began again the Italisns were over-
whelmed, in #pite of & brave resistance,
by the superior. number of the Aus-
trians, and on the morning of the 26th
they were compelled to retreat sorrow-
tully toward Mincio.

The Captain, although wounded,
marched on foot with hia soldiers, who
were.tired and silent, and toward sun-
set reached Goito on™ the Mincio, and
immediately sought out his Lieutenant,
who had been picked up, with a broken
arm, by an ambulance, and who had ar-
rived here firat. - He was directed to
church, where a field hospital-had hasti-
ly been installed. He went there. The
charch was full of the wounded, reclin-
ing on two rows of beds and matresses
stretohed on-the Soor; two ductors and
various assistanta were anxiously goimg
and coming, and stified cries and groans
were heard.

On entering the Caplain stopped and
lvoked about him, in search of his offi.
cer. Just then he heard a faint voice
close by, calling to him :

“Captain!’

He tarned around; it was the drum-
mer boy; he was stretched on a treatle
bed, covered up to the chest by a coarse
window curtain with little red and
white aquares, with his arms out ; he
wus pale and thin, but with his eyes
il sparkling like two black gems.
