Springs fields for the year ending October 31, 
was 1.045.000 barrels, counted in the equiva­
lent of crude; but the production of the year 
was 72.000 barrels lees. The yield of the 
Petrolia field was 795.131 barrels, and of the 
Oil Spring field 177.869 barrels, or 34,055.000 
imperial gallons, valued in the crude at $1,- 
099.868. Returns from the refineries are only 
complete for 21.160,170 gallons : but with the 
data which these afford it is possible to 
make a very close estimate of the produc­
tion of the refineries. The average of illu­
minating oil in the crude was 39.12 per cent., 
at which rate the total of the distilled oil 
would be 13.322,320 gallons, valued at $1,372,- 

The yield of lubricating oils was 12.45 
per cent, of the crude, giving a total of 4,- 
239,847 gallons, valued at $277,500. All other 
products, except paraffine, made up 28.14 per 
cent, of the crude, or a total of 11,220,705 
gallons, valued at $323.156. The paraffine 

product is computed to be 2,250,000 
at $143,325. Besides the 

above a part of the crude was utilized for 
fuel, the value of which is computed to be 
$72,500. The aggregate value of the industry 
was therefore $2,177,690, and it gave employ­
ment in the refineries to 515 men, whose 
wage earnings are computed at $302,000. The 
number of men employed in other depart­
ments has not been ascertained, but the total 
number employed by the industry is not less 
tahn 1,50.

THE EVENING GROSBEAK.
I

(Montreal Gazette.)
According to Montague Chamber- 

lain large numbers of the evening 
grosbeak (Coccothraustes vespertina), 
some specimens of which were observ­
ed not tong since at Hemmlngford, P. 
Q., by a correspondent of the Hunting­
don Gleaner, ‘ were seen as far east­
ward as Montreal and New England In 
the latter part of the winter of 1889-90. 
Probably some of our local bird lov­
ers saw the not unwelcome strangers 
on the' occasion to which Mr. Cham­
berlain refers. The same Canadian 
authority informs us that the evening 
grosbeak is a regular winter visitant 
In Wisconsin, Illinois, Iowa and Michi­
gan, and that It occasionally visits 
Ohio and Ontario. Nuttall gave it a 
range from Michigan to the Rocky 
mountains. In his time (down to 1842) 
it was not uncommon towards the up­
per part of Lake Superior and the bor­
ders of Athabasca like, while to the 
east of those limits it was only a tran­
sient visitor in spring and fall. They 
were uncommon inhabitants of the fur 
countries after the beginning of June, 
but had been seen In flocks In the 
pine woods of Oregon In the middle of 
May. Nuttall says that these birds feed 
upon thg seeds of the pine and other 
trees and on the larvae of insects.

GREAT BRITAIN AND HER COM­
PETITORS. /

can The valued Globe is one of many 
journals, and its editor is one of many 
politicians who are distressed when 
mention is made of the distress and 
business depression found in Great 
Britain. Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper 
is assailed because he repeats a state­
ment made by Lord Salisbury con 
ceming the recent history of English 
commerce, and others are criticised 
because they mention the facts daily 
brought out in evidence before British 
committees appointed to inquire into 
the causes of industrial and agricul­
tural depression in the mother land. 
There are among us some public men 
who are exceedingly jealous for the 
business credit of all countries but 
their own, and the grit candidate for 
the city of St. John appears to be one 
of them. At the risk of offending 
this class of persons we reproduce 
from the London Times a paragraph 
on foreign competition in iron.
Times says:

A meeting of the board of management of 
the British Iron Trade association was held 
last Friday at Westminster, Wm. Jacks, M. 
p„ In the chair. A long discussion took 
place on foreign competition. It was felt to 
be desirable that additional information on 
the question of foreign labor, methods,, plant, 
and industrial conditions generally was desir­
able, in order that both employers and em­
ployed should be made acquainted with the. 
cause of the decadence of English trade and 
the success of our continental competitors in 
homo and foreign markets.

It _jvas expected that free trade 
would enable Great Britain to control 
the iron industry of Europe. For­
merly England was supreme in this 
business. But now we find the leading 
country in. the iron business admitting 
that .continental nations, and they 
might have included the United States, 
were
neutral markets, but competing for the 
market of Great Britain, 
of these continental nations is pro­
tectionist. They have free access to 
the English market, while England 
cannot send her products free to any 
of them. The wealth, former indus­
trial' supremacy, and great gift for 
business which exists in Great Bri­
tain', have made the nation a hard 
one *to beat hi this industrial race. 
But she suffers front1 the same condi­
tions to which Canada would be ex­
posed If we had “free trade as it is |n 
England.” The difference is that Can­
ada ha* not the industrial or financial 
resources of Great Britain, and is far 
behind in experience,, and is faced by 
a neighboring Competitor which is 
much richer and far more aggressive 
than the smartest European country.

I have always myself been of the opinion 
that in a new country like this there is con­
siderable force in the argument that it is 
not well to allow ourselves to depend ex­
clusively on foreign manufactures, and that if 
we do there is some chance that we may be 
supplied with the mere refuse of exporta­
tion.”

And Mr. Mackenzie himself, speak­
ing at Sarnia, October 11, 1875, said 
that—

up. He had, with this object in view, 
given more study to the speeches of 
Mr. Laurier and Sir Richard Cart­
wright on this subject than to afly 
other commercial subject in the course 
of political controversy. Taking up 
the present position of the liberal 
party on the trade question, the 
finance minister said, it is clear that 
they propose— ,

1. Free trade as it is in Great Brit­
ain.

2. The, elimination of all vestiges of 
protection.

He believed he had made clear his 
point, that what the liberals offered 
today was free trade as it is in Great 
Britain, and that all protection was to 
be taken out of it. These two propo­
sitions were consistent. But he asked 
the attention of this great commercial 
community to the effects of the adop­
tion of this present liberal policy. 
First, he asked, what would be its 
effect on .the revenue? All present 
knqw that this country needed money 
to carry on its public services, and he 
predicted that no party could for 
years to come carry on these services 
for. less than $36,000,000 per annum. 
Great Britain, whose system Canada 
was asked to take as her model, got 
the bulk of her revenue from liquors, 
tobacco, coffee, tea, and a small 
amount from spices. The most Cana­
da could get out of liquors and to­
bacco combined would be $10,000,000. 
Some might say, there was no limit 
to the amount that could be raised 
on these articles, but that was not 
true. Pressed beyond a certain point 
it would give an impetus to smug­
gling, and the result would be to di­
minish rather than increase the reve­
nue. Then a restoration of the old 
liberal taxes on tea, coffee and sugar 
would yield four or five million dollars 
more, and a million might be got out 
of luxuries. Then if the country con­
tinued as prosperous as it was today 
there would be $8,000,000 of earnings, 
but after adding all these amounts to­
gether there would still be $13,000,000 
of taxation to be provided for. How 
could it be raised? In no other way 
except as in Gre%t Britain, by direct 
taxation. That would mean the crea­
tion of an army of tax-gatherers, and 
the invasion of every man’s house. But 
wherever direct taxation was put in 
force; the poor man paid more in pro­
portion than the rich- man. It was a 
well recognized fact that the bloated 
millionaire can conceal his stores, or 
step from one country to another, and 
that while there is a fugitive nature 
about that plass of property, the poor 
man cannot hide his home and house­
hold from the tax-gatherer. Greater 
men than the liberal leaders had said 
you cannot put a direct tax oh a new 
country and work it equitably as be­
tween rich and poor. Edward Blake 
had challenged any man to produce a 
plan for raising a revenue superior to 
a customs tariff.

Mr. Foster next discussed the effect 
of free trade upon the country. He 
pointed out that it would instantly 
take away all protection from all 
things manufactured in this country, 
and also from the native materials 
used in our manufactures. While the 
price of articles made here is kept 
down by domestic competition, the 
country gets the full benefit of these 
industries, the workmen keeping their 
families here and spending their money 
here. What would take place under 
free trade? They would have the com­
petition of the whole world let in on 
their home market, and their own in­
dustries would be speedil* rooted out. 
Canadians would continue to use cot­
ton goods, for example, but it would 
would be imported goods, as the work­
ers would be driven, away and their 
labor and its benefits transferred to 
some other country. That was what 
they would lose. But what would they» 
gain? What market would they have 
in exchange for tearing down Can­
ada’s tariff wall and letting in free 
the products of other lands to strangle 
our budding industries? Cobden, in 
advocating free trade for England, 
said that within ten years after its 
adoption by her every other country 
would follow her example, but as a 
matter of fact no 
place, and today, while Great Brit­
ain’s markets are open to all peoples, 
every country is raising its barriers 
against her products and her manu­
factures. And so it would be with us, 
said the finance minister, if we took 
down our tariff wall. (Cheers.)

“When Sir Richard Cartwright proposed 
his resolution last session he knew that it 
would be defeated. He will renew it next 
session, and he knows it will be defeated 
then: he will renew it the session after that, 
and he knows it will be defeated; he will re­
new It again and again, but in the meantime 
there will be a general election—and we be­
lieve the result of that election will be the 
return of a majority, whether conservative 
or reformers, pledged to support a treaty of 
unrestricted reciprocity between Canada and 
the United States.”

And. at Toronto, on Oct. 1st, 1889, 
Mr. Laurier said:

At Berlin In 1891 Mr. Laurier said:
."The first artlce at the present moment

Our object is when 
there is a liberal administration at Ottawa 
to offer to the United States the free entrance

From 1878 to 1887 the liberal party 
was anti-protection, pure and simple. 
Then Mr. Blake came to the conclu­
sion that his party was wrong, and in 
November, 1887, just before the elec­
tions, he said it was no use to fight 
against protection any longer, as vest­
ed interests had grown up that must 
be respected, and large revenues were 
necessary to meet current expenditures 
and he pledged the party not to in­
terfere with the established industries 
of the land. He saw no prospect of 
free trade. Speaking at Malvern, On­
tario, January 22nd, 1887, Mr. Blake 
said on the subject of the tariff:

"I invite the meet ardent free-trader in 
public life to present a plausible solution ot 
this problem: and I contend that he is bound 
to do so before he talks of free trade as 
practicable in Canada. I have not believed 
it soluble In my day, and any chance of its 
solubility, it chance there were, has been 
destroyed by the vast increase of our yearly 
charge and by the other conditions which 
have been created. ■ The thing is removed 
from the domain of practical politics.’

Mr. Blake was so determined to 
make this understood that he bound 
his party as well as himself, and in­
duced Sir Richard Cartwright to com­
mit himself to this new policy, and 
feeling, no doubt, that the country 
would otherwise be a little suspicious 
of Sir Richard’s attitude, he took care 
to formally pledge his party as fol­
lows:

“Free trade is removed from the do­
main of practical politics.” * * *
“There is, I believe, a general con­
currence of opinion between us, In­
cluding Sir Richard Cartwright.” * • 
“Most surely, no principle laid down 
by me as leader shall be violated while 
f retain my post.”

That was prior to the elections of 
1888.

He tried It on at the succeeding by- 
elections, and the effect was so bad 
from their standpoint that Sir Oliver 
Mowat wrote to Mr. Mackenzie that 
sentiment still stood for something In 
this country, and that he for one 
would not turn to the United States 
to secure prosperity If the act neces­
sitated giving up one iota of Canada’s 
autonomy.

Hon. Edward Blake, on November

The Halifax Chronicle,in March,1888, 
opened an article on commercial union 
as follows:

“The despatch /гот Ottawa giving an ac­
count of the determination of the first liberal 
caucus at Ottawa is the most important piece 
of political intelligence which has reached 
this country for some time. It Is the most 
important movement made upon the poli­
tical chess board since confederation, and is 
likely to revolutionize political controversy 
In this country. This is the first time that 
commercial union has been adopted by either 
of the great political parties. Henceforward 
It becomes the burning question of the day."

“A Datent is said to have been taken out 
for a method of preserving butter, which 
ables It to be shipped from the antipodes 
without refrigerator accommodation, and one 
ton shipped from Victoria has already been 
consigned to a firm here who report It in ex­
cellent condition.

He 
rightly concluded that he’ knew the 
character arid legal standing of the 
club better than a St. John lawyer, 
who knew nothing about it except 
what he got ex part from the lawyers 
for the defence. And now it appears 
that both our local papers have fallen 
foul of the magistrate, one of them In 
a nasty way that a respectable critic 
ought to be ashamed of. It Is notice­
able that the attack is not èo much 
upon the judgment as upon the" mag­
istrate. There are few magistrates in 
the province whose judgments have 
stood the test of the supreme court 
as Mr. McCully’s have done. What 
does this storm, raised chief!#' by the 
liberal organ in Chatham, really 
mean?

To the Editor of the Sun:
Sir—There is a petition- being circu­

lated by the lumbermen throughout 
the province praying the dominion 
government not to enforce the law re­
lating to sawdust being placed in the 
Streams. Now I simply state a few 
ideas trusting you will give them space 
in your paper and that they may come 
under the eye of the hon. minister of 
marine
know that the people are not all,, or 
nearly all, in favor of such a petition,, 
but only those directly under the con­
trol of those lumbermen.

In the first place I am a farmer and 
fail to see why the government should 
pay each year a considerable amount 
for dredging out our small rivers and 
at the same time allow such quantities 
of material so calculated as sawdust 
to fill them up again. Then they are 
giving grants to fish hatcheries and 
allowing the fishermen to kill the fish 
by the thousands. Our rivers and lakes 
used to abound in fish, but I do not 
think the provincial boy with a bent 
pin for fishing hook has secured all 
the beauties; at all events there are 
few left. I think they put forth the 
claim that the great expense neces­
sitate! to arrange their mills suitable 
for burning the sawdust is great. Now 
I firmly believe that some of the far­
mers pay more for having the sawdust 
cleared from' the Interval lands along 
the river where I live than It would 
cost to fix the appliances for one mill, 
and as there are dozens of farmers and 
only three saw mills it would almost 
pay the farmers to put in the applian­
ces themselves. I trust the government 
will not require them to do that.

There Is- another matter in connec­
tion with the fisheries on the stream 
whdbe I live that has never been at­
tended to, or the law carried out. 
to the arranging of proper means in 
the dams to enable the fish to go up 
the streams to spawn. There are, I 
think, two or three dams across the 
river without any fish ways, and I 
think It should be attended to. During 
my remembrance salmon could be seen 
sporting in our little river in a num­
ber of the pools, but not so today.

It to a gratifying fact that the com­
merce of Canada is expanding year by 
year by many thousands of tons of 
shipping, and the size of steam ves­
sels engaged In carrying freight and 
passengers, as well as the speed, has 
been gradually increasing.

Advance in the science of navigation 
and the care apparently taken on 
board of thes vessels does not appear 
to keep pace with the requirements of 
the trade, and we frequently have to 
record disasters upon our coasts, oc­
casionally attended with a melancholy 
loss of lives.
THE GUARD AGAINST CASUAL­

TIES.
The best safeguard against so fre­

quent a recurrence of these casualties 
to a proper use of the log, lead and 
compass, and a supply of the latest 
and most reliable admiralty charts, 
an efficient lookout being always kept 
in hazy or foggy weather.

I approve of the scheme of the fast 
line of steamships to Canada, because 
I consider the progress of events ren­
ders it a necessity, and that a large 
number of people on both sides of the 
Atlantic desire to see it carried out.

The relation, both! social and com­
mercial, which exists between Great 
Britain and her colonies wlll.no doubt, 
be strengthened in the improvement 
in the means of communication only 
to be gained by a faat line of steam­
ships on Atlantic and Pacific oceans.

No doubt there would have- been 
less responsibility resting on the man­
agement of such a line of steamships 
if some of the gentlemen who are now 
conducting the mail steam service be­
tween the two countries had been as­
sociated with the promoters of this en­
terprise, as they have every facility 
tor engaging in it, but as It appears 
they do not see their way nor desire 
to embark in it, others who are put­
ting forth their efforts In this direc­
tion should be encouraged and receive 
support, otherwise we run a risk, of 
postponing such a useful undertaking 
for an indefinite period.

It is most certain that a fast line of 
steamships between England and Can­
ada will ultimately be established, 
making a continuous connection -of an 
all British route for mails and passen­
gers with the colonies and other Im­
portant countries.

The interests of Great Britain are 
largely involved in such an enter­
prise, and a speed of 20 knots for a 
steamer is not excessive either upon 
the Atlantic or In the, Gulf of St.Law- 
rence, and it can always be maintain­
ed In favorable weather.

ANTICOSTI’S DANGERS.
The stranding of so many steamers 

at and near the east point of Anticosti 
must. In a great measure) be attribut­
ed to, careless navigation and neglect 
of the proper use of the lead, as there 
to a graduated book of soundings off 
Heath Point, extending for twenty- 
eight miles to the SE.

There to also a small patch of shoal 
water nearly true south twenty-one 
miles from Cape Whittle, the western 
edge of which to sixty-five miles from 
Anticosti, and this bank is separated 
only forty miles from the outer edge 
of the Anticosti bank.

The extent of this shallow water to 
about twenty miles from north to 
south and the same distance from east 
to west. It to a most reliable guide to 
verify the ship’s position in fog, being 
quite as good as sighting a point of 
land.

After passing Point Amour, there to 
a clear run of 236 miles to Anticosti 
Island, where vessels are seldom met, 
of any description, excepting an occa­
sional outward bound steamer from 
the St Lawrence.

Only ordinary precautions are re­
quired to be taken in fog while run­
ning this distance.

From the south point of Anticosti 
to Fame Point to 93 miles, without 
any obstruction, after which vessels 
have to skirt along the south shore of 
the Canadian coast for 167 miles to Ri- 
moueki.

Fog occurs outside and inside Belle 
Isle always with southwest or south 
winds.

The temperature of the atmosphere 
rises with the wind from that quarter, 
and blowing oyer water cooled by the 
Arctic current produces thick vapor.
IN DENSE FOG OR SNOWSTORM, 
when a ship to approaching the ice 
track, the only sale method to adopt 
is to stop the engines éntirely and sta­
tion extra men around the vessel’s 
deck to look out for Ice drifting to­
wards the ship from windward, or ttie 
ship being set towards other masses to 
leeward.

Before embarking in the undertak­
ing. it would be desirable for the pro­
moters of this scheme to endeavor, It 
possible, to obtain the services of some 
of the captains and officers who have 
been brought up and trained In the 
ships of the regular lines trading to 
Canada, as these gentlemen have a 
most extensive knowledge and experi­
ence of the navigation of the Gulf of 
St. Lawrence and its approaches, as 
well as that of the coast of Nova 
Scotia.

To select other men for officers of 
the new line of fast steamships, even 
if their nautical and scientific attain­
ments wer.e of a higher class than that 
possessed by those serving in the 
steamers now running, would not be 
advantageous, and to engage the ser­
vices of masters inexperienced In the 
St. Lawrence navigation would no 
doubt be the means of courting dis­
aster.

A high rate of speed for a steamer 
in the Gulf of St Lawrence is not to 
be feared if all necessary steps are 
taken to slacken It when a vessel to 
known to be approaching shoal water, 
land or ice in foggy weather, and 
steamers capable of making good 
speed will be safe enough if proper 
vigilance and care are exercised.

During the season now ended re­
markably fast passages have been 
made by some of the Allan and Do­
minion lines of steajners between Mo-' 
ville and Rimouskl, where the mails 
are embarked and diesembarked.

Under the like circumstances of 
weather, a steamer of 20 knots per 
hour would have performed the same 
service from Moville to Rimouskl in 
five days, as her speed would have 
averaged more than 150 geographical 
miles per day in excess of the others.

Now then, as there to to be an elec­
tion soon, what do those self-appoint­
ed leaders desire us to do?

For the safety of navigation in the 
waters of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, 
the Strait of Belle Isle and near Cape 
Race during the prevalence of fog 
when in the vicinity of the ice track, 
steamers, either of slow or fast speed, 
are compelled to adopt similar meas­
ures of precaution and proceed at re­
duced speed, and under some circum­
stances even stop their engines alto­
gether.

Com Hill, March 15,—This farming 
settlement on the north east side of 
the parish of Haveldck Is reached by 
train, being six miles from the near­
est railroad station.

Sin—During the past eight years 

samples of those varteti* of grain 
which have succeeded best on the ex­
perimental farms have been distri­
buted on application in 3-lb. bags to 
farmers In all parts of the dominion 
free through the mail. The object in 
view in this distribution has been to 
improve the quality and character of 
these Important agricultural products 
throughout the country. This work 
has met with much appreciation and 
a considerable degree of success.

Last year I was Instructed by the 
honorable minister of agriculture to 
forward, as far as practicable, two 
samples to each applicant, but the 
applications received were so numer­
ous that on this ba^ls of distribution 
all the available stock had been pro­
mised by the middle of February, and 
all later applicants could not be sup­
plied.

This year my Instructions are to 
send one sample only to each appli­
cant, with the hope that with this 
limitation every farmer In this domin­
ion who so desires may share in the 
benefits of this useful branch of the 
work of the experimental farms.

The distribution now ln progress 
consists of some of the most promis­
ing sorts of oats, barley, spring 
Wheat, peas, field corn, and pota­
toes. Already more than 7,000 appli­
cations have been filled. All farmers 
desiring to participate in this distri­
bution should send in their applica­
tions early, and state which of the 
above named samples they would pre­
fer, and their wishes will be met as 
far as practicable, until the available 
stock is exhausted. The grain can be' 
sent early, but the potatoes will not 
be distributed until the danger of be­
ing injured in transit by frost is over. 
Letters addressed to the Central Ex­
perimental Farm may be sent free 
of postage.

PALAEOZIC TIMES. IRELAND’S DESICCATED ROLLED WHEAT

The paper read by Sir Wm. Daw­
son on the Air-Breathing Animals of 
Palaeozoic Times at the last meeting 
of the Royal Society of Canada has 
just been published. It is of some in­
terest to students in this section, as 
several discoveries of these animals 
have been made In the maritime pro­
vinces.

Sir Wm., Logan was the first to dis­
cover the existence of gir-breathers in 
the Carboniferous age, and made -his 
discovery at Horton Bluff in Nova 
Scotia in 1841. Other remains of this 
nature were then found by King, Von 
Decker and Dawson, and in 1862 Prof. 
C. Fred Hartt found insect wings in 
the Devonian rocks of the Fern Ledges 
near this city.

. Land snails and millipedes have also 
been found in these ledges and des­
cribed by Dr. Geo. F. Matthew.

Sir William states that the land 
animals of the palaeozoic in Canada, 
so far as known, are as follows: Ver- 
tebrata, 26 species; all amphibians Ar­
thropods, 33 species; Insects, scorpions 
ami myriapods mollusca, 5 species; 
pulmonate snails. After giving an 
annotated list of the species, Sir Wil­
liam gives some interesting notes on 
erect fossil trees at the Joggtns. 
Through the kindness of W. P. Mc- 
Naughton he had a number of these 
trees saved for him, anti inside of them 
he found many new fossils. An ex­
tended note is made on the rich flora 
and fauna of the Devonian beds so 
well known as the Fern Ledges. He 
says: "Those beds are favorably ex­
posed in the vicinity of a large pity 
possessing a zealous society of nat­
uralists, eminent among whom have 
been Prof. Hartt, and Mr. Matthew, 
who is still spared to us. The labors 
of these gentlemen and colleagues have 
undoubtedly been the leading cause 

■ which has enabled this peculiar de­
posit to yield up its treasures. It is 
rarely that such exceptionally rich 
beds as those of the Cambrian and 
Devonian of the vicinity of St. John 
have been so specially and thoroughly 
worked.”

In a foot note it is stated that Mr. 
Matthew had desired the author to 
say that he (Mr. M.) had recently 
found some reason to 
these betis were as old as Silurian.

The Manifesto Issued by the Canadian 
✓ Protective Association.

Toronto, OnL, March 15.—The exec­
utive committee of the Canadian Pro­
tective association has issued a man­
ifesto in which a solemn protest is 
entered against dominion interference 
in the Manitoba school question. It 
accused the Catholic hierarchy, which 
it says Is controlled by Jesuits, of stir­
ring up feelings of discontent in the 
minds of the French half-breeds, who, 
if left alone, would have accepted the 
school act wthout question. There Is 
also a very slightly veiled threat that 
if the dominion government accedes 
to the hierarchy demands civil war 
will be engendered “as happened,” to 
use the words of the manifesto, “to the 
great country to the south of us,when 
four million dollars was expended and 
the lives ol nearly one million were 
sacrificed to make good arguments for 
state and federal rights.’’

Monte Carlo. March 17.—The Monaco re­

gatta opened today, and the principal event, 
the race for the prize offered by the Prince 
of Monaco, was won by the Pmce of Wales’ 
cutter Brttanna, which managed to give A. 
Barclay Walker’s new racer, the Alisa, her 
first defeat. The Britannia’s victory, how­
ever. did not create the greatest enthusiasm 
among imperial yachtsmen, for the reason 
that it was gained in a poor trial of the 
qualties of the respective boats and 
partly due to the Ailsa holdng her opponent 
too cheap. The weather was beautiful, but 
the wind was light and flukey, and this made 
an exciting race an impoeslMlty.

Chicago, Ills., March 15.—About two 
hundred angry Poles, men and women, 
stormed St. Hedgewick’s Catholic 
church at North Hoyne avenue and 
Koecuiske street at 6.30 this morning. 
Five policemen who were on guard 
were cowed by the mob, but on the 
arrival of reinforcements the rioters 
were driven, away. There had been 
touble "fn the St. Hedgewick’s parish 
for many weeks, 
was driven out three weeks ago and 
at that time the police were called up­
on to protect the church property. 
Farther Barzinskl belonged to the Or­
der of Resurrectionist Fathers, and 
it was to this that the obejetion was 
made for some time.

Archbishop Feehen sent Father Zydl- 
aesyk to the church, but, when It was 
discovered that he too was aResurrec- 
tlonlst he was rejected.

The church was closed and locked 
for two weeks and last night the par­
ishioners determined to oppose a re­
opening of the edifice. Early today the 
Poles began pouring into the church 
hall and when about two hundred had 
arrived the march to the church was 
taken up. Four abreast the excited, 
chattering body of men and women 
marched, denouncing the priest and 
declaring that they would prevent him 
from celebrating" mass.

A constable had telephoned for the 
police as soon as the mob appeared in 
view, and two patrols loaded with of­
ficers were driven up tot^he church on 
the run.

The orders were then given to the 
police to draw their revolvers and use 
them if necessary to clear th^ church. 
The angry crowd stood for a moment, 
when forty policemen with glittering 
guns In their hands marched in to the 
church. Capt. Rehm ordered the In­
truders to leave the church and some 
of the Polish officers Informed the mob, 
in their native language, that the pol-l 
ice had orders to shoot. That settled 
it, and a moment later the church was 
cleared.

The police arrested Josie Lowan- 
dowski and her son, who seemed to be 
ringleaders, and a search is being made 
for the woman’s husband. After the 
church was cleared the priest celebrat­
ed mass under guard of a detail of 
police.

Cleveland, Ohio, Mach- 15.—Rev. A. 
F. Kollowski, the Polish Catholic 
priest, has been denounced by Rome 
and the action of Bishop HOrtsmann 
in excommunicating him, endorsed. 
The official documents, bearing the 
signature of the Pope, excommunica­
ting Rev. Father Kollowski, are now 
in the hands of Bishop Hortsmann. 
The matter has been in Rome Tor 
some time past. Both sides have pre­
sented their argument, and Rev. Mr. 
Kollowski was declared guilty. He 
is now outside the ban of the Roman 
Catholic church and cannot be rein­
stated except by the Pope personally. 
He is at present pastor of an Inde­
pendent Polish Catholic church organ­
ized by himself after his suspension 
by Bishop Horstmann.

The higher price of cotton, which 

has risen to 6.04 cents, results from 
the belief that acreage this year will 
be greatly reduced. Wheat has risen 
11-2 cents, because the government has 
a report that 75,000,000 were in the 
farmers’ hands on March 1st, though 
practically nobody in the trade thinks 
the estimate correct, and the accepted 
estimates are about 60,000,000 bushels 
higher. Com has risen 1 cent, follow­
ing wheat; pork $1.26 per barrel and 
hogs 10, and lard 30 cents per 100 lbs.

The output of pig iron on March 1st 
was 156,979 tons, a decrease since Feb­
ruary 1st of 6,412 tons weekly, and the 
Increase of unsold stocks was 52,900 
tons in February, or 13,225 weekly. 
Since January 1st the weekly output 
has deoerased 11,345 tons and the ac­
cumulation of unsold stocks fias been 
195,155 tons. Prices do not rise and ex­
cept with Chicago there seems to be 
no general Increase of demand.
