Colonel Hayward had always been 
against giving bounties for the encourage­
ment of the fisheries, because he thought 
it was injudicious ; but, if any thing Would 
induce him to go for the measure now, it 
was the arbitrary and dictatorial despatch­
es of Earl Grey.
