London, Jan, 15.—~The Central News
declared that, as a result of the allied
digcussion in Paris, the whole aspect
of demobilization has undergone a
sudden and vital change,
shown in the drastic conditions de-
manded of Germany for a renewal of
the armistice.

“On authority of an unpeachable
character,” says the Central News, it
can be stated that a situation exists
in Europe, under which war may break
out again at any moment. The Allied
War Council has arrived at a decision
which means that the British people
have mistaken the appearance of
peace for a reality. This decision
means that the new British ministry
must revise the whole scheme of army
demobilization.

“The declsion is that Great Britain,
in proportion to its military strength,
must maintain an army of oceupation
on the Rhine front for many months.
If the rapid increase in demobilization,
recently announced, were continued,
there would, in a few months, be no
army in France to undertake the obli-
gations, which by common decision of
the Allles, hav ln\;t'n placed upon Bri-

[ New Armistice
Terms Drastic

London, Jan. 15.—(British Wire-
less Service)—The new armistice
terms to be presented to Germany
by Marshal Foch are unofficially
stated here to include the follow-
ing:

First—Retributijpn on the Ger-
mans for the murder and ill-treat-
ment of Allied prisoners.

Second — ‘Bhe machinery and
goods stolen by Germany from
¥rance and Belgium to be at once
given up. It is pointed out that
France alone has 500,000 men who
will be out of work until this ma-
chinery is returned.

Third—German gold, amounting
to more than 100,000,000 pounds to
be moved from Berlin to a safe
place, probably Frankfort, and pro-
tected from Bolshevism in Germany
en route, ‘Certain other property
to be surrendered.

Fourth—Germany to give over
her shipping, of which she is be-
lieved to have 4,000,000 tons, to
carry food supplies to countries in
Europe in need of them.

Fifth—Any U-boats on the stocks
to be handed to the Allies for their
disposal or to be destroyed, and no

Paris, Jan, 15--(By The Associated
Press)—The supreme council of the
peace congress resumed its sessions
at 10.30 oclock oday.

THE CANADIANS
ON THE RHINE|.

All the Machinery of Wir
Scattered Over a Prosperous
Looking Area.

Ottawa, Jan. 15.—The following de-
spatch has been received from Kred
James, official correspondent with the
Canadian Corps, dated from Bonn,
Germany: ;

“The Canadian front line east of
the Rhine, is threaded through a sec-
tion of remarkably beautiful country,
s0 peaceful and prosperous in qu[u\:n'
ance that it is hard to reconcile 1t
with war, and yet, in a semi-circle
belt, n uring approximately 30 kilo-
metres from the Hohenzollern bridge:
head at Cologne, a state of war does
exist, and much of the machinery for
waging war is distributed over the
area The territory that borders on
the neutral belt, which extends for
about six miles in width, 18 held by
sentries and by armed patrols, whose
passage of duty takes them up hill
and down dale, through woods and
open farm lands. At strategic pMnts
a machine gun or more covers all ap-
proaches and behind them batteries of
fleld guns and howlitzers lurk, ready
for immediate action if need be. A
poilicy of watchfulness is maintained
day anq night, and, as in the old days
of actual fighting, battalions -in the
line are supported in their rear by
sister units

The troops are billeted in the vil-
lages scattered across the country,
gome in humble homiés, others in
pretentiong: establichinents. Some
of the privates with huge canopled
beds to sleep in, with real linen sheéts
and all-wool blankets to cover them,
80 necessary after a long life in the
trenches,

In contrast with Bonn there seems
to be no lack of food in the settle-
ments where I visited. Geese, fowl,
and ducks are plentiful at every
farmhouse, where I saw good horses
everywhere and herds of cattle graz-
ing in the pasturelands.

being so severe as to prohibit the cus-
toms intimations as to sources, so
that whatever a correspondent Blected
te write ghould be stated on his own
responsibility.

Gagetown, Jan. 13—A number of
Gagetown boys are now on the march
into Germany, and are much surprised
at the ‘lack of antipathy on ‘the part
of the German people. Evidently the
26th Battalion is well in the van of the
Canadian inwasion. Lieut. A. J. Brooks
in writing 10 a friend here last week, |
sald that they expected soon to be in
Bonn; while Private Eldon J. Belyea,
also of the 26th in a later lettar, stat.
el that they had crossed-the Rhine
on Dec. 13th, and were billeted in a
small German town. While there,
Private Belyea. recelved the Christ-
mas box sent him by the Gagetown
Women’s Institute, and the people of
the house in which he was billeted
looked with surprise and wonder at
“the lovely things that our women in
Canada send to the soldier hoys." Oth-
er Gagetown boys in Germany when
heard from last week were Sergt. E.
P. Babbit, M., M., and Driver Frank
Dunn, of the ist D. A, C., who found
the German people in the section
thi¥ough which they were passing, ap-
&Yently very anxious to pleasé. One
of the first of the Gagetown boys to
get into Germany was Sergt. Alfred
Ashburne of the 1st Div. Salvage Com-
bany, who was most struck by the
utter exhaustion of the German people.
For some time the Germans had been
using horses, dogs and even our pris-
oners to haul their heavy iron tired
motor lorries for which there was no
gasoline. When the Canadians march-
ed in, these lorries were found ditch-
ed by the roadside where the last
man left them. “It made the people
open their eyes,” Sergt. Ashburn said,
to see the Canadians march by ith
their horses in the pink of condition,
and every detail.of eguipment corroct.

London, Jan. 15.—Commenting on
the unofficial report that the new ar-
mistice terms with Germany requiro

Have Been Honored.

NO DISSENTIONS

Ship Docked Yesterday Aftor-
noon With 1,336 Passengers
—Of This Number 1,065
Were Returning Fighters—
Only One Hospital Case.

With colors flying, troops cheering,
the depot band playing stirring airs,
factory whistles Dblowing, steamer
sirens going and a large crowd on
the docks ready with a welcome, the
Royal Mail steamer Scotian put in-
to this port yesterday at five o'clock,
alter being expected here for the past
three days.

Ang of all the boats that have put
into this port with returning troops,
the Scotian deserved as good a re-
ception as any. Out of her 1,336 pas-
sengers, 1,066 were returigdng fighters
and none had a grievance other than
the smal] dissentions that would na-
turally arise after thirteen days at
sea in a ship not so lavge as some
The Scotian had only one hospital
case when she reached the gort, and
he, Private Owen Watson, 158th Bat-
talion, Vaucouver, was taken to the
St. James street military hospital
shortly after six o'clock.

All
the new buildings on the grounds, or
in the course of erection at the
present time, will, it is believed, grant
that accommodation to troops as was
foremost in the minds of the military
authorities.
