When carefully
looked into, none of thes reasons pre-
gents a sufficient excuse. The true
reason is the entire absence of educa-
tion in sheep husbandry and of im-
formation aboit the value and profit
of sheep raising.”

As for the dog nuisance, the commis-
gioners say New Brunswick already has al
fairly gogi dog law, but it is not en-
forced. It gives a farmer full power to|
shoot any transgressing dog at sight, and |
“if the existing law were strictly enforced |

he dog nuisance would  disappear in a
few months.” If the people realized the |
importance of sheep raising, the tommis-
siopers say, they would quickly combine
and compel the local authorities to enforce
the law rigorously. As for fencing, the
commimoners advocate the use of dog-|
prooi woven wire fences.

SWEET PEA

Notes on Culture and Varieties—Con-
tinued from Last Week.

Cultivation.—After watering, the groeund
must be stirred up arpund the plants and
always kept from lodking smooth. Or s
mulch of dried grass clippings may be laid
upon the ground, but not too close to the
vines, In this case mot so mtich watering
will be required and the ground need not
be stirred up se frequently, as the mulch-
ing will prevent it from baking hard and
will keep it moist., A eonstant watch
must be kept on the mulch itself lest it
become mildewy or pasty and afford a
pleasant rendezvous for -injurious insects.

The foregoing methods of eculture may
appear extremely difficult and possibly for-
bidding. But we have only to turn to the
hortieultural magazines and books of the
Old Country to see that what we consider
tender care of sweet peas here would there
be looked upon as rank neglect. For they
only get their magnificent: successes with

rabbits, cats, moles, mice, blackbirds, slugs,
snails, stripe, mildew and a number of
fancy fungous diseases that we are not
troubled with here. \

“Bumble foot” is often caused by the
continual contact with a hard cement
floor.

When the flock is brought into swinter
jquarters the sheep should be scparated in-
i to several groups. That is, the breeding
iewes should be separated from the show
iewes; the weak or old, thin ewes should
be separated from the young, robust ones,
{80 that they may receive better carve and
better feed. Never allow rams to run
with the pregnant ewes.

‘Whatever kind of winter quarters be
| provided for sheep, they ghould be dry.
both overhead and underfoot. If the quar-
ters are dry, sheep will endure considerable
cold without any imconvenience. Breeding
eweg reguire about 15 or 16' square feet
in & building, and about 1-12 feet at a feed-
ing rack. It is absolutely mecessary to
have the sheds or barns where the sheep
are kept well bedded. If sheep are placed
in a filthy, wet pen, or muddy lot serious
results are usnally experiemced, foot rot
being the principal digease to fear. If this
trouble gets started, the barns should be
kept free from manure, and after each
cleaning, disinfected with air-slaked lime.

Mareh and April are nsnally the hard-
est, as well as the most expensive months
to care for sheep. Im the first place, the
various fodders seem to get in a very dry
stage, and are not relished. Tf the ewes

they can be turned out to pasture, they
mwust be fed very heavy grain rations. This
means about ope to one and one-half
pounds per day, and as much sueeulent
food as they will eat. If the sheep are
not fed heavier grain ratioms, the cwes
soon begin to ¢ut down in flesh, the wool
stops growing, and the yolk refuses to de-
velop. )

Pointers on Laying the Foundation
for a Superior Herd,

What better New Years' resolution can
{you make than to commenee laying the
|first brick in the foundation of a pure
bred herd? It is time that we turned
over a new leaf in our general farm beef
record and used the eliminating process
on our present inferior to poor herds. Our
beef and milk business owes its future
suceess in a great measure to the bettex
average cow in milk production and the
narrowing of the range in quality of eur
butchers and export cattle.

The first and most important step is
the selection of the herd bull. He shouid
be of medium size, true in general omt-
{ine, strong in his quarters with a good,
strong back, a clear eut, sweet head, show-
ing sufficient maseulinity.

The
bull must also haye a family reeord with
an excellent milking - cow as his ram.

A few days ago there was signed, in

the city of Fredericton' (N. B.), a contract
for rebuilding of ‘“the 8t. Jobn Valley
Railroad,” in the Province of New Brums-
wick, The cloging of this contract is a
matter of great historieal significance and
of very great commercial importance.
: Its historic interest lies in the fact that
it has been delayed for the greater part of
half a century. And in the story of the
causes of that delay—its commercial im
portance, to Canada, consists in the re-
lation it bears to the opening of the short-
est and most direct way to the Atlantic
ocean. And the consequent effect on the
transportation of heavy freight from the
central and western provinces of the dom-
inion is in the three great unities of dis-
tance, time and money.

Before discussing these, however, there
is another feature well worthy of mention
in a day when railroads are almost syn-
onymous for subsidies. New Brunswick,
althouglf dne of the older provinces, has
continued to be one of the least populous
and least wealthy. ;

Owing to its situation and the nature
of a great part of the land, which is not
well adapted to agriculture, it is therefore
a remarkable thing that the .provincial
government has had the courage to guar-
antee the bonds of the company to the
amount of about $9,000,000—for a read
which is so closely identified with the
transportation interests of the dominion
as the Intercolonial or the Canadian Paci-
fic. And this is pot all. The 200 miles of
the St. John Valley Railway is to supply.

A telephone costs a farmer $18 per an-
num (£3 12. English equivalent), and
there are ‘fifteeti” subscribers on a line.
"Phones ‘have tried the tempers of even
the most equable men before today, and it
is interesting by way of variety, to in-
stance the nature of the prineipal’ com-
pleint to. which installations have given
rise in New Brufiswick.

Many farmers have grumbled that the
telephone, while in one sense an indispen-
sable convenience, is in another somewhat
of/ a nuisance, ss it tended to keep their
wives and women-fotk generally from their
household duties. The grievance was that
when the ’phone bell rang in a country
district miles from 'a small town; persons
in the fifteen houses connected with the
same system sought to listen to the eon-
versation that was carried onm, ‘say, be-
tween a lady and a shoopkeeper.

Spirit of Curiosity.
Comparative isolation seems to engender

most other countries. Not the least of
these are its rivers, which are one of the '
greatest factors in ‘the economieal welfare |
of the people. Even to this day some ofi
these waterways form the chief highway of |
commerce, and in some cases the sole high-
ways which the farmers living near hy
have for sending their produce to market.
Qonsidering the gize of the province and
1ts_. comparatively sparse population, the
raiiway miicage 13 greater per head of
population than almost any other country
in the world; but there are still some
parts that railways do notiserve, and the
inhabitants are compelled to fall back on
the _nlowet and more laborious, if cheaper,
service performed by the river boats.
Not the least valuable features 6F the
New Brunswick rivers are the large num-
ber of waterfalls to be found along them,
and it is calculated that there is enough
enédgy going to waste over these falls to
supply the whole country with power. The
Grand Falls of the St. John River are
t}ac largest on the North American con-
tinent after Niagara, and it is stated
that a quarter of a million horse-power Js
going to waste at present. A company has
been formed, however, which purposes to
utilize the power, and great things are ex-
pected to develop in the near future.
Other falls have alréady been harnessed,
amd one of them is now supplying motive
power to a railway, besides supplying
power and light fo several towns within a
few miles’ radius. In the county of North
 umberland alone there arc water powers
sufficient to supply all the saw-mills and
factories with motive force, besides fur-
nishing light to every town and village
within' its bord(;rs. The same conditions
are to be found'in Several other counties.
As a resort for the sportsman New
Brunswick is second to mo other country!

| between the Old Country and Canada is
to be found in the social conditions which
obtain in the latter. In Canada there is
practically no class digtinetion, every man
i8 as good as his neighbor, no matter what
position in life he may occupy. Money is
the only thing that counts in Canada; a
man may be what he likes if he only has
money at his back, and the methods by
which he made it don’t count at all. In
New Brunswick, at any rate, money regu-
lates society, and according to a man’s
wealth so is his position, <

The school system has a good deal to do
| with-this condition of affairs. There are
ino schools but the public schools, under
the direct superintendence of the govern-
ment, and in these the children of the
rich man and the chimney-sweep, white
,children and colored juveniles, are taught
side by side. There are mno separate
i schools ' for' boys and girls, one common

a spirit of curiosity which does not scruple
to overhear the communications of differ-
ent subscribers. The goyernment, who con-
trol the telephone company in the prov-
ince, bas now, however, applied an inven-
tion which is placing an effectual check
on this practice of telephonic eavesdrop-

ping. Similarly, every little town is light-!

ed by electricity, though in some cases this
15 attributable to the proximity of the
water-power before referred to, which fur-
mishes light and power at a very small
cost. On the other hand, while the people
must have the light and telephones, they
are indifferent to a degree as to the con-
dition of their streets and roads, and to
the general appearance of their houses.
Only in the large cities are streets to be
found that are worthy of the name; in the
smaller towns they are simply atrocious.
This condition, however, is to some ex-
tent attributable to climatic conditions;
the roads in the winter being frozen three
or four feet down, and when the thaw
comes in the spring it heaves them -about
a good deal. There is not money enough
in the country to make the roads properly
as they should be made in the first in-
atance, and the ‘amount of patching np
they have to undergo every spring is mnot
conducive to a good surfacg. The people
do not consider this sort of thing at all;
it does not interfere to any serious extent
with their personal convenience—therefore
it goes: But it is very different in many
other respects; as before remarked, they
deny themselves nothing, even though they
spend every cent they possess to do so.
The workingman’s wife has her parlor
and her dining room, well furnished, -
cludied portiers and a gramophone, al-
though her husband’s wages are only 45s.
a week, and he has 8s. of this to pay for
rent and fuel. Moreover, in the matter
of food, nothing but the best is good en-
ough, and where an English working man
will make a good meal off a chunk of bread
and cheese and a pint of beer, the New
Brunswicker wants meat; preferably a

keep up the fertility of théir soil, and the
farm is, sooner or later, run-down consid-
erably. Then the farmer complains of
poor crops and hard times. This class of
man does not peed much farm help, and
if he did, he is nof; as a rule,a very de-
sirable kind of ‘employer.

To the man who suffers from land hun-
gt,_;vmd'cumot satisfy ' his craving in

reat Britain, there sre abundant oppor-
tunities in New Brumswick, the equal in
all respects of those to be found in any
other part of North America, and better!
than many. No country in the world has
a better home market at the present time
for the products of the farm, and there
are any number of farms to be had for
comparatively small sums. It is true that
in the case of some of these farms they
are in a more or less run-down condition,
but to the farmer who understands his
business, and has sufficient capital to ade-
quately stock the farm, it wili be the work
of only a year or two to restore the land
to its former state of fertility. An enor-|
mous quantity of farm produce is import-
ed annually into the province which might
Just as well be grown at home, if farmers
would only go to the trouble of growing
it. In the city of St. John alone, with its
population of 45,000, farm produce of all
kinds to the value of £800,000 is imported
every year, and the same condition of af-
fairs applies in a lesser degree to the
smaller cities and towns. Of course, ow-
ing to the difference in climate and sea-
sons prevailing in this province, compared
with Britain, it takes an old country far-
mer a year or two to become acquainted
with the conditions necessary to success
there, but, once learned, there is no rea-
son whatever why he should not do well
and make money, but observant caution
at first should be the golden rule.

Next to agricultural pursuits, the lumber |
fadustry of New Brunswick provides the |
greatest amount of employment. The in-
dustry is one of the oldest in New Bruns-
j wick, as it is indeed in all the maritime
| provinces and those in which rivers are!
plentiful. The towns of Chatham undl
Newecastle (to which allusion is made later
on) are on the famous Miramichi ri\'er,‘;
along ihe banks of which ,he industry|
flourishes. Incidentally it may be men-|
tioned that Miramichi town is familiar to |
North of Ireland folk as the port with
which Belfast vessels and steamers have
for many years past traded, loading tim-
ber for this side.

A Belfast Comparison.

It is sometimes urged on behalf of New
Brunswick that it is a suitable place fo
retired army officers and other people with
small fixed incomes to settle in.

De-
sides this, retired officers have usuaily
mixed in good society in Britain, and they
might not take very kindly to conditions
of society largely made up of the trades-
men at whose shops they deal, worthv
citizens though the latter may be. As a
rule, the Irishman and the Scotchman get
along better in Canada than the average
Englishman. The latter does not seem
to be able or willing in most instances to
adapt himself to the loeal conditions.

He finds these so different from his pre-
vious experience that he usually scoffs at
them, with the result that he soon gets
himself disliked. Those Englishmen, how
ever, who are willing to take things as
they come and not offer any advice to
Canadians as to how they should or should
not manage their affairs uwsually do very
well when once they get a fair start
Some Canadians will not employ an Eng-
lishman if they can get ome of their own
countrymen, and advantage is often taken
of the fact that Englishmen are dependent
entirely on their own resources, and must

take whatever offers on the best terms .

they can. As a result, therefore, they
are often put upon. The British boy is
probably the best off, provided he does
not arrive in Canada young enough to ab-
sorb the manners and customs of the coun-
try. British children, no matter what
position in life they may have been boin
in, usually have decent manners, and the
children of the working-classes are taught
to treat their elders with a certain
amount of respect and civility.

A Juvenile Failing.

Not so in New Brunswick, The chil-
dren there seem largely devoid of manners
and exhibit no more respect or regard for
their elders and betters than they have
for their own intimates. They are brought
up entirely with their parents, who dis-
cuss their private and business matters,
and also the affairs of other people, open-
ly before the children, who consequently
soon get in the habit of putting their
word in unchecked. Throughout the whole
¢ountry there is a lack of desire to keep
one’s affairs to oneself, which is such =
DBritish characteristic.

The country being small and thinly
populated, other people’s affairs are amoug
the main topies of interest, and the news-
papers, one and all, contain columns of
items of a purely personal and private
nature, which are of no concern whatever
to anyone but the actual persons them-
selves.  Yet these people are the ver)
first to want their doings chronicled, and
they would be offended if a newspaper
failed to make mention of them. If a
man purchases a property or a business
or anything else. he is supposed to make
all the details public property, as to what
he paid for it, and what he proposes to
do with it.

If any old countryman has made up lLis
mind to emigrate to Canada under any
conditions, he will probably do well by
settling in New Brumswick in preference
to going out to some other province. He
may not make as much money, but his at
tention will not be mainly concentrated
on wheat raising. He will require, how-
ever, to be prudeént in all his business af-
fairs, and proceed upon the old maxim
“better be sure than sorry.”
