A Marvellous Rride.

A Colorado paper tells & most thrilling
story of a skiff ride which two little boys,
aged respectively 10 and 12 years, took
upon Clear Creek, beginning at Central
City.  The story is told for truth, and if

false is worth stating as a feat of imagi-
nation. The creek in question is a small

river that runs thronghaearion of the same
name and descends, at a grade of 400 ft.
to the mile,falling at intervals over rocky
precipices twenty feet in height, and
making sharp turns throughout its course.
On either side are granite wills thous-
ands of feet high at some points. At one
side of the stream, at the place named, a
small reservoir had been constructed,and
in a boat fastened there these boys
were playing. At length the fastening
gave way and the skiff went drifting to-
ward the running current. The youtliful
occupants were powerless to avert their
danger and clung helplessly to the sides
of their craft. They shot over Black
Hawk rapids, clearing a distance of sixty
- | feet, and alighting again on the torrent’s
surface sped like the wind among the
boulders. The conductor on a Central
City train saw the boat at one point, but
it darted by and soon passed out of the
sight of all on board. At Beaver Creck
station there was another fall of thirty
feet, but the boat went over, leaped some
boulders, and struck in the deep water
beyond. From that pointno one saw the
boat until it reached a point one hundred
miles below Denver, where it rode on the
Platte river, and there the boys were dis-
covered by a farmer and rescued unharm-
ed, after riding one hundred and forty
miles in two hours upon probably the
most perilous course ever essayed.

The Pacific Railway Scandal.

Montreal papeis bring a fuller digest
of SirHugh Allan’s unsavoury corres-
pondence with his New York and Chi-
cago partnérs: _

On March 4th, 1872, Sir Hugh writes
that Messrs. Bfydges and Macpherson
have notifed him that they will not join
his company on account of its American
affiliations, and have tried to induce him
to join their company of Canadians.
July 1st, 1872, Sir Hugh was confident

{ that his negotiations with the Govern-

ment would lead to the granting of the
contract to his company, as will appear
by the following letter to “a prominent
The. let-
ter also gives Sir-Hugh's version’ of
the rise and progress of his company,
and its struggles to outstrip all rivals:

My DEsr Sir,—The negotiations re:
garding the Canadian Pacific Railroad are
now approaching a termination, and I
have no reason to doubt they will be
favorable to us. I have been ‘given to
understand by Mr. McMullen, that he has
regularly kept you informed of the pro-
gress and position of affairs, hence I have
Dot communicated with you as often as I
otherwise would have done. No doubt
he has informed you that, thinking as I
had taken up the project, there must be

This succeeded
so well that in a short tinie I had 27 out
of the 46 on whom I could rely, and the
electors of the ward in this city which
Cartier himself represents, notified him
that unless the contract for the Pacific
Railway was given in interest of Lower
Canada, he need not present himself for
re-election ; he did not believe this, but
when he came here and met his constitu-
ents he found, to his surprise, that their
determination was unchangeable. He
then agreed to give the contract as re-
quired in this way, that there would be
17 Provisional Directors, of which On-
tario would have 8 and we 9, thereby
giving us the control. We at once pro-
ceeded to organizé the company (our
section), and they named me Presidents
D. Meclnnis, of Hamilton, Vice-president;
E. L. De Bellefeuille, Secretary,and Hen.
J. J. C. Abbott, legal adviser. We have
advertised that the books for subscrip-
tion of stock will be opened on the 15th
1 July at the different places named in the
| Act, and we have notified the Govern-
ment that we are willln%to take the con-
tract for building the Canadian Pacific
Railroad on the terms and conditions
prescribed in the Act.

The next thing to be done is to sub-
scribe the stock, which must be done by
British subjects only, and ten per ceit. of
the subseription must be paid in cash at
the time of subscribing. We have the
right of subscribing nine-seventeenths

Bat alas for human calculations! The
Government spider was not safe in the
Allan fiy’s parlor. Sir George Cartier
had not succumbed to the ‘formidable
influence that had carried his constitu-
ency by storm, but had resolved to brave
it. A letter to G. W. McMaullen, dated
Montreal, July 16th, 1872, shows how
toolly Sir George broke the web that
had been woven around him, and how
vesolved the Government were to have
nothing to do with the American Com-
pany. Sir Hugh says he

Has had interviews with Sir G. E. Car-
tier, who was in town, and who told Sir
H. that ‘‘he does not now, and never did,
intend to deal with either Macpherson’s
Company or ours, and that he only allow-
ed them to get incorporated as a matter
of amusement. But he says he always in-
tended that the Government would form
its own Company, who would carry on
the work under the orders of the Govern-
ment, according to the views of the Govern-
hent engineers, and with money Jurnished
by the Government. He says that he and
Sir:Jokin A. made up their minds to this
long ago, but did not tell any of their
colletgues. Negotiations were proceed-
ing between Sir H. and Mr. Macpherson
relative to the composition of this Gov-
ernment Co., but nothing had as yet
come of it. The elections are approach-
ing ‘‘and unless the matter is arranged
satisfactorily to Lower Canada Sir Geo.
Cartier’s prospect of being returned is
very slim indeed.” The ultimate result
cannot be with certainty foreseen, but
the decision cannot long be put off.

Sir Hugh evidently intended to make
Sir Géeige pay deaily for his amuse-
ment.

The nexttwo letters we have announce
the formation of the Government Com-
pany—the present Canada Pacific Rail-
way Company, offer to clandestinely
take in the American promoters of the
original Company, and gently insinuate
that the Government Barkis is willin’.
Here they are:

Letter, Montreal, 6th August, 1872, to
G. W. McMullen, Esq., stating that after
delays the matter has now, owing to the
near ‘approach of the elections and tlie
stand taken by Sir Hugh’s French friends
that they would lend no help till he pro-
nounced-himself satisfied, been brought
to a crisis, and Sir H. thinks the game he
has been playing likely to be crowned
with success. = Yesterday we entered
into an agreement by which the Govern-
ment bound itsell to form a Company -of
Canadians only, according to my wishes.
Tliat this Company will make me Presi-
dent and that I and my fricnds will get a
majority of the stock, and that the con-
tract for building the railroad will be
given to this Company in terms of the
Act of Parliament. Americans are to be,
carefully excluded in the fear that they’
will sell it to the Northern Pacific. But
I fancy we caniget over that in some way
or éther. This position has not been at-
tained without large payments of money.
I have already paid over $200,000 and
will-have at least $100,000 more to pay.
1 must now soon know what our New
York friends are going to do. They did
mot answer my last letter.”

already referred to, reminding the latter
shat Be had not answered the Jetter sent
hin on the 1st July, or the queStion there-
in asked. The progress ef negotiations
since then is described, A Thanks to the
strong French influence developed by Sir
Hugh the Government had to come to
terms with him, and the result was that
«we yesterday signed an agreement by
which, on certain ‘'monetary ~conditions,
they agree to form a company, of which
I am to be President, to suit my views,
to give me and my friends a majority of
the stock, and to give the company sO
formed the contract to build the road on
the terms of the Act of Parliament,which
are $30,000,000 in cash, 50 millions of
acres of land, with all other advantages
and privileges which can be given to us
under the Act, and they agree to do
everything in vheir power to encourage
and assist the Company during the whole
period of construction. Our opponents
are to get a minority of the stock, and
they regard us with great jealousy and
dislike ¥n consequence of their defeat,
and on that account thé Government is
obliged to stipulate that no foreigner is to
appear as a shareholder, so as to avoid
the former cry of selling ourselves to
the Northern Pacific, and succumbing to
foreign influence. The shares taken by
you and our other American friends
will, therefore, have to stand in my
name for some time. We shall get $6,-
000,000 of the stock out of the whole
capital of $10,000,000. I again ask you
if the parties are willing to take the re-
duced amount of stock in the same pro-
pottions as the amount signed for previ-
ously. As is my duty I offer it to you.
but there are plenty desirous to get . it.
Ten per cent. on the amounts will have to
be paid up and deposited in the hands of
the Government as security, but will be
returned, I think, as soon as the work is
fully begun. The expenses incurred in
bringing the matter to this point have
beenvery great; I have already paid away
about $250,000, and will have to pay at
least. $50,000 more before the end of this
month. I don’t know as even that will
finish it, but I hope so. Of course this
will have to come from the subscribers to
the $6,000,000 stock. If you elect to go
on with the subscription I will visit New
York about the end of this month to set-
tle the details with you.”

The
faithful were overjoyed, and the Fays
pronounced it the greatest proof yet giv-
en, while the gentleman quietly chuckled.

No marks on the beach can be
found to track him, but there] can be no
doubt that he has been drowned, but the
cause of which is quite unknown, as
no person saw him in the water. The
Rev. Mr. Woodman was not at home at
the time, or it is probable that he would
have accompanied the doctor. I shall re-
port again whether the body is found or
not. :

We are'so glad to be the first—We
think—to announce the new era of good
taste and simplicity. The hideous and
intrinsic fashion of trimming the front
of dress skirts after a different model
from the back has had its day, and with
the last of early summer will flee away,

A Circus ina Wharlwinds
PITTEBURG, Pa., July 3.
This evening the second entertainment
of Howe's London Circus and Menagerie
was gziven, which was attended with a
s:ene long to be remembered by those
who witnessed it. The big canvases were
spread on what is called Smoky Island, &
barren tract of land bordering on the Al-

leghany’ River. Tents almost reaching
to the water’s edge were erected. There
were at least five thousand persoiis, men,
women and children, witnessing the
equestrian part of the entertainment.
Lverything passed off pleasantly till about
half-past nine o’clock,whea the rain com-
menced to fall heavily, and soon after a
searful storm arose. Owing to the ex-
posed position of the tents the wind that
swept up the Ohio Valley cdught the im-
mense canvases and tossed them about
like toy balloons. The scene that fol-
lowed was fearful in the extreme. The
tent in which thecircus performancewas in
progress was first attacked, and the wind
lifted the poles from their position in the
ground and flung the shattered and torn
canvas over prostrated bodies of terror-
stricken men, fainting women and help-
less children. Shrieks rent the aif when
the canvas took fire from the petroleum
lights about the centre pole,and the scene
was terrible.

"To add to the horror of the scene the
animals in the adjoining tcaravan com-
menced to bellow forth in chorus the
most unearthly howls. In less than two
minutes the mammoth canvases were
torn and lying prostrate on the ground.
While the fire failed to make any great
headway, owing to the rain, which came
down in torrents, the seats in the arena
were swept away like so many straws.
All escaped with their lives. Some had
their legs broken and others were more
or less severely injured, although none,
so far, are reported as dead. Men are

rain for persons who might be crushed
under the canvases. One of the ele-
phants got away and caused great excite-
ment, as scveral persons narrowly es-
caped death from the frightened beast in
his mad career. To-night he is roaming
the streets of Alleghany City. The loss
to Mr. Howe is considerable, inasmuch as
he can hardly repair the damage done to
justify an exhibition on the 4th of July.
Tt cannot be learned to-night in the dark-
ness and confusion attending the disaster
whether any of the animals have been
killed; but it is hardly possible that all
have escaped with their lives. How an
audience of at least five thousand per-
sons got away from flying spars, poles
and boards is absolutely a miracle.
