Teachers of private schools are impelled to 
do their duty, to be Impartial, and to re­
sist the temptation to meddle unnecessa­
rily with pupils, by the desire to have a 
large number attend; and the teachers 
of publie schools must be compelled to 
do likewise by those who employ them in 
the interests of the public.

The case is Jflst this : A teacher turns a

The Fire Lait Night.
ALL AT A fire broke out at midnight In Patrick
